It says, ""The Rajya Sabha sits on such days as the Chairman,
having regard to the state of business of the Council..." This is Rule 12. Then another
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caption is, 'Provisional Calendar of sittings'. It says, "Along with the summons for a
session a Provisional Calendar of sittings showing the programme of sittings so fixed is
issued to members." | have already mentioned that.

Hon. Members, before the House adjourned for lunch, Shrimati Kanimozhi,
Member, Rajya Sabha, who had moved the Motion for Reference of the Constitution
(One Hundred and Twenty-Fourth Amendment) Bill, 2019 to a Select Committee of the

Rajya Sabha demanded that her amendment be first put to vote of the House before the

discussion on the motion for consideration of the Bill and the amendment thereto takes
place.

I would like to inform you that as per a well-established practice, after the motion
for consideration of a Bill is moved by the Minister in charge of the Bill, any Member,
with prior notice, can move an amendment for reference of that Bill to a Select Committee/
Joint Committee. Thereafter, both the motion for consideration of the Bill and amendment
moved thereto for reference of the Bill to a Select Committee are taken up for discussion
together. After the discussion is over, first the amendment moved by the Member for
Select Committee is put to vote of the House. If it is carried, motion for consideration of
the Bill is not taken up, but in case the motion for reference to a Select Committee is
negatived, the motion for consideration of the Bill is taken up. 1 would like to give a few
examples in this regard.

On 21st December, 2011, the motion for consideration of the Academy of Scientific
and Innovative Research Bill, 2011, as passed by the Lok Sabha, was moved by the
Minister in charge of the Bill. Thereafter, an amendment for reference of the said Bill to
a Select Committee of the Rajya Sabha was moved by some Members. This was followed
by the discussion on the motion for consideration of the Bill and the amendments
moved thereto which lasted for about two and a half hours. After the discussion, the
amendment moved by the Members for reference of the Bill to a Select Committee was
put to vote of the House. As this amendment was negatived, motion for consideration
of the Bill was put to vote of the House.

Similarly, the same procedure was followed in respect of a number of Bills such as
the Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Amendment Bill, 2015; the
Insurance Regulatory and Development Authority Bill, 1999; the Foreign Exchange
Management Bill, 1999; and the Prevention of Money Laundering Bill, 1999.

Thus, it is a well-established practice that both the motion for consideration of the
Bill and the amendments moved thereto for reference of the Bill to a Select Committee
are first taken up for discussion together before putting them to vote of the House.
Accordingly, Shrimati Kanimozhi's amendment for reference of the Bill to a Select
Committee will be put to the vote of the House after the discussion is over.

SHRI A. NAVANEETHAKRISHNAN (TAMIL NADU): Before commencing my
comments or views on this Bill, I invoke the blessings of hon. Amma who is popularly
known as "'Samoogha Needhi Kaththa Veeranganai " roughly it can be translated as
"'saviour of social justice".

Now, in the whole of Tamil Nadu, she had introduced 69 per cent reservation for
the Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes, Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
communities and also it is in force for nearly three decades. So, now the State of Tamil
Nadu is enjoying the benefits of 69 per cent reservation policy which was brought in the
form of a statute by hon. Amma. Sir, | strongly oppose this Bill for giving 10 per cent
reservation to the poor of the socially advanced community. Let me give you the reasons.
Firstly, the 10 per cent reservation is not a new idea. It was brought by the then
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Government of Prime Minister Shri P.V. Narsimha Rao. But it was negatived by the hon.
Supreme Court. The Supreme Court has taken the view, | quote "'A Backward Class
cannot be determined only and exclusively with reference to economic criterion. It may
be a consideration or basis along with and in addition to social backwardness but it can
never be the sole criterion". So, as on date, as per the law declared under Article 141 of
the Constitution, this ten per cent reservation is unconstitutional and it is not sustainable.

Sir, now | come to my second point. What is reservation? Reservation is a remedy
only for historical discrimination and its continuing ill-effects. So, reservation is meant
only for the class of people or community, which has been subject to historical
discrimination and who still continue to face its ill-effects. Now, admittedly, the Central
Government claims that ten per cent reservation, of course, for the poor, on the basis of
the economic criterion is to be fixed by the Executive and not by the Legislature or the
Parliament. So, now, the reservation is not for the class, not for the community but is for
individuals, those individuals who are not economically sound while the concept of
reservation is applicable only to the community or to the class and not to the individuals.
Sir, the proposed class or group of ten per cent were never subjected to historical
discrimination and they are not continuing to face the ill-effects but it is being proposed
now only on the basis of the economic criteria and on the premise that they are poor. As
rightly pointed out by our senior colleagues, Shri Anand Sharma and Prof. Ram Gopal
Yadav, India is a poor country though we claim to be the sixth-largest economy where
the GDP registers a growth every minute, every second. Sir, | read it somewhere, and, it
is subject to correction, even if the growth rate keeps on increasing further and further,
our country can be termed only as a poor country. Sir, 98 per cent of the population is
poor. So, economic criterion cannot be introduced in this concept of reservation or
affirmative action.

Sir, the third point, which I would like to mention, is that hon. Amma brought in 69
per cent reservation, which is still in force. Now, as far as Tamil Nadu is concerned, my
humble request to the Central Government is to bring an amendment to mention that this
Bill is not applicable to the State of Tamil Nadu. One line amendment is sufficient and
the people of Tamil Nadu are protected. As per the reading of the proposed clauses of
the Amendment Bill, this ten per cent is in addition to the already existing fifty per cent
reservation. Let me explain as to how the reservation policy works in Tamil Nadu. Sixty-
nine per cent is reserved for the respective Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes,
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Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes while for the remaining thirty-one per cent, all
the communities are competing. Even in the open category, SC/ST/BC and MBC and all
other communities are coming up. Especially, in our State, | can say from my experience
as the Chairman of Tamil Nadu Public Service Commission, and, as a Member of Tamil
Nadu Public Service Commission, in Kanyakumari District, all the candidates are
occupying the first rank in all categories because of their hard work. Now, my humble
submission is that thirty-one per cent which is meant for all communities is now reduced.
So, it is having a great ill-impact on Tamil Nadu. Please understand it. Now, Tamil Nadu
stands first in all respects and in all criteria be it law and order or anything else. India
Today has given four awards to the State of Tamil Nadu. The credit goes to hon. Amma.
My humble submission would be that we have 31 per cent open quota, we will call it
open quota, which is made available to all the communities irrespective of their social
status. Now it encroaches upon the rights of the people of Tamil Nadu. Hence, the
Amma's Government is strongly opposing this Bill. | am saying this on the basis of
ground reality. The 69 per cent reservation is not made without any basis or without any
data. Hon. Amma collected quantifiable data in pursuance of the direction given by the
Supreme Court and placed before the Backward Classes Commission. The Backward
Classes Commission submitted a Report to the Government and it was carefully examined
by hon. Amma and she passed a G.O. continuing the 69 per cent reservation and the
constitutional validity is still pending before the Supreme court. Now my humble
submission would be that only on the basis of quantifiable data, the Tamil Nadu
Government, the Amma's Government, has been continuing with this 69 per cent
reservation. It is G.O. Ms.No.50 Backward Classes, Most Backward Classes and
Minorities Welfare Department dated 11.07.2011. Only on the basis of quantifiable data,
it is being continued. Now, what is the data that the Central Government is having to
provide ten per cent reservation for the poor from the unreserved community? Without
any data, no reservation can be given legislatively. Evidence is the basis of rule of law.
Without any material, without any data, without any survey, now all of a sudden, this
ten per cent reservation is being brought in. My humble submission would be that Tamil
Nadu will be hit and it will be the worst affected because of this ten per cent reservation.
I strongly oppose it again and again and at the risk of repetition 1 am submitting it.

