Need for better handling of Covid-19 related bio-medical waste

DR. AMEE YAJNIK (Gujarat): Thank you hon. Chairman, Sir, for allowing me to raise
an important issue: 'Handling of Covid-19 related bio-medical waste.' Post the
Covid-19 outbreak, the disposal of Covid-19 related bio-medical waste has become a
threat. Recent data released by the Central Pollution Control Board has shown that
between June, 2020 and December, 2020, bio-medical waste generated due to
Covid-19 alone was 33,000 tonnes. Cities where Covid-19 cases are higher in
numbers, such cities face a problem of used, contaminated personal protection
equipment like PPE, masks, gloves, shoe covers, which are thrown in the open or
dumped with household waste. The direct impact, which this Covid-19 related bio-
medical waste has on the air, water, soil and animals, cannot be overlooked. This is
posing an immense risk to the ecosystem. Though hospitals and Covid-19 care
centres do follow the protocol of waste management and waste segregation, the
unscientific disposal of Covid-19 bio-medical waste by corporations and private
contractors is worrisome. Sanitation workers are seldom provided with sufficient PPE
kits or soap and water and, apart from this, they are also being underpaid by the
municipal corporations. The safety guidelines are hardly followed. Informal
participants in the disposal chain such as rag pickers and waste collectors are
exposed to such bio-medical waste and are hardly prevented from collecting it.
There is no mechanism to track the vehicles that carry this bio-medical waste and
there is no way to check the waste stored before it is incinerated. Failing to tackle this
bio-medical waste is likely to increase environmental and public health risk.

Sir, through you, | request the Government to take immediate steps to
implement proper techniques for Covid-related biomedical waste management and
bring in systemic participation of the recycling industry so that relevant authorities can
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improve the operational practices of the entire bio-medical waste management
landscape. Thank you, Sir.

Act (PASA) Regulations in Lakshadweep

DR. L. HANUMANTHAIAH (Karnataka): Sir, as every one of us is aware,
Lakshadweep is a small and beautiful Union Territory. It has a population of around
70,000 only and the crime rate in that territory is very low as compared to other Union
Territories and even other States. Lakshadweep has prominence over other Union
Territories and States for its tranquillity and peaceful environment, which can also be
considered as a prime reason for tourist attraction. With regard to the implementation
of the Prevention of Anti-Social Activities Act, (PASA), a notification has been issued
on 28.01.2021 asking for the opinion of the people of Lakshadweep. The
implementation of the aforesaid PASA Act would amount to violation of principles of
natural justice and it would also amount to the infringement of the Fundamental Rights
guaranteed under Part lll of the Constitution of India. Sir, the peaceful society living in
harmony with nature would be threatened and driven to become insecure and unsafe
in their own society, which, all these years, they were enjoying. As the existing laws
are more than sufficient to deal with the crimes which are happening in Lakshadweep
and not very serious crimes have been reported so far, the proposed PASA Act is
unwarranted in a peaceful and law-binding territory like Lakshadweep. It is the
apprehension of the people's representatives of that area, and some of the officials of
that area also feel, that this Act in this small territory is unwarranted. Therefore, the
request of the people of Lakshadweep is to keep the implementation of PASA in
abeyance. Therefore, to allow the people, who are peacefully living in that small
place of nature to live fearlessly, | request the Government of India to keep it in
abeyance and allow the people of Lakshadweep to remain peaceful.

There is slight
improvement but not enough. Last reported were 50 deaths, which is official. Non-
officially, a lot more. Sir, it is a pity that today we are still talking about deaths of
manual scavengers. | cannot understand why we have not yet been able to provide
them protective gears and why we have not done away with manual scavenging. We
are talking of progress; we are talking about going to the Moon and Mars, and
everywhere; and, we cannot provide proper protective gear. It is an embarrassment
for the country and for all of us sitting here. | remember that Prof. Manoj Kumar Jha
had brought up a Private Member's Bill. There has been no response. We need a
response. The Railway Minister is sitting here. Sir, a lot of manual scavengers are
used by the Railways as well. Please take note that they are given proper protective
gear. A lot of them, including the children of these scavengers are refusing to do the
same work. But, how do you rehabilitate them? There are no jobs for them.
Societies discriminate against them. All these things need to be addressed. We do
talk about minorities; we talk about SCs/STs; we talk about reservations. But, what
about these people? This country has been independent for so long. | think these
people need dignity. These people need rehabilitation. And, all people, especially
the contractors, who do not provide them proper gear, need to be punished. | think
some kind of response should come from the Government in this House, and this will
go across the world because you do Swachh Bharat. This is a part of Swachh
Bharat. Don’t give slogans; do the work. Thank you.

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Need to recognize the rights of women farmers in country

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Sir, | want to raise the issue of women farmers who
continue to be invisible, neglected, discriminated and engaged in difficult working
conditions in agriculture. The same narratives have been followed in the current farm
protests as well where there is a stereotypical, paternalistic, male-dominated
leadership in these protests.

Recently, women farmers came together demanding that the Government
recognizes them and upholds their rights. Sir, | support their demands. Their
demands have to be addressed both at the policy level as well as at the
implementation level. Currently, we have about fifteen crore women farmers engaged
in agricultural activities right from planting seeds, transplantation activities, storage
activities, post-harvest activities and also harvesting activities. Many of them are
widow farmers whose husbands had committed suicide and, therefore, they have
taken to farming. It is, therefore, very essential that the women farmers have to be
recognized and the first step is to recognize them officially. The definition of farmers
has to include things like women farmers, tenant farmers, those who rear livestock,
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fisherwomen and women dependent on forest.The Oxfam Report says, ‘the
agriculture sector employs 80 per cent of all economically active women in India.
But, only 13 per cent have land rights’. The entire data set of census operations
identifies farmers as per their land holdings and that is the crux of the problem.
Therefore, Sir, | demand that we must operationalise a definition of farmer that
includes all these activities. There is a joint registration of land, a registry of
women farmers, equal access to credit, better access to technologies and quality
seeds. Sir, unless we assure them space in the policy level and also give support
services just as we give to our male farmers, we cannot actually have a
sustainable agricultural practice in this country. Thank you.

Phasing out of non-medical teachers in Medical Colleges

colleges for decades, are suddenly being removed without their being a policy with
regard to the reasons as to why, they are being removed. That is being done in the
middle of pandemic, when we need all hands on the deck, to remove them from the
medical colleges seem to be imprudent. | would like to submit that non-medical
teachers have already been reduced by 50 per cent. Sir, 30 per cent in Biochemistry,
in Anatomy and Physiology to 15 per cent; from 50 per cent to 15 per cent. They have
been completely excluded from Pharmacology and Microbiology Faculty. This is a
serious issue not only in respect of teachers, but also for imparting education to
medical students when even student services may be required if the pandemic
continues to reoccur as is apprehended now. The Scientists are routinely appointed
all over the world for Anatomy, Biochemistry, Physiology, Pharmacology,
Microbiology, | do not know what has gone wrong that without formulating a policy,
we thought of removing them to the extent of almost 50 per cent. | hope the
Government will take serious note of this and come out with a policy. Thank you.

