To overcome this hurdle, tripartite meeting
was held with trade unions, employers and the State Labour Department and the
Labour Department would give a certificate that the mill had been permanently
closed.

In the meantime, many textile workers have already died and some of them at
their old age are still struggling for their livelihood. Even after production of closure
certificate, the Government has not sanctioned the rehabilitation fund to the workers
till date. They were to get 75 per cent of last drawn monthly wage or Rs. 3,500
whichever is less for first one year, 50 per cent of the amount for the second year and
25 per cent of the amount for the third year; or, alternatively, 18 months' wages.
Now, the cost of living index is going like anything and, therefore, the ceiling amount
should also be enhanced suitably. | would therefore request that the hon. Prime
Minister should intervene in the matter and advise the Ministries of Labour, Textile and
Home to expedite the payment of relief to the jobless textile workers who are
languishing in their old age. Thank you, Sir.

COVID-19

of COVID-19 pandemic. As of 27" January 2022, India had administered 164.8 crore
doses of COVID-19 vaccine. However, there are certain grave discrepancies. The
communities, which are classified as Scheduled Tribes, live in 558 districts of India
and they make up for more than half of the population in as many as 90 districts. And
of these 90 districts, as many as 24 are in the Centre's list of 48 districts with
inadequate COVID-19 vaccine coverage as of December 2021. For example,
Manipur, which has 41 per cent tribal population, is one of the poorest performing
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States in terms of COVID-19 vaccination. Only 56 per cent of the population has been
given the first dose while 43 per cent have received the second dose. Furthermore,
Nagaland also is in the same situation. Only 48 per cent of the population has been
vaccinated with the first dose and 36 per cent of the population with a second dose.

Minister of Health and Family Welfare to take
into account these existing discrepancies since tribal communities are socio-
economically marginalized and lack of access to vaccine can disproportionately
expose them...

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Community belonging to the Other Backward Class (OBC) in the State of Andhra
Pradesh.
Kapu community is a socially and economically weaker section. It is playing a

vital role in the development of the State of Andhra Pradesh. Though the community
constitutes nearly 18 per cent of the population of the State, they did not receive the
fruit of the welfare schemes.

Earlier, in the year 1915 itself, Kapus were accorded OBC reservation during the
British regime through Government Order (GO) No. 67. But in the year 1956, the
Congress Party withdrew the reservation to them. From then onwards, no State
Government thought of doing justice to this community.

For the last two decades, Kapus have been protesting and have initiated
several social movements for Kapu reservation but justice was not delivered to them.
In 2017, though Andhra Pradesh State Government passed a Bill giving reservation to
the Kapus, the Bill was not implemented. All the political parties in the State referred
the Bill to the Central Government, thus delaying the process of implementation.

But, when it came to reservation for Muslims, the State Government passed the Bill in
the State Assembly and provided reservation to them. | strictly condemn this biased
approach of the State Government. Andhra Pradesh Government should immediately
deliver social justice to the Kapu community. It is very unfair that the Kapu community
was subjected to socio-economic injustice as this community never came to power in
the State.

Demands of handloom weavers of the country

SHRI SUBHAS CHANDRA BOSE PILLI (Andhra Pradesh): Hon. Deputy Chairman,
Sir, thank you very much for giving me the opportunity to raise the matter relating to
handloom industry in this august House.

Sir, I would like to bring this to the notice of the hon. Minister of Handlooms
and Textiles. The hon. Minister knows very well that the ancient cottage industry was
respected by the great National Movement. The weaving wheel was considered as a
symbol of struggle for emancipation of the country from the foreign yoke. The entire
weavers' community is grateful for the respect given to the ancient profession by the
Father of the Nation, Mahatma Gandhiji.

At present, the handloom industry in the country is facing deepest crisis
resulting to unemployment, starvation and suicidal deaths. In this present situation, |
would like to mention some important demands of weavers. First is, strict
implementation of the Handlooms Reservation Act in which 11 items were reserved
exclusively for the handloom industry. Second is, 5 per cent GST imposed on Hank
Yarn to be totally revoked. Third is, purchasing of handloom clothes by the All India
Handloom Marketing Society and the National Textiles Corporation so as to clear all
the stocks in the handloom cooperative societies in all the States. Sir, fourth is, the
scheme of Deena Dayal Health Karg Prothsaha Yojana Shceme may be revived and
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implemented and the condition of such societies having the turnover of less than Rs.
30 lakhs are only eligible may be removed.

Fifth is, Budget allocations for the handloom industry may be made in
proportion of their population on the basis of the principle of social justice.

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former primarily teaches and involves students so that they remember and learn. The
private tuitions and coaching centres will only tell under the guise of teaching, and
their involvement and objective will be only to make money and are not accountable
and responsible to mould the lives of students who go there. Since coaching centres
and private tuitions are unregulated and don't follow any norms, they will neither have
the responsibility nor the accountability unlike schools, colleges and universities which
are affiliated, regulated and have to follow Government norms. They are totally
accountable to Boards and Government. Sir, about private tuitions and coaching
centres, we do not know about the qualification of the teachers, the syllabus they
cover and whether they have the required infrastructure or not. On the other hand,
schools, colleges and universities have to appoint only qualified teachers and non-
teaching staff and should have various required infrastructure as per the norms. We
should admit that schools cannot and should not compete with private tuition and
coaching centres in publicity, promotional campaigns and bombarding
advertisements. Students are drawn towards these advertisements and will not show
interest in attending the schools and colleges they have enrolled. Attendance in
classes is becoming a very serious problem and due to this, the relevance of schools
is rapidly coming down and the teachers are demotivated and demoralized which is a
very dangerous trend. We are in the threshold of implementing the NEP. For
effective implementation of NEP, schools, laboratories, libraries, qualified and
motivated trained teachers are absolutely essential. These are not available in any of
the coaching centres or private tuition centres. They are certainly an obstacle in
implementing the National Education Policy. Thank you.

(a) to () The Ministry of Tourism has provided financial assistance under the
‘Swadesh Darshan’, ‘National Mission on Pilgrimage Rejuvenation and Spiritual,
Heritage Augmentation Drive (PRASHAD)’ and ‘Assistance to Central Agencies for
Tourism Infrastructure Development” Schemes for the development of tourism related
infrastructure in the State of Bihar. In addition, financial assistance has been provided

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to the State of Bihar for organizing fairs/festivals & tourism related events under
Domestic Promotion & Publicity including Hospitality (DPPH) Scheme.

Proposals are received from States/UTs including the State of Bihar from time
to time for seeking financial assistance under the various schemes of the Ministry of
Tourism. These proposals are examined in context of the scheme guidelines and
financial assistance is extended for such projects subject to fulfilment of the stipulated
provisions and availability of funds.

As per the request from the Department of Tourism, State Government of
Bihar, Patna Sahib (Patna), Vishnupad (Gaya) and Punaura Dham (Sitamarhi) have
been identified for development of pilgrimage tourism infrastructure under the
PRASHAD Scheme. Ministry of Tourism has sanctioned Development of Gandhi
Circuit: Bhitiharwa-Chandrahia-Turkaulia project under Rural Circuit theme of
Swadesh Darshan Scheme for an amount of Rs.44.65 Crore in Bihar. In this project,
components have been sanctioned in West Champaran for an amount of Rs.21.54
Crore and East Champaran for an amount of Rs.11.26 Crore.

The details of the projects sanctioned under the ‘Swadesh Darshan’,
‘PRASHAD’ & ‘Assistance to Central Agencies for Tourism Infrastructure
Development” Schemes and financial assistance provided for organizing fairs/festivals
and tourism related events under DPPH Scheme to the State of Bihar is given at
Annexure-I.

Ministry of Tourism has provided financial assistance under the scheme of
‘Assistance to Institute of Hotel Management (IHMs)/National Council for Hotel
Management and Catering Technology (NCHMCT)/Food Craft Institute (FCIs) etc.’
to Central Institute of Hotel Management (CIHM), State Institute of Hotel
Management (SIHM) & Indian Institute of Tourism and Travel Management (IITTM) in
the State of Bihar. As a part of Bihar package 2015, it has been decided to open an
IITTM in Bodhgaya for which land is to be given by State Govt. of Bihar and till the
time suitable land is made available by the State Govt., a temporary camp of
lITTM has been started from the campus of State IHM Bodhgaya. An amount of
Rs.80.00 Lakh has been sanctioned for the temporary camp at Bodhgaya out of
which Rs.32.00 Lakh has been released during financial year 2018-19.

*92. SHRI SANJAY SINGH: Wil the MINISTER OF INFORMATION AND
BROADCASTING be pleased to state:

(a) whether Government is aware about the extent of fake news and
propaganda run by various communication agencies for their benefits;

(b) if so, the details thereof and if not, the reasons therefor;

(c) whether Government plans to assess the impact of such fake news in

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF INFORMATION AND
BROADCASTING (DR. L. MURUGAN): (a) to (d) A statement is laid on the Table of
the House.

Statement

(a) to (d) The Government has statutory and institutional mechanisms in place to

combat fake news including the following:

(i) A Fact Check Unit has been setup under Press Information Bureau of this
Ministry in November, 2019 which takes cognizance of fake news both suo-
motu and by way of queries sent by citizens on its portal or through e-mail
and whatsapp. The unit responds to the relevant queries with correct
information when the same pertains to Central Government or forwards
them to States/UTs in other cases. The Unit also maintains a twitter
account @PIBFactcheck and posts cases of fake news, being busted, on
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the same on regular basis. PIB Fact Check Unit has so far responded to
30,533 actionable queries.

