Archbishop Emeritus Desmond Tutu passed away on the 26™ of December, 2021,
at the age of 90 years.

Nobel Peace Prize winner Archbishop Tutu was a global leader and a human
rights activist who always emphasized the importance of equality and human dignity.
Influenced by Mahatma Gandhi, he brought spiritual values to the anti-apartheid struggle
and upheld the noblest ideals of humanity. He was awarded the Gandhi Peace Prize in
2005 in recognition of his invaluable contribution towards social and political
transformation in South Africa and thereby contributing to the world peace. Archbishop
Tutu was a guiding light for countless people globally. His emphasis on human dignity
and equality will always be remembered.

His Excellency, Mr. David Sassoli, passed away on the 11" of January, 2022.

He will fondly be remembered for his efforts to deepen India-EU Parliamentary
engagement and we hope to carry forward his vision of enhanced parliamentary ties
between India and the European Parliament.

The House joins the bereaved families, the Government and the people of South
Africa and the European Parliament in mourning the passing away of Archbishop
Emeritus Desmond Mpilo Tutu and His Excellency, Mr. David Sassoli, and conveys its
heartfelt condolences to them.

REFERENCES BY THE CHAIR

MR. CHAIRMAN: Hon. Members, between 17" and 19" of December, 2021, Malaysia
was hit by severe torrential rains causing severe flood calamity in several parts of the
country. This was one of the most devastating floods in a hundred years in Malaysia.
Over 70,000 people were displaced from their homes and 50 people have reportedly lost
their lives. The unprecedented floods wreaked extensive damage to the property and
livelihoods of the people.

In another tragic incident that took place on the 15" of January, 2022, a massive
underwater volcanic eruption near the Tongan capital of Nuku’alofa, triggered 1.2 — 1.5
meters high Tsunami waves causing flooding in the island Kingdom of Tonga. The
country is reported to have suffered significant infrastructure damage and more than 80
per cent of the country’s total population is said to be affected by the eruption and
tsunami. People have also reportedly lost their lives in the disaster. As an immediate
measure, an assistance of USD 200,000 is being announced by the Government of India.
Humanitarian Assistance Disaster Relief (HADR) including relief and reconstruction
efforts is also being ascertained. The loss of precious lives and extensive damage to the
property in these tragic incidents are indeed painful and unfortunate. This House joins me
in expressing our heartfelt condolences as well as deep sympathy and sorrow on the
losses suffered by the people of Malaysia and the Kingdom of Tonga and reiterate India's
stand of solidarity with them.

As the Chairman of this august House, | wish to present a brief account of the
context in which this Session is taking place, in relation to the past, and obligations of
this House for the future of our country and its people.

This Session is happening almost in the midst of the 75 year of the country’s hard
fought Independence. The sole objective of the long drawn freedom struggle was
‘swaraj” in which people are the masters of their destiny through parliamentary
institutions and elected representatives.

This year also marks 70 years of elections in the country since the elections to the
first Lok Sabha during 1951-52. This Session, accordingly, is being held at the
confluence of two such historic events and hence, assumes significance. In addition, any
Budget Session offers a broad guidance to the course of economic progress over the
next financial year. This Budget Session acquires added significance as the nation is
collectively keen and endeavoring to lift the national economy out of the adverse impact
of the Covid pandemic over the last two years. Threats to the economy are still
continuing with the third wave of the pandemic at present. The world is living in
uncertainty on account of this pandemic. This reminds all of us of our responsibilities to
do the needful to overcome the challenge and secure the socio-economic transformation
of our country, which is a work in progress.

It is appropriate to reflect on how this august House has functioned so far during
the 75" year of our Independence. During the last Winter Session, the first in this historic
year, this august House lost 52.10% of the valuable sitting time due to disruptions and
forced adjournments. During the preceding Monsoon Session last year, the loss of
functional time of this House was as high as 70.40%. This trend of disruptions is highly
disturbing. | refer to the same with a fervent hope that we all reflect on the same and
conduct ourselves in a manner befitting the historic time that we are passing through.

During the last 70 years of elections, the voter turnout has increased from 45% in
the elections to the first Lok Sabha to the highest ever of over 67% in the 17" Lok Sabha
elections in 2019. This marks an increase of 50% in voter participation. The voter turnout
in the polls to State Assemblies is even higher. This goes on to prove that the citizens of
our country continue to repose their faith in our democracy. However, our legislatures
and the elected representatives of the people do not seem to be reciprocating in equal
measure with the functioning of legislatures declining over the years.
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In this historic year, the need of the hour is for the 5,000 MPs, MLAs and MLCs to
resolve to return to the people the favour they have been relentlessly doing by nurturing
our democracy.

The only way of doing so is to conduct ourselves in a manner befitting the trust the
citizens still have in our parliamentary democracy.

Having said so, | would like to remind you all that during the Budget Session last
year, this august House clocked productivity of 93.50 per cent. The spirit of the
occasion demands that this House turns out the best performance during this important
Budget Session.

Hon. Members, this is the sixth Session being held since the outbreak of Covid
pandemic. Given the highly infectious nature of the new variant of corona virus during
the current third wave, both the Houses are meeting in shifts, first adopted during the
Monsoon Session of 2020. On account of this, we get to meet one hour less per each
sitting during this Session.

During the ten sittings of the first part of this Session, we are left with only 23
hours of functional time other than Zero Hour, Question Hour and Private Members'
Business. Keeping this in view, the Government clarified yesterday that it does not
intend to propose any Legislative Business for the first part of this Budget Session.

Accordingly, the Business Advisory Committee of Rajya Sabha has allocated time.
Two important overarching discussions enable hon. Members to raise every issue while
adhering to the spirit of the Rules and Conventions of the House; Zero Hour and
Question Hour are very important.

| also have some important information to share with all of you regarding the
functioning of the Department-related Parliamentary Standing Committees. | need not
repeat the importance of these Committees because they are for the 24x7 functioning of
Parliament.

| am happy to inform that the average attendance of Members in the meetings has
increased from 47.64 per cent in 2016-17 to 48.79 per cent in 2019-20. It fell marginally
during 2020-21, but the average attendance in 255 meetings during 2019-21 has been 47
per cent, despite the long spell of Covid pandemic. This is a very welcome improvement
showing the deep commitment of each one of you to your parliamentary duties.

With regard to the duration of meetings of eight Committees, the average duration
of meetings improved from 1 hour 48 minutes to 2 hours 10 minutes during 2019-20
marking an increase of 22 minutes on a average per meeting. It is a welcome sign. The
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Committee on Home Affairs reported the highest increase of 66 minutes per meeting
followed by the Committee on Transport with 44 minutes increase; Commerce, 42
minutes; Education, 29 minutes and Science and Technology, 22 minutes. Similar trend
prevailed during 2020-21.

Such substantial increase in the duration of meetings meant that the resources
spent on the meetings of these Committees are being better utilised. | compliment the
Chairmen and Members of these Committees for their efforts in this regard.

Hon. Members, our country has demonstrated remarkable resilience in
vaccinating the people. | hope that each one of us has also taken initiative to see that
people in our respective areas, who are eligible, are vaccinated immediately.

The Secretariat has issued guidelines to the Members regarding Covid compliant
behaviour for avoiding Covid infections. | urge all of you to take all the precautions as
suggested.

| fervently appeal to all of you to ensure a safe and productive Session. | once
again appeal to Members to keep the safe and secured distance as is suggested.

SHRI P. WILSON (Tamil Nadu): Sir, there were extremely heavy rains in many Districts
of Tamil Nadu in the months of October and November, 2021, which caused heavy and
extensive damages to the property and critical infrastructure. The Government of Tamil
Nadu submitted three memoranda to the Government of India seeking financial
assistance of Rs. 6,230.45 crore towards relief and restoration. The inter-ministerial
Central team, which visited the affected areas in Tamil Nadu in the month of November,
2021 made an on-the-spot assessment. Even after 70 days of the visit of the inter-
ministerial Central team, the Union Government has not released any financial assistance
in response to the three memoranda presented by the State. With the hope that the
Union Government will release the relief expenditure, the Government of Tamil Nadu has
already incurred an expenditure of Rs. 9,699.67 crore under the SDRF which includes the

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Covid-19 management expenditure and disaster relief already provided. The Government
of Tamil Nadu is already facing severe financial crunch due to the Covid-19 pandemic
situation. Hence, | request the hon. Union Minister of Home Affairs, through this august
House, to appreciate the urgency for the release of the assistance of Rs. 6,230.45 crore
for providing immediate relief to our State and also to immediately pay all the outstanding
amounts due under the State Disaster Response Fund to Tamil Nadu.

