MR. CHAIRMAN: Hon. Members, today, the March 22, is the World Water Day, a day
that is observed to highlight the importance of freshwater resources and their sustainable
management. This year, the United Nation’s Theme for the World Water Day is
‘Groundwater, making the Invisible Visible” that focuses on groundwater, which exists as
an invisible resource, however, has a profound impact visible everywhere.

Sustenance of life on our planet, to a large extent, depends on the groundwater.
Groundwater supplies a large proportion of water we use for drinking, sanitation, food
production, industrial processes and is equally significant for healthy functioning of
ecosystems.

With ever growing population, urbanization and industrialization, the demand for
water has increased manifold and the groundwater resources have been put under
severe stress. Today, we face the dual challenge regarding our groundwater resources,
that of its exploitation and pollution due to industrial effluents, mining activities,
agricultural runoff, etc.

So, conservation of water and preservation of our water resources is of utmost
importance for our country given the fact that we have 16 per cent of the global
population, but only 4 per cent of the world’s available fresh water.

We, as representatives of our people, it is incumbent upon us to serve as flag-
bearers in our efforts to conserve water resources. Our ancient texts have always
treated water as a divine gift of nature. We know that the scriptures have, especially
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mentioned about this. So, waters are to be freed from defilement. This is the main
theme. So, in tune to our ancient wisdom, | hope, the entire House will join me in
supporting conservation of water resources, especially groundwater resources, and
ensuring judicious use of water so that, while fulfilling our present needs, enough is left
for our future generations.

Isn't it time that 5 years and 49
days, which we have spent under President's Rule and Governor's Rule, come to an
end? Isn't it time when four Members from Jammu and Kashmir come to Rajya Sabha,
and sit and talk about Kashmir? So, my entire submission is, sitting here, you are doing
your best. | know it is a constitutional position. In the case of President's rule, when the
State Assembly is not there, as a Finance Minister, you have to place your Budget
proposals before the Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha. But, at the end of the day, if we
just keep endorsing it mechanically, are we doing justice to the people of Kashmir?

My last point is this. | am a Kashmiri Pandit. There is a huge issue of Kashmiri

Chairman, Sir, for giving me the opportunity to speak on the issue of Jammu and
Kashmir Appropriation Bill, 2021. | would like to congratulate the Government for
presenting an inclusive Budget for Jammu and Kashmir with total Budget Estimates for
2022-23 being Rs. 1,12,950 crores, of which a significant amount of Rs. 41,335 crores is
allocated, especially for developmental projects. It is a very good initiative by the
Government and certainly, | want to congratulate for this. The Budget presented by the
hon. Finance Minister for the Union Territory focuses on the socio-economic
development of the region and the people, encouraging industrial and tourism growth
and also improving grass root democracy. | would like to congratulate the Government
on these initiatives and also for focussing on putting this sort of investment in the region.
Sir, | would like to share a few of my observations regarding the measures taken
by the Centre. One is, Abrogation of Article 370. | would like to again congratulate the
Government for bringing about transformative changes in August 2019, due to which
Jammu and Kashmir has become the latest success story among other States and Union
Territories of our country and it got integrated completely with the rest of the nation. It is
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really a wonderful compliment which we must give to this Government. The view of 'One
Nation, One Constitution and One Flag' or as suggested by Dr. Shyama Prasad
Mukherjee, Ek Nishan, Ek Vidhan'which has been adopted in the Union Territory with
890 Central Laws is now applicable after the revocation of Article 370.

Sir, | am sure that this would further ensure holistic development of the region in
terms of strengthening bilateral supports among all the States and strengthening the
infrastructure, investment and also tourism which eventually enhances employment.

As the Centre is augmenting the Central assistance to assist J&K's expenses,
Sir, we have one small request for Andhra Pradesh also. We want Andhra to be
supported on similar lines because you know after the State got divided, we are deprived
on several areas. Under the A.P. Reorganization Act, 2014, we want the Government to
help Andhra Pradesh also and encourage and support whatever commitments they have
made under the Act on similar lines as that of J&K. ... (Interruptions)....

Sir, promotion of tourism is another point. Tourism for J&K is very valuable, and |
am very happy to see that an allocation of Rs. 604.77 crore has been made under capital
expenditure for the year 2022-23 which is very, very commendable again.

