Need to formulate a comprehensive programme to support the elderly population in
the country

DR. SANTANU SEN (West Bengal): Mr. Chairman, Sir, the 'Elderly in India 2021
Report' by the Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation estimated that
the elderly population was 138 million, comprising 67 million men and 71 million
women. The elderly population has risen by 32.7 per cent between 2011 and 2021,
while the general population has risen only by 12.4 per cent during the same period.
The UN data suggests that by 2050 around 19.1 per cent of India's population would
be above 60. Fertility rates are falling, and life expectancy is increasing, skewing the
ratio of elderly folk to the youth expected to care for them. Sir, 37 per cent of Indians
are internal migrants as per the 2011 Census, and we have the large diaspora
community in the world as well, meaning that young people are moving away from
elderly parents and relatives in search of work and leaving them alone in their old age.
Sir, 23 per cent of Indian elders live in poverty. Only 2 per cent of Indians have access
to palliative care. Estimates suggest that 90 per cent of the elderly have to work to
support themselves. The LASI, that is, longitudinal age study in India, found that
nearly 6 per cent of older individuals in India, aged above 45 years, consumed smaller
portions or skipped meals, 5.3 per cent did not eat when they were hungry and 3.8
per cent went a full day without eating due to unavailability of food. Beyond relying on
children and communities to care for elderly, or leaving them to their own sufferings,
there must be some steps to be taken to form a comprehensive programme to
support the elderly in their twilight years. Thank you very much, Sir.

National Highways in Assam

The National
Highways are like lifelines for the people of Assam. But, of late the experience of
travelling through these half constructed Highways is becoming life-threatening for
commuters. Why | am saying National Highways are lifelines is because two Highways
on both the northern and southern sides of the Brahmaputra River are connecting
Upper Assam in Brahmaputra valley with the lower Assam part. Although there are 39
National Highways in Assam, according to data available on the PWD Department's
Welbsite, and there are a few more to be added, NH-37 and NH-52 are the two most
crucial ones. Sir, but for more than a decade the construction/expansion of these
Highways is going on and on and is unending causing serious difficulties for citizens.
We can have an idea about the delay from one example. The stretch from Jorhat to
Bogibeel in NH-37 was supposed to be completed in December, 2020 and now we
are in March, 2022. Sir, | will urge everyone in this august House to visit and see the
road conditions there. This is only one example | am citing and there are many more.
What is more surprising is the fact that rather than the construction of the Highways,
the NHAI is more interested in the construction of toll gates. Before completion of
construction of the entire Highway and even without providing the basic amenities,
the tolls are being regularly collected. It is clear that the collection of tolls is getting
precedence over the construction of Highways. |, therefore, urge upon the
Government, through you, Sir, to take immediate remedial measures. Thank you.

Sir, capital equipment is purchased by MSMEs though bank loan. If equipment
turnout to be defective, the MSME unit will, naturally, approach the Consumer
Redressal Commission for relief. But, MSME units are told that equipment was
purchased for commercial purpose and hence no relief can be granted under the
Consumer Protection Act. Here, it has to be kept in mind that MSME promoter buys
equipment for earning his own livelihood. And, therefore, if the seller sells defective
equipment, he should not be allowed to escape from the clutches of law.

Minister of Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distribution to
amend the Consumer Protection Act to omit the words ‘commercial purpose’ or bring
suitable changes to Section 2 of the Act so as to ensure that MSME units are given
proper protection from suffering losses for no fault of their own.

Big capitalists and
entrepreneurs survive on their sweat, suck their blood and build a big empire out of
this gig economy. Sir, today, they have no protection under any law of the country.
The so-called Labour Courts about which our great friend, Shri Bhupender Yadaviji,
always talks about keep gig workers outside its framework. They are treated and
called as ‘highly skilled professionals?’ Those boys who toil on two-wheelers come
to you are ‘highly skilled professionals?” So, they are kept outside! They are not
workers! They are not domestic workers either! They are nothing for you and they
are being exploited like anything.

My point is® It is high-time that the hon. Minister think that they are also part of
the workforce. They are also important for industry. You talk about Ease of Doing
Business.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Mr. Viswam, please, you speak on the issue; don’t talk about him.

SHRI BINOY VISWAM: Sir, a national registration is needed for those workers
urgently. It is only then they are going to be protected. Sir, those people are now
under big pressure throughout the country.

Pathetic condition of women prisoners

DR. NARENDRA JADHAV (Nominated): Sir, through you, | would like to invite the
attention of this august House to pathetic conditions of women prisoners with their
children.

Sir, according to the Prison Statistics India Report, 2019-20, there were 1,543
women prisoners with 1,779 children. Out of these, 1,212 women prisoners were
undertrial prisoners who were accompanied by 1,409 children and 325 convicted
prisoners accompanied by 363 children.
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Sir, the crucial years of child's formative years are spent behind the walls of the
jail. Sir, how can children born in jails or those children who accompany their mothers
to jails be compelled to live behind the bars without becoming convicts, without
becoming offenders in their life ?

Sir, Justice Krishna lyer Committee had looked into the living conditions of
women prisoners, and the Committee had observed that children of women prisoners
were callously placed in prison in general.

Also, Sir, in many prisons, there is no separate ward for female inmates with
their children. The barracks are too small and they have to live in the same ward with
their children.

Sir, a report of the National Commission for Women, titled 'A study of
condition of women prisoners and their children in eastern UP jails', revealed that
lactating mothers in most jails did not have even the provision for milk, ghee, fruits
and eggs. So, supplementary nutrition is not provided to the mothers to feed their
children.

Sir, through you, | would like to urge the Government to impart proper care
and welfare to women prisoners along with their young children. Also, Government
should tie up with local educational institutions and NGOs to impart education skill
and training for both, children and their mothers.

Proper implementation of the decision to grant Rs. 20 lakhs loans to Self-Help Groups

SHRI G.V.L. NARASIMHA RAO (Uttar Pradesh): * Thank you for allowing me to
speak on the issue of lending up to twenty lakh rupees to women self-help groups
without mortgaging any property. Women self-help groups are playing a major role in
the area of development. These self-help groups and their performance have become
a matter of pride to both the Telugu-speaking States. Women self-help groups from
Andhra Pradesh stood number one in the country. Sir, loans were sanctioned to
thirty-four lakh groups across the country, out of which eight lakh groups were from
Andhra Pradesh itself. When Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee was the Prime Minister, he
supported the self-help groups extensively. The present Chairman of Rajya Sabha,
who was the Minister of Rural Development, also encouraged these groups.

My special thanks to Hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi. In the last seven
years, lending to these self-help groups has increased by four times and the entire
credit for this goes to him. | thank him for ensuring women empowerment based
development. Last year, the Central Government issued an order that collateral-free
loans up to twenty lakh rupees can be given to women self-help groups. The Reserve
Bank of India has also issued a circular on 9" August, 2021 saying that all the banks,
including commercial banks, should sanction collateral-free loans to these groups up
to twenty lakh rupees. However, | was informed that the banks are sanctioning not
more than ten lakh rupees. The RBI has also said that these loans should be
sanctioned without taking any deposit. Sir, the NPA for these loans is very low. In
2014, the NPA for these loans was around 10 per cent but now it has come down to
two per cent only. So, there is a need to disburse these loans extensively. My plea is
that the Centre should direct the banks to implement the proposal given by the

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Central Government earlier. The State Governments are sending women self-help
groups to political functions.

Corporation (NEEPCO) at Itanagar in Arunachal Pradesh

successfully completed and commissioned three major hydro electric projects in

The head office of NEEPCO is presently located in Shillong, Meghalaya, which
is approximately 700 km from Itanagar, the capital of Arunachal Pradesh, which
causes administrative inconvenience.

Need for revision of CGHS rates for empanelled hospitals

SHRI SURESH GOPI (Nominated): This is my new look, Sir.

Sir, it is a matter of great concern that there is no CGHS empanelled hospital in
Kannur, Kerala under its CGHS Wellness Centre. It is apparent that the super
speciality hospitals are not ready to join in the CGHS because of the low rate of
package offered to them by the Scheme. As a result of this, thousands of CGHS
beneficiaries are denied the in-patient treatment in such private super speciality
hospitals, though they are entitled and eligible for treatment had they been
empanelled.

According to an observation by the hon. Supreme Court of India in April 2018,
a Central Government employee or a pensioner cannot be denied entitlements if the
beneficiary went for treatment in any hospital and the claim shall be reimbursed within
a period of one month. However, the number of representations received in my office
shows that many beneficiaries still await to get claims reimbursed even after two to
four years.

Hence, | wish to put forth a prayer on behalf of these CGHS beneficiaries to the
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare to take proactive steps to revise the package
rates of CGHS provided to empanelled hospitals. It is also learnt that many good
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hospitals are ready to empanel themselves in CGHS if the package rate is enhanced
by the Government of India. Thank you, Sir.

However, till date there is no set of guidelines issued by the court regarding
the calculation of the quantum of compensation to be awarded.

It is high time that we follow the lead to international standards with regard to
delivering justice to the victims of wrongful prosecution. The Government should

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urgently legislate statutory or legal scheme for compensating those who are
wrongfully incarcerated.

help the tourism industry in the country including that in the UTs of Jammu &

Kashmir and Ladakh in wake of COVID-19 pandemic as per details given below:

The Government announced Atmanirbhar Bharat Package vide which
Rs.3.00 lakh crore collateral free automatic loan has been made available
for MSMEs. The loan will have 4-year tenure and 12-month moratorium.
The Government waived off PF contribution for three months for
organizations with less than 100 pax and 90% of their employees earn
below Rs.15000.

Under Atmanirbhar Bharat package, PF contribution of both employer and
employee has been reduced to 10% each from existing 12% each for all
establishments covered by EPFO for three months.

Deferment of TCS up to October 2020.

Return filing deferred for three months with no penal interest for companies
up to Rs.5.00 Crore, rest @ 9% penal interest.

The RBI extended moratorium on term loans till 31°* December 2020.

The Central Government has also given relief from various regulatory
compliances under Income Tax Act, Companies Act and GST Act for
varying periods in the wake of Covid-19 crisis to ensure business continuity
and survival.

The Government announced the Emergency Credit Line Guarantee
Scheme (ECLGS) 3.0 on 31.3.2021 to support eligible Micro, Small and
Medium Enterprises (MSMEs) and business enterprises in meeting their
operational liabilities and restarting their business. The scope of the
scheme was enlarged to cover business enterprises in Hospitality, Travel
& Tourism and Leisure & Sporting sectors. The validity of ECLGS
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(ECLGS 1.0, ECLGS 2.0 & ECLGS 3.0) was extended up to 30.06.2021
or till guarantees for an amount of Rs.3.00 lakh crore are issued. In the
recent Budget, Hon’ble Minister of Finance extended the ECLGS up to
March, 2023. The details of guarantees issued under the scheme are given
below:

Ministry of Finance has given concurrence to release Service Exports from
India Scheme (SEIS) scrips on 16.06.2021.

