SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA (Tamil Nadu): Sir, it is a very important issue which solicits the
attention of the Union Government for immediate response. According to the United
Nations Migration Highlights 2020, India has the largest transnational community in
the world. It is realised that 18 million people from India are found to be living in other
countries than their country of birth. And between 2000 and 2020, India saw the
largest migrating population which was 10 million amongst all other countries.
Another shocking news came from a reply to a question in December last year in the
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Lok Sabha by the Minister of Home Affairs which informed that 8,81,254 Indians gave
up their citizenship since 2015 till 30" September, 2021. Sir, these are not the people
who include unskilled labour and all. They are very well-skilled personnel like
researchers, scientists, doctors, IT professionals and engineers. It is a very, very
imperative need. And we should look into the reasons as to why they are migrating.
Fleeing of business people to other countries because of tax harassment is different,
but these skilled personnel who have been educated here, why should they go there?
Sir, it is very, very important. The reasons found are that they are in quest of
monetary benefits, access to advanced technologies and better standards of
research. So it becomes very imperative that the Government should identify these
major sectors including medicine, engineering and science from where maximum
number of trained professionals migrate. So appropriate steps have to be taken at
the earliest and suitable employment opportunities be given to match their skills.
Otherwise, they will be contributing to the GDP and development of other countries
and our expenses towards their education becomes meaningless. And along with
that, research fund allocation to younger research scholars and old people should
also be increased and administrative support should also be given.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra Pradesh): In pursuance of the
739 Amendment to the Constitution of India that was made to strengthen the rural
local bodies, funds are granted by the Central Government to State Governments for
implementation of Centrally-sponsored schemes and several other schemes. In reply
to a parliamentary question, it has been stated that under the 14™ and 15" Finance
Commission, Rs.7,659.79 crores have been sent to the Gram Panchayats in the State
of Andhra Pradesh between 2018 and 2021. But the Sarpanchs in the State of Andhra
Pradesh have stated that the funds are not available for implementing any work
pertaining to the 12,918 Gram Panchayats and their CFMS accounts showing
zero balance in almost all Panchayats. After election of the Sarpanchs, Rs.345 crores
and Rs.969 crores have been withdrawn by the State Government without informing
the Sarpanchs. Sir, this is a serious act of mismanagement of funds by the State
Government. The funds allocated are meant for strengthening the basic amenities,
sanitation, drinking water supply, street lighting, bare maintenance. The rural
economy of the Andhra Pradesh is in shambles. As the local self-Government is
unable to undertake various economic activities and welfare activities, and people are
not receiving any intended benefits due to the diversion of the funds.

Sir, even MNREGA funds were not utilised and diverted for other than intended
purposes. Taking into consideration all the above said facts, it is imperative upon the
Government to immediately intervene in the matter and do justice to the people of
Andhra Pradesh, particularly, who are residing in the rural areas and strengthen the
Gram Panchayats in the State of Andhra Pradesh.

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Need for separation of the Handloom and Handicraft Directorate from the Ministry of
Textiles

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Sir, Indian handloom and handicrafts is a part of the
social, cultural and spiritual tradition of India. It is, in fact, our spiritual wealth. There
is a need to protect this particular sector which has been languishing for a long time
since the colonial rulers left India. Currently, as per the latest report of the Ministry of
Textiles, about 35.23 lakh weavers are in this sector, 67 per cent of them do not have
an income as high as Rs.5,000 and 26 per cent earn between Rs.5,000 to Rs.10,000
as per the Fourth Handloom Census Report. The main problem is that the
overarching policies measures under the Ministry of Textiles that are clubbed with
powerloom products have not been fruitful. Sir, the Budget provisions and Budget
announcements which have been made for the general textile sector are basically
oriented towards helping the powerloom based textile and not the handloom and
handicraft based textile. The common weaver centres have not been successful in
Kota and Pochampalli. The MSME status, which has been given to them, doesn’t
work in the field because the people who are registering them are Additional Director
of Textiles Department whereas MSME is a separate Department. Therefore, there is
a need to treat it as a niche product, look for niche market and try to increase their
export base. Sir, it is very important, therefore, to treat it as a part of creative
economy of this country and build a separate department of handloom and handicraft
in the Government. Thank you, Sir.

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Statement

(a) and (b) Health is a State subject. Government of India has maintained data of
total cases and deaths as reported by States/UTs on a regular basis. Disaggregated
data by profession is required to be maintained by the States. Accordingly, Union
Government has requested States/UTs to furnish the requisite details. In response,
details from few States/UTs have been received and are submitted at Annexure-I.

Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Package (PMGKP): Insurance Scheme for
Health Workers Fighting COVID-19 was launched on 30" March 2020 to provide
comprehensive personal accident cover of Rs. 50 Lakh to 22.12 lakh health care
providers including community health workers and private health workers who may
have been in direct contact and care of COVID-19 patients and may be at risk of being
impacted by this.

Also, private hospital staff/retired/ volunteer/local urban bodies/contract/daily
wage/ad-hoc/outsourced staff requisitioned by states/central hospitals/autonomous
hospitals of central/states/UTs, AIIMS & Institute of National Importance
(INI)/hospitaIs of Central Ministries specifically drafted for care of COVID-19 patients
are also covered under the PMGKP.

The PMGKP Insurance Scheme for Health Workers Fighting COVID-19 was
extended from time to time and was last extended was for a period of 180 days w.e.f.
20" October, 2021.

(a) to (d) Government of India launched the Integrated Power Development
Scheme (IPDS) in December, 2014 under which Distribution Infrastructure projects
such as Strengthening of sub-transmission and distribution networks in urban areas;
Metering of distribution transformers / feeders / consumers in the urban areas;
IT enablement works; Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP); Smart metering; Gas
insulated Sub-stations (GIS); and, Real Time Data Acquisition System (RT-DAS) are
executed.

So far, projects worth Rs.30,802 Crore [with Government of India (Gol) Grant
of Rs. 19,322 Crore]| have been sanctioned under IPDS covering project components
outlined herein, of which Gol grant of Rs.16,717 Crore has been released to

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States/UTs. The State-wise sanctions and disbursements made under IPDS
including the State of Rajasthan are at Annexure-I.

Under IPDS, System strengthening and distribution (ST&D) projects covering
547 Circles in 33 States/UTs were taken up. Out of these, the distribution system
strengthening works in 544 circles have been successfully completed. The status of
implementation under IPDS System strengthening project for major works completed
is at Annexure-II.

Under IPDS, Central funding is being provided for strengthening of sub-
transmission & distribution networks in the urban areas and metering of distribution
transformers/feeders/consumers for reduction of Aggregate Technical & commercial
(AT&C) losses. Funds have also been sanctioned under IPDS for underground (UG)
cabling and Aerial Bunched (AB) cables and metering, which help in reducing AT&C
losses.

Apart from IPDS, the Government has recently launched a Reforms based
results Linked Distribution Scheme for Distribution utilities and a scheme for additional
borrowings, both of which have linked financial incentives to reform in the areas of
AT&C losses reduction and reliability of power supply. Reforms and financial
incentives have been made inextricably linked to release of funds to Distribution
utilities and States in this regard.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR: Sir, under the IPDS Scheme, they
wanted to ensure 24x7 power supplies to the urban areas. In respect of Andhra
Pradesh, the Central Government allocated funds and, as a share of the Central
Government, released Rs. 501 crores. | would like to know whether these IPDS
projects are on ground in the State of Andhra Pradesh. If yes, at what stage they are
there? During winter season, there were many power cuts in the State of Andhra
Pradesh. And, it has further been indicated that there will be more power cuts in the
coming season.

