WELFARE (SHRI KAILASH CHOUDHARY): (a) to (e) The answer is placed on the
table of the House.

Statement

(a) Details of amount allocated and released by Government for beneficiary
oriented Central Sector schemes such as Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi
(PM-KISAN) and Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana (PMFBY) as well as Centrally
Sponsored Schemes for farmers across the country during the last three years and
allocation for the current year, State/UT- wise are given at Annexure-I.

(b) and (c) The Government constituted an Inter-Ministerial Committee in
April, 2016 to examine issues relating to “Doubling of Farmers Income” and
recommend strategies to achieve the same. The Committee submitted its Report to
the Government in September, 2018 containing the strategy for doubling of farmers’
income recognising agriculture as a value led enterprise and has identified
seven major sources of growth viz., (I) improvement in crop productivity;
(I improvement inlivestock productivity; (lIl) resource use efficiency or savings in the
cost of production; (IV) increase in cropping intensity;(V) diversification towards
high value crops; (VI) improvement in real prices received by farmers; and (VII) shift
from farm to non-farm occupations. After acceptance of the DFI Committee
recommendations, the Government has constituted an ‘Empowered Body’ to review
and monitor the progress.

The Government has adopted several developmental programmes, schemes,
reforms and policies that focus on higher incomes for farmers. All these policies &
programmes are being supported by higher budgetary allocations and non-budgetary
financial resources by way of creating corpus funds like the Micro Irrigation Fund etc.
There have been several reforms to unleash potential, e.g. Promotion of 10,000 FPOs
along with necessary financial support under Atma Nirbhar Package (Agriculture),
impetus for creation of infrastructure through the Agriculture Infrastructure Fund
(AIF), supplementary income transfers under PM-KISAN; risk mitigation through the
Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojna (PMFBY'); emphasis on micro irrigation through the
Pradhan Mantri Krishi Sinchai Yojana (PMKSY); increase in Minimum Support Price
(MSPs) for all Kharif & Rabi Crops ensuring a minimum of 50 percent of profit margin
on the cost of production to provide remunerative price to farmers; focus on ancillary
activities such as bee-keeping, Rashtriya Gokul Mission, Blue Revolution etc; access
to credit through Interest Subvention Scheme and Kisan Credit Card (KCC) thatnow
offers production loans to even dairy & fishery farmers besides agricultural crops etc.
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Noteworthy steps to increase production and productivity in the agriculture sector and
increase the income of farmers are listed in Annexure-II.

Details of
beneficiaries of Central sector schemes like PM-KISAN and PMFBY as well as major
beneficiary oriented Centrally Sponsored Schemes are given at Annexure-Iil.

Noteworthy steps taken by DA&FW for the agriculture sector

Unprecedented enhancement in budget allocation

In the year 2013-14, the Budget allocation for Ministry of Agriculture, & FW was
only Rs. 27662.67 crore. This has increased by more than 5.6 times to
Rs. 1,32,513.62 crores in 2022-23.

Record food grains and horticulture production

Food grain production has increased from 265.05 million tonnes in 2013-14 to
record 314.51 million tonnes in 2021-22 (as per 3" advance estimates) which is
the highest ever food grain production. As per second advanced estimate,
horticulture production during 2021-22 was 341.63 million MT. which is the
highest ever for Indian horticulture.

Increase in productivity
Percentage increase in productivity (yield) between 2013-14 and 2021-22 is
16%b for rice, 11% for wheat and 30%b for coarse cereals.

Fixing of MSP at one-and-a half times the cost of production —

e MSP for Paddy (Common) has increased to Rs. 2040 per quintal in 2022-23
from Rs. 1310 per quintal in 2013-14.

e MSP for Wheat increased from Rs. 1400 per quintal in 2013-14 to Rs. 2015
per quintal in 2021-22.

Launch of the National Mission for Edible Oils — Oil Palm -

NMEO has been approved with a total outlay of Rs 11,040 crore. This will bring
an additional area of 6.5 lakh ha under Oil Palm plantation with 3.28 lakh ha in
the north-eastern states and 3.22 in the rest of India in the next 5 years.

Increase in procurement from farmers

The procurement under Kharif 2021-22 and Rabi 2022 season (presently
ongoing) as on 29.06.2022, a quantity of 28,59,804.16 MT of pulses, oilseeds
and copra having MSP value of Rs. 15,254.66 crore benefiting 13,51,078
farmers has been done.

Income support to farmers through PM KISAN
More than Rs. 2 lakh crore has been released so far to approximately
11.37 crore eligible farmer families as of now.
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Pradhan Mantri Fasal BimaYojana (PMFBY)

Since inception, 37.57 crore farmer applications enrolled and over 10.95 crore
(Provisional) farmer applicants have received claims of over Rs. 1,19,443
crores. Thus for every 100 rupees of premium paid by farmers, they have
received about Rs. 474 as claims.

Institutional credit for agriculture sector

e Increased from Rs. 7.3 lakh crore in 2013-14 with a target to reach
Rs. 18.5 lakh crore in 2022-23.

e A special drive has been undertaken since February 2020 to provide
concessional institutional credit with focus on covering all PM-KISAN
beneficiaries through Kisan Credit Cards (KCC). As on 24.06.2022,
320.29 lakh new KCC applications have been sanctioned with a sanctioned
credit limit of Rs. 3,63,481 crores as part of the drive.

Providing Soil Health Cards to farmers
The following numbers of cards have been issued to farmers.
i. Cycle-1 (2015 to 2017) — 10.74 crore
i. Cycle-Il (2017 to 2019)- 11.97 crore
iii. Model Village Programme (2019-20)- 19.64 lakh

Promotion of organic farming in the country

e Paramparagat Krishi Vikas Yojana (PKVY) since inception till date, 30934
clusters have been formed and an area of 6.19 lakh ha has been covered
benefitting 15.47 lakh farmers. In addition, Under Namami Gange
Programme 123620 ha area covered and under natural farming 4.09 lakh ha
area covered.

e MoVCDNER: 177 Farmer Producer Companies have been formed
comprising of 153116 farmers and covering 155495 ha area.

Agri Infrastructure Fund
Since the inception of AlF, the scheme mobilized Rs.9623 Crore worth
agriculture infrastructure in the country for more than 13126 projects.

Promotion of FPOs
As on 28.06.2022, 3065 FPOs registered under new FPO scheme.

National Beekeeping and Honey Mission (NBHM) - 102 projects for assistance
of about Rs. 133.31 crores, approved/ sanctioned for funding under NBHM
during 2020-21 & 2021-22 till date.
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Per Drop More Crop:
Micro irrigation area of 67.45 lakh hectare has been covered and about 61 lakh
farmers benefitted for micro irrigation from the year 2015-16 to 2021-22.

Micro Irrigation Fund
In the Budget for 2021-22, the corpus of the fund has been increased to
Rs.10000 crores. Projects worth Rs 3970.17 crore covering 12.83 lakh hectares
have been approved.

Agricultural Mechanization

Since 2014-15 13.88 lakh machines and equipments have been provided to
farmers on subsidy. 18,824 custom hiring centers, 403 high-tech hubs and
16,791 farm machinery banks have been established to make available
agricultural machines and equipments to the farmers on rental basis.

Drone technologies in agriculture
Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs) released for use of drones in pesticide
and nutrient application on 21.12.2021

Setting up of E-NAM extension Platform

(i) 1000 mandis of 18 States and 03 UTs have been integrated to e-NAM
platform. As per Budget announcement 2021-22, additional 1000 mandis
will be integrated with e-NAM platform.

(i) More than 1.73 Crore Farmers & 2.26 Lakh traders have been registered
on e-NAM portal.

(i) Rs. 2.04 lakh crore of trade has been recorded on e-NAM platform as on
28.06.2022.

Improvement in farm produce logistics, Introduction of Kisan Rail.
First Kisan Rail was started in July 2020. Till 1%t July, 2022, 2359 services on
167 routes have been operated.

MIDH - Cluster Development Programme:
MoA&FW has identified 55 horticulture clusters, of which 12 have been
selected for the pilot phase of the CDP.

