If we compare the Budget of 2022 with that of 2021, there was a sharp
decrease by 6 per cent. As far as health expenditure per capita in respect of women
is concerned, it is also very poor. So far as the world is concerned, it is at 140 out of
190 countries. Sir, there is a project called Beti Bachao Beti Padhao'. Unfortunately,
the Parliamentary Committee on Empowerment of Women in Lok Sabha said that 80
per cent of the total budgetary allocation was spent on advertisement only. Our
learned Minister, " has herself admitted..

Sri Lanka has allowed Chinese submarine war ship to dock in
Hambantota port this month, despite India's concerns. Sri Lanka has ignored India's
concerns over the visit by Chinese warship, saying that it was only to refuel and
replenish supplies. But | would like to tell the House that it is not an ordinary ship. It is
research and survey ship, Yuan Wang 5, which would be used to spy on India's
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activities and strategic interest. It is a duel vessel employed for space and satellite
tracking and for inter-continental ballistic missile ranges. The ship is to spend about a
week's time reportedly for fuel and other supplies.

The visit of the ship would compromise our national security and coastal
security. It will have serious bearing on India's security and economic and strategic
interests and nuclear, maritime and coastal facilities.

India has extended more than four billion US dollars, and more aid and credit
lines are under discussion. When India is helping Sri Lanka financially to tide over its
economic disaster, why is Sri Lankan Government not appreciating the concerns of
India?

Water logging due to heavy rains causing distress to the farmers of Punjab

SANT BALBIR SINGH (Punjab): " "Sir, | wish to draw your kind attention to Malwa
region of Punjab. There are two districts, namely, Muktsar and Fazilka in Punjab
which are suffering due to heavy water logging. There have been excessive rains,
water logging is happening everywhere and the people are helpless. On 23" July, |
visited those four villages namely Midda Baam, Tarkhanwala, Lakhireanwala,
Lakkadwala and Mahabadhar. There, the crops are drowned. Cotton crops and
paddy crops are destroyed. These families do not have green fodder also. The
condition is so bad that in Gadda Dob village, Shri Niranjan Singh, a farmer who is
also a Panchayat member, has committed suicide.

Estimates of the revenue officials say that one lakh acres of crops in Muktsar
district and 41 thousand acres of crops in Fazilka are drowned in water. So their
condition is very bad. People are under debts. There are people who have not got a
crop for the last four years.

Another big problem with Fazilka is that it shares borders with Pakistan and 22
drains converge in Fazilka that carry water. Now, on the Pakistani side, there is a
Bundh which does not allow water to flow from Fazilka into Pakistan. Therefore, that
entire area in Fazilka is afflicted with excessive water logging. Those areas are
suffering so much due to this. That water is dirty also, it is polluted and that water
logging is causing so many serious diseases in those villages that you would be
surprised to see. Children with disability are being born in village after village. This is
such a big problem in that area right now. Therefore, we pray and draw your and the
Government's kind attention that firslty, drainage of that water may be arranged and
the Bundh on the Pakistani side should be opened, talks should be held with them so
that that area may get relief. Secondly, the affected farmers whose crops have been
drowned, should also be given relief. And then, for this constant problem of water
logging; not only the Government of Punjab but the Central Government should put
its contributions because the families whose crops were destroyed, like last year, due

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to Pink Bollworm crops were destroyed, when a farmer is not helped in such
circumstances then finally, he commits suicide also. Punjab’s water is getting
finished, its water is drying up and farmers are committing suicides. Therefore, we
would pray for hand-holding of those farmers in that area should be done so that
these issues may be resolved. "

High cost of medical treatment in the country

SHRI SANDOSH KUMAR P (Kerala): Mr. Chairman, Sir, it is a harsh Indian reality
that we are facing medical inflation. No one can deny this fact. It is a matter of fact
that India is the third largest manufacturer of medicines, and we have the lowest
production cost also. But, unfortunately, the medical inflation in this country is very
high, and it is 14 per cent if we compare it with other Asian countries.

Secondly, according to a report of the Ministry of Statistics, in this year itself, it
shot up by 7.21 per cent. There is no point in making elaborate details on these
percentages but the reality is that it is very difficult for an ordinary Indian to afford
medical costs.

Sir, we have 355 essential medicines which are listed in the National List of
Essential Medicines, and the prices of all these medicines are steeply hiked. Sixty-
three per cent of expenditure is for medicines as far as the lower middle income
groups are concerned.

No one
is opposing these medical companies to earn profits but they are getting abnormally
high profits. So, these are the realities.

Therefore, | urge the Government to make 'Health' a Fundamental Right.

Need for urgent measures to make cancer treatment affordable

DR. AMEE YAJUNIK (Guijarat): Thank you, Sir, for giving me this opportunity to raise a
very important issue. The issue relates to cancer patients. Recent report of the Indian
Council for Medical Research shows that the number of Indians suffering from cancer
is projected to increase to 29.8 million in 2025, which was earlier 26.7 million in 2021.

There is also a question that was asked in the Lok Sabha, and there, the
Health Minister had replied to that question and said that out of 1,40,67,894 cases of
cancer in the world in 2012, India reported 10,57,204 cases. That means, 7.5 per
cent of global cancer burden was shared by India. So, every thirteenth cancer patient
is an Indian in the world. This is a very gross situation and this also shows that we
need access for the cancer treatment and the facilities should be a major issue
affecting the nation.

Every year, 1.5 million new cases are diagnosed. Cancer centres are mostly in
cities and people coming from villages have to travel far and wide to see that the
patient gets cancer care. That is also expensive. That jeopardises their livelihood
because they have to see that care continuity is there for the patient, not to talk about
the trauma of the patient and the relatives. | would request to the Government,
through you, and especially urge that there should be more investment in the
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infrastructure for cancer patients. There should be radiotherapy units, radiation
therapy units and chemotherapy units so that they can access these facilities. Sir, the
325™ Report of the Parliamentary Standing Committee on Science and Technology,
Environment, Forests and Climate Change also pointed out the fact that there should
be availability of adequate facilities in local regions so that people do not suffer by not
getting the cancer care. There is another aspect which needs to be looked into by the
Ministry of Health and there should be affordable and equitable care for cancer
patients. It is a traumatic situation when we talk about cancer. the trauma is
emotional; the trauma is within the family and the trauma is also economic. Sir, the
Report also pointed out that six crore people are pushed below the poverty line
because of incurring this cost. | would urge the Government to take this issue
seriously. Thank you very much.

Sir, Mangalore is the second largest business centre in Karnataka. With more
than 75 per cent of the country's timber, cashew-nut and coffee exports; food
processing and other port-related activities; and, also being one of the five cities in
the country to have a major port and an international airport, Mangaluru is an
important and second fastest growing non-metro city, after Kochi in Karnataka. Steel
and fertilizers are also major EXIM products from Mangalore port. There is a huge
potential and scope for pushing economic activity to a new horizon in Mangaluru,
thereby creating huge employment opportunities for the people in this region. But all
these activities would come to a standstill more particularly during monsoon season.
For example, during this monsoon, Shiradi Ghat, which is a major link between the
coast and the capital, was closed for vehicles at Donigal and at other places due to
landslide. The problem of landslide at various places of this Ghat road becomes the
order of the day during monsoon impacting economic activity and disrupting vehicular
movement.

There is only one solution for all these ills and it is to take up Shiradi Ghat
between Bengaluru and Mangaluru on the National Highway-75. The Government
proposed to expand the highway to a six-lane with combination of tunnels and high-
pier arch bridges in the Ghat section. Sir, feasibility-cum-Geo Technical Study for
Shiradi Ghat bypass was already done. And a team of international experts has found
that there are no technical difficulties in building long tunnels. Now there is a need to
prepare the DPR for the tunnel bypass. It was estimated that Rs.14,000 crore would
be required to complete this project by MoRTH.

GADKARI): (a) to (c) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.
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Statement

(a) Fee plazas are established on National Highways as per the National
Highways Fee (Determination of Rates and Collection) Rules, 2008, which stipulates
that any other fee plaza on the same section of national highway and in the same
direction shall not be established within a distance of sixty kilometers provided that
where the executing authority deems necessary, it may for reasons to be recorded in
writing, establish or allow the concessionaire to establish another fee plaza within a
distance of sixty kilometers. Provided further that a fee plaza may also be established
within a distance of sixty kilometers from another fee plaza if such fee plaza is for
collection of fee for a permanent bridge, bypass or tunnel. In addition, in case of
closed user fee collection system, fee plazas can be established anywhere on the
National Highways.

(b) Fee Plazas are established on National Highways as per the applicable
National Highways Fee Rules and the respective Concession Agreement. User fee
plazas operational in Kerala under National Highways Authority of India are at
Annexure.

(c) Government has decided to declare all lanes of fee plazas on National
Highways as FASTag Lane of the fee plaza with effect from midnight of 15th/16th
February 2021. As of now, most of the collection at the fee plaza is through FASTag.
The user fee Collection through FASTag on fee plazas is available in public
domain i.e. ihmcl.co.in/etc-transaction-reports.

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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, first Supplementary, Shrimati Jebi Mather Hisham.

SHRIMATI JEBI MATHER HISHAM: Sir, | am deeply obliged for the opportunity and,
through you, | wish to ask the first supplementary question. It is in connection with the
Annexure which is attached to the reply wherein at Serial No. 2 and 3, the two toll
plazas, Paliyekkara and Panniyankara have been mentioned. In these two toll plazas,
the distance between both of them is below 60 Kilometres and to be precise, 37
Kilometsres. In the interest of commuters and in the interest of public transport and
also considering the fact that the Paliyekkara Toll Plaza has collected already Rs. 1080
crores and also towards Rs. 850 crore project costs. Also, the rule in existence which
says 60 Kilometres...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please ask the question.

SHRIMATI JEBI MATHER HISHAM: There should not be a distance of less than 60
Kilometres between two toll plazas. Considering that, shouldn't one of it be closed?

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN:: Please be brief in question.

SHRIMATI JEBI MATHER HISHAM: The question is, shouldn't one of the toll plazas
be closed, taking into consideration the rule of 60 Kilometres and in the interest of
common man and public transport ?

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you.

SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, already there is a rule for
60 Kilometres as far as the toll plazas are concerned. The fee plazas on same section
of NH and in the same direction cannot be established within 60 Kilometres. This is
the condition. But, the exception is there which is already written in the rule that fee
plazas within 60 Kilometres is for collection of fee for a permanent bridge, bypass or
tunnel. Now, the problem is that, presently, in Walayar-Vadakkancherry,
Pamampallam, in this a private concessionary is there, and his concession period is
for 20 years and it is 17.05.2033. This is the BOT toll. If we are going to stop that, the
Government has now made it mandatory, then we have to give the compensation for
that. But, the problem is genuine and legitimate. My suggestion for the hon. Member
is that we are in the process of making new option for that. First of all, we have the
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system by which we are presently collecting the toll. Already that system is there.
But, now, we are searching for two options. One is, satellite-based toll system,
where the GPS will be there in the car, and the toll will directly be subtracted from
their bank account. The other option is the number plate. Already from 2019, we have
started to have new number plate with the new technology. It is mandatory to the
manufacturer to take that number plate. So, we can replace the number plate, the
old number plate by the new number plate and there will be a system, computerized
system, by which we can use the software, and we will collect the toll. The easiest
system is, when you start from the point, it will register and when you leave the
highway, it will register. So, exactly for whatever kilometres the car is driven, only
that much toll will be subtracted from his account. So, this can be a good system.
We are already working on it. We have not made up our mind, as far as the selection
of technology is concerned. But, as early as possible, within a month, we will select
the technology. We will use all sophisticated technologies of the world by which it will
be useful for the people. And there will be no queues, no rush, no problem as far as
fuel is concerned because a lot of traffic jam used to be there and by that we will
resolve the issue. | am very much sympathetic about you also because this is a
legitimate and genuine problem. Presently, as far as the law is concerned, we have
no problem because there is a provision. But still, | understand the feeling behind your
guestion and that is very legitimate and the spirit is very correct. | accept that, and as
early as possible, we will find out the solution and we will resolve the issue. We will
definitely find out the solution and give relief to you. | promise this to the House and
you also.

