Shri Yoginder K. Alagh passed away on the 6"of December, 2022, at
the age of 83 years. Born in February, 1939, at Chakwal in Punjab of undivided India,
Shri Alagh taught Economics at several prestigious universities and institutes in India
and abroad. He served as Vice-Chancellor of Jawaharlal Nehru University, from 1992
to 1996 and also served as Member, Planning Commission of India, Government of
India, from 1987 to 1990. Shri Alagh also served as the Minister of State (Independent
Charge) holding portfolios of Planning and Programme Implementation; Science and
Technology; and Power in the Union Council of Ministers during the period 1996 to
1998.

Shri Alagh served as a Member of this House representing the State of Gujarat,
from November, 1996 to April, 2000. In the passing away of Shri Yoginder K. Alagh,
the country has lost a noted educationist, an eminent economist and an able
parliamentarian.

Shri R. C. Singh passed away on the 10" of December, 2022, at the age of 78
years. Born in November, 1944, at Sahajadpur in Mau District of Uttar Pradesh, Shri
Singh, an agriculturist and a social worker, was actively associated with the trade
union movement. He served as a Member of this House representing the State of
West Bengal, from June, 2008 to April, 2012. In the passing away of Shri R. C. Singh,
the country has lost a veteran trade unionist and an able parliamentarian.

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The online marketing mechanism, known as bot market, is used by hackers to
sell stolen data from victims™ devices with bot malware. The study by Nord VPN of
Lithuania’s Nord Security said the stolen data included users’ logins, cookies, digital
fingerprints, screenshots and other information, with an average price for the digital
identity of a person pegged at Rs. 490, which comes to US $ 5.95. Nord VPN
tracked data for the past four years, ever since bot markets were launched in 2018.
Last month, multiple servers of the All-India Institute of Medical Sciences (AlIMS), a
Government hospital, which caters to Ministers, politicians, and the general public,
were infected. It is not known as to whether the Government has enquired about the
veracity of this report. | would, therefore, urge upon the Government to look into the
matter and publish a White Paper on this.

SHRI K.R.N. RAJESHKUMAR (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, the

cooperative organisations have played a vital role in India’s economic development,
especially in agricultural credit and dairy sector. The co-operative sector is a parallel

government. The Government of India has various industrial development schemes
such as subsidies, grant-in-aid and incentives.

The co-operative sector in India is performing to its best and competing with
various MNCs across the world. However, the majority of the grant-in-aid schemes
are being availed more by the private companies than that of the cooperative
organisations. The reason being that there is no special provision given in the scheme
guidelines to prioritize the cooperative sector. There have been some incidents of
private companies closing their operations after having availed the grant-in-aid. | will
give one example. Recently, the Ministry of Food Processing Industry invited
applications for the grant-in-aid under the Cold Chain Infrastructure Scheme. As a
result, they received 72 applications, out of which 53 applications were found eligible.
Out of 53 eligible applications, only 24 companies have been approved for grant-in-
aid. The cooperative organisations are not there in the accorded list. Private
companies scored 80 to 96 marks and the Government cooperative sector scored 78
marks. In this case, cooperatives and private companies cannot be treated as same.
If profitability is accounted for marking criteria, private companies will score better
than the cooperative companies because the cooperative sector worked on not-for-
profit.

| would like to inform this august House -- it is really pathetic -- that the State-
owned Milk Producer Cooperative Union from Namakkal, Tamil Nadu, which is
working for the welfare of the farmers and the consumers, had applied under the
above scheme. It was found eligible for the grant-in-aid, but based on the marking
criterion, the private companies were granted the aid.

Therefore, Sir, to promote the co-operative sector, | request the hon. Minister
for Cooperation and also the officials, through this august House, to coordinate with
the various Ministries and include special provisions and clauses to prioritize the co-
operative companies while granting the aid.

One such instruction has been issued regarding the nomination of a Liaison Officer
and setting up of a Cell in each Ministry or Department to ensure enforcement of
orders of reservation in posts and services of the Central Government. The role and
responsibilities of the Liaison Officer are clearly defined.

(a) The Custom Milled Rice (CMR) subsidy of Rs. 5,903.48 crore for the period from
2018-19 to 2021-22; sugar subsidy (Rs. 31.02 crore), fortification of rice (Rs. 7.30
crore); intra-State movement of PDS-PMGKAY (Rs. 251.04 crore) and inter-State
movement of NFSA (Rs. 621.16 crore), in all totaling Rs. 6,814.00 crores which has
to be immediately released to the Civil Supplies Department of the Tamil Nadu
Government; (b) The entire recommended grants for Urban Local Bodies in the year
2022-23 under the 15™ Finance Commission for million-plus cities, air quality (Rs. 22
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crores), SWM/ sanitation (Rs. 313.00 and non-million plus cities Tied (Rs. 555
crore) and Untied (Rs. 370 crore), totaling Rs. 1,360 crore have also still not been
released; (c) A balance of Rs. 10,879 crore is still pending by way of GST
compensation from the year 2020 to 2022-23 (April to June, 2022) payable by the
Finance Ministry.

These numbers are shocking and are impeding the growth and development of
Tamil Nadu. | would, therefore, request the Union Government to release these funds
forthwith.

Need to resolve the Indo-Myanmar Border issue (Manipur Sector) at diplomatic level

SHRI MAHARAJA SANAJAOBA LEISHEMBA (Manipur): Sir, a few months back,
officials from the Ministry of Home Affairs came to Manipur to look into the matters
pertaining to reported irregularities about border pillars along the Indo-Myanmar
boundary (Manipur sector). The hon. Chief Minister of Manipur, Shri N. Biren Singh,
made a request to the hon. Home Minister, Shri Amit Shahji, to re-examine the
contentious boundary issues. Meanwhile, border fencing works along the Indo-
Myanmar Border (I\/Ianipur sector) has been stopped by local people because the
border pillars were shifting and being fixed towards Manipur, India, leading to India's
territorial loss. Alleged discrepancies are along the new Border Pillars Nos. 64-68,
75-79, 88-95 and old Border Pillars Nos.80-82.

There had been border disputes between Manipur and Myanmar even during
the British Raj. After Independence, Boundary Agreement of Rangoon, 1967, was
signed between India and Myanmar to settle the issues. But still, there are certain
unsettled areas at the ground level, which are perhaps ignored by both New Delhi and
Naypyidaw. So, | draw the kind attention of India Government to revisit the issues
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because it will have far-reaching consequences. Manipur had already lost huge tracts
of land -- Kabaw Valley -- to Myanmar.

|, therefore, urge the Government of India, through this House, to kindly take
up the matter at diplomatic level with Myanmar for settling the Border Pillar issues
once and for all, at the earliest.

SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN (Maharashtra): Sir, considering the huge drop in daily
number of Covid-19 cases, the worst might seem to be over. However, there appears
ample evidence of a variety of side-effects that are emerging amongst the infected
population. Having recovered from Covid-19, some people have continued to
experience symptoms in what has come to be known as Long Covid. These include
persistent fatigue, headaches, brain-fog and shortness of breath among others. This
has been corroborated by research by the Oxford University which has reported that
these seem to be long-lasting and problematic. Post the infection, many also seem to
have acquired lasting medical conditions including newly diagnosed diabetes and
heart problems. As per the data by BMC, cases of heart conditions and attacks in
Mumbai rose by nearly 25 per cent in 2020 from 2017 pre-pandemic figures.
Research by private healthcare companies also report rising diabetes consultations,
especially in the age-group of 25-35 years. Apart from deterioration in physical
health, impact of Covid-19 is also felt on mental health of affected people. According
to the WHO, global prevalence of anxiety and depression increased by a whopping 25
per cent in the first year of the pandemic. In light of all this evidence, there must be
more studies conducted to understand the long-term impacts of the Covid-19 virus
on the human body. Otherwise, this might end up becoming a parallel pandemic
itself. | request the Government to look into this matter at the earliest.

Need to restart the Maulana Azad National Fellowship (MANF)

SHRI MOHAMMED NADIMUL HAQUE (West Bengal): Sir, | rise today to request the
Government to withdraw its decision to discontinue the Maulana Azad National
Fellowship.
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The Fellowship provided financial assistance to 6,722 students from six notified
minority communities pursuing regular and full-time doctorate programmes between
2014-15 and 2021-22. The Union Minister stated that the scheme overlaps with
various other fellowship schemes and minority students are already covered under
such schemes. However, the point to note is that only the Rajiv Gandhi National
Fellowship for SC/STs, the National Fellowship for OBCs, and the National Fellowship
for Persons with Disabilities are available to minority communities as of today. Now, if
the MANF overlaps with them, my concern is, how are the above schemes covering
all the six notified minority communities are under its ambit, and if at all the
Government is considering increasing the seats under them.

Moreover, the Government has restricted the Pre-Matric Scholarship Scheme
to students of Class IX and X, which earlier covered classes from one to ten. In
contrast, | would like to mention that the Government of West Bengal operates the
Aikyashree Scholarship which runs for West Bengal minority students end-to-end
from Class | to Ph.D. level.

By discontinuing the MANF, the number of scholarships offered to minority
students will decrease and the students will be discouraged to pursue higher
education because of reduced opportunities, adding to the already high dropout rates
in schools and the grim number of students in universities. Hence, | urge upon the
Government to stop this injustice and bring back the Fellowship. Thank you, Sir.