Another point that | would humbly submit is this. Our hon. Law Minister, my guru
and mentor, is present and other eminent lawyers are also present. 1 am sorry, it is
subject to correction, but does our Parliament have got the legislative competence to
bring this Bill. This is very, very important. Our Constitution contemplates reservation
only in favour of educationally and socially backward classes, SCs and STs. The scope
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of the Constitution is not to favour any socially advanced community, though they may
be poor. But nobody is preventing them from competing; they're not subjected to
discrimination as | have already submitted. So, my humble submission would be that
the Parliament does not have the legislative competence to bring this Constitutional
Amendment Bill. | may be permitted to read a portion from the judgement. This is
subject to correction. It is very, very important. It is I.R. Coelho vs. State of Tamil Nadu.
It is given by a nine-Judge Constitution Bench. It is reported in (2007) 2 SCC 1. It is
paragraph 137. In Kesavananda Bharati's case, the discussion was on the amending
power conferred by the unamended Article 368 which did not use the words constituent
power. We have already noted the difference between original power of framing the
Constitution known as constituent power and nature of constituent power vested in
Parliament under Article 368. By addition of the words "constituent power" in Article
368, the amending body, namely, Parliament, does not become the original Constituent
Assembly; it remains a Parliament under a controlled Constitution. Even after the words
"constituent power™ are inserted in Article 368, the limitations of doctrine of basic
structure would continue to apply to Parliament. It is on this premise that clauses 4 and
5 inserted in Article 368 by 42nd Amendment were struck down in the Minerva Mills
case.

Then, | come to para 48. There is a difference between parliamentary and
constitutional sovereignty. Our Constitution is framed by a Constituent Assembly which
was not a Parliament. It is in the exercise of the law making power by the Constituent
Assembly that we have a controlled Constitution. Articles 14, 19 and 21 represent the
foundational values which form the bedrock of the rule of law.

Now, in short, subject to correction, | would like to submit that this Parliament is
not a Constituent Assembly. Sir, this Parliament has no constituent power. I am not
saying that; our Supreme Court has declared it. Now, even in Article 15, the word
'reservation' is not employed by the framers of our Constitution. Only in Article 16, the
word 'reservation' is there. In Article 15, there is a phrase called 'special provision'
which is employed. Of course, now, in the new inserted clause, the word 'reservation' is
there because of the existing reservation. They already have the word 'reservation'. So,
reservation is applicable only to Article 16 which deals with opportunities in public
employment. Article 15 deals with discrimination. So, my humble submission would be,
from the reading of the judgment and the views expressed by the hon. Judges,
constituent power is not vested with our present Parliament. There is the theory of basic
structure. Again, subject to correction, | would submit that in Kesavananda Bharati's
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case, a novel idea was introduced and the powers of Parliament were taken away.
Parliament cannot enact any law which violates the basic structure of the Constitution.
If I remember correctly, the theory of basic structure of the Constitution was borrowed
from the Pakistan Supreme Court by our Supreme Court. It was an innovation made by
the Pakistan Supreme Court and then made use of by our Indian Supreme Court in
Kesavananda Bharati's case. It is not available in the Constitution. But it is a theory of
basic structure and basic features of the Constitution. So, no Parliament and no
Legislature can enact any law in violation of basic structure of the Constitution. My
humble submission is that reservation is one of the basic features of the Constitution.
It forms part of the basic structure of the Constitution. It contemplates reservation only
in favour of the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and socially and educationally
backward classes, and not for the socially advanced communities or castes. So, this is
the basic feature. It forms part of the basic structure of the Constitution. Definitely, it
would be challenged if you read this judgment which is applied by our hon. Supreme
Court till date. Now, we are lacking constituent power. So, | have already submitted that
ten per cent quota is not a new idea. Judiciary tested it and then, it was defeated,
negated and rejected by the Supreme Court. Now, the Government may say that it is
bringing forward a Constitutional Amendment and hence it is protected; earlier, it was
brought forward only as an official memorandum by executive action; so, this has got
more sanctity. No! It is very clear. Parliamentary supremacy or Constitutional supremacy,
which will win? Which will prevail? 1t is definitely the Constitutional supremacy. The
Constitution is more superior to our Parliament. The Constitutional supremacy will prevail
over the Parliament supremacy.

Now, my humble submission is this. | hope, it must be seriously thought of that
with a controlled Constitution, Parliament lacking constituent power, the Parliament
cannot do this or that. But Parliament never takes any action. As the law stands today,
my humble submission would be that the Central Government cannot introduce this Bill.
The Parliament has no legislative competency to pass the Bill also. So, it must be taken
note of.

One thing I forgot to mention is this. The 69 per cent reservation was brought in
by hon. Amma by enacting a legislation called 'The Tamil Nadu Backward Classes,
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes (Reservation of Seats in Educational Institutions
and of Appointments or Posts in the Services Under the State) Act, 1993"; Tamil Nadu
Act 45 of 1954, This Act has been included in the Ninth Schedule of the Constitution
after obtaining the assent from His Excellency, the President of India. You please
understand. Now, we have completed all the legal formalities. We are enjoying this
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right, this birthright. As there was historical discrimination, now, we are enjoying the
benefits. Thanks to hon. Amma.

What is to be done now? The Central Government ought to have taken some steps
to protect the interests of the people of Tamil Nadu. Then, the 69 per cent reservation
cannot be tampered with. They have no legal right, moral right or any other political
right. If it is implemented, as | have already submitted, the competition of all the
communities for 31 per cent, they would lose it definitely. So, my humble submission
would be this. From Tamil Nadu's point of view, it is a violation of Fundamental Rights
of the Tamil Nadu people. Fundamental Rights under Article 21, Article 19 and | have
even read in the judgements that Article 15 forms part of the basic structure of the
Constitution. Now, you have amended Article 15. You have violated the basic structure
of the Constitution. Definitely, it is a nullity. From reading of all the judgements, Article
15 forms part of the basic structure of the Constitution. It is in the judgement of Supreme
Court. I am not saying anything out of my own imagination. My humble submission
would be that everybody must be taken care of. There is no doubt about it.

In Tamil Nadu, hon. Amma had implemented it. Whether it is a State programme or
the Central Government programme, it reaches the masses without any defect, without
any fault. ...(Interruptions)... Yes, now, also. We are continuing it.

Now, my humble submission would be this. No Chief Minister of India thought of
providing reservation to the extent of 69 per cent. They were all under the impression
that we cannot breach 50 per cent. But hon. Amma had a relative judgement by herself
and she had come to the conclusion that wherever there was no adequate representation
in the services or in the courses, then, automatically, on the basis of data, reservation
can be provided even upto the level of 100 per cent. That is a dictum laid down by the
Supreme Court. So, she had very boldly taken the decision. She made a constitutional
revolution, social revolution. It is a constitutional innovation. In the social engineering,
she ought to have been given a Nobel Prize for this kind of innovation made by her. No
leader can proclaim himself as a thought leader but Amma was the only thought leader in
our nation because everyone was afraid of challenging the 69 per cent.
...(Interruptions)...

And, also, my humble submission would
be about this Amendment, and | may be permitted to read one thing for the sake of
completion. In Article 16, another Clause 6 is now being proposed to be added in
addition to the existing reservations, subject to maximum often per cent of the posts in
each category. So, the existing reservation is 69 per cent plus ten per cent, that is, 79
per cent reservation. So, it is not possible.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude your point. ...(Interruptions)... Please
conclude. ...(Interruptions)... SHRI A. NAVANEETHAKRISHNAN: This ten per cent
is without quantifiable data. It is in violation of the basic structure of the Constitution.
Our Parliament lacks legislative competence because it never gives the power to the
Parliament to enact law to provide this kind of ten per cent reservation. Now, | am
quoting from the judgements. So, the Parliament, which is lacking...