Decision to close down 125 year old Sambalpur Road Railway Station in Odisha

SHRI PRASANNA ACHARYA (Odisha): Sir, today under your leadership, we paid
tribute to the great martyrs of this country who sacrificed their lives, 90 years before.
Sir, today is the day when 100 years before Mahatma Gandhi first visited Odisha, and
in Odisha, he could visualize the poverty of the whole country.

Odisha is celebrating at a wide scale the Centenary Year of Mahatma Gandhi’s visit to
Odisha. Sir, after eight years, Mahatma Gandhi again visited Odisha and that too
Sambalpur. Sir, the Sambalpur Railway Station, which is a Divisional Headquarters of
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the Railways, is a century old railway station and bears the memory of Gandhiji’s visit
to Sambalpur. Gandhiji alighted at that railway station, had a public meeting in the
sands of the River Mahanadi, which started the Independence Movement there. But,
unfortunately, Sir, when the whole of Odisha is celebrating the Centenary of
Gandhiji’s visit to Odisha, the Railways has taken an unfortunate decision to close
down permanently that railway station of Sambalpur which bears the memory of
Gandhi’s visit to Sambalpur. Therefore, Sir, it has sent tremors all over in the region
in Sambalpur area and there is a widespread agitation going on there. Sir, Sambalpur
was having the Railway Survey Division Office since 1880 which conducted survey,
while laying of railway network to Raigarh-Jharsuguda Section of Bombay-Kolkata
line, which was opened in 1890, and Jharsuguda-Chakradhrapur section came up in
March 1981. Sambalpur was an important centre of administration since the British
time and it was a seat of the British Political Agent from where the affairs of so many
Princely States were conducted. Passenger trains started running via Sambalpur
Road Station in 1893 and, the station came up full-fledged in 1895 and continuing
since then. Sir, it is giving good goods revenue to the Railways and it is coming under
East Coast Railway Zone and Sambalpur is its Divisional Headquarters. Therefore,
Sir, | would request the hon. Railway Minister, he is very much present here, kindly
reconsider the decision and allow the Sambalpur Railway Station to continue further.
Sir, in 2007, the Railways had also taken a decision to close down the station but
there was a widespread agitation. A tripartite meeting was held between the district
administration, the Railways and the public representatives and it was decided that
the railway station will continue; it will not be closed down for ever. Therefore, | again
appeal to the hon. Railway Minister to kindly intervene and see that the railway station
continues in future also. Thank you.

Need for renovation and conservation of Gadakhai Heritage project under the Urban
Infrastructure Development Scheme for Small and Medium Towns (UIDSSMT)
Programme in Cuttack district of Odisha

SHRI SUBHASH CHANDRA SINGH (Odisha): " "Sjr, it was around 11" Century when
Anantavarman Chodaganga Deva from Mukhalingam of Andhra Pradesh built the
Barabati fort. In due course, the nine-storey structure of Barabati fort was built at the
confluence of two rivers named Mahanadi and Kathajodi. At that time, Cuttack was

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the political, social and cultural heartland of Odisha. Barabati fort is our heritage
and it is all about our pride and glory. Today, the fort represents the glory of thousand
years.

Regarding the issue of heritage, | would like to mention through you Chairman
Sir, that an amount of Rs. 17.25 crore was sanctioned in the year 2008-09 under the
Urban Infrastructure Development Scheme for Small and Medium Towns (UIDSSMT)
for the city of Cuttack. Barabati fort was brought under its ambit for renovation,
modernization and restoration, considering its heritage value. It is a matter of pride
that this heritage project was to be implemented jointly by the Archeological Survey of
India (ASI) and the Cuttack Municipal Corporation (CMC) and an amount of Rs. 17
crore was sanctioned for this purpose.

The part of work assigned to the Cuttack Municipal Corporation (CMC) has
been completed and an amount of Rs 12 crore is still lying unspent. Even after 14
years, ASI is not permitting any infrastructure development as this heritage project
comes under strictly prohibited zone of ASI. ASI is not allowing anyone to undertake
various development works despite the request made by the State Government. After
reviewing the matter, hon. Odisha High Court has already issued direction in this
regard, but despite that nothing has happened. Neither the State Government nor the
district administration or RDC has been able to undertake any developmental work
there.

Sir, there is even an indoor stadium in this fort and this is one of the reasons for
which Cuttack is recognised as the sports capital of Odisha. In this very stadium,
Inter-State sports activities are held and even athletes from neighbouring States use it
as their practice ground for various sports-related activities. We have also been using
this stadium for our morning walk. However, it is totally bereft of any infrastructure or
maintenance. There is no toilet facility either. The stadium is in a very dilapidated
condition. Through you Sir, we demand and urge upon the Government to direct ASI
to declare the deadline by which they are going to complete the project. The Sports
Complex which athletes from different parts of India use as their practice ground and
the place which people like me have been using as our morning walk location for the
last thirty years has no walking tracks. The maintenance work may either be taken up
by the State Sports Authority or the Olympic Association, but a direction through you
should come regarding completion of the project. Barabati fort is the pride and glory
of Cuttack, Odisha as the British could enter into Cuttack in the year 1803 somehow

Demand to enhance man-days and budgetary allocation for MNREGA in Tripura

SHRIMATI JHARNA DAS BAIDYA (Tripura): Mr. Chairman, Sir, | want to express my
concern over the quantum of increase in the wage rate of the Mahatma Gandhi
National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (MGNREGA).

In Andhra Pradesh and Telangana, there has been only a meagre increase in
wages by Rs. 8, from the existing Rs. 237 to Rs. 245 a day.

Not paying wages in public works amounts to forced labour. It is well known
that the widespread disruption of economic activity caused due to the COVID-19
pandemic has forced many people to turn to MGNREGA in rural India. This
insufficient increase in wage rate, which can only be termed as meagre, does little to
enhance relief or provide respite during the ongoing economic crisis.

During Prime Minister Narendra Modi's visit to Tripura before Assembly
elections, he had assured that the MGNREGA man-days would be increased from
100 days to 200 days and wages would be increased to Rs. 340. But, the
Government has not fulfilled their demands and only 15 to 16 man-days are given to
the workers across the State.

If one takes into account total grants
recommended by the Fourteenth Finance Commission, it comes to Rs.2,100.25
crores. But, the Government of India has, so far, released Rs.869.40 crores; thereby
an amount of Rs. 1,230.85 crores is pending for release.