(i) For Print Media, Press Council of India (PCl), a statutory autonomous body
set up under the Press Council Act, 1978, has framed “Norms of Journalistic
Conduct” for adherence by the media. These norms inter alia emphasize the
principles of accuracy and fairness & Pre-publication verification. PCI has
formulated the specific norms to refrain Print Media from publication/
dissemination of fake/false news.

(i) For Electronic Media (Television), all TV Channels are required to adhere to
the Programme Code under the Cable Television Networks (Regulation)
Act, 1995, including that programmes should not contain anything obscene
defamatory, deliberate, false and suggestive innuendos and half-truths.

(iv) For Digital news, the Government has notified the Information Technology
(Intermediary Guidelines and Digital Media Ethics Code) Rules, 2021 on
25 February, 2021, under the Information Technology Act, 2000 which inter
alia provides for a Code of Ethics for adherence by digital news publishers.

Appropriate action is taken in cases where violation of the Norms, Codes etc., are
found. The Government also issues advisory from time to time to the media to adhere
to the laid down Codes.

(a) Funding assistance is provided under the ongoing Centrally Sponsored
Scheme of Project Tiger to tiger range States including Madhya Pradesh for
conservation of tigers inter alia including other wildlife, raising awareness, habitat
management, protection, eco-development, human resource and infrastructure
development and voluntary village relocation.

(b) The funding assistance provided to Madhya Pradesh under the ongoing
Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Project Tiger during last three years and current year,
is at Annexure-I.

(c)Besides allocation under Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Project Tiger, there
are provisions in the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 as amended in 2006, which
enable States to augment their own resources.

HUPENDER YADAV): (a) to (f) A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

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Statement

(a) and (b) Details of tiger estimation pertaining to tiger landscapes in the
country, for the year 2018 is at Annexure-l. The quadrennial All India Tiger Estimation
Exercise which assesses the Status of Tigers, Co-predators and Prey using robust
scientific methodology, has shown that the tiger number has increased as per the
latest estimation done in 2018, with an estimated number of 2967 (range 2603-3346)
as compared to 2014 estimation of 2226 (range 1945-2491). India is the largest tiger
range country in the world and has now more than 75% of the global tiger
population.

(C) The average life span of the tigers in the wild is generally 10-12 years and in
natural ecosystem factors like old age, diseases, internecine fights, electrocution,
snaring, drowning, road, rail hits etc. and a very high infant mortality observed in big
cats including tigers accounts for majority of tiger deaths. As reported by States, the
details of tiger mortality during last three years is at Annexure-Il.

(d)and (¢) The Government of India, through the National Tiger
Conservation Authority, has advocated a three pronged strategy to manage human-
tiger negative interactions as follows:-

(i) Material and logistical support: Funding support through the ongoing
Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Project Tiger, is provided to tiger reserves for
acquiring capacity in terms of infrastructure and material, to deal with tigers
dispersing out of source areas. These are solicited by tiger reserves through an
Annual Plan of Operation (APO) every year which stems out from an overarching
Tiger Conservation Plan (TCP), mandated under Section 38 V of the Wildlife
(Protection) Act, 1972. Inter alia, activities such as payment of ex-gratia and
compensation, periodic awareness campaigns to sensitize, guide and advise the
general populace on man-animal conflict, dissemination of information through
various forms of media, procurement of immobilization equipment, drugs, training
and capacity building of forest staff to deal with conflict events are generally solicited.

(i) Restricting habitat interventions: Based on the carrying capacity of tigers in
a tiger reserve, habitat interventions are restricted through an overarching TCP. In
case tiger numbers are at carrying capacity levels, it is advised that habitat
interventions should be limited so that there is no excessive spill over of wildlife
including tigers thereby minimizing man-animal conflict. Further, in buffer areas
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around tiger reserves, habitat interventions are restricted such that they are sub-
optimal vis-a-vis the core/critical tiger habitat areas, judicious enough to facilitate
dispersal to other rich habitat areas only.

(iii) Standard Operating Procedure (SOPs): The National Tiger Conservation
Authority has issued following three SOPs to deal with human-animal conflict, which
are available in public domain:

i. To deal with emergency arising due to straying of tigers in human
dominated landscapes

ii. To deal with tiger depredation on livestock

ii. For active management towards rehabilitation of tigers from source areas
at the landscape level.

The three SOPs inter alia include the issue of managing dispersing tigers,
managing livestock kills so as to reduce conflict as well as relocating tigers from
source areas to areas where density of tiger is low, so that conflict in rich source
areas does not occur.

Also as per Tiger Conservation Plans need based and site-specific management
interventions are done for improving quality of wildlife habitat for which funding is
provided under the ongoing Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Project Tiger.

The National Tiger Conservation Authority (NTCA) along with the Wildlife
Institute of India has published a document “Eco-Friendly measures to mitigate
impacts of Linear infrastructure on wildlife”, in letter and spirit of section 38 O (1) (g)
of the Wildlife (Proteotion) Act, 1972 to safeguard wildlife and tigers from road /rail
accidents in interlinking / corridor areas.

32 major tiger corridors in the country have been identified and published in a
document titled “Connecting Tiger Populations for Long-term Conservation”, which
are operationalized through prescriptions of Tiger Conservation Plans mandated
under section 38V of the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972.

(f) The day to day management and implementation of the Wildlife (Protection)
Act is done by the States. Information on persons arrested on account of tiger
poaching is not collated at Project Tiger Division / National Tiger Conservation
Authority level.

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Statement

(a) Forest Survey of India (FSI), Dehradun, an organization under the Ministry
carries out the assessment of forest cover of the country biennially since 1987 and the
findings are published in India State of Forest Report (ISFR). The forest cover
assessment is a wall-to-wall mapping exercise based on remote sensing supported
by intensive ground verification and field data from National Forest Inventory. As per
latest ISFR-2021 released on 13" January, 2022, there is an overall increase of 5,516
square kilometre at the national level as compared to the assessment made in ISFR-
2017. The details of State and Union Territory wise forest cover from 2017 are given at
Annexure.

(b) India has not joined, due to reference to trade as an area in the Glasgow
Declaration on Forests and Land Use in November 2021.

(c) Various schemes are being implemented by the Central and State
Government/Union Territory Administration for increase in forest and tree cover in the
country. These include the National Afforestation Programme (NAP) and Green India
Mission (GIM) being implemented by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate
Change. Afforestation activities are also taken up under various programmes/funding
sources such as Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme,
Compensatory Afforestation Funds under Compensatory Afforestation Fund
Management and Planning Authority (CAMPA).

Afforestation activities are also taken up under various schemes of State
Government /UT Administration. National Mission for a Green India (GIM) is one of
the ongoing Missions outlined under the National Action Plan on Climate Change. It
aims at protecting, restoring, and enhancing India’s forest cover and responding to
Climate Change through plantation activities in the forest and non-forest areas. GIM
activities were started in Financial Year 2015-16. The activities under GIM are being
implemented by Joint Forest Management Committees (JFMCs) at the village level.

(d) Proposals for non forestry use of forest lands are allowed under the

provisions of Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 in case of unavoidable situations. Such
non-forestry use may involve removal of trees. However, when a proposal is
examined under the provisions of the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980, it is ensured

that the forest land allowed is the barest minimum for the purpose and also least
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number of trees are impacted. The approval under the Act is given subject to
appropriate mitigation measures which include, compensatory afforestation and
payment for Net Present Value, so as to compensate the estimated loss of forest
cover and ecosystem services. From 2016-17 to 31.01.2022 a total number of 7683
proposals, involving 97198.544 hectares of forest land, have been accorded final

approval under Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 for various projects.

Declining forest cover in States

#%101.  SHRI SANJAY RAUT: Will the Minister of ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND
CLIMATE CHANGE be pleased to state:

(a) whether the forest cover in the country, particularly in 11 states are

continuously declining as per the recently released India State of Forest
Report (ISFR)-2021;
(b) if so, the details thereof, and if not, the reasons therefor;

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(c) whether it is a fact that many environmental experts have objected to using
current method to observe forest cover in the country;if so, the details thereof
and Government response thereto; and

(d) the details of steps taken by Government to increase tree cover up to 33
percent in the forest area?

THE MINISTER OF ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND CLIMATE CHANGE (SHRI
BHUPENDER YADAV): (a) to (e) The statement is laid on the table of the House.

Statement

(a)and (b) Forest Survey of India (FSI), Dehradun, an organization under the
Ministry carries out the assessment of forest cover of the country biennially since 1987
and the findings are published in India State of Forest Report (ISFR). The forest cover
assessment is a wall-to-wall mapping exercise based on remote sensing supported
by intensive ground verification and field data from National Forest Inventory. As per
latest ISFR-2021 released on 13™ January, 2022, there is an overall increase of
1540 square kilometre at the national level as compared to previous assessment
i.e. ISFR-2019. The details of State and Union Territory wise forest cover are given at
Annexure-l. There has been increase in forest cover in some States while there has
been decrease in forest cover in some States as per ISFR 2021. The gain in Forest
cover or improvement in forest canopy density may be attributed to conservation
measures, afforestation activities, enhanced protection measures in plantation as well
as in traditional forest areas and expansion of trees outside forest whereas, loss in
forest cover may be attributed due to harvesting of short rotational plantations,
shifting cultivation, biotic pressure, clearance in encroached area and developmental
activities. The details of States showing decline in forest cover in comparison to
previous assessment (ISFR-2019) are given at Annexure-Il.