Already, two representations, one to the Minister of Home Affairs on 17/1/2022
and the other to the hon. Prime Minister on 29/12/2021 have been given by our hon.
Chief Minister. Therefore, through this august House, | request the Union Minister to
release these funds to help the State of Tamil Nadu to resolve its financial problems.

Need to sub-categorize Scheduled Castes to ensure equal distribution
of reservation benefits

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, the Madiga and
Relli communities are least progressed in the society. They are forced to profess unclean
and filthy occupations such as cleaning of toilets, etc. These groups of Scheduled
Castes in Telugu-speaking States have been demanding sub-categorization of
Scheduled Castes. Due to non-categorization, only certain Scheduled Castes are
reaping the benefits of reservation and other groups are unable to reap the benefits of
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reservation. Due to this, inequality is on the rise in terms of education, employment, etc.
This has to be solved by suitable legislation as well as executive measures.

In the year 1999, TDP, under the leadership of Shri Chandra Babu Naidu garu
classified A, B,C,D groups and implemented it up to 2004. The Supreme Court quashed
the said classification stating that only the Parliament can do that by an enactment.

The Legislative Assembly of Andhra Pradesh passed a Resolution unanimously on
10" December, 2004, requesting the Government of the State to take the matter to the
Parliament and pass an Act categorizing the Scheduled Castes into groups for equal
distribution of reservation benefits. The Legislative Assembly of Telangana State passed
a Resolution on 29" November, 2014. The Congress Party also assured about the
classification in their manifesto.

The National Commission was set up on 16" November, 2006, with Justice Usha
Mehara as its Chairperson, to examine the issue of sub- categorization of the Scheduled
Castes in Andhra Pradesh. The said Commission recommended that Article 341 of the
Constitution of India be amended to provide for sub-categorization. One such judgment
was pronounced in the E.V. Chinnaiah vs. State of A.P. by the Constitution Bench which
upheld that States have no such power to provide reservation within reservation. Last
year, a five-dudge Bench delivered a judgment...

*1. SHRI DEREK O' BRIEN: Will the Minister of WOMEN AND CHILD DEVELOPMENT
be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that 78.1 per cent of the fund for 'Beti Bachao Beti Padhao'
have been used only for media advocacy;

(b) if so, the details thereof; and

(c) whether the Ministry has taken any measures to improve fund utilization for the
implementation of the programme instead of only media advocacy, the details thereof?

THE MINISTER OF WOMEN AND CHILD DEVELOPMENT (SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN
IRANID): (a) to (c) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) and (b) Beti Bachao Beti Padhao (BBBP) Scheme aims to address
declining Child Sex Ratio (CSR) and related issues of empowerment of girls
and women over a life cycle continuum. The primary objectives of the scheme
are, to prevent gender biased sex selective elimination, to ensure survival and
protection of the girl child and to ensure education and participation of the girl
child. The key elements of the scheme include nation-wide media and advocacy
campaign. As per the scheme guidelines, fund is earmarked for districts identified for
multi-sectoral interventions, for extending community outreach, advocacy and
generating awareness, inter alia, through various means, including media. The details
of funds since inception of the scheme is annexed at Annexure-l.Out
of the total expenditure of Rs. 683.05 crores from F.Y 2014-15 to F.Y. 2020-21,
expenditure on Media Advocacy campaign has been Rs. 401.04 crores which is 58
percentage of the total expenditure.
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(c) Consistent efforts are made under BBBP at all levels to generate awareness
about the rights of girl child through community engagement, stop sex selection
at birth and encourage positive action to support their education growth and
development. Convergent efforts are made in collaboration with other Ministries and
stakeholders. The implementation of the Scheme is monitored by the Task force
constituted at District, State and National level. Training cum review meeting have
been conducted with all State/UTs for effective implementation. Review meetings at
the level of Hon’ble Minister with States' Ministers and officials, Aspirational
districts and 100 districts of highest crime rate again women have been
organized. Regular Review meetings with States/UTs at the level of Secretary WCD are
held to monitor implementation of schemes. Further, the scheme is also being reviewed
with DMs/DCs at district level through a series of video conference meetings.

In the initial phase, the emphasis has been on Media and Advocacy for sustained focus
on awareness generation and to bring an attitudinal shift in society towards valuing the
girl child. The all India advertisements of BBBP have been able to successfully establish
the brand BBBP which has an excellent recall value. But, in the last 2 years, expenditure
on Media Advocacy campaign at Central Level has sharply declined. The present focus
in on behavioral change communication which requires community-based events, use of
social media platforms, advocacy through webinars, use of my-gov platform and
convergence with other Ministries for branding and advocacy.

Under the Scheme, the multi-sectoral action at District level in selected 405 districts
focus on schematic intervention and sectoral actions in consultation with Ministry of
Health and Family & Welfare and Ministry of Education. A flexible framework for multi-
sectoral action is adapted and contextualized by State Task Forces for developing,
implementing and monitoring District Plans of Action to achieve the Specific monitorable
targets which inter-alia include activities to strengthen implementation of PC&PNDT
Act and to promote girl education. Due to sustained efforts the improvement on various
indicators has been as follows:

(i) Increase of 19 points in Sex Ratio at Birth at National level from 918 (2014-15) to
937 (2020-21). Suggests improvement. (Source: HMIS data, MoHFW (April-
March, 2014-15 & 2020-21).
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(i) Gross Enroliment Ratio (GER): Enroliment of Girls in secondary education
increased from 75.51% in 2014-15 to 77.83% in 2019-20. (Source: U-DISE
plus, Mo Education).

(i) Percentage of 1st Trimester ANC Registration has shown improvement from
61% in 2014-15 to 73.9% in 2020-21. (Source: HMIS data, MoHFW (April-
March, 2014-15 & 2020-21).

(iv) Percentage of Institutional Deliveries has also shown an improvement from
87% in 2014-15 to 94.8% in 2020-21. (Source: HMIS data, MoHFW (April-
March, 2014-15 & 2020-21) .

*2. SHRIVAIKO: Will the Minister of SOCIAL JUSTICE AND EMPOWERMENT be

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THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF SOCIAL JUSTICE AND
EMPOWERMENT (SHRI A. NARAYANASWAMY): (a) to (c) A Statement is laid on the
Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (c) There is no such proposal with the Government.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Are there any supplementaries? Yes, the answer is laid.
Now, Mr. Abdul Wahab.

SHRI ABDUL WAHAB: Sir, discrimination is faced by Muslims, dalits and tribals at the
entry level jobs in the private sector. There is a study by Sukhadeo Thorat, former
Chairman of UGC, about such discrimination. Studies also prove that there is a
negligible number of minorities, dalits and tribals in our celebrated media newsrooms.
My question is: Will the Government give any direction to the private sector to publish
their employees' demography to understand the situation of discrimination or constitute a
committee to study about such discrimination in private sector?

SHRI A. NARAYANASWAMY: Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, it is subject to legislation;
however, the Government is very sensitive to the issue of affirmative action including
reservation in private sector and has initiated wide-ranging consultations with a view to
explore the best possible way to ensure that private sector fulfils the aspirations of the
youth. Presently, the Constitution does not provide any mandate for reservation of jobs
for Scheduled Castes or Scheduled Tribes or even for general category in the private
sector. Reservation in the private sector can be provided by bringing forward an
amendment to the Constitution, which would, therefore, require wider discussions and
consultations with stakeholders before taking up this issue.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri P. Bhattacharya from Lok Sabha Chamber.
SHRI P. BHATTACHARYA: Sir, | would like to know...