To enhance the tourism potential, a comprehensive strategy must be worked out.
In an effort for further integration of the Union Territory with other States, | am extremely
proud to inform this august House that Andhra Pradesh-based Tirumala Tirupati
Devasthanam is constructing Sri Venkateswara Swamy Temple in Jammu, the land of
Shri Mata Vaishno Devi, at a cost of Rs. 33.22 crore. This would tap the potential of
pilgrim tourism in Jammu also.

Then, on the point of connectivity to the region, | must tell that NHAI and MoRTH
have implemented and are implementing various road developmental projects in the
regions which connect again Jammu-Banihal and Srinagar. In the entire Valley, | think, it
is a very good road that is already made and also a few other connecting road projects
are being implemented which are very useful to integrate the State with the rest of the
country. The Union Railway Ministry also in September, 2021 had promised a rail link in
Kashmir Valley. It would be open to public before 2024. Similarly, with the early execution
efforts of Railway Ministry, the crucial Udhampur- Srinagar-Baramulla Rail Link project is
said to be completed by the end of 2022. ... (Time-bell rings)...

There is a lack of affordable air connectivity to remote areas of J&K, especially,
during medical emergencies and natural calamities which needs urgent attention in line
with the Centre's cherished agenda of ‘Sabka Vikas, Sabka Saath and Sabka Viswas.'
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. L. HANUMANTHAIAH): Thank you, Reddy Garu. Please
conclude.

SHRI AYODHYA RAMI REDDY ALLA: Sir, one last point. The Jammu Airport now has
operationalised the runway wherein the existing 6,700 feet has been expanded to a
revised stretch of 8,000 feet which would cater to bigger aircrafts with more load and
sitting capacity of passengers.

| want to conclude by saying that we wholeheartedly support the initiatives taken
by the Central Government in terms of restoring peace and development in areas
affected by terrorism and extremism in the Valley. The residents of Jammu and Kashmir
need freedom from the atmosphere of fear, and measures need to be taken with utmost
focus in improving their future to realize the vision of our former Prime Minister, Shri Atal
Bihari Vajpayee, of ‘Kashmiriyat, Insaniyat and Jamhooriyat'. Thank you, Sir.

DR. V. SIVADASAN (Kerala): Sir, one of my friends has already quoted a Persian line.
| would also like to quote that, although | am not an expert in the Persian language --

It means, if there is a heaven on earth, a paradise in this world, it’s here, it’s here.
Kashmir was known as the paradise of this world, but what is it that we are seeing now ?
Kashmir is dear to us in many ways. The people of Kashmir have a proud history of
struggling for uniting the country and integrating the people. The people of Kashmir
rejected the two-nation theory of Savarkar and Jinnah. They rejected the theocratic State
and stood for a secular India.

Sir, at the time of Independence, when attackers came from Pakistan, the people
of Kashmir fought against the invaders. The people of Kashmir were very confident that
their culture, their livelihood and their beliefs would be safe in secular India. It is with this
belief that they fought for the integrity of India. But now, we are witnessing a very painful
situation there. Earlier, representatives of the people of Jammu & Kashmir discussed
their Budget and budgetary allocations in the Legislative Assembly, but their statehood
has been dissolved by the present Union Government. It has been one of the most
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agonizing experiences of the Indian people. Usually, a Union Territory becomes a State,
but here, in the case of Jammu & Kashmir, a full-fledged State has been made a Union
Territory. Kashmir lost its statehood. The Union Government has divided the State into
two Union Territories. This is a democratic country, but we witnessed relentless Internet
shutdown in Kashmir. Now, the Internet is treated as the basic right of people all over the
world. In Kerala, the Government has announced the right to use of Internet as a
universal right. But there, we saw people without access to Internet. Life came to a
standstill in many ways. Education, employment, healthcare -- Internet shutdown
affected every walk of life. There were mass detentions in Kashmir and a large number of
common people were sent to jail. Prisons were overflowing with people. Innocent people
were arrested. People's representatives were detained for months. There were random
arrests and violent crackdown on protests. For an entire year, Kashmir faced two back-
to-back lockdowns, which destroyed trade and commerce in Kashmir. Kashmir lost
Rs. 40,000 crore. Closing of Internet forced entrepreneurs to flee. BPOs were forced to
shut down. Artisans lost their contracts. Tourism suffered a lot. But, during this period
of crisis, no sensitivity was shown to the people of Kashmir by the Union Government.