On 28M June 2021, the Government announced a stimulus package to
boost diverse sectors of economy affected by COVID-19 pandemic and
provide impetus for growth and employment measures. The package
comprises a total of 17 measures in three broad categories, which included
‘Economic relief from Pandemic, with special focus on health and reviving
travel and tourism sectors’ and ‘Impetus for Growth and employment’.
Ministry of Finance announced the "Loan Guarantee Scheme for Covid
Affected Tourism Service Sector (LGSCATSS)" which has been
implemented by the Ministry of Tourism to provide relief to the tourism
sector. The purpose of the LGSCATSS of the Ministry of Tourism is to
provide guarantee coverage for loans provided by Scheduled Commercial
Banks to registered Tourist Guides (recognized/ approved by M/o
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Tourism and State Governments/UT Administrations) and Travel &
Tourism Stakeholders recognized/approved by the Ministry of Tourism to
discharge liabilities and restart their business affected due to Covid -19
pandemic. This scheme will be subject to a maximum loan of Rs.10 lakhs
each for Travel & Tourism Stakeholders and upto Rs.1.00 lakh each for
registered Tourist Guides. Corpus of Rs. 250.00 crore has been allocated
under the scheme for period of 5 years. Validity of the said scheme has
been extended till 31.03.2023 or till the guarantee of Rs.250.00 Crore are
issued under the scheme, whichever is earlier. Since, this is Pan-India
scheme, it is also applicable for the UTs of Jammu & Kashmir and
Ladakh.

Operational Recommendations for safe resumption of business with easing
of lockdown restrictions have been issued for various segments of the
travel and hospitality industry and circulated amongst all stakeholders.
With a view to prepare for a post COVID-19 revival, the Ministry has
formulated and issued detailed operational guidelines for Covid safety and
hygiene for hotels, restaurants, B& Bs/Homestays and Tourism Service
Providers on 08.06.2020 to facilitate smooth resumption of business.

An initiative called SAATHI (System for Assessment, Awareness &
Training for Hospitality Industry) has been developed for effective
implementation of Guidelines/SOPs issued with reference to COVID-19
and beyond for safe operations of Hotels, restaurants, B&Bs and other
units.

With an aim to incentivize stakeholders in the Tourism industry, the
Guidelines for the scheme of Market Development Assistance (MDA) for
providing financial support to stakeholders for the promotion of Domestic
Tourism have been modified to enhance the scope and reach of the
scheme, so as to provide maximum benefits to the stakeholders.
Additional promotional activities have been incorporated including online
promotions and the extent of financial assistance permissible has been
enhanced.

Validity of approval or certification of hotels and other accommodation
units whose project approval/re-approval and classification/re-
classification have expired/were likely to expire has been extended up to
31° March 2022.

The Guidelines of the Marketing Development Assistance Programme
under the Overseas Promotion and Publicity Scheme has been modified to
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enhance the scope and reach of the scheme, so as to provide maximum
benefits to the stakeholders in the tourism industry.

UT Administration of Jammu & Kashmir has informed that with a view to
provide some sort of sustenance to the tourism stakeholders during COVID
Pandemic, J&K Government released COVID-19 relief to the tune of Rs.
17.44 cr. in favour of Tourism Service providers like shikara owners, Tourist
Guides, Ponywalas etc.

UT Administration of Jammu & Kashmir has informed that with a view to
extend relief to borrowers of the Bank experiencing business disruptions
due to Covid-19 pandemic, Bank had devised an indigenous scheme titled
“J&K Bank Business Support Loan Scheme for Hotels & Guest Houses”
wherein Government registered Hotels/Guest Houses availing fund based
credit limits but not eligible for availing additional funding under GECL were
provided financial assistance for meeting their expenditure towards salaries
to staff and other fixed costs.

Ministry of Tourism, Government of India in collaboration with Department
of Tourism, Government of UT of Jammu and Kashmir, FICCI (Knowledge
Partner), and India Golf Tourism Association (IGTA) organized an unique
networking platform titled “Tapping the Tourism Potential of Kashmir:
Another day in Paradise” at Srinagar, Kashmir from 11 - 13 April, 2021, in
order to promote the various tourism potential of Kashmir and address the
various opportunities in Travel, Tourism and Hospitality in the UT of
Jammu and Kashmir. The same was attended by local tour operators,
hoteliers, house boat owners, transport companies and other key
stakeholders. The interactive sessions deliberated on various aspects of
travel, tourism and hospitality of Kashmir including Leisure Tourism,
Wedding & MICE Tourism, Golf Tourism, Adventure Tourism, Wellness
Tourism etc. It was well covered by the media.

From 26-28 August, 2021, Ministry of Tourism, in collaboration with
Department of Tourism, Administration of Union Territory of Ladakh and
Adventure Tour Operators Association of India (ATOAI) organised a
mega-tourism event at Leh, Ladakh titled: “Ladakh: New Start, New
Goals”. The program aimed at leveraging the huge tourism potential of
Ladakh and served as an excellent platform that enabled tour operators
from other parts of the country and customers to interact with local
stakeholders from Ladakh. The Ministry of Tourism also prepared a
‘Ladakh Vision Document’ which included several aspects related to the
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development of Tourism in Ladakh. The panelists and the Government
officials from several agencies discussed all those aspects in detail. The
event was attended by a huge number of participants, which included
Opinion Makers, Tour Operators, Hoteliers, Diplomats, Homestay Owners,
Senior Officers from Ministry of Tourism, Government of India, UT of
Ladakh and the Media. The three-day event included activities like B2B
meetings, panel discussions, exhibitions and technical tours to create
awareness about the facilities and varied tourism products of Ladakh. The
event is expected to mark a new beginning for the UT of Ladakh, as far as
Tourism is concerned.

xxii. A total of 182 crore (approx.) doses of Covid-19 vaccine have been
administered across India, out of which approx. 2.19 crore doses in
Jammu & Kashmir and approx. 4.52 lakh doses in Ladakh have been
administered.

As a result of the aforesaid steps, domestic tourism is at its peak in the UTs of
Jammu & Kashmir and Ladakh. It is corroborated with the Budget Speech of
Hon’ble Finance Minister while presenting the budget of Jammu & Kashmir and
Ladakh for the year 2022-23. As per this, the tourism sector is also registering
increase in footfall of tourists. Around 1.43 Lakh tourists visited Kashmir in December,
2021 which is highest in the last 7 years. From September 2021 onwards around 72.09
lakh tourists including pilgrim tourists visited Jammu & Kashmir which is much higher
than the previous year. Winter season has witnessed 100% high-end hotel
occupancy in Srinagar and at prominent tourist destinations particularly Gulmarg and
Pahalgam.

SHRI PRAFUL PATEL: Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | am also associated with one of
the Olympics sport, that is, football. | head the All India Football Federation. | am
also on the Board of FIFA. Many a time, in the international forum, when hosting of
major tournaments is discussed, like, we are talking about bidding for the 2036
Olympics, of course, we should aspire and we should, but my own understanding is
that as yet, sports infrastructure in the country, we have not been really able to
showcase it on a really massive global scale. We have hosted the Commonwealth
Games, and we have hosted the Asian Games. It is very good; laudable. We are
doing much better in sports than before. But, my point here is, the example is the SAI
centre. We have so many SAl centres across the country. Some have been made
very beautifully, futuristically, state-of-the-art. But, unfortunately, maintaining that
infrastructure is a big challenge.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please ask the question.

SHRI PRAFUL PATEL: | don't blame the Government. | only wish that Government
looks at two aspects. One is developing sports infrastructure for all the sports in the
country holistically and uniformly. The second most important thing is that the
maintenance of these centres of excellence which have been created with so much of
our money, they should be put into some kind of, as you know, involve industry,
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public-private partnership so that, at least, the maintenance and upkeep of those
built infrastructure can be done.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you, Praful Patelji.

SHRI PRAFUL PATEL: And, that will help us to host major tournaments like bidding
for the 2036 Olympics because | know how the international community is viewing at
all these aspects, especially, when India bids for some major tournaments.

Promoting art and culture to provide employment

*229. SHRI HARNATH SINGH YADAV: Will the Minister of CULTURE be pleased to
State:

(a) whether Government has promoted the Indian art, literature and culture to
provide employment to youth in the country;

(b) if so, the details thereof and the total amount spent thereon;

(c) whether the preservation of ancient and medieval literature of the country in
Indian languages attracts the youth of the country and if not, the reasons therefor;
and

(d) whether Government has formulated any plan for States like Uttar Pradesh
to promote the Indian art, literature and culture especially in rural areas of the
country?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF CULTURE (SHRI ARJUN RAM
MEGHWAL): (a) to (d) A statement is laid on the table of the House.

Statement

(a) and (b) The mandate of the Ministry of Culture is preservation &
conservation of cultural heritage, protection, development & promotion of literature,
music, dance, visual arts and drama. Employment generation is not the objective of
the Ministry. However, the activities carried out through various organizations under
the Ministry generate indirect employment to a large number of people associated
with Indian Art, Literature and Culture.

There are several akademic, fellowships, scholarships and training programmes
organized by the autonomous bodies of the Ministry of Culture which help the artists
to find an employment in their field of expertise.
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National School of Drama (NSD), an autonomous organization under Ministry of
Culture conducts a 3-year diploma course and one year certificate course in Dramatic
Arts.

Centre for Cultural Resources and Training (CCRT), another autonomous
organization under Ministry of Culture, is running a scholarship scheme called “Award
of Scholarships to Young Artistes (SYA) in Different Cultural Fields (18-25 Years)".
Regular teacher training programmes are conducted by CCRT through which around
14000 teachers are trained all over the country every year.

Kalakshetra Foundation (autonomous body under the Ministry of Culture) has a
unit named Rukmini Devi College of Fine Arts where training is imparted in the
different classical art forms of South India like Bharatanatyam, Carnatic music, fine
arts, etc. This helps students to establish themselves in the respective fields.

Lalit Kala Akademi (LKA) provides scholarships to 40 young artists every year.
LKA also conducts exhibitions and provides studio facilities for young artists as well.

Sangeet Natak Akademi (SNA), another autonomous organization under
Ministry of Culture, has instituted a special Award for the Youth namely Bismillah Khan
Yuva Puraskar. All these programmes help the youth to find employment in the field of
culture.

The total amount spent for promotion of Indian Art, Literature and Culture
through the different akademies in the last three years is Rs.789.40 cr. The details are
placed at ANNEXURE — I.

(c) Yes sir. The preservation of ancient and medieval literature of the country in
Indian languages attracts the youth of the country. It may be appreciated that few
akademic courses of Kalakshetra, Chennai which are sought after by the youth
include the study of ancient and medieval literature.

Sahitya Akademi carries a number of programs for youth and confers several
awards to promote literature, local dialects among the young generation. Some of the
awards are: Sahitya Akademi Award, YuvaPuruskar, Bal Sahitya Puruskar,
Translation Prize, and Bhasha Samman. Sahitya Akademi also runs programs titled,
YuvaSahiti&Avishkar, to encourage young writers writing in different Indian
languages. The Akademi offers travel grants to young writers for traveling to other
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States to get acquainted with literary ambience of another language. These programs
attract the youth in large numbers.

(d) Yes sir. The Government of India (Gol) has constantly promoted Indian art,
literature and Culture in Uttar Pradesh. Various activities like training programmes,
seminars, webinars, provision of fellowships, Scholarships, are done regularly in the
State.

Ministry of Culture, Gol has started Regional Centres of its Autonomous
Bodies like Lalit Kala Akademi (LKA), National School of Drama (NSD) and Sahitya
Akademi (SA) in Uttar Pradesh to promote art, culture, literature in the state. Sahitya
Akademi, an Autonomous Body has launched a village outreach series — Gramalok
with an aim to promote Indian Literature in the villages thereby creating interest
among the village youth in Indian cultural, literacy and philosophical traditions and
also invites talent from the village to participate in these programmes.