SHRI RAJ KUMAR SINGH: Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, under various schemes,
including the IPDS, we have given funds to the State of Andhra Pradesh. Under
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the IPDS, we have given Rs. 879 crores; under the RAPDRP, we have given Rs. 507
crores; under the Deen Dayal Upadhayaya Gram Jyoti Yojana, we have given Rs. 941
crores and Rs. 645 crores. In all, we have given Rs. 2,972 crores to Andhra Pradesh.
This was the size of projects sanctioned. The grant from the Government of India,
out of Rs. 2,972 crores, was Rs. 1,976 crores, and the rest was loan. Now, under
that, we have released Rs. 1,821 crores as our share of grant, which is 92 per cent of
the expenditure. Out of the money which we have released, they have constructed
308 new sub-stations, augmented the capacity of 96 sub-stations; purchased 21,838
transformers; laid down 8,439 LT lines and 6,258 circuit kilometers, etc., etc. | have
given here the overall figures. The overall situation is that the average availability of
power in the rural areas in the year 2015, when we carried out a survey, was about 12
hours. Today, it is about 21 hours. It could become possible because of the
strengthening of the distribution systems. We have connected the whole country to
one grid. We have strengthened the distribution system. Sir, in the past five years,
under various schemes -- the Deen Dayal Upadhayaya Gram Jyoti Yojana, the IPDS,
the Soubhagya, etc. -- we have sanctioned schemes worth Rs. 2,02,000 crores.
Out of which the Government of India’s grant was about Rs.1,42,000 crores. As a
result of that, the distribution system has been strengthened in such a way that,
today, in rural areas, the availability of power is 21 hours and in the urban areas it is
23 hours. This is as per the last survey we carried out. Our objective remains to
increase the availability to 24 hours. There are some gaps. Those gaps are partly
because of many of the distribution companies are in heavy losses, especially the
Government-owned distribution companies. So, they are not able to buy power.
Those losses need to be addressed. Otherwise, we have strengthened the systems.
Anything remaining as far as the system strengthening is concerned, we shall do
under the new scheme, that is, Revamped Distribution Sector Scheme. But that
Scheme is conditional. We shall give money only to those distribution companies
and those States which take steps to reduce the losses because we just can’t keep
on pumping money into a bottomless well. So, we will give money for changing
electricity lines, LT lines, setting up of sub-stations, etc., but if the distribution
company does not have the money to maintain it, then, after five years, the
distribution system will, again, collapse, and, after five years, we will be back from
where we had started. So, we have made this Scheme conditional. We shall give
money only to those distribution companies which decide to take steps to reduce the
losses and the State Government stands by it.
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SHRI RIPUN BORA: Sir, in the reply, in Annexure-l, it is shown that the total
approved cost in respect of all the States under the IPDS is Rs.30,802 crores and the
Government of India’s total grant is Rs.19,322 crores. My question is: Will the
Government of India give the remaining part to the States or not because if the
Government of India does not give, the State has no power to complete it; it will be
lying half done. This is what | want to know, Sir.

SHRI RAJ KUMAR SINGH: Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, most of the schemes are
reported to have been completed by the States. There are some gaps. We have
given them time till the end of February to submit the completion reports after which
these funds will be released. So, these funds are balance funds, which shall be
released on the receipt of completion reports. We expect the completion reports of
most of the schemes, almost about 95 per cent of the schemes, to reach us by the
end of February. The sunset date for the Scheme is 31% March. We don’t intend to
extend it. If any part of the work is left, that can be covered under the new scheme.

T Original notice of the question was received in Hindi.
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As per the report received from the State of Chhattisgarh, no death among
Tribal women and children has been reported in the state due to malnutrition.
However, deaths have been reported due to other causes (District wise details at
Annexure-A).

The report also shows number of cases of deaths of pregnant women, children
and newborns have increased in the Tribal areas of Chhattisgarh during the last three
years. The causes of death reported among pregnant women include hemorrhage,
sepsis, abortion, obstructed labour and hypertensive disorders while causes of death
reported among children are pneumonia, diarrhea, fever and measles. Reported
causes of neonatal deaths are sepsis and asphyxia. Details thereof are given at
Annexure-B.

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Statement

(a) to (d) To address the burden of mental disorders, the Government of India is
implementing the National Mental Health Programme (NMHP) since 1982. The
Government is supporting implementation of the District Mental Health Programme
(DMHP) under NMHP in 704 districts of the country. To generate awareness among
masses about mental illnesses, Information, Education and Communication (IEC)
activities are an integral part of the NMHP. At District level, sufficient funds are provided
under the DMHP under the National Health Mission for IEC and awareness generation
activities in the community, schools, workplaces and community at large.

Further, realizing the impact that COVID-19 may have on the mental health of the
people, the Government has taken a number of initiatives, inter alia including -

(i) Setting up of a 24/7 helpline to provide psychosocial support, by mental health
professionals, to the entire affected population, divided into different target
groups viz children, adult, elderly, women and healthcare workers. Till date a
total of 5,77,743 calls have been received on the helpline.

(i) Issuance of guidelines/ advisories on management of mental health issues,
catering to different segments of the society.

(i) Advocacy through various media platforms in the form of creative and audio-
visual materials on managing stress and anxiety, and promoting an
environment of support and care for all.

(iv) lIssuance and dissemination of detailed guidelines by the National Institute of
Mental Health and Neurosciences (NIMHANS), Bengaluru- ""Mental Health in
the times of COVID-19 Pandemic - Guidance for General Medical and
Specialized Mental Health Care Settings .

(v) All the guidelines, advisories and advocacy material can be accessed on
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare website under “Behavioural Health —
Psychosocial helpline” (https://www.mohfw.gov.in/).

vi) Online capacity building of health workers by in providing
i) Onli ity buildi f health Kk by NIMHANS i idi
psychosocial support and training through (iGOT)-Diksha platform.
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Besides the above, the Government has announced a “National Tele Mental
Health Programme” in the Budget of 2022-23, to further improve access to quality
mental health counselling and care services in the country, which will include a network
of 23 tele-mental health Centres of Excellence, with NIMHANS, Bengaluru being the
nodal centre.

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Alarming rise in Omicron cases in the country

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (DR. MANSUKH MANDAVIYA):
(a) to (c) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (c) With the reporting of Omicron Variant, a highly mutated variant of SARS-CoV-
2 virus and its classification as a Variant of Concern (VoC) by the World Health
Organization (WHO), the Union Ministry of Health & FW revised its ‘Guidelines for
international arrivals’. Following a risk based approach, provisions for mandatory pre-
departure & post arrival RT-PCR testing on day 8" of arrival and a mandatory home
quarantine for 7/ days have been made in the present guidelines for all international
travelers to India.

Ministry of Health & Family Welfare continues to provide technical guidance for
managing various aspects of COVID-19 including containment and surveillance, testing,
clinical management protocols, post-COVID sequale, etc. The clinical management
protocols have also been disseminated under Ministry of Health & FW’s Center of
Excellence initiative for all States collaboration with AIIMS, Delhi and Indian Medical
Association.
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Besides regular review meetings at the level of Union Health Minister with all
relevant stakeholders including subject experts, review meetings with States/UTs
through video conferencing have been conducted regularly to review preparedness and
response measures to address COVID-19 pandemic. States/UTs have been advised to
undertake the following activities:

o Strict monitoring of International travelers in the community.

o Contact tracing of positive individuals & follow up for 14 days.

e Genome sequencing of positive samples through INSACOG Labs in a prompt
manner.

. Continued monitoring of areas where cluster of positive cases emerge.

. Further strengthening of COVID-19 testing infrastructure and ensuring early
identification of cases through adequate testing across the States.

. Ensuring preparedness of health infrastructure (availability of ICU, oxygen
supported beds, ventilators, etc.) and upgrading health infrastructure under
ECRP-Il including in rural areas and for pediatric cases.

e  Commissioning all PSA plants, ensuring sufficient logistics, drugs etc.

. Ensuring COVID-19 vaccination for the eligible population including coverage
among young adolescents (15-18 years) and precaution dose for health care
workers, frontline workers and elderly with co-morbidities.

° Ensuring adherence to COVID Appropriate Behaviour.

Union Ministry of Health & FW continues to provide support to States/UTs to
enhance preparedness and response capacities against COVID-19 and other public
health emergencies. Funding support is also provided to States/UTs through National
Health Mission, State Disaster Response Funds (SDRF) and Emergency COVID-19
Response and Preparedness packages. Under ECRP Phase Il, a package of Rs. 23,123
crore (with Rs. 15,000 Cr as Central Component) has been approved. Of this, as on 31%
January 2022, funds to the tune of Rs. 7245.95 crore have been released to States/UTs
as part of Central component to strengthen health infrastructure to manage any

surge in cases.

Omicron variant is the dominant variant in the country presently. The current
surge of COVID-19 cases in the country is showing a sustained declining trend since 21%
January 2022.
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SHRI T.G. VENKATESH: Sir, my first supplementary question to the hon. Minister is that
the manufacturing of vaccine for controlling Covid-19 disease has been successfully
done by the Modi Government. It has successfully been administered to more than 100
crores people who are vaccinated now, and, globally, also, we are in a position to
supply. But this vaccine is only preventive.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please be brief.

SHRI T.G. VENKATESH: Spreading of virus will not be controlled only by masks. For
this purpose, heap filters have to be installed. Is the Government going to take steps for
installing heap filters in the Central Hall of Parliament and other places also?

House.

Statement

(a) to (c) Ayushman Bharat — Pradhan Mantri Jan ArogyaYojana (AB-PMJAY)
launched on 23.09.2018 is the world’s largest insurance/assurance scheme. The
scheme provides health coverage of Rs. 5 lakh per beneficiary family per annum to
approximately 10.74 crore poor and vulnerable families identified on the basis of select

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deprivation and occupational criteria in rural and urban areas respectively as per SECC
database of 2011. State/UT-wise details of beneficiary families are at Annexure-I.

National Health Authority (NHA) has initiated steps for setting up of Joint Review
Mission (JRM) across the country to function as a valuable feedback mechanism for the
scheme to make it more people friendly.

NHA is working along with State Health Agencies (SHAs) for improving
awareness amongst beneficiaries, expanding healthcare providers network, timely
settlement of claims of empanelled hospitals and augmenting capacities of SHAs and
District Implementation Units to ensure more effective stewardship of the scheme at the
grass-root level. Details of other measures taken to improve implementation of the
scheme are at Annexure-ll.