Creation of a Start-up Eco system in agriculture and allied sector

During 2019-20 to 2022-23, 999 has selected by different by knowledge
partners (KPs) and a total of Rs. 5395.14 lakhs grants-in-aid have been
released to the respective KPs & R-ABIs for funding to these 999 startups
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23. Achievement in Export of Agri and Allied Agri- Commodities
Value of agri and allied export has increased from 41.86 billion USD in 2020-21
to 50.24 billion USD in 2021-22 i.e. an increase of 19.99%. The major
commodities which posted significant growth as compared to previous year
have been Wheat 273.54%, Other than Basmati Rice 27.29%, Cotton raw
including waste 48.43% etc.

Noteworthy steps taken by Department of Agricultural Research & Education/ICAR
for the agriculture sector

High Yielding Varieties and Hybrids of field crops are the major drivers for
augmenting the productivity and production for ensuring adequate and nutritious food
to all people of India as well as meeting the exports demands. A significant production
enhancement has been achieved across the crops, as a result there is 6.07 times
production enhancement in food grains, 3.06 times in pulses, 6.98 times in oilseeds,
11.93 times in cotton and 7 times in case of sugarcane over 1950-51 till 2020-21.

Crop & Horticulture:

¢ A total of 15675 field crop varieties were released for different Agricultural Crops
during 2014-21. During previous 7 years only 934 varieties were developed.

o Also developed 79 bio-fortified crop varieties with higher levels of Fe, Zn,
protein, pro-vitamin A etc.

e In horticultural crops 418 varieties were developed notified during 2014-21 to
supplement nutrition and income security as compared to 268 varieties during
the previous 7 years period.

e During last 7 years ICAR produced & supplied more than 8.19 lakh quintals of
breeders’ seed of various high yielding crop varieties. During the previous
7 years 7.11 lakh quintals was provided. Besides, more than 11,2009 seed of
biofortified varieties was also produced and supplied to public and private seed
production agencies.

e Wheat productivity has reached to highest level of 3444 kg/ha compared to
913 kg/ha during 1964-65. Total wheat production has touched to its highest
108.75 mt.

e Pulse production has increased from 17.15 tones from 2014-15 to 25.58 tones
during 2020-21, which led to significant reduction in imports of pulses.
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Natural Resource Management & Engineering:

e During 2014-21, 42 Multi - enterprise integrated farming system (IFS) models
were developed as compared to 18 such models during 2007-13. Higher
income to the tune of Rs. 1.5 - 3.6 lakhs per annum per hectare can be
realized with these models.

e |CAR has taken lead to promote Natural & organic farming in the country. The
Natural &organic farming has been identified important for augmenting income
of the farmers and also arresting the soil degradation. During 2014-21, 37
organic farming packages were developed by ICAR against 14 during
2007-13.

e All ICAR research institutes/ agricultural universities and KVKs have been
directed to promote natural & organic farming.

e |CAR Institutes developed 117 new machines equipments during last 7 years as
against 65 developed during the previous 7 years. Besides, 25719 farm
machines prototypes were developed and provided to stakeholders during
2014-21as against 23499 during 2007-13.The cost effective and energy efficient
improved equipment has resulted in saving of costly inputs (seeds, fertilizers,
fuel, chemicals, water, electricity) up to 20-40% ensuring improving
productivity of major crops through timeliness and quality of unit operations
and reduction in total losses.

Animal Interventions:

e During 2014-21, 56 new breeds of animal and birds were
registered/accessioned as compared to 15 breeds during 2007-14.

e Developed 9 varieties of pigs (Rani, Asha, HD-K75, Jharsuk, Mannuthy white,
Lumsning, TANUVAS KPM Gold, SVVU-T-17 and Lnadly) with higher body
weight at marketable age of 8 months.

e Developed 12 poultry varieties suitable for backyard poultry with egg
production ranging from 118 to 260 eggs per year and body weight 1300 g to
2850 g at 20 weeks age. These birds provide a very good means of
supplemental income generation for farmers.

e During 2014-21 47 vaccines/vaccine candidates and diagnostic kits were
developed to prevent livestock and poultry diseases. During 2007-14,
25 vaccines/vaccine candidates were developed.

e To augment the fish production, fish breeding and seed production
technologies were developed for 25 species of food fishes during 2014-21.
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e 25diagnostic/analysis kits for disease diagnosis, water quality analysis and
adulterants/contaminants in fish have been developed during 2014-21, of
which 8 kits have been commercialized till date.

e 49 high-value compounds and nutraceuticals from seaweeds and marine
organisms were developed during 2014-21 as compared to 37 compounds
developed during previous 7 years.

Lab to Land:

e During 2014-21, 91.43 crore agro-advisories were provided to the farmers
through mobiles.

e KVKs trained 100.05 lakh farmers and 9.50 lakh extension personnel during
2014-21.

e During 2014-21 to 12.48 lakh frontline demonstrations (FLDs) were organised
for farmers. The FLDs enabled capacity building of 100.05 lakh farmers
including farm women and rural youth. This included 5.40 lakh exclusive FLDs
for pulses and oilseeds.

e During 2014-21, 2.44 lakh on-farm trials were of improved technologies were
done at farmers’ fields.

e The KVKs also produced and provided to the farmers 2014-21, 15.86 lakh
quintals improved seed were production in KVKs besides 2862.44 lakh quality
planting materials.

e The KVKs also provided 1631.0 lakh improved strains of the livestock and fish
finger lings to farmers during 2014-21.

e Established 7251 units of agro-enterprises benefitting 16707 rural youth under
the newly launched program, “Attracting and Retaining Youth in Agriculture’
(ARYA).

e |ICAR developed 187 mobiles apps on different farm and farmers related
services during 2014-21. These ICAR apps are now integrated on one common
platform called KISAAN.

¢ Climate resilient technology packages of natural resource management, crops
and livestock production systems were demonstrated (3.79 lakh
demonstrations) in 151 villages of 121 vulnerable districts of the country
covering 1.45 lakh ha area and 3.82 lakh farm animals of 4.83 lakh famers
under the Technology Demonstration Component of NICRA.

e 13500 villages were adopted under a new initiative called Mera Gaon - Mera
Gaurav to promote the lab to land process benefitting over 6 lakh farmers.
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e ICAR provided skill development training aligned with the National Skill

Qualification Framework to 35002 rural youth by organizing 1766 training
courses.

e The Farmer FIRST (Farm, Innovations, Resources, Science and Technology)

initiative was launched during this period by ICAR with enhanced farmers-
scientists interface to move beyond production and productivity; the
programme is under implementation at 51 centers under ICAR and SAUs
spread over 20 states of the country benefitting 50000 farm families of
250 villages. A total of 82469 participatory demonstrations, and 4369 extension

programmes have been organized under the project.

e The KVKs organized campaign for in situ management of crop residues in

~700 villages in the northern India that was participated by 2 lakh farmers
which resulted in the drop of burning incidences by 52% in 2019-20 over 2016.

*62. DR. KANIMOZHI NVN SOMU: Will the Minister of COMMUNICATIONS be
pleased to state:

(a) the details of the optical fibre cables laid in Tamil Nadu so far under
National Optical Fibre Network (NOFN) project along with the total cost of
project and the funds allocated;

(b) the details of the number of Gram Panchayats in Tamil Nadu that have
been connected with broadband and Wi-Fi hotspots so far under the said
project; and

(c) the reasons for a number of Gram Panchayats not being connected to the
said services in Tamil Nadu under the said project so far?

THE MINISTER OF COMMUNICATIONS (SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW): (a) to (o) A
statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) BharatNet project is implemented in a phased manner to provide
broadband connectivity to all Gram Panchayats (GPs) of the country, including Tamil
Nadu. In Tamil Nadu, around 173 km of OFC has been laid under BharatNet project till
07.07.2022. The approved cost of the project is Rs. 1815.31 crore, and about Rs.
235.11 crore has been released.