SHRIMATI JEBI MATHER HISHAM: Sir, my second supplementary is this. When we
go through the highways, the toll plazas, in spite of FASTag being introduced, there is
still a lot of traffic and blockage on toll plazas which makes commuting difficult and
the whole purpose of highways goes down the drain. Would the GPS system be
introduced, and if so, when will it be made functional ?

SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Sir, FASTag is one of the successful technologies
which is used by NHAI. | am telling you that this is really a remarkable contribution
from our side to the country. Before FASTag, our toll income was very less. | will not
elaborate the reason for that. But the number of FASTags issued till date is
5,56,00,000. The average daily collection via FASTag is Rs.120 crores per day and the
penetration of FASTag is 96.6 per cent, approximately 97 per cent. And the three per
cent people, habitually, are paying double toll, but they don't want to pay via FASTag
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and | do not want to elaborate the reason. But we are also searching for that. There
are some unlawful activities. Because of the tax and other things, they are practising
that thing. So we want to make it 100 per cent. But, Sir, after ETC also, in place of
FASTag, we are in the process of using the satellite by using GPS system in the car.
On the basis of that, our idea was to take the toll and it can be easier also. But now
with the other system, with the number plate which we have, on the basis of that, the
technology is available. In India, we have also got a lot of good technology. We are in
the process of selecting that technology. Presently, in my opinion, still we have not
taken the official decision. But the number plate technology is good and on the basis
of that, there will be no toll plaza, there will be a sophisticated, computerized
digitalized system by which we can give relief. There will be no queues, no toll plaza,
no person, nothing will be there, and it will give great relief to the people, by and
large, and the Government will get absolute revenue from that. But for that reason,
we need to introduce the Bill in the Parliament because, suppose, if anyone is not
obeying the system and not paying the toll, we have to take action against him, and
presently, no law is available. So we are also going to introduce the Bill in the
Parliament and after that, we want to implement the best system in the world which is
available, particularly in India. And | am confident that it will give you relief and it will
resolve your problems.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Sir, the rule for establishing the toll plaza is that within 7
kilometres of the Municipality, there must not be any toll plaza. In my State, Tamil
Nadu, in Krishnagiri, there is a toll plaza within that area. | request the Minister as to
whether he will take action to close that toll plaza to give the facilities for the local
people because they have to go to the Collector office located there, the medical
college, the hospital is there. The people are suffering. That old agreement which is
cancelled, over...(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you. You have put your question.
...(Interruptions )...

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: | have not explained, Sir. ...(/m‘errupz‘/ons)... That is why the
new man, who has taken over the construction, is not eligible to use that within 7
kilometres. But still that is there. ... (Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have already put your question. ...(/m‘errupz‘/ons)...
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DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: | would like to know as to whether he would like to take any
any action. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Sir, he is absolutely correct. But | am not responsible
for that. Before 2014, when UPA Government was there, and at that time, probably,
the Minister from Tamil Nadu was there, he had taken a decision. A very, very good
terminology was there 'addition of sweeteners'. Actually, it is really unjustified,
unlawful, it is not good. And they added it that the person, the people, who will start
from the city area, there will be toll plaza and everyone has to pay the toll. They called
it as 'sweetener'. It is totally wrong. Sir, fortunately or unfortunately, | am the father of
toll because first time in the country, | started the toll system in India, and the first
project of BOT in India is Thane-Bhivandi Bypass in Maharashtra.

Sir, I am with him and with the new system which we are going to launch, we
will see that the city area will be eliminated. There will be no charge on the people
because they are only taking 10 kilometer road and paying a toll for 75 kilometres.
That is absolutely wrong. But this is not my problem. Please try to understand. It is
from the previous Government. But, Sir, we will rectify the thing. | am with you with
whatever your feeling about it; the same feeling | have about it and we will rectify the
thing. We will do it.

SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA: Sir, my supplementary arises from the Minister's
reply which was very exhaustive when he has given a lot of clarifications about this.
He said that the rule is that within less than 60 kilometres in the same direction, there
should not be a toll plaza. He said that, but there are. In Assam, there are toll plazas
which are at less than 60 kilometres and that is creating difficulty and the people are
demanding the removal of those toll plazas.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Hon. Minister has already replied to this.

SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA: He has replied to that. So, | am satisfied with that.
My direct question will be: Now, how much time will it take to close those toll plazas
and shift to the new system that he has said just now?

SHRI NITIN JAIRAM GADKARI: Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, we are in the process;
three technologies are there. We want to select the technology. After that we have to
establish all the furniture, software, everything for that. We are in position. But, it is
difficult for me to give the promise. But, | will give the promise because | need also to
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take one of the important law Bills to the Parliament. Without that, we cannot start the
system. So, within six months, | will try my level best to do it because this is the need
of the hour and to free people from traffic jam, which gives nuisance and a lot of
trouble to the people. This is very important for the people, not only for Assam but for
the whole country. We will try our level best to make it as early as possible within six
months.

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Statement

(a) The Government is implementing Deendayal Antyodaya Yojana — National
Rural Livelihoods Mission (DAY — NRLM) across the country in a mission mode with
the objective of organizing the rural poor women into Self Help Groups (SHGs) and
continuously supporting them to access credit at affordable rates from banks and
take up various livelihoods activities for increasing their household income. The
programme is being implemented in all the States (including Punjab) and Union
Territories, except Delhi and Chandigarh. Under DAY - NRLM, Revolving Funds (RF)
and Community Investment Fund (CIF) are provided to Self Help Groups (SHGs)
and their federations to create financial resources from which loans are provided to
their members for their needs including livelihoods activities.

As of 28" July 2022, the Mission is being implemented in 6842 blocks in 721
districts across all 28 States and 6 UTs. Cumulatively, 8.41 crore women have been
mobilized into more than 77.40 lakh SHGs. Further, the SHGs have been federated
into 4.37 lakh village level federations and more than 28589 cluster level federations. A
total of Rs.19249 crore of capitalisation support (Revolving Funds and Community
Investment Funds) has been provided to SHGs and their federations. From FY
2013-14, an amount of Rs. 5.24 lakh crore bank credit has been accessed by
women SHGs under DAY -NRLM.

(b) The funds allocated and utilized under the scheme during the current
year and the last year, State/UT-wise, including Punjab is placed at Annexure.

(c)  As of 30" June 2022, the Mission has covered 3,41,656 rural women in
the State of Punjab, out of which 2,32,665 women members are from Scheduled
Castes.

(d) A transaction based monitoring system was implemented from the year
2018 in the following States/UTs for monitoring of the work done by the SHGs:-

*184. SHRI SUBHAS CHANDRA BOSE PILLI: Will the Minister of EDUCATION be
pleased to state:

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF EDUCATION (DR. SUBHAS
SARKAR): (a) to (d) A statement is laid on the table of the House.

Statement

(a) and (b) No Sir. There is no proposal to establish new Central Institute of
Indian Languages (CIIL). The CIIL was established in 1969 by the Government of
India at Mysuru with regional languages centres at Mysuru, Bhubaneswar, Pune,
Patiala, Solan, Lucknow, Guwahati. Central Institute of Indian Languages (CIIL)
works for the promotion of all Indian languages including Scheduled/Non-Scheduled
and Classical languages.

(c)and (d) No Sir. No regional language centre is proposed to be set up at
Andhra Pradesh. However, Centre of Excellence for Studies for Classical Telugu
has been shifted from Mysuru to Nellore (A.P) for promotion of Classical Telugu
Language works under CIIL.

SHRI SUBHAS CHANDRA BOSE PILLI: First, | convey my thanks to the hon.
Minister, through you, Sir, for shifting the Central Institute of Indian Languages to
Nellore which is in my own State of Andhra Pradesh. | am putting only two simple
questions.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You will get the opportunity for second. Subhasji, you will
get opportunity for second.

SHRI SUBHAS CHANDRA BOSE PILLI: It is a simple question, Sir, a very simple
question.

SUBHAS SARKAR: Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, our senior Member has raised a
relevant question. Actually, the funds given to the Centre of Excellence of Studies in
Classical Telugu, in the year 2018-19, the Budget grant was Rs. 99 lakhs. But
expenditure was Rs. 28,90,787. But in the year, 2019-20, it was Rs.1,07,00,000 and
the expenditure was Rs. 75,12,457. In 2020-21, it was Rs. 1,47,00,000 and the
expenditure was Rs. 1,10,16,383 and in 2021-22, it was Rs.1,03,15,000 and the
expenditure was Rs. 90,52,522. You will be happy to know that in 2022-23, the grant
is Rs. 1.75 crore.

SHRI SUBHAS CHANDRA BOSE PILLI: This is also a very simple question. The native
tribal languages of Andhra such as Kolami, Koya, Gondi, etc., that contribute to the
rich culture of our State need to be promoted. Does the Government intend to
establish a Central Institute of Indian Languages to preserve such languages? If yes,
please provide the details of the same, and, if not, what are the reasons for it ?

DR. SUBHAS SARKAR: Sir, | am happy to relieve the anxiety of the hon. senior
Member. There are native tribal languages of Andhra, such as Kolami, Koya, Gondi,
etc., which contribute to the rich culture of the State and they need to be promoted.
This Government admits this, and it intends to establish a Central Institute of Indian
Languages to preserve such languages. Work on all Indian languages is taking place
in the existing projects of the Central Institute of Indian Languages, including
Bharatavani and SPPEL. These two projects are there. Again, | would like to mention,
Bharatavani and SPPEL. Tribal languages of Andhra, such as Kolami, Koya and
Gondi are part of these projects. Efforts are being made to reach out to the scholars
of these languages and generate new content and promote these languages by
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providing this content to the public in general and community in particular. We are
very much concerned about these languages.

Women.

However, the NCW has provided funds to various State Commission(s) for
Women for conducting activities like Power Walk, Setting up of Legal Aid Clinic,
Training of the personnel of District Anti Human Trafficking Units, Nukkad Natak,
Seminars, Webinars etc.

DR. KANIMOZHI NVN SOMU: Sir, in the reply, the Minister has mentioned about
various State Commissions and the activities which are being conducted like Power
Walk and setting up of Legal Aid Clinics. Since the crime against women is
increasing, and, especially, the cyber crime originate from any part of the country, |
would like to know from the hon. Minister whether the Union Government has any
plans to create digital access to National Women Commission with all the State
Women Commissions to deal with cases with jurisdictional issues as well as to
provide police support and coordination. As a Member of the Standing Committee on
Women Empowerment, | would like to put forth this point to the hon. Minister as we
all become victims of it.