THE MINISTER OF ROAD TRANSPORT AND HIGHWAYS (SHRI NITIN JAIRAM
GADKARI): (a) to (d) A statement is laid on the table of the House.

Statement

(a) and (b) Yes Sir. The Government constantly monitors sanctioned projects and
as part of this exercise, 719 delayed National Highway projects have been identified

T Original notice of the question was received in Hindi.
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across various States. These projects are not stalled but have gone beyond the
scheduled date of completion on account of various reasons such as above average
monsoon rainfall in some States, COVID-19 pandemic, bottlenecks in land
acquisition, statutory clearances/permissions encroachment removal, non-availability
of soil/aggregate, law & order, financial crunch of Concessionaire, poor
performance of Contractor/Concessionaire etc. Out of these 719 projects, 268
projects have a delay of less than one year; and 438 projects are expected to be
completed in the current financial year.

(c) and (d) The Government is closely monitoring the construction progress of these
projects and proactively working with project implementing agencies, State
Governments, contractors/ developers. Periodic review meetings are being held at
various levels to resolve the bottlenecks and complete these delayed projects. In
order to avoid project delays due to unavailability of land, Government is ensuring that
projects get awarded after notifying 80% of the required land under section 3(D) of
the National Highways Act 1956. For projects delayed or stalled due to other reasons
like delay in fulfiment of the Government’s condition precedent, Contractors’/
Concessionaires’ cash flow problems, etc., the Government has taken several steps
for their completion such as premium re-scheduling, securitization of road sector
loans, one-time fund infusion, exit plan for equity investors, mutual
termination/cancellation of awarded road projects and re-bidding, revamping the
dispute resolution system, relaxations in contract provisions under Atmanirbhar
Bharat to improve the liquidity of funds available with contractors/developers, etc. For
projects delayed or stalled due to reasons attributable to the contractor, penal action
is taken against the contractor as per contract provision. Further, close coordination
with other concerned departments such as environment, forest etc. is being done so
as to ensure timely clearances for project execution.

Accordingly only students studying in classes
IX and X are covered under the pre- matric scholarship scheme for OBC.

i. ~ The amount of scholarship has been increased and made uniform to day
scholars and hostellers.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF SKILL DEVELOPMENT AND
ENTREPRENEURSHIP (SHRI RAJEEV CHANDRASHEKHAR): (a) to (d) A
statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement
(a) The financial outlay of Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Vikas Yojana (PMKVY 3.0) was

Rs. 948.90 Cr., out of which, Rs. 692.68 Cr. was disbursed to the implementing
agencies which is around 73% of the total outlay. Out of the total outlay of the
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scheme, 75%i.e. Rs. 712 Cr. (approx.) was for Central component and 25% i.e.
Rs. 237 Cr. was for State component. Under Central component, Rs. 644.27Cr.was
disbursed to the implementing agency i.e. National Skill Development Corporation
which is around 90% of allocation (i.e., Rs. 712 Cr.). Under State component, Rs.
48.41 Cr. was disbursed to State Govt./State Skill Development Mission (SSDM)
which is around 20% of allocation (i.e., Rs. 237 Cr.). Also, the implementation of
the PMKVY 3.0 was disrupted due to COVID-19 pandemic induced lockdown.

(b) Under PMKVY 3.0, as on 30.09.2022, 7.31 lakh candidates have been
trained/oriented across the country.

PMKVY has two training components, namely, Short Term Training (STT) and
Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL). Under PMKVY, placement opportunities are
being provided to STT certified candidates (excluding Customized Crash Course
Programme for COVID Warriors and Skill Hubs Initiative wherein placement has been
de-linked), while RPL is not linked with placements as it recognizes the existing skills
of candidate. Under PMKVY 3.0-STT, around 1.12 lakh candidates have been
certified; out of which, around 36 thousand candidates have been reported placed.

(c) Under PMKVY 3.0, as on 30.09.2022, 7.95 lakh candidates were enrolled; out
of which, 7.31 lakh candidates have already been trained and training of around 6.5
thousand candidates is under-going. Around 57 thousand candidates have dropped
out from the training after enrollment which is around 7.16% of total enrolled
candidates.

(d) Yes Sir. Ministry has taken various steps to align the training under PMKVY
with the industry requirements to increase the participation of the candidates. Under
PMKVY, training is provided to candidates as per the skilling demand of industry.
Ministry through National Skill Development Corporation (NSDC) has facilitated the
setting up of 37 Sector Skill Councils as autonomous industry led bodies to develop
National Skill Qualification Framework (NSQF) aligned job roles and course
curriculum, conduct skill gap studies and assess and certify trainees.

Also, Ministry is implementing National Apprenticeship Promotion Scheme
(NAPS) to promote apprenticeship training at establishments/industries across the
country. From 2017-18 to 2021-22, more than 14 lakh candidates have been provided
apprenticeship training across the country.
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SHRI MOHAMMED NADIMUL HAQUE: Sir, in the context of the National Credit
Framework, which was launched for public consultation in October by the hon.
Minister, | want to know this from the hon. Minister. How will the National Credit
Framework enable the integration of academic and vocational domains to ensure
flexibility and mobility between the two? Also, how is the Ministry planning to bring
back the students and candidates, who have dropped out of the mainstream
education and training programmes, to re-enter education as well as vocational
ecosystem?

SHRI RAJEEV CHANDRASEKHAR: Sir, | appreciate the hon. Member's interest in the
National Credit Framework. But | respectfully point out that the question that he has
submitted pertains to PMKVY3.0. If he submits a question on National Credit
Framework, | will be more than happy to answer it.

SHRI MOHAMMED NADIMUL HAQUE: Sir, | will definitely take it up but | thought that
he would be better prepared. Anyway, the dropout percentage is higher than the
placement percentage of candidates. So, how is the Ministry monitoring the
performance of all the States in the field of skill development when only 15 out of 36
States and Union Territories have a functional online management system for
Centrally-sponsored State management component ?

SHRI RAJEEV CHANDRASEKHAR: Sir, | think the hon. Member has asked a question
about PMKVY 3.0 and his question specifically referred to utilization of funds of
PMKVY 3.0. The answer comprehensively lays out that while the scheme is over, the
process of disbursing the funds is still underway because many States are yet to
submit utilization certificates.

Sir, on the issue of monitoring, as the hon. Member is aware and, through
you, | would like to inform the House that PMKVY 3.0 was implemented during the
Covid period. Therefore, the outcomes of PMKVY 3.0 are very different from the
previous PMKVY 2.0 which had high placement rates. This had two very, very distinct
programmes of skilling Covid warriors and expanding RPL in short term training to the
Skill Hub Initiative. So, the placement rates of PMKVY 3.0, being a programme during
the Covid period, are lower than the previous scheme. But we think and expect that
as the Covid risk recedes and we restart the programme, the placement rates will
again go up.
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SHRI G.C. CHANDRASHEKHAR: Sir, there are many Centrally-sponsored skill
development programmes in Karnataka. In the year 2021-22, schemes such as
Kaigarika Nagara Uttameekarana, for which, the Centre has promised Rs.25 crore
but released only Rs.2.4 crore; for SANKALP Yojana, no money is released; for
Rashtriya Nagara Jeevana Utthana Abhiyana, it is zero. No money is released.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please put your question.

SHRI G.C. CHANDRASHEKHAR: For Pradhan Mantri Kaushal Vikas Yojana, it is only
Rs.4.96 crore.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Chandrashekharji, please put your question.

THE MINISTER OF WOMEN AND CHILD DEVELOPMENT (SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN
IRANID): (a) to (f) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) As per information received from Central Adoption Resource Authority (CARA),
the number of adoptions depend on children legally free for adoption as declared by
the Child Welfare Committee. The Government has come out with the amendment in
the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2015 in 2021, empowering
the District Magistrates to function as nodal authority in the district in the matter of
children in need of care and protection and also to issue adoption order. As a result,
out of 905 pending cases for adoptions, 361 adoption orders have been issued
between the date of notification i.e. 23.09.2022 and 05.12.2022.

(b) and (c) Yes Sir. Gender-wise number of children adopted in thelast
three yearsi.e. 2019-20, 2020-21 and 2021-22 is as under:

(d) and (e) Yes Sir. The waiting period of the Prospective Adoptive Parents (PAPs)
depends on the availability of children who are legally free for adoption. It also
depends on the choice of the Prospective Adoptive Parents (PAPs) to adopt from a
particular State and also the age group preferred. While there is a long queue to
adopt a normal young child upto six years of age, there is no waiting period for the
PAPs who desire to adopt a child having special needs and a child from immediate
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placement category (mostly older children). Further, the waiting time is relevant for
the PAPs only as the child does not wait for the family.

With effect from 10" November 2022, Government has facilitated for the
Resident Indians/Non-Resident Indians/ Overseas Citizen of India (OCI) Card holder
PAPs to adopt a child from ‘7-day portal’irrespective of the seniority in their socio-
cultural milieu which has been highly appreciated by the waiting parents.

(f) On the basis of feedback received from the stakeholders and experts, Central
Adoption Resource Authority (CARA) has framed the Adoption Regulations, 2022 in-
line with the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2015 (as
amended in 2021) which has been notified on 23.09.2022. The Adoption Regulations,
2022 were framed keeping in mind the issues and challenges faced by CARA and
other stake holders including the Adoption Agencies & Prospective Adoptive Parents
(PAPs).