We know about the
Rail Budget and where that has disappeared. So, this cannot go on like this, Sir, and we
have serious objections to this. That is the first point on the method being used. Second:
Will this Bill pass scrutiny? Will this Bill pass judicial and constitutional scrutiny? Sir,
| don't want to go into a big legal debate here, but enough to say what we learnt in our
school civics books. The Parliament will legislate, the Executive will execute and in
between the Supreme Court will interpret the laws. We are supreme, but one of the few
countries in the world where the Supreme Court also interprets the constitutional laws.
So there are enough laws, enough judgements which my earlier speakers have noted.
Sir, what | thought rather than quote all the Supreme Court judgements which in any
case are good- these have been quoted- | found something else. You are not allowing
us to play audio; we have got both the audios in case you want me to play but this is the
quote. In December, 2017 when the BJP poll manifesto was being released in Gujarat and
one of the major parties there, the Congress had put something in their poll manifesto.
I don't want to quote any Lok Sabha M.P.; | might as well quote a Rajya Sabha M.P. -
listen to what he said when this demand for 50 per cent was made for Patidars. He said,
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"This vision is based on a constitutional impossibility. Quota beyond 50 per cent is
impossible." Sir, who said this? Not one backbencher from Rajya Sabha; the Leader of
the House, Arun Jaitleyji said this in December, 2017. Sir, the Supreme Court will ask
you some questions. So | want to alert this Government, like, how we alerted them in
demonetization and yet they crashed the plane, the Supreme Court will ask them, "Give
us some evidence to survey as to how much survey you did. Tell us about the distribution
of jobs in the last ten years in the General Category. Do you have any numbers to prove
this?"" Because if you start looking at those numbers, it may prove that this number is
already 25 per cent. Sir, this Bill is actually an acknowledgement of guilt. What is that
guilt? We haven't created jobs in the last four-and-a-half years; so, bring the Bill. Sir,
this is also very interesting because this Bill also redefines India's poverty line of thirty-
two rupees a day. But, if you are looking at the number of rupees eight lakhs a year, the
new poverty line is 2,100 rupees a day; that is what is coming after the passage of this
Bill because this Bill is only taking the word ‘economic' and putting it there. That is the
easy part.

Now, you come to the other part, and that is where these people won't agree. Sir,
the youth of the country is asking one thing. ""Where are the jobs? You promised us two
crore jobs. Now, you are giving us pakoras." We have made the point about income tax.
Someone has raised the point that 97 per cent people don't pay income tax. So, | don't
want to labour on it. If you take 97 per cent people who don't pay income tax, then, if
you take the 8 lakh rupees income, it does not even add up to more than 0.1 per cent. Is
that the number we are talking about?

I want to take you now to the next step because this is the promise they made. But,
in the next few minutes, | want to prove to you that every promise- they have got a track
record, it is an illness to make promises and not fulfil them- that we have made, Start
Up India, Digital India, Skill India, Stand Up India, Make in India. | hope, next time, they
also come up with something in Hindi we can all understand. But, this new scheme is
called ™* India', and if | say anything unparliamentary, throw it out. | will give you one
reason why this scheme * India’ will not work.

This scheme promised 'housing for all' by
2022. These are Government figures. One out of five houses have been done. 2022!
Where we will meet 2022, we don't know. Now, Sir, let us come to '* India-5', Skill India
Mission. The Government themselves did a survey. In that survey, 72 per cent of India's
youths whom you are trying to fool with this Bill, but, they will not get fooled, 72 per
cent have not even heard of Skill India Mission.

Sir, next * India-6"", is about jobs. India lost 110 crore jobs. We all know now the
great promise of two crore jobs and 15 lakh rupees.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Shri Y. S. Chowdary,
you have five speakers. So, you will get only two minutes.
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SHRI Y. S. CHOWDARY (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, it's okay. Mr. Vice-Chairman. Sir,
bringing this Constitution (One Hundred and Twenty-fourth Amendment) Bill, 2019 is
really good, but the irony is that this Bill is brought at the fag end of the Session,
particularly when Rajya Sabha has to be extended for a day and the 16th Lok Sabha is
almost at the fag end, and only the Vote on Account will take place and nothing. From
our Party, we support this Bill, but in order to understand such an important Bill,
particularly a Constitution Amendment, it should have been brought much earlier. While
bringing this Bill, we also talk about various reservations. From the State of Andhra
Pradesh, after duly passing the Resolution from the Andhra Pradesh Assembly, we have
recommended a Bill for Kapu reservation. We don't know what the fate of that Bill is. At
the same time, | am sure that many States must have sent many Bills. We don't know
what their fate is. There is no accountability of pending Bills here. Whatever the Treasury
Benches want to bulldoze, they do it. But this is not the right practice to follow in a
democratic set-up. Compromising the parliamentary procedures is a very, very bad and
sad thing. We may belong to different parties from different States of the country but,
when we come to this House, Sir, which is called as 'temple of democracy', we are all
one. The nation comes first and the interest of the citizens comes first. But, bringing
this kind of Bill in a hurried manner is really bad. Then, the criteria that they have put for
EBC is also a bit confusing. Many people get into a lot of domestic management to
enter into this. Thereby, as it is, this is not going to help many people. But, it is good.
At least, it has come. This Bill is going to help economically backward class people.
But, the criteria is definitely not that easy to strictly follow. So, we feel, on behalf of our
party, the Telugu Desam Party and our leader Shri Nara Chandrababu Naidu also said,
that this kind of Bill should have been referred to a Select Committee for greater
deliberations to improve the conditions. Sir, in fact, it reminds me about the buzz word.
During 2014, we used to talk about ‘demographic dividend'. I do not know where it has
gone. What were you doing for the youth all these years? Now, where are the jobs first
of all, for all these reservations to get in? That is a big question-mark, Sir. | think
whoever is in Government, -political parties may come and go but, the Government is
permanent in nature - the time has now come to understand and create a sustainable
social infrastructure in this country across the nation so that all the youth can really get
better facilities and then they can flourish themselves rather than playing politics with
these reservations. So, though we wanted this Bill to be sent to Select Committee but
because of the paucity of time, on behalf of Telugu Desam Party, we would like to
support this Bill unconditionally. Thank you very much, Sir.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Thank you, Mr.
Chowdary. Now, Dr. Banda Prakash. He will speak in Telugu.
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DR. BANDA PRAKASH (TELANGANA): Sir, thank you for giving me the
opportunity to speak on this Constitution (One Hundred and Twenty-fourth
Amendment) Bill, 2009. Sir, the Bill aims to provide representation to the economically
weaker sections of the Society in education and employment. Sir, our TRS Party under
the able leadership of our Chief Minister, a visionary, has highly welcomed every move
to make society inclusive and stronger. Therefore, we support the Government's move
for undertaking the initiative. Sir, economically backwardness * Sir, in the past we have
heard about Social Backwardness. But, for the first time we are giving reservations on
the basis of Economic Backwardness. We are all aware that, though the country is
plenty in resources we are unable to use them in a proper manner. The fact that even
after seventy years of Independence we are discussing this Bill today reflects the failure
of the previous Governments which ruled this country for the last seventy years. The
previous Governments which ruled this country have always tried to settle their scores
but never took interest in the welfare of the common man and the under privileged. Sir,
| feel, probably it is because of this reason that this Bill is introduced in the Parliament
and discussed in this House today. Sir, if we think in sociological perspective, there are
many aspects which were considered for allotting reservations. Based on this the
Telangana Government had proposed of 12 per cent reservation for the Muslim minorities
and a resolution was passed by the Telangana Assembly regarding the same and sent
to the Central Government. The Central Government is still opposing this Bill. There is
change in the percentage of population of Scheduled Tribes and Muslim Communities
when compared to before and after the bifurcation of the State. After the formation of
Telangana State, population of Scheduled Tribes and Muslim Community in the State is
10 per cent and 12 per cent respectively. We made many resolutions and sent them to
Central Government stating that the percentage of reservation for these two communities
should be given according to their percentage of population. We represented our
concerns to the Hon'ble Prime Minister on several occasions. Members of Parliament
from both the Houses from our party have demonstrated with regard to this issue. In
spite of all these efforts there is no response from the Central Government. I request the
Central Government to consider the requests and resolutions made by the Telangana
Government before introducing Bills of this kind. | request the hon. Minister to take
care of the Bills proposed in the Telangana Assembly and forwarded to the Government
of India. I request him once again to please bring them before the Parliament. Sir, Today
I bring to your Kind notice various issues relating to the State of Telangana. Many of my
dear friends participated in the discussion on this Bill and reminded the Government

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that many issues relating to reservations are still pending. Women's Reservation Bill is
still pending. Why is it still pending? Telangana Government made a proposal for
33per cent reservation for women in the Telangana Assembly and sent it to Central
Government for its acceptance. Even Government of India does not have any such for
Women's Reservation. At this Juncture | would like to bring to your notice that the State
of Telangana is providing 50 per cent reservation for women in local bodies. Sir,
50 per cent of the population, which is women, they are now representing in the local
bodies. In all the Panchayati Raj bodies, Municipal Corporations and Municipal
Councils, they have 50 per cent representation. Since the last election, we have introduced
this Bill in the Telangana State.