(d) the details of other measures being taken in the field of banking reforms?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF FINANCE (SHRI ANURAG SINGH
THAKUR): (a) to (d) A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (d) Government, in January 2018, communicated to PSBs a PSB Reforms
Agenda aimed at Enhanced Access & Service Excellence (EASE) for responsive and
responsible banking. As part of this, PSBs committed to an annual EASE reforms
index with independent assessment of progress. As follow-up, beginning with the
financial year (FY’) 2018-19, PSBs have each year adopted an EASE reforms agenda
for their annual reform priorities. EASE 3.0, the reforms agenda adopted for FY2020-
21, aimsto provide smart and tech-enabled banking and is characterised by the
following key features:
In the seven larger PSBs {State Bank of India (SBI), Bank of Baroda (BoB),
Union Bank of India (UBI), Punjab National Bank (PNB), Canara Bank, Bank of
India and Indian Bank } :
(i) Initiation and stepping up of smart lending with—
(1) End-to-end automated digital lending,
(2) Digital loan request initiation by customers through multiple
channels,
(3) Analytics-based credit offers by banks, and
(4) Centralised hubs for faster agricultural loan processing;
In all 12 PSBs (/hc/uo’/‘ng Central Bank of India, UCO Bank, Indian Overseas Bank,
Bank of Maharashtra, and Punjab and Sind Bank) :
(i) Customer ease through mobile/Internet banking in regional languages
and expanded Bank-Mitra-based near-home services
(i) Effective loan monitoring through Early Warning Signals (EWS) systems
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(iv)Objective credit decision-making through Risk Scoring and Scrutiny
systems
(v) Faster recovery through one-time settlement (OTS) platforms
(vi) Technology for outcome-centric human resource (HR)
Highlights of the progress on and impact of EASE 3.0 in the seven larger PSBs, with
regard to initiation and stepping up of smart lending, are as under:
(i) End-to-end automated digital lendinghas been introduced for—
(1)unsecured personal loans in SBI, BoB, UBI, PNB and Canara Bank,
and
(2)micro-enterprises, in SBI (=eShishu Mudras), BoB and UBI,
while steps for such automated digital lending have been initiated in the
remaining large PSBs as well.

(i) Digital loan request initiation through call-centres / SMSs / apps / website /
missed calls has been enabled, with retail disbursements from loan requests
so initiated in Q3 FY2020-21 increasing by 132% over Q4 FY2019-20.

(i) Customer-need driven analytics-based credit offers have been given an
impetus, with fresh retail loan disbursements resulting from such offers in the
third quarter (Q3) of FY2020-21 increasing by 32% fresh over the baseline
{fourth quarter (Q4) of FY2019-20}.

(iv) Agricultural loans processed through centralised hubsin Q3 FY2020-21
increasing by 17% over Q4 FY2019-20.

Highlights of the progress on and impact of EASE 3.0 in all PSBs, with regard to
leveraging of technology for significantly improving systems for customer ease, loan
monitoring, credit decision-making, expediting recovery, and outcome-centric HR,
are as under:

(i) Customer ease has been enhanced with mobile/Internet banking regional
language offerings and Bank-Mitra-based near-home services in rural areas
have increased to an average of seven regional languages and 25 Bank-Mitra-
based services per bank.

(ii)Loan monitoring to detect and address stress in accounts has been enabled
through automated EWS systems with an average of 70 EWS triggers per
bank, use of third-party data and workflow for time-bound remedial actions,
covering 98% of corporate advances and 70% of micro, small and medium
enterprise (MSME) advances.

(iit) Credit decision-making has been enabled through Risk Scoring and
Scrutiny systems that comprehensively factor in third-party data and non-
financial risk factors and provide for higher scrutiny of high-risk cases, which
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cover 100% of higher value corporate advances and 99% of higher value
MSME advances.

(iv) Faster recovery through settlements has been enabled through OTS
platforms and online portals, with 88% OTS proposals being tracked through
dedicated IT systems in Q3 FY2020-21.

(V)Outcome-centric HR has been furthered through institution of IT-based
Performance Management System and HR Deployment Decision Support
System, and creation of technology-related job families to enable
specialisation in technology.

As per the independent monitoring instituted for EASE 3.0 by the Indian Banks’
Association, there was an overall improvement by 27% on the reform parameters
underthe EASE 3.0 agenda till Q3 FY2020-21 over the baseline of Q4 FY2019-20.
Bank-wise details are given at Annexure.

Other banking reforms also addressed credit discipline, responsible lending and
improved governance, besides adoption of technology. Credit discipline was instilled
through the Insolvency and Bankruptcy Code, creation of a Central Repository of
Information on Large Credit to monitor corporate loans across banks coupled with
transparent recognition of stressed loans as non-performing assets (NPAs), and
systematic checking of high-value accounts for wilful default and fraud. For
responsible lending, PSBs adopted prudential policies to ensure ring-fencing of cash
flows and tying up of clearances and linkages before disbursement; gave focussed
attention to high-value loans by making consortium size manageable, deploying
specialised agencies for monitoring and creating stressed asset verticals for
resolutionsimproved adherence to risk-based pricing; used independent data
sourcesextensively; and technologically enabled recovery through eBshd platform for
online auction and eDRT for recovery case management. Governancein PSBs has
been strengthened through arm’s length selection of top management through Banks
Board Bureau, introduction of non-executive chairmen in nationalised banks,
widening talent pool and instituting performance-based extensions for Managing
Directors, instituting appraisal by Boards oftop management and non-official
directors (NODs), effectively usingNODs by giving them mandate akin to that of
independent directors, and filling up top positions through market recruitment.
Technology has massively expandeddigital transactions through the Jan-Dhan —
Aadhaar — Mobile (JAI\/I) linkage, interoperable Bank Mitras, Unified Payments
Interface (UPI) and direct benefit transfers; enabled industry-wide lending platforms
like psbloansind9minutes.com andthe Trade Receivables Discounting System
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(TReDS); and reduced retail loan turnaround time from 31 days in Q4 FY2017-18 to 10
days in Q4 FY2019-20 through Loan Management Systems in PSBs.

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (DR. HARSH VARDHAN): (a)
to (d) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a)  The National Health Mission (NHM) envisages achievement of universal
access to equitable, affordable & quality health care services that are accountable
and responsive to people’s needs. NHM encompasses its two Sub-Missions, the
National Rural Health Mission (NRHM) and the National Urban Health Mission
(NUHM). The main programmatic components include Health System Strengthening
in rural and urban areas, Reproductive-Maternal- Neonatal-Child and Adolescent
Health (RMNCH+A), and Communicable and Non-Communicable Diseases.

Under NHM, technical and Financial support is provided to States/UTs for
strengthening of their healthcare systems based on the proposals submitted by them
in their Program Implementation Plans (PIPs), subject to availability of resources.