(c) and (d) Many environmental experts objected for using the definition of
forest cover by Forest Survey of India in the country in different newspaper and media
reports. As per decision 19/Conference of Parties (CP) 9-Kyoto Protocol, the forest
can be defined by any country depending upon the capacities and capabilities of the
country as follows:-

Forest- Forest is defined structurally on the basis of
e Crown cover percentage: Tree crown cover- 10 to 30% (India 10%)
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e Minimum area of stand: area between 0.05 and 1 hectare (India 1.0
hectare) and

e Minimum height of trees: Potential to reach a minimum height at maturity in
situ of 2 to 5 m (India 2m)

India’s definition of forest has been taken on the basis of above three criteria
only and very well accepted by United Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change (UNFCCC) and Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) for their
reporting/communications. The forest cover is defined as ‘all land, more than one
hectare in area, with a tree canopy density of more than 10 percent irrespective of
ownership and legal status. Such land may not necessarily be a recorded forest area.
It also includes orchards, bamboo and palm’. The definition of forest cover has clearly
been defined in all the India State of Forest Report (ISFR) and in all the International
communications of India. The definition of forest cover in ISFR represent true picture.

(e) As per National Forest Policy-1988, the national goal should be to have a
minimum of one-third of the total land area of the country under forest or tree cover.
Various schemes are being implemented by the Central and State Government/Union
Territory Administration for increase in forest and tree cover in the country and to
achieve the target of forest/tree cover as mentioned in the National Forest Policy-
1988. These include the National Afforestation Programme (NAP) and Green India
Mission (GIM) being implemented by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate
Change. Afforestation activities are also taken up under various programmes/funding
sources such as Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme,
Compensatory Afforestation Funds under Compensatory Afforestation Fund
Management and Planning Authority (CAMPA)).

Utilization of Compensatory Afforestation Fund

*97. DR. NARENDRA JADHAV: Will the Minister of ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND
CLIMATE CHANGE be pleased to state:

(a) the details of activities undertaken by Government using its share of the
Compensatory Afforestation Fund Management and Planning Authority funds
under the Compensatory Afforestation Fund Act, 2016, since the year 2018;
and

(b) whether any initiatives were undertaken by Government in the States of
Maharashtra, Rajasthan and Uttar Pradesh by using these funds since the
year 2018, if so, the details thereof?

THE MINISTER OF ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND CLIMATE CHANGE (SHRI
BHUPENDER YADAV): (a) and (b) A statement is laid on the table of the House.
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Statement

(a) The Compensatory Afforestation Fund Management and Planning
Authority (CAMPA) has been created under the Compensatory Afforestation Fund
Act, 2016. The act provides for establishment of funds under the public accounts of
India and public accounts of each State and crediting thereto monies received from
user agencies towards compensatory afforestation, additional compensatory
afforestation, penal compensatory afforestation, net present value and all other
amounts recovered from such agencies under the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980.
As per the provisions of the CAF Act, 2016, these funds are utilized for undertaking
artificial regeneration (plantations), assisted natural regeneration, protection of
forests forest related infrastructure development, Green India Programme, wildlife
protection and other related activities. The CAF Act also provides for utilsation of
National and State Funds under section- 5 and section 6 respectively. Out of the total
funds collected, 90% are transferred to State Fund for carrying out the activities
provided in the Act. The balance 10% of all monies collected by the States and UTs is
placed in the National Fund.

National Fund is being utilised for meeting —

i) the non-recurring and recurring expenditure for the management of the
National Authority including the salary and allowances payable to its
officers and other employees.

i) the expenditure incurred on monitoring and evaluation of works executed
by the National Authority and each State Authority.

ii) the expenditure incurred on specific schemes approved by governing
body of the National Authority.

As provided in the CAF Act, the 'scheme’ includes any institute, society,
center of excellence in the field of forest and wildlife, pilot schemes, standardization of
codes and guidelines and such other related activities for the forestry and wildlife
sector.

Accordingly, National Fund is being utilized by the Government for forest and
wildlife related research and studies, program on recovery of endangered species and
implementation of specific schemes like Nagar Van Yojana, School Nursery Yojana,
Detailed  Project Reports of rejuvenation of Damodar river, office
expenses,development of Parivesh portal, monitoring and evaluation works of
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CAMPA activities carried out by States/ UTs, etc.So far 23 schemes/projects have
been approved, out of these 5 were approved prior to 2018 and continued. The
details are enclosed in Annexure-I.

(b)The State CAMPA Authorities prepare their Annual Plan of Operations from
State CAMPA Funds forcarrying out various activities in accordance with the CAF Act,
2016 and CAF Rules, 2018 made thereunder for the improvement of forests, wildlife
and ecological services. The States carry out compensatory afforestation, additional
compensatory afforestation, penal compensatory afforestation, catchment area
treatment plan and any other sites specific scheme approved during diversion of
forests under the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980. The money received towards net
present value and penal net present value shall be used for artificial regeneration
(plantation), assisted natural regeneration, forest management, forest protection,
forest and wildlife related infrastructure development, wildlife protection and
management, supply of wood and other forest produce saving devices and other
allied activities.

As per information received from Government of Maharashtra, Rajasthan and
Uttar Pradesh various initiatives undertaken from CAMPA fund since the year 2018are
detailed below:

(a) to (d) The data on employment/ unemployment is collected through
Periodic Labour Force Survey (PLFS) conducted by National Statistical Office
(NSO), Ministry of Statistics & Programme Implementation (MoSP!I) since 2017-18.
As per the latest available annual report for the year 2019-20, the year-wise estimated
Labour Force Participation Rate (LFPR), Worker Population Ratio (WPR), and
Unemployment Rate(UR) including Public & Private sectors on usual status for age
15 years and above during 2017-18, 2018-19 and 2019-20 are given below:

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The PLFS Survey indicates that while LFPR and WPR has increased in the
country during 2017-18 to 2019-20, the Unemployment rate has decreased.

As per the Economic Survey 2021-22 analysis on impact of COVID-19
pandemic on the labour market using quarterly PLFS reports for urban areas available
till March, 2021, before the outbreak of COVID-19, the urban labour market had
shown signs of improvement in terms of LFPR, WPR and UR. However, due to the
COVID-19 pandemic, in the first quarter of 2020-21, the unemployment rate for urban
sector rose to 20.8 percent. With the revival of economy in the subsequent
quarters of 2020-21, all three labour market indicators i.e. LFPR, WPR and UR
showed a swift recovery. The UR gradually declined during this period to reach 9.3
per cent for urban areas in last quarter of 2020-21. The quarterly estimates of LFPR,
WPR and UR for urban areas for the year 2019-20 and 2020-21 (upto March, 2021) is
provided at Annexure.

Further as per the Economic Survey, 2021-22, the total estimated number of
employment during the year 2017-18, 2018-19, and 2019-20 are 47.14, 48.78 and
53.53 crores respectively.

Government has also launched All-India Quarterly Establishment Based
Employment Survey (AQEES) in April, 2021. As per the result of the second round of
Quarterly Employment Survey (QES) for the period July to September 2021,
employment increased to 3.10 crore in the nine selected sectors of the economy
which was 3.08 crore during the first round of QES (April-June, 2021) against a total
of 2.37 crores in these sectors taken collectively, as reported in the sixth Economic
Census (2013-14).

Review of definition of non-forest activities

*99. SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Wil the Minister of ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND
CLIMATE CHANGE be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that construction of non-permanent structures for eco-
tourism has been removed from the ambit of non-forest activities;

(b) if so, the reasons therefor;

(c) whether the construction of even non-permanent structures may harm
forest areas and create disturbances in local ecology; and

(d) the steps that Government has planned to ensure that these areas remain
protected?

THE MINISTER OF ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND CLIMATE CHANGE (SHRI
BHUPENDER YADAV): (a) to (d) A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement
(a) and (b)In order to remove the ambiguity in the provisions related to
ecotourism in the Comprehensive Guidelines issued under Forest (Conservation) Act,
1980, the Ministry has issued revised guideline dated 25.10.2021, wherein it has been

clarified that "Development/construction of facilities which are not of permanent
nature, in forest areas for the purpose of ecotourism by Government authorities shall
not be considered as non-forestry activity for the purpose of Forest ( Conservation )

Act, 1980".
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(c) and(d)Forests and wildlife are elements of nature and inseparable parts
of the environment. Because of the intricate nature of interface between nature and
human beings, nature conservation entails interactions with people as a central
concept. Such interaction includes not only the forest fringe dwellers but also those
who are living away from the forests for the purpose of creating experience for the
visitors.

Eco-tourism is a form of responsible tourism in natural areas that conserves
the environment and improves the well-being of people. In order to promote low
impact nature tourism which ensures ecological integrity of the eco-tourism sites and
its environment, the Ministry vide letter F.No.1-57/2014WL (part-8)dated 29.10.2021
has issued the "Guidelines on Sustainable Eco-Tourism in Forest and Wildlife
Areas".

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Sir, the revised guidelines under the Forest (Conservation) Act
issued in October, 2021 mention, "Development/construotion of facilities which are
not of permanent nature, in forest areas for the purpose of ecotourism by Government
authorities shall not be considered as non-forestry activity." | would like to know from
the Minister whether it will be confined only to Government authorities and no private
players will be allowed.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS (SHRI V.
MURALEEDHARAN): (a) to (¢) The statement is laid on the table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (c) The Blue Dot Network initiative was jointly launched by the United
States, Japan and Australia in 2019 to promote principles of sustainable infrastructure
development around the world. Apart from the founding members, some of the
countries that have joined the Blue Dot Network are, Austria, Bulgaria, Croatia, the

Czech Republic, Estonia, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland, Romania, Slovakia and
Slovenia.

The Initiative seeks to bring government, private sector and other stakeholders
together to promote quality standards for global infrastructure development. A Blue
Dot Network certification is proposed for projects that are market-driven,
transparent, Paris Climate Agreement-aligned, meet financial, social, and
environmental sustainability standards with a focus on local skills transfer, local capital
markets, and local capacity building.