SHRI P. BHATTACHARYA: In so many cases, we have seen that the private sector is
avoiding to follow reservation for youth. Why is the Government of India not going to put
up a legislation so that all the private sector industries follow the reservation policy
followed by the Government of India and the State Governments ?

SHRI A. NARAYANASWAMY: Sir, the hon. Member is asking so many questions about
reservation in private sector. Regarding the affirmative action for Scheduled Castes,
Scheduled Tribes and OBCs, there is a coordination committee for private sector. It was
set up by the Prime Minister's Office in 2006 under the chairmanship of Principal
Secretary of Prime Minister. It had held nine meetings from 2006 till 2019. It has received
suggestions from various stakeholders. Even for the reservation to SCs and STs, there
was a coordination committee to resolve the unemployment problems. The committee
held several meetings and advised the concerned Departments and HRs of the private
companies to take appropriate action on the issue of providing employment to
candidates belonging to SC and ST categories. Our Government, under the leadership of
hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, has advised them to promote and set up more
skill training programmes in all the areas of private sector.

DR. V. SIVADASAN: Sir, my question is: Does the Government have the data regarding
the decreasing number of jobs for SC and ST communities in the private sector
in the last five years?

SHRI A. NARAYANASWAMY: Sir, this question does not arise because we do not have
such statistics.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF PANCHAYATI RAJ (SHRI KAPIL
MORESHWAR PATIL): (a) and (b) A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) The Panchayati Raj system of local self government was introduced by the 73rd
Amendment of the Constitution of India. Part IX was inserted in the Constitution as a
sequel to the 73rd Constitutional Amendment in 1993, bestowing the Constitutional
mandatory status to the ‘Panchayats’. The Government has no proposal under
consideration to bring about changes in the existing Panchayati Raj system.

(b) Panchayat, being "Local Government", is a State subject and part of State list of
Seventh Schedule of Constitution of India. Mandate for setting up of Panchayats is
provided by Article 243 in Part IX of the Constitution of India. Accordingly, the
Panchayats are setup and operate through the respective State Panchayati Raj Acts.
Currently, there is no proposal in the Ministry of Panchayati Raj (MoPR) to form any
committee to review the functioning of Panchayati Raj Institutions (PRIs). To strengthen
functioning of PRIs across the country, MoPR has launched eGramSwaraj
(https ://egramswaraj.gov.in), a user friendly web-based portal, which aims to bring in
better transparency in the decentralised planning, progress reporting, financial
management, work-based accounting and details of assets created. Further, for
ensuring timely audit of Panchayat accounts i.e. receipts and expenditures of Gram
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Panchayats, MoPR has rolled out an online application — AuditOnline
(https://auditonline.gov.in). This application not only facilitates the auditing of
Panchayat accounts but also provides for maintaining of audit records. This application
streamlines the process for audit inquiries, draft local audit reports, draft audit paras etc.
and thus ensures proper maintenance of accounts by Panchayats to improve
transparency and accountability.

C.M. RAMESH: Sir, my question is: Will the Government consider extending fiscal
autonomy accompanied by fiscal responsibility to the Panchayati Raj Institutions in the
country?

THE MINISTER OF WOMEN AND CHILD DEVELOPMENT (SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN
IRANI): (a) to (d) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (d) The matter of marital rape is sub-judice before the High Court of Delhi in
Review Petition in W.P. (Criminal) No. 284/ 2015 filed by RIT Foundation against the
Union of India. Further, the Department related Parliamentary Standing Committee on
Home Affairs, in its 146th Report had recommended that there is a need for a
comprehensive review of the Criminal Justice System of the country. Earlier, the
Parliamentary Standing Committee in its 111th and 128th reports had also stressed upon
the need to reform and rationalize the criminal law of the country by introducing a
comprehensive legislation in Parliament rather than bringing about piece-meal
amendments in respective Acts. Accordingly, the Government of India has initiated the
process for comprehensive amendments to criminal laws in consultation with all
stakeholders.
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The Protection Orders under the Protection of Women from Domestic Violence
Act, 2005 (PWDVA) are issued by the Magistrates, who are assisted by the Protection
Officers in the discharge of his functions under this Act. These authorities are
functionaries under the State Governments. As such, the data regarding the number of
protection orders passed in cases registered under PWDVA are maintained by the
respective State Governments.

The Ministry of Women and Child Development implements the One Stop Centre
(OSC) Scheme across the country with effect from 1% April 2015 under Nirbhaya Fund
with the objective to provide integrated support and assistance under one roof with a
range of services including police, medical, legal aid and counseling, psychological
support to women affected by violence (including domestic violence) - both in private
and public spaces. Under the scheme, Central Government provides 100% financial
assistance directly to Districts for setting up and management of OSCs. As of now, 733
OSCs have been approved, out of which 704 are operational in 35 States/ UTs which
have assisted more than 4.54 lakh women. In addition, the Ministry implements
Universalisation of Women Helpline (WHL) Scheme with the aim to provide 24 hour
emergency and non-emergency response to women, including the women affected by
violence or who are in distress, across the country through referral services and
connecting them with OSCs. Women helpline is operational in 34 States/ UTs and have
handled more than 66 lakh calls.

SHRI BINOY VISWAM: Sir, | raise a very serious issue which affects the women of this
great country. It is sexual violence within marriages. | am very sure that the Minister
herself is aware of this fact. In Section 3 of the Domestic Violence Act, it is defined what
domestic violence is. It says, "harms or injures or endangers the health, safety, life, limb
or well-being, whether mental or physical, of the aggrieved person or tends to do so and
includes causing physical abuse, sexual abuse, verbal and emotional abuse and
economic abuse." Abuses are taking place even inside marriages.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have to be brief in your question.
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SHRI BINOY VISWAM: No, Sir, you allowed everybody to take their own time. Please,
Sir, this is a serious issue. When we come to Section 375 of IPC, the strength and the
vitality of the definition is eroded. It says that...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Binoy Viswam, you have to be brief in your question.

SHRI BINOY VISWAM: While in Section 375 of the IPC, rape is defined as sexual abuse,
inside the marriage it is exempted. It says that a man has a right to rape his wife.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please be brief.

SHRI BINOY VISWAM: Sir, one thing is sure. Intercourse is really unavoidable in a
marriage, but consent is very important. When a man, simply because he is a husband..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You are a very senior Member. You have to know that you
have to be brief in your question.

SHRI BINOY VISWAM: | am asking the Minister whether the Government has taken note
of the contradiction between the definitions of Section 3 of the Domestic Violence Act
and Section 375 of the IPC.

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Sir, at the outset, let me say, to condemn every
marriage in this country as a violent marriage and to condemn every man in this country
as a rapist is not advisable in this august House. | am sure that the erudite and the
senior Member knows that rule 47 of the Procedures of the Rajya Sabha disallow for an
elaboration on a subject which is currently sub judice. But let me, Sir, here reiterate that
the Government's endeavour is to protect women in this country in collaboration with
State Governments. Currently over 30 help-lines are functional in our country which
have assisted over 66 lakh women. Currently there are 703 one-stop centres which are
functional in this country which have assisted over five lakh women. | speak, Sir, not only
as a Member of this Parliament, but also as somebody who has converged efforts with
State Governments; that protection of women and children in our country is a priority for
all, but yet again, let me reiterate that to condemn every marriage in this country as
violent is not advisable.
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SHRI BINOY VISWAM: Sir, | am very sorry to hear the Minister's reply.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please put your second supplementary.

SHRI BINOY VISWAM: No, no; | never meant that all men are rapists. | never meant it. A
woman, a Minister during this Session itself told the man here. | am a man and | can
never accept those words.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please put your second supplementary.

SHRI BINOY VISWAM: Sir, this is not a place to call every man as a rapist which | never
meant, but a man who raped his wife is a rapist. There is no doubt about it.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: | have to take other questions also. Please be brief.