Sir, the SARFAESI Act, one of the most draconian laws, was used against the
common people. The Banks tried to attach mortgaged properties of the people. It has
created a lot of problems for the people of Jammu & Kashmir. The Jammu & Kashmir
Administration is trying to reduce the number of jobs in the Government sector. So, the
Government sector employees and youngsters in Kashmir are worried about the ongoing
situation. Employees are worried that they would be thrown out of their jobs. At this
juncture, it is crucial that we help the people of Jammu & Kashmir. They should feel
safe and secure and their livelihoods should be protected. Unemployment is a serious
problem for the youth in Kashmir. As per the report of the Periodic Labour Force Survey
of the Union Government's Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation, the
urban unemployment rate in Jammu & Kashmir for the 15-29 age group has reached
46.3 per cent from 44.1 per cent in the previous quarter.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. L. HANUMANTHAIAH): Please conclude.
DR. V. SIVADASAN: Sir, | am concluding.

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS (Kerala): Sir, this is a very important point.
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DR. V. SIVADASAN: The literacy rate in Kashmir is 67.16 per cent, which is lower than
the national average of 72.98 per cent. The per capita income of Kashmir is 22 per cent
lower than the national average. Infant mortality rate is 34 in Kashmir. If you compare it
with that of Kerala, it is only 12. More than 50 per cent of the villages in Kashmir have no
roads and transport facilities. The supply of electricity is very dismal. Educational
facilities are very poor. It has been reported that around 75 Government schools
recorded less than 30 per cent result in class ten examination. Among them, students
with zero percentage are seven.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. L. HANUMANTHAIAH): Please conclude now.

DR. V. SIVADASAN: One second, Sir. All these problems can be effectively resolved if a
strong decentralised system of governance emerges in Jammu and Kashmir. So, it is
my request that there is a need to protect the federal rights of the people of J&K.
Jammu and Kashmir should be granted statehood. The promises made to the people of
J&K should be fulfilled. It is the only way to ensure the peace and prosperity of
Kashmir. We need to make it a paradise again. In Hindi kavita, "SR ®&] & a3

4.00 P.M.

This rescue team went there and at midnight, in all those harsh, stormy conditions where
it is so difficult even to walk, they went there, they gave CPR to that tourist, they carried
him on their backs. They brought that person through that harsh terrain and he survived.
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Sir, this is a real act which must be noted and highlighted. But, these police personnel
were just given a one-time reward of Rs. 100. There was no recognition, no suitable
compensation, no reward and no promotion. Sir, how will people risk their lives to go on
such rescue operations, if we do not take note of it? | have written to the hon.

FAUZIA KHAN: [ just could not comprehend why the word 'fraternity' has raked up
so much ruckus. | would like to talk about the budget. A major part of the budget
allocation to the Union Territory of Jammu & Kashmir, Sir, has been set aside to meet
the revenue deficit and resource gap of the Union Territory. The question is, will the
locals have to wait for another year for a special announcement or a special package?
Many promises have been made regarding unemployment. On November 27, the BJP
released its election manifesto for the DDC polls promising 70,000 jobs. Sir, on 3™ June,
2021, a senior MP from BJP, Shri Syed Zafar Islam promised 25,000 jobs before 2020
saying that the Prime Minister Narendra Modi is determined to develop the Union
Territory. However, as on February 2, 2022, unemployment in Jammu and Kashmir has
remained at 15 per cent which is much higher than the average of 6.57 per cent in the
rest of the country. In the Budget of 2022-23, the total revenue budget for the social
sector is Rs.23,060 crores, that is only 0.47 per cent on labour and employment. Only
0.47 per cent! My question is: What is the status of these promised jobs and what
specifically are our interventions and on what this social sector expenditure is actually
being made because unemployment is getting reduced, according to this Report, Sir?
As far as PMAYG is concerned, the promise of completion of houses by 2022, according
to an Unstarred Question No.1188 on the 9" of February, 2021, a target of 1,65,766
houses has been allocated to Jammu and Kashmir. Out of that, 1,33,259 beneficiaries
have been sanctioned and only 36,650 houses have been completed by 5" February,
2021. That is a measly 27 per cent. | would like to know what the completion status of
these sanctioned houses is.