India’s role during Russia-Ukraine war

*230. SHRI JOSE K. MANI: Will the Minister of EXTERNAL AFFAIRS be pleased to
state:

(a) whether Government is of the opinion that India which is a rising global
power should abstain from crucial voting’s of the United Nations Security Council

* Not recorded.
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(UNSC) and United Nations Human Rights Council (UNHRC) regarding global
issues, if so, reasons for this;

(b) whether there was any reasons for India’s abstentions from UNSC and
UNHRC voting’s regarding the ongoing Ukraine crisis, if so, the reason behind this;

(c) whether Government has taken any steps to end the ongoing Ukraine-
Russia war amicably; and

(d) if so, the details of the action taken in this regard.

THE MINISTER OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS (SHRI S. JAISHANKAR): (a) to (d) A
statement is laid on the table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (d) The unfolding developments in Ukraine have also played out in the
United Nations, in particular the Security Council, where India is serving as a non-
permanent member.

2. India’s position on the Ukraine conflict has been steadfast and consistent.
We have expressed deep concern at the worsening situation and called for immediate
cessation of violence and end to all hostilities.

3. As conveyed in our statements at the Security Council and the General
Assembly, we have urged an urgent ceasefire and ensuring safe passage for stranded
civilians. We have also highlighted the humanitarian assistance extended by India to
Ukraine and its neighbours at this hour of crisis.

4. Since the unfolding of this crisis, Prime Minister spoke with the leadership of
Russian Federation, Ukraine, and its neighbours as well other major world leaders. He
conveyed our considered view to all parties concerned that there is no other choice
but the path of diplomacy and dialogue.

5. Prime Minister spoke with President Volodymyr Zelenskyy of Ukraine on 26
February and, again on 07 March. In these conversations, Prime Minister expressed
deep concern about the ongoing conflict and resultant humanitarian crisis. Prime
Minister reiterated his call for immediate cessation of violence and noted that India has
always stood for peaceful resolution of issues and direct dialogue between the two
parties. Prime Minister also thanked Ukrainian authorities for their facilitation in
enabling more than 22,000 Indian citizens from Ukraine.
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6. Separately, Prime Minister also spoke with Vladimir Putin, President of the
Russian Federation on 24 February, 02 March and 07 March. President Putin briefed
Prime Minister on the status of negotiations between the Ukrainian and Russian
teams. Prime Minister welcomed the ongoing negotiations between Russia and
Ukraine and expressed hope that they would lead to cessation of the conflict. He
suggested that a direct conversation between President Putin and President
Zelenskyy may greatly assist the ongoing peace efforts.

7. In our conversations with global leaders at the highest levels, we have
emphasized to all member States of the UN that the global order is anchored on
international law, UN Charter and respect for territorial integrity and sovereignty of
states. Our position on the situation in Ukraine in various international fora and bodies
reflects this reasoning.

8. Even before the hostilities began, safety of Indian nationals in Ukraine was
our top priority. Accordingly, the evacuation of Indian national was undertaken on a
mission-mode. We were able to safely bring home 22500 Indian citizens including 147
foreign nationals belonging to 18 countries, from Ukraine since February 2022.

SHRI JOSE K. MANI: Sir, the United States of America continues to be the India's
largest trade partner. But, India did not go with the U.S. in acting against Russia.
Recently, the U.S. President has said, 'India, an exception among U.S. major allies,
has been somewhat shaky in the Russian - Ukraine conflict'. My question to the
Minister of External Affairs is: How does the Government of India expect the U.S. to
lend India an increasing upper hand in trade and commerce even as India did not
support the U.S. in his action against Russia?

SHRI S. JAISHANKAR: Sir, | would like to inform the hon. Member, through you, that
Indian Foreign Policy decisions are made in Indian national interest and we are guided
by our thinking, our views and our interests. So, there is no question of linking the
Ukraine situation to issues of trade. As far as our own situation on Ukraine is
concerned, it is very clear. It is based on six principles. One, we call for immediate
cessation of violence and end to all hostilities and we stand for peace. Second, we
believe that there is no other way than a return to the path of dialogue and diplomacy.
Three, we believe, we recognise that the global order is anchored on international
law, UN Charter and respect for territorial integrity and sovereignty of all States. Four,
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we call for a humanitarian access to a conflict situation. Five, we ourselves give
humanitarian assistance. We have given 90 tonnes of humanitarian assistance so far
and we are looking at providing more of it, especially medicines. Six, we are in touch
with the leadership of both Russian federation and Ukraine on this matter. The Prime
Minister himself has spoken to the Presidents of both the countries. | have mentioned
it in my answer. But, it was also mentioned in my Statement which | gave before the
House.

SHRI JOSE K. MANI: Sir, has the Government noticed the growing Russia-China
relationship since the start of crisis, especially in the military domain? Does this show
a shifting of global security architecture and whether India is in a position to tackle the
geo-strategic challenges posed by this shifting global security alliance ?

SHRI S. JAISHANKAR: Sir, the Government is fully cognizant of all changes which are
happening in international relations, including between Russia and China. But, it is
happening between a lot of other countries as well. We monitor it, we obviously
assess it from our own national perspective and fashion our strategy in accordance
with those developments.

SHRI NARESH GUJRAL: Sir, | would like to compliment the hon. Minister as well as
the Government for following a very deft foreign policy on this issue which is in our
national interest as a result, we managed to get all our students back. Yet, we are
facing day-to-day problems, when it comes to trade with Russia because there are a
lot of sanctions against many Russian companies. Sir, here, | would like to point out
that the West is playing a double game. The entire Europe is importing petroleum
from there and they lecture us that we should not trade with them.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please ask your question.

SHRI NARESH GUJRAL: Sir, my question is, for many years, India had a policy, and
we used to do rupee-trade with Russia. Is the Government thinking on those lines so
that our exports are not hurt and we continue to import from Russia?

SHRI S. JAISHANKAR: Sir, | would like to inform the hon. Member that because of
the emerging problems in dealing with Russia, Government is examining various
aspects including the payment aspect. There is a group within the Government
composed of different Ministries. It is led by Finance Ministry to examine these
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matters. As regards the reference to the oil trade which the hon. Member made, |
would like to take this opportunity to inform the House that we import very little oil
from Russia. It is less than one per cent of our imports. While, many other countries
import 10, 15 to 20 times the amount of oil that we do import. So, | share the hon.
Member's observation on this matter.

PROF. MANOJ KUMAR JHA: Sir, through you, | would like to ask the hon. Minister
that 1947 onwards, we had a very robust policy whenever any territorial integrity or
sovereignty was violated anywhere in the world. Are we in sync with the same kind of
policy as far as our statements on Ukraine-Russia issue are concerned? Secondly,
are we watching the realignment in our immediate neighbourhood with seriousness?
That is it. Thank you.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You can ask only one question.

SHRI S. JAISHANKAR: Sir, | would like to inform the hon. Member that we are very
clear on our principles. As | said, our policy is very much guided by our belief that the
international order must respect territorial integrity and sovereignty of States. At the
same time, what is happening in our neighbourhood, obviously, | would like to tell the
hon. Member that it is foremost in our attention, and, again, there are a lot of
developments taking place and we are monitoring them very, very carefully.

SHRI SWAPAN DASGUPTA: Sir, firstly, | would like to compliment the Minister for his
very clear elucidation of what our policy is going to be, the principles on which it is
based. However, Sir, now that we have got, what the statement calls, the 'top
priority', out of the way, and we have got most of our students very successfully out
of Ukraine. There is now an increasing fission, now there is an increasing
polarization, so, rather than the two sides coming nearer, it is actually the breach is
getting wider. In these circumstances, | would like the Minister to point out whether
this will have our position which is basically is that this is not our war..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Question, please.

SHRI SWAPAN DASGUPTA: Is this going to have any negative impact on some of our
closest allies, not listed in Quad, but in some of the other states and something.

SHRI S. JAISHANKAR: | would like to clarify to the hon. Member that, in fact, our
position is not that this is not our problem; our position is that we are for peace.
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When the Prime Minister spoke to President Putin three times, when he spoke to
President Zelenskyy twice, the intent of it, obviously, at that time, the evacuation of
students was a very big issue, but there was also a larger conversation on what we
could do to lead to or to encourage a cessation of hostilities and return to diplomacy
and dialogue. | think, today, that sentiment is widely shared by many countries in the
world and, | think, we articulated very strongly.

Implementation of afforestation schemes

*231. SHRI M.V. SHREYAMS KUMAR: Will the Minister of ENVIRONMENT, FOREST
AND CLIMATE CHANGE be pleased to state:

(a) whether the forest cover in the country has increased according to the India
State of Forest Report, 2021 and if so, the details thereof;

(b) the progress in implementation of afforestation schemes and the funds
released for the purpose during the last three years and the current year, State-wise;
and

(c) the details of action plan of Government with the objective of maintaining the
ecosystem and increasing the forest area in the country ?

THE MINISTER OF ENVIRONMENT, FOREST AND CLIMATE CHANGE
(SHRI BHUPENDER YADAV): (a) to (c) The statement is laid on the table of the
House.

Statement

(a) Forest Survey of India (FSI), Dehradun, an organization under the Ministry
carries out the assessment of forest cover of the country biennially since 1987 and the
findings are published in India State of Forest Report (ISFR). The forest cover
assessment is a wall-to-wall mapping exercise based on remote sensing supported
by intensive ground verification and field data from National Forest Inventory. The
ISFR-2021 has been recently released by the Ministry on 13" January, 2022. As per
ISFR 2021, there is an overall increase of 1540 square kilometre of forest cover at the
national level as compared to the previous assessment i.e. ISFR 2019. The details of
State and Union Territory wise forest cover are given at Annexure |.
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(b) Various schemes are being implemented by the Central and State
Government/Union Territory Administration for increase in forest and tree cover in the
country. These includes the National Afforestation Programme (NAP) and Green
India Mission (GIM) being implemented by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and
Climate Change. National Afforestation Programme is a Centrally Sponsored Scheme
for regeneration of degraded forest and adjoining areas in the country. The scheme
has implemented through 3 tier institutional setup of State Forest Development
Agency (SFDA) at State level, Forest Development agency (FDA) at Forest Division
level and Joint Forest Management Committees (JFMCs) at Village level. Now NAP
scheme has been merged with Green India Mission. National Mission for a Green
India (GIM) is one of the eight Missions outlined under the National Action Plan on
Climate Change. It aims at protecting, restoring, and enhancing India’s forest cover
and responding to Climate Change by means of plantation activities in the forest and
non-forest areas.

Afforestation activities are also taken up under various programmes/funding
sources such as Compensatory Afforestation Funds under Compensatory
Afforestation Fund Management and Planning Authority (CAMPA), afforestation
activities under Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme
(MGNREGA), National Agro-forestry Policy and Sub-mission on Agro-forestry
(SMAF), National Bamboo Mission and National Mission for Sustainable Agriculture.
In addition to above, State and UT Governments have their own afforestation and
reforestation programmes. Almost every State has activities under social forestry,
which largely focuses on tree planting in the areas outside forests.

The State /UT-wise details of fund released under National Afforestation
Programme, Green India Mission and Compensatory Afforestation Funds for the last
three years are given in Annexure-Il, Ill and IV.

(c) “Increasing substantially the forest/tree cover in the country through
massive afforestation and social forestry programmes, especially on all denuded,
degraded and unproductive lands” is one of the objective of the National Forest
Policy, 1988. National Forest Policy further provides a massive need based and time
bound programme of afforestation tree planting on all degraded and denuded lands in
the country. Considering the policy prescription, the Ministry of Environment, Forest
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and Climate Change has been implementing various centrally sponsored schemes on
afforestation/plantation.