PMJAY’s beneficiary database is defined. States/UTs have the flexibility to add
their own beneficiaries in alliance with AB-PMJAY at their own cost.

Details of measures taken to improve implementation of AB-PMJAY:

Demand Side Interventions

vi.

. NHA signed Memorandums of Understanding (MoUs) with leading solutions

providers such as CSC E-Governance Services India Limited (CSC) and UTI
Infrastructure Technology and Services Limited (UTIITSL) to issue Ayushman
cards free of cost to SECC 2011 beneficiary undergoing verification for the first
time. State/UTs were encouraged to adopt such MoUs for non-SECC
beneficiaries in their States.

. “AapkeDwarAyushman” (ADA) is a key initiative of NHA that is implemented in

mission mode across 10 State/UTs, including focus States such as Bihar,
Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, and Uttar Pradesh. The campaign leveraged a
grassroots network of healthcare workers, frontline workers, Panchayati Raj
institutions, village level agents from CSC and UTIITSL to mobilize and verify
nearly 4.2 crore beneficiaries.

NHA has reached out to Central Government ministries implementing welfare
schemes (UjjwalaYojana, AwasYojana) using SECC 2011 database. This was
done to use the updated databases of such welfare schemes for better targeting
of potential AB-PMJAY beneficiaries.

. NHA has taken steps to increase avenues for Ayushman card generation by

onboarding additional agencies for card generation and card approval.

. Integration of pan-india Information, Education and Communication (IEC)

campaigns of AB-PMJAY with other national flagship schemes.

NHA has launched the concept of AyushmanMitra — a rewards and recognition
program to transform PMJAY into a Jan Andolan by creating avenues for societal
stakeholders to come forward and assist the scheme beneficiaries.

Supply Side Interventions

NHA has developed the concept of a beneficiary facilitation agency to increase the
participation of empanelled public hospitals by streamlining the implementation of
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PMJAY at such hospitals and ensuring adequate attention to AB-PMJAY
beneficiaries.

ii. A dedicated “Hospital Operations” unit has been formed at NHA to engage with
healthcare providers and increase their participation under the scheme.

iil. A focused approach is followed for empanelling majority of 100-bedded hospitals
and top corporate hospitals under AB-PMJAY..

iv. Timely settlement of claims is one of the key drivers to encourage participation of
empanelled hospitals and thereby improve service delivery to beneficiaries. In this
regard, NHA has taken several measures to expedite claims adjudication.

SHRI P. CHIDAMBARAM: | wish to speak on the Budget presented by the hon. Finance
Minister. | am happy | am speaking in the Council of the States, otherwise known as the
Rajya Sabha under the Constitution. Had the Congress Party not been there, this would
still be, under the Government of India Act, 1919, the Council of the Princes; and instead
of us, there would have been regional rulers sitting with their shining armours and flowing
turbans, speaking in praise of Queen Elizabeth Il who has completed 70 years in the
thrown. Thank God for the Congress, we have a Rajya Sabha and | am able to speak to
you.

Sir, before we were obliged to walk out, the Prime Minister was speaking
eloquently about jobs and employment. | want to humbly submit to him a statistic which
he should use in his next speech. As on 31.3.21, there were 8,72,243 vacancies in the
Central Government. And the almighty Government of India recruited 78,264 persons to
these vacancies, leaving nearly eight lakh vacancies vacant as of today. This is a
statistic which | am sure the Prime Minister will welcome and he will use it in his next
speech.

There is much | liked about the Budget, but since | have decided to speak only for
a few minutes, | leave it to my friends. But the best thing | liked about the hon. Finance
Minister's Budget Speech was that it was the shortest speech -- 90 minutes.
Thank you, Madam. And returning the compliment, | will also keep my reply very short.

Firstly, Sir, you would have seen that disruption is a way for change and
innovation. There is disruption today in business. There is disruption in science. There
is disruption in technology. There is disruption in every activity because disruption
creates innovation and it creates the urge to bring about a change. | am a member of
the tukde-tukde gang which is the Hindi version of the word 'disruption’. | am not
worried because in this hon. Parliament a question was asked who are the members of
the tukde- tukde gang and the hon. Minister said, "We have no data available on the
tukde-tukde gang. There is no data available on the tukde-tukde gang. There is no
data available on the oxygen shortage deaths. There is no data available on the bodies
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flowing on the rivers. There is no data available on how many migrants walked back to
their homes. There is no data available on doubling farmers' income which should have
been done in 2022. This is a no-data-available Government, otherwise the NDA
Government. But | have some data. And | want you and the hon. House to look at this
data.

Last year, the hon. Finance Minister projected the 2021-22 fiscal deficit at 6.8 per
cent. | cautioned, saying it will not be contained in 6.8 per cent. They said they will do
better than 6.8 per cent. They have actually done better than 6.8 per cent. They have
done 6.9 per cent.

[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA) in the Chair.]

On disinvestment, the target was fixed as Rs.1,75,000 crore. | cautioned, that will be
indiscriminate disinvestment and that will be mindless disinvestment. | am grateful to the
Government for accepting our caution and collecting only Rs.78,000 crore as against the
target of Rs.1,75,000 crore.

On capital expenditure, let us look at some very important data. In 2021-22,
the Budget Estimates projected capital expenditure as Rs.5,54,236 crore. This Budget
also lays great emphasis on capital expenditure. So, the Government's capital
expenditure will drive growth; the Government's capital expenditure will crowd in private
investment. | have seen a number of statements made by the hon. Minister as well as
her officers. So, | think, it is very important that we look at capital expenditure. Now,
the Budget Estimate for 2021-22 was Rs.5,54,236 crore but the Revised Estimate came
as a pleasant surprise. It was Rs.6,02,711 crore. | was pleasantly surprised until we got
into the finer print and we found that Rs.6,02,711 crore includes a one-time debt
payment of Air India of Rs.51,971 crore. That is not a capital expenditure. That is
repayment to the bank. If you deduct that amount, it will be about Rs.5,52,000 crore
which is less than the Budget Estimate. | could go on and give a lot of data but | won't
burden my speech with more data.

Let us look at some other things. | think the Government believes that people
have short memories. | am grateful to my friend, Swaminathan Aiyar, who pointed out in
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a recent article that two years ago, the Government promised to privatise BPCL,
Container Corporation of India and Shipping Corporation of India. There is no word in
this year's Budget on what progress they have made. Last year, the hon. Finance
Minister said that she would privatise two public sector banks and one insurance
company. There is no word in this Budget about what happened. Last year, for the
third time, they promoted what is called the National Monetisation Pipeline with different
names and different years, and they said that they will raise Rs.6,00,000 crore by selling
old infrastructure over four years. One year has passed. There is no word on that. The
Railways said that 151 passenger trains on 109 routes will be bid out to private sector.
There was a tremendous response to this announcement. Do you know how many
people responded? Zero! Zero bids came for this announcement. Why do you make
these announcements? Some of them are bad announcements. Some of them may be
good announcements. Why do you make these announcements if you do not have the
capacity to execute any of these announcements? That is why, we don't take these
announcements seriously. We only look at the Outcome Budget. There is no purpose at
all in looking at this Government's proposals in the Budget. | only want to look at the
Outcome Budget.

Now, Sir, | believe that a Government must have an overarching economic
philosophy. You may criticize it; you may say that it is a good philosophy or a bad
philosophy. But, | think it is very essential that a Government must have an overarching
economic philosophy. My party has one and we said so when we released the
Manifesto for 2019. It is based on 3Ws. The first 'W' means work, the second
'W' means welfare and the third 'W' means wealth. We are not against creation of
wealth. Wealth must be created but work and jobs must be created and welfare must be
promoted. Now, let us take jobs and | am going to leave the others to my friends. Let
us take jobs. We have a population of 139 crore people of which the work force is
94 crore. But the labour force participation rate, which is defined as a proportion of the
total population, is 37.5 per cent which translates to 52 crore. Of the workforce, only
52 crore have some kind of a job, regular or irregular. The median age of India is
28.43. 50 per cent of Indians are below the age of 28.43 and presumably looking for
jobs. The Government promised 2 crore jobs a year. They should report to us as to how
many jobs were created. According to the CMIE's data on unemployment, which is the
only reliable data because the Government does not put out data on unemployment

anymore, urban unemployment this morning was 7.9 per cent; rural unemployment was
6.54 per cent. And the Budget speech had one statement about job creation that
through Gati Shakti and infrastructure, 60 lakh jobs would be created in five years. So,
that is about 12 lakh jobs a year. The annual addition to the labour force is 47.5 lakhs. If
47.5 lakh people are coming into the labour force, workforce, every year and you are
creating 12 lakh jobs, what would the rest do? The answer is very simple. They would
fry and sell pakodas.

Sir, finally, | believe that every Budget is contextual. What is the context in which
we are? What is the context of the Indian economy today ? There is an old Tamil verse
and | would not recite it. It is attributed to Nanneri, a work composed by Siva Prakasar.