(b) and (c) Phase-l of BharatNet was not taken up in Tamil Nadu as the
State Government signed the Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) only on
31.03.2017 for implementation of BharatNet project with Universal Service Obligation
Fund (USOF) and Bharat Broadband Network Limited (BBNL). BharatNet Phase-II
in Tamil Nadu is being implemented by the State Government under State-led model
covering all GPs of the State.
The Phase-Il project also got delayed, as the first tender floated in December 2019
was cancelled. The second tender was floated in October, 2020 under four packages.
But Work order could be awarded for only two packages till October 2021 as the other
two packages went under litigation. Subsequently, after disposal of pending litigation,
the work of remaining two packages has also been awarded on 30.03.2022 and
27.05.2022.

The infrastructure created under BharatNet project is a national asset,
accessible on a non-discriminatory basis to the Service Providers, and the same can
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be utilized to provide broadband services, such as Wi-Fi Hotspots, Fibre to the Home
(FTTH) connections, leased lines, dark fibre, backhaul to mobile towers, etc.

So far, no GP in Tamil Nadu has been made Service Ready. As the project is being
implemented under State-led model, the State Government is responsible for its

utilization also.

(a) to (d) The allocation/expenditure on works of modernization/upgradation/
augmentation of railway stations is generally funded under Plan Head—53 ‘Customer
Amenities’. The details of allocation and expenditure for development/modernisation
and maintenance of stations are maintained Zonal Railway-wise and not State-wise
or station-wise. There are 05 railway zones, namely, Western Railway, North Central
Railway, North Western Railway, Northern Railway and West Central Railway, which
cater to the State of Rajasthan. The amount of funds allocated and expenditure
incurred in these 05 zones under Plan Head-53 ‘Customer Amenities’, during the last
three years and current year and expenditure likely to be incurred in the current year
are as under:-

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In the state of Rajasthan, 40 stations have been identified for development
under the Adarsh Station Scheme. Out of these, 39 stations have been
upgraded/developed under this scheme. The remaining 01 station namely Dakaniya
Talav is now identified for redevelopment under Major Upgradation Scheme. In
addition, Kota, Jaipur, Gandhinagar Jaipur, Udaipur City, Jodhpur and Jaisalmer also
identified under Major Upgradation of station Scheme. Apart from the above, 4 more
stations viz. Bikaner, Pali Marwar, Ajmer and Abu-Road have been identified for
conducting techno-economic feasibility studies, based on the outcome of these
studies, the stations will be taken up for development in phases.

Station redevelopment works are complex in nature and require detailed
techno-financial feasibility studies and also involve statutory clearances from various
departments including urban/local bodies. As such, no time-frame can be indicated
at this stage.

(SHRIMATI ANUPRIYA SINGH PATEL): (a) to (c) A Statement is laid on the Table
of the House.

Statement

(a) Government has proactively taken a number of steps to boost exports from

the country. Some of the major steps taken, since 2014, are as follows:

Vi.

A new Foreign Trade Policy (FTP) 2015-20 was launched on 1% April 2015
which is valid till 30.09.2022. The policy, inter alia, rationalised the earlier
export promotion schemes and introduced several measures to promote
exports.

The mid-term review (2017) of the Foreign Trade Policy (2015-20) was
carried out and corrective measures were undertaken.

The Government concluded FTAs with UAE, Australia and Mauritius to
gain greater market access to these countries.

A new Logistics Division was created for integrated development of the
logistics sector to bring down the cost of logistics in India.

Interest Equalization Scheme on pre and post shipment rupee export
credit was introduced from 1.4.2015to provide cheaper credit to
exporters. It has been further extended till 31.3.2024. Under this Scheme
Rs.16, 427 crore have been released to the exporters since inception of
the scheme.

The Government started implementing a NiryatBandhu Scheme with an
objective to reach out to the new and potential exporters including

exporters from Micro, Small & Medium Enterprises (MSMEs) and mentor
them through orientation programmes, counselling sessions, individual
facilitation, etc., on various aspects of foreign trade for enabling them to
get into international trade and boost exports from India.

Market Access Initiative (MAI) Scheme envisages product-focus country
approach to evolve specific market and specific product through market
studies/survey. Assistance is provided to Export Promotion
Organizations/Trade  Promotion  Organizations/  National  Level
Institutions/ Research Institutions/ Universities/ Laboratories, Exporters
etc., for enhancement of exports through accessing new markets or
through increasing the share in the existing markets.

Trade Infrastructure for Export Scheme (TIES) is operational from FY
2017-18 with the objective of assisting Central and State Government
agencies for creation of appropriate infrastructure for growth of exports.

Remission of Duties and Taxes on Exported Products (RoDTEP) scheme
has been implemented since 01.01.2021. Rebate of State and Central
Levies and Taxes (RoSCTL) Scheme to promote labour oriented textile
exports has been implemented since 07.03.2019.

Common Digital Platform for Certificate of Origin has been launched to
facilitate trade and increase Free Trade Agreement (FTA) utilization by
exporters.

12 Champion Services Sectors have been identified for promoting and
diversifying services exports by pursuing specific action plans.

Districts as Export Hubs’ (DEH) Initiative under which products and
services with export potential have been identified in all districts of the
country. An institutional mechanism has been set up in each District in
the form of District Export Promotion Committees (DEPCs). The primary
function of the DEPC is to prepare and act on District Specific Export
Action Plans in collaboration with all the relevant stakeholders from the
Centre, State and District levels. A new scheme to provide financial
assistance to selected districts has also been prepared.

EPCs, Commodity Boards and India’s mission abroad are also actively
promoting India’s trade, tourism, technology and investment goals.

To match the growing expectations of trading community, DGFT has
initiated the process of revamping its present ICT ecosystem to move to a
large extent paperless, seamless interface with all its stakeholders.
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(b) The details of the quantity and value of item-wise exports for the last three
years is at Annexure - |.

(c) In order to facilitate ease of exports, different schemes are run by
Department of Commerce /DGFT for the exporters and the amount allocated and
disbursed /utilized under these Schemes is at Annexure — Il.

Further, for ease of exports, DGFT has undertaken a series of technology-
driven interventions to revamp its IT systems. The new DGFT IT Systems facilitate
two-way online communication & processing, e-verification of the authenticity of
documents and provide importers/exporters a paperless, contact-less, transparent
interface.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE AND FARMERS
WELFARE (SUSHRI SHOBHA KARANDLAJE): (a) to (e) A statement is laid on the
Table of the House.

Statement

(a) and (b) A study "All India Cold-chain Infrastructure Capacity (AICIC-
2015)" was conducted by NABARD Consultancy Services (NABCONS) in 2015 and it
assessed the required capacity of cold storages at that time as 351.00 lakh MT
against the existing capacity of 318.23 lakh MT in 2014.

As per available information, there are 8361 cold storages in the country with
the capacity of 381.10 lakh MT as on date. The State-wise details are at Annexure-I.

(c) and (d) Government of India is implementing various schemes to increase
the number of cold storage facility throughout the country including Tamil Nadu under
which financial assistance is provided for setting up of cold storages.

Department of Agriculture & Farmers Welfare is implementing Mission for
Integrated Development of Horticulture (MIDH) under which financial assistance is
provided for various horticulture activities including setting up of cold storages. The
component is demand/entrepreneur driven for which Government assistance in the
form of credit linked back ended subsidy is available at the rate of 35% of the project
cost in general areas and 50% of the project cost in hilly and scheduled areas.

Besides, National Horticulture Board (NHB) is implementing a scheme namely
"Capital Investment Subsidy for Construction/Expansion /Modernization of Cold
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Storages and Storages for Horticulture Products'. Under the scheme, credit linked
back-ended subsidy at the rate of 35% of the capital cost of the project in general
areas and 50% in case of North East, hily & scheduled areas for
construction/expansion/modernization of cold storage and Controlled Atmosphere
(CA) storage of capacity above 5000 MT and up to 10000 MT is available. In case of
North East region, the units with capacity above 1000 MT are also eligible for
assistance.