THE MINISTER OF WOMEN AND CHILD DEVELOPMENT; AND THE MINISTER OF
MINORITY AFFAIRS (SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI): Sir, the suggestion is well
taken. However, there is a substantial coordination not only between Ministries and
Commissions but also particularly between the MHA -- since law and order is a State
subject -- and the police authorities in State Governments as such. How we prioritize
safety and security of women can also be highlighted by the fact that as far as
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Nirbhaya Fund is concerned, in this Ministry, we have, in coordination with various
ministries of the Government of India and State Governments, looked at proposals of
Rs. 9,000 crores, and, depending on the needs of the State to ensure better
protection of women and children, particularly, young girls, projects have been
sanctioned. In fact, in this year itself, and, | have spoken in this very House, projects
worth Rs. 4,000 crores have been sanctioned. Not only the Commission but also the
Government at the Centre, and, surely, at the States, prioritize safety and
security of women.

DR. KANIMOZHI NVN SOMU: Sir, people get married from one State to the other
State. In some cases, there is harassment of woman. For example, if a girl from
Karnataka or Tamil Nadu gets married and goes to say, North India, the police
jurisdiction will be under the Madhya Pradesh or Maharashtra, wherever the girl goes.
When the jurisdiction changes, as the law cannot be enforced over there.
Digitalization would be much better if it happens across the country. You can give the
complaint anywhere, and, it can be taken up further.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN' It is a suggestion.

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Suggestion is well taken but since | am not the
Chairperson of the NCW, | cannot act upon it. But, surely, | will ensure that the
suggestion is conveyed to the Chairperson.

MUNJAPARA MAHENDRABHAI): (a)to (d) A Statement is
laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) and (b) As per available information, the report referred to does not reflect
the views and policies of NITI Aayog.
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The lockdown imposed due to Covid-19 was eased in phases. To ensure
continuous nutritional support to Anganwadi beneficiaries, Anganwadi Workers and
Helpers distributed Supplementary Nutrition at the doorstep of beneficiaries once in 15
days as all Anganwadi Centers were closed during the pandemic as per MHA
guidelines to limit the impact of COVID-19. States/UTs were advised to decide on the
re-opening of AWCs outside containment zones while adhering to health and safety
protocols as per guidelines of MoHFW and develop their own Standard Operating
Procedures.

Ministry has closely monitored States/UTs for uninterrupted delivery of
supplementary nutrition and essential services to beneficiaries including children up to
the age of 6 years, pregnant women and lactating mothers. States/UTs were also
submitting progress reports on the implementation of services under the Anganwadi
Scheme. As per data reported by States/UTs, 9.06 crore beneficiaries including
children received supplementary nutrition during 2020-21. Details of State-wise
beneficiaries under SNP are placed at Annexure.

(c) Challenges faced by pregnant and lactating women in receiving
supplementary nutrition were not reported by any State/UT.

we have a very bitter experience of statutory bodies and independent bodies. We

dispensed with the Medical Council of India which became a 'State' within a State,
and Delhi High Court had to tell or label it to be a 'den of corruption.' Until and unless
some people's character improves, this tendency of 'State' within State may backfire.
Therefore, there should be unity of command rather than multiplicity of commands,
and unity of command is that it should come under the Government. And, it was not
only the Medical Council of India; the Pharmacy Council of Haryana is also going on
like this, as also the Dental Councils and other Councils. That means, this
independence should be for the Government, not under the Government. Like
soldiers, they should remain disciplined under the Government. | put it this way.

As far as the Standing Committee is concerned, the hon. Speaker, Lok Sabha,
and Mr. Chairman, Rajya Sabha, had referred it to the Departmental-related Standing
Committee and they made quite good recommendations to make it more user-
friendly, and, those recommendations have been agreed to by the Minister. Still,
rules have to be framed. In the rules, further relaxation can be given.

As far as the selections in Committees and Boards are concerned, certainly,
men of integrity and men of professional integrity should be appointed to those posts.

DR. SANTANU SEN (West Bengal): Thank you, Sir, and, Good afternoon to one and
all. Sir, through you, | would like to put forward certain important points for kind
consideration of our learned Minister, and, | propose these points to be incorporated
or accommodated or considered for effective implementation of this Bill.

Sir, as we all know, WADA, that is, the World Anti-Doping Agency, was
formed in 1990 under the International Olympic Committee. Then, WADA considered
that there should be an Anti-Doping agency in each and every country, and,
accordingly, NADA was formed in November, 2009 and it was registered as a society
under the Societies Registration Act. After that, it was felt that as there was no
legislation, certain decisions taken by this agency could be taken to court by some of
the parties. So, there was a need for legislation, and, accordingly, it was proposed by
the Standing Committee in 2020, and, thereafter, it has been converted into a
statutory body.

Sir, there are certain drawbacks of this Act. Firstly, there is a provision of
Director General of NADA but his qualifications are not yet mentioned in the Bill.
Secondly, it has been mentioned categorically in the Bill that the Government may
remove the Director General at any point of time from the office 'on such grounds' but
those 'grounds' have not been mentioned in this Bill. Thirdly, it has been mentioned
that the term for Director General would be three years but it might be extended
subject to the decision taken by the Government of India. There is a clear cut meaning
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that Director General will be bound to work as per the directives of the Government of
India and he will be unable to work independently. Also, Sir, there is a provision of
National Board, and, within the National Board, there is a provision of Disciplinary
Panel. If there is a case of doping, this Disciplinary Panel can take the decision so far
as punishment is concerned. There is also a provision for the Appeal Panel. If that
particular athlete feels that injustice has been done to him, he can go to that Appeal
Panel. Unfortunately, it has been mentioned that the Board can remove the members
of these panels at any point of time and even they might not be given any chance of
being heard. Here lies the question once again so far as independence of the
authority is concerned.

Sir, as far as qualifications of its members are concerned, WADA has
categorically mentioned that there should be specific guidelines for the qualification
but this aspect is missing in the existing Bill. In Clause 11(2) and Clause 11(5) of this
Bill, it is mentioned that the Disciplinary Panel will consist of one Chairperson and four
Vice-Chairpersons and it has been mentioned that in the absence of the Chairperson,
one Vice-Chairperson will take the lead role. But who will be this 'one Vice-
chairperson' out of the four has not been mentioned clearly.

There are certain Standing Committee recommendations. Number one,
Selection and Appointment mechanism should be clear and transparent. Number
two, there should be clear cut discrimination between major and minor athletes and
physically challenged athletes. Specific SOP are needed regarding the therapeutic
use exemptions. There is much confusion and even many athletes do not know
whether he can take a simple paracetamol or not. So, there should be adequate
awareness as well. Penalty of an athlete should be proportionate to the amount of the
offence done by that athlete. After the period of his punishment, he should be once
again entitled to participate in each and every competition so far as medals and other
things are concerned because we know that the duration of any athlete is very short.
My next point is regarding the dope testing laboratory. It was very unfortunate to note
that the only laboratory in India was banned for nearly one year. There are 29
accredited laboratories in the world while Asia is having six laboratories. Our
suggestion is that each State should have one laboratory. Sir, | sincerely endorse the
statement made by my Congress colleague that we should give our best possible
effort to have one unit in our country instead of having it in Switzerland, and, if not
possible, at least, have it in Asia. Sir, there is another confusion regarding 'athlete
support personnel'. Who are the persons to be considered as 'athlete support
personnel'? It needs to be mentioned clearly in the Bill.
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My humble submission before the learned Minister will be this. We should look
into it, so that these bodies and these organisations can act neutrally and
independently and they are not directly governed by the Government of India. We
have had enough discussion regarding Khelo India. | believe some day there will be
enough discussion on * and thereafter in the country there will be khela hobe. We are
waiting for that.

SHRI N.R. ELANGO (Tamil Nadu): Sir, at the outset, | welcome the Bill. | will take it
up Clause-by-Clause.

Clause 2(za) says what is "Prohibited List". "Prohibited List" means the list
of prohibited substances and prohibited methods specified by the Agency by
regulations. The "Prohibited List" itself is sub-delegated to some other authority to
see what is going to be the "Prohibited List" . | request the Government to consider it
and incorporate a 'Prohibited List" containing the list of prohibited substances.
There cannot be any sub-delegation on this point.

Clause 2(zh) says "use" means the utilization, application, ingestion, injection
or consumption by any means whatsoever of any prohibited substance or prohibited
method. Again, the question comes what the "prohibited substance" is. The Bill is
silent on what are all the prohibited substances are. The NDPS Act classifies what are
all the prohibited substances are. This Bill is silent on the list of prohibited substance
and who is going to decide that. This cannot be sub-delegated to some other
authority. This House, the great Parliament has to decide what are all the prohibited
substances.

Clause 4 is on Anti-Doping Rule violations. It requires further deliberation. The
Anti-Doping Rule or violations of Anti-Doping Rule is not categorically stated. It needs
further deliberation by this House.

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Chapter Il talks about constitution of National Board. The qualification of the
Members is not given either for the Chairman or for the Members of the National
Board. It is not specified in the Bill. In the case of TRAI and National Medical Council,
the qualifications of the Members and the Chairman are specifically stated in the Act.
This Bill is silent on the qualification of the Members and the Chairman. It will lead to
appointment of persons by the choice of the Government in power. This will take
away the independence of the Board itself. There should be some deliberation on
this. There should be insertion of the qualification of the Members and the Chairman
of the National Board.

Clause 19(7) in Chapter V says, "Where the Agency has reasons to believe
that an athlete or athlete support personnel or any other person to whom this Act
applies has committed an Anti-Doping Rule Violation, any person authorized by the
Agency may, in accordance with the provisions of the Code of Criminal Procedure.."

[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA) in the Chair.]

Now, it is a question of using a prohibited substance in a particular game or
sports. Why should an authority be given a power to enter any place of the
sportsperson, go on and trouble him, and search his place”? When he is there in the
ground, he should be subjected to anti-doping test. Authorities cannot be given a
power to go and search his house or place or residence. This will put a great mental
trauma on sportspersons. This should be considered. There are already provisions
under the Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances Act about how this
procedure of search and seizure has to be made. Prohibited substances under this
Bill will have a different kind of procedure, namely, Criminal Procedure Code. So, this
has to be considered by the Ministry and a clear-cut procedure for search and seizure
should be made. Though there is a provision for appeal before an appellate panel, the
recommendations of the Standing Committee have not been considered before
drafting the Bill. First, the Anti-Doping Bill is the requirement of the day; it is the need
of the hour. But the Bill has not considered the cases where a sportsperson is made
to test positive in the anti-doping test through conspiracies. There are conspiracies to
fail a person in this kind of test. There is no clause or section provided for conducting
investigations whether a sportsperson was cheated and by conspiracy he tested
positive. That has to be considered. In so many cases, through conspiracy,
sportspersons are failed in the doping test. That has to be considered. The Standing
Committee, in its recommendations, exhaustively stated the issues to be identified in
this Bill. First is, there is no provision regarding the data procured by the authorized
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agencies, namely, the personal data protection aspect of the accused of doping is
not taken into account. Second is, there is no provision for the members of the
disciplinary panel or the appellate panel and their removal. Third is, it fails to identify
and make provisions in respect of applicability of the Bill to foreign athletes
participating in India. There is no clause in the Bill for the foreign athletes who are
going to participate in India. Fourth is, there is no provision regarding compensation
in case of false positive tests which destroys the career and reputation of an athlete.
The Ministry should definitely consider this and make sufficient provisions to
compensate the persons who were made false positive due to conspiracy. Fifth is,
seeking access to lab reports and hiring experts to interpret those reports can be
expensive and time-consuming and, thus, it affects the careers of athletes. So, there
should be a mechanism to expedite the reports to be given to the athlete to approach
the appellate panel, and the decision by the appellate panel in a time-bound manner
is a must. That is absent in the Bill. There is no provision regarding penalties to be
imposed on supplement products companies engaged, in contamination of
supplement products, which can result in potential doping. This recommendation of
the Standing Committee has not been considered at all in the Bill. So, a wider
consultation is required and the recommendations of the Standing Committee have to
be again thought of and incorporated in the Bill. With that, | rest my case. Thank you.