(a) As on 31.03.2022, 76118 Children in Need of Care and Protection (CNCP) are
residing in 2245 Child Care Institutions (CCls) including Government Institutions
funded wunder Mission Vatsalya Scheme in the country. This includes
orphans/abandoned/surrendered children also. Further, all CNCP children cannot be
placed in adoption. Only such children who do not have legal claimants and are
legally free for adoption by Child Welfare Committee are placed in adoption.

(b) As per information received from Central Adoption Resource Authority (CARA),
there are 30,444 (29526 for in-country adoptions and 918 for inter-country
adoptions) pending applications for adoption of orphan, abandoned and surrendered
children. Since, children, who are legally free for adoption, are less in comparison to
waiting parents, the Prospective Adoptive Parents have to wait while children do not
have to wait.

SHRIMATI MAUSAM NOOR: Sir, through you, | would like to ask the hon. Minister as
to what is the average waiting period of adoption in the last five years and what are
the steps being taken by the Government to reduce the same.

SHRIMATI SMRITI ZUBIN IRANI: Sir, through, you, | would like to tell the hon.
Member that this House has been witness to many a conversation, debate,
deliberation and discussion wherein the average time taken to adopt the child through
the court processes was so lengthy that a minimum of two years was needed by
adoptive parents in terms of waiting. This is exactly the reason why we propose the
Amendment. In many a case, it took up to three-and-a-half years. As | have
highlighted in my previous answer, on the 23" of September this year, we notified a
new regulation. There were close to 900 cases pending in States, in our High Courts,
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and after the States acted on the new resolution, over 580 children have already been
adopted including children and, | would like to highlight here that they are those who
are in the category of 'hard to place'. They are older children, who have never been
adopted before and such children, now, in a seven-day procedure, technologically,
are made available to even our NRI diaspora or OCI cardholders so that these children
find families within our own socio-cultural milieu; otherwise, such children were
available for foreign adoption. Just in a limit of seven days, 42 such children found
placement with the Indian diaspora in resident Indians. Sir, a child, now, does not
have to wait, the adoptive parent may be. But | am happy to report that children will
not have to wait. If, in our country, we have more and more parents who want to
adopt, that is a healthy sign of a society which is compassionate. But | can assure
you, Sir, children do not have to wait procedurally. The State Governments have
assured us that through the DMs and the Child Welfare Committees, the protection of
the interests of the child has been made foremost.

From that perspective, definitely, the Ministry
tries to ensure that our engagements are productive not only from the perspective of
CARA but also State adoption agencies, child welfare committees, NCPCR and
SCPCR. Predominantly, we have requested NCPCR to ensure any disruption that
they see from any inquiry they have undertaken or undertaken through the State
agencies also be flagged to the Ministry.

(a) and (b) The work of Widening/Upgradation of 2-Lane with paved shoulder of Sri
Muktsar Sahib to Malout road from Km 279.400 to Km 307.060 section of NH-354 in
the state of Punjab has been sanctioned for an amount of Rs. 152.58 crores on
31.03.2022. The work has been awarded to the Contractor on 16.09.2022.

Availability of encumbrance free land in 90% length of the project highway is
required for declaration of Appointed Date. However, out of total project length of
27.66 km, diversion of forest land is required in area of 9.995 ha throughout the
project length. Forest clearance is presently under process in Forest Department in
the State Government. The Appointed Date will be declared as soon as forest
clearance is granted. As per contract agreement, construction period is 18 months
from the Appointed Date.

*82. SHRI ANIL DESAI: Will the Minister of TRIBAL AFFAIRS be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that to boost the standard of tribal people, Government have
introduced Eklayvya Model Residential Schools(EMRSs) in the country;

(b) the number of students enrolled till the current year in established EMRSs in the
country;

(c) whether Government plans to expand the number of such schools, district-wise ,
especially in Maharashtra;

(d) the admission criteria for enroliment in Eklavya Model Residential Schools to give
easy access and provide benefit to ST students; and

(e) the details of funds allocated/utilized for the said EMRS during the last two
years?
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THE MINISTER OF TRIBAL AFFAIRS (SHRI ARJUN l\/IUNDA):(a) to (e)A
Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) Yes Sir. The scheme of Eklavya Model Residential Schools (EMRSs) was earlier
funded as one of the components of the programme of Grants under Article 275(1) of
the Constitution of India. In the year 2018-19, it was made a Central Sector Scheme
to provide quality upper primary, secondary, and senior secondary level education
(Class 6th to 12th) to Scheduled Tribes (ST) students in remote areas to enable
them to access the best opportunities in education and to bring them at par with the
general population.

(b) Presently, EMRSs are managed by the EMRS Societies under State/UT
Governments and data related to enrollment is maintained by them. However, as
reported by States/ UTs in current academic year, 1,05,463 students are enrolled.

(c) Government has decided to establish one EMRS in every block with more than
50% ST population and at least 20,000 ST persons (as per 2011 census).
Accordingly, Ministry has set the target of setting up 740 EMRSs across the country
including 39 EMRSs in the State of Maharashtra. As on date, 689 EMRSs including 37
EMRSs in Maharashtra have been sanctioned across the country. District-wise
numbers of sanctioned EMRSs across the country including Maharashtra is at
Annexure.

(d) The admission criteria for enrollment in Eklavya Model Residential Schools to give
easy access and provide benefit to ST students are as under:

i.  Admission to Class VI in EMRSs is based on Selection Test (EMRSST).

ii. Lateral entry from class VII-IX is also based on Selection Test (EMRSLT)
which may be conducted at school level depending upon the number of
vacancies.

i. 80% seats are reserved for ST children, 5% for children belonging to PVTG,
5% for children belonging to DNT/NT/SNT community and the remaining
10% for children who have lost their parents to LWE/insurgencies/Covid-19
and children of widows/divyang parent/ land donors etc.
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(e) Under the scheme of EMRS, funds are released by the Ministry to National

Education Society for Tribal Students (NESTS) for implementation of the scheme and

NESTS further releases funds to State Societies and Construction Agencies etc. as

per their requirements. The details of funds released by the Ministry to NESTS and

utilization reported by NESTS during the last two years is as under:

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Hon. Minister, would you like to make
some opening remarks ?

SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Sir, | thank you for giving this time to move this very important
Bill. This Amendment is a very limited Amendment proposed to amend further the
provisions in the New Delhi International Arbitration Centre Act, 2019, which was
unanimously passed by the Lok Sabha and being taken up here in the Rajya Sabha.
My request to the hon. Members would be this. While | am sure that every Member
will be supporting this Amendment provisions which | am bringing here, but | also
expect some valuable suggestions and contribution while discussing this Amendment
Bill. Sir, | have stated that this is a very limited Amendment that | am bringing in.
However, it is limited but the Amendment is very important. First of all, Sir, most of
the Members in this House were a part of the discussion of the same Bill in 2019. So,
all the hon. Members, especially, those who were part of the discussion of that Bill in
2019, are aware of the objectives and the content of this Bill. | will respond to the
queries of the hon. Members when | would be replying at the end of the debate. | am
just going to mention small but important provisions which | am proposing in the
Amendment.

First of all, as for the New Delhi International Arbitration Centre, there are many
arbitration centres in the country with the name carrying the name of the city. Now,
there is another Delhi International Arbitration Centre under the aegis of the Delhi High
Court. So, this New Delhi Arbitration Centre would also have given confusion with the
already existing ones.So, we thought while Parliament is making an important
institution, by its wisdom, then, that institution must have its own standards. It is the
centre of national importance. So, it must carry the name of the country as a whole.
| specifically want to mention that this Centre is not for Delhi or people living in the
surroundings of the New Delhi National Capital Territory but this Centre would be for
all India and also from people and the parties coming from abroad. So, while this
particular Centre will be International Centre with the name 'India’ as a country, to
replace the 'New Delhi'. That is why the first Amendment proposed is that the New
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Delhi International Arbitration Centre will be known as the India International
Arbitration Centre. Secondly, Sir, while we are talking about creating an international
standard Arbitration Centre, it must have the inherent character and ability to function
independently as a centre. Now, we can attract the people from outside the country,
only if our centre is independent and efficient? That is why, we are authorising the
Centre to have certain authorities which will make this centre truly world-class. So,
under sub-Section 1 of Section 28, we are inserting, | am reading out, ''The Centre
shall, establish a Chamber of Arbitration to empanel the Arbitrators and also scrutinise
the applications for admission in the panel of reputed arbitrators to maintain a
permanent panel of arbitrators™. Secondly, Sir, in clause (ea) of sub-section (2) of
Section 31, we are mentioning the manner of the conduct of arbitration and other
forms of alternative dispute resolution mechanism under clause (a) of section 15.
And in sub-Section (1) of Section 34, we are inserting a specific time period. | am
reading out, -- this is, basically, removal of difficulties -- 'If any difficulty arises in
giving effect to the provisions of this Act, the Central Government may, by order
published in the Official Gazette, make such provisions, not inconsistent with the
provisions of this Act, as may appear to it to be necessary for removing the difficulty
Provided that no such order shall be made under this section after the expiry of a
period of 'five years' from the date of commencement of this Act.'

Centre (Amendment) Bill, 2022, as passed by Lok Sabha, to a Select Committee of
the Rajya Sabha. He is not present.