Sir, Government of Telangana is providing EBC (Economically Backward Class)
Scholarships for the downtrodden people. Even though there is no reservation, we are
giving them EBC scholarships since a long time. Students belonging to the Economically
Backward Classes are getting scholarships for continuing their education. They are
even provided ¥ 20 lakhs as fellowship. If they want to study in foreign countries, we
provide ¥ 20 lakhs for the EBC students. Even this time, our Government has taken a
decision to provide seats in the Gurukula Pathshala, that is, Ashram schools, residential
schools, providing seats for the EBC students also.

I want to make another request that under the leadership of Shri K. Chandrashekar
Rao, we have sent a resolution for 33 per cent reservation in Legislature for the backward
classes. Even till today, the Government of India has not approved that 33 per cent
reservation in Legislature for the backward classes in Telangana. A number of times, we
have requested the Government of India in this regard, and a number of times, we have
requested the Prime Minister also regarding the formation of a separate Department for
Backward Classes. There should be, at least, a separate Ministry in the Government of
India for the Backward Classes. Even after 70 years of Independence, there is no separate
Ministry for the Backward Classes in this country. We have a population of more than
60 crores from the Backward Classes, but we do not have a separate Ministry for the
Backward Classes in this country.

Again, Sir, our State Government is providing reservation in the nominated posts
also, that,, is, in Market Committees, we are providing reservation for SCs and STs.

Finally, Sir, we request the Government of India that we should have a common
policy. On the one side, we are saying that we will go for 60 per cent reservation. On the
other side, we know the case in Supreme Court where they have limited the total reservation
to a maximum of 50 per cent. Recently, even in the local body elections, they have struck
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down our request and they have confined the total reservation upto 50 per cent. That is
why, we are now providing only 24 per cent reservation in the local bodies for the
backward classes as against 34 per cent which we were providing earlier.

I request the hon. Minister to see the details carefully whether it is possible to go
beyond 50 per cent limit. Countrywide, if you look at different States, subject to
correction, | would like to quote some figures. In Haryana, they have 70 per cent
reservation: SCs - 20 per cent; BCA - 16 per cent; BCB - 11 per cent; MBC - 10 per cent;
Economically Backward Class - 10 per cent; PHC - 3 per cent. In Tamil Nadu, they have
69 per cent reservation: SCs - 18 per cent; STs - 1 per cent; BC - 30 per cent; MBC - 20
per cent. In Maharashtra, they have 68 per cent. Recently, they have added another 10
per cent. Even without that, it is 68 per cent.

In Jharkhand, we are having 60 per cent reservation, that is, 11 per cent for
Scheduled Castes, 27 per cent for Scheduled Tribes and 22 per cent for Other Backward
Classes. In Rajasthan, we are having 54 per cent reservation, that is, 16 per cent for
Scheduled Castes, 12 per cent for Scheduled Tribes and 26 per cent for Other Backward
Classes. In North-Eastern States, we are having 80 per cent reservation for Scheduled
Tribes and 20 per cent for others. Sir, only in Telangana and Andhra Pradesh, we are
having only 50 per cent reservation that is, 29 per cent for Backward Classes, 15 per
cent for Scheduled Castes and 16 per cent for Scheduled Tribes. We are repeatedly
requesting the Government that according to the population of SCs and STs in our
State, you should increase the reservation. But, on the pretext that it is crossing the
fifty per cent mark, the Government of India is not allowing us to increase the reservation.
In this regard, we request the Government of India, either to make a common policy for
the entire country stating the percentage of reservation we should have, or, otherwise,
delegate the powers to the State Governments. The State Governments should have a
prerogative on the demographic conditions and the population conditions of their
respective States. Sir, we are having a large humber of Backward Classes population
and minority population in Telangana. A number of times our hon. Chief Minister has
mentioned on the floor of the House also that almost 90.65 per cent of the population of
Telangana belongs to Backward Classes, Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and
Minority communities, only 9.5 per cent belongs to the upper castes. Now, we are going
to give 10 per cent reservation to the upper caste. We request to the Government that
we should have the liberty to give reservation to other communities as per their
population. I want to bring it to the notice of this House that while Mandal Commission
had given only 27 per cent reservation to the Backward Classes, why is it that the total
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population of about 52 per cent is having reservation of only 27 per cent? It is because
the number should not cross 50 per cent as the total Central reservation is confined to
49.5 per cent. So, | request the Government of India to make a policy and delegate the
reservation policy. State reservation should be under the control of State Governments
only and whatever Central Reservation you want to mark, you please take a note of that.
Otherwise, it is very difficult for the States to make a reservation policy of their own.
..(Time-Bell rings)...

Sir, finally, | want to request that the reservation policy should be more effective
and standardised according to the needs of the society. Sir, caste-based reservation
should be given on the basis of their population. The Government should give clear-cut
directions to implement the reservation policy. Sir, finally, we are proposing some
amendments to the Bill. We also want to remind the Government to support the Telangana
Reservation Policy and approve all our pending Bills and co-operate with us. Thank
you.

THE VICE CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Thank you. The next
speaker is Shri Elamaram Kareem. You have two speakers from your party. So, you have
only nine minutes. Please stick to your time.

SHRI ELAMARAM KAREEM (Kerala): Sir, the Bill which we are discussing here
to accord 10 per cent reservation to the economically weaker sections among the general
category is an electoral ploy. Government is not sincere in giving any protection to
down trodden people. This decision has come a day before the current Session of
Parliament is scheduled to end with an eye on the forthcoming general elections. It is
also an admission of the abject failure of the Modi Government to create employment in
the past four-and-a-half years. This issue has been under discussion since Mandal
Commission days. The CPI (M) had then said that and continues to maintain that such
ameasure is required. This Bill, however, has come before us without any consultation.
Particularly, the criterion to determine the beneficiaries of such a step has been fixed for
those having their family incomes less than % 8 lakhs per annum and the other criterion
raises the question, whether the reservation will really benefit the deprived. The two-
days' countrywide general strike of the workers, that began yesterday, continues till
today. They are demanding guaranteed minimum wages of ¥ 18,000 per month. If it is
agreed, their annual income will be ¥ 2,16,000, but, unfortunately, it is not agreed to.
Even then, those workers who are earning lesser amounts for their work, they will not be
entitled to the reservation according to the criterion. Sir, the Modi Government refused
to act on this issue all these years. The timing of the present Bill expresses the BJP-led
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NDA Government's desperation to muster support for its electoral fortunes after its
defeat in the recently-held assembly elections in five States. The policies pursued by
this Government have, instead of generating employment, led to loss of existing jobs.
Sir, the recently published Centre for Monitoring Indian Economy Report reveals that
more than one crore employment is lost due to demonetisation. Sir, in the industries,
due to mechanisation, robotisation and introduction of artificial intelligence, employment
is getting reduced. Where will this reservation bring benefit to the poor section? That is
my question.