The Reproductive, Maternal, Newborn, Child and Adolescent Health
(RMNCH+A) have been strengthened in Kanataka by operationalization of 1006
24*7 Primary Health Centers(PHC), 208 24*7 Community Health Centers(CHC),
172 First Referral Units (FRUs), 42 Sick New Born Care Units (SNCU), 176 New Born
Stabilization Units (NBSU)) and 1707 New Born Care Corner (NBCC). 55 MCH Wings
have been sanctioned to further strengthen the Maternal and Child Health Services in
the State. The Total operational Ambulances are 911 including both Dial 108 & other
patient transport vehicles. Under National Leprosy Elimination Progarmme (NLEP),
Prevalence Rate of less than 1 per 10,000 population has been achieved. 67657
Cataract surgeries have been performed in the State so far. In Malaria, Annual
Parasite Incidence (API) of less than 1 per 1000 population has been achieved. 543
Haemo-Dialysis machines have been installed and 10,17,294 sessions of dialysis have
been held so far under Pradhan Mantri National Dialysis Program (PMNDP).

The expenditure under National Health Mission in the State of Karnataka from
FY 2017-18 to FY 2020-21is almost 100%.

As far as
your question is concerned about the online training and all, during the COVID time,
during the last one year, after all the training of millions of health workers that we
organized to train them for COVID-related issues and other relevant issues and also to
carry out the Non-COVID programmes, they have all been online by and large.
Otherwise also, through the tele-medicine, we have, in fact, strengthened the tele-
medicine facility now. Tele-medicine guidelines have also been issued and by now,
even in the remotest part of the country, an average person can have access to a
tele-consultation from the highest person in the medical college. We already have a
record of having delivered more than a million tele-consultations. So, this is
something, | think, going to become the new normal in the times to come and we are
already on it.

Expert Group on Vaccine Administration for COVID-19 (NEGVAC) at Private COVID-
19 Vaccination Centres (CVCS) at a ceiling cost of INR 250 per dose per person. This
includes INR 150 towards cost of vaccine to be remitted to Government of India and
remaining INR 100 is for administration /service charges to be retained by the private
CVC.

The records of earnings of private hospitals is not Centrally maintained by
Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, however, since 1°' March 2021 to 21%' March
2021, a total of 62.43 lakh doses of COVID-19 vaccines have been administered at
Private CVCs.

(b) Presently, the COVID-19 Vaccine Administration at Private COVID-19 Vaccination
Centres (CVCs) has a ceiling cost of INR 250 per dose per person. Out of this, the
cost of vaccine is INR 150 per dose. No proposal to fix the cost of vaccination at INR
200 per two doses for Private CVCs is under consideration.
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(c) COVID-19 vaccination drive in India is going on for beneficiaries prioritized by
NEGVAC which includes Health Care Workers, Front Line Workers, persons aged 60
years and above and those aged 45-59 years with identified 20 comorbidities.
Unemployed ration card holders in any of the above mentioned prioritized groups can
avail COVID-19 vaccine free of cost at Government COVID-19 Vaccination Centres
(CVCs).

(d) No funds have been withheld from any scheme of Ministry of Health & Family
Welfare during the pandemic and no donations have been received directly by Ministry
of Health & Family Welfare from citizens to deal with the pandemic.

(e) All people amongst the prioritized groups of beneficiaries recommended by
NEGVAC can avail COVID-19 vaccine free of cost at Government COVID-19
Vaccination Centres (CVCs).

Fire safety audits in Government hospitals

*291. DR. VIKAS MAHATME: Will the Minister of HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE
be pleased to state:
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(a) whether frequent fire audits are conducted in the Central Government hospitals, if
so, the details thereof and, if not, the reasons therefor;

(b) whether there are standard protocols in place for fire-safety management in
Government hospitals; and

(c) the manner in which these audits are monitored ?

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (DR. HARSH VARDHAN): (a)
to (c) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) Fire audit is conducted periodically in central government hospitals by the local fire
department/authority, which issues fire safety certificates for various buildings. Fire safety
committee conducts periodical fire safety audit on fire installation, Heating, Ventilation and
Air Conditioning (HVAC), electrical sub-stations and other high electrical consumption
electrical equipment. In addition, internal audits are also regularly conducted at
Hospitals/institutions by the Fire Safety Team under the supervision of Fire Safety
Committee.

(b) Standard protocol for fire safety management is in place in central government
hospitals.Government of India from time to time has written to all the States/Union
Territories (UTs) as well as Central Government Hospitals/Institutions under the Ministry
of Health & Family Welfare to ensure adherence to the fire safety norms in all public &
private hospitals. Further, after extensive examination of the issue relating to fire safety,
comprehensive guidelines on fire safety in hospitals have been framed in consultation with
various stakeholders. The said guidelines have been circulated on 28-09-2020 to all
States/UTs across the country as well as amongst the Central Government Hospitals, for
strict compliance. The guidelines contains Compliance Strategy (wherein responsibility of
individuals concerned have been elaborated), System of Third Party Accreditation for Fire
Safety, Fire Response Plan etc., which would help in thwarting fire incidents. Apart from
the above, all Central Government Hospitals including States/UTs have been advised on
01-03-2021 to obtain No Objection Certificate (NOC), if not obtained earlier, from
respective Fire Department. Further, it was also advised in case NOC obtained earlier has
expired or getting expired soon, the same may be renewed immediately.
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(c) Audits in the hospitals are monitored by the internal Committee through Central
Public Works Department (CPWD) and local Fire Service authorities, as applicable.
Overall monitoring, guidance and review of arrangements and procedures affecting fire
safety is the responsibility of Head of the Institution and the Medical Superintendent
monitors implementation, give directions and reports to the Head of the Institution.

The major recommendations of the Committee inter-alia include the following:-

Considering large scale irregularities and violation of General Financial Rules
(GFRs) /Central Vigilance Commission (CVC) instructions, the Government
may consider detailed investigation in the matter.

Annual requirement of Orthopaedic implants be objectively assessed and
attempts should be made to discover the lowest rates, by leveraging benefits
of economy of scales.

Procurement of equipment, devices and services may be rationalized keeping
in view the usefulness and usability of the same.

The Indenting Officer (HOD) may be made personally accountable for
submitting false indent.

Usage of high value equipment and devices may be audited annually.
Appropriate systems and procedures may be put in place for enhanced
rationalization, objectivity, transparency and economy in procurement of
equipments, devices and consumables.

The officers associated with indent and procurement processes may be
exposed to latest relevant GFRs and instructions issued by Government, CVC,
Competition Commission of India (CCl), etc. through appropriate training
modules.