The Initiative has been discussed at bilateral dialogues and meetings with the
US side. The India-U.S. Joint Statement issued in February 2020 during the visit of
the then US President Donald Trump, the Joint Statement issued in October 2020
following the 3rd India-U.S. 2+2 Ministerial Dialogue, the India-U.S. Joint Statement
issued in Washington in September 2021, following the meeting of the Prime Minister
with President Joseph R. Biden Jr. and the Joint Statement from Quad Leaders
Summit in September 2021, refer to our continued engagement with the Blue Dot
Network.

India has separately endorsed the G20 Principles for Quality Infrastructure
Investment (QIl), a set of voluntary, non-binding principles designed to reflect the
G20 grouping’s common aspiration for quality infrastructure investment.

At the G7 Summit in Cornwall in June 2021, the Build Back Better World
initiative was endorsed by the G7 leaders. Thereafter, the Blue Dot Network was co-
opted into the Build Back Better World initiative.

During the last COP 26 meeting in November 2021 in Glasgow, the Prime
Minister participated in an event on Build Back Better World (B3W) hosted by US
President Joseph R. Biden Jr. and underlined the need to ensure the following four
aspects in infrastructure creation:

Climate resilience
Incorporating traditional knowledge
Prioritizing poor & vulnerable

Sustainable & transparent finance that respects the sovereignty &
territorial integrity of all countries

India has separately undertaken a diverse range of infrastructure and
connectivity projects in several countries in the Indo-Pacific region through our long-
standing development partnership programmes, which are demand driven.
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SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, as per the reply by the hon. Minister to my query, India is
engaging with the Blue Dot Network. Sir, we have serious concerns with the BRI
initiative of China, particularly with CPEC. So, my query to the hon. Minister is: Will
this Blue Dot Network be seen as a counter to BRI? And, are we looking at engaging
with other Indo Pacific countries to counter China on BRI?

SHRI V. MURALEEDHARAN: Sir, during the last seven years of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi ji's leadership, our foreign policy has received a greater attention and
focus. Today, it is pro-active and not reactive. In fact, we do constantly and
effectively engage with foreign Governments and diaspora. In the question that has
been raised by the hon. Member, he wants to know whether this will be considered
as a counter to the BRI. In fact, the Blue Dot Network was initiated earlier and later
on it was co-opted into the Build Back Better World initiative, which has been
endorsed by the G-7 and G-20 nations. Under this, India has been trying to take this
ahead. On India's position on the Border Road Initiative of China, we have not been
reactive on that ...(Interruptions)... | am coming to the answer, don’t worry. Our
position on BRI is very clear. | don’t want to reiterate it. We have conveyed our
position clearly.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR (Odisha): Sir, at the outset, | would like to convey the
message of....

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Shri Sujeet kumar, your
party has eight minutes' time and there are two speakers. So, please be brief.

SHRI PRASANNA ACHARYA (Odisha): Sir, we have requested the Minister of
Parlimentary Affairs and he has given us some extra time; that is separate.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Eight minutes' time is left
for your party and another speaker is there, so, please be brief.
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SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, that is taken care of.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Please keep that in mind, |
am just telling you.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, at the outset, | would like to convey the message of my
hon. Chief Minister who has appreciated the growth focus of the Budget. | quote him,
"the focus of the Budget on technology and infra-led growth will have a positive
impact. The proposed tech-led development in health and education will help the
country to a large extent in this pandemic situation. The PLIs in fourteen sectors and
extension of Emergency Credit Linked Guarantee Scheme would be helpful in
mitigating supply-side constraints''. Sir, definitely, increased capital expenditure by
24.5 per cent, setting up of multi-modal logistics park, focus on leveraging
technology to make India a leader in the digital space, reduction of tax for
cooperatives are all highly laudable initiatives taken by the hon. Minister and are
praiseworthy. Sir, | must also take this opportunity to salute the entrepreneurial spirit
of our youth and the way they are positioning India in the start-up ecosystem needs to
be applauded. Sir, | also commend the hon. Minister for the steps taken by the
Government to boost green energy and also coming out with policies such as battery
swapping policy for EVs and Sovereign Green Bonds which will help mobilise
resources for green infrastructure. However, my Chief Minister has also flagged
several concerns particularly, the reduced allocation for various social sectors such as
agriculture, rural development, health, women and child development. | would like to
share some of those concerns with the House and hope that the Government will take
serious note of it. But, before that | would also like to highlight two or three other
points very quickly. One is my personal concern regarding the abysmal spending on R
& D in this country. Sir, you would be shocked to know that we, as a nation, spend
only 0.7 per cent of our GDP on R & D.

When compared this with other nations, Sir, China spends 2.2 per cent, Israel 4.9
per cent, South Korea 4.6 per cent, US 3.6 per cent of the GDP on R&D. Sir, we all
know that during this pandemic how our scientists and doctors have made us proud
by coming up with vaccines in such a duration amongst such constraints as reduced
resources. But still, Sir, we have hiked the health R&D only by 3.92 per cent in the
Budget. What is 3.92 per cent? Sir, Defence R&D has been hiked by 9.5 per cent
and 25 per cent of this has been earmarked for strat-ups. Definitely it is praiseworthy

and this will hopefully incentivize the private sector to enter the Defence R&D. But,
Sir, R&D Budget has been reduced for Atomic Energy, for Biotechnology, for Science
and Technology. So, for this Government, | perceive that R&D is not a priority. Sir,
now | come to Defence very quickly. Sir, way back in 2017-18, the Parliamentary
Standing Committee on Defence had recommended spending 3 per cent of our GDP
on Defence. We have not reached this number yet. Currently, we are spending
roughly 2 per cent of our GDP on Defence and we have two hostile neighbours on
both of our borders. So, | hope the Government is cognizant of this. Defence
accounted for 16.8 per cent of India's Budget Estimates pre-pandemic, which has
come down to 13.31 per cent now. Sir, another disappointing miss in this Budget is
the dedicated non-lapsable fund for modernisation of the Defence Forces as
recommended by the 15" Finance Commission. There is no indication in this Budget
of this critical reform. Sir, | am very much aware that enhanced allocation to Defence
will leave less pie for social sectors. This always is a tricky balance between the guns
and the butter, missiles and Mid-day Meals. But, Sir, | hope that the Government
makes this tricky balance properly. As a party, Biju Janata Dal and our Party
President, hon. Naveen Patnaik have always stood with successive Governments
when it comes to matters of national security. Sir, with regard to fiscal federalism, |
would like to draw the attention of the Government, particularly this Government, to
two issues. One is the reduced divisible pool of taxes for the States and the
continuing expansion of the Centrally-sponsored schemes. Sir, the House will be
shocked to know that the indivisible pool of taxes has increased from 7.5 per cent to
roughly 20 per cent in 2021-22 BE. Sir, these taxes, cess and surcharges, are not
shared with the State Governments. Is this cooperative federalism? Sir, the Finance
Commission had recommended 41 per cent of the tax pool to be shared with the
States. But because of this enhanced cess and surcharges by the Central
Government, only 30 per cent is now left with the States. Sir, the continuing
expansion of the Centrally-sponsored schemes, even while shifting the fiscal burden
on the States is having a huge negative impact on States like Odisha and other poor
States and also impinging on the fiscal liberty of the States. ...(/nz‘errupz‘/ons).. Sir, |
come to the inadequate social sector spending now. There is no mention of price rise
or inflation in the Budget. There is no mention of unemployment in the Budget. The
MGNREGA budget has been reduced by 25 per cent. Sir, only yesterday | came from
my District of Kalahandi in Odisha and | can tell you how the poor labourers and
people who are dependent on MGNREGA, because it is a demand-driven scheme,
are affected because of this. It is also pertinent to note that Rs./700 odd crores, which
is pending for material component, has not been paid to the Government of Odisha
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by the Government of India. Sir, | am reminded of the French Nobel Laureate, Andre
Gide who said 'that everything that needs to be said has already been said, but since
no one was listening, everything must be said again.' Sir, the Kothari Commission
way back in 1964, had recommended 6 per cent of the GDP for education.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): You have another Member
to speak. ...(Interruptions).. You are exhausting all the time of the party.
...(Interruptions ).. Please conclude. ... (Interruptions).. Please conclude now.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Please allow me to speak. ...(Interruptions).. 1 am
concluding. ... (Interruptions)..

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): | can allow but your other
Member will not get time. ... (Interruptions)..

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR?: Sir, 6 per cent of India's GDP should be spent on education.
Sir, we have a New Education Policy. We are talking lofty things about education, but
we are spending only 3 per cent of India's GDP on education despite all these lofty
goals. Sir, another worrying aspect is that the Union health expenditure is down by
0.41 of the GDD in 2021-22. In this COVID pandemic year, they are reducing the
allocation to health. Sir, | can go on and on, but because of paucity of time, | will
come back to my home State of Odisha. My Chief Minister has raised, time and
again, issues of negligence in the areas of tele-density, railway network, banking,
coal royalty, industrial corridor, drinking water and cutting of funds for Scheduled
areas like the KBK region.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Please conclude now.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, Odisha has received global acclaim for its disaster
management. Yet, the Disaster Response Fund, which should have been on par with
the Himalayan States, has not been mandated 90:10 for Odisha. Sir, | will give an
example. In the last three years, we received four cyclones--Titli, Fani, Amphan and
Yaas. Yet, the Government of India is unwilling to change the sharing pattern of
Disaster Response Fund to 90:10.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Your time is over and
please conclude now. Or else, | will call the next speaker.
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SHRI SUJEET KUMAR?: Sir, | will conclude now. ... (Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Hon. Members, don’t
make running commentaries. Please listen to him.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, the railway density in Odisha is only 17 as opposed to the
national average of 21.

SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN: Thank you, Sir, if you are able to listen to me, | am
comfortable.