SHRI BINOY VISWAM: In the answer, the hon. Minister who is a very vibrant Minister,
has said that they are now waiting for the Governments of the States to do it. The answer
is: the data regarding the finances are maintained by the respective State Governments.
Can the Minister take initiatives to gather those data and have a comprehensive idea at
the national level and give it to the Parliament at the earliest opportunity ?

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Sir, law and order is a State issue. It is constitutionally
settled. The fact that the hon. member suggests to me that | engage with State
Governments and seek records from them is a suggestion which | hear today, but can |
make a recommendation on behalf of State Governments today in this House? | cannot,
Sir. | am a representative of the Government of India.

SHRI M. MOHAMED ABDULLA: Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, we are talking about marital
rape and domestic violence. If a girl says ‘no’ it means ‘no’, whether she is a wife or
whoever she may be; ‘no’” means ‘no’. But many women are not aware that marital
violence is also a crime. They keep quiet, they accept it because they are unaware. So,
to create awareness among women at the young age itself, will the Government conduct
any special awareness programme at school and college levels?
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SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Sir, under programmes of Beti Bachao Beti Padhao,
we have ensured that there is a capital support given to every District Officer, every State
Government to ensure that women and particularly young girls are made aware of their
constitutional rights and responsibilities. | am sure that the hon. Member’s suggestion is
well heard not only in this House but also by the State Governments. | would also like to
bring to the hon. Member’s attention that through my endeavours | have appealed to
every Member of Parliament that in the DISHA meeting that you undertake under your
leadership in your district, you can bring up issues with regard to provisions of more and
more advocacy of women'’s rights under your leadership.

(a) and (b) Improvement of 5 National Highways (NHs) connecting Chardham viz.
Yamunotri, Gangotri, Kedarnath and Badrinath including Tanakpur to Pithoragarh
section of Kailas- Mansarovar yatra is being undertaken for development of about 825
km of roads length under 53 packages. Each package is an independent project having
distinct starting and ending points which are important places on the Highway. Out of
825 km, road length of about 565 km has been completed.

Minister is about Road no. 752k from Gangakhed to
Parbhani, which had developed traverse and longitudinal cracks all through the
road and every official seems to be in connivance. Nothing has been done. Again
and again, | have been writing to the Government; | have also written to the hon.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF SKILL DEVELOPMENT AND
ENTREPRENEURSHIP (SHRI RAJEEV CHANDRASEKHAR): (a) to (e) A Statement is
laid on the table of the House.

Statement

(a) Under Skill India Mission, the Ministry of Skill Development (MSDE) has been
implementing Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Vikas Yojana (PMKVY), Jan Shikshan Sansthan
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(JSS) Scheme and National Apprenticeship Promotion Scheme (NAPS), for providing
short term Skill Development training and Craftsman Training Scheme (CTS), for long
term training, to the youth belonging to all section of the society across all over India. The
details of number of youth imparted training under various MSDE Schemes from 2018-
2021 are placed at Annexure I-A, I-B, I-C and I-D.

Apart from MSDE, the details of persons trained by Ministry of Rural Development
and Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs during last three years are placed at Annexure
lI-A, 1I-B, 1I-C.

(b) Under PMKVY, Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL) is a skill certillcation
component to enable Indian youth to obtain industry relevant skill certification of their
existing skills so as to help them to secure a better livelihood. Individuals with prior
learning experience or skills register themselves and get assessed and certified under the
RPL. The details of number of persons trained under Recognition of Prior Learning
(RPL) programme in Uttar Pradesh and Andhra Pradesh is as follows and sector-wise
and district-wise details are placed at Annexure lll.

State RPL trained
Uttar Pradesh 8,95,286
Andhra Pradesh 1,38,225

(c) Under PMKVY, Short Term Training (STT) placement opportunities are being
provided to certified candidates. Since RPL involves the process of certification of
already existing skills in workers, it (RPL) is not linked with placements; the workers are
presumed to be employed already. The details of the number of trained persons who
have got employment in Uttar Pradesh and Andhra Pradesh, district-wise is placed at
Annexure IV-A.

The details of trained perosns who have got employment in Uttar Pradesh and
Andhra Pradesh under Jan Shikshan Sansthan (JSS) Scheme are placed at Annexure
IV-B.
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The final report of Tracer Study of ITI Graduates (published in January 2018 by the
Ministry of Skill Development & Entrepreneurship, Gol) mentions that 63.5% of total [Tl
pass-outs got employed (Wage+ self, out of which 6.7% are self-employed) and
36.4% remained unemployed and was looking for jobs. Even though the first figure was
low for females (55.3%) as compared to that for males (65.1%), the corresponding
figures for SCs (65%) and STs (69.8%) were higher than the percentage of total pass-
outs in (wage+ self) employed.

(d) The broad framework for Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) has been
provided under section 135 of the Companies Act, 2013 (‘Act’), Schedule VIl of the Act
and Companies (CSR policy) Rules, 2014.

Item No. (i) of
Schedule VII enlist “employment enhancing vocational skills especially among children,
women, elderly, and the differently abled and livelihood enhancement projects” as
eligible CSR activities respectively. The Ministry of Corporate Affairs (MCA) vide general
Circular no.21/2014 dated 18" June, 2014 and 14/2021 dated 25" August,2021 has
clarified that items mentioned in Schedule VIl are broad based and can be interpreted
liberally. On the basis of filling made by the companies up to 30.09.2021 in MCA
27registry, the total CSR spent by various companies in “Vocational Skills” and
“Livelihood Enhancement Projects” under item no. (i) of Schedule VII of the act from
financial years 2014-15 to 2020-21 is Rs. 3790.65 crores and Rs. 4327.12 crores
respectively.This Ministry encourages corporates to invest their CSR funds through the
programmes under the national Skill Development Mission.

The OXFAM Report, released ahead of the World Economic Forum's Davos
Agenda, also found that the country's healthcare Budget saw a 10 per cent decline from
the Revised Estimates of 2020-21. There was a 6 per cent cut in allocation for education,
the OXFAM Report says, while the budgetary allocations for the social security schemes
declined from 1.5 per cent of the total Union Budget to 0.6 per cent. The India
supplement of the global report also says that in 2021, the collective wealth of India's
hundred richest people hit a record high of Rs. 57.3 lakh crore or US$ 775 billion.

In the same year, the share of the bottom 50 per cent of the population in the national
wealth was a mere 6 per cent. Indians, meanwhile, are estimated to have fallen into
extreme poverty in 2020, nearly half of the global 'new poor', according to the United
Nations. The report says, ' This surge comes at a time when India's unemployment rate
was as high as 15 per cent in urban areas and the healthcare system was on the brink of
collapse.” According to Oxfam India CEO and | quote, "Stark reality of inequality
contributing to the death of at least 21,000 people each day, or one person every four
seconds."” Sir, this report also indicates that a particular company which ranked 24"
globally and second in India, witnesses its net worth multiply by eight times in a span of
one year, from 8.9 billion US Dollar in 2020 to 50.5 billion US Dollar in 2021. And there is
another company and its worth doubled in 2021 to US Dollar 85.5 billion from 36.8 billion
US Dollar in 2020. So this is the economic disparity that has occurred in the last financial
year in India. Sir, the Oxfam report also points out to the increase in indirect taxes as a
share of the Union Government revenue last four years, while the proportion of corporate
tax in the same year was declining. The additional tax imposed on fuel has risen 33 per
cent in the first six months of 2020-21 as compared to the last year, 79 per cent more
than the pre-Covid levels. At the same time, the wealth tax for the super- rich was
abolished in 2016. Lowering of corporate taxes from 30 per cent to 22 per cent to attract
investment last year resulted in a loss of Rs.1.5 lakh crore, which contributed to the
increase in India's fiscal deficit, the report says and there was no increase in private
investment in spite of so many avenues given to them by the Government. Sir, the report
further says that despite the country's federal structure, the structure of revenue kept the

reins of resources in the Centre's hands and yet the management of the pandemic was
left to the States, who were not equipped to handle it with their meagre financial or
human resources. If you go through this, this is the real picture of equality. This is how
the economic disparity has affected the entire nation, not only during Covid, but even
before and after that. This is the real picture of equality among the richest, rich, middle
class, marginalised and the poorest of the poor of the country. What a splendid
achievement of this NDA Government for the past seven years! According to estimates
of Centre for Monitoring Indian Economy, two crore Indians lost their jobs in April-May,
2021. In October, 2021, at least, 5.46 million Indians lost jobs and in November last year,
six million salaried jobs were lost. There is no whisper in the President's Address about
this alarming joblessness in the country due to policy paralysis of the Union Government.
This Government assured that there will be a creation of jobs for two crore unemployed
youth every year and this is the real picture that the Centre for Monitoring Indian
Economy has assessed. Let us see what the hon. President has stated in paragraph 79
of his speech.