My last point is that there is a lack of targeted plans and budgetary interventions
for MSMEs, horticulture, tourism and industry in Jammu and Kashmir. These are very
important sectors considering the State. The President of Kashmir Chamber of
Commerce and Industry, Shri Shaikh Ashiq said, “We were expecting big
announcements for the revival of businesses. Since the present businesses in Jammu
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and Kashmir are not offered a hand-holding, unemployment will only go up. We
expected a special scheme for the local entrepreneurs.” Sir, the National Conference
spokesperson, Imran Nabi Dar, said, “The Budget has failed to tackle the problems of
unemployment and inflation. It will only increase inequality and leave out the largest
section of our population including unemployed youth, artisans, horticulturists, etc.”
How do we address these concerns?

Sir, | would like to read out the figures. On sector-wise revenue expenditure, in
the economic sector, it is Rs.5,800 crore; only 3.9 per cent on tourism. Why is tourism
not being used to create more employment? It is a tourism-centric State where not even
a single focus on any employment or scheme related to tourism is there in the schemes
that are made for the tourism sector. There are some other points. | would end, because
my time is up, with the words, ‘“True peace is not merely the absence of war.

Regarding Kashmir, we have heard a lot and experienced also but now, after the
370 gone, we are getting a rosy picture. | do not know which is true. Are you true or are
they true? | am confused but | hope that Nirmalaj would give a better future for
Kashmiris. We are worried about Kashmiris. Whether it is Hindus or Muslims, Pandits or
Valley people, we want Kashmir as before, the jannat of India, the jannat of the world.
But what is happening? | do not know what Pakistan or militants are trying to do. They
would do more when Imran Khan's chair is at stake. They may do something else also
but we should not be a prey for that one. That is my first request.

One more request is this. Do not make Lakshadweep also another Kashmir or
something.

So,
if it is true, | respect them. And, if it is not, | am with our real Pandit. So, please
Nirmala/i, what you have to do is, do something good for Kashmir, whatever may be the
politics here and there. Please do that. Thank you very much.

SHRI K.R.N. RAJESHKUMAR (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | thank you for
having permitted me to speak on this Jammu and Kashmir Appropriation Bill. It is such
an honour given to me by my party Chief, Tiruchi Siva Sir. | thank him for this. | would
like to highlight a few points in which this J&K Appropriation Bill failed to address and
how the previous State Government of Jammu and Kashmir had performed well when
compared to the present Union Government, and | would like to mention some of the
dual perspectives of this present Government with the redundant thoughts raised by the
hon. Members of this Upper House. Sir, the hon. Minister of Finance, Thirumathi
Nirmala Sitharaman has said this point during her speech when moving this J&K
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Appropriation Bill, "The powers of the legislature of the Union Territory of Jammu and
Kashmir are exercised by or under the authority of the Parliament." | still have doubt that
what authority they gave when they revoked Article 370. Sir, she also said that one
nation, one Constitution and one flag have been adopted in the Union Territory of Jammu
and Kashmir. In that case, why have they degraded the one State into two different
Union Territories? They don’t want to unify the States which are against their deceptive
propaganda. Hypothetically, what if the supreme body degrades the country to State?
Are we in the position to empathize the feeling of indigenous people of Jammu and
Kashmir? | would say, degrading the State to Union Territory is one of the major
mistakes done by this Union Government. Sir, she also said about strengthening the
grass-root democracy. Sir, this is the third time that this Government is presenting this
Bill. Initially it was presented by the elected representatives of the State. When will the
democracy be re-established? Sir, in Animal, Sheep Husbandry and Fisheries sector in
which the Valley is well-known for, there are no announcements regarding the successful
cooperative dairy sector schemes. Sir, in tribal welfare, they have mentioned that 8000
meritorious tribal students will be given tablets. What a social injustice! All the tribal
students should be empowered equally; we should not differentiate based on merits.
Sir, in the employment sector, they have mentioned that in the last one-and-a-half year
they have made 11,000 new employments but there is no data as to how many
indigenous people are being offered the employment.

Sir, in the Registration Department, they have said they are going to register the
documents in three languages. Which are those three languages? Because, Sir, we
know that Kashmiri is one of the 14 official languages mentioned in the original
Constitution. Now, it is 22 official languages and Kashmiri is also there in the list. But, no
fund allocation has been made to empower the language. Sir, as usual, in the industrial
development, higher importance has  been given only to the larger investors. No
proposal has been made to empower the MSME sectors. Only the MSMEs can empower
the local employments. Again in the industrial development, they said they have received
proposals worth Rs. 3,000 crore which were finalized. Finalized to whom? In which
Sector?