The multi-departmental efforts have yielded good results in conserving and
developing forest cover as evident from the fact that the Forest cover as reported in
the latest India State of Forest Report (ISFR) 2021 has increased by 12,294 square
kilometre in last seven years (ISFR-2015 to ISFR-2021).

*232. SHRI MD. NADIMUL HAQUE: Will the Minister of LABOUR AND EMPLOYMENT
be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that graduates between 20 to 29 years of age face a high
percentage of unemployment;

(b) if so, the details thereof;

(c) whether Government is aware that certain studies have shown that
unemployment among the well-educated is thrice the national average;

(d) if so, the reasons therefor;

(e) whether Government has conducted any studies to understand the reasons
for this;

(f) if so, the details thereof, including the measures taken thereto; and

(g) whether Government is aware that studies have shown that such high levels
of unemployment can cause violent social unrests?

THE MINISTER OF LABOUR AND EMPLOYMENT (SHRI BHUPENDER YADAV): (a)
to (g) A statement is laid on the table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (g) The data on Employment and Unemployment is collected through
Periodic Labour Force Survey (PLFS) conducted by National Statistical Office
(NSO), Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation (MoSPI) since 2017~
18. As per the latest annual PLFS report for the year 2019-20, the estimated
Unemployment Rate (UR) on usual status for age 15-29 years was 17.8%, 17.3%
and 15.0% during 2017-18, 2018-19 and 2019-20 respectively which shows that the
unemployment rate among the age group 15-29 years has declining trend.

As per the Economic Survey 2021-22, during PLFS 2019-20 (survey period from
July 2019 to June 2020), employment at usual status continued to expand. Between
2018-19 and 2019-20, about 4.75 crore additional persons joined the workforce.

Further, as per the latest PLFS report for the year 2019-20, the estimated
Unemployment Rate (UR) on usual status for age 15 years and above of different
education level is as under:

The data in the above table indicates that unemployment rate on usual
status for the persons of age 15 years and above declined for all education level
except for graduates. The unemployment rate for graduates is almost stable
during the last three years.

The Ministry of Labour and Employment has not conducted any such
study regarding the reasons for unemployment among well educated. However,
International Labour Organization (ILO) studies have shown that there may be a
mismatch between the skills required for jobs available and the skills of the
jobseekers which result in higher unemployment for highly educated people in
search of high quality jobs.

Employment generation coupled with improving employability is the
priority of the Government. Accordingly, the Government of India has taken
various steps for generating employment in the country. The Government of
India has announced Aatmanirbhar Bharat package to provide stimulus to
business and to mitigate the adverse impact of Covid 19. Under this package,
the Government is providing fiscal stimulus of more than Rs. Twenty Seven lakh
crore. This package comprises of various long term schemes/ programmes/
policies for making the country self-reliant and to create employment
opportunities.
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Aatmanirbhar Bharat Rojgar Yojana (ABRY) has been launched with
effect from 1st October, 2020 as part of Atmanirbhar Bharat package 3.0 to
incentivize employers for creation of new employment along with social security
benefits and restoration of loss of employment during Covid-19 pandemic. This
scheme being implemented through the Employees’ Provident Fund
Organisation (EPFO), seeks to reduce the financial burden of the employers
and encourages them to hire more workers. The terminal date for registration of
beneficiaries has been extended from 30.06.2021 to 31.03.2022. Benefits have
been provided to 51.95 lakh beneficiaries through 1.35 lakh establishments till
12.03.2022.

Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana (PMMY) is being implemented by the
Government for facilitating self-employment. Under PMMY, collateral free loans
upto Rs. 10 lakh, are extended to micro/small business enterprises and to
individuals to enable them to setup or expand their business activities. Upto
11.03.2022, 34.08 crore loans were sanctioned under the scheme.

PM GatiShakti is a transformative approach for economic growth and
sustainable development. The approach is driven by seven engines, namely,
Roads, Railways, Airports, Ports, Mass Transport, Waterways, and Logistics
Infrastructure. This approach is powered by Clean Energy and Sabka Prayas
leading to huge job and entrepreneurial opportunities for all.

The Government has put emphasis on railways, roads, urban transport,
power, telecom, textiles and affordable housing amid continued focus on the
National Infrastructure Pipeline. Budget 2021-22 launched Production Linked
Incentive (PLI) schemes, with an outlay of Rs. 1.97 lakh crore, for a period of 5
years starting from 2021-22. All these initiatives are expected to collectively
generate employment and boost output in the medium to long term through
multiplier-effects.

The Government of India is encouraging various projects involving
substantial investment and public expenditure on schemes like Prime Minister’s
Employment Generation Programme (PMEGP) of the Ministry of Micro, Small
& Medium Enterprises, Pt. Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Grameen Kaushalya Yojana
(DDU-GKY) of the Ministry of Rural Development, Deen Dayal Antodaya
Yojana-National Urban Livelihoods Mission (DAY-NULM) of the Ministry of
Housing & Urban Affairs etc. for employment generation.

Besides these initiatives, various flagship programmes of the
Government such as Make in India, Start-up India, Digital India, Smart City
Mission, Atal Mission for Rejuvenation and Urban Transformation, Housing for
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All, Infrastructure Development and Industrial Corridors are also oriented
towards generating employment opportunities.

SHRI MD. NADIMUL HAQUE: Sir, there is a job crisis in the country. Unemployment
is at its highest. On top of that, stagflation is currently gripping the global economy.
As a direct result of this, further rise in unemployment is expected and forced
retrenchment is also expected. How is the Government going to deal with these ?

Statement

(a)to (d)  Ministry of Labour & Employment launched eSHRAM portal in
August 2021 to prepare National Database of the Unorganised Workers. As on
14.03.2022, more than 26.69 crore unorganised workers have been registered on
eSHRAM portal out of which 47% are male workers and 53% are female workers.
The registration on e-SHRAM portal is completely free of cost. Workers can easily get
themselves registered on the portal through following three modes:-

(i) Self registration
(i) Through Common Service Centres (CSCs)
(i) Through State e-Seva Kendras.

The main objectives of the portal are to maintain a dynamic database of
workers, provide universal account number (UAN), facilitate delivery of social
security and welfare benefits, ensure portability of benefits, opportunities for job
search and skill development by linkages to NCS, ASEEM & UDYAM portals.

All eligible registered unorganised workers are entitled to get benefit of an
accidental insurance cover of Rs. 2.0 Lakh for a year, free of cost through Pradhan
Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY). The registered workers on eSHRAM are
also nudged to enrol themselves into Pradhan Mantri Shram Yogi Maandhan (PM-
SYM) pension scheme.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR)i Thank you. Next
speaker, Shri Derek O'Brien.

SHRI DEREK O'BRIEN (West Bengal): Sir, our second Railway Minister, Shri N.
Gopalaswami Ayyangar from Tamil Nadu had a big idea, a great idea, which has been
sustained now for 60-70 years. He came up with the idea of Railway Zones. It was not
there before. After that, another big idea, which has sustained over five, six decades
was the idea of Madhu Dandavate ji. His idea was that instead of the sleepers just
being of wood, we should put cushions there to make a difference to the common
people who travel by trains. It was a great idea which has sustained the test of time.
Nitish Kumar ji came up with Tatkal scheme. Lalu Prasad Yadav ji came up with the
Garib Rath scheme. It was his big idea. Mamata Banerjee came up with Vision-2020
Document, and, | will come to it later. Duronto Express was there. The lzzat Pass
was there for those below the poverty line.

| want to ask this Government as to what is their one big idea from 2014 to
2021, which will sustain the test of time ten or twenty years from now. Oh!l, why one,
they will tell me that they have got five, six, seven ideas. Let us take them one by
one. First is, Vande Bharat Express. In the Vande Bharat Express, the cost of a ticket
is between Rs. 1,500 and Rs. 3,000. It is somewhere in this range. This is your big
idea and you are entitled to it, keep it because your outlook is different from the
outlook of Trinamool Congress and many other parties have as far as railways is
concerned. For us, the Railways constitute the infrastructure for the fundamental
right of every Indian citizen to move from point A to point B. It is the fundamental right
as far as transport is concerned. You may look at it differently. We don't. So, this is
for your Vande Bharat.

Let us come to your second so-called big idea. In 2017, you subsumed the
Railway Budget into the General Budget. We objected to it at that time, and, we
object to it today also. Former Railway Minister who is now the Chief Minister of West
Bengal said, "This will damage the very core of the transport system" . What is the
benefit of this 'subsuming' that has taken place? Please tell us. About LIC, you said
that 1.5 lakh crore. These are my direct questions, and, please address these
questions in your reply. Why was only 30,000 crore of rupees given? What happened
after the first tranche? Why is there no further funding”? Tell us about the
methodology of funding, tell us about the LIC interest rates, tell us about the
repayment issues. Please address these issues in your reply and we will be happy to
hear the same.

Let me now come to your third big idea, and, as | said, your big idea will never
be in tune with our idea because your outlook towards the Railways is different from
our outlook towards Railways, which is fundamental right of movement. Your third
idea is, Train from Mumbai to Ahmedabad, call it super-fast or call it bullet train.
There is nothing wrong with the bullet train maybe at some later stage. To make a
bullet train costs Rs. 200 crores per kilometre. Our priority would have been a
dedicated freight corridor for sabji, for chawal, for gram and for everything else at a
cost of Rs. 25 crore per kilometre. | understand, and, | say this on the floor of the
House that this bullet train is your vanity project. But since we are talking about big
ideas, let us talk about some of those ideas which were promised to be done by 2022
and we are all so eagerly looking forward to it. Some of them are - farmers' income
will double - by 2022; bullet train will come - by 2022; five trillion dollar economy - by
2022; water and toilet in every home - by 2022; electricity for all - by 2022.

For those of you who want to bring these high-speed trains, there is nothing
against the high-speed trains, | would say, please think of a small railway station
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called Kitham. It is a small town in Uttar Pradesh. Every day 96 trains whiz pass
Kitham on the New Delhi-Agra route. Rakesh, if he wants to take a train, he would
have to take the Agra-Delhi passenger train, which does not run on Sundays and the
average speed of those trains is 30 kilometre/hour. Your priority; our priority.

Your priority - our priority. Now, let us come to your next big idea. | want to
ask you, since we think it is a fundamental right of travel, who told you to shut the
railway network down four hours before covid lockdown. The Railways is a precious
resource of our country. You misused that precious resource. 120 lakh passengers
travel daily long distance in the railways. Just look at this number - 120 lakh. With
covid restrictions, you could cut the number down to 60 lakh per day. Instead of
shutting it down in 4 hours, you could keep it open for 5 days. You would not have
had the migrant crisis. And those videos from Muzzafarpur railway station, | don’t
want to remind you of that, of the little child with the dead mother covered because
day before yesterday was the second anniversary of banging thalis. So, these are
your 'big ideas’.

Now about 'Private trains', you say this is my 'big idea'. Let's ask you some
questions on the private trains. Tejas trains halted for 8 months. In 2021, we were
told that dozens of companies filed tenders. Whenever the RTI activists -- RTI
activism is part of our democracy -- write to Railway Board, no data is available
there. What is the communication for these private trains? Sir, there was an
Empowered Group of Secretaries which was set up by the Railway Ministry. How
many meetings have they had? Share with the MPs what was discussed at those
meetings.