Sometimes it is attributed to Thiruvarutpa of Vallalar but the keywords are ""place,
meaning/context, task, time' . Tamil is a very rich language. What is 'context' has been
explained in beautiful four words - /dam Porul Yaeval Kaalam. Economic policy is
contextual. What is the context today? In 2016-17, India's GDP grew by 8.3 per cent.
In 2019-20, it slid down year by year to 3.7 per cent and in 2020-21, the pandemic year,
we hit a recession. | would leave out that year but in four years, this Government has
brought down the growth rate -- pre-pandemic -- from 8.3 per cent to 3.7 per cent. In
2019-20, the GDP in constant terms was 145 lakh crore rupees. In 2020-21, the
pandemic year, it came down to 135 lakh crores. We are growing only when we go back
to 145 lakh crore. 145 lakh crore is the last benchmark that we hit. India is growing only
when it gets back to 145 lakh crore in constant prices and grows higher. We have not
reached that stage. The Government claims that we are running fast but we are running
fast to stay in the same place. You have to run fast to go ahead. You cannot run fast in

the same place. This is not a treadmill.

Sir, the Budget papers say that nominal growth in the next year 2022-23 would be
11.1 per cent. | have heard the new Chief Economic Advisor saying, '‘Real growth would
be 8 per cent.' Now, the hon. Finance Minister must clarify to this House as to which is
correct. Will nominal growth be 11.1 per cent and real growth be 8 per cent? In which
event, is the hon. Finance Minister assuring this House that inflation would be only about

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3.1 per cent? Sir, one of the numbers is wrong. Either the Budget number of nominal
growth rate at 11.1 per cent is wrong or the new Chief Economic Advisor's prediction that
real growth will be 8 per cent is wrong. This has to be clarified.

Sir, | said that | support the creation of wealth but we have to create work and we
have to promote welfare. Let me end by what the Government has done for welfare or
not done for welfare in this context. So, let us play the context. India's economy has
not yet recovered to the level of pre-pandemic year. Everybody will agree with that. In
the last two years, millions of jobs have been lost. Sixty lakh MSMEs have been closed
down, according to the Association of MSMEs. Eighty four per cent of households have
suffered a loss of income. Per capita income has declined. Per capita expenditure has
declined, and 4.6 crore people have been pushed into extreme poverty. Huge learning
loss among school children especially, children who live in rural India and are enrolled in
Government schools and have no access to devices. Malnutrition, stunting and wasting
among children has increased according to the World Health Report. India's rank in the
Global Hunger Index has fallen to 101 out of 116 countries. WPI inflation is estimated by
the Government's own numbers is over 12 per cent and the CPI inflation at 5.3 per cent.
There is flight of talent from India, business talent, engineering talent, medical talent and
science talent is fleeing India. There are emergence of monopolies and duopolies. There
is crony-capitalism. The top-ten per cent of India garner 57 per cent of the national
income and holds 77 per cent of the nation's wealth. Sir, 102 billionaires have become
142 billionaires and the 142 billionaires' wealth has increased from twenty three lakh crore
rupees to fifty three lakh crore rupees in two years. This is in the context of India. In this
context, what has the Budget done for welfare? The subsidy for petroleum for this year
and the next year from Rs. 6,517 crore cut to Rs. 5,813 crore; Fertilizer from a lakh and
forty thousand crore rupees to a lakh and five thousand crore rupees; Food from
Rs. 2,86,219 crore to Rs. 2,06,481 crore. In Agriculture, from 4.3 per cent of GDP to
3.84 per cent of GDP; crop insurance from Rs. 15,989 crore to Rs. 15,500 crore and
MGNREGA from Rs. 98,000 crore to Rs. 73,000 crore. Welfare has been thrown to the
wind. Work has not been created and welfare has been thrown to the wind, and you
say, 'we are creating wealth." You are creating wealth for whom, for the 142 billionaires
or for the crony capitalists? Who are you creating wealth for? If wealth is not shared,
what is the point of creating wealth? This Government has forgotten the poor. The word
'Poor' occurs twice in the Budget; the word 'Jobs' occurs thrice in the Budget and one
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name occurs six times, and | compliment the Finance Minister for being loyal to her
Prime Minister. You have forgotten the poor. Let me end by saying that the poor will not
forget you; the poor have long memories. Thank you.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): The next speaker is
Shri Jawhar Sircar. Shri Sircar, our very senior Member, Devegowdaji, wants to go early
due to health reasons. Chairman, Sir, has allowed him to speak for five to seven
minutes.

SHRI JAWHAR SIRCAR (West Bengal): Okay, Sir.

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA (Karnataka): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, | am going to confine
myself to the issue of inter-linking of rivers. | don’t want to discuss about the facts and
figures presented by hon. former Finance Minister. We worked together in 1996. | was
very keenly watching and | am so happy he has made certain points about achievements
and non-achievements.
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Sir, Karnataka is one of the States which is going to suffer very badly even for
drinking water. It is one of the major issues when the present Budget indicated linking of
rivers i.e., implementation of the Ken-Betwa Link Project with an estimated cost of
Rs. 44,605 crores. This is aimed at providing irrigation benefits to 9.08 lakh hectare of
farmers’ land, drinking water supply for 62 lakh people, 103 MW of hydro power and 27
MW of solar power. Allocation of Rs. 4,300 crores was made in 2021-22 and Rs. 1,400
crores in 2022-23 has been made for this project.

Para 37 of the hon. Finance Minister’s Speech says that draft DPRs of five river
links, namely Damanganga-Pinja, Par-Tapi-Narmada, Godavari-Krishna, Krishna-
Pennar and Pennar-Cauvery have been finalized. So, Sir, the issue about which
| particularly wanted to know from the Government is about Krishna-Pennar and Pennar-
Cauvery for which draft DPRs have been prepared.

The point is, when Bachawat Award was given in 1969, | was one of the persons
who fought for it. When rivers were inter-linked, Karnataka was one of the most
important States among the inter-State river disputes. Cauvery dispute is confined to
Tamil Nadu, Kerala and Puducherry. | know this. My friends are here. The Tribunal
Award was published in 2007. | don’t want go into the merits and demerits of the Award
which had also been questioned in the Supreme Court through an SLP and the Supreme
Court had also given the verdict. Now, the point is about drinking water. My friends are
also aware of it. There is nothing to suppress any information. The Supreme Court had
allocated 4.7 TMC consumptive drinking water to Bangalore city. Sir, Bangalore city’s
population, as per 2011 Census, is 85 lakhs. My friends are here. But, today, the
population of Bangalore alone is 130 lakhs ! Sir, 4.75 TMC was allocated by the Supreme
Court and | don’t want to go back into all the details.

But, the only thing is, in Bangaluru itself, the population today is 130 lakhs.
Whatever the hon. Supreme Court had decided, we are giving 284 TMC to Karnataka
and 400 and odd TMC to Tamil Nadu. There is acute problem of availability of drinking
water in Bangaluru. They say that it does not come under the purview of the catchment
area, that is why they have not taken into consideration to allocate drinking water for the
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one-third Bangaluru city. That is the problem. Earlier rivers were going to be linked
from Mahanadi to Cauvery, during K.L. Rao's period. | do not want to go into all those
decisions. | would like to draw the attention of my friends here to one or two issues.
Late Karunanidhi was supporting the UF Government, when | was the Prime Minister for
eleven months. | discussed with late Karunanidhi that the Government itself was going
to fund the construction of project and whenever there would be any shortage to Tamil
Nadu, we would not come in the way of the flow, we will allow the water; and, when
Tamil Nadu would not require water, we would use the water for drinking purposes and
some portion might be utilized for power generation. This was the discussion that we
had with late Karunanidhi. But, he had not accepted that. ...(Interruptions).. | am not
speaking anything lie; | have never spoken lie in my life. There is nothing to suppress.
So, | was saying that he had not accepted that. And, this issue was amongst one of the
points raised by Karnataka in the Tribunal. But, the Tribunal had not said anything in this
regard whether to construct that project or not. They had kept silent. That is the
position. Today, we are trying our best to convince the Union Government to construct
this project on our own. There is nothing to be shared by the Central Government. The
cost is to be shared by Tamil Nadu...(Interruptions).. | will sit down... (Interruptions)...

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA (Tami Nadu): It should be with the consent of riparian States. That
was the agreement. ..(Interruptions)..

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA: There is nothing to be suppressed. ..(Interruptions)..  Sir,
please have some sympathy for drinking water. | know, late Karunanidhiji had
sanctioned nearly 300 feet lifting, that is, Rs. 2000 crores for drinking water for six
districts, drawn from Hogenakal. | had personally gone there. However, the Union
Government was not going to support it because we did not have political strength. Let
us be honest. All the 39 MPs had stood up and went to the Well. Sir, at that time, | was
alone in this House. When | am coming in this House, | should at least speak and
explain. | know the majority will, ultimately, have its say. | do not want to come in the
way. The right to drinking water is a fundamental right. | was in the sub-committee but
we were unable to take a decision about how we can bring all the States together to
agree to on the question of, at least, drinking water, on interlinking the rivers. | don't
want to go back to the past history. The only point is ... (Interruptions)..
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Have you finished ?