Ministry of Food Processing Industries (MOFPI) is implementing a Scheme for
Integrated Cold Chain, Value Addition and Preservation Infrastructure as one of the
component of Pradhan Mantri Kisan Sampada Yojana with the objective of reducing
post-harvest losses of horticulture and non-horticulture produce and providing
remunerative price to farmers for their produce. Under the scheme, Ministry provides
financial assistance in the form of grant-in-aid at the rate of 35% for general areas
and 50% for North East and Himalayan States, ITDP areas and Islands for storage
and transport infrastructure and at the rate of 50% and 75% respectively for value
addition and processing infrastructure subject to a maximum grant-in-aid of Rs. 10
crore per project for setting up integrated cold chain projects including irradiation
facility. Standalone cold storages are not covered under the Scheme.

Further, to strengthen agriculture infrastructure in the country, Government
has launched Agriculture Infrastructure Funds (AIF) of Rs. 1.00 lakh crore. Under AlF,
there is provision for collateral free term loan upto Rs. 2.00 crore and interest
subvention of 3% on the term loan availed for creation of post harvest infrastructure
including establishment of cold storages.

(e) Under MIDH scheme, the Ministry of Agriculture & Farmers Welfare allocates
funds to State Horticulture Mission (SHM). The SHM in turn allocate funds to the
Districts based upon the approved Annual Action Plan. District level details of the
funds allocated, released and utilized are maintained at State level.

As per available information, there are 187 cold storages with capacity of
3.95 lakh MT established under various schemes of Government of India in the State
of Tamil Nadu.

Further, Indian Railways, with
the assistance of IIT-Bombay, have undertaken rationalization of time table, inter alia
to provide for better passenger safety by creating maintenance corridor blocks,
minimizing conflicts in existing time table, etc. The exercise also included
rationalization of stoppages. Accordingly, stoppage of some trains at 94 stations over
East Central Railway, Eastern Railway, North Eastern Railway and Northeast Frontier
Railway located in the State of Bihar, have been discontinued. However, these

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF CONSUMER AFFAIRS, FOOD AND
PUBLIC DISTRIBUTION (SHRI ASHWINI KUMAR CHOUBEY): (a) to (e) A
statement is laid on the Table of the House.
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Statement

(a) Yes Sir. To address anaemia and micro-nutrient deficiency in the country,
the Government of India had approved the Centrally Sponsored Pilot Scheme on
"Fortification of Rice & its Distribution under Public Distribution System" on 14"
February, 2019, for a period of 3 years beginning 2019-20.

(b) Fifteen State Governments (with Districts) i.e. Andhra Pradesh
(Vizianagram), Kerala (Ernakulum), Karnataka (Yadgir or Mysore), Maharashtra
(Gadchiroli), Odisha (Malkangiri), Gujarat (Narmada), Uttar Pradesh (Chandauli),
Assam (Dhubri),  Tamil Nadu (Tiruchirappalli/Trichy),  Telangana
(KumrabheemAsifabad or Jayashankar Bhupalapally or Khammam), Punjab
(Gurdaspur/Ludhiana), Chhattisgarh (Kondagaon), Jharkhand (East Singhbhum),
Uttarakhand (Udham Singh Nagar) and Madhya Pradesh (Singrauli) had consented
and identified their respective Districts for implementation of the Pilot Scheme.
Approximately 4.30 Lakh Metric Ton (LMT) of fortified rice has been distributed
through PDS under the Pilot Scheme till 2021-22, in eleven States except Assam,
Karnataka, Kerala and Punjab.

(c) and (d) Yes Sir. The Government has approved the supply of fortified rice
throughout the Targeted Public Distribution System (TPDS) under the National Food
Security Act (NFSA) and in Other Welfare Schemes of Government of India in all
States and Union Territories (UTs) in a phased manner by the year 2024. The FCI and
State Agencies have commenced the procurement of fortified rice.

(e) Nearly 350 LMT of fortified rice is required for distribution in all Government
Schemes including TPDS, ICDS, PM-POSHAN and Other Welfare Schemes (OWSs)
by 2024. FCI and State Agencies have already procured around 138 LMT of Fortified
Rice so far. Instructions have been issued to all States/UTs to build up necessary
infrastructure for rice fortification and to ensure adherence to deadline with regular
monitoring.

THE MINISTER OF CONSUMER AFFAIRS, FOOD AND PUBLIC DISTRIBUTION
(SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL): (a) to (c) A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (¢) The Central Pool stock of wheat as on 1% of July 2022 is well above the
foodgrains stocking norms. As on 1% of July 2022, Food Corporation of India (FCI)
and State Govt. agencies have 285.10 LMT of wheat stock under Central Pool against
the stocking norms of 275. 80 LMT.

During current season, procurement of wheat has been about 188 LMT and it
is expected that even after meeting out the requirement of Pradhan Mantri Garib
Kalyan Anna Yojana (PMGKAY) (upto September, 2022) and Public Distribution
System (PDS), the projected wheat stock as on 01.04.2023 would be 134 LMT
against the stocking norms of 74.6 LMT.

Wheat production estimate was revised to lower side due to early summer this
year. Also, there was a rise in global prices of wheat due to various geo-political
reasons. The Government of India is committed to providing for the food security
requirements of India first and also support the neighbouring and other vulnerable
developing countries which are adversely affected by the sudden changes in the
global market for wheat and are unable to access adequate wheat supplies.
Therefore, the Central Government amended the export policy of wheat from ‘Free’ to
‘Prohibited’.

As per the available stock and further projections upto April 2023, the country
has enough stock of foodgrains to cater the requirement of Public Distribution System

(PDS) & Other Welfare Scheme and to meet out any other eventuality.

Fraudulent beneficiaries under PM-KISAN scheme

*69. SHRIBINOY VISWAM: Wil the Minister of AGRICULTURE AND FARMERS
WELFARE be pleased to State:

(a) the total number of fraudulent beneficiaries/ineligible farmers identified
under Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi (PM-KISAN) Yojana since
2019, State-wise;
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(b) the total amount lost due to fraudulent transactions and the total amount
recovered from fraudulent beneficiaries under the PM-KISAN scheme since
2019, State-wise; and

(c) the action taken against officials responsible for these frauds?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE AND FARMERS
WELFARE (SUSHRI SHOBHA KARANDLAJE): (a) to (c) A Statement is laid on the
table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (¢) PM Kisan Samman Nidhi (PM-KISAN), one of the largest central
sector schemes, is being implemented to supplement financial needs of land holding
farmers of the country. Under the scheme, financial benefit of Rs 6000/ - per year, in
three equal installments, is transferred into the bank accounts of farmers.

Till date, 11.37 crore eligible farmers have been paid more than Rs. 2 lakh
crores, under PM KISAN.

Benefits of the Scheme are given to a farmer family. The family should own
cultivable land, as per land record system of the concerned State/UT. Cut-off date
for land ownership is 1% February 2019, except in case of inheritance due to death of a
beneficiary. Certain Categories of higher economic status are excluded from getting
the benefit under the scheme, such as former and present holders of constitutional
posts; former and present Ministers/ MPs/MLAs; all superannuated/retired
pensioners whose monthly pension is Rs.10,000/-or more; all serving or retired
employee of the Center/ State Govt or PSEs (excluding Multi-Tasking Staff / Class
IV/Group D employees); all persons who paid Income Tax in last assessment year;
professionals like Doctors, Engineers, Lawyers, Chartered Accountants, and
Architects registered with Professional bodies; and Non-Resident Indians.

States/UTs identify and verify the beneficiaries under the scheme. Benefits are
transferred to the beneficiaries through Direct Benefit Transfer mode, on the basis of
verified data received from the States/UTs on the PM-KISAN portal. To help the
States/UTs for automated validation of the beneficiaries’ data, PM-KISAN portal has
been integrated with the portals of Unique Identification Authority of India (UIDAI) for
Aadhar authentication; with Public Finance Management System (PFMS) for
validation of account and Government employees/pensioners data; with Income Tax
department for validation of income tax payee status; and with National Payment
Corporation of India (NPCI) for account validation and Aadhar based payments.
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Eligible farmers are being enrolled and deceased/ineligible beneficiaries are
being removed by way of continuous verification and validation of the beneficiary’s
data. The States/UTs have been provided with the option to mark beneficiaries as
eligible to ineligible and vice versa, after due verification. E-KYC of all the beneficiaries
is also being done to verify their status. States/UTs have been asked to expedite the
process for saturation of the scheme with all the eligible beneficiaries and removal of
ineligible beneficiaries.