SHRI AYODHYA RAMI REDDY ALLA (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, | want to thank you for
giving me this opportunity to speak on the National Anti-Doping Bill, 2022. | would
also like to congratulate Sanket Mahadev Sargar for starting off India's medal tally at
the Commonwealth Games, 2022 with claiming a silver in weightlifting and fellow lifter
Gururaja Poojary for winning bronze medal as well as Saikhom Mirabai Chanu, who
shattered Commonwealth Games records by winning India's first gold medal.

Coming back to this Anti-Doping Bill, as we are all aware, doping remains a
very severe problem with India ranking third worldwide, according to the latest World
Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) report released in 2022 with 152 cases across different
sports. Such incidents affect the morale of the sportspersons and also disappoint the
aspiring athletes who view them as their ideals and it also becomes a matter of
national embarrassment.

Therefore, | welcome the National Anti-Doping Bill which seeks to rectify this
problem as it is an important Bill, especially, considering the ongoing Commonwealth
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Games and the increase in India's participation in sports inspired by our record
Olympics tally last year.

There are a few positives that | would like to mention here. First is the
protection towards athletes. As use of steroids and other doping substances
disqualify athletes from any competitions and ban them from taking part in any
competition for a long time, washing away their immense preparative efforts while
also having a negative impact on their health, even resulting in their death in certain
extreme cases, a Bill seeking to curb this problem is a good step towards protecting
and looking after the safety of our country's athletes.

The next point is regarding inclusion of athlete support personnel. Under this
new Bill, athlete support personnel described as "any coach, trainer, manager,
agent, team staff, official, medical or paramedical personnel or such other person
working with or treating or assisting an athlete who is participating in, or preparing
for, a competition or event at the national level or international level or to which this
Act applies", will also be subjected to consequences of violation. Considering that,
there are various cases of athletes testing positive due to supplements containing
contaminated substances given to them by their coach or other staff members,
subjecting them to punishments or fines or other disciplinary action will ensure more
responsibility from their side as well and may lead to a decrease in such cases.

My next point is regarding Therapeutic Use Exemption (TUE). This Bill, in
accordance with the International Standard for Therapeutic Use, shall grant certain
athletes undergoing medical treatment to be allowed to take medicines or drugs
included in the list of banned substances as an exemption. As sports persons
throughout their career may sustain injuries that require such treatment, it is another
positive addition to the Bill that will allow for regulation of banned substances as part
of medical treatment.

Sir, | would like to put up a few of my observations. Most of the doping
incidents in India are unintentional. In India, a number of athletes do not actually
intend to use any enhancement drugs or steroids. However, a number of ordinary
medicines that are meant to cure common pain or iliness and even some daily use
products also contain some amount of banned substances. A lack of knowledge
regarding the presence of banned substances is the reason why most of the doping
incidents in India take place. Recent estimates project these cases to be about 12 per
year, that is, one athlete per month is caught out due to not carefully checking
everything that is put into their body or being appropriately educated on their rights
and responsibilities. Sir, the next observation is, responsibility is solely on the
athletes. These regulations in the Bill make an athlete strictly liable for any banned
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substance entering their body and, therefore, the burden of protecting their body
against any such prohibited substance lies on the athletes themselves.

Therefore, the Bill should have provisions that call for the National Anti-Doping
Agency or the National Board to take responsibility for protecting the athletes from
instances of accidental ingestion through proper education and also proper labeling of
supplements, medicines or other products that are likely to contain these banned
substances.

Sir, now, there are a few suggestions, like localized awareness programmes.
Across all the stakeholders, who are part of this ports industry, must be brought in
the IEC Programme, that is, Information, Education and Communication Programmes
must be brought in across all the stakeholders.

India is set to adopt the international Anti-Doping Rules verbatim without
considering some ground realities and challenges that will eventually arise.

The National Anti-Doping Agency's educational programmes are conventional
as the language mainly used is English, which may not be easy to understand by most
of the athletes coming from rural backgrounds. Owing to this, there are many cases in
which athletes have taken the plea of unknowingly commiting the violation due to lack
of knowledge.

Thus, anti-doping programmes and presentations should be conducted in the
vernacular language of the athletes as it helps in acquainting them better with the
technicalities of doping. The Bill should also provide for a complete list of banned
substances in regional languages to the athletes so that the athletes can have a better
understanding relating to that.

Now, the point is about increasing the testing infrastructure. As per NADA's
regulations, an athlete is expected to conduct research before consuming any
supplement. However, there is lack of laboratories in India that carry out such specific
tests on supplements, and if an athlete finds such a laboratory, the cost of carrying
out the tests are high.

Also, the suspension of the country's National Dope-Testing Laboratory due to
non-conformation to the International Standard for Laboratories posed additional
problems for athletes, especially during the 2020 Olympics for which they had to get
tested in laboratories outside India, as NDTL was prohibited from carrying out any
anti-doping activities, including all analysis of urine and blood samples.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Hon. Member, please conclude.
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SHRI AYODHYA RAMI REDDY ALLA: Yes, Sir. This points towards lack of
infrastructure required for the proper adoption of anti-doping regulations. NDTL
should be improved and more such labs should be set up in different States of India.
So, trained personnel also have to be brought up across various levels. Mental
pressure on athletes should be brought down. Sir, with all these things, | would like to
say that sports without ethics and fair-play becomes a baseless competition. Hence,
we need to protect our athletes, we need to bring back the true spirit of sports, one
which is not tainted with any fear of losing. With these suggestions, | support this Bill.
Thank you.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Now, Shri K.R. Suresh Reddy.

SHRI K.R. SURESH REDDY (Telangana): Sir, at the outset, | would like to
congratulate all the sportspersons who have excelled at the Commonwealth Games
and who have kept our country's flag flying high. | welcome this Bill and more so, feel
re-assured that it is being piloted by a young Minister who is not only young but also
very keenly involved in sports activities. So, | am sure the Bill and the mood of this
House in their presentations would be taken in letter and spirit by the hon. Minister. |
have a couple of suggestions and a couple of queries. Now, India signed this
UNESCO Convention against doping in 2005 and you ratified it in 2007. Now, why
has it taken almost 15 to 16 long years to bring in this Bill? We have seen the other
day also, on Antarctica, that whenever international conventions are signed, treaties
are signed and when it mandates a legislation, it seems to be taking a pretty long
time. | am not in full knowhow of why the delay, but the hon. Minister can kindly
explain that. There are a couple of issues relating to the Bill. The World Anti Doping
Code, the WADA code as we call it, makes a very clear distinction between majors
and minors. It sets lesser punishments for the minors. In the Bill piloted by the hon.
Minister, if you see Clause 2, sub-Clause (d) of the Bill, 'athlete’ is defined as any
person. Now, to be more specific, the Bill can contain a separate sub-Clause under
Clause 2, which defines 'minors' as persons below the age of 18. Further, Clause 6,
which talks about the consequences of anti doping rule violations, insert a separate
provision which states that minors will be subjected to lesser punishments like letting
them off with a warning, decreasing the duration of suspension and, basically, not
publishing the name of such minor who has committed this anti-doping violation as
under your Clause 27 (1). The other WADA code guideline talks about the
significance, independence and impartiality of the National Anti-Doping Agency,
NADA. However, the way in which the current Bill is structured, the Central
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Government as its own, say, in appointing and removing the Director General of
NADA, thereby breaching the ideals contained in the WADA code. | suggest that the
Bill should have a provision which states explicit qualifications for the Director
General's appointment under Clause 15 sub- Clause (1). Director-General should be
a person, who excels in this activity. It should not be meant for any retired officials or
it should not be meant for any political adjustments. So if the Bill is very clear, it
makes it easier for the Government to move in that direction. Now, coming to the
removal of Director General, Clause 15 (8) defines the grounds for removal as proven
misbehaviour, incapacity, and then, the third is, ""such other ground". The meaning
of "such other ground" is not very clear. | suggest that the phrase "such other
ground" be defined more specifically, so as to ensure no unfettered discretion being
used by the Central Government in the Director- General's removal. These are being
very specific because you are reflecting the UNESCO Convention and India, today, is,
emerging not only as a big financially strong nation, but in sports also, we are
emerging as a very strong nation. So these very clear descriptions in our law makes it
in tune with the various laws in other developed countries. And the same analogy
applies even in the Disciplinary Panel and Appeals Panel also. They face the threat of
Government interference. The grounds of removal are not specified in Clauses 1 and
12 respectively. | suggest that these be stated in the text of the Bill itself. Finally, on
educating the people about the demerits of doping which spoils the athletes' career,
Part IV of the UNESCO Convention Against Doping in Sport requires State parties to
engage in imparting educational programmes on anti doping. It also requires States
to provide accurate information on the harm of doping to the ethical values of sports,
the health consequences of doping. The Government can take note of these
obligations and create educational and sensitization programmes for the athletes.
Such programmes will also help in preventing negligent or unknowing violations of the
Anti-Doping Bill. With these words, | welcome the Bill and | would also like to place
on record that | come from Nizamabad, where the world boxing champion Nikhat
Zareen comes from. | am very proud that, today, | have been able to be a part of this
Bill. Of course, Telangana, like rest of the country, today, is producing many
wonderful sportspersons who have excelled internationally. So it is not just confined
to Haryana. Of course, Haryana has always been a very good example for us,
inspiration for us. But today, the entire country is working on those lines. Now,
keeping this in mind, the State of Telangana, the Government of Telangana has also
been developing and encouraging sports in a similar manner not just through
educational but also in terms of very good budgetary support.

Sir, as we all know, in sports we have no religion - caste, creed,
language, colour or sex. It is universal. In India, everyone loves sports. Everyone
wants Indian sports person to excel. But, Sir, a country with one billion plus
population, we have certain achievements. Is that what is required now? Don’t we
need to tread ahead towards progress? And, Anuragji, just ponder over the
Budgetary allocations you have. You should be using your political clout to increase
the allocation, which you are not doing. Actually, the budgetary allocation has gone
down. From Rs.25 crores, it has gone down to Rs.16 crores. This is the situation.
And, Khelo India programme currently accounts to nearly 30 per cent of this sports
Budget. Sir, we need to have an absolute increase and specific allocation to enhance
the sports in this country. Hardly, 0.07 per cent is the allocation. There are small
countries like Rumania, Latvia, etc., which allocate more funds. Please ask Ushayi,
please ask her, how much the sportsperson requires. And, | would request that you
should consult her. Don’t make her sit here alone. You should consult her on sports.
You should use her talent also. Sir, | have a suggestion. The Minister should take
interest in such a way that a portion of CSR earnings is demarcated for sports. That
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should be propagated and promoted. Sir, we have to catch our people at young age.
That is how we have P.T. Usha.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Hon. Member, you have to
conclude. ...(Interruptions)..