SHRI VIVEK K. TANKHA (Madhya Pradesh): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, thank you for
giving me an opportunity to speak on a subject where we support the Bill but we want
India to emerge as a real arbitration centre. Whatever steps we have taken so far are
not good enough to realise the dream of the people of India, the legal community and
the business community. | have no reason to oppose any of the provisions proposed
and, specially, the change of name, because an arbitration centre for India can’t just
be named as the New Delhi International Arbitration Centre; it has to be the India
International Arbitration Centre. So, this is a welcome change because you will have
to bring in more units of this in other cities. So, naturally, New Delhi can’t be the only
place where you have arbitration centres. But, while saying this, let me give you a
little backdrop.

India wanted to emerge as a seat of arbitration and, that is why, in 1995, the
International Centre for Alternate Disputes Resolution initiative was taken by the then
Law Minister, Mr. Bhardwaj. | was a part of that function. Justice J.S. Verma and all
top Supreme Court judges were also present. The reason was that world over all
centres which are doing well, whether it be Singapore, Geneva, Paris, New York or
London, all centres are run by societies, societies of experts and the people with a lot
of credibility. That is why Singapore is doing very well, exceptionally well. Just to tell
you, 54 per cent of the people choose Singapore as the seat of arbitration and 74 per
cent of South Asia Pacific region people want Singapore to be the seat of arbitration,
even today. While ICARD could attract only 49 arbitration in two decades, in one year,
Singapore has something like 153 new cases. This is in 2016. Even Indians today don’t
choose India as the seat of arbitration, but they choose Singapore or London or Paris
or Geneva. The reason | am saying this is because this is also a case of missed
opportunities. | am sure, more opportunities will come after we give our suggestions.

We have created a monolith which is completely controlled by the
Government. If you look at the composition under Section 5, it is all Government ! The
moment you make it Government, nobody in the business world is going to believe
you. In Madhya Pradesh, we created an Act for all Government contracts, i.e.
Madhyastha Adhiniyam 1982. It was challenged before the Supreme Court. The
challenge was upheld. Today, nobody wants to go to that forum in Madhya Pradesh
because you don't get relief. The question is, it is the fairness, the credibility of the
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forum, which decides how popular your seat is going to be. The problem with India
is, unless we give this face of neutrality and professionalism to our seat, to the forum,
it will not be accepted by the world. Our problem is also inherent in many of the
problems of the forum. Today, the fee that is charged by the arbitrators is
phenomenal. They charge for the morning session. Then, they charge for the evening
session, for two hours in the morning, for two hours in the evening. Then, they have
reading charges. They have preparation charges. They have briefing charges. Any
lawyer would know that. If you make your system so expensive, who is going to come
to you? Over and above that, you have the lawyer's fee. You have highly paid lawyers
sitting in London on VC, addressing these arbitrators. | am not trying to take away
anybody's effort. What | am trying to say is, unless you professionalize your
institution, nothing is going to change. By changing the name, you can't change the
character of an institution. The name is a beginning. It is nothing that will change the
confidence of the people, the credibility of the people in those institutions. So, my
point is, we have decided to change the name. Removing difficulties was inevitable
because it was 1919 legislation. You had given two years. Five years have lapsed. If
some difficulties have to be removed, the time had to be extended. We are
supporting all that. But the main point is, you have to have a grading system for
arbitration institutions, accreditations of arbitrators. Mediation is a separate concept
altogether. Don't mix up mediation with arbitration. There is the Mediation Act coming
into existence separately. We were all part of the JPC and now that Act will be a
complete code in itself. We will debate that when the time comes. It is different
because we will have a lot of things to say there also, but this is an alternative dispute
resolution system which needs to be encouraged. If you want to make India a
powerful economy, a good economy, a blooming business destination, there is no
way that we should not be working towards strengthening this institution, but this
institution cannot be strengthened because of its present composition and character.
Most of your arbitration that takes place today is based upon ad hoc appointments.
When | say ad hoc appointments, it is Section 11 appointment under the Arbitration
Act where you go to the court, and | appoint one arbitrator, my opponent appoints
one arbitrator and then the two arbitrators appoint a third arbitrator. And the feelings
that parties have is, my appointee should be my man; the other person thinks my
appointee should be his man. You can't have a system where the arbitrator is my man
or his man. It has to be the institution's man. So, as | said, the whole concept has to
change if you want to bring credibility into this institution. Similarly, the fee, the
proceedings and all those things have to be regulated. Your centres have to be well-
equipped. You need to have very good centres. You go to London. We have been for
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arbitration to London. You see the way it is conducted. The way professionally people
come and argue their cases. They go away. You have queen's counsels and king's
counsels and all kinds of counsels who come there. So, my humble submission to the
Minister is, you have taken the initiative, and fortunately, he is from the same college
from where | also studied. It is the Campus Law Centre of Delhi and most of the
judges of the High Court and the Supreme Court are also from that college. So, we
have an opportunity to make India a destination, which it deserves to be. With the
kind of globalization and expansion of industries taking place in India, you need an
arbitration centre of credibility, but not the kind of arbitrations that are taking place
today in India. It has to be different.

Then, Sir, you cannot have layers and layers of appeals after that. In the
Supreme Court, just three days back, Justice Gavai’s Bench passed an order — it
was reported in newspapers — that if you don’t enforce the award, if the Government
does not enforce an award and make payments, what is the point of having
arbitration in India. If, after awards, the people have to go to Supreme Court for
enforcement of that award itself will take away the credibility of arbitration process.
So, my earnest request is this. It is a golden opportunity. It is an expanding area. It
is an area in which people would love to enter into. But, if you want that area, first,
decentralize it, in the sense, please take Government away from it as much as
possible and bring in experts, bring in people of credibility. Let them manage these
institutions, professionalize the working systems, institutionalize appointment of
arbitrators and then take it forward in a time-bound manner. People want time-
bound awards. People want time-bound adjudication. They don’t want layers and
layers of appeals. Sir, today, after | get an award, | get an opportunity to go to
District Court and file my objections. Then, if other party decides, | will go to High
Court. When | go to the High Court, then from there | go to the Supreme Court. | am
appearing in one arbitration of a Malaysian company which has gone to court 33
times, because the Government went to court 33 times to stop that arbitration. | won
33 times and it is still pending before the Supreme Court. So, Sir, it is an unending
process. You cannot make it like a civil suit. You have to make it a fast-track
arrangement with credibility and concern. That is why | say that it is a wonderful
opportunity. We support you in your effort, but we would like to take your effort
forward and make India a great destination for arbitration. Thank you.

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SHRI SUKHENDU SEKHAR RAY (West Bengal): Sir, at the outset, | may please be
allowed to give a short background of the 2019 Act, that is, New Delhi International
Arbitration Centre Act before | deal with the present Bill.

If | refer to the Act of 2019, it says inter alia, and | quote, "And whereas the
International Centre ..." There was an International Centre for Alternative Dispute
Resolution. There was a Centre; and it was set up in the year 1995 under the aegis of
Central Government and registered under the Societies Act, as mentioned by Vivek
Tankhaji. Now "Whereas the International Centre for Alternative Dispute Resolution
has not been able to actively engage and embrace developments in the arbitration
ecosystem and to create a reputation par excellence keeping pace with the dynamic
nature of arbitration over more than two decades.”" "And whereas it has become
expedient to take over the undertakings, etc. ..."