Sir, the existing quota for SC, ST and OBC is not being filled up. Benefits of
reservation are increasingly eroded by pursuit of aggressive neo-liberal policies and by
keeping the private sector outside its purview. Sir, in the Statement of Objects and
Reasons of this Bill, the Government has stated that, at present, the economically weaker
sections of the society have largely remained excluded from attending the higher
educational institutions and public employment on account of their financial incapacity
to compete with other persons. Sir, whether, with this reservation, this situation can be
changed; and, whether, with this reservation, the economically poor sections can be
uplifted, are the questions. My answer is 'no'.

Sir, the architects of our Constitution, our former national leaders while formulating
the reservation policy in the Constitution said that only with this reservation, the caste
oppression or deprivation will not come to an end, and, so, along with that, land reforms,
economic reforms are also needed. What have our rulers done? What is the condition of
our country today? Sir, take the example of Kerala. Kerala is number one amongst all
Indian States in Human Development Index. Sir, the life expectancy in Kerala is 75 years
of age while our national average is 64. Literacy rate is highest in Kerala. The Infant
Mortality Rate in Kerala is the lowest and their living conditions are at par with the
developed countries. How did we achieve this? It was achieved not just with reservation.
We are giving 50 per cent reservation to the SC, ST and OBC but the Government of
Kerala from 1957 brought in land reforms, developed public education system, developed
the public distribution system, protected the labour rights, implemented labour welfare
measures, empowered women and strengthened people's participation in administration.
Such policies have developed the Kerala State. What has happened to other States in
the rest of the country? The Bourgeoisie ruling class and their policies are the reason
for the poor condition of vast majority of our people.

According to the Human Development Report, our nation has 130th position in
the Human Development Index out of 189 countries in the world. During the BJP
Government's period, the development is for corporates and for business, not for the

poor. India added 17 new billionaires last year raising their number to 101. The vast
majority of Indian people are living with ¥ 32 per head which they are spending per day.
Indian billionaires' wealth increased in 2017 by 4,891 billion.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Mr. Kareem, there is
another speaker from your party.

SHRI ELAMARAM KAREEM: Sir, I am concluding. Sir, 73 per cent of the wealth
generated last year went to the richest one per cent. But 67 crore Indians, who comprise
the poorest half of the population, saw only one per cent increase in their income. That
is the condition. How can we uplift the poor from their deprivation? While we are
supporting the principle of this Bill, this will not serve the purpose. The Government
will surely know this that it will not survive the judicial scrutiny. They are not concerned
about that. They are concerned about the propaganda for coming election only. People
know who you are and what was your action for four years and a half. | am sure they will
uplift you to the gallery of this House in the coming election. Thank you, Sir.

DR. NARENDRA JADHAV (Nominated): Sir, | rise to wholeheartedly commend
this landmark Constitution Amendment Bill. While presenting the final draft of the
Constitution to the Constituent Assembly on November 25, 1949, Dr. B.R. Ambedkar,
the principal architect of the Indian Constitution had given a very strong warning and |
quote, he said, "On January 26, 1950, we are going to enter into a life of contradictions.
In politics we will have equality and in social and economic life we will have inequality."
Sir, he went on to add, ""How long shall we continue to live this life of contradictions?
How long shall we continue to deny equality in our social and economic life? If we
continue to deny it for long, we will do so only by putting our political democracy in
peril. We must remove this contradiction at the earliest possible moment or else those
who suffer from inequality will blow up the structure of political democracy which this
Assembly has so laboriously built up." The basic thrust of Dr. Ambedkar's argument
was that: Having achieved political democracy, there is ho room for complacency. We
must strive to convert the political democracy into social and economic democracy and
for this purpose, Dr. Ambedkar included the Directive Principles of State Policy in the
Constitution which has become a unique feature of our Constitution. Dr. Ambedkar
established the framework for social democracy by introducing reservations on caste-
basis for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and OBCs. In my view, Sir, this
Constitutional Amendment Bill is a giant step forward in laying out to establish a
framework for economic democracy. This is being sought to be done through reservations
on the basis of economic criteria. | strongly feel that this process of universalization of
reservation needs to be extended to private sector as well. While | wholeheartedly
support the proposed Constitutional Amendment, | must hasten to add two caveats.
First, the economic-basis must only be an additional criterion, in addition to the social
criteria based on caste, which is the most fundamental one in the Indian society. Under
any circumstances, the reservations for Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and OBCs
must not be reduced. The second caveat that | want to add is that there must be an
effective and equitable implementation of the Reservation Policy. Many speakers have
talked about the mindset. Why are reservations needed? The reservations are needed
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because of the basic innate inability of our system to be just and fair. If the system were
just and fair then we would have not needed reservations. As many people have talked
about the mindset, the question which is asked is, how many Scheduled Castes, how
many Scheduled Tribes and how many OBCs are there in senior positions in bureaucracy?
Given the domination among the top echelons of certain castes in bureaucracy, there is
a grave danger of a new form of caste-discrimination in terms of inequitable and selective
implementation of reservation policy .And this would be a highly undesirable outcome
of a noble policy and we must not let that happen. With this caveat, | wholeheartedly

support this historic Constitution (Amendment) Bill.

SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI (Tamil Nadu): Sir, | rise to oppose this Bill which has
been brought here to make right a wrong. | would like to quote Dr. B. R. Ambedkar. Such

was his integrity and commitment to the Constitution that he said, "If | find the
Constitution being misused, 1 shall be the first to burn it." Today, the legislature, the
Constitution, everything, is made a mockery of. This Bill, is a Constitution Amendment
Bill, it has been brought and forced upon both the Houses of the Parliament overnight,
without being sent to the Standing Committee, without being sent to a Select Committee,
and without giving any time to any Member to reflect upon it. And this is what is
happening to the Constitution; this is what is happening to the country today that the
Government thinks that they can unilaterally decide everything, and just force, whatever
their decisions are, on the people of this country. Sir, | come from the land of Periyar
which has a history of social justice legislations for more than hundred years. It was the
first State to provide voting rights for women, and it was the first State to pass the first
communal G.O. It was the Justice Party which passed it. It was our leader, Dr. Kalaignar,
who formed the First Backward Classes Commission in the year 1969 and increased the
reservation for OBCs from 25 to 30 per cent. Yesterday, our leader, Mr. M. K. Stalin,
opposed this Constitution Amendment Bill when he spoke in the Tamil Nadu Legislative
Assembly and reiterated the DMK's opposition to reservation based on economic
criteria. Sir, the basic objective of reservation is to make sure that the historic wrong
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done in the name of religion and caste to the people of this country has to be made
right. It is not out of mercy, it is their right that they deserve to be given their reservation.
We have to understand that it is not economic; it is not that because they were poor,
they were denied right to education and a place in the governance. It is because they
were born into a particular caste which some people thought was less than them, lower
than them and that they were deprived of any right. In this country, even today there are
children who have to drink water from different pots in schools because they belong to
the dalit community. We cannot forget the mindset of those children that how insulted
they would feel in the same school premises because of the discrimination they face day
in and day out. Working places are not above it. When you are a dalit, when you are an
OBC, you still face discrimination. So, it is your birth. You can change your religion,
you can change your economic status, but you cannot change your caste. Even if you
move from one religion to another, caste, unfortunately, in this country, follows you.
We don't provide reservation for these people. We don't provide reservation for Christian
dalits. We used to provide reservation for Muslims. Sachar Committee has said in its
Report how economically, educationally and socially backward the Muslim brothers
and sisters of this country are. And especially this Government has suddenly developed
great concern and fondness for the Muslim sisters of this country. That being the case,
they can empower them by bringing reservation. In Tamil Nadu, the DMK Government
brought 3.5 per cent reservation for the Muslims. The Government can do the same and
empower the women they want to or claim to be empowering. You say that you want to
help economically depressed classes. What is happening to the education loans which
the UPA Government brought? It is really being stopped. The youngsters who borrowed
money for their education, today they are not able to repay the loan because there is no
employment opportunity. That being the case, they are being harassed and insulted by
the Banks like thieves. What is the Government doing about that? Without doing
anything, without improving employment situation, without reaching out to those
youngsters who borrowed money for education, they are being harassed even without
being helped. Nobody listens to their problems. What is the point in bringing a Bill to
say that you are helping the economically depressed classes? Sir, in the P.V. Narasimha
Rao Government, they tried to bring reservation. But in the Indra Sawhney case the
Supreme Court has clearly stated that economic criteria should not be the sole basis for
giving reservation. In paragraph 799, the Court held, "A backward class cannot be
determined only and exclusively with reference to economic criteria. It may be a
consideration on the basis along with and in addition to social backwardness, but it
cannot be the sole criteria." But this Government is trying to bring a Bill only on the sole
criteria of economic basis. Eight Judges out of the nine Judges have concurred with this
view.