(c) to (g) The detailed examination of the various recommendations of the Special

Audit Committee were carried out at various levels /.e. Safdarjung Hospital, SIC,
Directorate General of Health Service (Dte.GHS) and the Ministry. As advised by the
Special Audit Committee, detailed investigation has been carried out through various
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Committees in the matter. As regard fixing up of responsibilities, action is being taken
as per Vigilance Manual.

As regards systemic improvement, procurement of items through GeM and
adherence to GFR is being strictly emphasised by the Ministry. Committees are in
place for evaluation of technical and financial bids received through tenders to
identify the lowest bidder. Further, internal Audit Team has also carried out audit of
the central Government Hospitals.

In-house training sessions have been organised by Dte.GHS and Finance
Division of the Ministry to create awareness on Delegation of Financial Power Rules
(DFPR) and GFR from time to time. Systemic improvements are continuous process
and are being proactively encouraged.

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (DR. HARSH VARDHAN): (a)
to (c) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (c) The Government has embarked upon the plan to set up 1.5 lakh Health
and Wellness Centres (HWCs) by upgrading Sub-Health Centres (SHCs) and
Primary Health Centres (PHCS) by 2022, with the objective of strengthening
healthcare infrastructure for delivering comprehensive primary healthcare, closer to
the homes of the people, especially in rural India. More than 70,221 HWCs have
already become functional and are providing accessible, equitable and affordable
healthcare services to the community. Out of these, more than 40,634 HWCs have
been operationalized since 1% February 2020, i.e. during the period of the COVID-19
Pandemic.

Public health and hospitals is a State Subject and the primary responsibility of
providing health care services, including infrastructure, is that of the States. However,
under National Health Mission (NHM), support is being provided to the States, to
improve upon their existing healthcare infrastructure, including that of Sub Health
Centres (SHCs), Primary Health Centres (PHCs) and Community Health Centres
(CHCs) up to the level of District Hospitals.

! Original notice of the question was received in Hindi.
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The PM Atma Nirbhar Swasth Bharat Yojana has also been announced for
further developing capacities of primary, secondary and tertiary care health systems,
strengthen existing national institutions and create new institutions to cater to
detection and cure of new and emerging diseases. This will be in addition to the
National Health Mission. The main interventions under the scheme are at Annexure-I.

State/UT wise approvals under health system strengthening/new
construction/ renovation under NHM during the current year is at Annexure-Il.

In addition, NHM is supporting the States/UTs in augmentation of Human
Resources, at various levels of health care facilities. NHM provides flexibility to States,
in adopting strategies suitable to their local context, especially in hard — to - reach
areas, through initiatives such as “You quote, we pay”, etc.

Furthermore, support is being provided under NHM, for improvement in quality
of infrastructureof health facilities, through initiatives such as, National Quality
Assurance Standards (NQAS), LaQshya and Kayakalp.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Deputy Chairman, thank you very much
for giving me the opportunity to participate in the Appropriation Bill. | know very well
the limitations of the Bill, as others said. Still, | want to express certain views about
what we want to say. You know very well that last time when the Budget was
presented, our party, AIADMK, supported it. We are still supporting it. In spite of so
many difficulties faced because of Covid pandemic, the Finance Minister and the hon.
Prime Minister put in a lot of efforts to prepare the Budget and presented it in such a
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difficult situation. We know that many times, many Finance Ministers from Tamil
Nadu have presented the financial Budget. After independence, Shri R.K.
Shanmukham presented the first financial Budget. Afterwards, Shri T.T.
Krishnamachari, Shri Venkataraman, Shri C. Subramaniam, Shri Chidambaram
presented the financial Budgets. And now, Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman presented
the Budget. We are very happy that this opportunity has been given by the BJP
Government to a lady from Tamil Nadu, for the first time. Even though Indira Gandhi
was the Finance Minister for some time, as a full time Finance Minister from the BJP
Government, a woman has been given the opportunity to present the Budget. She
knows the pulse of the people and also the home turf. She is a woman. Therefore,
she presented the Budget giving the facilities and other things in a suitable way. Also,
Sir, our Prime Minister is having a great vision. He wants to develop this country. His
aim is development. That is the slogan of the NDA Government. The Budget
presents the idea as to how to develop this country economically, in agriculture, in
Defence, etc. They have done a lot of things. As far as Defence is concerned, after
they assumed power, India has become a powerful country. The Budget allocations
reflect that. It is reflected in the development works that they have done. They have
created so many Defence Industrial Corridors. For the inauguration of first project,
hon. Prime Minister came to Chennai. The Budget gives a clear picture to the country
how we have to develop not only economically but also in the area of Defence. Now
the young man, Mr. Thakur, has come over there to explain and answer the
questions. In the morning also, he answered so many questions. He is a talented
person. They are having this kind of talented people. They have presented a good
Budget. | appreciate that. One thing | want to make clear is this. In the Budget, we
have given a lot of money for Sri Lankan Tamil's rehabilitation. We have allocated a
lot of money for them. There is an agreement between Sri Lanka and India. When we
are giving so much assistance for Sri Lankan Tamil's rehabilitation there, the Sri
Lankan Government has to fulfill its commitment to devolution of power to the Tamil
minorities there. That agreement is there. Prime Minister Narendra Modi ji is the only
Prime Minister of India who has visited the Tamil area there to see if the projects, the
Indian projects, for which money has been given, are properly implemented or not.
He has visited that area. We are proud to say that for the first time an Indian Prime
Minister visited Tamil area of Sri Lanka to see whether our assistance is being properly
utilized or not. That has been done. At the same time, when you are giving so much
assistance to it, you have to see to it that the Sri Lankan Government fulfills its
commitment to devolution of powers to the Tamil people in that area. The Agreement
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is there. Still they have not done that. Our Budget has given a lot of money for that.
But we have to see to it that they implement it. In the morning also | raised this issue.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have already raised that. You have mentioned it.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Sir, employment opportunity is very, very important. Please
allow me some more time, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude. Your time is already over.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: | am not concluding, Sir. You have to allow me some more
time. Perarignar Anna was also a Rajya Sabha Member. He was the Chief Minister of
Tamil Nadu. He was a great leader of Tamil Nadu. He said some very, very important
things. He said this. " "Unless people have a peaceful situation to live, unrest will
keep growing in their thoughts and actions. "

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you.
DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Sir, you can reduce my time on the Budget.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: We have time limit. ...(/nterruptions)...

DR. K. KESHAVA RAO (Telangana): Today, there are four Bills.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You were not in the House when it was revised with the
consent of the House.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: | want to speak on Puducherry also. Please allow me, Sir.
Why | am saying that these are very, very important words. What he meant when he
said that? If there are unemployed youth, and if you do not give them any
opportunity, some kind of unrest will happen there. That is what the Government felt.
That is why the Government is giving a lot of money for employment opportunities. |
have seen that a lot of money is allocated for employment creation in the Budget.
They have done something for the MSP. | appreciate what they have done in the
Budget.