What we need is what the 'Habitat 2.0" called a revolution in urban problem
solving. Nothing less will work. There have been studies in our countries, right from
the time when the then Prime Minister, Late Rajiv Gandhiji, set up the National
Commission on Urbanisation to study the urban issues; in 2011, a High-Powered
Expert Committee estimated the amount of investment; Committee of Experts in
town planning pondered over what kind of manforce is required. There is latest report
of reforms in urban planning capacity in India. All these documents spell out the
urgency to address cities. And, on that count, | congratulate hon. Finance Minister,
who seeks to steer a paradigm change to reimage our cities, only with a hope and
prayer that this does not remain a false and half-hearted promise, like many others of
the Government in the past.

Sir, the hon. Minister has spelt out several issues which | don't wish to point
out because they are already in her Speech. But, | would like to make six
suggestions for the Government's kind consideration.

One, | would like to suggest a National Commission on Urbanization and the
constitution of State Commissions on Urbanization. We cannot forget that
urbanization is a dynamic process and is continuously throwing us new challenges. It
would be good if a statutory body in the form of a National Commission on
Urbanization is constituted by legislation, which will continuously study and monitor
trends of urbanization. Similarly, since local governance is a State subject, equivalent
State Commissions for Urbanization should be constituted.

My second point is that there should be constitution of a special cadre for
municipal services. Just like we have the Indian Administrative Services, the Indian
Foreign Services, the Indian Revenue Services, there should be a separate cadre for
municipal services. It is absolutely required, considering the fact that municipal
corporations now require urban planners, economists, management personnel,
ecologists, geologists, experts on water and environment. All these are missing at
the moment.

My third point is about the encouraged public participation. In order to make
our cities livable, efficient, productive, sustainable, resilient, inclusive, people-
centric, and techno-savy, we need experts from different fields to understand the
knowhow.
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My fourth point is this. Urban land issues, social and natural features, need to
be taken into consideration. Land is one of the most important resources in every
city. And, there is need to address urban land issues beyond real estate.

There is a need to address urban land issues beyond real estate so as to address
equity, disparity and inclusion, and also for the protection of natural features, water
bodies and biodiversity.

Point number five is, setting up of an urban employment guarantee scheme on
the lines of MNREGA. We have seen the plight of migrant workers and the urban
poor during the lockdowns. Schemes for the urban poor on the lines of MNREGA will
greatly help to address the issues of joblessness and unemployment.  Services such
as arrest of degradation of environment, plantation and conservation of trees and
programmes like Swachh Bharat Mission could, definitely, be a part of this.

My last point is, mandate annual reports on the status of environment from the
ULBs; and, further mandate preparation of plans for climate change, its mitigation
and adaptation. Several Members have mentioned how the cities got impacted by
torrential rains and storms. In this respect, | wish to draw the attention of the
Government to Schedule XII of the 74" Amendment, which says that protection of
environment, promotion of ecological aspects and urban forestry are responsibilities
of the Municipal Corporations. However, there is no mechanism to monitor what they
are doing. Therefore, | urge the hon. Minister to make certain budgetary provisions for
local governments which have paucity of funds to make sure that they can do this. |
would also say that this could amount to be your first step, Madam, in making the
urban development meaningful and also a first step in the creation of awareness in the
direction of enhancing the understanding of carbon neutral cities.

To conclude, we are aware that cities are engines of growth. Cities occupy
onlythree per cent of the nation’s land but their contribution to the GDP is a whopping
60 per cent. This is expected to rise to 75 per cent by 2030. To realise our goal of a
“five trillion dollar economy’ by 2025 and for the job creation’ for our youths, our cities
will have to be strengthened, strengthened ‘sustainably’ with ‘its people’ at the
centre. As someone has rightly said, 'cities have the capability of providing
something for everybody, only because and only when they are created by
everybody." In conclusion, the rate at which our cities are growing, the rate at which
they are deteriorating, | consider this as our last chance. Our cities are not just in the
ICUs, they are on ventilators. Therefore, we cannot afford to go wrong. Thank you,
Sir, for giving me the opportunity.
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): The next speaker is Shri
Ajit Kumar Bhuyan. Please take the example of your previous Member; she finished
within time. You have five minutes.

SHRI AJIT KUMAR BHUYAN (Assam): Sir, | will try my best. Mr. Vice-Chairman,
Sir, the legendary lawyer, who was also an economist by choice, while analysing the
Union Budget once said, "After all, a Budget is not intended to be merely an exercise
in political survival or an essay in political gimmick, it is intended to equip the country
to face the grim realities of the economic situation.” What are the economic realities
of this country today? Are there any genuine attempts by this Government through
the Budget to equip the country to face the grim realities of economic inequality? My
emphatic answer would be ‘No’. The Union Budget, 2022-23, has not taken
cognizance of the needs of the poor and the middle class despite compelling
evidence of widening inequalities. According to the World Inequality Report, 2022,
India stands as one of the most unequal countries in the world with widespread
poverty alongwith an affluent elite. The Report points out that in 2021, the top 10 per
cent held 57 per cent of the total wealth in the country while the share of the bottom
50 per cent was just 13 per cent in the national income in 2021. The Oxfam India’s
Report on inequality finds that the richest 98 Indians own the same wealth as the
bottom 552 million people. The Covid-19 pandemic has brought income inequality
with 84 per cent of Indian households witnessing a decline in their incomes. The
Oxfam report also points out that the number of billionaires in the country increased
from 102 to 142 during the pandemic period even as more than 4.6 crore Indians fell
into extreme poverty in 2020.

Sir, | now want to raise certain points related to Assam. The State of Assam,
which | am representing, is lagging far behind in industrial growth. Industrial
development is necessary for the overall development of the State as well as for the
generation of employment opportunities for skilled and unskilled workers.

In 2018 in the name of industrial development, '"Advantage Assam' was
pitched with much fanfare but it ended in a cloud of smoke without tangible results.
Grabbing of Government incentives and preferences meant for the industrial
development of North-East by some vested interest lobbies be prevented. The need
of the hour is some concrete steps for the development of industrial sector in Assam
but the same is not visible in the Budget.

The power scenario of Assam is very pathetic. Sir, against a demand of
around 2,000 MW, the State generates only around 250 MW and is vastly dependent
on Central allocation. Assam was a pioneer in the country in setting up gas-based
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power stations in the 60s in the form of Namrup Thermal Power Station. Now in the
fitness of things, set up a gas-based super thermal power station in between
Kokrajhar to Kamrup by utilizing gas from the National Gas Grid which is now under
construction.

Sir, which major projects have been conceived and initiated by the Modi
Government in the last seven-and-half years in North-East States and Assam in
particular?

Sir, has the DoNER Ministry taken the initiative to explore major projects with
the Finance Ministry in the sector like solar energy ?

Tea and oil have been two important assets of Assam, and in the above-
mentioned sectors, what has the Modi Government done to generate employment for
local people?

The North-Eastern States had been enjoying special status but Modi-led
Government discontinued it. Has the Government of India taken corrective measures
to bring North-Eastern States to a sustainable level as all North-East States have
been facing acute financial crisis ?

Will the Finance Minister enlighten the House on what is the total earnings from
Assam in the oil sector per year and the royalty payoff to Assam? ...(Time-bell
rings ... Sir, just one minute.

With the introduction of GST, the State Government is left with little flexibility in
generating its own resources. The State is reeling under a severe financial crisis which
impeded developmental activities. One of the importance sources of revenue for the
State is royalty from crude oil. Although royalty is required to be paid on the last date
of each month as per the Petroleum and Natural Gas (Amendment) Rules, 2003, it
has never been done. Moreover, the amount of royalty is 20 per cent of the crude
price which has not been revised for long. This amount is too small.

Sir, I now want to raise two-three points related to North-Eastern Region.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Please conclude now.

SHRI AJIT KUMAR BHUYAN: The Prime Minister's Development Initiative for North-
East has been highlighted by the Finance Minister in her Budget Speech. Will this
initiative with a budgetary provision of Rs. 1,500 crores address any core issues and
concerns of distressed youth of North-East States? The Act East Policy is just a
slogan as no concrete Action Plan has been formulated to make the region a hub of
export centres with the border countries.

At last, conceived in place of Seven Sisters by the Prime Minister during his
visit to the region, | am wondering what is a special component except the Prime
Minister's expertise in coining slogan and nothing else !

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Thank you.

SHRI AJIT KUMAR BHUYAN: Sir, just two lines. | would like to conclude by
requesting the Government, please do not play with jumla and slogan with the North-
East people, especially, the youth, as the region has been in political conflict because
of geographical location.

The Union Budget is a good weapon to create confidence in future in the
mind of people but, sorry to say, no such attempt has been made in that direction.
Thank you.

SHRI ANIL DESAI (I\/Iaharashtra): Sir, while presenting this year's Budget, the hon.
Finance Minister, Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman, said that since India was celebrating
Azadi ka Amrit Mahotsav and has entered into Amrit Kaal, the Government has aimed
to attain the vision of our hon. Prime Minister, and this Budget would pave the way to
achieve its desired goals in the near future, thus making India a five trillion dollar
economy. But the fact is that the expectations and hopes of the common people
have been belied completely in this Budget. Amid rising unemployment, inflation and
falling incomes, which caused uneasiness among the common people, though this
situation got aggravated due to the Covid pandemic, nonetheless this Budget has left
the poor people high and dry. Rosy pictures drawn in the earlier budgets are far from
realization and yet another new dream is being shown to the people who are
expecting achche din, hoping against hope. The stark reality is that the rich have
become richer while the poor have become poorer.

Sir, ours is an agrarian economy. Though the agriculture sector has been
allocated quite a bit in this Budget, the budgetary provisions about rural development,
especially MNREGA, have been reduced. This will not only create difficulties in the
development of the rural areas, but would also affect the various schemes being
implemented for farmers through MNREGA. The provision made in this Budget for
MNREGA would provide hardly 30 days of employment instead of 100 days of
employment that is stipulated in this scheme.