Only one line | would like to quote with your permission. | quote, '"Today, the
country's achievements and successes are as limitless as the country's potentials and
possibilities.”"  Sir, | mentioned para 79 of President's Address. But, according to
OXFAM Report again, published in January, 2022, India falls in all international indices.
For example, in the Human Development Rank, India's rank is 131 out of 189; in Hunger
Index, India's rank is 94 out of 101 countries; Peace - 139 out of 163; Happiness - 144 out
of 163; Healthcare - 145 out of 195; Gender Gap - 140 out of 156; Environment - 168 out
of 180; Internet Quality - 79 out of 85; Water Quality - 120 out of 122; Press Freedom -
142 out of 180; Per Capita GDP - 142 out of 189; Health Expenditure as percentage of
GDP - one of the lowest in the world. Expenditure on Education is among lowest in the
world. National Education Policy of 1968 recommended for spending 6 per cent of GDP
on education, but so far we have allocated only 3 per cent. Q?ﬂ ATl & 1T TI7 37T

Government. For example, the surgical attack on the federalism which otherwise is a

basic structure of the Constitution, as ruled by the Supreme Court of India. The Home
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Ministry has recently extended the jurisdiction of Border Security Force from 15
kilometers to 50 kilometers in the States bordering with Bangladesh and Pakistan,
without having any discussion with the concerned States. This unilateral decision on the
part of the Central Government is an attempt of coercion upon the elected State
Governments having international borders. Similarly, the recent Fatwa proposing
amendment to IAS Cadre Rules is arbitrary and a veiled attempt to centralize executive
powers of the States. Already 9 Chief Ministers and 109 retired IAS/IFS/ITS officers have
vehemently opposed this unilateral and arbitrary decision of the Union Government.
Constitutional Heads in the Opposition-ruled States are behaving like political
functionaries and interfering with the day-to-day administration of the States and
challenging the policy decisions of the Governments of the Opposition-ruled States and
day in day out they are coming out with press statements criticizing the State
Governments. Sir, this is unprecedented and this is a surgical attack on our federal
structure. This Government has forgotten the first Article of the Constitution of India, the
very first Article. Article | of the Constitution says and | quote, "India, that is Bharat,
shall be a Union of States not a unitary State". But, these steps are actually supporting
to transform this country into a unitary state, to help strengthen the passage of
totalitarianism. Sir, assault on Constitutional and statutory institutions like the Election
Commission of India, CVC, C&AG, CBI are well known.

They are also being exploited for political advantage of the Ruling party and
against the Opposition parties. Sir, most of these institutions have turned to be breeding
grounds for selected group of retired Government servants who are not only being
appointed by the Government to serve them beyond their service tenure, but also getting
extension after extension in their extended service career. But, the Government is not
too much satisfied with that only. This is why on the National Voter's Day, the hon. Law
Minister said, "'In the name of independence of judiciary, independence of Election
Commission, independence of Legislature and Executive, if there is no coordination,
then how will we work? How will one run the country?'" Hence, the Government wants
to have a committed judiciary, a conducive Election Commission and the agencies, so
on and so forth, in the name of so-called coordination. The President's Speech has not
addressed this growing problem of attack on time-tested institutions and authorities. Sir,
in the name of economic reforms, the Government has emerged as a Bikreta Sarkar or a
Seller Government in as much as it has decided to sell out almost all public properties.
These are PSU banks, Insurance companies and even profit-making public sector
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enterprises. Sir, PSU banks have earned net profit of Rs. 31,820 crores in one year, i.e.,
last fiscal 2020-21, which is the highest in the last five years. Sir, yet Government wants
to sell PSU banks to private sector for which Banking Nationalisation Amendment Bill is
reportedly in the offing. The Government policy is to privatise profits of public sector on
the one hand and to nationalise losses of private sector on the other. | am giving one
example. Vodafone Idea, a private telecom company owes the Government Rs. 1,70,000
crores whereas Rs. 16,000 crores shall be invested by the Government in their share
capital. Is this not crony capitalism? On the one hand, bad loans written off by public
sector banks from 2001 to 2021 amount to Rs. 9,88,160 crores. In the year 2021 alone,
Rs. 1,31,894 crores were written off. On the other hand, the public sector banks have
reduced rate of interest on savings account from 6 per cent to 2.9 per cent and in Fixed
Deposits from around 12 per cent to 5 per cent in detriment to the interest of the common
people; mostly senior citizens are affected by this. Sir, this is something like rob peter to
pay paul. In spite of such writing off bad loans, it has not come down. According to
estimates, new bad loans during the year 2020-2021, figured as Rs. 2,02,879 crores.
This is a surprising figure. As on 31" March, 2021, loan amount due in top four NPA
accounts of public sector banks stands at Rs. 89,300 crores. Who are these big fishes,
who have eaten public deposits from public sector banks? Why has not the Government
shown any courage to name them, not to speak of taking criminal action against them for
open loot of public money? Sir, | am sorry to say the President's Address does not
reflect anything about the measures supposed to be taken by the Government to arrest
this unholy nexus. Sir, such is the case of revelations made by International Consortium
of Investigative Journalists, through Panama Papers, Paradise Papers, and of late, the
Pandoras Papers. More than a thousand Indians have stashed black money outside the
country in the offshore tax havens. How many of them have been arrested? How much
black money has been recovered; publish a White Paper. | urge upon the Government to
publish a White Paper, the way Mr. Pranab Mukherjee, when he was the Finance
Minister in 2012, published a White Paper on black money. If this Government has the
courage to inform the people about the action taken by them to unearth black money, let
the Government publish a White Paper on black money following the footsteps of late
Pranab Mukherjee.

Justice D.Y. Chandrachud, an eminent jurist of Supreme Court, published in the /ndian
Express on August 29, 2021 wherein the hon. Justice said, "Speaking truth to power is
not only a right but also the duty of every citizen and the way to achieve this is by
strengthening public institutions such as ensuring the freedom of the Press and the
integrity of elections, acknowledging and celebrating the plurality of opinions and by
committing oneself to the search for truth as a key aspiration of society." This is in public
domain because it was an online address. Hence, if | believe in the freedom of Press, |
can't characterize the media as 'supari’ media and even if | have no faith in this
Government, | can't term this Government as 'supari’ Government because that will be
an irresponsible act on my part as a parliamentarian. Justice Chandrachud also said one
line more, "'One cannot only rely on the State to determine the truth as it may not always
be free of falsehood." In this quest for truth, Sir, | am asking myself as to whether |
should believe that New York Times is lying, Citizen Lab is lying, Amnesty Tech is lying,
French Government is lying, German Government is lying, US Government is lying, Apple
and WhatsApp who have sued NSO are lying and only Government of India stands in
splendid isolation with the truth about Pegasus. This is my submission. With these
words, Sir, | conclude.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Thank you. Now, Shri Tiruchi Siva.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA (Tamil Nadu): Thank you, Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir. Sir, | rise to
support the Motion of Thanks to the hon. President for the Address he has delivered to
both the Houses of Parliament, moved by my esteemed colleagues, Madam Geeta and
seconded by Mr. Malik, both of whom are not here now in the House. But, as per the
conventions, we do our duty of thanking the President. In the process of my speech,
however much | try, | hardly find anything to appreciate in his entire speech to the
Members of Parliament except two things. One is the couplet from Thirukkural which the
hon. President quoted and the other is from Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar. Other than
these two things, | think nothing is there to appreciate or relish in his speech. The
bed-time stories of the children are built on maximum imagination but what they are
telling now exceeds even bed-time stories. Nothing is in practice. Let me quote what the
President in his Address told about Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar. | quote: “My ideal would
be a society based on liberty, equality and fraternity. Democracy is not merely a form of
Government, it is essentially an attitude of respect and reverence towards one’s
fellowmen.” Sir, it is only in letter and not in spirit. | am reminded of a famous maxim
about democracy, which is, democracy by the people, for the people and of the people.
Yes, this Government was elected by the people but it conveniently forgot its promise of
working for the people, and also forgot that it should be a Government of the people. All
the policies and actions of this Government are anti-federal and anti-secular. When our
founder leader Anna assumed the Office of the Chief Minister, the journalists, during his
first interview in Delhi, asked him, “What is your economic policy ?” Anna said, ‘Tap the
rich and pat the poor.’