Sir, | would like to quote one example. In 2018-19 Budget, which has been
presented by the previous Jammu & Kashmir State Government, Jammu and Kashmir
State Finance Corporation had issued a share buyback offer and have got a good and
unexpectedly positive response. Also they had the policy to keep the corporations as a
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debt free company. But our present Union Government has the policy to sell Public
Sector Undertaking shares.

Sir, | would like to conclude with my final note that this Jammu and Kashmir
(Appropriation) Bill, 2022 is like a multi-national corporation's Budget. It does not
consider the language, culture, tradition and sentiments of the people of Jammu &
Kashmir. The Union Territories are aspiring to become States but this Union Government
degrades the States into Union Territories. This shows the utter disregard for federal
character of the Constitution. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH (Karnataka): Thank you, Sir. Many passionate and political
speeches, eloquent speeches, have been made from the Opposition and from the Ruling
parties. | have only four specific questions to ask of the hon. Finance Minister and they
relate to the budgetary arithmetic. They don’t relate to the politics or the development of
J&K but they relate to the Budget of J&K.

Sir, the expenditure figure that has been projected is very impressive. It is
reaching Rs.1,40,000 crore. It is obviously based on revenue receipts crossing almost a
lakh crore rupees. When | look at the papers and try to find out what is the source of this
impressive increase in the revenue receipts, which account for the increase in the
expenditure, it appears that a bulk of it is based on the sale of State PSUs, the sale of
State Public Sector Companies. Most State Public Sector Companies in almost all the
States, but particularly in J&K, are either sick or are themselves dependent on
budgetary support. So my first question to the hon. Finance Minister is this. Is this
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assumption that you are going to generate a lot of revenue by selling State PSUs all that
viable given the state of the PSUs in Jammu and Kashmir?

Sir, my second question is this. The Revenue Receipt Budget is dependent on
Additional Resource Mobilization (ARM). It is not again clear what are the specific
measures for raising additional resources. | can understand that the Centre will give more
loans to the State but that is not Additional Resource Mobilization. You are not going to
factor in loans from the Centre as Additional Resource Mobilization. | would like to
understand from the hon. Finance Minister what the Additional Resource Mobilization is.
Are they additional taxes? Are they user charges? What are the additional resources on
which the Revenue Receipt Budget is based?

Sir, my third question is this. The GST revenue is projected to double this year.
This is very impressive. But it is also unprecedented. | am trying to understand what
gives the Finance Minister and the formulators of the revenue budget the confidence that
the GST revenue is going to double in one year which has not happened before
anywhere.

Finally, Sir, the Jammu and Kashmir Industrial Development Corporation (JKIDC)
was set up to promote industrialization of the State which we all support and which we all
welcome. However, when you look at the way the JKIDC is structured, it has become a
land bank. It is basically a land bank. It has got enormous powers to either acquire land
or to lease land or to get land, obviously to provide this land for private investors. No
State in India today has the liberalized land market that exists in J&K. Not in
Maharashtra. Not in Tamil Nadu. Not in the North-Eastern States. The most liberal land
market today in India exists in J&K. | want to understand it from the
hon. Finance Minister. Obviously, this is done in order to promote private investment, in
order to catalyze private investment, which we all welcome. We know that in the last
three years many MoUs have been signed. So | would like to know from the hon. Finance
Minister how many of these MoUs have actually been translated into projects. How many
of these MoUs have actually started acquiring the land that is now being provided
through the aegis of the JKIDC?

Sir, this is my request to the hon. Finance Minister. These are non-political
questions. These are technical questions relating largely to the Revenue Budget. Unless
we understand the assumptions of the Revenue Budget, we are not going to be able to
understand the realism of the Expenditure Budget. | welcome the Expenditure Budget.
But | would like greater clarity on the pillars of the Revenue Budget. Thank you, sir.
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Dr. Kirodi Lal Meena ji. He is not present.

Need for structural changes in the Indian Criminal Law

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): While many efforts are underway to bring reforms to the
Indian Criminal Law, it is vital to structurally change them to overthrow the colonial and
patriarchal veil that prevents the citizens from accessing justice. Structural reforms have
become vital to ensure that every person lives a life of dignity and equality, as guaranteed
by the Indian Constitution. Therefore, the following structural changes must be made to
the Indian Criminal Law.