Your next big idea, you say, is federalism. | can give you 12-13 projects in
Bengal -- everyone will have such projects in their own States -- where the allocation
for them is Rs. 1,000 crores for the year. Whenever there is a problem with the
railway work, they say 'State Government, land acquisition'. There are so many other
examples to give you but | thought the real good one is beyond Bengal. It is for the
Southern Railways, and this is from the Pink Book, which used to come out on the
day of the Railway Budget. | know this subject a little. It takes you weeks to
calculate. So, after some calculations, Southern Railways got less than Rs. 400
crores for new lines in the last four years. And the Northern Railways, if we add it up,
comes to about Rs. 30,000 crores. ...(/nterrupt/ons)... | am not getting into the
numbers, but conceptually, we talk so much about federalism. Where is the
federalism? | can go State by State. Sir, | urge this Ministry, since you have a full
railway department. Of course, the joke here was this. Some people were saying
that we first discussed the North-East Ministry. Then we discussed the Scheduled
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Tribes Ministry. Third, | was asked, ' Which Ministry are you speaking on" ? | said
now we are discussing the PMO. Sir, | urge this Ministry -- they have got the
numbers -- to share the figures as to what allocation in a State was and what
percentage that State has been given. ... (Interruptions)... Maybe you had some big
ideas about the North-East which we missed! The Imphal railway station is still under
construction. Sir, we need another big idea for the North-East, which can't afford
expensive freights. Do consider a way to make the freight rates affordable in the
North-East. What steps has the Government taken to tap the Trans Asian Network ?
There are many of the South Asian countries which are closer. Look at these as big
ideas. Well, as | said, your view on the Railways and our view on the Railways is
different. | have a copy of the Vision Document. You are following some of this. We
are happy. | am reading from the Vision Document when Ms. Mamata Banerjee was
the Railway Minister. Raising the speed of the passenger trains from 130 to 160
kilometers - good, on track. Don’t forget the suburban trains, Railways should set up
50 world class stations, all from the Vision Document 2010 - good. You have a lot of
experience, Railway Minister, first as a bureaucrat and then with Adler Infrastructure.

So these are all good experiences for you. You said in the Lok Sabha, 'Who
does the railway tracks belong to?" You said, 'Railways'. Who does the stations
belong to? Railways. Who owns the train coaches? Railways. Who owns the
signalling system? Railways. Then why is there any talk of privatization? | ask you
this, Sir. Who owns the airports? Mostly Government of India. Who owns the
runways? Mostly Government of India. Who owns the air infrastructure”? Mostly
Government of India. Who sold Air India? We think, Sir, this Government must focus
differently. We will listen here to their seven ideas which are their great ideas. You
compare those seven ideas to what were previously done by the Railway Ministry and
then you look at what touches the lives of the people? Who is our audience? Who is
our consumer? If you think your consumer or your co-consumer is the passenger,
who gets on a train in Ahmedabad and has to reach Mumbai, no. Very good. Do
that. But don't forget who the Railways is for. | will conclude by saying, please do
remember you are doing nobody a favour.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra Pradesh): Mr. Vice-Chairman,
Sir, | am very thankful to you for giving me this opportunity to participate in the
discussion on the working of the Ministry of Railways.

At the outset, | congratulate the hon. Minister of Railways, Shri Ashwini
Vaishnaw for successfully testing Kavach, indigenous automatic train protection
system. Indian Railways is the third largest railway network in the world. It has over
68,102 route kilometres under single management. It is also one of the major
employment providers in the country. Lakhs of posts in the Railways including in
safety-related departments like signalling, track maintenance are left vacant. | urge
the Minister to take necessary steps to fill up these vacancies.

Now, | come to the railway projects pertaining to my State Andhra Pradesh.
There are 33 projects -- 16 new line and 17 doubling -- costing Rs.63,731 crores
covering a length of 5,706 kilometres falling fully or partly in the State of Andhra
Pradesh and are under different stages of planning, approval and execution. In
respect of my Unstarred Question 756 dated 3.12.2021, Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw has
given a written reply in respect of six projects on cost sharing basis with the Andhra
Pradesh State. For investment of the projects Nadikudi-Srikalahasti new line, the
State Government has to deposit Rs.1,315 crores. For Bhadrachalam-Kovvur new
line, the Andhra Pradesh Government did not give consent. About Vijaywada-
Gudivada-Bhimavaram-Narsapur-Gudivada etc., 50 per cent of line is about for
Rs.1,400 crores. Kadapa-Bangalore new line is also for Rs.189.94 crores.
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Sir, Kotipalli-Narsapur, it is a long-pending demand, is Rs. 358 crores.
Tumkur-Rayadurga new line, the Government has to give consent, and the Andhra
Pradesh Government did not do it. The Government of Andhra Pradesh is not
depositing their outstanding share in cost sharing projects. ...(/m‘errupz‘/ons)... This
is affecting the execution of these projects. This the reply given by the hon. Railway
Minister.

Sir, due to unfortunate situation of State of Andhra Pradesh, the State
Government has decided not to release its share of fund required for project
implementation. The State of Andhra Pradesh is on the verge of disaster. The State
is in mortgage. Government lands and properties even the capital of Amaravati lands
are up for sale. ...(/nterrupﬁons)... Future revenues are being escrowed to raise
borrowings to meet the present daily expenses. ...(/m‘errupt/ons)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN  (SHRI SURENDRA  SINGH NAGAR): Please.
...(Interruptions)... Please. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR: The State is in a vicious debt trap with
the Government taking loans to repay debt and the future of the people of the State is
gloomy as the state is being steered in a reverse direction. ... (Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR): No running commentary,
please. ...(Interruptions)... Please, no running commentaries. ... (Interruptions)...
Please. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR: No developmental activities are
undertaken by Government of Andhra Pradesh, including maintenance of existing
infrastructure facilities. ... (Interruptions)... Mandatory constitutional provisions are
also being violated by the Government of Andhra Pradesh, despite cautions given by
the Central Government. Under these circumstances, | urge the hon. Minister to be
magnanimous in the case of Andhra Pradesh and come with an alternative to
complete these projects so that developmental activities in the State may not be
hindered.

As per the provisions of the Andhra Pradesh Reorganization Act, under Section
93 read with 13" Schedule, Clause 8, Indian Railways shall, within six months from
the appointed day, that is, 2" June, 2014; examine establishing a new Railway zone
in the successor State of Andhra Pradesh and take an expeditious decision there on.
As per Clause 12 of 13" Schedule, the Government shall examine the feasibility of
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metro Rail facility in Visakhapatnam and Vijayawada Guntur-Tenali Metropolitan Urban
Development Authority within a period of one year from the appointed day, i.e,
2/6/2014 and take expeditious decision there on. Till now, both the projects have not
been implemented. In the year 2019, the then hon. Railway Minister, Shri Piyush
Goyal, came to Visakhapatnam and announced that the Central Government was
going to set-up a new Railway Zone under the name of South Coast Railway Zone. In
2020-21 Budget, Rs. 170 crores have been allocated. In 2021-22 Budget, Rs. 40
lakhs only allocated. In 2022-23 Budget, no allocation has been made. The people
of Andhra Pradesh are suspecting that the new South Coast Railway Zone can be
operationalized or not, that too, the people of Andhra Pradesh are not going to
accept the new Railway Zone without Waltair Division. For the purpose of new
Railway Zone, cancellation of creating of existing Waltair Railway Division is unjustified
and unreasonable. Every time, the hon. Railway Minister says that the Central
Government is fully committed to operationalise the South Costal Railway Zone at the
earliest. But, it has to be completed in a time-bound manner. Already 8 years are
over. We are not demanding bullet trains, but only the existing Railway Zone. Sir,
the Andhra Pradesh Capital Amaravati has to be connected with Railway facility.

Sir, Vijayawada Railway Station is one of the oldest railway stations. It is the
4" biggest busiest junction. But till today, the Vijayawada Railway Station is lacking
proper amenities for the passengers and other infrastructure. | request the hon.
Minister to take immediate steps to make Vijayawada Railway Station as a world class
railway station in all respects.

Finally, Sir, | urge the hon. Minister to take up all projects in the State of
Andhra Pradesh and complete the same without waiting for deposit of State
contribution for the above projects in view of the pathetic alarming situation prevailing
in the State of Andhra Pradesh due to financial anarchism of the present YSRCP
Government. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI RAMBHAI HARJIBHAI MOKARIYA (Gujarat): * "Hon. Vice-Chairman Sir, thank
you for giving me an opportunity to present my views on the discussion of the working
of the Ministry of Railways.

SHRI RAMBHAI HARJIBHAI MOKARIYA: "Sir, | would like to say that yesterday one
of the Hon. members said that former Prime Minister, Shri P.V. Narasimha Rao,
introduced the policy of liberalization in India. | also request for privatization and
liberalization of the railways. Liberalization has taken place in the airline sector, post
offices and the telecom sector. Liberalization breaks the monopoly and in this age of
competition people and consumers need to be facilitated. Shri PV Narasimha Rao
made a few efforts for the construction of Ram Mandir. But it is sad to say that he did
not get the place that he should have got in Delhi. It is also a pity that his mortal
remains had to be taken to his homeland for cremation. This is a very serious matter.
You praise your Prime Minister but it is a pity that you could not allot even three yards
of space for him in Delhi. Prime Minister Shri Narendrabhai Modi has built the Ram
Mandir, repealed Article 370 and after doing all this, we have won more seats. You
need to understand why you are losing seats. If you want to do a good job as an
opposition party, you are requested to support the good work done by the Bharatiya
Janata Party. Jai Hind, Jai Bharat."

SHRI G.K. VASAN (Tamil Nadu): Sir, we all know that the Railways is called as the
lifeline of India and covers from Kashmir to Kanyakumari. It carries the people from
rural to urban. An average Indian citizen is dependent on Railways as a preferred
mode of transport. Definitely, Sir, it is the duty of Railways to give high-priority to
safety and security of the passengers. Sir, | press upon the need that Tamil Nadu
needs more projects, more attention from the Ministry of Railways. Sufficient
allotment of funds is needed for the State of Tamil Nadu because not only the new
projects, even a lot of old projects are also pending in the State. Sir, things like gauge
conversion, electrification, doubling, over-bridge, subway, modernisation,
stoppages, new railway routes and especially electrical operation for human-operated
crossing, all these can be done phase-by-phase. Sir, | request the Minister that
timely start of work and completion of that work within stipulated time is definitely the
need of the hour. Sir, stoppage of train at important towns seems to be very
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important. It may be a temple town, a business town or a tourist town. For example,
in Thanjavur District, Kumbakonam town is a temple town near Papanasam
Constituency. Sir, stoppage of two express trains there is very important and the
Minister has also written a letter positively in this regard. | request the Minister for the
same. This is a good ticket revenue-yielding Station from Tiruchirappalli of Southern
Railway under NSG-5 category. Sir, concession is needed for disabled, senior
citizens, sports person and other valid categories. | press the need for it. Sir, | want to
give two important suggestions before | complete. One, | request the hon. Minister to
kindly reconsider establishing non-air-conditioned first class coaches in all major
trains for the benefit of passengers with respiratory illnesses like Ashtma, Bronchitis
and other such diseases. Sir, during Covid-19 pandemic, we have seen that the
Railways rose to the occasion by running special trains and also providing isolation
coaches which was appreciated whole-heartedly by the people of India. Sir, another
important suggestion is that IRCTC, Indian Railway Catering and Tourism Corporation
Limited, is today engaged in promoting tourist activities only. It is one of the
designated ticketing agencies for Government employees availing Leave Travel
Concession (LTC). Sir, IRCTC may leverage this status to tap the tourist potential of
India, especially in Tamil Nadu by offering packages for centres like Mahabalipuram,
Thanjavur, Madurai, Kanyakumari, Nilgiris, Kodaikanal and other places with historical
and cultural centres. This is for the promotion of tourism. At present, Sir, the tickets
purchased only from IRCTC counters are eligible for LTC claims. The eligibility may be
extended to the tickets purchased online from IRCTC website also. This will save a lot
of time of Government employees who otherwise have to stand in queues for buying
tickets during their office working hours. | hope the hon. Minister will consider my
requests favourably and act upon them positively. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI HARSHVARDHAN SINGH DUNGARPUR (Rajasthan): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir,
| thank you for giving me this opportunity to speak. * "Sir, | too know Gujarati but
since | have not informed the Chair in advance, | shall speak in English."