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA: No. | will take another four or five minutes. To overcome the
crisis of drinking water problem, the Government of Karnataka has proposed to
construct Mekedatu Project at the border point with a total storage capacity of 67 TMC.
This is purely a drinking water supply project with incidental power generation of 660 MW
with an installed capacity of 400 MW. The DPR was prepared and sent to the
Government of India in early 2019. The Government of India has not yet taken a decision
because you are objecting to it. We are trying our best, but the Union Government has
not cleared it. As soon as the pre-feasibility report had been cleared by the Central
Water Commission in November 2018, Tamil Nadu challenged it. | know this. This is an
issue for which we are struggling. There was so much of agitation going on in Karnataka
for drinking water in Bengaluru. How can 4.75 TMC be sufficient? Out of the allocation
made for irrigation purpose, we are using 50 TMC for drinking purpose. We have
4.75 TMC of drinking water for 130 lakh people. This is the fate of Karnataka.

With your permission, | will raise this issue. Linking the rivers is a major issue. In
Tamil Nadu, there are very vocal people and they are fighting the battle. On the issue of
Cauvery, both DMK and AIADMK will come together and fight. | know this. BJP is on
the other side and the Congress is also on the other side. | am alone. What can | do?
| was listening to the Prime Minister's speech. ...(Interruptions)..

DR. L. HANUMANTHAIAH (Karnataka): The Congress is with you. ... (Interruptions)..

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA: Even if | join your party, you will not come with me on this
Cauvery issue. | know that because it is a battle which | have been fighting for the last
fifty years. The Tribunal Award is not to divert the water and take it to the dry areas. You
cannot divert it. That is the award of the Tribunal. | know what the Tribunal has ordered
about delta irrigation and all these things. But they are diverting it to other dry areas.
After the Cauvery-Vaigai-Gundar Link Project and lifting water from Mettur to the benefit
of Salem district in the guise of drinking water, they have no moral right to object.
...(Interruptions).. You are clever. ...(Interruptions).. Please. You fought the battle.
In our area, including the delta area, you fought so much. | know about delta irrigation,
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and you did three crops and all these things. Now, | don't want to go on debating. Sir,
drinking water... (Interruptions)..

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Thank you. Please don't disturb.
SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Sir, | want to clarify.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): Let him finish.
(Interruptions) .. Please don't disturb.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: | am not disturbing. | am only clarifying. ...(Interruptions)..

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA: The same former Finance Minister...(Interruptions).. If | tell a
lie, you just counter it. In Karunanidhiji's time from Hogenakkal, for six districts,
Rs. 2,000 crores were provided by the Government of India. We are helpless. " "Can |
speak a few words in Kannada? We are like orphans now..."

PROF. MANOJ KUMAR JHA (Bihar): Sir, no translation is available.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA): You have to be attentive to
understand.

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA: * ""No one recognises us here. They delivered speeches here
and | did not leave, but | sat through and listened to their speeches. So, you won't lose
anything if you listen to my speech now. Three of your Members of Parliament have won
from Bengaluru City, not just one but three seats. But they can't do anything here. Yes,
the Congress Party has done a few things in Bidar. Mallikarjun Khargeji, you please
speak regarding this." Sir, | request my hon. colleague to speak afterwards. | don't
want to speak much.

Sir, | have only one point regarding this drinking water issue. | have mentioned
what exactly is going on in Karnataka. Now, so much of agitation and demonstration is
done by the Congress friends, but what should we do? Tell me. They can't.

My responsibility is to raise the issue concerning the State and not on the basis of
political consultation. (7ime bell rings) Sir, | have only two points. In the Upper Bhadra
Project, the revised estimate amounting to Rs.21,473 crores has been administratively
approved by the Government of Karnataka in December, 2020. The proposal is to utilise
29.9 TMC of water to irrigate 2.25 lakh hectares in Chikkamagaluru, Chitradurga,
Tumakuru and Davanagere Districts of Karnataka State. It is also proposed to fill up
367 tanks. On this project, there is no objection. ...(Interruptions).. | am only
praying through you.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY): Please conclude now. You
have exhausted the allotted time. You have taken more time.

SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH: Sir, he is the former Prime Minister. ...(Interruptions)..

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA: | am not an extraordinary Member. | am an ordinary Member
here. | am not claiming more time on that count. | don't want to claim anything on that
past history. So far, an expenditure of Rs.5,000 crore has been incurred by the
Karnataka Government. They are struggling because of lack of resources. It is the BJP
Government there.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY): | have to call the next
speaker. | am sorry.

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA: | am not going to plead before the BJP Government, but the
people of that area are suffering. Rs.5,000 crores have been spent. (Time bell) Till
today, the Government of India has not responded to the demand for declaring this as a
national project. ...(Interruptions)..

Regarding the Upper Krishna Project Stage-3 also, a proposal was sent to the
Government of India for treating this as a national project. Both these issues are
pending. The Leader of the House, Shri Piyush Goyal, is sitting here.
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He should, at least, convey these concerns to the hon. Prime Minister, the Jal Shakti
Minister and the Finance Minister.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY): | am sorry; | have to call the
next speaker. Mr. Jawhar Sircar, please start.

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA: At least, do something to save the people. Please do it.
| am requesting with folded hands.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY): That will not go on record.
Please start, Mr. Jawhar Sircar.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY): Now, Mr. Jawhar Sircar.

Prime Minister. ...(Interruptions)..

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY): | am under instructions.

SHRI JAWHAR SIRCAR (West Bengal): Sir, if permitted, ... (Interruptions)..
SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH : Please allow him to speak, Sir. ... (Interruptions)..

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY): Mr. Sircar, please start.

SHRI JAWHAR SIRCAR: Sir, if permitted, ...(Interruptions)..

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRl SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY)i Do you wish to speak,
Mr. Sircar? ... (Interruptions).. Do you wish to speak, Mr. Sircar?

SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH: Piyush ji, please intervene. ...(Interruptions)..

THE LEADER OF THE HOUSE (SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL): Sir, | think, we can give time to
hon. Member, Shri Devegowda ji.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY): Thank you. It is very kind of

you. Devegowda ji, you may speak. Mike may be switched on please.

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA: Sir, 130 TMC of water will go to Tamil Nadu. When the issue
of Godavari and Krishna was referred to the Tribunal, the Bachawat Award clearly said
that Karnataka should get 27 TMC, though it is a diversion project from Godavari. They
clearly said it. But today, as regards Krishna-Pennar, nothing has been said about the
share of Karnataka and Tamil Nadu will get nearly 130 TMC because it is below Grand
Anicut.

We cannot get anything until and unless the Union Government takes a decision in
this regard. The allocation was made on the basis of the area that is covered by Tamil
Nadu, Karnataka, Puducherry and Kerala. All these things have been taken into
consideration. Now, another 130 TMC is going by this proposal. What is our share?
That is all | am saying. Hon. Leader of the House is not considering my request. Sir, all
these things should be taken into consideration. Let Tamil Nadu leaders also speak.
| will also listen to them. That is not the issue. The only thing is that the Government of
India is ill-treating the State of Karnataka. We are being treated like orphans. It
happened many years ago in this very Parliament, when | was in the other House, | was
crying. The BJP was on one side and the Congress was on the other side. Nobody
came to my rescue. Ministers were there. It was a question of drinking water. Beggars
are not the choosers. These were the words which | used. The Leader of the
Opposition has come. Now, collectively, we will fight the battle. We all request the
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Government to please consider Karnataka's demands. It is your own Government. You
will get the credit. With these words, | conclude. Thank you very much.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY): Thank you very much. Now,
Shri Jawhar Sircar.

SHRI JAWHAR SIRCAR(Karnataka): Hon. Chairman, Sir, it is my proud privilege to
participate in the Budget debate just after the hon. ex-Prime Minister of India. Though
one was getting fidgety, one has to admit that if a current Prime Minister can get an
indefinite amount of time to speak, the former Prime Ministers also deserve that amount
of respect. And after all, everybody will become a former' Prime Minister. When | look
at Dr. Manmohan Singh, Mr. Devegowda, | am reminded of ...

SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH: He is a 'farmer' Prime Minister !

SHRI JAWHAR SIRCAR: | am reminded of the grace that is necessary for the chair of the
Prime Minister. Be that as it may, | tried to analyse the Budget because it had been my
job for a large part of my 40 years in service. To prepare Budgets and to understand
them, there are hidden codes written by bureaucrats within Budgets, | am casting no
aspersions. But this one ..(/nz‘errupﬁons).. Yes, | was one. That is why | am saying.

Having said that, this Budget defies such an analysis. | wish | could describe it as
insipid, tasteless, directionless. But | would be failing in my duty if | do not point out to
the nation that this Budget also carries the seeds of the perpetuation of inequality in a
manner in which we have hardly ever seen ever before. It institutionalises the difference
between classes in India.