A few States reported instances of fraudulent transactions under the Scheme.
These are Tamilnadu, Karnataka, Rajasthan and Gujarat.

Recoveries have also been made from fraudulent beneficiaries by the State
Governments of Tamilnadu (Rs 163 Crore), Rajasthan(Rs 3.6lakh) Karnataka
(Rs1.21 Crore) and Gujarat (Rs 41.76 lakh). Appropriate disciplinary action against
the responsible officials have been taken by the State Governments and FIRs have
been lodged, accordingly State-wise details of action taken are as follows:

Tamilnadu: FIR has been filed in 16 Districts. 123 persons were arrested
including contractual staff.102 contractual staffs, suspected to be directly or indirectly
involved in these illegal activities, were terminated. Three block level Assistant
Director of Agriculture where large number of entries took place were suspended.
Departmental action instituted against the 71 officers who are responsible for the
enrolment of fraudulent beneficiaries in PM-KISAN scheme.

Rajasthan: A six-member enquiry Committee was set up by the District
Administration. The Committee found that the ID of the Tahasildar was misused from
192 IP addresses to make self-registered farmers eligible. FIR has been lodged by the
district administration with the list of IP Addresses. Disciplinary action has been
instituted against the then Tahasildar and the present Tahasildar for negligence in the
matter and dereliction of duty.

Similarly, State of Gujarat and Karnataka have also registered FIRs on
respective cases.

Further, following special measures have been taken by the Union
Government:

(i) The process of login credentials has been reviewed and new process has been
implemented by the Government. In the process, use of government email id,
two factor OTP authentication in mobile as well as in email has been made
mandatory, apart from condition to change the password regularly.

(i) States/UTs have been instructed to recover the money and accordingly, a
process to recover the money has been issued.

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Thank you, Chairperson Madam. | don’t have the
luxury of rhetoric, even if | wanted to, due to paucity of time. But | would say that right
to health is already a Fundamental Right. It is already an inalienable right and this has
been pronounced by the hon. Supreme Court as late as July 2020. It has said that it
is the duty of the State to ensure the right to health. So, when | look at this Private
Member's Bill saying that this Bill is to provide for health as a Fundamental Right to all
citizens, | think, that health for all or universal health coverage has already been read
into Article 21. And, therefore, to have a separate Right to Health Bill, 2021, to me,
makes no sense.

Now, | come to another structural defect in the Bill. The Bill, at Clause 5,
mentions right to food, right to water, right to sanitation, right to therapy, right to
healthcare services, right to road safety, right to occupational safety, protection, etc.
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Everything is already covered under separate legislations. Bringing in more legislation
or more provisions will not really solve the problem. The problem, which | completely
agree with the sentiments expressed on both the sides, is that health is an issue in the
country and that health has remained to be an issue since Independence, and that is
because the resources available in the country for generating this kind of health
infrastructure, both physical and human resources, has not been available. None can
deny the fact that the life expectancy since Independence has climbed up from 33-35
to 73-75. It has been possible only because every Government has created the health
infrastructure. But, at the same time, at a time when we are discussing this, the
Fifteenth Finance Commission says something and | don’t really agree with my friend,
Rakesh Sinhaji, because the Fifteenth Finance Commission’s figure as per WHO's
recommendation is one doctor per 1,000 people but India currently has one for every
1,511 people. So, we are way off the mark and if | go to specialists, | think, it is far
worse. If we look at the nurse to population ratio, it is 1:670 whereas the WHO norm is
1:300. | can go on and on.

The most important fact is that even till now, the out-of-pocket expenses for a
household in India going towards health expenditure account is about 54 per cent,
which is very, very high. Therefore, there is a need for universal health coverage and
health for all. In fact, Madam, | just recently attended a Global Conference of
Parliamentary Union. There, health for all was expressed as the aspiration for every
global citizen, not just for Indian citizen. This has become accentuated by the fact that
post-pandemic, the people have realised that none is safe until everyone is safe.
Therefore, when | say that we have to ensure right to health, we have to ensure that
this infrastructure, first of all, is available. How to meet this? There has been a
suggestion in this Bill that it will be through a Central legislation whereas health is a
State subject. | will not get into the fact whether it can be legislated Centrally because
it is a State subject. Education is a State subject but a Bill relating to right to
education has been passed by the Centre, enabling the States to make separate rules
and spend money. But, what is important is that the health expenditure that we do is
only 1.5 to 1.7 per cent even after 75 years, whereas the WHO norm is 2.5 per cent of
your GDP and our own National Health Policy norm is 2.5 per cent of our GDP!
| think, that is a matter of concern.

The real concern is where will the States get the money from? Where will the
State resources come from? But, then, | must say that despite resource constraints,
take the case of Odisha. In Odisha, we have the Biju Swasthya Kalyan Yojana which
has been made into a scheme by the hon. Chief Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik. We
are not subscribing to Ayushman Bharat because our scheme ensures health for all in
a true sense. Every APL or BPL family member, whether outdoor patient or indoor
patient, can walk into a Government hospital and he will get all kinds of treatment free
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of cost. If he has to get service from outside the State, there are 200 hospitals which
have been empanelled.

That is the ideal model | would say, but it requires resources. Not all the
States could probably afford it, but this is where the Centre should move from an
insurance model to a rights-based health model where every citizen of India can walk
into a hospital and get free medical treatment both indoors as well as outdoors. Mind
you, Ayushman is only for indoor health care services, not for outdoor services.

Now | come to a very salient point and this is relating to the fact that Manoj ji
spoke about figures relating the National Family Health Survey. He talked about life
expectancy. Now | come to the pandemic. If you look at the pandemic, it
overwhelmed the health infrastructure of advanced countries too. We, nor any
country, can provide for reserves or a redundant health infrastructure to such an
extent that it can meet any pandemic, but what all of us can do, what India can do, is
to be prepared for it. Follow the disaster preparedness model that we have already
shown. In Odisha, we have done it. Follow a pandemic preparedness model. The
whole world, currently the IMF, the World Bank and the WHO are talking about
pandemic preparedness treaty. And when you talk about pandemic preparedness,
we will naturally be looking into both the human infrastructure as well as the physical
infrastructure. Our emphasis in policy has always been on outputs, not on outcomes,
and that is the biggest bane. When we are talking about setting up of hospitals, we
say, we have set up hospitals without doctors. We have set up hospitals without
paramedic staff. We have set up hospitals without nurses. Now, that is why, it is
important to emphasize only on outcomes. Let outcomes be the criteria of all our
policies, particularly health and education, of course.

Another point which | will talk about is the responsibility or the ownership that
the community can take in health-related matters. We have seen during the
pandemic that community rose to the occasion, women's Self Help Groups rose to
the occasion in States like Odisha to communicate ideas relating to prevention and
preparedness of the first wave of the pandemic and that is most important, the
preparedness aspect, and therefore, | harp on a pandemic treaty or | harp on health
preparedness scheme. If you emphasize on preparedness, | am sure everything will
be taken care of. Lastly while talking about the Bill, -- | do not want to use the word -
- this is an umbrella legislation for which separate legislations already exist. There is
no point having another Act when the basic question of supply and distribution is not
addressed. You have to supply and not even stop at that, you have to distribute
those. Now, both these things can happen. It has happened over a period of time so
far. Itis not that it has not happened in the last 75 years, but what has happened is at
a very slow pace. We need to move on. We need to move very fast because health,
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as | said, is already accepted as an inalienable fundamental right of every Indian
citizen. Thank you.