DR. JOHN BRITTAS: Sir, | will just come to one or two small points more. Anuragji,
we should be worried over the politics that is there in our sports federations. We have
many federations. How many federations have been derecognized due to
mismanagement, lack of transparency, and corruption? Even in our Indian Olympic
Association, one your friend in BJP is fighting with another rival group. There is too
much politics in sports bodies. Sir, 50 per cent of the sports bodies are headed by
politicians. Do you want to have that much of politics in sports bodies? | have no
objection Deependerji becoming a sports authority. He is passionate about sports.
But think about those people who don’t have any knowledge about the domain of
sports presiding over sports with motive only for narrow, parochial interests. You
have to have a control. | know your limitations because some of the bigwigs are
presiding already over some of the sports federations. | don’t want to name them,
which you know that. You are smiling, your smile gives obviously us an answer to the
question | raised. Sir, cricket is overbearing. | have no issue. You have talked about
the money generated from the market, say, about Rs.50,000 crore. But think about
other games and sports. Only one! You need to have an even structure in our sports
culture. We don’t want to neglect or denigrate any particular sports. So, | would
request the hon. Minister to have a wholesome view. The last point is sports
medicines. When we talk about this doping, please understand that we got a person
like Messi, because his hormonal deficiencies were identified when he was an
adolescent. We should develop sports medicines as a counter to the doping that is
happening, counter to the drugs.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Thank you.
DR. JOHN BRITTAS: We have Ayurveda in Kerala. He just comes to meet a few Press
persons in Kerala. He should come and meet us also. We will suggest you the way

where you can use Ayurveda to inculcate and to have sports medicines.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Thank you.
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DR. JOHN BRITTAS: Sir, the last point | want to make is that...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Your last point was two points back.

DR. JOHN BRITTAS: This is the last point. We have spectators’ interest. We should
not limit sports to be something of the spectators. We should have participatory
element in sports. | would request the hon. Minister to consider these points. There
are so many nuances which | wanted to dwell on the Bill but many Members have
already spoken about that. So, | would earnestly urge our young Minister to see that
something is done spectacular. Thank you.
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SHRI SUSHIL KUMAR MODI (Bihar): Sir, | am on a point of order under Rule 238.

SHRIMATI P.T. USHA (Nominated): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, my most respectable
gurus, mentors and fellow Members of this august House, as today is my maiden
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speech, | hope you will consider me as your humble sister and | also hope you will
forgive me for any mistakes in my speech.

Sir, with all your blessings, let me begin my speech by paying homage to all
our freedom fighters, our soldiers, policemen and all the great noble-hearted
individuals who laid down their lives for our nation. It is because of their sacrifice, and
everyone else who is in the service of our nation, that we are now living a loving and
peaceful life. It is because of their service, which has made the very foundation of this
great nation, that we are able to enjoy the freedom which is given to us, and hence
we also have a commitment towards our nation.

As a Nominated Rajya Sabha Member at the age of 58, | am grateful for the
good fortune of taking my fest step in the temple of democracy. | took oath on 20"
July in the name of God to uphold the constitutional values, and all these days, like a
grade-| student, | have been watching the proceedings of this sacred House.

| also had the great opportunity of representing my country in more than a few
hundred events as part of my sports ‘tapasya’. | would like to look at the democratic
processes of post-independent India through the open eyes of an athlete. Since
independence, we have been providing various facilities for improving our sports. Our
proud sports personalities have achieved rare achievements in hockey, wrestling and
football at the Olympics venues. Our sportsmen have several achievements that
inspire the younger generations in athletics, tennis and other sports -- Hockey legend
Dhyan Chandji and his team, Mewal Lalj in football, K.D. Yadavji in wrestling,
Ramanathakrishnan and Amritaraj Brothers in tennis, the mighty Milkha Singhji in
athletics, and through India’s first female Olympian Mary D’Souzaji. All of them are
our true legends. We have achieved great feats in the 1980’s but later on,
unfortunately, we lost the upper hand in hockey, football and wrestling. With 1983
World Cup triumph, the prestige of our nation in the field of cricket rose once again
such that we were the World Champions in another major sporting even after hockey.

In the 1960 Rome Olympics, we lost the medal of Milkha Singhji by fraction of a
second and it was repeated once again in 1984 with a difference of one-hundredth of
a second. Thereafter, myself being a girl from the remote place of Payyoli in Kerala, a
village without any facilities to pursue my sporting dreams, met and spoke, for the
first time, to the then Prime Minister, Late Smt. Indira Priyadarshiniji, which was one
of the most precious moments of my life. Then, by running up to year 2000 and
training my younger generation till yesterday, this devotee has dedicated herself to the
betterment of Indian sports and, once again, had the rare privilege of meeting hon.
Shri Narendra Modiji, the most admired Prime Minister amongst the world of nations.
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All the while, we can count the achievements of our nation in the field of sports
since 1984; we embraced the sports as a self-criticism, as there was no overall
growth. | wish to mention that our achievements in athletics, tennis, weightlifting,
cricket, chess, billiards and snooker, badminton and boxing events are huge. From
the time when our beloved Vajpayee ji became the Prime Minister and till 2014, only a
few silver stars were seen performing at bigger stages. In terms of infrastructural
developments, in addition to things such as training grounds, conditioning facilities,
and improved diets, better treatment facilities were not adequately available then,
until 2014. In the 1980s, | used to travel from Payyoli by train for up to four days to
reach Delhi to work out on athletic tracks. But now | am happy to state that after
2014, our country has been making enviable progress in various fields, including
unparalleled achievements in the field of sports, and that is why, today's generation is
experiencing, district to district, better training facilities in varieties of sports. Facilities
such as synthetic tracks, swimming pools and gymnasiums and other amenities are
being made readily available. The new generation sportsmen are now getting better
coaches, scientific diets and resting facilities. But there is one Department which
needs more emphasis and that will be field of Sports Medicine and Sports Science.
The front-running top 10 nations in the field of sports and Olympics have the backing
of modern sports science technology and support of sports medicine system.

Injuries are an inseparable part of the sport, and the Department of Sports
Science and Sports Medicine has an important role to play in helping sports
personalities recover from injuries as fast as possible and bringing them back to
training in a short period of time. Unfortunately, in our country, this branch is still in
its infancy. We need to have immediate and special attention to this sector.

This is the time to become self-reliant, and, in those terms, | strongly suggest
that Sports Science, Sports Medicine and Coaching should come under the
scheme of our beloved Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modiji's dream project,
" Atmanirbhar Bharat.'

Now all this has been mentioned only as an introduction but, on the contrary,
over the past 20 years, there has been a general tendency towards "'Doping” or what
we can call as an abuse of performance-enhancing drugs and steroids. According to
today's statistics, India ranks third in the number of individuals who have been tested
positive for steroids and punished for doping. In this context, the nation which is
ranked 'One’ in the number of individuals tested positive for steroids has already been
excluded from World Sports by other countries. | wish to mention that this is a serious
concern which needs to be addressed immediately.
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We are yet to open our eyes to the abuse of 'Doping" in our country which was
once earlier confined only to the senior national levels but it has now reached the
juniors, college and school levels, which is a serious concern that needs to be
addressed. When talented sport individuals are abusing performance-enhancing
drugs, they are not only sacrificing their career and life for short-term benefits but
they are also spoiling the talents of upcoming sports individuals who work very hard to
improve their performance levels. In addition to this, they are also tarnishing the
image of our country among other nations, and, through this, we are also destroying
the dignity and legacy of our ancestors who worked very hard for it.

To control this alarming situation, with the special interest of our Sports
Minister, the Lok Sabha has passed the Anti-Doping Bill last day. While this
phenomenon can be controlled to some extent through legislation, yet still more
effective measures are imperative and need to be taken.

We should create awareness about the abuse of performance-enhancing
drugs in Sports among athletes, coaches and parents, and there should be no delay
in taking timely action and appropriate ban against those who test positive for doping.
At the same time, the activities of National Anti-Doping Agency, NADA, should be
accelerated and should be given the freedom to operate without any other obstacles.
The National Anti-Doping Agency and the National Dope-Testing Laboratory in New
Delhi should get the necessary financial freedom and all competitions must be
brought under the watchful eye of NADA. Not only for the competition but during the
preparatory time also, they should be tested.

For instance, in a competition with participation of 800 athletes, the NADA
authorities used to come up with just 10 anti-doping kits, and it can be undoubtedly
said that such measures are happening because of the financial constraints and lack
of adequate manpower. It can improve only through the timely intervention of our
Legislatures, the State, the people and the people's representatives, who should be
more assertive regarding matters related to sports and should, by every means,
ensure that better opportunities are created for our sports individuals to showcase
their true talent and potential among the world nations.

If the motto 'prevention is better than cure' is implemented scientifically and
adequately in the field of sports and we, as a nation, which has always dreamed big
and hoped good for our people, work in this direction, | can definitely say that in the
next ten years, we will become one of the top ten sporting superpowers among the
countries of the world.

| also wish to mention that we have reclaimed the Olympic medal in 2020 which
we had previously missed in 1960 and 1984. Now, let us give support to our upcoming
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sporting talents by all means and respect so that they can compete vigorously in the
upcoming Olympics and world competitions and win with flying colours so that
millions of Indians living in other countries and our Bharat Khand can stand with their
heads held high.

Today's faith is the strength of tomorrow - on this note, let us all work for the
betterment of a new and strong India. Let me conclude my speech by extending my
heartfelt gratitude to our beloved hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modiji, who is
very keen on the development of sports in the country. As a daughter of Bharat Mata,
| bow my head before her and wish that | could serve this nation for the betterment
of sports.

Thank you, Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, for giving me this opportunity. | thank
everyone once again from the bottom of my heart. Namaskar.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA): Now, Dr. Fauzia Khan - four minutes.
DR. FAUZIA KHAN (Maharashtra): Sir, why only four minutes to me?
THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA): Because more Members are there.

DR. FAUZIA KHAN: Sir, | would like to begin by welcoming this Bill and saying that my
family is a great fan of Sachin Tendulkar and Sunil Gavaskar, like millions of other
families in our country and even outside our country, particularly the youth, not
because they have been successful sportspersons, but simultaneously also because
they are the icons and inspiration in what the field of sports has groomed them into
human beings - righteous, disciplined, determined, humble, punctual, hardworking,
unbiased and men of integrity. People generally thrive to become like their ideals and
adopt their ways of life. The current expansion of the field of sports itself may be
attributed to this idealism. There are thousands of such icons who are the role models
for the youth. Sport is a field that inspires love, affinity and brotherhood, and the
general behavior of great sportspersons impacts the way our youth thinks or
perceives life. While discussing this Bill, this must be kept in mind that while
addressing the issue of doping in sports, we are also trying to address the value
system in our youth. Righteousness has always been a part of Indian tradition. | think
most misguided sportspersons are not introduced to doping when they reach the
international level, but they are introduced to doping much earlier, when they
participate in the State or national-level competitions. That is where our focus must
lie. This is necessary. Therefore, | thank the hon. Minister for having brought in this
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comprehensive Bill which covers not only sports but also gives a message that values
matter, not only for the youth of India but also to the global community.

The growth of sports is a definite indicator of the growth of the nation. | must
congratulate our young Minister, Shri Anurag Singh Thakur, for his vision, dedication
and contribution and for the fact that we are winning medals after medals in various
competitions during his tenure. The Bill, | think, is well framed but it is evident that the
scope has been voluntarily left for the rules and regulations. | have some suggestions
for the consideration of the hon. Minister. Sir, enhancement drugs like amphetamine
and steroids have been there even from the 1940s. With the evolution of the
pharmaceutical industry, rules and regulations also have been simultaneously
evolving. Accordingly, changes are also coming in the World Anti-Doping Code. At
the same time, masking drugs are also being developed in their natural course of
evolution. Therefore, awareness programmes are very important. They are already
being carried out but many more are needed.