On 2" March, 2019, an Ordinance was promulgated to take over that Centre,
its assets, moveable and immovable, everything, and the fund. So, in 1995, that
Centre was set up by the Central Government and it was taken over by way of
promulgation of an Ordinance on 2"9 March, 2019, after a lapse of 14 years. | am not
saying that the previous Government was responsible for that or the present
Government is, but the fact remains that it took 14 years for the Government to
understand that that society of arbitration was not functioning as per international, or
any other standards. That Ordinance was challenged by the International Centre for
Alternative Dispute Resolution, the earlier Centre, in the Delhi High Court and the
Delhi High Court granted stay initially. Ultimately it was vacated, but in between, the
Government was pressing hard and a question was raised in the court as to what was
the hurry. Then, the learned Counsel -- | hope | remember it right; | have gone
through the records -- appearing for the Government said, "'We have committed
before the World Bank and by 19t May, 2019, we shall come out with some positive
results.” So, it was committed before the World Bank by the Indian Government that
by such and such date they would come out with some positive results and that was
the reason for the hurry. So, an Ordinance was hurriedly promulgated and on the
same day that old Centre was taken over. Shortly thereafter, the new regime came in
2019, as we all know, and the Cabinet passed a Resolution approving this New Delhi
International Arbitration Centre Bill. The Bill came to the Lok Sabha on the 10" of
July, 2019 and the Rajya Sabha passed it on 18" July, 2019, in just eight days. The
original Bill of 2019 was neither referred to any Standing Committee nor discussed in
any Select Committee. | am referring to these developments to underline the fact that
in the earlier case, the Government was under pressure from the World Bank, and the
intention was not as is being spelt out by the Government now, that they want to
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develop an international centre, an institute of national importance, etc. That was not
the real intention; the real thing was pressure from the World Bank. Be that as it may,
it is stated here that the only purpose of bringing this Amendment Bill is to change the
name of the Centre from 'New Delhi International Arbitration Centre' to 'India
International Arbitration Centre' and to make some other small amendments and
rectifications. My question to the hon. Minister is as to whether rules and regulations
have been framed during the past three years under this Act, whether the objects and
functions to be exercised by this Arbitration Centre have already been set up and to
what extent these have been fulfiled. For example, Section 14 of the 2019 Act says,
"Objects of the Centre" -- | am not going into the details of the Bill, but just make
some bullet points -- 'to bring targeted reforms, to develop it as a flagship institution
for conducting international and domestic arbitration, to promote research, study,
providing training, etc., to provide facilities and administrative assistance for
conciliation, mediation and arbitral proceedings and to maintain panels of accredited
arbitrators and conciliators'. Even in his opening remarks, the hon. Minister said that
they wanted to create a panel of arbitrators, and so on. My question is: during the
past three years, how many of these objects have been implemented by the
Government? Section 15 of 2019 Act, the original Act, contains certain provisions
and, says: (a) to facilitate for conducting international and domestic arbitration and
conciliation in the most professional manner; (b) to provide cost effective and timely
services for the conduct of arbitration and conciliation at national and international
level; (C) to promote studies, etc., etc. Now, there are seven such functions to be
performed by the New Delhi International Arbitration Centre. My question to the hon.
Minister is: Has this Institution at all become functional as per Section 15 of the Act
during the past three years? If so, to what extent? Now, there is nothing more to
elaborate or elucidate because | should confine myself to the present Bill. Now comes
the question: Why 'New Delhi' and why 'India'? That has been explained by the hon.
Minister very carefully and in a nice manner. He said that there are so many
institutions under the name and style of 'New Delhi Arbitration Centres', etc. The
Government has come to understand or know of this after a lapse of three years.
When the 2019 Bill was originated, neither the Legislative Department nor the Law
Ministry, as a whole, or any other authority of the Government was aware of existence
of such 'New Delhi Arbitration Centres' in the country! [t took them three years to
know, understand and come before the Parliament to spoil its valuable time for the
change of name, and with this speed, we are going to establish an international
centre of excellence for arbitration, mediation, etc! Who will come to India? Those
who are going to Stockholm or Paris or London or Singapore, will they come to India
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if we move in this direction with such time that we took three years to change the
name of the institution? So far as | understand, neither the rule, nor has the regulation
been framed under this Act. The Government is concerned only with change of name
to show that here is a bigger Arbitration Centre; for the past 14 years nothing
happened, but we have done it. What you have done, you are only renaming it. You
have come with a bill to change the name. | am not opposing it. Don't laugh at me; |
am not opposing it. | am putting some relevant questions. If you satisfy any Member
of this House by replying to these questions, | will be the happiest person. What is in
aname? It reminds me the act 2, scene 2, of Shakespeare's epoch-making drama
'Romeo and Juliet' wherein Juliet's famous soliloquy was, and | quote:

"What's in a name ?
That which we call a rose
By any other name would smell as sweet. "

Juliet meant to say that Romeo would still have all the perfection he had even if
he were not called Romeo. Whether it is called 'New Delhi' or 'India’, it matters little
to me. And, | know that for those, who will be interested in international arbitration, it
will be meaningless whether its name is 'New Delhi' or 'India' because everybody
knows that New Delhi is the Capital of India. Even though the smell of the rose, 'New
Delhi', is not less than that of 'India’, yet it need not be undermined too. Similar is the
position regarding this Arbitration Centre.

Finally, there is a trend, and | must say that without any reason or rhyme, this
renaming of roads, railway stations, places, stadiums, medical colleges, etc., is
happening. Therefore, on introduction of such a Bill today for the change of name of
an Act, | would like to know whether it will be a regular feature in the future for
renaming other Acts also. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI P. WILSON (Tamil Nadu): Sir, when the word 'India’ is used instead of 'New
Delhi', we have no objection to this Bill. No doubt, we have a very competent Law
Minister, but the draftsman is not competent. Had he used this word 'India’ in 2019,
it would not have made us to sit here and discuss and pass this Bill only for the
purpose of substituting the word 'New Delhi' with the word 'India’.

It costs around Rs 2.5 lakhs per minute to the Exchequer for running the
Parliament for a minute. If we calculate for both, Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha, the
combined expenditure of the Exchequer for the present Bill would be Rs.1.5 crore.
Due to the incompetent draftsman, so much money is being wasted. That is why |
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am asking for such competent draftsman, along with an editorial board, to
understand the needs of the Bill and its long-term ramifications. Before tabling any Bill
before the Parliament, the stakeholders should be consulted. The legislative impact
assessment should also be done. That is how the participation of all will be there in
bringing out a Bill.

There is an emergent need to reconsider our arbitration laws, as they are
becoming detrimental for Government contracts. | am sorry to say that the
contractors are looting money from the Government by systematically abusing the
arbitration procedure. | have to say this now. Reliefs are being granted by the
Arbitrators, which a Court would have refrained under the given circumstances. We
have to understand that the private parties are very diligent in appointing arbitrators
based on their background. There are awards being passed against the Government
wherein the claims awarded are so enormous that it is making the contract
economically unfeasible, thereby causing further loss to the public exchequer.

Under the existing Section 34 of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996, the
Court has powers only to set aside an erroneous, patently illegal award and remit it
back to the Arbitral Tribunal for de-novo hearing. The powers for altering,
modification, reversing the award, including powers of re-appreciating the evidence,
should also be provided under Section 34 to the Court to prevent abuse of arbitral
proceedings.

Such exorbitant awards are not just affecting administrative efficiency but also
causing great losses to the public sector undertakings and the Government. There is
a need to keep a check on the quality awards passed by the Arbitral Tribunals
involving Government contracts, as they deal with public money and also act as an
impediment to the development works carried out by the Government. The tendency
of certain public sector undertakings having arbitrators' panel and appointing
arbitrators from that panel should also be avoided. A law can be brought to that
effect. Instead independent arbitrators can be sought from the Arbitration Centres.
The fees of arbitrators should be regulated and should be reasonable. Conducting
arbitration in five-star hotels should be avoided. To make arbitration cheaper and
accessible to all persons, these things have to be followed.

Sir, in order to project India as an arbitration hub, a sense of assurance is
needed to be inculcated amongst the parties by providing them a remedy against
such arbitral awards, which may threaten their existence itself. Granting powers for
modification, re-appreciation of evidence and alteration of the award by the court
under Section 34 would lead to development of such jurisprudence, which would act
as a guardrail against such offending arbitral awards. My suggestion is that if an
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amendment to Section 34 is not possible, then, please remove the arbitration clauses
from all the Government and private contracts as it creates havoc.

Sir, the Legal Services Authority should have a list of panel of arbitrators who
are ready to do arbitrations free of cost, and, they should make the same available to
all litigants who are interested in the arbitration so that the doors of arbitration would
be open to poor litigants. | request the hon. Law Minister to consider this suggestion.

Sir, what our country needs is a robust arbitration regime. Merely changing the
name would not do the job. We have to rehaul the Arbitration Act so as to achieve
the real intention of the Act. Thank you very much.

DR. PRASHANTA NANDA (Odisha): Thank you, Sir, for giving me opportunity to
speak on this Bill. As | understand from the introductory speech of the hon. Minister
that the Government's objective by changing the name of this institution is to reflect
the aspiration of India to be a hub of international commercial arbitration and move
away from a city-centric name. Moreover, the Amendment tries to encourage other
forms of dispute resolution mechanisms, apart from arbitrations, to also be facilitated
by the Centre. The Government, through the medium of this Bill, seeks to increase
the time-limit from two to five years from the commencement of the Act to issue
provisions in the official Gazette that can facilitate in the implementation of the same
without being inconsistent with the principal Act.

The NDIAC was established not only to facilitate arbitration in India but also to
promote research and training in arbitration. The principal Act requires the NDIAC to
maintain a panel of professionals to conduct dispute resolutions as well. While
increased use of arbitration in India can help in decreasing the backlog of the judiciary
and ensure speedy measures for dispute resolution, it still faces several challenges.
| would like to say that, for instance, India does not have an arbitration bar, which
means that a significant number of arbitration cases take place either on the
weekends or post-court hours, which limits the ability of this dispute resolution
mechanism to reach its full potential.
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| would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister that several questions
arise with the Amendment proposed by the Government. Was the Government not
cognizant of the fact that NDIAC was named city-centric in nature in 2019 when, in
fact, it was an institution of national importance? Will changing the name enable the
Centre to become a domestic and international hub for arbitration? What other steps
is the Government taking to compete with other international hubs of arbitration,
especially in Asia, such as Singapore? With countries like Singapore and France
offering lucrative and well-established arbitration centers, it will be a tough challenge
for the Government to make India an arbitration hub. Furthermore, IIAC might face
challenges domestically too. For instance, the Punjab and Haryana High court has
proposed to the Indian Government to open an arbitration centre of international
status in Gurugram too.

| support this Bill expecting the replies from the hon. Minister. Thank you.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, it is well appreciated that it is an
institution of national importance. If we compare it with the parent Act, the parent Act
provides for only domestic and international arbitration and conciliation, whereas the
Amendment Bill provides for other forms of alternative dispute resolution in the
manner to be specified by the Central Government through regulations. | expect the
hon. Minister to specify the regulations at least in the near future. | have four
suggestions to make to the hon. Law Minister in this regard.

| suggest that the Government should ensure minimum judicial interference and
maximum institutional autonomy. In the ad hoc arbitration, the parties are unable to
mutually agree on an arbitrator. Section 11 of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996
empowers the Supreme Court or the High Court to appoint an arbitrator. However,
the biggest problem in this regard is, the courts take several months to appoint an
arbitrator which results in substantial cost to the parties. This defeats the very
purpose of arbitration. It is meant to be fast. It is meant to be a cost-effective method
of resolving the dispute. Interestingly, Section 11 of the Arbitration and Conciliation
Act also empowers the Supreme Court and the High Court to delegate the function of
appointing an arbitrator to any person or institution. This is in the existing Act.
However, in the past, there was not a single case where the Supreme Court or the
High Court empowered or delegated the power and it is hardly seen in any of the
courts. Hence, | suggest that the International Arbitration Centre should be
designated as a default institution. It cannot be put completely in the hands of the
Supreme Court or the High Court, as the case may be. This is for appointment of
arbitrators in ad hoc arbitrations. | am talking about ad hoc arbitration. This has
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already been done in arbitration-friendly countries like Singapore and Hong Kong.
This will ensure minimum judicial interference and maximum institutional autonomy.
This is one suggestion.