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economically depressed classes. | would like to know where you got this number of ten
per cent. Has any research gone into it? Has any study gone into it? When the DMK
Government in Tamil Nadu brought reservations, we had the Amba Shankar Commission.
The first Sattanathan Commission was brought into place. After a scientific study, after
a detailed study, then, the reservations were brought in. The same thing happened with
the Mandal Commission.

That is the number of jobs created on a yearly basis in the last eighteen
years. What jobs are you going to give to the weaker sections of society? And, if you
look at the Modi years, around 1.7 lakh jobs have been added at the Central Government
level. This works out to around 45,000 jobs a year, on an average.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri C.M. Ramesh.

SHRI C. M. RAMESH (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, yesterday, on behalf of Telugu
Desam Party, my leader Chandrababu Naidu has already told in the Press that we are
supporting this Bill. But why has this Bill been brought in at the last minute or last
hour? If you had brought this Bill three years before, so many vacancies would have
been there and so many employees would have been benefitted. 1 am saying of all
technical issues about which my colleagues Mr. Derek, Mr. Sukhendu Sekhar and Mr.
Kapil Sibal have spoken. Previously, Congress also brought the A.P. Reorganization
Bill. We have seen this in this House. They thought that they will be politically benefitted.
But it was a boomerang. Now, in the same way, at the last minute, this Government also
brought this Bill only for political benefit. This time also, it will be a boomerang for
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them. Sir, it is a very important Bill. Sir, when Mr. Kapil Sibal was speaking, so many
Ministers were also sitting here.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: There are some more speakers from your party.

SHRI C. M. RAMESH: Yes, Sir. Sir, the Ministers should have spoken in the
Cabinet. It has been a tabled item. It is such an important Bill, but the Ministers also do
not know that this Bill is coming. They made it a tabled item. They should discuss it in
the Cabinet, not here. | gather that the proposed Bill finds an echo in an Ordinance
promulgated in Gujarat in 2016. The Ordinance provided 10 per cent quota to upper
castes there. The Gujarat High Court in the Dayaram Khemkaran Verma versus State of
Gujarat quashed the Ordinance in August 2016. The case has been referred to a five-
judge Bench of the Supreme Court. It is still pending.

Now, again, there are so many technical issues and many Members have spoken
about them. Since they lost the elections, in order to show their faces to the people
outside, they have brought forward this Bill. Last time, the Congress party did it in
Andhra. These people are also thinking the same way and they are doing it for taking
benefit during elections. In fact, this type of a Bill should have been brought three years
before. Finally, we support this Bill. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI NARESH GUJRAL (Punjab): Sir, all societies faced serious challenges on
account of discrimination and institutionalized inequalities. The US has the African
Americans; the Europe has Gypsies, Australia has Abuzeins, but nowhere in the world
inequality by birth and moral neutrality to such discrimination so institutionalized as our
society. Sir, future of the vast majority of our children can reasonably be predicted at
the time of their birth, by assessing the family economic status, parental education, and
their caste and religion. So far, our society has ignored the plight of religious groups
other than Hindus who are also mired in poverty and inequality. Sir, this Bill seems to
open up the debate of reservations for Muslims, Christians, Jains, certain Sikh
communities as well as other minorities. Sir, we need an urgent and honest national
debate and the sensible and pragmatic response so that all children, who are
disadvantaged, are dealt a fair hand. Common sense should be the guiding principle
involving a more rational model of reservations. So far, it has been seen that the creamy
layer has been taking all the advantages of reservations and | don't understand how a
family that declares an income of eight lakhs or has five acres of land, can be called the
poorest of the poor. Sir, the fact is that our youth are frustrated and clamouring for jobs
and our economy is not producing enough jobs to satisfy them. We basically need to
create more jobs which would be possible only if we incentivise labour-intensive industry.
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Sir, tourism is one such industry which is a huge employment generator. But, what have
we done? We are putting 24 per cent GST on hotels in this country and tourism is
moving away from India to Sri Lanka, to Thailand, to other countries in the east. Similarly,
Sir, another employment generator is garments. Garment manufacturing provides
maximum number of jobs after agriculture in this country. The entire economy of
Bangladesh is built by just one industry, which is garment. So, today, this huge country
exports 17 billion of textiles. Only Bangladesh is exporting 32 billion and moving towards
50 billion in the next three years. As a result of this, they have moved up in the human
development index; their women are doing very well, and their birth rate has fallen. So,
my point is that the Government needs to take more pragmatic steps to incentivise
labour-intensive industry. Sir, I would say that the Government has taken many steps to
rapair the damaged economy. But, Sir, we have to take more pragmatic steps. | give an
example of electronics. Today, our bill in the case of our import of electronics is almost
the same as that of petroleum. China has created million of jobs in this sector. We need
to take pragmatic steps; we need to incentivise this industry so that more jobs are
created. Just this reservation is not going to satisfy our youth. Many friends are giving
figures of jobs being created in the Government sector, and in fact, their number is very
few. Those are very few. Eventually the answer lies in the fact that the industry will have
to create jobs and for that they need to be incentivised. | do hope that the next NDA
Government will take more steps to ensure that we incentivise our industry and create
more jobs. Thank you very much, Sir.

SHRI D. RAJA: Sir, we are discussing a very important Constitution Amendment
Bill. But, the way the Government has brought this Bill must disturb every concerned
citizen in the country. The Bill has been signed on 7th January and the draft Bill was
taken to Lok Sabha on 8th January and got it passed. Now, on 9th January, we are
discussing this Bill. It is a Constitution Amendment Bill. The attitude of the Government
is nothing but to undermine the Constitution, to undermine Parliament. This is what |
can make out. It disturbs every concerned citizen in the country, the way the present
Government has the attitude towards the Constitution given to us by Dr. Ambedkar and
galaxy of leaders. What a great vision for building a modern India, a modern secular
democratic republic. What is happening with this present Government? Is it the way to
bring the Constitution Amendment of this nature? This is my number one observation.

My second observation is, we have heard many colleagues speaking on this Bill
starting from Shri Kapil Sibal. And, everyone who spoke, to begin with, they all said
that they would support the Bill. But, the arguments which everyone gave are all to
oppose the Bill. In that way, all these arguments strengthen our plea that this Bill should
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go to a Select Committee. This is my strong appeal to the entire House starting from
Government to everybody. How can we pass such a Bill in haste? Why is this haste?
The Government should explain as to why this haste is. It is because the Government is
desperate, politically motivated to bring such a Bill. And, the first speaker from BJP
referred that his Government believes in Sabka Saath Sabka Vikas. | am asking, Sabka
Saath means what? | am asking, fesaeT 31212 | am telling you, today and yesterday, the
workers across the country went on a nationwide strike. Why did they go on a nationwide
strike? | mean the workers of all spheres of our economy. They say that this Government
is not 'Mazdoor ke Saath' and, then, the Government is with corporate houses. The
kisans came to Delhi. They had a huge demonstration but the farmers' distress continues.
They say that the Government is not Kisan ke Saath. And, young people are all suffering
from unemployment and under-employment. They say that this Government is not Jarait
& 3T | So, ey 1, this Government is? They should understand. They talk about
reservation for economically weaker sections. Sir, | am telling you that this reservation
as a State policy has been conceived and accepted in order to provide affirmative
action, in order to take affirmative action for the socially, educationally backward
communities. That is the problem. And, reservation based on income criteria is against
the legislative intent. 1 do not know as the concerned Minister is not there and the Law
Minister is not there. The reservation based on income criteria is against the legislative
intent of the Constituent Assembly. It was evident from the statement of Dr. Ambedkar.
You take note of it. You are taking the name of Dr. Ambedkar. It was Dr. Ambedkar who
said in the Constituent Assembly that reservation would be ensured only against
discrimination imposed by structures determined earlier. Now, | am telling you as to
what those structures are. Shri Paswan has left. What is happening in Gujarat? A Dalit
boy just started growing his moustache. He was lynched. What is the society we have
today in India? What civilization are we talking about? India is a modern nation but a
dalit boy cannot grow moustache; he is lynched. A dalit boy cannot ride on a horse
back; he is lynched. The shadow of a little girl, who went to fetch water from a public
well, fell on others and she was attacked. What is this India, | am asking! Is this what
Dr. Ambedkar. ...(Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRl BHUBANESWAR KALlTA): Your time is over.