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Sir, second thing is regarding MPLADs.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN': Please conclude now.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Sir, | want to say an important thing. Regarding Puducherry
also | have to say something.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Your time is over. | have to call the next speaker. You have
also run the House. You know the limitations of the Chair.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: | want to make two points and then conclude. One is
regarding GST. Under GST, still, we have to get a lot of money from the Central
Government. Therefore, Shri Edappadi Palaniswami, the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu
has written so many letters to the hon. Prime Minister and the Finance Minister. |
request them to allocate more money to Tamil Nadu. Also, GST rate must be
reduced. It is very high.

Finally, | want to talk about Puducherry. People in Puducherry want
Statehood. It is a Union Territory. The demand of the people in Puducherry is that
they want Statehood.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you. | am sorry; now, | would call the next speaker.
DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Sir, | am concluding.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri Prashanta Nanda. Only your speech will go on
record now.

SHRI PRASHANTA NANDA (Odisha): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, while supporting
this Bill, | would like to highlight some issues regarding financial relations between the
Centre and the States which | think the Minister can clarify when he or she replies.

Sir, my first issue is about percentage of Central share in SDRMF. As per the
recommendations of the Fourteenth Finance Commission, the sharing pattern in
SDRF ought to be in the ratio of 90:10 for the Centre and States respectively. But the
Union  Government, in the Explanatory Memorandum, accepted the
recommendations of the Fourteenth Finance Commission with modification that the
percentage share of the States will continue to be as before, that is, 75:25, and that
once GST is in place, the recommendation of the Fourteenth Finance Commission on
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disaster relief would be fully implemented. Accordingly, the Government of India
released their share in the ratio of 90:10 for the year 2018-19. It was intimated by the
Government of India that since GST has not been stabilized, the competent authority
has decided that during the Fourteenth Finance Commission award period, the share
or contribution of the Centre in State Disaster Response Fund shall remain in the
same ratio as it was in the Thirteenth Finance Commission award period.

The Fifteenth Finance Commission has also recommended sharing pattern in
State Disaster Risk Management Fund in the ratio of 75:25 between Centre and
States for 2020-21. As per the Disaster Risk Index, which is called DRI, worked out
by the Commission for the States, the score of Odisha is 90 out of 100. Will the
Finance Minister allow sharing pattern of 90:10 in SDRMF as a special dispensation for
Odisha?

Sir, my next point is about estimation of Central share in AIBP projects at
realistic level. Eight major and medium irrigation projects, earlier funded under
Accelerated Irrigation Benefit Project, have now been identified for completion by a
definite timeframe under the Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchai Yojana. However, the
Ministry of Water Resources has approved the cost estimate of these projects as on
1% April, 2012 with 20 per cent price escalation for determination of grant component.
At 2016 prices, the Revised Estimates of these eight projects identified for completion
are much higher. If this is taken into account, the State will have to effectively bear
about 75 per cent of the revised cost including the cost of establishment from State
share instead of 40 per cent as envisaged under the scheme. Recently, the
Government of India has approved the cost estimate of these projects at 2016 prices
for sanction of loan from Long Term lIrrigation Fund to finance the State share.
However, the Central share has not been revised and kept at the price level of 1
April, 2012 with 20 per cent price escalation only.

Sir, my third issue is about the funding requirement for telecom infrastructure
for the State of Odisha. Odisha has 10 LWE districts and 10 aspirational districts. The
coastal districts of the State are affected by frequent natural calamities like cyclones,
floods and storms. A reliable telecom system is a must for governance and disaster
mitigation in a State like Odisha.

As per DOT data, there are 6,627 number of uncovered villages even for the basic
voice connectivity. The private telecom operators do not invest in the rural areas of
the State as there is no viable business case for them. Therefore, it is imperative on
the Government to take lead in building a reliable ecosystem for the delivery of digital
services up to the GP level. Sir, my question is: Will the hon. Minister take steps for
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provision of Rs.5,650 crore towards covering uncovered villages in LWE-affected and
aspirational districts of Odisha?

My next point is about steep increase in State's share of Centrally Sponsored
Schemes. Delinking of eight Centrally Sponsored Schemes from Central support,
abolition of Normal Central Assistance and a steep increase in State's share of
Centrally Sponsored Schemes has imposed severe financial burden on the State. For
example, Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana was earlier fully funded by Government
of India. But, now the share of Government of India has come down to 60 per cent
whereas the State has to pay 40 per cent of it now. Such change in sharing pattern of
the Centrally Sponsored Schemes has cast a huge additional financial burden on the
State leading to much less resources for the State schemes appropriate to our needs.

| will then come to Cess on coal. The Centre has raised the Clean Environment
Cess on coal from Rs.200 to Rs.400 per tonne. The State Government have
requested for renaming the cess as 'Environment and Rehabilitation Cess" and for
earmarking of 60 per cent of cess to coal bearing States as they have to bear the cost
of environmental degeneration and rehabilitation. This point was raised by Odisha in
the GST Council meeting but the Council has decided that the entire proceeds of the
cess would be used for GST Compensation Fund which is meant for all the States'
share in the Coal Cess.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude Mr. Prashanta Nanda. Your time is
over, please conclude.

SHRI PRASHANTA NANDA: Sir, my question is: Will the Government of India
rename the cess as ' Environment and Rehabilitation Cess'" and earmark 60 per cent
of the cess to coal bearing States?

Lastly, although a number of Thermal Power Plants (TPPs) across India,
including those of NTPC Ltd., have very high power cost and obsolete technology
and also have outlived their useful life, DISCOMs are forced to continue with Power
Purchase Agreements (PPAs) with the TPPs due to lack of any inbuilt Exit Clause.
This also creates financial hardship for the DISCOMs when they have to comply with
the Renewable Purchase Obligation (RPO) target set by MNRE/SERCs.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude.

SHRI PRASHANTA NANDA: State should not be compelled to procure high cost
power from such old thermal power plants. These plants should be retired.
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you Prashanta Nandayji. Your time is over.

SHRI PRASHANTA NANDA: Sir, one line and it is over. It is, therefore, requested to
terminate the PPAs for which consent of the DISCOMs have not been taken to take
up R&M to enhance plant life. This will not only reduce the burden on the DISCOMs
but also optimize the use of national resources.

| would like the hon. Minister to clarify my questions. Thank you.