Sir, we cannot forget the contribution of the farming community that produced
record grains during the Covid pandemic and immensely supported our economy
during tough times. Therefore, the agriculture sector should have been allocated
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more funds than what has been provided for in this Budget. Similarly, the agro-
processing industry needed greater thrust than the provisions that have been made.
Creation of employment in the agro sector is the need of the hour and, therefore, the
Finance Minister should have considered this aspect in order to boost the rural
economy. Unless these issues are addressed on a priority basis, doubling of the
farmers' income would also remain a distant dream.

Sir, the allocation made in the healthcare sector should have been much more
than last year as the strengthening of health infrastructure is of essence. However,
schemes introduced in this Budget, like Ayushman Bharat, Digital Mission and
National Mental Health Programme in the health sector were necessary and are
laudable. The 'One Class One TV Channel' programme under PM e-Vidya would be
extended from 12 to 200 channels. This initiative to impart quality education to our
children, particularly in rural areas, and those from SC, ST and other weaker sections
is a welcome step. But the overall budgetary provision in the education sector should
have been in the range of around three per cent of the GDP, which is, unfortunately,
just one per cent in the present Budget.

Sir, under the head 'housing for all', an objective of building 80 lakh houses for
identified eligible beneficiaries of PM Awas Yojana has been set and Rs. 4,800 crore
have been allocated for this purpose. The hon. Finance Minister has desired that
private developers participate in building affordable housing, which also has a huge
potential for employment, but the purchasing power of the people is a million dollar
question, because people have lost their jobs, people have suffered heavy losses on
their small businesses during the pandemic and, at the same time, the real estate
industry has been performing at its lowest since the onslaught of Covid-19. Although
banks have been recapitalized substantially, there is still lukewarm response
to the credit off-take. The Government should devise special schemes to give a
boost to the real estate sector. Else, housing for all by 2022 will also turn out to be a
hollow promise.

Sir, the impact of the Covid pandemic on the MSME sector was so bad that in
the last two years, several small and medium units faced closure due to heavy losses
during lockdown and consequently, retrenchment of workers, which brought several
families on the roads. Emergency Credit Line Guarantee Scheme definitely gave the
much-needed support to this sector to make a comeback and regenerate
employment, but all is not well yet. The MSME sector does need more support from
the Government by way of unrestrained lending through the banks and NBFCs, as
this sector is one of the largest contributors to the GDP of our country and also a job
creator. Sir, the focus of the Government in this Budget on creating modern
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infrastructure is another big promise. However, the success of the infra build-out,
especially where PPPs are being visualised, will depend on the schemes being
properly framed. National Infrastructure Pipeline and Gati Shakti Programmes sound
good but need effective implementation. The Government should make the terms
and conditions of the projects attractive enough to entice the private sector to
implement them. Hon. Finance Minister has said in her Budget Speech that public
investments would need to be complemented by private capital on a significant scale.
Therefore, this will materialise only if projects are remunerative for the concessionaire,
else, these mega projects will not gather the required momentum and the targets will
not be achieved.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Please conclude now.

SHRI ANIL DESAI: The outlay for the Scheme for Financial Assistance to States for
capital investment which has been enhanced to Rs.15,000 crore and also provision of
Rs.1 lakh crore to assist the States in catalysing overall investment in the economy
would be meaningful only if these loan facilities are free of onerous conditions; or else,
the States will not get any benefits from this enhanced limit. Sir, under the leadership
of hon. Chief Minister, Shri Uddhav Thackeray, with the help of Maha Vikas Aghadi
Government, my State of Maharashtra has taken so many measures that Maharashtra
is on the progressive path and has still retained No. 1 position in the country,
irrespective of whether we get the support from the Centre or not.

The middle class had hoped that hon. Finance Minister would give the small
tax payers some relief and provide extra support to small businesses. It was also
expected that the tax rates would be raised for large corporates who are doing
extremely well. The Government chose to favour the corporates, but the middle class
which is battling the soaring inflation and high medical expenses is left disappointed.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Please conclude now.

SHRI ANIL DESAI: Sir, allow me to state one or two points. Announcements made
by the Government in the earlier years about creation of two crore jobs every year has
come down to creating sixty lakh jobs in this year's Budget. Dismantling of profit-
making public sector will certainly impact the employment scenario very badly.
Disinvestment in LIC, privatisation of nationalised banks, sale of BPCL and Pawan
Hans will have a bad impact on the economy. It is surprising that on the one side the
Government is doing away with its ownership in public sector and, on the other hand,
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investing sizeable capital to support the Vodafone Idea venture in private sector. It is
unfortunate that Government-owned General Insurance Companies' employees
numbering around one lakh have not yet got their upward wage revision which is
pending for last five years. In every meeting with the management and the
Government, the poor employees are only promised of early settlement but no action
is taken on their rightful dues. | would urge the hon. Finance Minister to award these
employees their wage revision at the earliest.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Please conclude.

SHRI ANIL DESAI: Sir, | am making the last point. The GST collection in January this
year was more than Rs.1.40 lakh crore, but the hon. Finance Minister did not
announce any benefit out of this to the States. Also the States had demanded to
extend the five year period of GST compensation which is ending this year by another
three years but the Budget is silent on it.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Your time is over. | am
calling the next speaker.

SHRI JOSE K. MANI (Kerala): Sir, due to paucity of time, | will confine myself only to
two points as most of the points have been discussed by my colleagues. One point is
about the Covid and the health care and the second point is about agriculture and
farmers. Covid-19 pandemic has showcased the inability of the Central Government.
The pandemic has brought visibility to the country's health infrastructure and the need
to increase Government's spending on public healthcare to, at least, 0.5 per cent of
the GDP as recommended by the National Health Policy of 2017. India's public health
spending as share of GDP is the lowest among the BRICS nations. While the
Government is praising the schemes and policies introduced to improve the condition
of farmers in the country and the positive growth witnessed by the agriculture sector
last year, the Government is silent about the issue of the farmers and agriculture
labour suicides still prevalent in the country. According to the data released by the
NCRB, suicides in the farming sector in the country increased in the year 2020 as
compared to 2019. The Budget has not touched the millions of Indians who have got
adversely affected due to Covid. As many of my colleagues have said, the gap
between the haves and the have-nots has widened. The haves have become richer,
but the have-nots have become poorer. There is no real freedom without economic
freedom, and the way the nation's income and expenditure has been allocated, it has

resulted in increase in the number of the poor, especially among the farmers. The
Covid pandemic has affected the nation and all the strata of people, but when you go
through the statistics, you will find that it has mostly affected the farmers who feed us.
The maximum people who have died due to Covid are also the farmers. Now, the
farmers are facing the provisions of the SARFAESI Act, these are being mercilessly
imposed by the banks. Here, | request the Government of India to take necessary
steps. At least, the government should take the first step to waive off all the
agricultural loans which were taken by the farmers who have died due to Covid, who
were the bread earners of their families. | request the Government of India to provide
a special package for the ordinary workers who are facing great difficulty in finding
jobs during the Covid times.

Regarding Kerala, | would like to say that the backbone of Kerala's economy
depends on the rubber farmers and the price of rubber. | am specifically raising this
point mainly because our rubber farmers are in distress. The Finance Minister was in
charge of the Commerce Ministry earlier. She knows the plight of the farmers. She
had come to Kerala and had interaction with the rubber farmers and other
stakeholders. So, she really knows the plight of the rubber farmers. That is why, |
wanted to talk about the rubber farmers here. | had taken up this issue in the Zero
Hour also. The fall in the price of natural rubber is mainly due to dumping or import of
natural rubber. Recently, the Competition Commission of India had fined five leading
tyre manufacturing companies to the tune of Rs.1,788 crores. Why were they fined?
They were fined for forming a cartel and purposely and deliberately reducing the price
of natural rubber. If the price of natural rubber goes down, the price of tyre also goes
down. At the same time, they had decided to increase the price of tyre. Who are the
victims in all this? The victims are the poor farmers. These companies have been
fined only for one year. God knows what they have done during all these years from
2005 onwards, for the last one decade. But, the Competition Commission of India
got the evidence only for one year. The poor farmers are facing a lot of
problems because of this fall in the price of natural rubber. It has not only affected the
farmers, but the people of India, who own a vehicle, are also the victims because
artificially, the price of tyre has also been increased. (T/me bell r/'ngs) Sir, | will take
only two minutes.

Now, my request to the Government of India is that if we need to increase the
bound duty, the rubber should be declared as an agricultural produce. We should
also have a mechanism to calculate the cost or production every year and a Minimum
Support Price of Rs.250 per kilogram for natural rubber should be provided from the
start. Lastly, | request the Government of India that the fine of Rs.1,788 crores
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collected from these companies, which belongs to the farmers, should immediately
be given to the farmers, taking into consideration the fact that a Minimum
Support Price of Rs.250 per kilogram should be given to the poor farmers initially.
Thank you, Sir.

SHRI M.V. SHREYAMS KUMAR (Kerala): Sir, the Finance Minister speaks about
Amrit Kaal', describing about India at 100. Mahatma Gandhi has said, ' The future
depends on what we do in the present." A future plan of Amrit Kaal' without
addressing the challenges of the present is pointless. This Budget turns a blind eye
towards the struggles of millions of Indians affected by the pandemic. The Finance
Minister speaks about ‘Gati Shakthi', ignoring the durgati of the aam aadmi. Sir, year
on year, this Government has reduced the allocation for MNREGA. This year, there is
a reduction of 26 per cent. From the last year's Revised Estimate of Rs. 98,000
crores, we have come to Rs. 75,000 crores. At this rate, the largest employment
programme in the world will come to a standstill. If this is any indication, the next
Budget will be the last nail in the coffin of MNREGA. The Budget Speech does not
even mention about MGNREGA. The Finance Minister quotes from the Shanti Parva
chapter of the Mahabharata and speaks about the arrangements for Yogakshema. It
is a paradox that the Government has kept for sale the LIC whose motto is
Yogakshemam. By keeping it for sale, the Finance Minister has actually snatched the
proclaimed purpose of Yogakshemarn from the LIC.