That was a very famous policy that he told the people and to the entire country.
But now this Government is tapping the poor and patting the rich.

Sir, when you say the GST collection is Rs. 1,14,000 crore in one month, who has
paid that? It is the poor and the middle class people. For whatever they buy, however
they live, they pay tax to the Government. But what has happened? The Government,
instead of addressing very core issues like the crumbling MSME sector, the impact of the
Covid, the increase in the prices of essential commodities, the enormous increase, 69
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times in one year in the petroleum products -- the Government has earned Rs. 4.91 lakh
crore by way of this; from 2014, this Government has earned Rs. 25 lakh crores by way
of hiking the petroleum products -- instead of addressing all these issues, you are
prioritizing to fighting off the minorities' rights, values and beliefs. Sir, it is very
saddening. It is an agrarian economy. Basically, India is an agricultural country but now it
is becoming a corporate country. What happened to our farmers? They were sitting in
the hard summer, bitter cold and the rains for one year because of your Farm Acts, and
you repealed it only because of the five State elections. -- anybody would accept that it
is not out of concern towards the farmers -- that too after they sacrificed 700 lives. The
Government should have been empathetic, not even sympathetic, 'empathetic'. When
you quote Dr. Baba Sahab Ambedkar that "We should have respect and reverence
towards one's fellow man', the Government's duty is to protect and save every life of the
citizens in this country, whereas, 700 lives were lost during that struggle. But the
Government, at last, repealed, that too, without a discussion in the House. But what is
the result? Are they happy about it? Yesterday, the Samyukt Kisan Morcha who have
fought for the farmers have given a Press release, 'Government betrays farmers once
again; Budget exposes empty promises of Government on MSP and doubling farmers'
income.' It is because the Government said, 'we would increase the farmers' income by
200 per cent but now it is not so. They said, by 2022."' We have reached 2022 but the
farmers' income has not been increased. Their input costs have increased. The DAP and
urea which was Rs. 1,300 is now Rs. 2,000. Which was Rs. 700 rupees is now Rs. 1500,
whereas the MSP has not been increased. Basically, eighty per cent people of the
country are basically agriculturists. During the economic recession, India survived only
because of two things. One is, public sector and the other is agricultural sector. Even
during the Covid pandemic, India had food sufficiency because of our agriculture but you
are killing it; so also the public sector. You are giving 5G to the private sector but not
even 4G to BSNL and MTNL. It is a silent way of killing the public sector, BSNL and
MTNL. So, everyone would migrate from BSNL to the private sector. Of course, when
everyone is living in a digital world, we are for 56G, whereas they are not even able to
provide 4G. They have enough infrastructure. The infrastructure of the BSNL is being
utilized by other private networks. But you are giving them 5G. So, what is your intention
actually? You are patting them like anything. Take the LIC which has got an asset of Rs.
34 lakh crores and which is, of course, sharing its profit with its policy holders. It gives
dividend to Government. But you are going to kill it. You take the money. The policy
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holders are protected only by LIC, and you are going to take the money and fulfil the
pockets of the corporates. So, what is going on in this country ?

Sir, India is said to become the youngest country, the largest democracy is going
to be the youngest country in the world. In what sense? Sixty-four per cent of its
population is going to come under the working-age group. What are the plans that we
have got? When you introduced the 'Make in India' programme, you said that 'five crore
people are employed, we will make it ten crore." But now it is 2.5 crore. You were
assuring yesterday in the Budget that 'We will give 60 lakh jobs in five years, that is, 12
lakh jobs in one year.'

The Finance Minister says very happily that it is a blueprint for the next 25 years
while the Prime Minister says it is for 100 years! Sir, what are they talking; to whom are
they talking”? The poor are becoming poorer, the rich are becoming richer. The richer
are now becoming corporates. That is what we are witnessing in this country now.
According to numbers released by the Ministry of Commerce and Industry on 14™
January, 2022, not much earlier, the provisional annual rate of inflation is 13.56 per cent
for the month of December, 2021 whereas in 2020, it was just 1.95 per cent. It is their
statistics, Sir. This is the state of inflation. The prices of essential commodities are
increasing. People don't have enough income. The way they have handled various
issues, people have been suffering. They don't have jobs. How are you going to tackle
unemployment? You don't address those issues. You keep talking about other things.
You are patronizing the corporates. The burden of inflation is borne by the middle class
and lower class only. What happened to the MSME sector? When it was crumbling and
there was a dire need for boosting it up, it suffered a severe blow because of
demonetization and the hasty implementation of GST. The States surrendered their
sovereignty of collecting taxes, but the promise that was given by the Union Government
that it would give its due share to the State Governments has not yet been fulfilled. The
due share has not been paid to many States. Even my State has been asking for it.
Many representatives of the State here would tell you that the GST share due from the
Central Government has yet not reached them. Then what are you doing with the money
that you collected? You are only waiving off the NPAs of corporates. If a poor student
who has taken an Education Loan is not able to pay his EMIs after a few years, he is
harassed. His loan is treated as NPA, his CIBIL score is affected and they tell him that
he won't be able to take a loan from any bank anywhere in India. So, if a poor boy who
has taken a loan of Rs. 4 lakh is not able to return that money, he is harassed whereas
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loans worth thousands of crores of rupees taken by corporates are waived off. What is
the policy that this Government is following? That is why | said, you are tapping the poor
and patting the rich. This is not a socialist country. You are scared of many words, as
the Leader of the Opposition said. You are scared of many names and many words, like
socialism, secularism and federalism. You are scared of all these words.

Sir, these are all very, very important things. We are not just making accusations
or allegations. This is what is happening in this country today. When a Government is
elected, its duty is to take the country much forward than it was, but it is dragging the
country backwards. India is thickly populated and its people who are mostly young and
poor are not being taken care of. What is the future of this country ?

Sir, | now wish to highlight three important issues. In my State, Tamil Nadu, the
sad plight that fishermen have been enduring is a continuous process. Today is the 2™
of February. On 31% of January, 2022, 21 fishermen from Nagapattinam and Puducherry
were arrested by the Sri Lankan Navy. Three of their boats were seized. Sixty-eight
fishermen had been arrested earlier, but thanks to the initiation and intervention by our
Chief Minister, Mr. M.K. Stalin, and of course, the External Affairs Minister, they have
been released, but they are waiting for repatriation. Now, these 21 fishermen have been
arrested, three boats have been seized and we do not know what is going to happen to
them. So, all through the year, when fishermen are imprisoned in Sri Lanka, their
families are languishing here. We have been suggesting that the Union Government
must find a permanent solution to this problem. Even yesterday, our Leader, Mr. Stalin,
wrote a letter to the Government asking them to find a solution. It cannot just happen
that our fishermen get arrested every time and we go and engage in talks with them. The
fishermen's issue needs to be settled fast. The Government must give priority to such
issues. You are not doing that. Rather, you are attempting to encroach upon the
powers of the States.