Since Criminal Law at present is not gender neutral, it confers varying protection
to individuals on the basis of being male and female under various sections of the Indian
Penal Code. However, laws must be made gender neutral as per the recommendations
of the Justice Verma Committee. To further eliminate discrimination, the definition of
gender as under Section 8 of the Penal Code should include transgender.

Another major reform would be to increase the magnitude and severity of the
punishments for white-collar crimes. According to the changing dynamics of while-collar
crime in India, the CBI has found over 600 cases of corruption over the last 10 years. The
quantum of punishment for white- collar frauds that leads to embezzlements and scams
should be adequately increased with maximum punishment of life imprisonment for grave
cases, at par with serious red-collar crimes in the IPC. Electronic-courtroom technology
must also be harnessed by the judicial system and courts to expedite criminal trial in India
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for speedy justice. Therefore, Indian Criminal Laws must be revisited and structurally
reformed to ensure an equitable life.

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS (Kerala): Sir, | associate myself with the Special Mention made by
the hon. Member.

SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal): Sir, | also associate myself with the
Special Mention made by the hon. Member.

Need to address the issue of child labour and violence in manual scavenging

MS. DOLA SEN (West Bengal): Sir, while the Government has recognized only 58,098
manual scavengers for rehabilitation and compensation across the country, a survey of
14 States conducted by 'The Wire' found that the number of manual scavengers in the
country, including children and those working under conditions that can be classified
bonded labour, is increasing. Previously, it was mostly women who worked as manual
scavengers in dry latrines in toilets built under the Swachh Bharat Mission but the survey
shows that children under the age of 12, particularly girls, are now being hired as manual
scavengers in local settlements through unknown middlemen. In this regard,
Maharashtra has the highest number of child labourers numbering 12,562.

Violence, beatings and rape threats have been recorded by over 3,189 women
working as manual scavengers. Around 260 women claimed that service-providers had
raped or abused them. While about a hundred of these women stated that they had filed
complaints against private house owners and service-providers who had raped or
molested them, their complaints were not recorded in 95 per cent of these cases dues to
their caste, gender and occupation. Six women alleged that they were sold as manual
scavengers to private house-owners and then sexually exploited for an average of 2-3
years at a time.

Hence, | urge the Government to take cognizance of this overlapping set of
problems and put a programme in place to conclusively end manual scavenging and
protect the dignity of sanitation workers.

Need to start work at Canning-Jharkhali railway line for development of Sundarbans

SHRIMATI JHARNA DAS BAIDYA (Tripura): Sir, as you are aware, the Sundarbans is
one of the best Badawan in the world, one of the world's heritage sites and one of the
most backward agricultural areas in the country. Even after 75 years of Independence,
the expansion of the Canning-Jharkhali railway line in the gateway of the Sundarbans has
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not taken place. The final survey was completed by the Ministry of Railways in 2009 and
work was started. Several pillars were built over the Matla river spending crores of
rupees. Then the work stopped. The work has not been re-started till today. Although
for acquisition of private land, Additional District Magistrate (Land Acquisition), South 24
Parganas, has been made the competent authority and work on the bridge over Matla
river was started, no work has been done since 2018.

| would like to request the hon. Minister to allocate the highest priority to the
Canning-Jharkhali railway line in the Budget as rail communication is required at the
gateway of the best Badawan in the world. | believe that the development of railways will
greatly improve the socio-economic infrastructure of the people of Sundarbans.

SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal): Sir, | associate myself with the Special

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS (Kerala): Sir, | too associate myself with the Special Mention
made by the hon.

Need to form a separate Indian Council for Veterinary Research

SHRI K.R.N. RAJESHKUMAR (Tamil Nadu): Sir, thank you for permitting me to speak
on important subject, through Special Mention, regarding ICAR bifurcation.

It is to bring to your kind notice that the ICAR (Indian Council of Agriculture
Researoh) is an autonomous and unified supreme body responsible for co-ordinating
both Agriculture and Veterinary, Education and Research in India. Under ICAR, there
were so many Research Institutes, including 4 deemed universities and 65 research
institutions across the country. One of the notable inventions of this premier institution is
development of vaccine against bird flu. This prestigious institution, that is, ICAR,
operates under the Department of Agriculture Research and Education,
Ministry of Agriculture.

But, at present, the Union Government has bifurcated and formed the new
Ministry for the Department of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying, from the
Ministry of Agriculture, and it has started its autonomous operations since May, 2019.
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However, the research institutions focussing on Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and
Dairying under ICAR were not bifurcated.