Sir, | rise to speak on the Demands for Grants under the Ministry of Railways.
Sir, under the able-leadership of our Prime Minister, there has been a record
allocation of Rs.1,37,000 crores for the Railways. There are a lot of new initiatives
being taken by the Ministry. The Railways has to develop new products and efficient
logistics, services for small farmers, and for small and medium enterprises,
integration of rail network to provide seamless solution for movement of parcels.

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3ATSTh el online shopping b1 STHTET 81 So, the railways will play a very important role in
these logistics. There is Pradhan Mantri Gati Shakti Cargo Terminals and multimodal
logistic facilities to facilitate transportation of cargo and there will be 100 such
terminals in the next three years. Regarding multimodal connectivity between mass
urban transport and railways stations, Sir, under the Kavach Atamanirbhar Bharat,
2,000 kilometers railway network will be brought under Kavach for safety and
augmentation in 2022-23. Sir, another very important step taken by the Railway is the
introduction of Vande Bharat 400 new generation trains for better efficiency and
passenger riding comforts. Sir, for the first time, these trains will be made of
aluminum instead of steel. So, it will increase the efficiency and they will be made
safer. Sir, 102 such trains are already in the pipeline. Sir, the Finance Minister has also
proposed one-station-one-product to help local businesses and supply chain. There
has been a huge push in railway electrification. Sir, there have been various
investments physical targets set, construction of new lines, gauge conversion,
doubling of lines, track renewals, electrification, rolling-stock of locomotive coaches
and wagons. Sir, a very important point, especially for me, is the gauge conversion.
| come from Dungarpur in Rajasthan and they just completed our gauge conversion
between Ahmedabad and Udaipur and Dungarpur comes on the way. Sir, | have
some issues which | have pointed out to the Railway Minister. One is the level
crossing at Balwara Phatak No.151. It is the main road that goes from Dungarpur to
Ahmedabad and thousands of people go to Ahmedabad to work from Dungapur, but
there is a level crossing there whereas underpass has been made in all along the
villages that come on the way. So, | would request the Minister to make an ROB and
he has very kindly agreed. ...(Interruptions)..

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR)! Please address the
Chair, Dungarpurji. ... (Interruptions)..

SHRI HARSHVARDHAN SINGH DUNGARPUR: So, the other point is about the
Ratlam-Banswara-Dungarpur rail line. The State Government over the years-- we
have had two Governments-- have not been able to contribute their share to the rail
line. It is very important that now there is a change in policy and the Centre should
take up the total construction of the rail line between Ratlam-Banswara and
Dungarpur. The State can facilitate in land acquisition, but the Centre has to pay the
compensation. This is a very important point, and | hope the Railway Minister will
consider this and change the policy so that we can have a railway line. Otherwise, no
Government will ever be able to afford the compensation. The other very important
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point or issue to be taken up by the Railways is the 'Look and Act North East Policy',
Sir. It is a very important proposal in these times. Sir, there has also been increase in
rail connectivity to Nepal; there has been rail connectivity to Bangladesh. There are
new lines and doubling.

That is a very important step. All gauge conversion work in the North-East
region has been completed. This is a very important thing. In today’s time, railways
will play a very important role in the logistics and since a lot of these lines will go to our
border areas, and to facilitate the movement of heavy equipments of the Army,
Railways will play a very important part. The Minister should consider making special
rakes, coaches and special railway equipments to transport tanks and other heavy
equipments. So, one train can transport to the border areas hundreds of trucks which
transport equipments. So, in future, looking at the world situation--today we don’t
know where we are going- - feel that the Railways will play a very, very important part
in future in transporting the heavy equipments of our armed forces. We have two very
dangerous neighbours. We have our borders from the deserts of Rajasthan to the
highest mountain ranges in the world where our Army is posted. It is a very crucial
part that the Railway will be playing.

Another important point is tourism. The passenger expects safety and the
Railway is also introducing aesthetically designed vistadome coaches on the tourist
routes. This is another important scheme. Steam engines and steam tourism should
also come into play. For the private train operations, there have been some bids, but
they are not very successful. The other issue is that the railway is also considering
land monetisation and RLD has been involved in monetisation of identified railway
assets of 111 railway parcels, 84 railway colonies and 4 railways in Darjeeling, Kalka,
Nilgiri... (Time-bell rings) ... Sir, | am given ten minutes!

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR): No, eight minutes.
Please conclude.

SHRI HARSHVARDHAN SINGH DUNGARPUR: Sir, the National Railway Plan is also
another important step. The Indian Railways is restoring its full capacity to pre-Covid
level. Indian Railways plays a crucial role and is one of the seven engines of growth.
...(/nterrupt/ons)... It is among the Gati Shakti initiative. The other big thing is the
new Bullet Trains that will be introduced in high speed railway corridors. There would
be an upgradation of railway stations. ... (Interruptions)...
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SURENDRA SINGH NAGAR): Please conclude.

SHRI HARSHVARDHAN SINGH DUNGARPUR: Sir, today, Indian Railways is the
fourth largest rail network in the world and the second largest in Asia.
Finally, | would like to say:

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SHRI ABDUL WAHAB (Kerala): Sir, with your permission, | would say a few words.
| am very happy that everybody is praising; even Shri Brittas is also praising our
Railway Minister, Ashwiniji, now everybody--I don’t know for what reason--maybe,
they are having their own reasons for Railways. | feel that the discrimination against
the South is not just with Ashwiniji only. It is all over the world ! North America, South
America, everywhere, always north is at the top. In our case also! But, my problem
is, in the south, as Dr. Kanimozhi and others said, they are discriminating against
Kerala. So, we want to have a separate zone. Otherwise, Kerala will never escape
from the south discrimination also! That is why, my request to our Ashwiniji is to
somehow see to it that the Kerala Zone is created. Since how many years we are
asking, but there will always be excuses !

Sir, | am not going to talk about the railway network all over the country.
| would restrict my request to my region. These are small issues, which need just a
signature from Mr. Ashwini to be looked into. We approached the Chairman, Railway
Board, to request for a change in the train timings, from 7.00 a.m. to 5.30 in the
morning, so that we could have connecting trains. We have made recommendations
from our level and at the level of the Palakkad DRM, but it is not happening.
Everything has to go through the Railway Board.

Sir, | am making just two-three simple points. There is a train running from
Nilambur to Trivandrum known as Rajya Rani Express. That is a train that caters to
patients undertaking cancer treatment. The train caters to the Cancer Institute in
Trivandrum from the Malabar side. We don't have any cancer centres. That stops at
Kochuveli. From Kochuveli, again, they have to travel seven kilometers into the town.
They say that there is no space in Trivandrum. | would request that if there is no
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space, then they can consider the train from Nagercoil to Trivandrum. It has been
sanctioned recently. It is seven kilometers from Trivandrum to Kochuveli. At night and
through early morning, these poor patients come all the way from our place to
Trivandrum and, similarly, from the Cancer Center to Kochuveli. The train ticket may
cost Rs. 1560-200. We want AC trains. Somebody here was saying that no AC trains
are required. There is only one AC sleeper coach. Let it be there. Don't stop it citing
Covid. But from Kochuveli, for a distance of seven kilometers, autorickshaws charge
Rs. 300 to Rs. 500 early in the morning from the Cancer patients. It is free in the
railways, but at night they are charging the patients Rs. 300 to Rs. 500. They are
being exploited. From Nagaercoil to Trivandrum, it is just seven kilometers. That may
be provided for so that all these problems are over. They talked about LHB coaches
and Vistadome coaches. Our place, Nilambur is famous for teak. Somebody was
saying that the railways are being used to transport teak from India to the UK.
Nilambur teak is famous all over the world. So, they constructed the railway station
there. That is what was told. Now it is a big railway line. Please reinstate that train.
After Covid, it was stopped.

Sir, | am not demanding too many things. | am just asking for two-three things
-- resumption of the Maveli-Malabar-Parasuram Rajya Rani Express, the Mangala
Lakshadweep Ernakulam-Ajmer Express and upgradation of old coaches with new
coaches. You won't believe, Sir, our old rail coaches are infested with cockroaches.
You can't imagine how we are travelling.

Sir, these are the few points that | wished to tell the Minister about. | would
request him to look towards Kerala, at least, once. We hear a lot about Gujarat.
Everything from Narendra Modi to God knows where.... ... (Interruptions)... So,
please look at our case also.

SHRIMATI ROOPA GANGULY (Nominated): Sir, thank you for allowing me to speak
on the discussion on the working of the Ministry of Railways.

Railways are an integral part of the life of a common man. No other means of
transportation captures the imagination of people like the Railways do. In Indian
movies too, many iconic scenes had railways in the background. We still have. Who
can forget the scenes from Pather Panchali or Nayak by Shri Satyajit Ray and many
other films by famous Directors? Toy trains in Darjeeling, Shimla and Ooty, let people
witness the beauty of nature and Konkan Railways, along with the recently developing
Chenab Arch Bridge, highlights the engineering marvels of the Indian Railways.

The present Government, under the leadership of Modiji, is working to maintain
the historic heritage of Railways as well as modernise systems for efficiency. Indian
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Railway is set to see its highest ever capital expenditure of Rs.2.45 ftrillion for 2022-
23. The grants under the Demands for Grants are welcomed and should be
approved. The images of Vande Bharat Express trains, Vistadome coaches, airport-
standard stations, periodic reports about record-breaking capital investments,
historically-high originating freight loading and, thankfully, historically lower number of
accidents, etc., are the trending news for the Indian Railways. In this Budget, 400
new-generation Vande Bharat trains and 100 PM Gati Shakti Cargo Terminals, to be
developed during next three years, are promised. This is going to put India on the
global map with reliable infrastructure backbone. These all have been made possible
by the untiring efforts of hon. Suresh Prabhuyi, hon. Manoj Sinhayi, hon. Piyush Goyalji
and now hon. Ashwini Vaishnawji, and all the Ministers associated with Railways and
the officers to provide the results with such commitment.

During the trying times of Covid-19, Indian Railways helped in mobilising the life
saving oxygen to various parts of India. When our hon. Prime Minister, Modi,
announced 'PM Garib Kalyan Yojana', Indian Railways helped in making sure the
foodgrains are transported to every nook and corner of the country.

India is one of the major hubs for IT expertise in the world and e-governance is
one of the major components where we are looking to enforce governance by
leveraging Information and Technology. Indian Railways is an example of ICT
(Information, Communication and Technology) and governance working in
synchronisation.