Just for figures, you are taking the Budget up to Rs. 39.45 lakh crores. It is a
record increase. But on the resource front, we find that receipts (other than borrowals)
are in the range of Rs. 24 lakh crores. Now, that is where the catch starts from. | will
explain it as | go along. You are keeping Rs. 19 lakh crores of the Central tax revenue for
yourself and giving Rs. 8 lakh crores to the States. This is not the place to discuss the
State-Centre devolution, but at some point of time we must get together on this and
change the basic structure. We cannot go on on an inequitable structure.
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The only bad news is good news, that is, on disinvestment you are failing
miserably. First of all, nobody gave you a right to sell off the assets that the nation
created for 70 years, those much mentioned 70 years. But you have failed in that. You
have shown inefficiency in this part also. Your Disinvestment Budget was Rs. 1.7 lakh
crores and you are doing Rs. 75,000 crores, Rs. 1 lakh crore shortage on that. It
impacts on the Budget because you had booked that. The National Monetisation
Pipeline, that you announced with a lot of fanfare and aggression, was Rs. 88,000 crores
this year. You will hardly get Rs. 8,000 crores. So, these impact the Budget. Nobody
authorised you to sell off. But then, there are two major worries, and | express this on
behalf of the All India Trinamool Congress and on behalf of many right thinking persons.
One is on the fiscal deficit.

Mr. Chidambaram before me spoke of fiscal deficit and he mentioned the figure of
6.9 per cent fiscal deficit. It is extraordinarily high and it impacts on India's image before
foreign investors,that you keep talking about. You will try to bring deficit down to 6.4 per
cent this year. | doubt it. Now, there is an interesting part about how the receipts of the
Government come at the moment. This is just for refreshing figures. Corporate income
tax or corporation tax gives us Rs. 7.2 lakh crores. Income tax, personal income tax,
with all the vast machinery, all the officers and all the powers, gives us Rs. 7 lakh crores.
GST, the Central part, is Rs. 7.8 lakh crores. Central Excise that has gone up to
rocketing high levels, mainly on petrol, gives us less than Rs. 4 lakh crores. Let us
remember that the major taxes are between Rs. 7-8 lakh crores. These are the three
major verticals of taxation. | shall bring two worrisome points here. One is about the
fiscal deficit, which | have already mentioned. Immediately following that is the point of
borrowals, the borrowals that are extremely dangerous for any nation. Your borrowals
have increased by 130 per cent. 130 per cent is the burden of borrowings since you
came to power. You inherited an outstanding liability of 50 per cent of the GDP, the
borrowing was 50 per cent of the GDP. That is what the other regime gifted you. But
you have taken that to 61 per cent of the GDP. For God's sake, how will you pay back?
Who will pay it back? Which generation will pay back these amounts? Forty-three per
cent of all that we earn or gather goes to the servicing of interest. That means if | borrow
or if | take 100 rupees, | have to give back 43 per cent for my past sood, if | may say so.
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I will not get into individual allocations of budget. But one thing about individual
allocations attracts my attention and that is the budget of the Ministry of Housing and
Urban Affairs. It shot up from Rs.54,000 crore last year to Rs.74,000 crore within the
year. You know where that money went. Twenty thousand crore rupees went to the
pandering of a gigantic ego in tinkering around with the Central Vista and other projects
including the ones that we have. This money could have gone for more proper roads.
This Central Vista can only come up if we destroy national institutions. The National
Museum, the National Archives and the National Centre for the Arts will have to be
destroyed so that Rs.20,000 crore can be spent. And the visuals of the buildings that
| have seen, they represent the most mediocre form of aesthetics, if at all it can be called
aesthetics. ...(Interruptions).. | have seen the visuals. They are obviously selected by
someone. Your are now borrowing Rs.5,00,000 crore a year from small savings. You
are frightening me. You are frightening the middle class. Would you be able to pay it
back? Or will | stop investing in small savings? You have to tell me that.

The second worry is from 'the obscenity of riches' that has overtaken India. | am
using the words 'the obscenity of riches'. There are 142 billionaires. Mr. Chidambaram
spoke before me. ...(Interruptions).. 142 bilionaires not 143. ...(Interruptions)..
These 142 billionaires have increased their wealth under this regime in seven and a half
years from 22 lakh crore rupees -- Rs.22 lakh crore is three times what we pay as
income tax every year -- to not 44 lakh crore rupees, but it has gone up to 53 lakh crore
rupees. The cornering of wealth can only happen in a collusive order.

One interesting news has come out today itself in Bloomberg and it came out four
days ago in Forbes. These are the ones that keep track of the rich. They say that
somebody's wealth -- somebody who flew in the Prime Minister to take oath -- has
gone up from Rs.42,000 crore when he brought him in that flight to Rs.6.7 lakh crore.
...(Interruptions).. | think it is the highest rate of investment any businessman could
ever do. ...(/nterrupz‘/ons).. | would not like to name anyone. Okay. Mr. Adani.
Everybody knows it. ...(Interruptions).. | am quoting from the Forbes report and from
the Bloomberg report. They say that it is in the range of Rs.6.8 lakh crore from
Rs.42,000 crore. This is stupendous. That is why | used the words 'the obscenity of
wealth' that again manifests itself in crazy tall buildings and all other luxuries.
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The top hundred corporate heads in India have jacked up their wealth from
Rs.35 lakh crore. The increase is of 30 per cent in seven years. Can't part of it be
skimmed off? Can't they be forced to part with a part of it for the welfare of the nation
that is getting pushed back and back and back? When trains are burnt in Bihar and in
U.P. over railway recruitment, take that as an early sign. Don't see it as a law and order
problem. Remember, India is burning within. The internal manifestations will burst out
through similar incidence if you don't take caution. | have seen the Naxal movement
break out during my college years. Wealth tax, as Mr. Chidambaram, suggested should
have been imposed last year, and then this year. Why are you not imposing wealth tax?
Without wealth tax, you cannot appropriate a part of the profits that you have facilitated
through the system. You can't do this.

The thing that hits our eye is the slash in social sector spending. The social sector
is being devastated by this insipid Budget. Food subsidy has been slashed by
Rs.80,000 crore. Who authorized you to take away food from the mouths of the poor?
The Prime Minister mentioned that he had got food reach 85 crore Indians among
135 crore Indians. Out of 135 crore Indians, 85 crore Indians have received free food.
Don't you realize that you are making an admission and an affidavit before this House
that 85 crore out of 135 crore Indians are so poor that they line up for free food. They are
the real poor and not the statistics that you mentioned. They are the real poor.
Remember, that is the best affidavit | heard today.

On rural development, you are slashing it by about Rs.15,000 crore. On health, it
is Rs.86,000 crore. India's investment in health is just 1.25 per cent of the GDP. It is one
of the lowest in the world. ...(/nterrupz‘/ons).. And we have gone through this Covid
trauma when you talk about having done this and that, but the health Budget has not
gone up substantially. ...(Interruptions).. Other countries are at about five per cent.
Please go and check the figures. We have reached such a pass that ten crore Indians
are on a very nervous and unstable slot. One iliness can push them into poverty. It
requires just one iliness to destroy a family. You have to understand this when you
facilitate the growth of wealth to such obscene levels; please remember that there are
10-15 crore Indians who fall back into poverty because our support systems were not
good enough. On Education, it is Rs.88,000 crore. Is there something worth talking
about? Under Mr. Modi -- this is the first time | am mentioning his name -- his greatest
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credit is that education as a percentage of GDP has come down to below one per cent.
...(Interruptions).. Below one per cent of GDP is spent on education. It is less than
one per cent. | am talking about the Central component to education. Then, 3.5 per
cent is being contributed by poor States which | have talked about on devolution. | have
mentioned that food subsidies are down by Rs.80,000 crore. Then comes NREGA, the
great 100-day scheme. Our Chief Minister mentioned just yesterday that we in West
Bengal need eight crore mandays extra. What devastation has been done in this Budget
is that from Rs.1.11 lakh crore -- which everybody knows is insufficient and the
stipulation and the calculation was that we should take it to Rs.2.5 lakh crore this year --
you have brought it down to Rs.73,000 crore. For whom, are you working? You have
cut down NREGA which is the life and soul of the poor. You are cutting down food
subsidy. And | have given you description of wealth. This is an anti-people Budget and
my party, along with many other parties, has said that all the time. We need eight crore
more mandays. In any case, with Rs.73,000 crore, what will you do? The pending bills
are Rs.22,000 crore. So, you will not be able to carry on.

Then, | come to unemployment. Labour participation rate is at 40 per cent. It is
one of the lowest in the world and you talk of so many people coming under EPFO and
others. These are manufactured figures. These are structured figures. Do not fall for
them and do not fool yourself into a make-believe life. Do not delude yourself and take
yourself to a fairyland where everything is all right. 'All is well, all is well'! It is just not
possible. Urban employment and rural employment are touching around 14 per cent.
Every year, you are getting 48 lakhs joining the workforce and so far you have been able
to provide jobs for only 12 lakh. Where would the remaining 36 lakhs go? Do you want
more Bihar train fires again?