DR. K. KESHAVA RAO (Telangana): Madam, before | really get into the Bill, let me
say one thing to Mr. Patnaik. It is true that the Supreme Court had given its judgment.
Hence, according to me, there is no need for this Bill. But, we have not yet passed
any legislation. The States have not taken cognizance of what the Supreme Court
had said. What the Supreme Court had said has not been taken cognizance of by the
States. We are not under para 3 of the Constitution. Still, it continues to be a State
Subject. Therefore, on a Bill like this, which aims to make ‘health’ a fundamental right
and bring it under para 3, there is a scope for States to step in. It will then help the
States. ...(Interruptions)... Not necessary. Not necessary at all, because we are
talking here of three things. The first one is conditions, the second is funds and the
third is accessibility. These three things are entirely different and fall within the domain
of the States. Anyhow, | only wanted to say one thing. It is true that the Supreme
Court had said and there is not much to talk about national policy. But, nonetheless,
there must be.

Madam, | have born; | have the right to birth. When | have a right to birth,
| must have the right to life. It is already there. You need not give it to me through
legislation. So, right to life is intrinsic to right to health. These two things are
intertwined. You cannot separate them. That exactly what the spirit of this Bill is.
Once you agree to the first one, the second one will automatically follow. Let us
understand what exactly its needs are. Today, we have the Right to Education. It is
for betterment of life. You have said something about developmental activities,
corporate activities and infrastructure activities. They are for the betterment of life.
So, the Bill today talks, fundamentally, about how exactly life has to be.

Hon. Member tried to make the Bill comprehensive and tried to include many
things in it. But, nonetheless, it does suffer with some deficiencies. It is true. You
cannot expect a comprehensive Bill, because the mover of the Bill himself said that he
is apprehensive whether it will be passed or not. He is apprehensive whether the Bill
will be accepted by the Government. But the question is whether it is acceptable or
not. The very fact you are trying to say and what this House trying to say or focused
is the point that the Government must take cognizance of it and try to incorporate
important points from the Bill in their policy. That is what exactly our point of view is.
Therefore, | am taking it as a fundamental thing. The right to life, being part of Article
21, yet, we also wanted this as a right so that there is a scope for legislation by the
States and, at the same time, the Centre can also legislate without disturbing the
rights of the States. Then, Madam, you have Articles 39, 42 and 47. They are taken
care of once you make this right to life a fundamental right through legislation.
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There are three things. One is this. When we talk about the Bill, we talk
fundamentally, because we must talk about law and talk about the spirit of the Bill.
But, my learned friend from the other side wanted to talk about politics. He has a
right to talk. But, let us not politicize the issue of health. The subject ‘health’ is
something which should not be politicized or make it partisan. He mentioned about
The Lancet. What The Lancet said, what advertisements The Lancet got is another
matter. It has nothing to do with it, although the Chairperson might agree with what
the hon. Member has said.

Before getting into the Bill, | would like to make a few points on Ayushman
Bharat. Madam, Ayushman Bharat has not been fully accepted in Telangana.
Telangana today has, as a policy, created eight Government medical colleges. We
have promised that 50 per cent of our districts, out of 33, would have super-
specialties like we have in AIIMS and NIMS. And, we identified them in 8 districts.
Hon. Health Minister knows about it. We are doing it in spite of not getting funds from
the Government of India. It is an obligation to the people of the State and we are
doing it. And, we are doing it on our own. That is why it takes me to the funding.
Funding system is something that the mover of the Bill wanted to say, though he did
not stretch much on this. Madam, Clause 7 of the Bill talks about funding. That is
what exactly the concern of the entire House today is. You need funds. Today,
allocation in the Union Budget for health is just 1.4 per cent of the GDP! Even the
Economic Survey wanted it to be 2.5 per cent to 3 per cent. And, we — at least,
| personally feel — feel it is wrong; it should be 6 per cent as far as education and
health is concerned, because these are the two areas which should be the concern of
the Governments. They are the concern of the Governments and other things do
follow, and people themselves will take them up. But, people cannot take these two
things by themselves.

So, Clause 2 is something to which | have an
objection to.

[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA) in the Chair.]

Madam, now | come to Clause 10(2). He talked very little about pollution. But
there is nothing at all about pollution. But that is a problem. That is a very big
problem. Pollution should be the special attention of the Minister. He is present here.
| am telling you, the way Delhi is turning out to be a polluted city of the world, we must
do something with regard to it. Although the Bill does not speak about pollution, there
are some who spoke about it but did not give details of the same.

Then, he has talked about conditions. He has tried to attempt on conditions
that are necessary and gave seven or eight conditions; they are not enough.
Conditions are many; he has only hinted at them. So, let the Minister understand that
‘condition” means something which comes to your view. You have with you the entire
subject. The entire domain is with you. So, you understand the difficulties and then,
you can bring it. So, don’t just look at the Bill as such and say that these are the
conditions. This is Clause 5 | am talking about.

Now, Clause 5(h) is about the Government’s help that is necessary for
famines and other things. | think it is such a big canvass that the Mover of the Bill
wanted to bring in, but it is such a big thing that they can’t be made judiciable always.
There are a few subjects which cannot be made judiciable, the Government may do
it. | am giving the details clause by clause. Please don’t take it lightly; this is a very
serious subject. Whether you accept it or not, accept the spirit of the Bill, accept the
very content of the Bill. Try to see, if not today, tomorrow, in your policy formulations
or when you formulate your policies, bring these things into that; the concerns of the
citizens are only two, health and education. Education, you are trying to do. The
moment the Opposition gets up, you think we are all opposed to your policies. That
is very wrong. When you do wrong, please say ‘wrong’.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Hon. Member, you need to conclude.

DR. K. KESHAVA RAO: But you can’t tolerate this; that is another matter. | am
reminding you what the importance of this Bill is. As you understand, water is the
real thing. Today, something like two lakh people die every year because of water.
Though it is not brought under this Bill, | want this to be included. Then, you have
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sludge and septage management. About 90 per cent of deaths are due to this. That
also must come in. So, sanitation and public health should come under public health
care system.

Most important of all is the expenditure that we do on medical. About 61 per
cent of the expenditure of an ordinary family, say, of a middle class family, is on
health. And, 69 per cent of the expenditure on health by you-- the Central
Government or the State Government -- is paid by the private man. It is private. So,
it is we who are paying. Kindly see how much of a burden it is on the people. So, to
relieve them, you must step in in a big way and see that the insurance scheme you
are talking about, not just “Ayushman’, whichever insurance scheme you bring in, is
for all the people or individuals. Thank you.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Shri John Brittas; you have another
speaker, and you have got two minutes. So, you can take two minutes.
...(Interruptions )...

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS (Kerala): Sir, thank you very much. Me being from Kerala,
which is a model State regarding the health matters, | do expect the Chair to be a little
benevolent. Sir, | don't want to politicize this issue. ThIT Rr=gr <t = 9T BT 3R T
U1 He only politicized this matter, and actually there was no need to bring in political
formulations. | congratulate Shri Manoj Jha. If education can be brought as a
Fundamental Right, there is no harm in bringing health, which is a cardinal issue,
cardinal point, cardinal subject. Though implicitly it is part of the right to life, but
health needs to be given the importance that it deserves. The biggest problem is
resources. Our hon. Minister is a very straight-forward Minister. He is very genuine.
He wants to do something. | know that. But he is unable to do because of lack of
resources. Let us appreciate that. | will not blame him individually. The only thing is
that he has to speak up. He has to tell the leadership that more allocation has to be
given to the health sector.

Sir, thousands of people died without getting access to health. Even those
people who got access to hospitals, they died because there was no oxygen. | don't
want to remind about those days. Sir, we talk about a lot. The Ruling Party Member
was very elaborate with regard to the improvements that have happened to the health
sector. Sir, let me just read out one statistic. We all harp on Sri Lanka now. Now, Sri
Lanka is the focus. There was a briefing by the External Affairs Minister for the leaders
of all parties with regard to Sri Lanka. Sir, with regard to health, | would just point out
one index. We have 1.4 hospital beds per thousand against the world average of 2.9.
Sir, Sri Lanka has 3 per thousand. We all talk about Sri Lanka. There are sectors
where we lag behind. We need to have more focus, more resources. Sir, if at all you
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want to improve this, at least, two beds per thousand, assuming that Mansukh Sahib
wants to take it two beds per thousand, for that, we need to open, at least, 5,000
more hospitals with 200 beds. Do we have the resources?