Sir, | will just mention the pointers because | have less time. | feel that we need
to carry these awareness programmes at all levels, and, not just at the national or
international levels. We should carry these programmes down the line to the State
level and District level because that is where the programme begins. We have a very
well-established network in the nation and this network is our associations,
federations and the clubs. | think, they should be included in this because this
network percolates down to the taluka level. So, before every competition, a session
and a certification on anti-doping must be made mandatory as a precursor for the
permission of the competition to the association. If that is done, the association
becomes accountable to ensure that awareness for anti-doping is carried out by
them. Also, Sir, screening is necessary not only at the international level but also
down the line at the District level. (Time-bell rings) Just give me one minute.

You have mentioned about a big laboratory, which is worth crores of rupees;
what we need is small, small micro labs, mobile labs. Just like simple glucometers
that we have to check our sugar, if we can screen out doping at the initial levels, and,
if it is made mandatory for the associations, this would produce very good results.
Guidelines must be circulated and accountability of coaches and associations has to
be ensured.

Lastly, Sir, off the shelf drugs which are available, especially, the powders, the
proteins, the whey-proteins for the gyms, the performance enhancers, the dietary
supplements, all these things should be looked into. | have much more to say. Inthe
end, | will only say, Sir, just as in the case of a computer, you may detect a virus.
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Detection of the virus is not our aim. That virus has to be cured, and, that cure has to
be our aim. Thank you very much.

SHRI G.K. VASAN (Tamil Nadu): Sir, the Bill proposes the amendments in
accordance with the World Anti-Doping Agency Code. | have two, three short points.
Firstly, the personal data protection of athletes who are suspected of illegal
possession and use of trafficking of drugs is missing factor which has to be looked
into by the hon. Minister. If the athletes are suspected and later proved innocent, their
privacy remains violated and they suffer social stigma. Therefore, | request the hon.
Minister to kindly look into this important aspect.

Secondly, there are many instances when athletes have been tested positive
for banned drug use for no fault of their own. Sometimes, they are found to have
taken those drugs as part of their regular medicine prescribed by their own doctors,
and, sometimes, as part of their nutrition supplements. Sir, | feel that there is a need
to create proper awareness amongst sportspersons, coaches, doctors who
specialize in sports medicines and other stakeholders to doubly check what nutrition
supplements the athletes take. Another important point is that the word 'doping'
states that the protected class of athletes, which includes athletes below 16 years of
age among others, may be given reduced penalties, punishments or ban periods.
This Bill does not make any distinction between minor and major athletes. | hope that
the Minister takes care of it while framing the rules and under the Act this will be
definitely taken care of. Regarding the laboratories, Sir, there is a need for setting up
laboratories in each State. It is a welcome suggestion and will go a long way in
speedy disposal of cases. | urge the Minister to take the suggestion because a large
number of younger people today in the country are taking up sports as a career and
as a way of life rather than a hobby or a part-time avocation.

To conclude, we are already seeing the results of various initiatives taken by
the Minister under the guidance of our hon. Prime Minister in the form of Khelo India
and other Schemes for the promotion of sports, fitness and health awareness in the
country. The results of medal wins from World Athletics Championship and
Commonwealth Games are very encouraging, and we are on course to become
sports superpower. With these words, | support the Bill. Thank you very much.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA): Thank you, Mr. G.K. Vasan. Mr.
Abdul Wahab wants to leave early. If the House permits, we could allow him to
speak.
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SOME HON. MEMBERS: Yes, Sir.

SHRI ABDUL WAHAB (Kerala): Sir, first of all, | support the Bill. But | got a
revelation today that sports and games started in India after 2014. It is not coming; it
is an evolution. One cannot go in the Olympics or in the Commonwealth Games
overnight. It is an evolution which has been done by so many Governments. So, it is
not since 2014 only. It was a concerted effort by so many Governments -- the
Vajpayee Government, the Manmohan Singh Government and all that. The fruit is
coming now under Anurag Thakur ji. We are very happy that every day we can see so
many medals. But | want to say one thing to our Sports Minister. When he visits our
States, he should see other people also, not some editors or some set of people only.
You should make use of the time and see neighbouring MPs and neighbouring sports
people also. | wish next time Anurag Thakur ji will give not only to us but also to other
editors an opportunity to meet.

Sir, as per the records, with 152 anti-doping rule violations, India ranks third
amongst world's biggest doping violators. Major doping violation happened in the
field of weightlifting with 25 cases, in athletics with 20 cases, in wrestling with 10
cases followed by boxing and judo. Every time an athlete comes up with an
exceptional performance out of the blue, and ahead of a team in the selection meet,
the chance of that athlete testing positive is high. It is believed that a major reason for
athletes dope is their wanting to register high performance on the basis of which they
can get jobs and incentives. However, there are many natural biological cases of high
testosterone level and others where sports people are innocent. The increasing
number of privately-sponsored marathon and cross country runs in India is also a
source of doping temptation for athletes. In many cases, the coaches are also
responsible for their casual approach. My suggestion is that there should be frequent
testing of sportspersons. We should also create more awareness among
sportspersons. And there should be an integrity campaign amongst sports persons to
feel responsible. | also agree with Mr. Vasan's proposal that we should have
laboratories in every State. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI KANAKAMEDALA RAVINDRA KUMAR (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, | thank you for
giving me this opportunity to speak on the National Anti-Doping Bill. Sir, | wanted to
deal with some of its provisions. My first submission is with respect to definitions.
Almost 35 definitions are there. But sub-Clauses (za), (zb) and (zc) of Clause 2
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talks about 'Prohibited List", "prohibited method" and "prohibited substance"
respectively. The definitions are there. But the List has not been appended to this
Bill. Once it is defined, it should be annexed to the Bill. That was not done.

Clause 5(7) says, "Where any substance or method is included in the
Prohibited List and such prohibited substance or prohibited method is required.."
Without any list appended to this Bill, it is not possible to invoke the provisions of
Clause 5. It is better to attach the list. Though the Government has the power to
frame the rules, it is better not to deviate from the original Bill. It is better to annex it.

Clause 7 talks about constitution of National Board. Clause 12 talks about
Appeal Panel. The qualifications have been specified with regard to the persons who
will be appointed as the Chairperson and the Members on the Appeal Panel.

Clause 15 talks about Director General. It says that the Director General shall
be appointed by the Central Government from amongst person of integrity. Required
qualification or eligibility has not been specified here. Apart from that, sub-Clause
(8) of Clause 15 talks about the powers of the Central Government to remove the
Director General even before the expiry of his term. That power takes away the
independence of the body. It can be taken into consideration.

Coming to Doping Control Process, Clause 19 deals with power of entry,
search and seizure. This is in accordance with the provisions of the Code of Criminal
Procedure. The body constituted under this Bill will be having quasi-judicial functions.
If that is there, legal knowledge should be exercised specifically when investigation
process is going on. Power of entry, search and seizure should be exercised
carefully. But that is not specified in Clause 19.

Clause 26 talks about constitution of National Dope Testing Laboratory. We
had established NDTL for this. The World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) banned
NDTL as it was not complying with the international standards prescribed by WADA.
Let me give an example of the proficiency of the NDTL. The NDTL gave negative
report in six cases. Then WADA sent the samples again to an accredited lab in
Canada which found all of them to be positive. All six Indians involved were
suspended. It not only brought the NDTL into disrepute but also Indian sports.
Constitution of testing laboratories is also very important. As far as laboratories are
concerned, (Time-bell rings.)

In 2019, the maximum positive samples, 225 out of 4,000 samples, were
reported in our country. In view of this, some precautions need to be taken. | request
the Government to take the suggestions made by me into consideration.
Thank you, Sir.
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DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): Sir, | thank you for giving me this opportunity
to speak on the National Anti-Doping Bill. The AIADMK Party is supporting the Bill
piloted by the young Sports Minister. As others said, he is not only active in politics
but he is also active in sports. Previously also he headed many programmes. We
know that very well. Therefore, | congratulate him. Our Hon. Prime Minister appointed
him as the Sports Minister. At the time, after he assumed this office, the
Commonwealth Games are going on in the UK. India is showing a good performance
and athletes are getting good medals. Therefore, it is a credit to him as he is heading
this Ministry.

Sir, regarding this Anti-Doping Bill, you know very well why this Bill has been
brought forward in Parliament. | was and am a Member of the Education Committee
where we discussed it thoroughly. | need not elaborate on it because our opinion is
also given to the Government as to what are all the things which need to be taken up.
The main reason why we are bringing forward this Bill is that the Anti-Doping
Convention is now the second most ratified of all UNESCO treaties with 191 State
parties. Therefore, when all the countries have taken part in this programme, they
decided to encourage international cooperation to protect athletes and ethics of the
sports, which is more important. That is why, the Government has brought forward
this Bill. The objective is to establish a National Board for anti-doping in sports and to
provide for its composition, powers and functions. Sir, many Members have raised
the objection regarding establishment of this Board and who should head this Board.
When the autonomy is given, we have seen that there are malpractices in many
sports boards. That is why, many Members objected to that saying that there are
many cases against boards. When the Government is taking over, it is the
responsibility of the Government. Government means Parliament. We are enacting
the law. We are members to that. If anything happens, we have the right to raise the
issue in Parliament and the Minister is responsible to answer that. Therefore, a power
is given to the Government to appoint the Director. Whenever any problem arises, we
can raise it. There should be no objection to that. | have no objection to that. This is
what was discussed in the Standing Committee also. We made it clear that this is the
correct decision. We have to give the power to the Government to appoint the
Director of the Board. Also, if any complaint comes, they will have to remove him
also. That is what we said. Medicines and drugs are not purposely taken by
sportspersons. Sometimes, some people are misusing it. That is a fact. At the same
time, without knowledge, sometimes, they take some kind of food. For that, they
cannot be punished. They should be given proper information and guidelines. This is
what all have said. The Committee has recommended that and emphasised on the
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need for opening more dope testing laboratories in the country, preferably one in each
State to cater to the needs of the country and also to become a leader in the South
East Asian region in the area of anti-doping testing. That is why, Sir, | support this
Bill. | don't want to take more time. You know very well about time. Now, | conclude
my speech. Thank you.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA): Thank you Dr. Anil Agrawal. Now,
Shrimati Mausam Noor; not present. Now, Dr. Amar Patnaik.

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, as | stand here to speak on
this subject, | am very proud to be speaking about a sector which is very close to my
leader, hon. Chief Minister of Odisha, Shri Naveen Patnaik. The entire House and |
am sure, the hon. Minister would join me in recognising the kind of impetus he has
given to hockey in this country. After 41 years, India got a medal in the Olympics
because of the impetus that was given to hockey by adopting that particular sport by
the State Government for ten years. Now, the same kind of fillip is being given to
other sports like football, like women sports, several other sports. So, it is very close
to the heart of our State, and when people applaud the medal tally of, let us say,
Haryana and Kerala people forget that this is the new kind of incentive and
incentivisation that is required to the sports in India. We have 17 astro-turfs being
developed in the 17 blocks of Sundergarh District because that is considered as the
cradle of hockey in the entire country. This is the kind of incentive we have to do for
both on the infrastructure side and for sportsmen. Now, before | come to this topic, |
must compliment the Minister that what he has brought to the House currently is
something which is not only timely but it would actually pitch India at a level higher
than the countries like Russia and countries like Italy who are now topping in the world
in terms of doping activities. We are inching closer to them. So, this is a structure
which has come in to make us more credible in the international sports arena and,
therefore, | support the Bill, and | compliment the Minister for bringing this Bill.