The second suggestion, Sir, which | would like to make, is the problem of
having retired judges as arbitrators. This has to be addressed. The worrying trend is
emerging in India's arbitration landscape where the retired judges are largely
appointed as arbitrators. Why only retired judges? | am not saying serving judges.
Rather | urge the Government and the hon. Law Minister to promote the growth of
arbitrator community in India like judges community. The dire need to ensure
arbitration in India does not amount to mere post-retirement opportunity for judges.
That is not the intent of the Act. The retired judges, who become arbitrators after
retirement, conduct arbitration proceedings like court proceedings. This would not be
correct. This would not be incorrect to say that today's judge after retirement
becomes an arbitrator. This is the present trend in this country. This has to be
addressed by the Government.

The third suggestion, which | would like to make in this regard, is about skilled
human resource. Concerns have been expressed about the Arbitration Centre lacking
expertise required for its effective functioning. The rules issued by the Centre under
the parent Act don't prescribe arbitration experience as mandatory experience. For
the appointment of counsel, even though they are required to deal with the matters
relating to domestic and international arbitrations, | suggest to the Government that
the arbitration experience should be made mandatory for the Counsel in the nascent
stage of development itself. | hope the Government will ensure that qualified
professionals are engaged in the Arbitration Centre rather than what | have stated just
NOow.

Sir, the fourth suggestion that | would like to make is about lessons from Singapore
and Hong Kong. In case of arbitration, many parties, which have got money, prefer to
go to Singapore or Hong Kong or London. Why and why not India? Our Asian
neighbours like Singapore and Hong Kong have become top arbitral destinations due
to the immense financial and infrastructural support they got from the Government
and the balanced approach. On the other hand, please see the figures here. In 2020-
21, the Government has allotted only Rs.1 crore to the arbitration centre; in 2022-23,
it has been raised to Rs.3 crore. | urge the Government and the Law Minister to
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extend adequate financial resources for the development of arbitration centre so that
this can emerge as India's international arbitration centre.

Sir, there is no doubt that this Bill will give a loud and clear message to the
international community about India's arbitration friendly environment. Therefore, with
these suggestions, we support the Bill.

The arbitration centres globally are known; so far as the capital of a country is
concerned, nowhere in the world, the name of the country has been made as the
arbitration centre. The danger is that if today you change the name of the New Delhi
International Arbitration Centre -- it is known to everybody the arbitration centre is
situated at Delhi and the traders and the commercial authority would be willing to
come to Delhi because of the accessibility and also because of the logistical support
which is expected to be there -- and you say, 'India International Centre', the
community might think that | would be sent to Manipur, | would be sent to far east
corner of the tribal areas. They would not be encouraged to come for arbitration
centre. Therefore, change of name here is absolutely a misguided concept. Not only
a misguided concept, this excessive legislation reflects the lack of governance. The
whole Amendment -- | shall try to be confined only with this Amendment and would
not go beyond that -- is only to change the name. There is a subtle political outlook
reflected in this Bill. Sir, there was no harm in keeping it as New Delhi International
Centre. That is an international centre. There might be other New Delhi centers
which are not international. By this, you want to really -- | again say, subtle political
ideological reflection comes -- Kkill the diversification. You want everything to be
brought under one control, one man, one philosophy and that idea which is dividing
the country is being encouraged through this Amendment. There is no other purpose.
Arbitration is a voluntary dispute resolution forum. The parties do agree that they will
not go to court, they will go for arbitration. What is the role of the arbitration centre?
It is only to provide better logistical support. As in the capacity of Arbitrator and the
Counsel, | can say with confidence before this House that we have seen that the
Arbitrators, while, even | was acting as an Arbitrator, we would like to get better
facilities for conducting the business of arbitration which is lacking. If that facilities are
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provided with, then, what is the need of changing the name? You would be known
by your performance and not by the name. | don't find anything in this Bill which gives
what sort of logistical support that are going to be given by the Government. What
are the attempts to develop this New Delhi International Arbitration Centre? The
change of name, | would repeat, would have a disastrous effect and again, we have
to come, two years after saying, 'now amend this.' Therefore, the change of name, |
do not support. It is known as the New Delhi International Arbitration Centre. Let it be
known like this. Now, there is another problem which they want to really bring in this,
that is, difficult removing clause. This is a part of each statute. Now, by this
incorporation, you, in fact, in the name of difficult removing clause keep power within
your fold even to change the basic character of the Arbitration Act. The basic
character of Arbitration Act of 1996, which has really encouraged the traders'
community, the business community to go for arbitration is that they have their own
voluntary choice of Arbitrators. They will act as Arbitrators. They might have been
engaged by XYZ but while they are assuming the chair of Arbitrator, they behave like
an Arbitrator. What is required is more important and, that is, ceiling of fees.
Nowadays, the fees of Arbitrators are so sky-rocketing that everyone is scared of, at
least, in our country, to go for arbitration because of high expenses. Even the public
sector undertakings, nowadays, are really scared of bearing the fees of Arbitrators.
Therefore, the best course would be, if you want to make this Arbitration Act more
effective and more adjudicative for the benefit of the traders' community or the
commercial world, then, make this part of this Act rational by putting ceiling over the
fees of the Arbitrators and providing the best opportunities available, then, we will find
that nobody is going to Singapore or nobody is going to Tokyo. All willing parties
would come here. The site as such is chosen by parties through the arbitration
agreement. Therefore, it depends upon the agreement between the parties. They will
say as to which site they will prefer. This is not the role of the Government to direct
that you must have arbitration here.

In conclusion, Sir, | will not take much of time, | would say this. Don't waste
legislative time by bringing this sort of irrational and irresponsible legislation, only
change of name, and thereby, spoiling the diversified character of the country.

| would appeal to the hon. Minister to please withdraw this Bill.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri Birendra Prasad Baishya; not present. Shri
Binoy Viswam.
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SHRI BINOY VISWAM (Kerala): Sir, this Bill, once again, proved that the BJP
Government is only engaged in making the people confused and then betrayed. You
create an impression that you are going to do something great. Please tell this House
and the people as to what is great in this Bill. What is new in this Bill? Many of my
previous speakers have mentioned it. Nothing is there. Only a change of
nomenclature and that nomenclature is not going to make any drastic changes
content-wise, nature-wise, character-wise. This is my criticism. You are creating an
atmosphere to make much ado about nothing. Big news is there, but there is much
ado. Sukhenduda mentioned here. He brought in Shakespeare; what is after all there
in the name. Please tell us. Nothing is in the name. In this country, where the people
are poor, maybe the country is going richer and richer, but the people are poor, in
this country, where the great institutions like GIC, LIC, banks and mutual funds,
everything has become instruments for the big people, investors, to cheat the poor
people. What benefit would you bring for those people through this change of name ?
For whom do you stand? It is my question. Are you people-friendly while passing this
Bill? Are you people-centric while passing this Bill? No! You want to make a
promise, a promise which is made to the world Bank to fulfill. You promised them that
something big will come soon. And what came here”? From the mountain, we could
see a rat. That is this Bill. Nothing is there. That is why we differ from this Bill. Sir,
we want to claim ourselves as Vishwaguru, a very good name; Chairman of the G20
Nations; still good. Now, we are the Chairman of the Security Council also in the UN;
also good. In this context, you people want to call ourselves as Vishwaguru and this
Vishwaguru has turned into a land of scams, a land of frauds, a land of deceiving the
people.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, thank you very
much for giving the opportunity to speak on this Bill. | appreciate the Law Minister
who has brought this Bill and | welcome the change in the name. | support that.
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Sir, this Bill was brought forward on 26" July, 2019. At that time itself, they
should have thought that the name should be 'India’. | don’t know what made you
name it as New Delhi at that time. Now, you are changing that. | appreciate that.
The Law Minister is here. The change of name, calling it 'India’ instead of 'New Delhi’
is a welcome thing. We too insisted for the same in the Tamil Nadu Assembly, when
we wanted to name the 'Madras High Court' as the 'Tamil Nadu High Court'. To give
a few examples, there are the Kerala High Court, the Karnataka High Court and the
Andhra High Court. So, why do you still call it the 'Madras High Court' in the case of
Tamil Nadu? At that time, considering it was the Madras Province, the name was
given as 'Madras High Court'. That is an outdated thing because that Court was not
for Madras. As you mentioned, here you are changing the name from 'New Delhi' to
'India’ as it is not meant just for New Delhi, but for the whole of India. In the same
way, the Madras High Court can be called Tamil Nadu High Court'. That is the
demand.