SHRI D. RAJA: Is this what Dr. Ambedkar said? My point is, when the Government
talks about reservation for economically weaker sections, it means, already 49.5 per cent
reservation is there for SC/ST and OBC. Sir, 50.5 per cent is for open category. It is open

even to SC/ST and OBC. And you are talking away 10 per cent from that open category.
What is the economic criterion? You are referring to Article 15 and Article 46. You read
all these Articles in totality. Nowhere, does it talk about economic criteria. It talks about
social backwardness and educational backwardness. ...(Interruptions)...

And
you are backing all corporate houses, big business houses. Now, you have build up the
private sector. | am asking the present Government: Does the present Government have
the courage to bring a legislation to provide reservation in private sector? | am asking
you.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Please conclude.

SHRI D. RAJA! If you have the courage, you bring the Bill. We will all support.
The other day, the Finance Minister said in the other House that the Communists should
not stop the benefits meant for the poor people. It is the Communists who have been
fighting for education and employment for all. It is the Communists who have been
fighting for healthcare and housing for all. It is the Communists who have been fighting
for equality, liberty and fraternity among our citizens. That is why | am asking this
Government whether this Bill is in tune with the Constitution, whether it will stand
before judicial scrutiny, whether it will stand before social scrutiny across the country.
That is why | am asking this Government to be magnanimous and not have the election
consideration. This democracy will have to survive. The Constitution will have to survive.
This nation will have to survive. That is why such a Constitution (Amendment) Bill
should not be passed just like that in haste. It has to go to the Select committee as we
demand and the entire House will have to support and refer it to the Select committee.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, this is an
important Bill which requires a constitutional amendment. This Bill has been introduced
in this apex constitutional body without any homework. If a Bill requires any constitutional
amendment, for that, a report has to be obtained or it has to be referred to the Select
Committee or it has to be studied before weighing the pros and cons of all the
institutions. Simply because we are raising objections and supporting the Bill, the
Government should not take it for granted. Our objections should be taken into
consideration in order to resolve the issues that may come up during the course of
implementation of the programme. Whatever it may be, as far as the requirement issues
for Economically Backward Classes are concerned, earlier the Apex Court, a Nine-Judge
Constitutional Bench, has already struck that down, the issue of ten per cent EBC quota
in 1992 itself. Sir, that was not answered in this case. Even subsequent to that, in 2006,
in Nagaraj case also, the same principle is upheld. Any reservation, not only reservation
to the backward classes, should not exceed 50 per cent. In that case, there is no answer
from the Government. This has been introduced in a hurried manner without any debate,
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etc. There are so many things to be answered as far as the definition of EBC and other
aspects are concerned. Statistics are also required as to how many categories are there,
how much reservations are required, how many people are benefited, etc. These aspects
have to be studied. There is no study report at all. But what has happened at this stage
is that at the fag end of the extended day of this House, they have introduced the Bill in
a hurried manner. This doesn't serve the purpose of the public, except the purpose of
political gimmick.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude. You have got another speaker.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR: However, the Andhra Pradesh
State Government under the leadership of Nara Chandrababu Naidu has already sent a
report to the Central Government for five per cent reservation categorization to Kapu
community. That was not considered. There are similar demands from other States.
They were also not considered. Without considering the demands made by the States,
it is brought. That was being kept aside.

Positive affirmation
towards the weaker sections of the society will bring them at par with other privileged
classes. Urbanisation has also created the urban poor, who mostly strive to find proper
shelter, education and employment. These people are mostly the upper classes with
lower means at their disposal. This condition has developed post independence and
post-industrialisation in India. Hence, this requires our urgent action. We also hope
that this will finally be able to do away with the reservation stigma people faced in day-
to-day lives with reservation being the panacea for the weaker sections as a whole.
However, | am unsure about the legality of the Bill since we are aware of the 50 per cent
reservation limit fixed by the Supreme Court. Some clarification has been made by the
Law Minister, but we have our own doubt.

Moreover, introduction of the Bill merely two months prior to the elections raises
some concerns. We sincerely hope that this is not a gimmick like the demonetization
was. | support the Bill, but | would like to ask as to why the Government introduced this
Bill on the last day of the session. This is a very important Constitutional Amendment,
which needs quality discussion, and it should have been brought up in the initial days.

Sir, to conclude, 1 would like to say that reservation alone would not lead to
poverty alleviation. There is a dearth of jobs in the country with the unemployment
being the highest in 27 months. One crore people have lost their jobs in 2018. The
unemployment rate in December, 2018, shot up to 7.38 per cent from 6.62 per cent in
November, 2018, and 4.78 per cent in December, 2017.

SHRI RITABRATA BANERJEE (West Bengal): Sir, when we discuss this Bill, the
question of employment is the moot point. When you want to extend reservation without
creation of employment, reservation cannot be extended. The policies pursued by the
Union Government, instead of generating employment, have led to the loss of existing
jobs. Itis a 'job loss growth'. The existing quota for SC, ST and OBCs is not being filled
up. Benefits of reservations are increasingly eroded by the pursuit of aggressive neo-
liberal policies and by keeping the private sector outside its purview.

Sir, recently, on September 17, 1.9 crore applicants appeared for the Railway
Recruitment Board exam to fill up 62,000 vacancies. These were jobs for gangman,
gateman, helpers in electrical and mechanical departments etc. A majority of the
candidates, who applied for these posts, were post-graduates. Contrary to the claims of
the Union Government of generating jobs in various sectors, during demonetisation
itself, 35 lakh jobs were lost due to the impact of demonetisation. Sir, after four and a
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half years of the Union Government, the data on employment confirms a basic fact that
neo-liberal growth and only bhashan does not generate employment. According to the
Government's statistics, India's GDP grew by 8.2 per cent in the first quarter of this
financial year, that is, from April to June, 2018. However, during the same quarter,
employment declined by one per cent. This is the reality. This is the Government data.
Sir, this shows the all-round failure of the Union Government in generating sufficient
employment to meet the requirement of the new entrants every year, which is estimated
to be 1.2 crore.

Sir, the policies of the Government have created such a situation where rural
employment is huge. Fifty per cent of the workforce in India is in agriculture. The
policies of privatisation and opening up of all basic services to the market have resulted
in bulk employment in the informal sector. It is here that there is maximum exploitation
with no minimum wages, job security and social security benefits. The only other option
open is to be 'self-employed', an euphemism for those who can find no other means of
livelihood.

Prime Minister has dangled the prospect of 'making pakodas' as a decent livelihood. Sir,

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Demand to pay attention towards problem of rising rate of unemployment,

lower wages and rural-urban divide

SHRIMATI JHARNA DAS BAIDYA (Tripura): Sir, | want to express my deep
concern at inadequate employment opportunities for the masses in rural and urban
areas.

Unemployment levels have been steadily rising and after several years of staying
around 2 per cent to 3 per cent, the headline rate of unemployment reached 5 per cent in
2015 with youth unemployment being a very high 16 per cent. This rate of unemployment
is the highest seen in India in, at least, the last 20 years.