SHRI' JOGINIPALLY SANTOSH KUMAR (Telangana): Thank you Mr. Deputy
Chairman, Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak on Appropriation Bills and other
Bills taken together, for their consideration and return. | would say this is a huge
Legislative Business. The discussion, including 79 Grants and Appropriations, is a
part of gross additional spending estimated to be Rs.6.28 ftrillion after accounting for
Rs.2.15 trillion of savings and reallocation from Ministries" underutilized funds. If one
looks into cash outgo, Rs. 64,598 crore is for enhanced expenditure for fertilizer
subsidy under Atmanirbhar Abhiyaan. Against the background of ongoing farmers'
agitation, it is not surprising that the Union Budget has not proposed any radical
reforms of the existing fertilizer subsidy regime.

Sir, in fact, the Budget presented by the Finance Minister has the backdrop of
COVID Pandemic. COVID had seriously impacted not only lives but also livelihoods
across the world and India is no exception. The House must agree that how Finance
Minister grappled this unprecedented situation is praiseworthy. So, all kudos to hon.
Finance Minister. Our GDP growth steadily decreased from 8.1 per cent in last
quarter of 2017-18 to 3.1 per cent in last quarter of 2019-2020. The Indian Economy is
expected to sink further to 8 per cent during 2021. But, the positive aspect is that we
have been able to bounce back in the third quarter of 2020-21.

The only way the Union Government could support the additional expenditure
on healthcare and other essential expenditure aimed at job creation such as
MGNREGA, free distribution of food grains, etc., was through borrowing an
additional amount of Rs. 10.52 lakh crores. This has led to a historical high fiscal
deficit of 9.5 per cent against the expected deficit of 6.8 per cent of GDP in 2020-21.
To this extent, the Union Government acted swiftly to avoid further damage to
economy. So, | congratulate the Government, particularly, Nirmala Sitharaman,i for
this.

Keeping in tune with 'COVID demands', the Budget year marked an
expenditure of Rs. 2.23 lakh crores in the coming year on health and wellbeing. This
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is 137 per cent increase from last year. Although this includes expenditure on
vaccination, including the Grants by the Finance Commission, outlay on drinking
water and sanitation of about Rs. 60,000 crores and Rs. 2,700 crores for nutrition are
most welcome.

The Appropriation Bill includes Defence Services. The capital outlay for the
Armed Forces was increased by nearly 19 per cent with total outlay of Rs. 4.78 lakh
crores. With our standoff with China, the Government keeps its purse strings loose
for Defence expenditure despite the pandemic.

Sir, if you look at the capital expenditure on Road Transport and Highways, it is
equally high and noteworthy, that is Rs. 1.80 lakh crores. With all said and done, the
areas of concern are: Lower provisioning for social sector schemes such as
MGNREGA. It has decreased from Rs 1.11 lakh crores to Rs. 73,000 crores. Sir, Rs.
2.87 lakh crore is allocated for Jal Jeevan Mission, over six years, to give piped and
safe drinking water to 2.8 crore households. In Telangana, we have already achieved
more than 98 per cent target by mobilizing resources of the State and borrowing from
financial institution through our flagship programme Mission Bhagiratha by spending
Rs. 30,000 crores. Under the dynamic leadership of our hon. Chief Minister Shri
K.Chandrasekhar Rao garu, Mission Bhagiratha has become role model for the
country and inspiration for Jal Jeevan Mission. Tax devolution to States is heavily
impacted as there is reduction in revenue receipts of the Union. Secondly,
performing States have been penalized by the 15™ Finance Commission.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude now.

SHRI JOGINIPALLY SANTOSH KUMAR: Yes, Sir. | would be failing in my duty if |
have not raised issues relating to my State Telangana. There were a lot of
expectations from the Government of India that it would give a special package of Rs.
25,105 crores under various heads. It is expected that the Centre will compensate the
State under Jal Jeevan Mission for completing Mission Bhagiratha. They would
release an amount of Rs. 1,350 crores, each year Rs. 450 crore, for the year 2019-20,
2020-21 and 2021-22, under the package of the development of backward regions of
the State as mandated under Section 94(2) of the AP Reorganisation Act. Dues
amounting to Rs.817.61 crores...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude now.
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SHRI JOGINIPALLY SANTOSH KUMAR: Just a moment, Sir. On the whole, if all
these policies announced are implemented earnestly, there is a hope that India will
bounce back quickly from the havoc caused to the economy by Covid. With these
words, | support the proposal of the hon. Finance Minister and commend the Bill to
be passed and returned.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri V. Vijayasai Reddy.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, the Finance Minister has done a
great job. | will call it as tremendously great job in presenting an expansionary
Budget. However, my concern is that in the idea of expansion, Andhra Pradesh is
missed out. This is what my cause of concern is. | would like to explain it. | will not
take much time. Give me only six minutes. Coming to the Ministry of Railways, |
request the hon. Minister of Railways, who is not present in the House, and | would
like to remind him that A.P. Reorganisation Act was passed seven years back but,
still, the Railway Zone with Vizag as headquarters is yet to be constituted.

(THE VICE-CHAIRMAN, DR. SASMIT PATRA, in the Chair.)

The BJP Government has taken almost seven years and no action has been
initiated. | request the hon. Railway Minister to immediately act on that. While
retaining the Waltair Division, the Vishakhapatnam railway zone may be created
instantaneously so that what has been stipulated in the Act can be fulfiled. Coming
to the revised cost of Polavaram Project, the Central Water Commission has
recommended Rs.55,656 crores as revised cost estimates for Polavaram Project.
However, the Central Government for the past one year is yet to act on that and it has
not been cleared. Anuragjiis present here and | expect Anuragj/ to respond to this.
Thirdly, | come to Vishakhapatnam. In fact, Andhra Pradesh is one of the biggest
States even though it is bifurcated. The Central Administrative Tribunal which is very
important is yet to be constituted. Andhra Pradesh requires textile parks which have
been promised. Andhra Pradesh needs Central Government assistance to build
mega textile parks in Anantapur and Nellore districts under MITRA scheme. This
promise has to be fulfiled and | request the hon. Minister to address this. Another
promise that has been made in the Reorganisation Act is the National Institute of
Fashion Technology in Visakhapatnam. That is also a dream which is yet to be
fulfilled by the Government of India. One issue which | would like to bring to the
notice of the hon. Minister of Rural Development is that the Ministry has delisted the
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works relating to coffee plantation from permissible activities under MGNREGA. Sir,
you know that in Andhra Pradesh, the Araku and Paderu areas, the entire area is full
of tribal population and no other person can even buy land. If you delete it from the
permissible list of MGNREGA, what will happen to the Scheduled Tribes? In fact, in
Araku and Paderu, now they are all without wages and would lose Rs.15,000 per acre
per year. So | urge upon the hon. Finance Minister to restore it and MGNREGA may
be applied to them also. Sir, | will not take much time.