The Government is taking revenge on farmers for their victorious struggle by
reducing the share of agriculture and allied activities in the total budget from 4.3 per
cent last year to 3.8 per cent this year. The Prime Minister declared in February 2016
that in six years they will double the income of farmers. But so far it has not
happened. We have reached 2022, and there is not even a mention about this by the
Finance Minister.

The Budget Speech mentions about procurement of paddy and wheat alone.
The number of benefitted farmers in 2021-22 has fallen by 1/ per cent, and the
quantity procured has decreased by seven per cent from 2020-21.

We see reduced allocation of Rs.500 crore in the Crop Insurance Scheme --
from Rs.16,000 crore to Rs.15,500 crore. There is reduction of Rs.2,095 crore for the
Market Intervention Scheme and Price Support Scheme -- from Rs.3,595 crore to
Rs.1,500 crore.

When the entire lower and middle class is struggling with the inflation and
economic crisis during the pandemic, the Government has not taken any steps to
revise the income tax slab for the salaried people. The Budget failed to provide any
kind of respite, leaving them to suffer in these difficult times.
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There is a reduction of Rs.34,900 crore in fertilizer subsidy from the Revised
Estimates of Rs.1,40,000 crore to Rs.1,05,000 crore. There is a reduction of
Rs.79,638 crore in food subsidy from the Revised Estimates of Rs.2,86,000 crore to
Rs.2,06,000 crore.

The country is still grappling with COVID and its new variant, Omicron. Instead
of offering solace to the common man, the Government has drastically cut down on
fertilizer and food subsidies without any rhyme or reason.

There is zero allocation towards "India COVID-19 Emergency Response and
Health Systems". Last year's allocation was Rs.12,359 crore. This action of the
Government creates an impression that the pandemic is no more a priority.

Even though the focus on mental health in this Budget is commendable, the
Union Budget 2022-23 has given the cold shoulder to the Indian medical device
industry. Overall, the proposals made in the Budget 2022-23 should have made
quality healthcare accessible and affordable.

Long time demands of Kerala such as Trivandrum-Kasargod Semi-High Speed
Rail Project, setting up of All India Institute of Medical Sciences, and Sabari Rail
Project were once again ignored in this year's Budget too. The long-pending
demand for special railway zone for Kerala is again overlooked by the Central
Government.

Natural rubber growers and coconut farmers are totally ignored. My colleague,
Mr. Jose K. Mani, has raised that issue here.

There is a reduction of Rs.90 crore for the allocation to the Ministry of |&B
from Rs.4,071 crore to Rs.3,980 crore. There is a reduction of Rs.30 crore in
information and publicity from Rs.971 crore to Rs.942 crore which will affect the media
industry adversely. Newspaper industry in the country is going through a major
crisis. | request the Minister to withdraw the five per cent duty levied on the
newsprint.

| congratulate the Government for allocating Rs.3,965 crore to the MPLAD
Scheme. It is a welcome step. | congratulate the Government. | also urge the
Minister to increase the allocation from Rs.5 crore to Rs.10 crore.

Last year, India performed poorly in various global indices that reflect quality of
life, human capital or human development in the country such as the Human
Development Index (rank 131 out of 189 countries) and the Global Hunger Index (rank
101 out of 116 countries). This Budget fails to acknowledge and address these critical
issues with genuine prudence.

With this, | stand to oppose the proposals of the Union Budget, 2022-23.

DR. PRASHANTA NANDA (Odisha): Madam, the highlights of this Budget 2022-23
are research and development infrastructure, capital expenditure, digital health
platform and digital currency, which definitely would go a long way for the economy of
the country. But, this Budget has no answer for the current price rise for which the
middle-class, poor and farmers are facing a lot of problems.

Rise in prices of petrol, diesel and cooking gas and other household
commodities has made the housewife’s life helpless in tackling their family budget.
This Budget must have disappointed them. Reduction in MNREGA in a pandemic
situation is not going to help the poor people. Serious issues like the off-taking by FCI
leading to dislocation in paddy procurement and further reduction in food subsidy
under NFSA will put the farmers in a serious trouble. This may be considered. The
increasing level of cess and surcharge is shrinking the mandated transfer of shared
tax due to the States. More than 20 per cent of the Union taxes are proposed to be
collected through the levy of cess and surcharge, which is against the spirit of
cooperative federalism.

Madam, | would like to draw the kind attention of the hon. Minister to the steep
increase in the State’s share of the Centrally-sponsored schemes. Delinking of eight
Centrally-sponsored schemes from the Central support, abolition of normal Central
assistance and steep increase in the States’ share of Centrally-sponsored schemes
have imposed severe financial burden on the State. For example, Pradhan Mantri
Gram Sadak Yojana was earlier fully funded by the Government of India. But, now the
share of the Government of India has come down to 60 per cent, requiring 40 per cent
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funding by the State Government as a matching share. Similarly, the sharing pattern
of the National Health Mission on Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana has been revised with
States like Odisha having to contribute 40 per cent share instead of 25 per cent share
provided earlier. Such a change in the sharing pattern of cess have cast a huge
financial burden on the States, leading to much less resources for the State’s
schemes, appropriate to our needs.

Madam, due to Covid pandemic, the Government of India have projected a
shortfall of State GST and IGST share for the States. As per the discussion in the GST
Council Meeting, it was decided that the Ministry of Finance, Government of India, will
arrange back-to-back loan to the States in lieu of GST compensation shortfall on
account of implementation of GST. The balance compensation due to Covid-19 will
be paid from the compensation fund after the transition period, that is, 30.6.2022.
The principle of back-to-back loan and interest accrued thereon will be paid from the
compensation fund collected after the transition period. The State Governments are
not required to pay towards the back-to-back loan and the interest accrued thereon.
The Government of Odisha prefer the above-mentioned.

Madam, the economic divide emanating from an asymmetric growth and

backwardness of regions, dominated by tribals and vulnerable groups, gives rise to
the regional imbalance, which calls for focussed attention of the Government for
achieving inclusive growth. The Left-Wing extremism is one of the biggest internal
security threats which poses a national challenge.
Discontinuation of Central assistance for area development programmes like Special
Plan for KBK, Backward Region Grant Fund and Integrated Action Plan for LWE-
affected districts have affected the developmental programmes for some of the
vulnerable and backward regions of Odisha. The Government of India is requested to
provide a special package to the State for continuation of this programme from the
Budget provisions available from NITI Aayog.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN):  Kindly wind up.

It is 9.2 per cent. Our fiscal deficit of 6.9 per cent is one of the lowest globally
because pandemic is something which the world never faced; as my friend
Sudhanshuji mentioned it is the biggest tragedy in the history of the world. Look at the
way India faced it! The answer was very simple. We provide whatever is necessary.
The Government went to any extent to provide purchasing power at the hands of the
people, to create medical facilities, to vaccinate 170 crore people in this country.
Madam, still the fiscal deficit is only 6.9 per cent and is projected to come down to
6.4 per cent this year. | have a slight difference of opinion on this because | believe, in
the times of pandemic, when your consumption needs to increase dramatically, you
don't need to go for fiscal austerity. You don't really need to confine your fiscal deficit
to 6.4 per cent; even if it goes up a little bit, it does not really matter. Our foreign
exchange reserves of 634 billion dollars is the highest in the world. Our FDI of 89
billion dollars is the highest in the world. Our tax realisation was buoyant, direct taxes
and indirect taxes, our exports are historical. Madam, this places Indian economy,
the macro fundamentals of Indian economy, on an extremely sound footing in these
difficult times. | am not saying we are out of the woods yet. We still need to do more.
That is precisely why the Modi Sarkaar needs to be here for many more years to come
because we don't claim to have done everything. We are in the process of doing it.
There is a big debate going on where names were mentioned, that the rich have
grown richer and therefore, find a solution. This has been the argument of India's
socialism for the past 75 years. What has been the solution”? Names were mentioned
that the wealth of X" and "Y', two people, have gone up by X' per cent. Madam, the
wealth of one man, Elon Musk, you know how much has it gone up over the past one
year? Elon Musk's wealth has gone up 1016 per cent. Are you aware of this? The
wealth of the founder of Google, Larry Page, has gone up 126 per cent. The wealth of
Bezos has gone up 67 per cent.

Increasing dependence on Chinese imports

SHRI G.C. CHANDRASHEKHAR (Karnataka): Sir, | would like to understand the
import dependency of India. Between 2019-20 and 2020-21, trade with China
accounted for 12.62 per cent of India's total trade with the world. Imports to India
from China reached nearly 100 billion dollars for the first time.

India's top ten imports from China mostly comprised machinery and
mechanical appliances and these top ten imports accounted for nearly 20 per cent of
India's total imports. As per recent data, even in the import of medical equipment,
China was the first among the top three countries; it was among the top three earlier.

We have increased trade with China by six per cent. It is 86.4 billion dollars
higher than India's trade with the other countries. India's exports rose from 5.08 per
cent in 2018-19 to 7.28 per cent in 2020-21. On the imports side, the share of China
rose from 13.68 per cent to 16.57 per cent during the same period, while India's trade
with the world declined by 13 per cent.