You have an aversion towards some regions, some languages. It is anti-lingual
and anti-region. India is famous for its unity in diversity. But in practice it is not so. You
are totally dispensing with some languages. Hindi is being imposed either this way or
that way. | even represented a grievance to the Home Minister. It was a genuine
representation. In the CRPF, for non-paramedical staff, just table boys, sweepers and
cooks, the qualification is 10" standard. But the examination is only in Hindi and English.
You cannot expect students from non-Hindi speaking States who have studied just up to
10™ standard to appear in English test. What we suggest is this. All these examinations
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should be held in regional languages recognized by the Constitution. The 8" Schedule of
the Constitution has 22 languages. Do that for this kind of examination. You should not
just pay lip service to that by saying that we support and encourage other languages.
No. You are actually killing other languages.

The Republic Day Parade ceremony is which all of us have been celebrating,
especially in this year which is the 75" year. Every year all the States will not get a
representation. We are aware of that. But this is a special year. It is the 75 year. The
Tamil Nadu Government gave seven designs. The theme was Tamil Nadu's participation
in the freedom struggle. There were four rounds of scanning by an Expert Committee.
They say that it is an Expert Committee. The Expert Committee has not come down from
the sky! It is only constituted by you. The Committee constituted by you drafted the
National Education Policy which was not accepted even by the academicians. This
Expert Committee approved it up to three stages. We have given the history of Rani Velu
Nachiyar, the first ever queen who won back her territory which she had lost to the
British. Everyone had lost their territory and died. But she was the only person who
regained the territory which she had lost to the British. Everyone knows Bharati, the
patriotic poet. So is V.O. Chidambaranar who first launched Swadeshi Steam
Navigation. Then you have Marudu brothers who helped Velu Nachiyar. All these things
were not approved saying that it is unacceptable. Where can we go and say this? | was
watching the Republic Day Parade on TV thinking something better would be there. But |
saw only saffron-clad saints walking on a tableau. Why are you rejecting us? It has
been happening for long that patriots and others from South Indian States, especially
from Tamil Nadu, are not recognized. Why all these years it has happened? Again, the
Chief Minister wrote to the Prime Minister himself. Sir, it is very important. But they did
not allow. There is a proverb that you cannot stop a marriage just by concealing a
comb. You didn't accept our proposal for the Republic Day Parade. Do you know what
our Chief Minister did? He just arranged the rally of the same tableau across Tamil Nadu
in all the districts. It was in every street. It reaches the rural areas. Had it been here it
would have been for some minutes but now it is going on for days telling our people all
these things. | have spoken in this House untold stories of the people who remained
hidden in history. The children should be taught about them in the schools. Only one
more point, Sir. Another of my colleague would speak later on with some points. | have
got only one more point.
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By recent amendments to the All India Services cadre rules, what has the
Government done? What was in existence earlier won't be there hereafter. What is
that? The Central Government without the consent of the State Government can call any
IAS, IPS, IFoS officer to its service. Sir, it is again transgressing the rights of the States.
How can you do that? And by whose authority can you do that? Ours is a federal
structure. Did you consult any of the States? No. There is a group of former All India
Services officers. Some 100 officers have made a very, very clear statement.

They have said that in the federal structure of the Union of India, the Union and
States exist as distinct and separate entities though they work in tandem to subserve
common constitutional objectives. Maintaining this balance is critical to good
governance. Sir, they came to power saying, 'Minimum Government, Maximum
Governance'. But now the Government is maximum; governance is minimal.
...(Interruptions)... Yes, no governance. He knows better. ...(Interruptions)...
Proposed amendments to the Cadre Rules of all the three All India Services seek to
empower the Union to pick and choose any AIS Officer working in the States to be
withdrawn from their services in the State of their allotment hits at the very core of the
constitutional scheme of Indian federalism. Sir, these All India Services are not the
creation of the Executive. It is by the Constitution. Their experience in the State would
help. But if at all you take them here, they would be serving only the Centre and they
would lose interest in the States. Hereafter, States would also suspect All India Service
officers. They would rely more on their own selected State officers. This is not an
indication of federalism. This is not good at all. You enact draconian laws. With UAPA,
you imprison social activists and minorities, and you also take away the rights. What is
going on in this country after this party has assumed power and the President has also
addressed, | could simply say that democracy is in peril, secularism is at stake,
federalism is targeted, State rights are encroached and transgressed, economy is
shattered, minorities are unsafe and public sector is crushed. This is our experience and
nothing else. | will say only one thing. When our founder leader Anna spoke in the same
House, he said this. ...(Interruptions)... It is great to know, as Mr. Jairam Ramesh
says, that the place from where | am speaking because of Covid, was the place from
where my founder leader Anna spoke. He said, "Carry on, but remember. Carry on
because people have given you a mandate but remember the people are watching you."
After two years, they will teach you a lesson. All those who are suffering will say what
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they have to. They say, ' Ezhayin kanneer odiya vazhayur' in Tamil, which means, the
tears of the poor are much sharper than the sword. Thank you very much.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Now, Dr. K. Keshava Rao; not here.
Then, Shri Bikash Ranjan Bhattacharyya. You have nine minutes.

SHRI BIKASH RANJAN BHATTACHARYYA (West Bengal): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, |
am really honoured to get this opportunity to speak on the Motion of Thanks. | thank the
hon. President for taking the trouble of coming to the Parliament to address the Joint
Session, but | really cannot support the Motion after hearing the mover and the seconder
of the Motion. The mover and the seconder of the Motion have made their ideas very
clear about what is the perception of the President's Address. | was hearing the
chanting of a particular name which makes me apprehensive of a situation which | have
heard about 1930s in a particular period of time when a particular person was projected
to be the hero of the world, ruler of the world, best person in the world and everybody
was made to say, ' Hail that man" . Here, we really hear the same sound. That creates
the danger and that danger is reflected in the speech of the hon. President. Here, the
hon. President does not speak of the basic realities of our country.

The basic reality of our country is completely different than the rosy picture which
has been sought to be projected by the deliberations of the hon. President. You would
not find a mention that why the kisans of the country had to sit for one year and then the
Acts were repealed most surprisingly. Those Acts, which were passed by both the
Houses of the Parliament, were repealed on Mann ki Baat. 1t was not even discussed in
the Cabinet before repealing. Is it really the democratic process? We want to know what
had happened in the meantime. Why could a particular gentleman, honouring the Chair
of the Prime Minister of India, on his own could decide to repeal the Acts, which were
passed by both the Houses, without having a proper discussion in the House? This
relates to a basic question of the Indian democratic system. | would refer to that a little
later.

Now, | find everybody is very much hoary about the covid situation. Does the
vaccination really answers all the problems of the covid situation? The covid situation
has ruined our country and the poverty has increased. More than 33 crores of people
have gone below the poverty line. Is there any reference to that? How could it be
recovered? Nothing is mentioned. Ultimately, it is unfortunate that they are claiming
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that they have given food to everybody but | know -- because of a particular case before
the hon. Supreme Court -- that the hon. Supreme Court directed the Government to
run the community kitchen so that the cooked food can be provided to the poorest of the
poor people. That itself indicates that the so-called claim of feeding 80 crore of people is
only on papers. In reality, you have to go down to them. You have to think of opening
the community kitchen, which has been set as an example by the students and youth of
West Bengal. They have shown how the poor people can be fed with cooked food
during this crisis.