For the better grants, supervision and management, it is important to bifurcate the
Veterinary discipline from ICAR, like the bifurcation of Ministries. | humbly request the
Union Government to form ICVR (Indian Council for Veterinary Research) under the
Ministry of Fisheries, Animal Husbandry and Dairying to effectively manage the veterinary
discipline.

SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal): Sir, | associate myself with the Special
Mention made by the hon. Member.

Need to give rebate on GST and payment of refund to handloom weavers due to multi-
level tax on cotton yarn

SHRI M. SHANMUGAM (Tamil Nadu): Sir, the handloom weavers are facing difficulties
due to multi-level GST taxation. Handloom sector is next only to agriculture in providing
employment to the people in the rural areas. Originally, the farmers produce raw cotton
with the inputs of manure and fertilizers, for which GST is paid. Raw cotton is sold in the
market. From the market, spinning mills produce cotton yarn. When the weavers
purchase the yarn for manufacture of garments or apparel, they have to pay GST on the
yarn. Again, when the finished product, apparel is sold, GST is collected. In this way,
because of multi-level tax, 50 per cent of the cost goes away as GST tax for the
handloom weavers. The tax burden is slowly killing the handloom industry.

Therefore, the rebate on GST and refund of multi-level taxes, which the handloom
weavers pay, should be given. Earlier, in the case of VAT, only value added portion was
taxed and not the entire product. | would, therefore, urge upon the Government to
ensure that the GST refund is provided to handloom weavers who are paying multi-level
GST. Thank you.

SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal): Sir, | associate myself with the Special
Mention made by the hon. Member.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Shri K.C. Venugopal; not present. Then, Shrimati Mausam
Noor.
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Need for policies for migrant workers

SHRIMATI MAUSAM NOOR (West Bengal): Sir, there is a lack of evidence-based
policies for the migrants. The nationwide lockdown and the sealing of State borders and
international borders caused one of the largest waves of reverse migration of informal
migrant workers that the country has ever seen. The migrants were faced with job losses
along with non-payment of wages for the work already done by them. The memories of
the migrant crisis are etched on everyone's minds. However, there is no Government
data to show for it. The Government has repeatedly told Parliament that they do not have
data for the deaths of migrant workers who died as a result of imposition of lockdown,
either does the Centre have data on the number of jobs lost. The need for collecting this
data is made even more urgent by the ever-increasing urbanization in the country. India
has witnessed a four per cent increase in urbanization in the past decade as more and
more people are shifting from villages to cities in search of employment. Increased
urbanization translates to increase in migrant workers. This is the right time to scale the
efforts to collect data on migrants. This will enable mainstreaming of the needs of the
migrants, such as creation of migrant-friendly infrastructure and will enable inclusion of
migrants in each State's health, education and employment policies.

SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal): Sir, | associate myself with the Special
Mention made by the hon. Member.

Redressal of issues being faced by the employees of Cannanore Spinning & Weaving
Mills in Kerala

DR. V. SIVADASAN (Kerala): Sir, the Cannanore Spinning & Weaving Mills in Kerala,
functioning under the National Textiles Corporation, is situated in the Kannur district of
Kerala. It was closed down last year and got partially reopened followed by the protest
raised by its workers. It is again closed down stating the unavailability of raw materials.
The employees are not getting their wages properly. The employees are complaining that
they have not received the bonus for 2020-21. There are about 600 employees working in
this Mill. Trade Unions have repeatedly requested to make the raw materials available for
the continuous operation of the mill and to ensure work and wages for the employees.
But till now there is hardly any action from the NTC authorities in this regard. This case in
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Kannur is not the only case in this regard, rather the condition in most of the mills under
the NTC is the same. So there is an urgent need for the Government to intervene in this
issue. The Government should take proper action to make the raw materials available for
the functioning of the Mill and should ensure regular wages and other benefits for the
employees.

Need for authentic figures related to infiltration of Bangladeshi nationals in Assam

SHRI AJIT KUMAR BHUYAN (Assam): Sir, there has been no consensus regarding the
total number of illegal Bangladeshi nationals who have infiltrated into India and, more
particularly, into Assam after the creation of that country in 1971. Various figures cited by
Government sources from time to time also vary widely. This figure varies from 30 lakh
(as per Shri Hiteswar Saikia, Chief Minister, in 1992) to 40 lakh (as per Shri Indrajit
Gupta, Union Home Minister in 1997) to 50 lakh (as per Shri Shriprakash Jaiswal, Union
Minister of State for Home in 2004) to 2 crore primarily divided between Assam and West
Bengal (as per Shri Kiren Rijiju, Union Minister of State for Home in 2016). In the final
published version of the National Register of Citizens (NRC) in Assam, about 19 lakh
people have been found to be without valid documents of citizenship. Nobody however
rules out the scope of further corrections to this number.