Our hon. Minister has made it possible that passengers can directly tell their
grievances on WhatsApp and they would get a response from the concerned
Department. This bridges the gap between common people and the Government.
The passengers can now bring their grievances to social media and their grievances
are heard. We have come a long way since 2014 in this regard, where even booking
online tickets through IRCTC was a humongous task, and today we not only book the
tickets online but we have a medium to track the live status of a train with accuracy.

During 2019-20, around 4,24,000 non-gazetted employees have been
provided with different types of training, that is, initial, promotional, refresher,
specialised, etc. The railways maintaining one of the largest workforce in the country
and training them regularly is certainly a major achievement.

[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA) in the Chair. ]

In the effort for 'Sabka Sath, Sabka Vikas, Sabka Vishwas', the system of
direct benefit transfer has been developed to provide money directly to the labourer
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instead of just the contractors. This talks about the commitment of the Government
towards its people. One can check the 'Shramik Kalyan Portal' to see how Indian
railway is ensuring 100 per cent compliance of minimum wage payment with
transparency.

Sir, | would like to raise a question regarding the labourer hired by the
contractors, and here | would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister, working
for Indian Railways. Is there a mechanism to confirm the identities of these workers ?
There is information that illegal immigrants are being hired by the contractors to work
without any document verification. This could jeopardise the safety of the Indian
citizens. We need a mechanism where the labourers are vetted for all their identity
documents.

There used to be a time where we would hear about the railway robberies
every now and then, but the frequency of theft has decreased. But a lot more efforts
are needed as railway protection is the responsibility of Government Railway Police
(GRP) and State Police.

Sir, development of high strength rails, upgradation of indigenously-developed
ATP (Automatic Train Protection) system, TCAS (Train Collision Avoidance System)
Phase-ll project having features like interfacing electronic interlocking, centralised
traffic control and remote updation of TSR (Temporary Speed Restriction), etc., have
been done.

In addition to it, new designs of high horsepower locomotives were developed
during this period. Over 350 critical and long-pending major bridge and track works,
having bearing on safety and operational efficiency have been carried out, and,
backlogs have been cleared. Some of these works were pending for several years
and here comes another example like Bogibeel bridge.

Since 2014, train accident cases have reduced but we recently witnessed a
major accident in which, at least, nine people died and 36 others were injured after 12
coaches of the Bikaner-Guwahati Express derailed near Mayanaguri in West Bengal's
Jalpaiguri District. It was said that a glitch in locomotive equipment led to the mishap.
There was also news that the mandatory inspection was not done in the North-
Eastern Railway. Everyone should be responsible for everyone's life. Our
irresponsibility at any level could cause immeasurable harm to our family.

Sir, we all know that development of railways is a continuous process and we
need to read developments in the context of previous Budgets as well. Present Chief
Minister of West Bengal had served two terms as Railway Minister. First time in 1999
as part of the NDA Government and second time in 2009 as part of UPA Government.
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One of the renowned international news-agency ''Reuters' reported, ''Her
two-year record as Railway Minister has been heavily criticized for running the
network into more debt to pay for populist measures such as more passenger trains."
The Indian Railways became loss-making organization during her two-year tenure.
There were over 100 railway functions inaugurating new projects or for flagging off
new trains in West Bengal in the last six months of her tenure as Railway Minister.
Most of them did not make much progress. Several Railway projects announced by
her during her tenure as the Railway Minister have been sent to the 'Rs. 1000
allocation bracket' by the Central Government at that time. The Railways is a public
good and it is the taxpayers money which is used for its development. So,
announcements of new railways should be economically justifiable and financially
viable. ...(Time-bell rings)..

Sir, through you, | would like to narrate an incident to this august House. Itis a
very happening incident and | am sure, Members would be happy to know about it.
..(Time-bell rings)..  Sir, it is regarding the undying commitment of Railway
employees. An elderly American-Indian couple was travelling from Kolkata to Puri.
Somehow, the wife was unable to board the train and they got separated. The purse,
ticket, money, ID card and everything else was with his wife in her purse. Before |
could talk to the GRP or anyone, the lady went to the GRP and the officers took
action on it immmediately and the problem was solved before the train reached the next
station. | am so happy to see the commitment shown by the people who are working
in Indian Railways.

SHRI BIRENDRA PRASAD BAISHYA (Assam): Sir, before starting my speech, |
would like to compliment the new Railway Minister, Vaishnaw ji. As a Railway
Minister, although it is not a separate Budget, this is his first Railway Budget. | must
compliment you and am also hopeful of getting good response from you, Sir.

The Budget allocation for the North-Eastern Region is hiked by more than 44
per cent in comparison with the previous Budget. The Budget allocation for the
North-Eastern Region is Rs. 11, 428.86 crores. This is all-time high allocation for the
North-Eastern Region. | must compliment you for this. Not only that, till today, many
a Railway Minister has come and many Railway Budgets have been passed by this
Parliament, but for the first time, there is 37 per cent hike in the allotment for the
North-Eastern Region. This is also an all-time record, Sir. | compliment you for this
also. It is known to everybody that Assam was neglected like anything during the
Congress regime. For a single bridge, we had to agitate for a long time. After long
agitation, after students started boycotting the classes, after people took part in the
satyagraha, after people lost their lives in police firings, after all these, we got the
bridge during the Congress regime. | am very grateful to the hon. Prime Minister,
Narendra Modi ji. This is the first Government which has seen to it that all the North-
Eastern Region of our country has railway connectivity today. This is also an all-time
record.

| would now like to raise some issues. One of the major issues which we are
facing is, due to lack of electricity, double-track line is not available in Assam and in
the North-Eastern Region. Hon. Minister, can you imagine, during these modern
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days, there is no electrical train in almost all parts of the North-Eastern Region? Can
you imagine there is no double track rail line in the entire region ?

| hope under your leadership this time we will get justice. This is the call of the
hour.

Sir, | would like to draw your attention to another very important issue. This is
in the interest of our sovereignty and national interest. China built railway lines up to
Tawang in their area. | would request the hon. Minister to start at least a toy train from
Tezpur to Tawang. Tawang is nowadays one of the most popular tourist spots of the
country. Whoever has visited Tawang says that it is better than Switzerland. | would
request you to please start at least a toy train up to Tawang. Our neighbouring
country China built train tracks up to Tawang.

Now the situation is somewhat different. Today, the entire North-Eastern
Region has railway connectivity. All the seven States have railway connectivity. But
there is not a single coach factory in any part of the North-Eastern Region. | want this
gift from our Government. At least start a coach factory in the North-Eastern Region
which will fulfill the demand of our area.

One complaint that we get from the common people is this. All the railway
wagons in the North-Eastern Region, including those of the Rajdhani Express from
Delhi to Guwahati and Dibrugarh, and all the bogies are old. The bogies which are not
going to be used in other parts of the country are sent to Assam. This attitude must
be censured. We are also good citizens. We are also Indian citizens. This
Government is doing a lot of development in the North-Eastern Region. The Prime
Minister always pays special attention to the North-Eastern Region. | believe this will
be looked after by you.

Sir, a Railway Division is there. Now a separate Railway Zone is required in the
North-Eastern Region. All the States of the North-Eastern Region have railway
connectivity. There should be a separate Railway Zone in Assam.

According to a report of the World Health Organization, the highest number of
cancer patients in India is coming from Assam and Punjab. Daily hundreds of people
visit Mumbai for treatment of cancer. On humanitarian ground and in the interest of
cancer patients, are you ready to introduce a Duronto train between Guwahati and
Mumbai? They will bless you, Sir. This is the call of the hour.

Sir, every day hundreds of people visit Maa Kamakhya Temple. From every
part of India, people visit Maa Kamakhya Temple. | would request you to introduce a
special train in the name of Maa Kamakhya from Kolkata to Guwahati and from Delhi
to Guwahati also.
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There are more than 10,000 posts vacant in Grade lll and Grade IV in the NF
Railway. Unemployment is a big issue. Not just in Assam, but in the whole of North-
East, it is a big issue. No industry is there. These vacancies should be filled up
immediately. And special attention should be paid to the local people for those
appointments.

Sir, | would like to draw your attention to one more issue. Already construction
of a railway track has started from Goalpara to Guwahati. But its speed is very slow.
Speed is very slow because double track line is not there. So, | would request him to
look into this issue immediately and help them.

Sir, historically, Assam is a very famous area. | proudly say that we, the people
of Assam, defeated Mughals 17 times. When Mughals attacked all parts of India,
Assam defeated Mughals 17 times. They were not allowed to enter Assam. There are
various tourist spots. So, | would like to request you to kindly look into this issue and
introduce some local train in those areas.

Sir, | would like to say one more thing. There is a town nearby Guwahati; there
is no railway connectivity. Hon. Vice-Chairman, Sir, you also know that there is no
railway connectivity. There is connectivity up to Mazbat. From Mazbat to Kharupetia,
the distance is only 35 kilometres. If you start a railway line from Mazbat to
Kharupetia, that entire district and city will get railway connectivity and the people of
this region can travel easily to other parts. So, | would request you for that. There is
one more thing. You remember that earlier when the Railway Budget was presented,
it was announced that there would be two super specialty hospitals -- one at
Rangapara and another one at Bongaigaon. This was part of the Union Budget,
which was passed by the august House. But this was not implemented. It has not
been implemented for the last ten years. At the time of UPA, they announced it. They
announced that there will be a super specialty hospital in Bongaigaon; they
announced that there will be a super specialty hospital in Rangapara. But nothing has
happened. Now, at least, this Government should look into this issue as a promise
and an assurance given in the Budget by the Government earlier. Kindly resolve this
issue.

At last, | would like to conclude with a request. We, the people of Assam, are
very peace loving people. Guwahati is the heart of the North-Eastern Region. Now,
North-Eastern Region has railway connectivity. There is a railway line up to
Meghalaya; there is a railway line up to Nagaland; there is a railway line up to
Arunachal Pradesh. So, | would like to request you to kindly consider these issues in
the interest and development of the North-Eastern Region. The hon. Prime Minister
has always given utmost importance to the North-Eastern Region. So, in the interest
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of the North-Eastern Region, at least, in our time, you should announce one coach
factory in the North-Eastern Region. This will be helpful in building infrastructure in
those regions and it will help in reducing unemployment. With these words, | thank
you and | hope, under your leadership, we would get justice.

SHRI JAWHAR SIRCAR: The first thing that | would like to draw the attention of the
hon. Railway Minister, who has a wide background of administration, is that half the
railway passengers in India on a daily-basis are just from three suburban railways.
The three suburban railways constitute half the daily passengers of India. With this in

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mind, if half the passengers or even 45 per cent of the passengers are the suburban
passengers of Mumbai, Kolkata, Chennai, they have never got even one per cent of
the Railway Budget. They go packed like animals, they hang out like bats. This sort of
a shameful treatment of suburban railway passengers must end during your tenure,
Mr. Railway Minister. You can take a look at that. That is the first point | am making
that suburban railways have always been neglected, except in very brief periods.

So please look at suburban railways as a special project. The problem is,
though he has some of the finest cadres of traffic, accounts, mechanical, electrical,
the finest cadres, yet most of them consider suburban railways to be a pain, to be
unprofitable. Now you cannot have profitability everywhere. We don't have
profitability in MGNREGA. We don't have profitability in 'Food for Work', in food aid.
So, treat it as a social sector project. My first request is, you will be catering, in one
stroke, to 50 per cent of the daily passengers of India. Please take a fresh look at it.