Now, coming to the unkindest cut of all, women and child. Children are our
future. The supplemental nutrition for children was Rs.8.3 crores when you came to
power. Now, it is Rs.6.7 crores. A 24 per cent slash on the nutrition that goes into the
mouths and stomachs of babies. Pre-school education for children in the last five years
have come down from Rs.3.4 crores to Rs.2.3 crores. And you talk about education;
you talk about New Education Policy. You give fancy slides. Get out of this charmed
world of presenters and marketers. Anganwadi workers are about 26 lakhs and they get
a miserable salary. They are the cutting edge of this Government with the people. The
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cutting edge, the ones who serve as Anganwadi workers get a pittance. Their salary is
around 10 to 12 thousand. Cooks and helpers, who are there for the mid-day meals, get
Rs.1,000 salary. They are some 26 lakh of workers. Please look at them
Mr. Prime Minister, the Finance Minister. It is not a criticism. It is a humble request from
our side and from our Party's side.

If you want to look at what to do with the women and children, come to my State.
We do not talk of Beti Bachao, Beti Padhao 'and all that. We have Kanyashree under
which lakhs and crores of disadvantaged women are cycling to school every day. That
cycle, those two wheels, are the two wheels of empowerment, they are not just
mechanical ones. The National Child Labour Programme, which was to save children
from the clutches of exploitation, you have cut it down from Rs.120 crores to
Rs.30 crores. What is this? Where is this Rs.90 crores going to go?

Well, then, to repeat the points relating to the anti-people Budget, | would just
touch upon the fact that the jute industry is our natural ally in the statements that you
have made in Glasgow, to the commitment that you have made in Glasgow. And about
the jute industry, the jute farmers and others, my colleague Ms. Dola Sen would also
speak about it, | am only touching on the points that you are tinkering around. You have
declared an unrealistic price of Rs. 6,500 a quintal. 50,000 workers have been laid off.
Please pay attention to this. Use jute for geo fibre, for other things. It is a biodegradable
fibre. On the other hand, you are supporting petroleum and plastics because some
friend of yours has a monopoly on plastics.

On judiciary, when we talk of the judicial system, that is another place where we
all have to go. The judicial system is on the verge of breakdown. 35 per cent of the High
Court Judge posts are vacant. They should have gone up by, at least, 50 per cent.
60,000 cases are pending. The total pendency is 4.10 lakh cases. What are we doing
about it? Judiciary is hardly ever discussed in such matters. Therefore, | took this point
to bring it up because that is one point where we go for justice. You talk of CapEx as if it
is the greatest thing. We have all dealt with it. The CapEx you are intervening for this
year is because the tax that you let off to the corporate sector which amounts to
Rs.1.7 lakh crore. | am repeating it that you have given the corporate sector undue tax
benefits of Rs. 1.7 lakh crore. They were supposed to give you CapEx investments and
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jobs. They have given you nothing. They have gone in for personal enrichment of the
type that | have just mentioned. Now, you are talking steps. Because the private sector
is laggard, the Government is forced to come in.

Now, about the LIC, | have spoken before that it is worth Rs. 38 to 40 lakh crores.
Where is your investment in LIC? What have you ever given to LIC? LIC is a super-
efficient machinery that has worked on its own steam. You are wanting to dilute LIC in
the interest of foreign insurers. That is all.

About the MSME sector, | am sentimental about it because | was the first
Development Commissioner for MSMEs way back in 2007, and | have kept track of it.
So, do not come and tell me that MSME is thriving and that MSME is glorious. MSME
has gone through problems and the small entrepreneur knows how to tackle most
problems, but he does not know how to tackle problems that are artificially thrust on
him, like demonetization. You have shattered the MSME, the small and village industries
because of demonetization, and you have gained nothing from it. Now, you are coming
and saying that MSMEs are well. One of the reasons could be that those small traders
who used to be the spinal cord of the support of a particular political party are not
required anymore, because big capital has come in through one route and you do not
require small capital. It is an insult.

You are talking of start-up, start-up, start-up, unicorn, unicorn, unicorn.
Unicorn is that beast with a long horn; a mythical beast. You are talking of myths,
81 unicorns, that means start up worth one billion. What is a start-up? It is very simple.
Look at Uber and Ola. With what we started and, now, what has happened? You look
at the drivers who drive Uber and Ola. You look at the sales delivery, gig workers who
come and deliver food to you for Swiggy. Do not you feel pity at the level of the
exploitation? The entire wealth of start-ups is built on an exploitative system that takes
away surplus value from them. You have to realize these things. Mr. Prime Minister,
Madam Finance Minister, please realize that you are playing with fire to serve the interest
of a handful, just a handful. This is the level of exploitation. We have to bring in an Act.
| know that you have passed the Gig Workers' Act as part of the four labour codes.
Nobody has even seen it properly and nobody has even discussed it properly. Do not
behave with it like you behaved with the farm laws, and land up with an explosion that
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you cannot control. You mentioned about the Punjab agriculturists getting pleased with
you. But, you forgot to mention that the Punjab agriculturists were at your door and
U.P. agriculturists were at the door of Delhi for one full year. So, do not fool around with
this danger, and do not play around with fire. Your emphasis on start-ups and unicorns
that have got a first class first degree--that is all--is completely misplaced. Please give
them support, but also ensure social equity. This economics of my State that has
yielded good results to the Government is based on social equity, women's
participation, women and Scheduled Castes and Tribes. It is based on our faith in the
Muslim minority in whatever way. Now, you have to understand that when you play
around with these figures, you are playing around with fire. They are not figures that are
typed out on a excel sheet and put into your Budget. Please extract each figure and ask
a question, Why? Who does it benefit? What was our alternate way of expending that
money or realizing that money? You have to go in for a Budget. For 7 to 8 years, you
have carried on in this manner. But, the time is ticking out. | started by mentioning that
all the two ex-Prime Ministers who are so full of grace. All my Members in the House will
agree. | only hope that somebody else emerges full of grace at some other point of time.
But right now, if we don't want to hasten that time, there is time to correct, going for
mid-term corrections. With these words, | oppose the Budget submissions.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY): Thank you for maintaining
the time. Now, Shri M. Mohamed Abdulla.

SHRI M. MOHAMED ABDULLA (Tamil Nadu): Hon. Vice-Chairman, Sir, thanks for the
opportunity given to me to speak on this day. Sir, this is my maiden speech. At the
outset, | would like to express my sincere thanks and gratitude to the stalwart of the
Dravidian Movement, Thanthai Periyar, without him we would not be here, our founder
leader Perarignar Anna, former Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu and former Member of this
august House, where today | stand to represent Tamil Nadu and its people. | am also
indebted to Kalaignar, who inspired me to join the Dravidian Movement to fight for the
rights of the marginalized and oppressed and | am eternally grateful to our DMK party
President and hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, the man of humanity, Shri MKS and our
DMK Youth Wing Secretary, Thiru Udhayanidhi Stalin, MLA for choosing me to represent
this House in the interest of our State and its people. | want to thank this Union
Government also because today my dream comes true and | am standing here. Our
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Union Government sold out Air India. Our Union Government sold out LIC. Our Union
Government sold out many Government entities, but fortunately, they left this House
remain for the country and | have a chance to stand here today; | have a chance here
today, thanks to the Union Government. The Union Finance Minister under the guise of
the Budget has repeated the same old schemes from previous years with no
augmentation of funds for such schemes and thus conveniently ignored certain important
promises of the Union Government. Now that the time to pay has come,
| shall elucidate more on this during the course of my speech. The Union Finance
Minister has stated India to have entered into Amrit Kaal, the 25-year long leadup to
India@100 and has referred to hon. Prime Minister's Independence Day Address that had
apparently set out the vision for India at 100. What was the vision? It was nothing.
Nothing was the vision. It was nothing but the same thing repackaged for the third year
in a row with no financial allocation or even an inkling of starting the promised projects.
The hon. Prime Minister first announced a Rs.100 lakh crore infrastructure plan in his
2019 Independence Day Address to the nation. It was again renamed as National
Infrastructure Pipeline Project in his Independence Day Address in 2020. The next year,
the name was renamed and further it was rebranded as PM Gati Shakti. For that year
they could not find a proper English name, | think they have chosen a Hindi name. So it
was PM Gati Shakti in 2021 Independence Day speech. Now, the Union Finance Minister
has parroted the same thing in her Budget speech. | do not blame the hon. Finance
Minister. The present Union Finance Minister and her predecessors of this Government

reminds me of the popular Tamil saying, "The supporters follow the way the leader
takes."