Sir, there has been a lot of talk about Pradhan Mantri Jan Arogya Yojana.
Rakesh Sinhaji was very, very kind enough to give us a lecture on that. Sir, what has
happened to the allocation? The allocation has been drastically reduced. Even the
allotted amount has not been spent. Let the Minister check the Economic Survey. Let
him just go through the 15" Finance Commission Report. | only want the Minister to
go through three-four documents. Let him not trust me. Let him think that | am trying
to mislead him. Let him just go to his Economic Survey, his National Family Survey,
the 15" Finance Commission and the Standing Committee Report. If he puts together
these four documents, that will give the real picture of the health.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Please conclude.

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS: Sir, two-three minutes more. | am from Kerala.
...(Interruptions)... You know that. Sir, Sanjay Singhiji is here. His Party has been
harping on Mohalla Clinic here, and his leader, Kejriwalji, has been coming to Kerala
to lecture us. Sir, 60 years back, we started these Primary Health Centres. Please
ask Ushaji. There is a health centre in every village.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Please conclude. Hon. Member,
please conclude. Your time is up.

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS: * ... (Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): No personal remarks. No personal
remarks. That will be examined.

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS: Sir, two-three points more. | will just conclude.

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS: Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, | would make two-three points more.
...(Interruptions )...

Sir, this is something to guide and give inputs to the Minister. The biggest
problem in this country is that 70 per cent of our people depend on the private sector;
only 30 per cent go to the Government sector. It is just the other way round in Kerala.
In Kerala, 80 per cent of the health needs are catered to by the Government sector

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and just 20 per cent by the private sector. One more thing -- during the Covid
period, 95 per cent of the Covid patients were treated free of cost by the Government
sector in Kerala. Just five per cent of them went to the private sector. Also, out of
that five per cent, three per cent were supported by the Karunya Subsidy Scheme.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Please ...(interruptions)... Please,
Rakeshiji ...(interruptions)... Shri Brittas... ... (interruptions)...

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS: You were a former... ... (interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Brittasji, please address the Chair.
...(interruptions )...

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS: Sir, please allow me to call out two-three statistics because
| don't want any obfuscation of the statistics. Just bear with me. | am not talking
about Kerala. | will leave out Kerala. | know that when | talk about Kerala it is
uncomfortable for some people.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Let us conclude.

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS: Sir, please allow me two-three minutes more. It is a Private
Members' day. You should be benevolent.

Sir, let us not grope in the dark. Let me make one other point here. What was
the allocation made? Compared to the previous Revised Estimates, there has been
hardly a 0.2 per cent increase despite the fact that the Covid pandemic broke out.
Fifty lakh people died. There was a health emergency in the country. But what was
the increase in the health budget? It was just 0.2 per cent. ...(/m‘errupz‘/ons)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Please conclude. ...(Interruptions)...
Please conclude. ...(Interruptions)... We will examine this. ...(/Interruptions)... We
will examine this. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS: Sir, they are interrupting me. ...(Interruptions)... There is one
more point. When they talk about the budgetary allocation on health, just look at how
they mop up the resources. They are mopping up Rs. 53,846 crore because of the
four per cent cess that they are imposing on Income Tax and Corporation Tax. They
are not allocating money, but they have imposed a cess on Income Tax and
Corporation Tax. Again, they have imposed another cess on import duty.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Please conclude. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS: Even then, they did not do any justice to the health sector
which is plaguing. Sir, | would just wind up by saying this. The Finance Commission
says that 14 per cent of the people borrow money to go to the hospitals. Every year,
six crore people are plunged into poverty because they approach hospitals for their
health needs. It is a shame on this country. ...(Interruptions)...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): | will have to move on. Take
30 seconds.

SHRI JOHN BRITTAS: Sir, | am winding up. We have to think about this. We are
pushing people to poverty. They have nowhere to go to fulfill their health needs. We
must consider this as a Fundamental Right. | would earnestly invite the hon. Minister
to visit Kerala and see what we have done.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Thank you. Dr. Fauzia Khan. ...
(Interruptions)... No cross-talk, please.

DR. FAUZIA KHAN (Maharashtra): Sir, | must, first of all, thank Prof. Manoj Kumar
Jha for having brought up this subject. He has brought up not just the subject of
health, but also the voices, the anguish and pains of the poor and the deprived, and
not just the poor and the deprived but also the middle class, white collared population
who suffer because of lack of quality healthcare. As Rajani 7a/ mentioned, even as a
Member of Parliament, what she had to undergo in an emergency, | think, we have
something to learn from what she spoke here. Even | have introduced a Bill in this
House called 'The Universal Healthcare Bill, 2021'. As mentioned by many Members
here, Article 21 says that the right to life includes the right to health. But, | think, we
need to make a distinction here. We need to provide more emphasis to the right to
health because without that, the entire country is suffering. Mahatma Gandhi said, ' It
is health that is real wealth; not pieces of gold and silver.' If the country has to enjoy
real wealth, it has to be in good mental and physical health. The population of a
nation can be productive only if its individuals are physically and mentally healthy. In
fact, Jim Rohn has said, "Take care of your body because it is the only place you
have to live." The only place where you have to live is your body. So, it should be
taken care of. Unfortunately, the current healthcare system in India reflects an
economic and a social gap in accessing quality healthcare and draws attention to
further measures that are required to be taken by the Central Government to assure
health to all its citizens. And it is very simple! The way the Right to Education Act
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was brought for providing free and compulsory education to all the children of the
country, the same way the right to health must be brought. If this Bill is not accepted,
the Government must come in with the Bill providing free healthcare to all the citizens
of India irrespective of their class, their economic status or whatever. Many of my
colleagues have mentioned that the expenditure on health is only 1.4 per cent of the
Gross Domestic Product. My hon. colleague, Dr. Keshava Rao, also said that it
should be, at least, six per cent. | agree with him that we need to increase the
expenditure on health. Unless it is done, we cannot provide the huge population of
India the relief from the ills that they go through. Out-of-pocket payments are the
predominant mode for financing healthcare in the country. It should not be there when
70 per cent of our population is below poverty line. Our subsidy itself indicates how
poor our country is. Here, out-of-pocket expenses are so predominantly high that we
need to really think about it. This is grossly unfair and exposes a large number of
households to catastrophic health expenditure which has often been a contributing
factor for rural and urban indebtedness, as mentioned by my colleagues. We have
also spoken about the pandemic here. The pandemic has, indeed, exposed many
gaps. Many of us have spoken about the way it was handled, but | would like to
speak about certain acts. Certain acts were acts of nobility, were acts of human
service and were acts of sacrifice. There were many people who came forward to do
that. At the same time, there were drastically terrible acts of exploitation of poor
patients or rich patients by the hospitals during that time who thought this is a huge
opportunity to make money. What was happening was that people were dying and,
at the same time, their entire economic resource was spent on these hospitals and
the future generations also suffered because the complete economy of the household
collapsed during the times of pandemic. We must pay attention to this because we
cannot allow a country to be ruined. Whenever there is a time of emergency, hospitals
come in to loot or come in to exploit people. | think there has to be an end to this by
the Government. And, this can be done by a collaborative approach, aligning the
existing Government schemes, policies, the interest of the payers and the providers,
along with innovative partnerships. We have the Ayushman Bharat Scheme, but as
Dr. Amar Patnaik has mentioned, we need to include in-patient and out-patient here.
Presently, it is only for in-patient and there is no out-patient coverage. The primary
healthcare must be included here.

There is one more lacuna in the system towards which | would like to draw the
attention of the Minister. In the hospital, when a patient is being treated and the family
member or the caregiver goes to ask the doctor what is wrong with his/her family
member, the doctor gives no answer. The family member does not know what is
happening to the patient, what is the diagnosis, or, what is the treatment being given.
The doctors are silent. | think the doctors and the medical staff must be taught and
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they must be given trainings on soft skills and ethics on what to tell about patient,
what all they should be telling about the diagnostics and about the future fate of
patient. All this is not told. It is hidden. | do not know why this is done. In other
countries, | have not seen this happening, but this is very common particularly in our
country that the medical staff feels above everything and they don't want to reveal
anything to the patient's family members, which distresses them and it sometimes
results in assaults on doctors and the medical staff. So, this is one of the primary
issues which the Health Department must address. | feel transparency is needed.
| think a record of the patient must be maintained digitally and access should be given
to the family member with the required amount of privacy, but the family of the patient
has the right to know what is happening and the fate of the patient. Otherwise, they
come in for a shock when something wrong happens.