Sir, before | get into some of the details which will come by way of
suggestions, | would, first, make a broad comment about the design of this Bill. |
would, strongly, urge the hon. Minister to consider this. One of the most important
aspects of this Bill is the anti-doping testing laboratories. They are listed under
Chapter VI, Miscellaneous, Clause 26 (1), (2) and Clause 27. Don't you think that
this is the crux of the entire thing because our national laboratory was de-recognized
and therefore, this should actually find place of prominence, as a prominent chapter
otherwise, in the entire design of the Bill? You could consider asking your Ministry to
look at this; otherwise, it doesn't give the pre-eminence that is required to be given to
such laboratories.
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| will come to another point relating to the design of the Bill once again and that
is, the provision relating to the Appeal Panel, which says that the Panel would consist
of Chairperson, a retired High Court Judge, and a Vice-Chairperson, a legal expert,
and four members, medical practioners. Now, there is a reference to the medical
practioners in the entire Bill. The point is, who is a medical practitioner? It is a very
broad field. | think sports doctors or sports medicine, those who practise that, that
should be categorically mentioned here, and those are the people who should be
coming in here. Secondly, | have statistics and it is very glaring that the International
Journal of Pharmaceuticals published in 2017 a report which says that out of 162
Ayurvedic formulations which were tested, 16 had the presence of substance
prohibited by WADA. Sixteen had the presence of substance prohibited by WADA.
Now, many of us, including our sportsmen, take and | take Ayurvedic medicines, and
| take Homoeopathic medicines.

And we have cases here. | have a case here where the athlete said that she
had taken that particular medicine thinking that it will increase her long-term
immunity. Now this is not covered in the entire provision of the Act. We cannot really
cut and paste what the WADA has said. Our realities, Indian realities are different and
that has to be factored into this particular provision and, therefore, my suggestion to
the hon. Minister is that we have the National Medical Commission which has been
set up now with three different verticals, one for allopathic, one for traditional
medicines. If you have a representative from there in this Appeal's Panel then even if
it is a question of having somebody taking the traditional medicines, he can evaluate it
properly instead of blindly banning that particular athlete. An athlete's life is very
small. Now, | will come to some very concrete suggestions. This is relating to
awareness. Many of us have spoken about it. Many speakers before me have spoken
about it. | would like to refer to one famous Cuban athlete, who is the only athlete to
have won the 400 meter and 800 meter Olympic titles in 1976. He says that you can
tail your athletes, your sportsmen, co-sportsmen, several things, but it is very
important to have a policy for educating against doping. Awareness has not got the
prominence that is required to be given in the particular design of the Act. If it can be
brought to the rules, | would strongly recommend that this could be done. Awareness
is very important because many of our sportsmen belong to communities or belong to
families, which are not that literate. So to expect them to know about the formulation
of something that is being administered to them is actually very, very tall thinking, |
would say. The next point which | would like to mention is providing some kind of a
legal aid to our athletes. Our athletes, if they are tested positive by various layers,
then how do they meet the challenge? So some kind of a legal aid assistance scheme
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should also be worked out for our athletes. We must realize that ultimately, the Bill or
anything that we do for sports, the primacy should be given to sportsmen and not to
policy-makers. Therefore, everything should be done keeping the interests of
sportsmen in mind. The next point that | would like to make is relating to data
protection. | think, hon. Vasanji talked about it. But he said that there is no mention of
it. Actually, there is a mention of it, and very strangely, the mention says that it would
be made public, it is being legalised, legislated. | think that is a very retrogressive step
because until and unless the athlete has exhausted all chances, her or his name
should not be disclosed to public. That is the change that | think has to be brought in.
The last point that | would like to make with the minute that | have, is relating to
facilitating the therapeutic use of exemptions. | think the athletes have to go through a
series of processes which are very difficult. They would rather train rather than go for
this process. | think that could be simplified and this simplification is possible if you
can have some kind of a certification that this particular formulation is dope free. You
can ask pharmaceutical companies who are giving these tablets or giving these
medicines, to have this certification mentioned. (7'/me-be// r/‘ngs.) And | think, with
the kind of impetus that we are giving everywhere to sports in the country, there
would be pharmaceutical companies, who would go in for this, we could actually
attempt to try that.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA): Thank you, Dr. Amar Patnaik.

DR. AMAR PATNAIK: Sir, last minute. The point is relating to the selection process.
The selection process of the Director-General; many Members have talked about
many things. But | think the most important thing is, at least, a minimum qualification
could be mentioned. Because the Government has the right to appoint and the
process of removal is there in all the Government organisations, but minimum
qualification could be mentioned so that sportspersons are not relegated to the
background, as has been the allegation against the Indian sports all this while. Thank
you.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA): Now, Shri Binoy Viswam. You have
four minutes.

SHRI BINOY VISWAM (Kerala): Sir, occasions may come, maybe, rarely in the
House when the House felt to be united with common mind, common view, and this
is such a day for us. A day that we devote our time for sports and for the values of the
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sports, that too is brought by a young Minister. | would have to reveal it here that from
the first day, when | came to the House, Anuragji was my close friend, even though
very young to me. We had excellent occasions, we have quarreled also, debated
also. We had big debates amongst each other. But, still | have a love towards him. |
believe he too have it for me. Sir, in this House, we have P.T. Usha, the pride of the
country. | am very energized to say that we all knew her since so many years, since
her school days. | don’t know whether she remembers, | went to her house in Payyoli
when she was a school student. When, she won the first medal in the school games.
Since those days, Usha was so dear to us. Our State and our people used to call her
the Payyoli Express. She used to run on the beaches of Payyoli. Near the house,
there was a beach and there she ran early morning of every day in those days. And,
that Usha has become a world renowned person and she has come to Rajya Sabha
as a Member of the House. That too is a proud moment. Sir, in this day, when a new
Bill on sports has come here, we have reasons to say that this is a moment of great
hope also because India is going ahead in the field of sports. We learned about our
victories, medals and all those things. | remember, once | met the mother of Chanu,
the girl who won the gold medal recently in the Commonwealth Games. | met her
mother in Imphal. From a very poor family she is and they are working people. From
that family, a daughter emerged as a national figure to win the gold medal. That also
is a matter to be reckoned with. Now, when we discuss about this Anti-Doping Bill, |
may refer to the fact. Why is this doping? Why? Sir, it may not be very pleasing to all
of us, but sports have become a big money affair. Rich people, people craving for
riches, made the sports as a stepping stone for that. And, there are agencies, groups
also, to help them to win this, for acquiring money, using games like that. That also is
happening. So, how can we save the sports from the greed for money ? It is not very
easy. And, we heard General Vats here. General Vats thought of a way to go beyond
the petty party politics. Sometimes, it happens here. We have politics, of course.
We have to have it. And we have to be loyal to the politics also. But petty politics and
politics are different. Sometimes, we need some kind of a warning to come out of that
tendency. General Vats today did it. As a sportsman, with that spirit, he talked here.
| support many of his views. | believe that one point that he mentioned, inter caste
breeding, is important. He talked of inter-caste marriages. | request the ruling
Government to think about it seriously as to why we oppose inter-religious marriages.
That will also help Indians to have a more efficient, more powerful young generation
who can win more and more medals. So, please come out of these petty
considerations on such occasions. | hope that the words of General Vats may help us
come out of this kind of a narrow way of thinking. Sir, again, when | come to the Bill,
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| find a little problem with the National Board. We talk about an agency; it is a
statutory agency which will now overtake the earlier society. That also is good. But,
when we come to the Board, the Board is trying to become a State within the State,
as he mentioned. That Board has certain powers, and that power many a time is
crossing the powers of the Agency.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA): Thank you, Binoyji.

SHRI BINOY VISWAM: | request the Minister to think of calling this as an 'Authority .
Instead of an 'Agency’, why can't they call it as an 'Authority’, the National Anti-
Doping Authority? That can be more meaningful. With these words, | conclude.
Thank you, Sir.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA): Dr. Anil Jain, not present. Shrimati S.
Phangnon.

SHRIMATI S. PHANGNON KONYAK (Nagaland): Sir, first of all, at the very outset, |
would like to put forth that the National Anti-Doping Bill which was passed in the Lok
Sabha on July 27 is a well-balanced and visionary Bill which will further enhance the
spirit of sports and culture in our country. | most certainly think that the Bill is a
positive step in the right direction. Since 2014, in India under the dynamic and
visionary leadership of hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modiji, we have seen that
the sports sector has grown by leaps and bounds. We have seen the immense
support, recognition and encouragement given to our sportspersons by our Prime
Minister. This fact is self-evident from the various championships and medals that our
country's athletes have been winning. As | speak, our athletes are doing us proud at
the Commonwealth Games in Birmingham. The country has not seen anything quite
like this, therefore, | must state that in such a context, it is only right that India also
does its part and fulfills its moral and international obligations which will come into
reality once this Bill is passed in this august House. Sir, doping continues to plague
counties worldwide and especially more so in India. In fact, five members of this
year's Commonwealth Contingent failed their dope test which has once again
highlighted the need for a more comprehensive and stringent anti-doping law in our
country. In fact, India ranks third in the world when it comes to doping violations as
per WADA 2019 Report. It is indeed a grim reminder of the need for a concerted effort
to bring an end to this menace. The Bills seeks to prohibit athletes, their support
personnel and also other concerned persons such as coaches from indulging in
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doping, the violation of which can lead to resulting in disqualification and also
including the forfeiture of medals, being barred from other events and even resulting
in financial sanctions. Sir, it is a well-thought and well-intended Bill for the benefit of
the country. One of the reasons being that the National Anti-Doping Agency will be
constituted as a statutory body which will be headed by a Director-General and NADA
will be involved in planning, implementing, monitoring as well as investigating anti-
doping activities and rule violations. There will also be a National Board for Anti-
Doping, the job of which is to make recommendations to the Government on anti-
doping regulations and also with regard to international compliances and other
commitments. It will consist of a chairperson and two members. The Board will
further constitute a National Anti-Doping Disciplinary Panel which will determine the
consequences of violating anti-doping rules. This Panel will consist of a chairperson
and four vice-chairpersons who will all be legal experts, and ten members will
comprise of medical practitioners and eminent athletes. To add more support to the
purposed anti-doping law, the Board will also constitute a National Anti-Doping
Appeal Panel to hear appeals and grievances against the decisions of the Disciplinary
Panel. Might | add, Sir, transparency is also a key feature here because this National
Anti-Doping Agency will disclose information such as which concerned rule was
violated and consequences thereof. The National Dope Testing Lab in New Delhi will
be the principal doping testing facility and many more such facilities will also be
established.

Sir, | would like to bring to your kind attention that once the Bill becomes an
Act, NADA will have powers to search, conduct raids and seize. Currently, it does
not possess such powers. Sir, what this Bill basically aims to do is to bring sports
into the mainstream. When | say this, it means to give effect to the UNESCO
International Convention against doping in sports and other such international
compliances. A legal framework is being provided to combat the menace of doping in
India. It is high time that our country, which aspires to be in the galaxy of great
sporting nations, also has its own effective mechanism for tackling doping in sports
and the National Anti-Doping Bill exactly seeks to do that. We cannot be advocating
for sporting greatness while conveniently turning a blind eye to doping. It is only fair
that the Bill becomes a law. Only then will India be able to avoid international
embarrassments such as the infamous record of having the most number of positive
samples among the National Anti-Doping Organisations in the world. And the Bill will
build institutional capabilities in anti-doping and enable hosting of major sports
events, protect all sportspersons' rights and will also reinforce India's commitment to
international obligations. It will also provide for clean sport, providing independent
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mechanism for anti-doping adjudication. India, under the hon. Prime Minister, is not
only focussing on building infrastructure, but also promoting sports as a viable career
option. With the first Central Sports University coming up in Manipur, we really feel
that the country now has come to a point and | commend the Union Minister of
Sports, Shri Anurag Thakur and our Government, led by hon. Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modiji, for moving this Bill for the welfare and progress of sports in our
country. Thank you.