But, the Tamil Nadu Assembly also passed the
Resolution to change the name to Tamil Nadu... ..(Interruptions).. | cannot
understand why you are still continuing with the British name when here we are
changing it from 'New Delhi' to India. But you want to still call the Madras High Court
as 'Madras High Court'. It is meant for Tamil Nadu; not just for Madras city. This is
not like that. Sir, therefore, | humbly request you to reconsider these kinds of
demands. You have to think about the sentiments of the Tamil Nadu people and the
people of other States. | don’t know about Odisha High Court. You call it as Odisha
High Court!

SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN (Maharashtra): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | stand to
support the Bill. Though the Bill is very small, | feel, it has very, very big
repercussions. No doubt, it has a very small change from ‘New Delhi’ to ‘India
Arbitration Bill’. But, what seem to be very city-centric, now, reflects the aspirations
of India to become an international hub in arbitration, which is a very, very welcome
and a very right thing to do.

However, Sir, there is a mystery that when this law itself was applicable pan
India, also there was an existing Delhi Arbitration Centre, why and how did we ever
think of making a New Delhi International Arbitration Centre and pass an Act here?
This just shows that it is a callous way of drafting Bills and, therefore, | would like the
hon. Minister to reflect in his response as to how this happened and this should not
be repeated again.

| take this opportunity to introspect whether the original principal Act has
achieved its objectives. Is speedy disposal happening? No. s it cost-effective? No.
Is there minimum or no judicial interference? The answer is again ‘No’. Small
commercial organizations are suffering. They are not able to come to these arbitration
centres because it is extremely expensive and, therefore, inaccessible to them.

Sir, while passing this Bill and changing the name of the Centre itself, | feel, we
need to think about changing the ecosystem. Not only does it need a very good
infrastructure — not only furniture, fixtures, and facilities — the Government should
provide meeting rooms, where all kinds of technologies, to enable holding virtual
meetings, video conferencing and many other things, are available to the people who
cannot afford five star hotels or expensive venues.
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[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA) in the Chair.]

Apart from this, Sir, we have to realise the need of the MSME. The rich, the big
companies, can afford big lawyers, they can afford big law firms, but what about the
MSMEs? We have not at all spoken about them. Today, MSME sector is the
backbone of our economy, after agriculture. They constitute almost 49.8 per cent of
India’s export. They contribute 30.3 per cent to India’s GDP. Now, if these people
want to take up arbitration proceedings, how would they do it? They cannot afford it.
Therefore, | would like to read some statistics which are very interesting. A recent
report shows that 80 per cent of annual delayed payments, amounting to whopping
8.73 lakh crores of rupees, were owed to micro and small suppliers. Interestingly,
72.4 per cent of such instances can be avoided, provided there is an effective and
efficient way to tackle this. What is the arbitration course? ...(Time-Bell rings)...
Just last point, Sir. They are not able to do it. Therefore, the Government has to
devise a system where MSMEs are given redressal, and cheap redressal, that is what
is the basic objective of this Bill.

My last point is, apart from this, as | said, big companies can afford big
lawyers, pay any amount of fees. Again, Sir, there is a new venue for young lawyers.
Young lawyers can handle MSME cases at a reasonable price. But, | am sure, those
who have passed a law degree from law colleges know very well that Arbitration Law
is an optional subject. If we are going to have an International Centre, | think, we must
have a specialised course, maybe, after the five-year course or the three-year
course, a specialised certification course where they are equipped with all the
knowledge that is required for an international arbitration centre. Not just this, they
need to be given other inputs as to how they would handle cases in very low prices.
| think, this is a thing to which the Government needs to apply its mind. Apart from
creating a world-class hub, we have to make sure that the human resources are also
provided with.

SHRI G.K. VASAN (Tamil Nadu): Sir, | stand here to support the Bill. The hon.
Minister has applied the policy of 'Better late than never.' It is well understood. At the
same time, | would like to request the hon. Minister to use the same policy of 'Better
late than never' to name Madras High Court as Tamil Nadu High Court. Only four
States in this country have the names which the British have given. It is the right of the
people of Tamil Nadu. We expect the Central Government to change the name of
Madras High Court as Tamil Nadu High Court at the earliest.

Coming to the subject, it is certainly a step in the right direction to promote
ease of doing business among the corporates. At the same time, it is just not at the
corporate level that arbitration is required in the country. With the number of cases
which are pending in this country, there is a need to think above the corporate level.
Justice delayed is justice denied. There should be a thought where we can have
arbitration at the lower level so that pending cases are dealt with at all levels. We
have Lok Adalats and other institutions, but they do not have power to do arbitration
at the lower level. That is why there is so much pendency in district courts and High
Courts. So, the Government should consider opening up the arbitration route for the
ordinary corporate sector also.

To conclude, as the Law Minister is present here, | would like to take this
opportunity to once again draw his attention towards the need for setting up regional
and Zonal Benches of the Supreme Court in each zone to mitigate the hardships of
the litigants who have to travel all the way for litigation. Suitable place in Tamil Nadu
can be Madurai, Trichy, Coimbatore and likewise. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI MAHESH JETHMALANI (Nominated): Sir, | will be very brief. Most of the
speeches that preceded me have been a little expansive. The scope of this Bill is
extremely narrow. Some suggestions have been made that international arbitration in
this country is doomed to fail as people are going to prefer Singapore or United
Kingdom for various reasons. It was said that the delays in this country are endemic.

Hon. Member, Sushil Kumar Modi ji has said that extravagate holidays for
lawyers are to be blamed for this. Sir, these matters are the subject matter and the
domain of either the Supreme Court or the Executive and they will deal with it. These
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are causes for the possible failure to catch up with Singapore and London as a
successful international arbitration centre. | will render to Caeser what belongs to
Caeser, and, as a legislator, | will focus on the Bill in hand, which, as | said, has a
very, Very narrow scope.

Sir, my friend, P. Wilson, my colleague in the Bar, made a rather uncharitable
statement when he said that the draftsman is to be blamed. It was said, this is such a
small issue -- only a name change -- why do we have to go through all this expense
and why could not the draftsman think about it in 20197 Sir, may | just say that in
2019, when this Bill was passed into a law, more than 500 Members of the Lok Sabha
and more than 200 Members of Rajya Sabha examined this Bill and passed it. So, it is
not only the draftsman who is to be blamed. Legislators of both the House have seen
this Bill and passed it in their wisdom. So, it is a little uncharitable to blame anybody.

There is a reason why it was originally called New Delhi Centre for Arbitration
and that is because it went by location. The centre to be established where hearing
would take place would be New Delhi. Sir, had anybody cared to see the objects of
this Bill, he or she would have come to know as to why this change was required. By
the way, this is the first legislative output which concerns the area of international
arbitration by the present Government. Sir, please allow me to read what the
legislative object of the present amendment is. Let me read a part of it. "'However, it
has been felt that the Centre", located in Delhi, "being an institution of national
importance, gives an impression of being city-centric, whereas it should be reflective
of the aspirations to promote India as a hub of international arbitration.” It says,
'India as a hub'. The words 'New Delhi' give it a kind of local flavour, but they wanted
to give it international flavour. And experience post passing of the Bill-- the Bill was
passed in 2019 and substantially most of the time gone in Covid -- the little time that
experience brought to bear on the working of this Act showed that people were a little
disrupted because of the local flavour, and it needed to be changed. My esteemed
friend, hon. Member, Sukhendu Sekhar, whom | respect and have a great affection
for, quoted Romeo and Juliet. But, Sir, if Juliet thought that Romeo's name was
Rosemarry, she might not have expressed the same sentiments. So also, the rest of
India is justifying the perturb by localizing what is a Pan-India initiative, and that is the
reason for this entire Amendment.

There is only one more aspect to this Amendment. | want to be brief. It is an
important aspect of the change that is brought in since after arbitration we have also
brought in Mediation Bill. This Amendment probably foreshadows, for the Law
Minister, sometime in the near future, | suppose, will introduce in Parliament the
Mediation Bill which is even simpler than the Arbitration Act. So, the second change
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that is brought about by this which people seem to have not noticed is that there is
also the change in saying. Apart from arbitration, this Bill will now cover all alternate
dispute resolution systems. These are the two main changes, and that is all. There is
nothing dramatic about this Bill. It ought to have been unanimously passed without
ado. It was a case of much ado about the thing another Member has said. And, Sir,
| am optimistic that this Bill and this initiative will lead India to become the leading
international center. India can become a leading international hub of arbitration.
And, Sir, | am even more optimistic that under Prime Minister Modi, it will become a
leading international arbitration center. Thank you, Sir.