The biggest new challenge facing India's policymakers and administrators is rapidly
rising unemployment. This shortage of jobs is compounded by depressed wages, with
82 per cent of men and 92 per cent of women earning less than T 10,000 per month.

It used to be said that India's problem is not unemployment but underemployment
and low wages. States such as Chhattisgarh, Gujarat and Karnataka are exceptions to
the trend of rising unemployment nationally.

Another significant trend that the report highlights is the problem of low earnings.
"Nationally, 67 per cent of households reported monthly earnings of up to ¥ 10,000 in
2015. In comparison, the minimum salary recommended by the Seventh Central Pay
Commission (CPC) is ¥ 18,000 per month. This suggests that a large majority of Indians
are not being paid what may be termed a living wage. The situation is worse in
unorganized sector."

Such jobless growth is also creating a growing divide between the urban and rural
areas and widening socio-economic inequalities in an unprecedented manner. | would,
therefore, urge the Central Government to immediately take adequate measures to create
employment opportunities in the country with adequate living wages. Thank you, Sir.

Demand to increase minimum wages to ¥ 18,000 per month

SHRI BINOY VISWAM (Kerala): Sir, I rise to urge the Government to take urgent
steps to increase the minimum wages to ¥ 18,000 per month. The workers are the real
builders of the nation. And, those who work in the unorganized sector do play a great
role in making wealth for the nation. But, they are paid with meagre wages. In many
cases, it is around a few hundreds per month. It has become impossible for millions of
workers to survive with this poor wages. The prices of all essential commodities are
sky-rocketing. The food inflation affects their lives badly. The purchasing capacity of
rupee is falling down every day. A worker with three children needs minimum ¥ 25,000

per month, according to certain studies. It is in this background that the trade unions of
the country are demanding ¥ 18,000 minimum in a month. By any yardstick, this is a
genuine and modest demand from the side of the workers.

Demand to enhance budgetary allocation and release of funds for drinking
water projects in rural Meghalaya

SHRIMATI WANSUK SYIEM (Meghalaya): Sir, to achieve drinking water security
and sustainability of drinking water sources in Meghalaya which are abundant, the
Centre supports projects under the National Rural Drinking Water Programmes in rural
habitats of the State.

Despite being one of the world's largest rain-fed regions, Meghalaya is
handicapped because of hilly and non-porous terrain adversely affecting the charging
of ground water formations, coupled with infrastructural backwardness and paucity of
funds. The State suffers from sudden drop in allocation and release of Centre's share of
funds both for implementation of new schemes but also in operation and maintenance of
completed water supply schemes. Despite the recommendations of the Fourteenth
Finance Commission Report for an increase in the share of States in the Centre's tax
revenue pool from the earlier 32 per cent to 42 per cent, the budgetary allocations and
corresponding releases under the Ministry of Drinking Water and Sanitation have
dropped sharply to as low as ¥ 31.24 crores against the benchmark figures of
T100 crores a year prior to 2014-15.

A large number of drinking water schemes, already sanctioned and accorded
administrative approval by the State Government, are languishing due to paucity of
adequate timely disbursements by the Centre. | urge upon the Centre to address this
crucial issue concerning the welfare of the rural populace in Meghalaya at the earliest.
Thank you.

Demand for urgent measures to deal with drought in Maharashtra

SHRI HUSAIN DALWAI (Maharashtra): Sir, the State of Maharashtra experiences
huge variability in rainfall across various regions in the State. Major area of Maharashtra
practices rain-fed farming. The net sown area under irrigation in the State of Maharashtra
is about 16-18 per cent, which is even lower than the national average of 47.68 per cent.
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[Shri Husain Dalwai]

Maharashtra has experienced drought during the years 2012 to 2016. Between 2015
and 2016, 7291 farmers and agricultural labourers have committed suicides in
Maharashtra. The situation has been worst in Vidharbha and Marathwada region. Also
Drought Prone Areas (DPA) in rest of Maharashtra have experienced distress in the
recent years.

Even in 2018, Maharashtra has reportedly received only 77 per cent of its average
rainfall this year. Drought has been declared in nearly half of Maharashtra, reportedly in
151 of the 353 talukas in the State. The situation gets aggravated by over-dependence
of farmers on groundwater which also faces a drastic drop. This has led to crop failure,
distress migration and increased vulnerability of farmers to extreme steps.

It is an urgent request to the Central Government to not just extend financial
assistance to the State of Maharashtra and ensure compensation to affected farmers
and people of the State of Maharashtra, but also take a long term perspective of the
groundwater usage and recharge in the State. There should be an assessment of areas
under irrigation in the State and promotion of rainwater harvesting and storage structures
to recharge groundwater. Areas of Marathwada and Vidharbha which face greater water
stress, need to be prioritised.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Shrimati. Vijila Sathyananth. Not present.
Demand to impound passports and denying visas to pro-Khalistani elements

SHRI ANIL DESAI (Maharashtra): Sir, recently there is a surge in pro-Khalistani
activities in some Western countries, particularly UK, USA and Canada. Sikh separatist
elements among the Indian Diaspora in these countries are aggressively talking about a
separate homeland for Sikhs. Some organisations like 'Sikhs for Justice' and movements
like "referendum 2020" are increasing their nefarious activities in some countries and
carrying anti-India campaign misleading Indian population there. The Government of
India must take a serious note of such activities which is nothing but an attempt to
revive Khalistan movement with an active support from Pakistan and the ISI. In recent
past these anti-India people opposed the visit of some prominent Indian Ministers and
leaders in UK, US and Canada and demonstrated against them. Indian Missions abroad
must play an active role and identify such elements through media coverage of such
events and their passports should be cancelled and if they are not Indian citizens, they
should not be allowed to enter India and visa must be denied. We should not forget that
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Pakistan is bent upon creating trouble and making several efforts to disintegrate India
by extending active support to such Khalistani elements living abroad. | urge upon the
Government to take up this issue with their counterparts in these countries for taking
action against such persons.

Hon. Members, the 247th Session of Rajya Sabha, which commenced on the 11th
December, 2018, comes to a close today. In all, the House had 18 sittings, during which
it was able to deliberate for only 27-plus hours. More than 78 hours were lost, which is
a sad reflection on the functioning of the Upper House of Parliament.

The Session was characterised by regular and continuous disruptions which
deprived Members of the opportunity to discuss matters of urgent public importance
and seek the accountability of the executive through questions.

Out of the 285 Starred Questions admitted, only 31 could be answered orally and
Question Hour could not be taken up on 13 days. Only 38 matters could be raised by
Members with the permission of the Chair, while only eight Special Mentions could be
made, during the entire Session. Members were deprived of the opportunity to listen to
the Statement of the Minister of Home Affairs and seek clarifications on the Calling
Attention Motion regarding situation arising due to devastation caused by Cyclones
Gaja and Titli in some States and the action taken by the Government in regard thereto,
due to continuous disruption of the House.

Four Government Bills were passed, five Government Bills were introduced and
four were withdrawn. The House deliberated on the landmark Bill, the Constitution
(One Hundred and Twenty-fourth Amendment) Bill, 2019, as passed by Lok Sabha for
more than eight hours in which 39 Members participated. The Statutory Resolution on
the Proclamation issued by the President under Article 356 of the Constitution of India
in relation to the State of Jammu and Kashmir was also discussed for more than
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two-and-a-half hours, in which 15 Members participated, and was adopted by the
House.

No Private Members' Bills could be introduced or discussed during the entire
Session. However, the House was able to discuss two Private Members' Resolutions.

The House made references to the passing away of Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee,
former Prime Minister; Shri Somnath Chatterjee, former Speaker of Lok Sabha;
Shri Ananthkumar, Minister of Chemicals and Fertilizers and Minister of Parliamentary
Affairs, along with 17 other former Members. The House also made reference to the
passing away of Mr. George H. W. Bush, former President of U.S.A.