Now | come to the last and very important item and | wish that hon. Vice-
Chairman and Anuragji would also listen to this. Prior to GST regime, all the
endowments and charitable activities in Andhra Pradesh were exempted from sales
tax. Now, what happened, after GST is introduced? And BJP claims to be a
torchbearer of Hindus and Hindu temples! | will explain to you what is happening
now. Temples enjoyed exemption during the previous regime, prior to GST regime.
Now, there are several things.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Hon. Member, please conclude.

SHRI V. VIUJAYASAI REDDY: Sir, | have got six minutes to speak and | have spoken
only for four minutes till now. The Tirumala Tirupati Devasthanam (TTD) in Andhra
Pradesh pays about Rs.120 crores as GST every year. And, it can claim only refund
of Rs.9 crores. Eventually, Rs.111 crore is the net GST being paid by TTD. Earlier,
prior to GST, it was zero. Secondly, about the Prasadam; the Prasadam is exempted
from GST. When you buy the ingredients for producing prasadam, on all ingredients,
the GST is paid. Where is the credit for the GST on raw materials that is being
purchased? There is nothing. So, | want this to be addressed by the hon. Minister.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Hon. Member, please conclude. You
have run out of time.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, with regard to
this Bill, | must congratulate the hon. Finance Minister for introducing these Bills as
also bringing in the Appropriation Bill. Without speaking on those, you may wonder as
to why | congratulated the hon. Finance Minister. Andhra Pradesh is also a part of our
country. | requested the hon. Finance Minister to note the issues raised by me in due
course because some funds have to be allocated out of the Consolidated Fund of
India to the State of Andhra Pradesh. In the year 2014, the Andhra Pradesh was
bifurcated into Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. The Residuary State of Andhra
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Pradesh has been suffering with deficit Budget and financial constraints. In spite of
that, the present Government came to power on the basis of assurances given to the
public saying, 'if you give 25 Lok Sabha seats, it will get the Special Status. Then
alone Andhra Pradesh would get employment and other benefits.' Unfortunately, they
have forgotten everything. They did not make any demand about that also though
they were given 22 seats. Unfortunately, the Central Government has taken this stand
that since the Fourteenth Finance Commission did not recommend grant of Special
Status, the Union Government refused to give the status to Andhra Pradesh. Now,
the Fifteenth Finance Commission has reduced the tax share from 4.3 per cent to 4
per cent. It is a double whammy on Andhra Pradesh. So, additional grants may kindly
be given to Andhra Pradesh.

Secondly, the DPR for Polavaram and the project cost is yet to be approved by
the Finance Minister. The Jal Shakti Ministry says that it is with the Finance Minister.
Sir, the revised cost estimates of Rs. 55,650 crores as per the Technical Advisory
Committee may kindly be approved and the project may be completed before April,
2022 deadline. Unfortunately, the present Government, on the ground of reverse
tendering, kept aside the Polavaram project and halted it for some time. They did
not commence the construction earlier. Recently, it has commenced but is in slow
progress. But, it will not meet the needs of the public if the Government is adopting
such an attitude. The Central Government is also not taking much care with regard
to allocation of funds. Now, there is a proposal from the Central Government to
reduce the allocation though it was declared a national project as per the Andhra
Pradesh Reorganisation Act.

Thirdly, there is no mention about the allocation for AIIMS, Mangalagiri, in the
Budget for 2021-22. You have given a lot of thrust on the health and wellness in this
year's Budget, and the Budget allocation has gone up by 137 per cent. But, not
even a single rupee is allocated to AlIMS.

Sir, the Railways Minister announced new railway zone for Vizag, in 2019, as
per the provisions of the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act. But, no funds have
been allocated till now and no territorial jurisdiction has been finalized yet. The
people of Andhra Pradesh are also perplexed as to why the funds have not been
allocated. Kindly do justice with regard to that. | myself have been raising this issue
since 2018.

Sir, the Central Government's Cabinet has taken a decision to privatize RINL--
that is, the Vizag Steel Plant--which has really shaken the entire Andhra Pradesh.
The people, trade unions, public representatives, families and workers of all walks of
life are on roads to protest against the move of the Government of India with regard
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to the disinvestment of RINL. The hon. Minister should understand that this is the
result of huge sacrifices made by the people of Andhra Pradesh. Also, a large battle
was fought under the leadership of the then Opposition leader, late Tarimela
Nagireddy. 63 MLAs had resigned at that time for the purpose of Vizag Steel Plant. It
was in profits till recently. But, it was forced to take loan of more than Rs. 22,000
crores from the market at 14 per cent interest which is exorbitant, since captive
mines had not been allocated to this. Had the captive mines been allocated, the
Vizag Steel Plant would have run smoothly without any debt or loss.

Finally, Sir, the financial status of Andhra Pradesh is in mess. As per the
Budget figures, the Government of Andhra Pradesh has taken loans of Rs. 63,000
crores in 2019-20. As per CAG Report, Government of Andhra Pradesh has taken
loan of Rs. 73,811 cores in 2020-21 up to January, 2020, against the target of Rs.
48,295 crores.

As per the statement of Andhra Pradesh Finance Minister, the Government of
Andhra Pradesh is going to take loans to the tune of Rs. 2 lakh crores and if you look
at the gross debt of Andhra Pradesh, as per CAG, it is at a staggering Rs. 3.73 lakh
crores. This clearly indicates where the State is going and where the present
Government is taking State finances to. After looking at all this, it reminds me of a
Telugu movie called 'Appu Chesi Pappu Koodu.' It means, 'living off debts." This is
precisely the reason why you should come to the rescue of Andhra Pradesh.
Otherwise, we will be doomed and ruined.

Sir, the Central Government has granted several funds on several schemes to
the State of Andhra Pradesh, including construction of houses under NREGA and
also Urban Housing Scheme.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Hon. Member, please conclude.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR: Sir, | will finish in one minute. Lakhs of
houses were constructed by the earlier Government. Now the houses have not been
delivered to the respective beneficiaries. Similarly, the funds which were allocated
and received for the Central Government schemes are diverted to other schemes,
State Government welfare schemes, and they are branding as if they are giving to
the...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Please conclude.
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SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR?: Sir, these issues have to be addressed
and hon. Prime Minister, may kindly make note of it and instruct the State
Government. The funds which were utilised for other purposes can be diverted, and
many funds which were meant for the beneficiaries, have not been given. Similarly,
NREGA funds have not been released. | request the Finance Minister to see that the
funds which were already released to the State Government may be released to the
concerned persons, for works which were completed prior to June, 2019. Thank you.

Additional provision of Rs. 1.45 crore voted in the revenue section on account
of the expenditure to be incurred in connection with the local body elections in the UT.

An additional provision of just Rs. 7.42 crore has been provided in the
education sector for purchase of free textbooks for Government schools. This
amount should be significantly higher given the huge crisis created in the education
sector after the Covid pandemic, particularly, for the students from weaker sections.