Import of medical devices stood at 6,240 million dollars, which is three times
bigger than exports. In this, China contributes 1,110.0 million US dollars, which is 17.8
per cent.

Need to expedite the process of transfer of Railway land to Dharavi Redevelopment
Project in Mumbai

SHRIMATI PRIYANKA CHATURVEDI (Maharashtra): Sir, an MOU was executed
between the Railway Land Development Authority (RLDA) and Dharavi
Redevelopment Project (DRP) on 03.03.2019 to hand over 45 acres of land for
Dharavi Redevelopment Project.

The Government of Maharashtra made full payment of Rs.800 crore to the
Railway Land Development Authority in June, 2019. However, the 45 acres of railway
land has not yet been transferred to Dharavi Redevelopment Project. Further, draft
definitive agreement forwarded by RLDA differs from the terms and condition agreed
in the MOU. The Maharashtra Government has been actively following up on these
issues, but no definitive progress has been made. The concerned matters were also
discussed in the meeting of the NITI Aayog held on 14.09.2021.
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Therefore, | urge the Government to expedite the process of transfer of land as

duly promised so that the development project can begin in a timely manner.

Need to formulate action plan for establishment of National Institute of

Pharmaceutical Education and Research Centre (NIPER) at Madurai

SHRI P. WILSON (Tamil Nadu): Sir, the NIPER established under 'The National
Institute of Pharmaceutical Education and Research Act, 1998" offers Masters' and
Doctoral level courses in the field of Pharmaceutical Sciences. NIPERs have already
been established in six States in India. For establishment of NIPER at Madurai, the
Government of Tamil Nadu allocated 100 acres of land free of cost in 2009 to the
Union Government when Dr. Kalaignar Karunanidhi was the Chief Minister of Tamil
Nadu. The State also submitted a Rs.1,100 crore proposal to the Ministry of Finance
for infrastructure cost.

The proposal was considered by the Expenditure Finance Committee on
26.3.2018 which deferred establishment of the proposed NIPER at Madurai and
recommended that the matter may be reviewed in the year 2020 during the 15
Finance Commission period.

The hon. Minister of the Chemicals and Fertilizers, in an answer to Unstarred
Question on 4.2.2020, had assured that he would approach the Ministry of Finance
seeking necessary funds for setting up of the deferred NIPER at Madurai. However,
the Ministry did not take any action and had not sought necessary funds for the
Financial Year 2022-23.

Even after 12 years, the proposal to establish NIPER at Madurai is yet to take
shape and delay is affecting the students who aspire to study pharmaceutical studies
and also impedes the growth of pharma industry in the State.

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Need for a comprehensive code for safety in demolition works

SHRI K. SOMAPRASAD (Kerala): Sir, let me invite the attention of the Government to
the need of a regulatory mechanism in the demolition works of buildings and old
structures. It is a fact that demolition works are inevitable in this modern time. There
are many reasons for demolition like old design, weak structures, court orders,
unauthorised construction etc. Since demolition is a complex process, utmost care
and safety measures are to be observed. After demolition, large quantity of waste
including hazardous materials is accumulated. It causes high degree of pollution of
water, air and atmosphere along with noise beyond the audible range.

Disposal of waste material is also an important subject. The pre and post
demolition precautions and scientific debris disposal management system is an
inevitable process. Chemicals and explosives are widely used in demolitions these
days. Demolition task is a joint operation conducted by several departments. Modern
and scientific safety precautions have to be followed. Better planning and regulatory
control and effective supervision is very essential. At present, there is no standard
procedure and practice. The existing two laws related to demolition work are not
sufficient to cover all aspects in demolition process.

Hence, my appeal to the Government is that a comprehensive Code may be
introduced with suitable legislation laying down practices for carrying out the
demolition work safely.

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Sir, | associate myself with the matter raised by the
hon. Member.

Need to fill the vacancy of Chairman of Press Council of India

SHRI VIVEK K. TANKHA (Madhya Pradesh): Sir, the Press Council of India is an
independent body under the Information and Broadcasting Ministry which is formed
with the sole purpose to put a check on the abuse of power by media houses and to
make sure that they operate in a judicious and fair manner. Chandramauli Kumar
Prasad. J (Retd.) was appointed as the Chairman of the Press Council of India in
November, 2014. He was re-appointed as the Chairman in May, 2018. November,
2021 marked the end of his tenure as the PCI Chairman and according to Section 6
(7) of the PCI Act, he cannot be further appointed as the Chairman.

With no new appointment, this has created a vacuum in the self-regulatory
body of the PCI, leaving the management and scrutiny of the press houses in
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disarray. As Sections 13 and 14 of the PCI Act enumerates powers that are conferred
upon the PCI for maintaining the standard code of conduct for the Press and ruling
out the anomalies in their functioning. In the absence of a Chairman and the scrutiny
committee, it is most likely to happen that journalism houses would obliterate
professional standards for malefic gains and can even compromise with the idea of
fair and independent journalism. Whether the Government has started the process of
selection of the next Chairman of the Press Council of India?

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Sir, | associate myself with the Special Mention made
by the hon.

Need to increase the pension of retired employees of Khadi industry in Kerala

SHRI SURESH GOPI (Nominated): Sir, | rise today on behalf of an approximate
number of 700 retired Khadi employees in Kerala. They are part of a group who have
worked day and night to maintain the goodwill of the Khadi Industry. Yet, it is a fact
that they have been paid a very nominal salary while in employment. We are aware
how the pandemic has brought in different forms of difficulties among the common
men, and the employees retired from the Khadi Industry find it extremely difficult to
make both ends meet with the meagre amount of Rs.1,000 they get from their EPF
pension.

Our hon. President in his Address to both the Houses said, "Khadi is once
again becoming the mainstay of small entrepreneurs. With the Government's efforts,
sales of Khadi products have trebled in the country since 2014."

Considering the rise in sales of Khadi products, the Khadi Retired Employees'
Association representatives have suggested that by including a fixed percentage in
the cost chart would help to give them an amount definitely more than 1,000 rupees
as pension.

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Sir, | associate myself with the mention made by the
hon. Member.

Need to make effective policy to curb plastic waste
SHRIMATI  VANDANA CHAVAN  (Maharashtra): Sir, despite Government's

announcement in 2019 of making India single-use plastic free by 2022, every minute,
90 tonnes of plastic is generated. The items included for phase-out from July 2022 are
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ear buds, candy sticks, cutlery, etc. manufactured by local unbranded producers and
constitute only a tiny proportion of overall single-use plastics leaving large businesses
unaffected. Plastic packaging constituting roughly 60 per cent of the plastic waste is
not included. Multi-layered plastic of everyday use, milk sachets, bottles, chips
packets, wrappers, toothpaste tubes, pens, etc., are currently neither recycled nor
covered in single-use plastics. These are included in the Extended Producer
Responsibility framework, making it a company's responsibility to collect and recycle
this waste. This framework has remained dysfunctional in the last six years. The new
draft has not been finalized and sets no recycling targets to either 'reduce’ or 'reuse’.
By providing multiple models to plastic product companies to overproduce in return
for credits or fee, other countries are moving fast to address the issue of single-use
plastic. There is an urgent need to enlarge the scope of items included in single-use
plastic phase-out. A strict and early implementation of EPR after a rigorous
identification of plastic producers is necessary.

SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal): Sir, | associate myself with the Special

Need to grant extra attempt and age relaxation to UPSC aspirants

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, it is disheartening to see that
even after two years of the pandemic, the plight of UPSC aspirants has not been
addressed. Due to Covid-19, thousands of aspirants across the country have faced
difficulties in preparing and appearing for the Civil Services Exam.

While some have been suffering from health issues or dealing with the loss of
loved ones, others have faced severe financial difficulties or been unable to access
the digital resources needed for online coaching.

Given these unfortunate circumstances, extra attempts and age relaxations
must be given to UPSC aspirants on compassionate grounds. Such concessions
have been given previously during extraordinary situations such as the implementation
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of Mandal Commission's Report in 1990 and changes in exam pattern in 2013. The
Supreme Court has also said that a "lenient view " should be taken on this issue.

No aspirant should be put at a disadvantage due to unprecedented events
such as the Covid-19 pandemic. Sincere efforts must be made to provide equal
opportunities to all aspirants, hence, | urge the Government to grant extra attempts
and age relaxation to the deserving UPSC aspirants on compassionate grounds.

Need for establishment of AIIMS at Sundargarh in Odisha

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Sir, | have adopted Sundergarh District under the
MPLAD Scheme and have decided to pursue the demand of the people. Sundargarh
is the second largest district of Odisha and has 50.7 per cent tribal population which
is also the second highest tribal population district in the State. The Scheduled
Castes also constitute a significant proportion of the district population. Even the
majority of farmers of the district are small farmers with a nominal average operational
holding of 0.59 ha. With the ongoing health pandemic and Omicron wave, necessary
investment and infrastructural projects must be undertaken to provide quality tertiary
healthcare to this vulnerable population. Taking cognizance of situation and the lack
of adequate medical infrastructure in the district, the hon. Chief Minister in a letter
wrote to the Centre for establishing AIIMS at Sundargarh in November 2020 and has
raised the same demand many times later. To facilitate its early establishment the
already available infrastructure at Sundargarh can be utilized for setting up of AIIMS.
As part of a CSR initiative, an MoU has been signed between Odisha Government and
NTPC to establish a Medical College and Hospital. The construction of the project has
been completed and equipment procurement process is underway. The hospital is
designed for 500 beds and the college will be adequate enough to have 100 MBBS
students. Additionally, the location will be suitable for setting up of AIIMS as it is easily
accessible through road, railway and air. Therefore, | demand establishment of AlIMS
in Sundargarh as it will also promote public health awareness and medical education
in the backward area of Western Odisha. Thank you.