Now, we have already seen that there are international reports which do not get
any reflection in the President's Address. International reports say that inequality in India
has increased, widened up much during this period. More than 50 per cent of the
world's poor people belong to India. How do you address this? What is your scheme?
How do you think that we can really recover these people and bring them above the
poverty line? There are countries in the world which have been successful in bringing all
the people above the poverty line, which you have no scheme to speak of. Sir, 80 per
cent of the Indian households have suffered income loss. What is your scheme? How
do you think that these people could be given the source of income so that they can
survive? You all talk of certain things which, ultimately, enrich the rich people. We have
seen that this is the international report which has been referred to by Oxfam and the
Economist Pickethy's report that the maximization of the profit during this period has
gone in favour of few families and few Indians have really got their place in the list of top
billionaires of the world and a majority of the Indians have gone down below the poverty
line. What is your plan? This is really lacking. We are seeing that if these inequalities are
not addressed to, the Indian democracy is definitely going to suffer a lot. To ensure that
these people can not raise voice of sufferings, you are taking recourse to absolute
oppressive measures. You are trying to destroy the Indian federal structure. | repeat,
when in 2014 people gave you the mandate, people gave you the mandate not to extol an
individual's fame and favour. People gave you the mandate to ensure that you carry out
the constitutional dictums. You have to fulfil the constitutional dreams. But, we find that
in the name of fulfilling constitutional dreams, you are destroying the secular structure of
the country. You are hailing that you could build up Ram Mandir. |s this the duty of the
Prime Minister of a secular country that he would go to Ram Mandir, he would go to
Kashi Vishwanath and appeal to the people, "Follow your Hindu culture" and thereby
create hatred against the minority community of the country ?
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Sir, democracy did not think of this. Kindly go to the debates in the Constituent
Assembly and you will find that it was the responsibility of the State and the Government
to ensure complete freedom, free from any fearness to the minority community. Now, in
the name of 125" years of birth of Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose, you have a statue over
there at the India Gate. | welcome the installation of the statue, but you do not welcome
the philosophy of Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose. Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose not only
had said that the minorities would be respected, they would be given equal share. He
had practised it. Have you practised it? By only installing a statue, you cannot really
deny the philosophy of the man. If you really want to show respect, please follow the
philosophy of the person. | can give an example. While he was the Chief Executive
Officer of the Municipal Corporation of Kolkata, he had found that there was no Muslim
representation in the employment. He made it compulsory that more than 50 per cent of
the employment should go to the Muslims because they are part of the country. He had
never thought that the minority communities whether a Muslim, a Christian or a Jain, they
are anti-national. They are no less national than any® and that was the philosophy which
was preached by Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose, unfortunately, this basic fabric of the
Indian society, when under attack, does not get any reflection in the President's
Address.

We have seen that there are hate speeches. There are congregations wherefrom
open declaration of genocide is given and our Prime Minister has not uttered a single
word condemning that hatred speech. If this is the person on whom we resorted our
responsibility to run the country, we think that we are in danger. Therefore, this
Government should come out very clearly as to why should the Supreme Court or the
High Court to intervene and ask to initiate action. Why would not the administration on
its own take pro-active action? You will be shocked and surprised to know that one of
the journalists from a minority community has been chargesheeted because he knows
much better. The chargesheet says 'that you are a knowledgeable person and you know
much, therefore, you can mislead the people and you go to the jail. Is this the
democracy ?

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Now, Prof. Manoj Kumar Jha.
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Need to enact a law to stop mob lynching, hate crimes and cow vigilantism in the country

PROF. MANOJ KUMAR JHA (Bihar): Sir, the cases of mob lynching and cow vigilantism
are increasing in the country and innocent people, especially minorities are losing their
lives to such incidences. However, it was observed that the NCRB had omitted data on
hate crimes, cow vigilantism and mob lynching from 2017 Report, because the data was
found to be unreliable as these crimes have not been defined. In a civil and humane
society, such cases cannot be tolerated and not defining these terms only give power to
the perpetrators adding more injury to the victims. These crimes upset the social
harmony and ingrain fear in the minds of communities, especially minorities. Moreover,
these vigilante attacks hurt the communities whose livelihood is dependent on cattle and
livestock.

Therefore, the Government must make efforts to define offences of mob lynching,
hate crimes and cow vigilantism so that such incidents are maintained in a database and
the victims are protected under legal structure that acknowledges the nature of crime
faced by them.Thank you.

SHRI BIKASH RANJAN BHATTACHARYYA (West Bengal): Sir, we are celebrating
Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav of the Indian Independence, but not taking appropriate
measures to show respect to the martyrs who had laid down their lives in the War of
Independence. The Chittagong Armoury Revolt -- under the leadership of Master Da
Surya Sen and under the command of Late Ganesh Ghosh, who was a Member of the
Parliament -- was a unique example of the armed rebel against the British rulers. The
flag of Indian independence was first hoisted there, after occupying the armoury. There
is @ memorial in the name of martyr Surya Sen in Kolkata, named as, Shahid Surya Sen
Bhaban, which preserves many historical documents, including the photographs of the
martyrs. However, these documents and photographs are going to perish due to lack of
funds for preservation and maintenance. In spite of an appeal to the Prime Minister for
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necessary assistance to restore and maintain those photographs and materials, there
has been no response from the Government.l urge upon the Government to take
necessary steps to show respect to the martyrs of Chittagong Armoury Revolt.

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Need for countering threat from Thrips Parvispinus on Chillies and other crops in Andhra
Pradesh

SHRI G.V.L. NARASIMHA RAO (Uttar Pradesh): Chilli crop is a major commercial crop
in our country and India accounts for 40 per cent of the world production. This year,
chilli crop has been severely damaged due to sudden outbreak of invasive South East
Asian Thrips pest known as Thrips Parvispinus. The outbreak has caused a loss of over
80 per cent of the crop in Andhra Pradesh and over 60 per cent in Telangana. These two
States together account for 60 per cent of chilli area.

The same pest was seen on several horticultural crops like mango. There is a
need to focus on combating this pest urgently.

| call upon the Ministry to fund specific projects in Central Research Institutes and
State Agricultural Universities to conduct detailed scientific investigations into reasons for
sudden explosion of this invasive pest, undertake screening of insecticide molecules
effective against Thrips Parvispinus, screening of natural enemies in the ecosystem in
other countries where it originated or spread, screening of varieties for resistance, etc.

The Ministry must undertake proactive extension efforts to salvage crop this year,
suggest mitigation strategies and good agricultural practices to minimise damage from
Thrips in future and issue advisories to States to prevent or manage sudden outbreak of
Thrips Parvispinus on other crops. Though State Governments are solely responsible
for agriculture and pest control, the Central Government needs to engage with the
Governments of Andhra Pradesh and Telangana to see that they render financial help to
farmers in deep distress.

Above efforts are necessary to see that our food security and farmers’ livelihoods
are not endangered. | urge the Government to take necessary measures in this regard.

Need for setting up a regional station of the Central Institute for Cotton Research in
Kalahandi district of Odisha

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR (Odisha): Sir, in Odisha, the districts of Kalahandi, Balangir and
Rayagada in the KBK (Kalahandi-Balangir-Koraput) region are top cotton producers. In
fact, Kalahandi grows State's finest cotton and is known for producing one of the best
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quality long cotton in the country. It is also the biggest cotton growing district where over
60,575 hectare of land is under cultivation for cotton. Cotton grown in Kalahandi district
is always in huge demand due to its high fibrous and organic qualities. Earlier this year in
February, in afirst, cotton from Kalahandi district was exported to our neighbouring
country, Bangladesh by Cotton Corporation of India. In 2018, Kalahandi district was
placed at the top of the NITI Aayog's Delta Ranking for the Aspirational Districts of the
country in agriculture sector. To provide further boost for the growth of cotton industry in
the KBK region, research & development in cotton needs to be undertaken. There is a
premier institution named, ICAR. However, there is no Regional Station of the Institute in
the entire eastern region of the country. Hence, | request the hon. Minister to consider
setting up aregional station of the Institute in Kalahandi district which will not only
serve the eastern region of the country but also bring more economic opportunities
in the KBK region and has the potential to make Kalahandi as a cotton hub of the
country.

Need for intervention to help Indian Medical students enrolled in Medical Colleges in
China

SHRI MAHESH PODDAR (Jharkhand): Sir, two years since the start of the pandemic,
Indian students who were studying abroad have been housed within the country. In
some cases, they have returned to pursue their education abroad, but around 23,000
medical students who were studying in China prior to the pandemic are left in a limbo
about their education. China has been experiencing stringent lockdown over the past
couple of months. This has made their return to that country very difficult, which is
impacting their education. Medical education, unlike any other education, cannot be
pursued virtually, which has been the case till now. Therefore, | would request the
Government to make some arrangements for these medical students wherein they are
not devoid of their practical experience.