Recently, in a well-researched article published in a local popular daily, a senior
IPS officer from Assam has shown the total migration from Bangladesh to Assam to be
around four lakh only.

Assam had witnessed a six-year long movement (1979-1985) on this issue and
even now, there is a widespread feeling amongst the people in Assam that Bangladeshi
infiltration is a major issue which has a bearing on land, language and culture of the
State. | urge the Government to clarify the position.

Need for opening of more Jan Aushadhi Kendras and for encouraging use of generic
medicines

Need for Front of Package Labelling (FOPL) regulation in the country

SHRI MAHESH PODDAR (Jharkhand): Sir, India is one of the global leaders in the food
and beverage industry and is likely to be burdened with approximately 25 per cent of
cardiovascular-related deaths and serve as a home to more than 50 per cent of the
patients with heart ailments worldwide by 2023. The Front-of-Pack Labelling (FOPL) is
an important policy tool for countries to help consumers to make healthier food choices.
Presently, 11 countries have enacted laws making FOPL mandatory for packaged food
products. Therefore, | would urge the Government to examine the matter and take
necessary steps to notify the regulation of FOPL for packaged food.

SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal): Sir, | associate myself with the Special
Mention made by the hon. Member.

Need to seek relaxation in WTO agreement on Trade-related Aspects of Intellectual
Property Rights (TRIPS) for fighting Covid-19 pandemic

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS (Kerala): Sir, access to Covid vaccines and treatments are an
area of concern for developing countries. WTO Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects of
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Intellectual Property Rights (TRIPS) compliant patent regime further exacerbated this
problem. To overcome this, in 2020, India and South Africa approached the WTO's
TRIPS Council seeking a comprehensive waiver of certain provisions of copyrights,
industrial designs, patents and protection of undisclosed information in the TRIPS
Agreement available for Covid-19 treatments, technology and vaccines, in order to help
countries fight the pandemic. But, it is learnt that now a compromise has been arrived
at, called the 'outcome of the quadrilateral discussions', after talks among a sub-group
of WTO countries, including India, South Africa, the US & the EU and is being
discussed at WTO. There are widespread protests by the stakeholders that the proposed
solution is not a waiver but actually has the effect of a compulsory licence mechanism
that goes beyond the normal requirements of the TRIPS pact. The proposed solution
imposes a condition to list all patents covered under compulsory licence and to notify the
TRIPS Council with all the details of compulsory licence. These proposed conditions will
adversely affect the actual deployment of the offered solution. It is against the interests
of developing countries, including India.

Hence, the Government should reject the so-called consensus text on TRIPS
waiver on Covid-related medical products and should push for a more equitable
TRIPS waiver.

SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal): Sir, | associate myself with the matter
raised by the hon. Member.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri Md. Nadimul Haque.

Need to revoke the decision of the closure of Terrestrial Services of Doordarshan and All
India Radio

SHRI MD. NADIMUL HAQUE (West Bengal): Sir, Prasar Bharati's decision to close
down Terrestrial Services of Doordarshan and All India Radio has several far-reaching
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negative consequences. At a time when COVID has made essential the access to
information, have its implications on actual life and death, this closure is perhaps based
on the assumption that all households in the country have access to information through
internet or DTH services. Data shows that more than 70 lakh households in the country
still do not have access to either service, making them entirely reliant on Government
provided terrestrial services such as those of the DD. Such terrestrial services are also
our most reliable means of communication during disasters and calamities. Considering
that we are one of the top three countries globally that bears the maximum brunt of
natural disasters, the value of such a service cannot be discounted. Terrestrial
transmission is also a considerable counter to the illegal network penetration of
neighbouring countries in the border States. The localized nature of these services and
their ability to deliver reception on portable networks despite weather conditions makes it
an important asset for maintenance of law and order in the border zones. This closure
must be recalled and the Government should conduct a study to build and digitize the
service's capacity.

SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal): Sir, | associate myself with the Special
Mention made by the hon. Member.