The second point | would like to make is NMP. The National Monetization
Pipeline scheme is a cloud wrapped within an enigma, wrapped within a mystery.
Please come out transparently. Railways are too important and too risky to be leased
out, even for a short while, to private profiteers. You are talking of leasing 1,400 kms.
| cannot travel in a Rajdhani wondering whether the next 100 kms. of tracks are being
maintained by a profiteer. Please, please clarify, where you are doing it, on what
grounds you are doing it. Every feet of railway line has to be maintained and the
Railways are doing a splendid job out of it, but in spite of that, accidents happen. So
please be careful; Railways are the lifeline of India. Before you lease out anything of
the railways, please be more transparent. Let it be in the public domain. Your Budget
is Rs.1.5 lakh crores. Your net worth is more than the Government of India's Budget.
You are an aristocratic department, come out transparently. Don't play behind
screens.

So my second point is on NMP. You are leasing out 400 stations. Which 400
stations? Who is in-charge of what? Who is in-charge of signaling? Who is in-
charge of delays? Who is in-charge of other things? The Railways are the heart of
the administration of India. Do not play around with it. If you have to lease, if you
have to earn money, build supermarkets over railway stations of urban areas which is
within your control. It is not like a gas pipeline from one end to the other that you
lease out. Railways are just too risky. So before we fall for this NMP game, which is,
as | said, an enigma and within a mystery within another mystery, so please come out
with facts. One of the hon. Members has said a lot of negative things about Ms.
Mamata Banerjee as Railway Minister. | don't want to get into all that.
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All I am saying is that she had a vision statement made by professionals when
she was here. The second is that she knows what the people want. Otherwise, she
could not be getting elected again and again. Have a look at that statement! Last
point that | would like to make is that when you lease out, you are leasing out the
pride of India, the Heritage Railways. The Heritage Railways are like the jewels of
India. How you can lease out your own jewels, the Darjeeling Railways! First of all, it
is under sad state of neglect. g7 IT AR YT BT I and all that. It is in a sad state
of neglect as it is. What will a private company do there! It requires infrastructural
investment. So, you lease out jewels like the Darjeeling heritage Railway, Shimla
heritage Railway, even the Konkan Railway, which is one of the pride of the Indian
Railways. Why are you going in for that? This * about earning Rupees Six lakh crores
from this and that can come about, but not from selling off family silver. Don’t sell off
our lives, our safety, and our lifeline for a few coins of silver, Mr. Minister. And, my
ultimate point, Sir, | won't encroach on your time. One fact is not told to you and to
most people. There are many people who require a small machine to be plugged in
while travelling on the train, for breathing, CPAP, BiPAP; somebody also mentioned
'bronchial', | think Vasan saheb mentioned. So, there are the machines which need
very low power consumption. Your Ministry cuts off the electric line every half-an-
hour, which destroys the machines. Your light is on, your fan is on; why can't that
plug point be on? | mean, | have not been able to understand. | spoke to half-a-
dozen people. So, please remember these points that the life-saving point which is
just a plug point in your compartment, let it be on. | wound up by complementing
you. You come with a wide experience.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri H.D. Devegowda.

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA (Karnataka): Sir, | won't take much time. Hon. Kharge ji
was the Railway Minister and some of those projects which were sanctioned in 1996
during his period were completed and inaugurated. These are Hassan-Bengaluru,
Chikkalur-Bengaluru. Why | am telling this is that demand for the new lines or for
completion of old lines, which you have sanctioned, are increasing because
compared to other transport systems, the rail travel is very cheap. Sir, he knows
more than me about the railway lines which | had sanctioned. Munirabad to
Mehaboobnagar, which connects both Karnataka and Andhra Pradesh, is one of the
best routes. They have covered half portion and the railway track has been completed
and the trains are running. In each compartment 200 to 300 people are travelling
today. If it is going to be completed, it will be one of the best railway projects, which |
had approved in 1996.

Sir, let me talk about the hon. Railway Minister. It is not the question of
praising him. He has an administrative skill. When | met him, he called the concerned
officers, took the decisions on the spot, and, directed the officers who had met me.
Though | do not go outside, somehow, | come to Rajya Sabha. The only thing is when
| am coming here, | should see that something is done in some of these areas, where
we are suffering in Karnataka. Sir, let me mention the new Railway lines, which have
been demanded from the beginning. One is Shravanabelagola to Medikeri, a new line
on plain area, and, there is no major problem to run that railway line except one
bridge. Second one is from Mysore to Medikeri via Hunsur. These are going to
provide more connectivity to the rural areas. Also, from Mangalore to Bengaluru, we
can run the train.

| am now going to make some suggestions. Another thing which | had
sanctioned is from Bengaluru to Kanakpura. This is a new railway line which | had
sanctioned. The survey had also been completed. Only because of the scarcity of
funds, it has been dragging on. So, | would like to request your goodself on this.
Yes, about railway lines, it should go to the inner areas. But in south Karnataka,
Kharge ji is there, except Mangaluru to Konkan Railway, there is only coastal area.
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Connecting the areas from Mysore to Mangaluru and from Shravanabelagola to
Madikeri will be more helpful. You can discuss with your officers and take decision at
least for the survey. And, subsequently, you can take a decision about providing
funds, if it is feasible. Whether it is feasible or not is going to be a big issue. | would
like to tell only one word to your goodself about the Mysore-Arsikere railway line.
Jaffer Sharief was the Railway Minister at that time. When | discussed this issue as a
Member of the Lok Sabha, he said it is not feasible and we are going to cancel it.
Some tracks were also removed. It was a metre gauge line. | took a decision after |
took oath on the floor of the House. As the oath-taking process got over, the next
day | called the Chairman, Railway Board. Shri Ram Vilas Paswan was the Minister.
He is no more now. Today, 28 trains are running on that line. What the officers told
was that it was not workable, not feasible. They removed some railway tracks also. |
took a decision. It was not for me personally. It was for the public. Today, 28 trains
are running there. What system we had adopted at that time was, priority should be
given to the places where after the railway line is completed, the returns are high.
Unless you complete a railway line, how are you going to get the industrial
development or any other development? If there is no track, how can we expect the
returns? Those days, we changed the system itself. First we drew the railway line
and then thought of the returns. | don’t want to go back to all those days. | am going
to give the details of some of the pending projects. New line at Bengaluru-
Chamarajanagar via Kanakpura section and Mysuru-Hunasuru-Piriyapattana-
Madikeri-Mangaluru is pending. Construction of Belur-Hassan railway line instead of
Belur-Sakaleshpur line in Chkkamagaluru-Belur-Sakleshpura, which | have already
discussed, is also pending. Work on Munirabad-Mehaboobnagar is going on. It is
half done. When the budget scarcity is removed, we may see that it is completed.
Another project is Chickmagalur-Sakaleshpur new line linking up of Sakleshpura in
lieu of Hassan-Belur-Chickmagalur-Sringeri. Sringeri is one of the important places
all over India. So many tourists will come. | have been demanding this for the last 15
to 20 years. Modification in the proposed Shivamogga-Ranebennur rail route to
Shivamogga-Yalavigi connection on the ongoing Gadag-Yalavigi project is also
required.

Another project is Shravanabelagola-Holenarasipura-Arakalagudu-
Somvarpet-Madikeri-Mangaluru. Out of these works, two-three are new works and
others are ongoing works. Please see to it that they are completed. | am not going
to take much time. | have given only a few suggestions. My experience, when | met
him first time, is that as an administrator he has taken some decision. Today, on the
floor of the House, | am making a humble request to him to see to it that these
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proposals are considered. Sir, | want to express my sincere thanks for having given
me this much time. Thank you very much, Sir.

Need to reduce Central taxes on petrol and make cesses on it shareable with States

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, high petrol prices have been
burning a hole in the common man's pocket. The Centre may blame this on the rise in
global crude oil prices but the reality remains that Central taxes on petrol have tripled
in the eight years of the present Government. In 2014, consumers were paying
Rs.9.48 as tax per litre of petrol whereas today, they are paying Rs.27.90. Overall,
the Centre has increased its tax revenue from petroleum products by 223 per cent,
from Rs.1.15 lakh crore in Financial Year 2014-15 to Rs.3.72 lakh crore in Financial
Year 2020-21.

On many occasions, the Centre has also appealed to the States to reduce VAT
on petrol. Out of every Rs.100 it earns as tax from petrol, it shares just Rs.2 with the
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States. The Centre has done this by heavily increasing cesses on petrol, which are
not shared with the States. In just five years, cesses have increased from 56 per cent
to 95 per cent of the total central taxes on petrol, which is the highest till date. To
compensate for its shrinking revenue, the States have been forced to increase VAT on
petrol.

There is an urgent need to restructure taxes on petrol to ease the burden on
consumers and to make tax-sharing with States more equitable. Thus, | urge the
Government to take necessary steps for reducing its overall taxes on petrol and for
making cesses on petrol shareable with the States. Thank you very much, Sir.

Need to increase the font size of the name of the Geriatric medicines written on its
packaging for helping elderly population

SHRIMATI ROOPA GANGULY (West Bengal): Thank you, Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir,
for allowing me to raise this issue as a Special Mention. Today, | wish to talk about
increasing the font size of geriatric or basic medicines.

Sir, there are nearly 138 million elderly persons in India in 2021 and many of the
elderly people suffers from age-related medical issues.

Geriatrics, is a speciality that focusses on health care of elderly people. There
are certain medicines which are prescribed for the elderly people. This is also a fact
that most of the elderly people suffer from bad eyesight. The font size of medicine
name on eye drop or ear drop is hardly legible.
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We have also witnessed that because of the changes in society we now have
nuclear families and in many cases, the elderly people have to take care of themselves
when their children are living in other cities for better opportunities. Considering these
scenarios, it is very important that the font size of the name of the medicine on the
packaging is increased. There should also be colour coding to differentiate between
medicines of different ailments like heart diseases and other mental health-related
diseases.

In one of my previous questions in Rajya Sabha, | received the reply that
according to CDSCO, no such representation that senior citizens are not able to
properly read the instructions on the medication packaging has been received. We
can't ignore the issues of elderly people just because there had been made no
demand for it so far.

As a welfare State, it is the responsibility of the Government to take into notice
the problems from any section of the society.

Hence, | would suggest that the appropriate Ministries should take this into
consideration.

Need to regulate cryptocurrency

DR. FAUZIA KHAN (Maharashtra): Sir, Ranking 2 in a poll of nations that use
cryptocurrency the most, the number of crypto users has skyrocketed to over 15
million. Around 15 million Indians are believed to have made investments in private
cryptocurrency holdings. Within just a year, relevant investments have increased from
923 million dollars to almost 6.6 billion dollars. And, the pandemic has magnified
some of the value propositions of cryptocurrency and decentralised finance. With the
currency-users doubling globally since January, India can have a crystal-clear
advantage by being an early mover in the global landscape of FinTech. Given the
smaller towns are at the forefront in this field, rationalised regulation can increase
employment opportunities in the most backward areas. If India aims to attain a 5
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trillion-dollar economy, we cannot ignore the 1.7 trillion-dollar market of untapped
cryptocurrency space. But, to achieve this benchmark, it would emanate with a
regulatory framework. With increased risk of cryptocurrency being used for financing
illegal activities, the solution definitely is not to absolutely ban its usage. Hence, | urge
the Ministry of Finance, in collaboration with the Reserve Bank of India, to frame an
elaborate code of conduct in the regulatory framework that communicates the
industry of the intent and eventually encourages self-regulation from the industry.
Regulated usage can help in aiding India's monetary landscape and bridge the gap
areas that exist in the current FinTech landscape.