It means, a party cadre or supporter invariably follows their leader blindly, with
blatant disregard to everything else. | say this with proof to back up my claim and not
just as a passing comment. | will tell you how. Sir, what | am talking about is, we need
to go seven years back in time to understand as to how this Government has lied to its
citizens. If one takes a look at the Budget speech of the Finance Minister of this
Government, the specific word and issues find mention at the following places. Like,
| mentioned earlier, these are the Budget speeches of three different Finance Ministers
over the last seven years, but with the same line. Union Budget 2016-17,

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para 13 (point no. 1) and para 14; Union Budget 2017-18, para 19 (point no.1), para 21
and para 34; Union Budget 2018-19, para 11; interim Budget 2019-20, para 5 and para
23; Union Budget 2019-20, para 50 and Union Budget 2020-21, para 22; and again in
Union Budget 2021-22, para 25. What was the promise? Doubling of farmers' income
by 2022, the 75" year of our Independence. It was clearly written in all the Budgets.
Now, | call upon the Member of this august House to go through the Union Budget 2022~
23 and this does not find mention anywhere else. ..(Interruptions).. | am coming to
you. The year now is 2022. Have our farmers' income doubled? Hon. Chairman Sir, is
it doubled? No. But, sadly, the death of the farmers were doubled and tripled. It was
doubled and tripled. On the contrary, the farmers have been harassed by this
Government with its policies that favour only their corporate friends and masters who
made this Government, who began this Government, who is running this Government.
The Government introduced three Farm Laws which were detrimental to the livelihood of
farmers across the nation to appease their corporate masters. The three Farm Laws
removed the provision of MSP which were directly detrimental to the Government's
agenda of doubling farmers' income. Hon. Sir, the entire Opposition correctly realized
the impact of such a scewed law we have on the agricultural community and pleaded the
Government not to introduce the law and to save the farmers who were already reeling
under the effect of first wave of the pandemic. The Shiromani Akali Dal, one of the
Government's oldest allies were forced to walkout of your allies because of only one
reason, the high-headedness of this Government, its leaders and its inability and
unwillingness to listen to the dissenting opinions. This Government is marked by its
inaction, inaction on multiple fronts, inability to govern, inability to lead, inability to take
the country and its citizens into confidence. This Government and its leaders follow the
policy of my way or the highway. This is their only one policy. They pay no heed to the
voices of marginalized. Hon. Sir, this Government has blood on its hands. Hundreds of
farmers were Killed while expressing their reservation against the three Farm Laws. This
Government finally repealed the Farm Laws during Winter Session 2021 not because it
realized the detrimental effect of representation from farmers but because of the five
State elections that are currently under way. This Government is inaccessible not just to
the citizens of this nation but also to the elected representatives who are not given time
to put forth the representations of their constituents to the Minister as is evident by denial
of appointments to my esteemed party colleagues a few weeks ago. It should be noted
that after the conclusion of Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly, once the election in Tamil
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Nadu Legislative Assembly was over in 2021, the Union Finance Minister has conveniently
forgotten Tamil, Tamil poets and their words which have not found a place in their
Budget speech this year. The election is over and the Tamil is gone in your Budget
speech.

In a Parliamentary democracy like ours, the Prime Minister is considered as the
'orimus inter pares'; it was told by Mr. Siva to me. He has told me many times that Prime
Minister is considered as 'first among the equals'. The role of the Cabinet is to aid and
advice the Prime Minister in the discharge of his duties, but, here, it does not appear so.
A great Tamil poet and philosopher, Thiruvalluvar in his magnum opus, Thirukkural says,
" Arikondru Ariyaan Eninum Urudhi Uzhaiyirundhaan Kooral Katan'" meaning, although
the king may be utterly ignorant, it is the duty of the Ministers to give him sound advice.

On the contrary, the Ministers here are busy praising the emperor's new dresses;
they are too busy. Sir, | want to talk about another very important issue. The Budget
imposes 30 per cent tax on the transaction of cryptocurrency. To note here, that
cryptocurrency is not yet legalised in this country, it is not legalised in this country as yet.
But, the taxation shows that it is legal only by paying tax. But since there is no regulatory
body or institution to control, it cannot be considered as a legal asset. It is illegal, it
becomes legal by collecting tax, though, you are collecting tax, there is no regulatory
body! | want to tell you one thing, you can sell a drug, which is illegal, but, if you pay, it
will become legal, but, there is no regulatory body. Can you find any difference between
these two ?

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY): Mr. Abdulla, you may
continue your speech tomorrow because there is time constraint. | have to make an
announcement; thereafter Special Mentions are there. So, please sit down; you many
continue your speech tomorrow.

SHRI M. MOHAMED ABDULLA: Sir, just give me one minute, | want to finish with this;
then, | will continue tomorrow. | just want to finish with this matter then tomorrow | will
continue with the next issue.
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Sir, you are collecting the tax for a non-legalised thing; is there any system that exists in
the world like this? There is a practise of taxing legalised system across the world.

Need for re-survey of the old railway line between Mayiladuthurai-Tarangambadi and
extension of it upto Karaikal in Tamil Nadu

SHRI M. SHANMUGAM (Tamil Nadu): Sir, in the Tiruchi Division of Southern Railway,
Mayiladuthurai-Tarangambadi railway line already exists and it is only to be re-laid. There
are lot of demands for re-laying the line and the survey was already done in 2006-07 and
again in 2010-11. The Railway Ministry referred to the survey done in 2006-07, which was
outdated and became irrelevant.

Mayiladuthurai-Tarangambadi-Karaikal road line is parallel to rail line and every
five minute, Government bus or private is plying with full occupancy. The bus fare is four
times higher than the railway fare. In such a situation, it is highly irrational to cite the
outdated 2006-07 survey report and deny the railway project for the above line. It is
highly profitable line with maximum patronage of people.

| would, therefore, request the hon. Minister of Railways, through you, for a re-
survey of the proposed line involving public representatives like Panchayat members,
MLAs and MPs. | would request the Minister to do justice by reconsidering the whole
issue and ordering for fresh survey taking into account the recent developments.

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Need to increase budget allocation for food for children of disadvantaged classes

DR. AMEE YAJUNIK (Guijarat): Sir, post-pandemic data shows that there has been a
serious neglect in the nourishment of children. The food system has not been able to
reach children of the disadvantaged classes and children who are abandoned, children
on the streets, children in shelter homes, children in juvenile homes and children in
orphanages. Data of the Ministry of Women and Child Development of October, 2021
shows there has been a steep rise in malnourishment and other health issues in children.
The Integrated Child Development Scheme and the Mid-Day meals in the past two years
have become irregular due to the pandemic and lockdown. Rights of children of
disadvantaged sections of society are severely affected. Healthy diets and nutritious food
are far from reach of these children. Despite the POSHAN Abhiyan of the Government,
the reach of the scheme has not helped the food delivery services to the children. There
have been numerous bottlenecks in the implementation of the scheme and absence of a
proper real time monitoring system in place. The need of the hour is to instantly correct
this grave situation. The Government needs to increase the Budget allocation for food
system for children and focus on systemic overhaul of public administration, service
delivery systems and involve participation of community.

SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal): Sir, | associate myself with the issue
raised by the hon.

Need to increase the minimum pension of EPF pensioners to Rs. 9000 p.m.

SHRI ELAMARAM KAREEM (Kerala): Sir, there is a long pending demand for the
revision of Pension of Pensioners covered under Employees' Pension Scheme 1995.
There are more than 65 lakh pensioners in the country who are suffering from this
burning issue. They had played a major role in the advancement of modern India. They
are a section of the society who contributed for the development of our country in their
entire working life. The pandemic present situation has adversely affected the PF
Pensioners also. The high-empowered committee set up by the Government has
proposed an increase in minimum pension to Rs. 2000 from the present Rs. 1000. Even
though this amount was small, it could have been a greater help to the poor PF
pensioners, especially during this pandemic time, but unfortunately, this was not
considered. These poor pensioners are in a very pathetic situation now. The allocation
proposed in the Union Budget is also very less in this section. There is a genuine
demand of increased minimum pension from Rs. 1000 to Rs. 2000, linkage of pension to
cost of living index, restoration of unilaterally withdrawn benefits, return of the excess
amount deducted for commutation, implementation of Supreme Court judgment on
increased pension etc. So, | request the Government to increase the Budget allocation
and increase the minimum pension of pensioners covered under Employees' Pension
Scheme 1995 to Rs. 9000.

SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal):  Sir, | associate myself with the issue
expressed by the hon. Member.

Need for uniform rates for RT-PCR and Rapid RT-PCR test across all airports in the
country

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS (Kerala): Sir, there is significant difference in the rates of RT-PCR
and Rapid RT-PCR tests in various airports in the country when privately managed
international airports and some of the State-operated airports are compared. Several
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international airports managed by private sector in the country are charging more than
double of the rates that some State-operated airports have been charging for Rapid
RT-PCR tests. One of the reasons for these staggering rates is learnt to be the 30 to 35
per cent revenue share being collected by the airport operators for the tests. It is the
need of the hour to regulate and unify the rates for RT-PCR and Rapid RT-PCR tests in
all airports across the country by framing rules to fix just, reasonable and uniform rates
for RT-PCR and Rapid RT-PCR tests in all airports of the country. Thank you.

SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal): Sir, | associate myself with the Special
Mention made by the hon. Member.