With every right, there is a duty attached. There cannot be rights where there
are no duties and here, the duties rest with the Government. | believe that the
Government must create a national public information network of hospitals. During
the pandemic, we realized that we did not know where to go. Patients were
wondering where to go. There were so many people working in the social field, who
came up to show that this hospital has such and such facility. So, such a data must
be maintained and it must be put in public domain for the people to know where they
should be going when the time arises. For instance, when Rajani thai collapsed,
| don't think the other people immediately realized or knew where they should go, and
she was taken to wherever they felt it was good. So, if you have a data bank, it will
be very helpful. Sir, just give me two minutes.

Then, a pricing strategy committee must be made to make sure that the
citizens are not exploited financially. Even for Ayushman Bharat, you have a pricing
limit fixed up. We have also seen that when the people, who are responsible for
providing healthcare, neglect the patient, they are not punished. They go scot free.
There has to be a penalty for that. They should be held accountable. They should be
responsible in the noble work that they are doing. But, many times, we see that they
are absent from their work, they do not go there regularly and the Government staff
people ask the patients to go to their private hospitals so that they can charge them
there.

At the end, | will speak about what Mr. Rakesh Sinha pointed out about rare
diseases. We have met the hon. Minister several times regarding this issue. A group
of parliamentarians has written several letters to him regarding this. There is a rare
disease policy, but it is a meaningless policy because you ask for corporate funding.
A patient requires crores of rupees to get treated. There are little children who have
got little to live but if you give them treatment, they can survive. And, you are asking
them to go to the corporate and ask for funding. The only amount that can be
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received through the corporate funding is Rs. 1,87,000. | have approached the
hon. Prime Minister. You were speaking about the empathy of the Prime Minister.
Here in this very House, | took a letter signed by 20 Members of Parliament asking him
for an appointment. Give us an appointment so that we can speak about these rare
disease patients, who can be helped, and, even when it is such an important and
emotional subject, the Prime Minister has not given us time. If time cannot be given
for this issue, for what else will we get time?

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Please conclude.

DR. FAUZIA KHAN: Many Members of Parliament are asking for this. | urge the hon.
Minister to please consider the problems of rare disease patients and help them with
the required amount of money so that these little children can be saved by just a little
bit of help by the Government. It is not a big amount that we are asking for. Only a
hundred crores of rupees are to be spent from the Rashtriya Arogya Nidhi.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Please conclude. We are running out
of time.

DR. FAUZIA KHAN: Finally, | would conclude my speech by saying that instead of
enhancing the fund for health care, we are applying the GST on hospital rooms.
| think, doing such a thing is very, very cruel. GST not only on food items but GST
also on hospital treatment! | think, the Government must withdraw this decision
immediately. Thank you very much.

Need for inclusion of Ho, Mundari and Bhumij languages in the Eighth Schedule to

the Constitution

DR. SASMIT PATRA (Odisha): “Madam, through this special mention, | demand that
the major tribal languages spoken by our tribal brothers and sisters in Odisha - Ho,
Mundari and Bhumij - be included in the Eighth Schedule of the Constitution. Santhali
language has already been included in the Eighth Schedule of the Constitution.

In the recently held 24th Eastern Zonal Council meeting in Bhubaneswar, the
Hon'ble Chief Minister of Odisha, Shri Naveen Patnaik, reiterated the long-standing
demand for inclusion of Ho, Mundari and Bhumij languages in the Eighth Schedule,
which would help fulfill the aspirations of the tribal communities speaking these three
languages in Odisha. Shri Naveen Patnaik also wrote a letter to the hon. Home
Minister in this regard and requested to include these three languages in the Eighth
Schedule of the Constitution.

The 'Ho' language is spoken by about 10 lakh tribals living in Odisha and
Jharkhand. Mundari language is spoken by more than 6 lakh people of Odisha's
Munda and Mundari tribes. Bhumij is spoken by about three lakh tribal brothers and
sisters. These tribal languages of Odisha are highly eligible for inclusion in the Eighth
Schedule of the Constitution.

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Digital attendance of the MNREGA workers

SHRI AYODHYA RAMI REDDY ALLA (Andhra Pradesh): Madam, the Rural
Development Ministry has passed an order to discontinue manual attendance for the
MGNREGA scheme for work sites with more than 20 workers. The order states that
attendance will instead be recorded by a mobile phone-based application--National
Mobile Monitoring Software (NMMS).

| would like to highlight that the app specifies that it is mandatory for workers to
upload two time stamped photos within a pre-determined time window designed by
the App. Section 3 of the NREGA Act states that workers are entitled to their wages
on the basis of work completed by them, that is, on a piece rate basis. By forcing the
workers to stay for a specified number of hours irrespective of when they finish their
work, the App is forcing a time rate basis payment for their wages.

Women traditionally have lower access to smart phones, etc. Having a smart
phone and access to the App is now necessary for NREGA mates to record
attendance on the NMMS. This discourages women from being NREGA mates which
contradicts the Government that has continually pushed for greater representation of
women amongst NREGA mates.

Lastly, the App has been designed completely in English with no technical
support available. This would undermine the access of numerous poor workers.
| request the Ministry of Rural Development to take cognizance of the same
immediately and take action to allow manual recording of attendance for MNREGA.

Need for an integrated approach to manage the water crisis in the country

SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN (Maharashtra): Sir, the per capita availability of water
has seen a decline of 75 per cent from 6,042 cubic metres in 1947 to 1,486 cubic

metres in 2021. As per the NITI Aayog, 21 major cities are already on the brink of
exhausting their groundwater resources. We are increasingly seeing acute shortages
of water in urban areas. A major reason for this is the obstruction to recharging of
groundwater due to poor city planning of encroaching floodplains and paving over
lakes and wetlands, accentuated by the loss of green cover to make way for
infrastructure projects. In rural areas, the indiscriminate extraction of groundwater for
agricultural purposes is reaching dangerous levels. This is further aggravated by the
intensive cultivation of water guzzling crops like paddy and sugarcane. These also
constitute a large portion of our export basket; while we must celebrate the success
and hard work of our farmers in ensuring a record-breaking agricultural export this
year, we must also be cognizant of the amount of virtual water we are exporting in the
process. Hence, the present water crisis is the result of a multitude of cascading
effects across areas which are exasperating the problem. To address this, we must
aim for an integrated approach to water management with greater coordination
between the many Ministries involved so that policy decisions are not taken in
isolation but with the broader goal of water sustainability in mind. Thank you, Sir.

Need to probe the problems being faced by the students in the recently held UGC,
NET Exam and CUET undergraduate Exam

DR. V. SIVADASAN (Kerala): The students in various centres in the nation have
faced huge problems because of glitches involved in conducting the University Grants
Commission - National Eligibility Test on o™ July, 2022. Multiple centres from Odisha,
Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, Telangana, Andhra Pradesh, Kerala and many other States
have reported multiple kinds of issues. In some centres, candidates were unable to
attend the exam and in many other centres, candidates were forced to attend the
exam in suboptimal conditions. In many places, not only the examination started late
by several hours due to server issues, but candidates have also complained of
repeated logging off during the test.
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Along with this, the very first CUET undergraduate examination has also ended
up being a catastrophe due to poor planning and last minute changes in the
examination centre. Many students were unable to attend the examination as they
were informed upon reaching the centre that their allotted centre has been changed
while others were told it has been rescheduled.

The reasons for such glitches in conducting exams should be enquired into
strictly. This can affect the credibility and reputation of the exams. So, there is a need
to ensure that proper enquiry takes place into the causes of the glitch and the
prestige and credibility of the national exams are restored. Also, all those candidates
who were denied of their rightful opportunity to write the exam should be given their
fair chance.