SHRIMATI MAUSAM NOOR (West Bengal): | thank you, Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, for
this opportunity to speak on the National Anti-Doping Bill, 2022. | appreciate the
Minister’s attempt to deal strictly with the dangerous problem of doping and to
comply with the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organisation’s
International Convention against Doping in Sports. This is also timely, since our
country is also performing spectacularly at the Commonwealth Games. | would like to
begin by congratulating the Indian contingent for its performance thus far, and
wishing them luck for the rest of the games.

Sir, according to the latest World Ant-Doping Agency Report released in 2021,
India ranks third in doping and has 152 cases across disciplines, only marginally below
leaders — Russia (167) and Italy (157). Just last week some of our Commonwealth
Games athletes were disqualified after failing routine tests for performance enhancing
drugs. We were all witness to the scandal in another country where athletes were
taking these drugs with State sanction and administrative support. It is important that
Indian sportspersons do not fall prey to the lure of easy wins and engage in dishonest
behaviour. The administrative set up of sport in the country should work to identify
and nurture talent fairly and provide an environment of encouragement and guidance
so that young players are not led astray. The Ministry, sports administrative bodies,
coaches, former players and seniors all have a responsibility towards new players in
this regard. For example, even before the present Commonwealth Games, members
of the Women’s Cricket Team were awaiting Visas till the last minute. Such
administrative kinks should be ironed out with domestic bodies working in tandem
with the international bodies.

Sir, | agree with the concerns raised by my fellow Members. The Bill does not
make a sufficient distinction between minors and majors and this should be
addressed under subordinate legislation so as to protect impressionable minors.

The panels mentioned in the Bill should be independent and change must be
made to separate the disciplinary panel and appellate panel as well as to give the
disciplinary and hearing panels protection from arbitrary removal by the Ministry.

Sir, while the Government has attempted to take a holistic view of the problem
and by countering it from multiple fronts through this Bill, the socio-economic reasons

for doping have been overlooked. Research shows that one of the major reasons
behind doping is a sportsperson’s desperation to register significant performances.
Such performances determine the quality of the Government jobs and incentives they
receive after their career in sports, and, therefore, fuel an intense desperation to
register quick wins in the shortest time possible. A limited professional shelf-life,
combined with the unrelated and unsatisfactory desk jobs that await them post their
professional careers, has always been a worry for our sportspersons. Thus, the
Government must change their perspective on the career of our athletes. Provisions
must be made for better monetary support during training and career periods as well
as for post-retirement options to them in order to curtail their desperation. Our
sportspersons must be humanized. They cannot be looked at wins dispensing
vending machines. Their needs and aspirations must be given the time and space
they need as they strive to take our country to new heights each day.

| would also like to point out that there must be provisions to prevent
harassment of players. While carrying out raids is necessary, NADA should ensure
that appropriate safeguards are implemented to protect the rights of athletes and to
address the issues of privacy. There is also a need to lay down clear guidelines on
what constitutes the Anti-Doping Rule violation. | would also insist that more dope
testing laboratories should be opened up, preferably at least one lab in each State to
ensure better accessibility and speedy test results.

In Bengal, we have a long history of encouraging sports and sportspersons.
Trained in gymnastics and wrestling as a kid, the nobel laureate Rabindranath Tagore
was a great admirer of Jiu-Jitsu and even invited Judo instructors to teach them at
Shantiniketan. Our football clubs are legendary, and just last month, a trophy tour
(Timebell rings) for the Durand Cup was launched from Kolkata in the presence of the
State Minister for Youth Services and Sports.

Sir, in conclusion, | would like to commend the Ministry for bringing forward
this Bill to deal with this dangerous problem, and | hope it works for both, to prevent
doping and to support and encourage promising players. Thank you, Sir.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA): Thank you, Mausam Noorji. Now,
Shri Birendra Baishya.

SHRI BIRENDRA PRASAD BAISHYA (Assam): Thank you, Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir,
for allowing me to speak on the Bill. | must compliment hon. Sports Minister, Shri
Anurag Thakur, for bringing this Bill at a time when our players are playing extremely
good in the Commonwealth Games, which is being organised in the United Kingdom.
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This Bill looks like a simple Bill, but this is a very important Bill because preventing
doping in the sports is the call of the hour. The Anti-Doping Bill was introduced in our
country in the year 2021. The Bill was introduced in Lok Sabha. The National Anti-
Doping Bill seeks to provide for the constitution of the National Anti-Doping Agency
for regulating anti-doping activities in sports and to give effect to the United Nations
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organisation International Convention against
doping in sports. India is a member of World Anti-Doping agency. Actually, | am
standing here to speak from my heart. Sir, | was elected as the President of the Indian
Weightlifting Federation in the year 2010. When | took the responsibility, the Indian
Weightlifting Federation was banned by the International Federation due to many,
many dope positive cases. Not only that, Sir, the International Weightlifting Federation
imposed a penalty of more than Rs.3 crores on Indian Weightlifting Federation. Not
only this, Sir, when India organised Commonwealth Games 2010 in Delhi, Indian
weightlifters were not allowed to participate in the Commonwealth Games because,
at that time, the Indian Weightlifting Federation was banned by the International
Federation and we had to pay Rs. 3 crores; otherwise, they were not going to allow
our players to take part. But, Sir, | must admit that with the help of the Sports Ministry
of India, we worked hard and negotiated with the International Weightlifting
Federation and ultimately, the ban imposed on the Indian Weightlifting Federation was
lifted by the International Federation and my players, the Indian weightlifters,
participated in the Delhi Commonwealth Games. And they got two Gold Medals, total
nine Medals, in Delhi Commonwealth Games.

Sir, | would like to say very proudly that in 2010, the Indian Weightlifting
Federation was banned by the International Federation. When it was banned -- it is
known to hon. Sports Minister also -- | took the responsibility. People warned me,
'why are you going to finish your career? This is the worst game. You cannot rectify
this sport.' But, proudly, Sir, in 2011, the Congress meeting of International
Weightlifting Federation declared that Indian Weightlifting Federation is one of the
cleanest federations of the world. This is the motivation. This motivation is required.

Sir, India performed well in the Commonwealth Games. More and more
medals are coming. Not only that, in the Tokyo Olympic Games, again | am happy to
say that | was the Chef de Mission of the Indian Contingent. | led the Indian
Contingent in the Tokyo Olympic Games, and India got all-time record medals.
...(7'/'me-be//)... Sir, today, India is doing very good. | will tell you one thing. For the
first time, India is the Lawn Bowls champion, Commonwealth Lawn Bowls champion.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA): Thank you, Mr. Baishya.
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SHRI BIRENDRA PRASAD BAISHYA: Just one minute, Sir. India is today
Commonwealth Table Tennis Champion. In Lawn Bowls, for the first time, we have
got the medal. We have got three Gold medals in weightlifting. Many, many medals
are coming. Why is this happening? It is because, Sir, we have a Sports-friendly
Government under the leadership of hon. Prime Minister, Narendra Modiji.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA): Thank you.

Urgent need to make rules to regulate air pricing

DR. JOHN BRITTAS (Kerala): Sir, post Covid-19, the airfares are soaring both in
international and domestic routes in such a way that outpaced the inflation rates.

The stakeholders in the industry are blaming the reluctance on the part of
airline companies in bringing all their idling aircrafts back to service after the peak
Covid season, and, the exponential hike in Aviation Turbine Fuel price, as two critical
factors behind this unprecedented escalation of airfares in India. There are also
allegations of oligopolistic practices on the part of airline companies behind the
anomalous sky-high airfares.

The precarious situation of Indian expatriates in post Covid-19 scenario,
especially of those from Kerala working in Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) countries,
is further exacerbated by the unconscionable airfares during this vacation season.
Fares between West Asian cities and Kerala have witnessed a jump of around 300 per
cent to 600 per cent. Kerala diaspora in West Asian countries is getting their fingers
burnt owing to the soaring airfares. Many are dropping plans of coming to India
during this vacation season. Fresh job aspirants to Middle East are also suffering
likewise. It is pertinent to note that the Government used to intervene in the past to
operate more flights during peak seasons to reduce the fares.

Hence, the Government should urgently intervene in the matter and regulate
the prices. Necessary rules and regulations should be promulgated to ensure the
pricing of air tickets in a fair and reasonable manner, and, for fixing upper ceiling of
airfares in all domestic and international air routes.

The President of India issues
the Order which is maintained by the Ministry of Home Affairs. Currently, the
Members of Parliament are listed at number 21 in the Table of Precedence which is
even below the statutory posts like Cabinet Secretary, Chairman, Central
Administrative Tribunal and Chairman, Minorities Commission. A Member of
Parliament is elected through the mechanism laid down in the Constitution of India. A
Member of Parliament represents the will of the people and is their voice in the
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Parliament, and in addition to this, he is also entrusted with representing his State
and also the country at multiple forums.

Need to abolish Toll Plazas across the country

SHRI P. WILSON (Tamil Nadu): Sir, there are more than 1,000 toll plazas in India,
the highest being in Tamil Nadu - 48. Right to travel is a fundamental right. In
developed countries, there is an option of toll and non-toll roads. However, in our
country all important arterial roads in States have been taken over by the NHAI and
converted into toll roads, forcing the people to pay toll. Those living adjacent to toll
roads have to use the road every day and even the monthly passes are expensive.
There are many stretches of National Highways operated by concessionaires/NHAI
who have already realized the investment but still continuing to collect exorbitant toll
fees. Toll fees are increased year to year by NHAI mechanically. Toll fees are charged
even for Government transport buses and other State Government vehicles. State
transport corporations are not profit driven but provide services at nominal rates.
Therefore, all NHAI toll fee plazas in the country require immediate auditing by an
independent authority to analyse the investment made, amount realized through toll
collections in such stretch and any amount due to concessionaire/NHAI. Such
concessionaries could be settled once and for all. There cannot be element of
profiteering in public utility infrastructure.

Time has come where all the toll plazas have to be abolished completely.
Instead, a one-time fee at the time of registering the motor vehicle can be collected.

Therefore, | urge the hon. Union Minister for Road Transport Highways to
abolish all toll plazas across the country. Thank you, Sir.

New Forest Conservation Rules, 2022

SHRI ABIR RANJAN BISWAS (West Bengal): Sir, the new Forest Conservation
Rules, 2022 are due to be placed before the House for approval. Concerns have
arisen that these new Rules will make the process easier to divert forest and tribal
land towards infrastructure projects, mining and other purposes detrimental to forest
conditions and conservation. Concerns also arise of dilution of the historic rights
granted under the Forest Rights Act, 2006 to tribal communities and other forest
dwelling groups under the guise of streamlining of forest clearance approval
processes, obtaining of collective decisions, and placing monetary values on forest
tracts for less effective reforestation projects elsewhere. The Forest Conservation Act,
1980 worked to undo the colonial idea of forest as resources to exploit, and viewed
them as heritage to be protected. Through this lens, the Act created stringent
processes right up to the Union Ministry level which were to be followed prior to
diversion of forest land. The Forest Rights Act, 2006 also worked to undo historic
injustices to forest dwelling communities and gave them a legal right over their
traditional homes and a say in the diversion of these lands. It is imperative that these
protections continue to exist for the safety and security of the forests and tribal
communities of India. | urge the Government to reconsider the issuance of the Forest
Conservation Rules, 2022.