B B1 H 39! g AT8dl §, | would like to read in English the steps we have
taken. In 2019, you know, how the Ordinance was brought and to make a clarification

to you, it is not under the pressure of the World Bank that we have brought this Bill or
the procedure. It is the Government's considered opinion and decision to bring this
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Bill. If you see, since 2015, in the ranking of Ease of Doing Business, India ranked at
142 in 2015. Today, the last assessment we got in 2020 was that India's rank was 63.
The rank in Enforcing Contract in 2015 was 186. How can we feel proud? We were
ranked 186. Today, we have managed to bring it to 163. So, it is not under any
international pressure but it is the situation, the emergent situation, which compelled
the Government to take a decision. Therefore, it is a sovereign decision by the
Government of India, supported by this august House. | would like to inform the hon.
Member and, through you, Sir, to the hon. House. The Central Government has
already appointed its officer as a custodian for the undertaking of ICADR under
Section 11 of the Act vide Order dated 3.3.2019. Now, since the Ordinance was
replaced by the Act, we have issued a Gazette Notification. When | took over as the
Minister for Law and Justice, | personally ensured that this is done and the Gazette
Notification was issued on 13.6.2022. The rules have been framed and notified under
the aforementioned Act, and laid before the Parliament during the last Session. Last
Session means the Monsoon Session. NDIAC terms and conditions, salaries,
allowances, everything has been done. Form of annual statement of accounts was
also submitted. Sir, NDIAC number of posts, recruitment of Registrar, Counsel and
other Officers, employees' rules also have been tabled in this august House. NDIAC
travelling and other allowances payable to part-time members was also tabled and
also, with the approval of the Ministry of Commerce and Industry, the Director-
General, FIEO, that is, Federation of Indian Export Organizations as a part-time
member, that is, ex-officio member has been approved. The Department of
Expenditure have conveyed to us that their representative will be an ex-officio
member in the NDIAC. Now after passing of this Bill today, it will be known as the
India International Arbitration Centre. We have already granted Rs. 75 lakhs to this
Centre, the India International Arbitration Centre. The proposal for appointment of
Chairman and two expert members, from the Ministry, we have already proposed,
and it has been sent to DoPT and it will go to the ACC, that is, Appointments
Committee of the Cabinet. Also, so many steps have already been taken. What |
would like to mention here is that, |, personally, agree with exactly the suggestions
which have come today. The Arbitration Centre must be independent. If Government
has an influence in the Arbitration Centre, definitely, it will not be attractive. Then, why
would people come, if they know that Government has a very serious influence in the
centre? We are very mindful for that. That is why, during the proposal, | have
personally conveyed it to the proposed Chairperson and the members that
Government will stay at arm's length distance. We will maintain it. We will not come
near you because we know the moment, the authority of the Centre is diluted by the
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Government's intervention, it will lose its credibility. Today, you can't hide anything.
We don't want our Centre, which is the centre of national importance to be like this.
After Parliament takes a decision, the sanctity of the Centre has to be maintained.
That is why, | can assure this august House that the authority, the independent
credibility of the India International Arbitration Centre will not be compromised. We are
very mindful of that particular matter.

Now, | would like to come to some of the basic things which most of the hon.
Members have raised during the debate. My request is that | will not be able to
respond to each Member because that will become very lengthy, but | would like to
summarize as to what is the advantage of having an institutionalized mechanism, that
means, institutionalized arbitration. It will have a pre-determined arbitration
procedure, which will be laid down by the Centre only. There will be updated rules in
sync with the latest developments. An efficient panel of Arbitrators and professional
support will come up. There will be world-class well-built infrastructure. Also, this
will help in creating and enhancing the level of the situation in 'Ease of Doing
Business'. It is because we are talking about ease of living. Ease of living will come
when there is a prosperity in the society, and when there is 'Ease of Doing Business'
atmosphere, definitely, it will lead to the prosperity. Earlier, Sir, as regards the
enforcement of contract, | am talking about the past and the present comparison, the
World Bank Report states that India takes as much as 1,445 days to resolve a dispute
and 31 per cent of the claim value for dispute resolution is spent during the process.
These are some of the realties which we have to be very mindful. | have personally
interacted with the hon. Judges of the Supreme Court, and to some extent, with the
High Courts also. Without the support of the Judiciary, this effort will remain half-
hearted. We are very clear. The Judiciary has also to understand as to what the
Legislature has gone through and what is our objective. Our objective is very clear.
| am happy to inform that the Indian Judiciary has, on many occasions, have already
displayed and they have already come forward to ensure that alternative dispute
resolution mechanisms in India is successful and arbitration must become robust.
Otherwise, if the courts are not supportive of our cause, then our efforts will fail or
they will almost be half-hearted. There are certain bottlenecks and certain problems
which are in existence in our country. There is a lack of credible arbitral institution.
Although we have so many arbitration centres in India of which | have the list--1 am
sorry, | am not criticizing them, | am not terming them--but they are not considered
as credible institutions by different agencies or different bodies. There are
misconceptions relating to institutional arbitration and, of course, there was a lack of
Government support. Sir, legislative support was lacking, which we are fulfilling
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today. That is why | am so grateful to this august House that while we are discussing
this serious and important matter, we are also saying that we are united in this effort.
We are definitely united. The problem is in ad hoc arbitration; mainly, in that, the
proceedings get delayed. That is the main problem in ad hoc practice, which we
have. Again, | am very sorry to say that the arbitrators are not treated as professionals
or they are not looked upon as professionals. | am sorry to say again that the awards
are not of high quality. If the arbitral awards are not of high quality, then there are
negative comments from the Judiciary. Then, definitely, there is a question of
credibility which comes before us. That is why the arbitral awards must stand the
scrutiny of the law. If we see things rationally, we should say, 'Okay, the arbitral
award is of good quality." Sir, there are many more things. | do not need go at
length. Of course, | have many points in hand, but | am just taking advantage of your
patient hearing. Some of the hon. Members raised certain questions as to what
output the Indian courts are giving, naming of the High Courts, etc. Of course,
today's matter is related to arbitration and renaming of the New Delhi International
Arbitration Centre, but | can assure you that in this Government, presently, under the
leadership of Modiji, the budgetary allocation, the proactive support to Judiciary is
very well-known. No court in India can say that they are wanting the support of
Government of India, especially, for infrastructure. Most of the pending cases are in
the lower courts. The Supreme Court has close to 70,000 cases. On that too also |
have made certain remarks in a very, very good gesture to the hon. Supreme Court
that it take up those cases which are relevant and which are appropriate for the
Supreme Court to take up. If the Supreme Court of India starts hearing balil
applications, if the Supreme Court of India starts hearing all frivolous PlLs, it will
definitely cause a lot of extra burden on the hon. court itself because the Supreme
Court, by and large, is treated as a constitutional court. | have personally conveyed
this message to the hon. Chief Justice and other Judges of the Supreme Court that
we will be with the Supreme Court, we will be with the courts of India, we will always
be there to ensure that the independence of Judiciary is not tinkered with. We will
always protect the independence of Judiciary and also strengthen the Judiciary. But
when we talk about the pending cases which is touching five crores, definitely, the
people will ask the question to the Law Minister. Many questions come in the
Parliament as to why so many cases are pending. If you see, more than 4,25,00,000
cases are pending in the lower courts where the Government of India has a stake. We
give money, support to create better infrastructure. But we have to also ask the
Judiciary to ensure that the deserving people are given justice and unnecessary
burden should also be taken care of so that they don't cause disturbances when the
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court is functioning or the court is discharging its duties. The main duty of the court is
to give justice; they are the arbitrators, they are the people who are going to deliver
justice. But, | have always very openly stated that judgment or justice can be given on
the ground also. It is not that you deliver from the court rooms alone. You can go out
to the fields. Judges can also go out of the court room and deliver justice. That is the
way; we are talking about the mobile courts, Lok Adalats. We are going to the field. |
have personally gone to many places along with the Chief Justice of a High Court to
ensure that the Lower Court Judges delivering justice on the ground. | am extremely
delighted that | have seen many instances. So, people get excited, some people get
emotional that without requiring to go to the courts, the courts have come to their
doorsteps. That is called justice at the doorstep of the people. So, Sir, Government
will do everything, but when we talk about holidays being obtained by the Judges,
how much output a particular High Court or a particular Judge delivers, these are the
matters definitely which concern every citizen of this country. Not only the hon.
Members of this House but also every citizen of this country deserve to know as to
why so many pending cases are there in our country. But, at the same time, | will
ensure that from the Government of India's side, we will do everything to reduce the
pendency. Now, to reduce the pendency, a series of steps have been taken, a
number of initiatives have been started which | am not going to explain now because
today it is not the subject. | referred this since the hon. Members have raised these
queries. About the naming of Madras High Court as Tamil Nadu High Court; today
hon. Member of Parliament from Lok Sabha met me and requested Bombay High
Court to be named as Maharashtra High Court; Allahabad High Court to be named as
Uttar Pradesh High Court; because those are the name of the cities; likewise, about
Calcutta High Court also. Sir, some names of the High Courts are named after cities;
there are some High Courts which are named after the States; so there are variations
and | will definitely have a discussion with the hon. Chief Justice of India. Government
of India is always open to discussion. And, of course, when hon. Members raised this
question, it is my responsibility to ensure that the suggestions are taken and see how
far and to what extent we can act. We will definitely take action to see that the
sentiments of the people are reflected; the hon. Members represent the people. So,
when the sentiments of the people are reflected on this august House, it is the
bounden duty and obligation on the part of Government to respond positively. So,
these points are well taken. Why | am not able to give any assurance is because there
are certain norms. | have to go through a certain process. And, before that, if | make
a statement or assurance in this august House, it may not be appropriate. Sir, there
are some of the queries which | have not responded to; rest be assured that your
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points are registered; my officers have taken a note of those. We will come back, if
necessary. | will respond privately or separately. If necessary, | will respond in writing
also. But for today, for this small, limited but important Amendment, | am extremely
grateful to the hon. Members of this august House for unanimously passing this Bill.
Our friends from the Left, two Members, have opposed it; in words, they have
opposed it, but in spirit, they have supported it. So, | consider today's discussion as
a unanimous one. | thank you very much, Sir, for giving me time. | thank the hon.
House for a patient hearing.
