Need to improve digital infrastructure and all-round connectivity in rural areas of
Odisha

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Madam, there are four critical areas where
infrastructural intervention is required for development of any region. First is roads;
second is Railways; third is banking services; and fourth is digital services. As we
know, in the latest report of MDPI, which was released recently by the Government of
India, Odisha has exhibited one of the sharpest falls in poverty levels from about 29.43
per cent to about 15 per cent. This has been achieved despite severe shortcomings
by the Central Government in these four areas of intervention. Now, let me talk about
roads and highways first. As far as highways are concerned, 32 National Highway
projects are lagging in completion by anywhere between one and six years. The
Hon'ble Minister had promised to get all this completed by mid-2023 but not much
progress has yet been made. Thirty-seven new expansion projects were supposed to
be completed by 2021, but, in 34 out of 37, even work order has not been issued. No
State road has been converted into National Highways in the last five years. Fourteen
new State roads, which were already declared in principle, to be converted into
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National Highways, have also not been announced. Madam, one particular road is
NH-55. This particular road, which is the lifeline between the Eastern part of Odisha
and the Western part of Odisha and the economic corridor, has had three revisions.
There have been 1,315 accidents and 603 deaths but still it is not completed.
Therefore, Madam, this is an area where the Government of India is requested to
make interventions. The Hon'ble Chief Minister of Odisha has made repeated
demands on this. Repeated letters have been written requesting the Government of
India to immediately look into this.

The second aspect is about Railways. In Railways, in the last nine years, not a
single new line has been announced by the Government of India. There are several
projects which are lagging. The Paradip-Haridaspur railway is still not completed even
after, | think, more than two decades. As far as banking is concerned, similar
problem is there with 70 per cent Gram Panchayats not having brick and mortar
branch; as far as digital connectivity is concerned, it is only 34.5 per cent in rural
Odisha and it is less than the national average by any stretch of imagination. People
have to climb up to trees to get connectivity over there. So, it requires the
Government of India's intervention. | urge them to look into this because people of
Odisha deserve much better connectivity. The tribals of Odisha deserve much better
connectivity and the rural people of Odisha deserve much better connectivity. Thank
you, Madam.

Need for establishing a Centre of Excellence and Research Institutes on Millets in
Odisha

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR (Odisha): Madam, this is to draw your attention to the
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pertinent issue that there are no research institutes and Centre of Excellence on
Millets in Odisha despite the fact that the State records a 14-fold increase in the area
of millet production within the last five years, from 3,340 hectares in 2017-18 to 52,230
hectares in the year 2021-22. The State of Odisha is home to seven of the total 11
millet varieties, namely, Pearl, Barnyard, Sorghum Foxtail, Little, Kodo and Proso;
and out of 30 districts, 15 of them grow millets. This growth is credited to the State's
emphasis on millet production through the Odisha Millets Mission, which was
launched in 2017 and has been commended by the Niti Aayog in the 'Health and
Nutrition Practice Insights' Report. Today, while we discuss, India, along with the
world, is celebrating the International Year of Millets. The Hon'ble Finance Minister
also highlighted the aspiration to make India the global center for millets which apart
from various health benefits like prevention of diabetes and preserving cardiovascular
health, is suitable for farmers on account of being drought resistant, climate resilient
and can be grown without use of pesticides and fertilizers, even in poor soil. | am
glad that Hon'ble Finance Minister is here in the House. Since Odisha is both millet
rich and millet diverse State, | request the Government to set up a Centre of
Excellence in Odisha and Research Institutes on Millets especially in Western part of
Odisha to boost millet research and production for country's food security and to
ensure farmer welfare.

The
rainfall washed out public infrastructure, blocked roads, damaged bridges,
submerged houses, damaged agricultural fields and stranded hundreds of people in
several parts of the State. In the last few months, India, a nation of 1.4 billion people,
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has experienced powerful cyclones and deadly floods in the Himalayas. It has also
suffered through extreme temperatures, including a heat wave. Scientists have
warned that extreme weather is likely to become more common and more intense in
the coming decades as sea levels rise and the Indian Ocean becomes warmer. In the
absence of rapid, informed and far-reaching mitigation and adaptation measures, the
effects of climate change are likely to pose profound challenges to sustaining the
country's rapid economic growth. India's agrarian economy depends heavily on
monsoon rain. Too little means a drought and too much can cause catastrophic
flooding. Extreme rainfall washes away fertile topsoil, while droughts deplete
groundwater reserves that have been declining rapidly in many parts.

It is learnt that a foreign company has been permitted to establish Broodstock
Multiplication Centre (BMC) in India along with the Indian hatchery operator causing
monopolistic situation which is not desirable.

Unprecedented rains, which led to flash floods in many parts of Telangana

DR. K. LAXMAN (Uttar Pradesh): Madam, the unprecedented rains, which led to
flash floods in many parts of the State of Telangana, wreaked havoc, severely
impacting lives and livelihoods. Although the entire State of Telangana was affected
by incessant rains during the last ten days, four regions of the State, namely,
Warangal, Mulugu, Hyderabad, and Bhadrachalam, got severely hit. In Mulugu
district itself, there have been 16 deaths and the total number of deaths in the State is
still unknown. As a consequence of the flash floods, one village, Morampally in
Bhoopalpally district, faced the threat of complete submergence, but the timely
intervention of the NDRF and Army, actually, saved the village. Several colonies in the
tri-cities of Hanumankonda, Kazipet and Warangal are inundated, paralysing civic life.
The same is the case in the city of Hyderabad. Over 1200 roads, including many
stretches of the national highways, were breached, affecting transportation. The
situation in the temple town of Bhadrachalam is very dangerous, as the river Godavari
is flowing above the danger line. The overall situation in the State is indeed alarming.
The farmers in the State are in distress, as crops in several thousands of hectares are
severely damaged by the inundation of water and deposits of sand. So, | urge upon
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the Union Government to expedite the relief for affected people of Telangana. Thank
you, Sir.

SHRI M. MOHAMED ABDULLA (Tamil Nadu): Sir, the Public Sector Undertaking
companies like NLCIL, IOC etc., consider GATE scores for recruitment of Graduate

* Laid on the Table
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Engineer Trainee (GET) posts. Candidates willing to appear in the PSU interview
have to qualify the GATE 2023 cutoff for PSU. This will be a big burden on students
from rural areas who studied under various State Boards. Hon'ble Chief Minister of
Tamil Nadu had requested the Union Government to refrain from the decision to
adopt GATE scores for the recruitment of GET in PSUs.

This is a deviation from past practice. Earlier priority was being accorded, while
recruiting for various positions, including GET, to the eligible candidates from
amongst those families who provided lands for the PSUs that have considerable
requirement of lands. While acquiring land, there arises a very justifiable demand
amongst the local people that job opportunities should be provided to those families
whose lands were acquired by PSUs.

The local communities, especially those who have given up their lands and houses
for the development of PSUs, should be accorded priority in the process of
recruitment to various positions in PSUs. Furthermore, the present sudden shift in the
recruitment process to consider GATE marks for appointment would deprive the
candidates from poor and rural backgrounds who are not in a position to clear the
GATE exam.

Therefore, | urge the Union Government to refrain from the decision to adopt
GATE scores for recruitment to GET in PSUs and to accord priority to those
candidates whose families have given their lands for the development of PSUs.

THE MINISTER OF EDUCATION (SHRI DHARMENDRA PRADHAN): (a) 1o (o) A
statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (c) Opening of new Kendriya Vidyalayas (KVs) is a continuous process. KVs
are opened primarily to cater to the educational needs of the wards of transferable
Central Government Employees including Defence & Para-military personnel,
Central Autonomous Bodies, Central Public Sector Undertakings (PSUs) and Central
Institute of Higher Learning (IHL) by providing a common programme of education
throughout the country. Proposals for opening of new KVs may be sponsored by
Ministries or Departments of the Government of India / State Governments / Union
Territories (UTs) Administrations, with commitment to provide requisite resources
including land and temporary accommodation for setting up a new KV as per norms.
The proposals are subject to approval of the competent authority.

As per information received from Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan, no proposal
for opening of a new KV near new helicopter factory at Gubbi, District Tumakuru,
Karnataka has been received from the State Government of Karnataka. At present, 52
KVs are functioning in the State of Karnataka including 01 KV at Tumakuru.

SHRI JAGGESH: Sir, before taking up my question, | wish to say one thing.

MR. CHAIRMAN: No. Only your question.

SHRI JAGGESH: Sir, our Hon'ble Prime Minister has inaugurated Asia’s biggest
helicopter manufacturing company on 6" February, 2023. We, Kannadigas, thank

the Hon'ble Prime Minister for this great gift. More than 500 families are staying
there. But, KV has been given to Tumakuru. The distance between Tumakuru and
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Gubbi is almost 30 kms. We would be very grateful if one more KV is opened here for
the Government employees working there.

SHRI DHARMENDRA PRADHAN: Sir, opening up of Kendriya Vidyalayas is a
continuous process. There are two conditions. | had gone through the question. The
Gubbi helicopter manufacturing factory is the Central Government PSU of HAL. If
they apply for KV through proper channel, certainly, Kendriya Vidyalaya Sanghatan
will look into the issue. As on today, there is a Central School, as rightly mentioned
by the Hon'ble Member, at Tumakuru district headquarters. It is a newly developed
area. As on today, there is no application pending before the KVS to open a KV at
Gubbi.

*141. SHRI NARESH BANSAL: Will the Minister of HOME AFFAIRS be pleased to
state:

(a) whether hundreds of people got effected due to Biparjoy and different
cyclones, thunderstorms and floods in the country in recent months;

(b)if so, the details thereof along with the number of people killed/injured and
property damaged, State-wise;

(c) whether Government announced compensation to the victims or to kins of the
victims;

(d) if so, the details thereof and if not, the reasons therefor;

(e) whether Government had made any preparedness to minimize losses due to
these; and

(f) if so, the details thereof and how much loss was saved due to these
preparedness ?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI NITYANAND
RAI): (a) to (f) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) and (b) As per information received from the States, details of losses and
damages due to hydro-meteorological disasters, including cyclones, floods during
the year 2023-24 (as on 26.07.2023) are given in Annexure.

(c) and (d) The Scheme of financing the relief expenditure under State Disaster
Response Fund (SDRF) and National Disaster Response Fund (NDRF) is based on
the recommendations of the successive Finance Commissions. The State
Governments provide financial relief to the affected people in the event of notified
natural disasters, from the SDRF, already placed at their disposal, in accordance with
approved items and norms of the Government of India (GOI). However, in the event
of disaster of a severe nature, additional financial assistance is extended from the
NDRF, as per the laid down procedure, which includes an assessment based on the
visit of an Inter-Ministerial Central Team (IMCT).
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The financial assistance under the SDRF and the NDRF in the wake of notified
natural disasters is given by way of relief and not for compensation of loss as
suffered/claimed. In the case of loss of human lives, the extant norm provides ex-
gratia payment to the families of deceased persons @ Rs. 4.00 lakh per deceased.
Information on the compensation given to the victims or to kins of the victims is not
maintained centrally by this Ministry, since the execution of relief activities on the
ground is the responsibility of the State concerned.

(e) and (f) There are well established institutional mechanisms at the national, state
& district levels in the country for taking appropriate preparedness and prompt
response measures for effective management of the natural disasters. Central
Government has established a robust early warning system and has significantly
enhanced the accuracy of weather forecasts. Mock exercises and community
awareness programmes are being regularly conducted to create awareness among
people. The measures taken by the Central and State Governments have significantly
improved the disaster management practices, preparedness, prevention and
response mechanisms resulting in the significant reduction in casualties during natural
calamities, including cyclone, in the country. Further, strengthening of the disaster
management is a continuing and evolving process of governance.

(a) what is the criteria for including a language under the Eighth Schedule;

(b) the reason for not including the three crucial tribal languages of Odisha namely
Ho, Mundari and Bhumij in the Eighth Schedule despite repeated requests
from the State;

(c) whether Government has data on the change in the number of tribal languages
spoken in Odisha from 1971 to the current year, and has noticed decline in it;
and

(d) what measures Government has taken to preserve the linguistic culture of the
tribes, especially those classified as Particularly Vulnerable Tribal Groups
(PVTGs)?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI NITYANAND
RAI): (a)to (d) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (c) There have been demands from time to time for inclusion of several Indian
languages in the Eighth Schedule to the Constitution including Ho, Mundari and
Bhumij. However, there are no fixed criteria for consideration of any language for
inclusion in the Eighth Schedule to the Constitution. The attempt to fix such criteria
through Pahwa and Sitakant Mohapatra Committees have remained inconclusive. As
the evolution of dialects and languages is a dynamic process, influenced by socio-
cultural, economic and political developments, it is difficult to fix any criterion for
languages for inclusion in the Eighth Schedule to the Constitution. The Government is
conscious of the sentiments and requirements for inclusion of other languages in the
Eighth Schedule. Such requests have to be considered keeping in mind these
sentiments, and the other relevant considerations.
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As per data published in the Census of India, total number of speakers of
Bhumij, Ho and Mundari in Odisha is as under:-

(d) The Central Institute of Indian Languages, Ministry of Education works towards
the promotion of all Indian languages, including the languages spoken by the tribal
population. The Institute has published several works on all of these three languages,
grammar, phonetic reader, dictionaries etc. The Bharatavani project also promotes
121 languages of India and digitizes knowledge content available in these languages.
The Institute also has plans to bring out online learning courses in all the languages of
India, including these three, in the near future. The Institute also has a project named
Scheme for Protection and Preservation of Endangered Languages (SPPEL) wherein
vulnerable languages, having a speaker strength of less than 10,000, are taken up for
promotion and revitalization.

Statement

(a) to (c) The stretch of Sidhi -Singrauli was entrusted to state Govt of Madhya
Pradesh vide Gazzette notification S.0.796(E) dated 01.04.2008 and thereafter
responsibility for its development was handed over to Madhya Pradesh Road
Development Corporation Ltd. (MPRDCL ) vide MORTH letter dated 08.09.2009.

The balance work of Rehabilitation and Upgradation of Sidhi-Singrauli from
km 82.400 to km 187.993 of NH 39 in the State of Madhya Pradesh was sanctioned on
22.12.2020. Bids were invited on 25.11.2020 through open competitive bidding on e-
procurement portal with last date for submission of bids on 09.01.2021(5.30PM). The
aforesaid work was awarded to the Contractor on 28.06.2021 and agreement was
signed on 30.07.2021. The appointed date was declared on 08.10.2021 with schedule
date of completion as 01.04.2023.

As per the information provided by MPRDCL, the physical progress of the
work is 27 % and work is behind scheduled due to delay in land acquisition, covid
pandemic and slow progress by the contractor. Out of total project length of 105 km,
four laning in 45 km up to Dense Bituminous Macadam (DBM) level have been
completed. The work is now scheduled to be completed by 31.12.2023.

All National Highway works which are at implementation stage in Madhya
Pradesh were awarded to the Contractors through open competitive bidding on e-
procurement portal which is in public domain. As per the information provided,
project information boards have been erected on either sides of NH project site as per
MoRTH guidelines. The field officers are also directed to strictly ensure that
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information boards are placed in all on-going NH works as per contract agreements
and as per MoRTH guidelines.

*144. SHRIMATI VANDANA CHAVAN: Will the Minister of WOMEN AND CHILD
DEVELOPMENT be pleased to state:

(a) whether according to the report titled "Changed Awareness of PoSH in
Workplace" published by National Human Resource Development, only 8 per
cent of women in the workplace are aware of the provisions of the PoSH Act, if
S0, steps being taken by Government in this respect;

(b) the system to monitor and whether Government organisations have complied
with requirements of the Act, details regarding number of organisation and
their compliance as per the legislation; and

(c) whether 16 out of 30 National Sports Federations in the country have not
constituted Internal Complaints Committee (ICC), if so, action Government
plans to take in this respect ?
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THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF WOMEN AND CHILD
DEVELOPMENT (DR. MUNJAPARA I\/IAHENDRABHAI): (a) to (o) A Statement is
laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (c) The Government has enacted “the Sexual Harassment of Women at
Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Act, 2013” (SH Act) to provide
protection to women against sexual harassment at workplace and for the prevention
and redressal of complaints related to it. The Act covers all women, irrespective of
their age, employment status or nature of work whether working in public or private,
organised or unorganised, formal or informal sectors. The Act casts an obligation
upon employers of all workplaces, public or private, to provide a safe and secure
working environment free from sexual harassment, whereby every employer is
mandated to constitute an Internal Committee (IC) wherever the number of
employees/ workers is more than 10. Similarly, the Appropriate Government is
authorised to constitute Local Committee (LC) in every district to receive complaints
from organisations having less than ten workers or if the complaint is against the
employer himself.

The responsibility of constituting Internal Committees (ICS) as per provisions
of the Act, with reference to the workplaces falling within their respective jurisdiction,
rests with the appropriate Governments i.e. the concerned Ministries/ Departments/
Offices of the Central Government. Similarly, in relation to the work places in a State/
UT, the responsibility lies with State Governments/ UT administrations. They are also
responsible for monitoring the implementation of the Act and maintaining data on the
number of cases filed and disposed of. The details of number of cases of sexual
harassment filed and resolved are not maintained centrally. In so far as, the Ministry of
Women and Child Development is concerned, the Internal Committee (IC) are
constituted in the main secretariat of the Ministry as well as in its associated
organisations such as National Commission for Women (NCW), National
Commission for Protection of Child Rights (NCPCR), Central Adoption Resource
Authority (CARA), National Institute for Public Cooperation and Child Development
(NIPCCD), Rashtriya Mahila Kosh (RMK) and Central Social Welfare Board
(CswB).
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Further, being the Nodal Ministry, the Ministry of Women and Child
Development (MWCD) issues advisories to all Central Ministries/ Departments and
State Governments/ UTs from time to time to ensure proper implementation of the
Act including for setting up of IC and LC for all workplaces and to organise workshops
and awareness programmes at regular intervals for sensitising the employees. In so
far as the report titled "'Changed Awareness of PoSH in Workplace" published by
‘National Human Resource Development” is concerned, the Government is neither
aware of the methodology of the study nor its findings, hence it cannot endorse the
authenticity of the report.

The provisions of the Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention,
Prohibition and Redressal) (POSH) Act, 2013 are applicable to the National Sports
Federations (NSFs),which are autonomous bodies, as also to those sports governing
bodies which are under Central Government and the State Governments/ UT
Administrations, as applicable to any entity defined in the Act. These bodies are
bound to take action, including formation of the Internal Complaints Committee
(ICC), in terms of the extent legal provisions in cases of sexual harassment reported
to them. Details of the NSFs with duly constituted ICC are given at Annexure-l.

(d)if S0, the details of such inspections carried out during the last three years
along with the findings thereof, if not, the reasons therefor; and

(e) the follow up action, if any, taken to improve the living conditions of women
inmates in the prisons?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF WOMEN AND CHILD
DEVELOPMENT (DR. MUNJAPARA MAHENDRABHAI): (a) to (e) A Statement is
laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (e) Prisons’/ ‘persons detained therein’ is a “State List” subject under Entry 4
of List Il of the Seventh Schedule to the Constitution of India. Administration and
management of prisons is the responsibility of respective State Governments.
However, agencies of central government inspect prisons from time to time to know
the condition of prisoners and prisons. The Ministry of Women and Child
Development undertook a study on the Status of Women in Prisons in India and
published a report titled ‘Women in Prisons, 2018 which contained recommendations
such as improving mental health of inmates, improved access to legal aid, after-care
programmes for reintegration and taking care of children of women inmates, special
provision for pregnant women and better accommodation for new mothers etc.
Ministry of Home Affairs (MHA) circulated the report to the Home/ Prison Department
of all States and Union Territories for their careful perusal and implementation of the
suggestions made in the report for the welfare of women prison inmates.

The Ministry of Home Affairs (MHA) has taken several initiatives to address the
issue of overcrowding in prisons. Section 436A was inserted in the Code of Criminal
Procedure (CrPC), which provides for release of an under-trial prisoner on bail on
undergoing detention for a period extending up to one half of the maximum period of
imprisonment specified for an offence under any law. The concept of plea bargaining
was also introduced by inserting a new “Chapter XXIA” on “Plea Bargaining” (Sections
265A to 265L of CrPC) which enables pre-trial negotiation between the defendant
and the prosecution. E-prisons Software, which is a Prison Management Application
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integrated with Interoperable Criminal Justice System provides facility to State Jalil
authorities to access the data of inmates and helps them in identifying inmates whose
cases are due for consideration by the Under Trial Review Committee. State Legal
Services Authorities have established Legal Service Clinics in Jails and have deployed
Para Legal Volunteers to provide free legal assistance to persons in need. The Model
Prison Manual 2016, prepared and circulated to States and UTs by MHA, has a
dedicated Chapter on “Legal Aid” which provides guidance in the matter of under trial
prisoners. MHA has also issued various advisories to the States & UTs for adopting
appropriate measures to address the issue of overcrowding in prisons. These
advisories are available on MHA’s website.

Further, as per the National Commission for Women Act, 1990 (Act no20 of
1990), NCW inspects various jails/ other custodial homes in the country as part of
functions entrusted to it under Section 10(1)(k). The inspections are carried out in
association with the representatives of the State Women Commissions, DLSA and
NGOs working in related areas. The emphasis of such inspections is on identifying
deficiencies in terms of parameters that are considered necessary for ensuring that
reasonable facilities in keeping with human dignity are provided to women in custodial
homes. This is also done to set in motion a process of improvement in custodial
homes, so that women housed in these places are not denied the basic minimum
requirements in terms of adequate and balanced diet, water, accommodation,
bedding, clothing, lighting heating, ventilation and open space. This also
encompasses provision of adequate health care facilities, hygiene, sanitation and
facilities for improving their outlook towards life empowering them through education
and skill development so that the inmates can eventually be integrated in the society
and they can earn their livelihood with dignity after release from the prison.

During inspections of the Prisons and analysis of the information, the
Commission noted prolonged incarceration of women inmates as under trials, with
their period of detention ranging from 2 years to 10 years and in some cases even
beyond. The Commission has taken up the matter with the National Legal Services
Authority / State Legal Services Authority to ensure that legal assistance made
available to the female inmates need to be more effective to expedite the trials within a
reasonable time and take legal recourse to obtain bail to the women under-trials
within a reasonable time by invoking the special dispensation available to them under
Section 437 (1) (ii) of the CrPC. The Commission held an interactive session with
Member Secretaries of SLSA on 15th October, 2019, and impressed upon them to
ensure availability of quality legal aid to the women prisoners particularly in view of
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their poor socio-economic and educational background. Representatives /
Secretaries of several SLSA participated in this interactive session.

During the COVID-19 pandemic period also, the Commission conducted
online meeting/ video conferences with the stakeholders of Prisons and Psychiatric
Homes, State Director General / Inspector General for Prisons to discuss the action
taken by them on various recommendations by the Commission for improving the
living conditions of women inmates in the wards / barracks of the prisons.

SHRI V. VIUAYASAI REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Thank you, Mr. Deputy Chairman,
Sir. On behalf of my Party, and my Party President, Shri Y. S. Jagan Mohan Reddy
Garu, | support the Bill.

Sir, there are three important points. One is, high import reliance; the second
is high infrastructure and investment requirements; and the third is, developing
recycling capabilities. ...(/m‘errupz‘/ons)... Sir, the first point is, the Ministry of Mines
has recently released a report on Critical Minerals which identifies 30 critical minerals,
taking into account the needs of sectors like defence, agriculture, energy, pharma
and telecom. Out of these 30 critical minerals, for ten critical minerals, hundred per
cent import reliance is required. These include minerals like Lithium and others, as
our colleagues have stated. Out of these ten critical minerals, India's import
dependence on China is hundred per cent in respect of seven critical minerals, which
is very, very dangerous and is not advisable at all. While the Bill paves the way for
reducing India's import dependence for critical minerals, | request the Hon'ble
Minister to provide clarity on how India will achieve this mammoth goal and catch up
to China.

Secondly, Sir, critical minerals are found mostly as constituent part of larger
minerals, it is only one constituent part of the larger minerals which makes their
extraction very expensive, technologically very superior. Except countries like Japan
and China, no other country has developed the expertise for the entire process. In
these circumstances, the entire process is highly capital-intensive and requires
complex infrastructure, which India does not have presently. | request the Hon'ble
Minister to kindly look into the development of infrastructure and provide the required
capital and the necessary subsidies to the mineral exploring companies.

My third point is regarding recycling. In addition to the extraction of these
critical minerals, it is very much necessary to ramp up the exploration of mining
activities. There is a need to emphasise and concentrate on recycling of these critical
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minerals after use. Although it is comparatively lengthy and challenging process, it will
surely be cost-effective in the long run, as it will reduce the need for mining while
maximising the overall utility of the existing critical minerals.

Currently, we have no legislation on the policy on recycling of critical minerals,
which is a matter of concern. | request the concerned Minister to make necessary
amendments to the law in relation to recycling. With these suggestions, | support the
Bill. Thank you very much, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: The next speaker is Dr. Kirodi Lal Meena; not present.

SHRI G.K. VASAN (Tamil Nadu): Sir, this is a very important Bill which has been
brought at the right time by our Hon'ble Minister. | would like to raise two quick
points about this Amendment Bill.

Sir, poor farmers have given their land to the NLC and because of
that today NLC is a very successful company which gives electricity to Tamil Nadu
and some other States. | request the Central and the State Government to save the
farmers. The State Government is destroying the cultivated farming land and is
harassing the farmers. | again request that the poor farmers have to be helped and
the lands have to be restored, and at the same time, they have to be given proper
due time for settlement. With these suggestions, | support this Bill. Thank you, Sir.

b Odisha is home to third largest tribal population of India, but it is the most diverse

indigenous communities found in the country. The State has 62 tribes, including 13,
particularly vulnerable tribal groups. In 2023, Odisha became the first State in the
country to allocate an exclusive Budget for the implementation of the Forest Rights
Act by setting aside Rs. 2,600 lakh in 2023-24 Budget. As a State that has always
looked after the needs of the tribal population, the recently introduced amendments
pose a problem in furthering our agenda of tribal welfare. According to the latest
Forest Survey of India Report, Odisha has contributed 1.04 per cent increase in the
forest cover nationally. Moreover, Odisha stands at the third position in the country
when it comes to contribution in the increase of forest cover in the country. This
increase is attributed to better conservation measure, protection, afforestation
activities and bottom-up approach to governance. We need to ensure that the new
Amendment does not dilute this spirit of conservation. This is my request to the
Hon'ble Minister.

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The deemed forest category has been removed from the definition of forest. ﬂ?{ SEll
T © T I8 S & because lots of good forest areas which are neither notified nor
forest in Government records are now going to be diverted and destroyed. So,
‘deemed forest” has to be incorporated and defined in terms of area — minimum 2
hectare and density of trees at 4 per cent. And, this category has to be included
under the definition of ‘forest” in accordance with the judgment of the Supreme Court
in Writ Petition No. 202/1995.

Sir, there are many things | would like to know from the Hon'ble Minister. The
new changes omit the category of ‘lands’ that are neither notified nor recorded as
forest in any Government records, but qualify the characteristics of a natural forest,
including those proposed to be notified as forest. The new changes also exclude
those forest lands that are proposed to be declared ‘forest’, but yet to be notified
under Section 4 of the Indian Forest Act, 1927, or other State laws.

It is in contravention to Godavarman Thirumpulpad judgment of the Supreme
Court. While clarifying the scope of the 1980 Act, the Supreme Court, in Godavarman
Thirumulpad case, held that the Act intends to check deforestation that disrupts the
ecological balance.

SHRI S NIRANJAN REDDY: Sir, as | said, | am facing a dilemma when | speak on this
subject because there is a conflict between my mind, which is fully satisfied that
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enough reasons have been made out by the Government for bringing these changes,
because these are needed in the national interest, in the interest of national security,
as also for the development of the country, but there is a lurking fear in my heart as to
whether this would open some sort of a floodgate for certain forest areas, which need
to be protected, to be released.

Sir, when | speak, it is not about the immediate Government or the very
efficient Minister we have, because once the law is made, it would be a law that
would be operating for several years to come. | find that in this Bill, while granting
relaxation, a lot of provisions have been made, that the Central Government would
either make guidelines or issue directions with regard to proper implementation of
these provisions. Sir, if | may use a metaphor, a good law is like a reservoir, which is
built strongly to contain the mischief. But a rigid reservoir, which does not allow
floodwaters to go or allow discharge of water for good public causes, is not a
reservoir that serves public purpose. It needs sluice gates, but the sluice gates must
also have strong gates which would be stopped when the water is not required to be
discharged. So, the Act was very rigid. It became a little more rigid with the Supreme
Court judgement, which defined 'forests’ to include 'deemed forests'. | think these
amendments will go a long way in alleviating certain hardships faced by people. It
would also help the nation progress and it would also help the security establishment.
While that is something that is laudable, the request | have for the Government would
be that when it is now making guidelines, and it would be providing for issuing
directions, these guidelines and restrictions must be placed in the strongest possible
manner so that only such of the forest land which is required to be released from this
particular purpose would then be permitted to go outside the fold of the definition of
'forest land'. | have no doubt that it would be done, but this is just a concern because
when | heard the Hon'ble Member, Dr. Prashanta Nanda, speak before me, where he
expressed that the Act must also make a provision for preservation, | wanted to just
state that there are these provisions which seem to provide for the Government to
ensure proper preservation, but those would have to come outside the Act now. So,
the Act is just the starting point. It serves public purpose, but | think the Central
Government may have to make guidelines and issue directions. | would request the
Hon'ble Minister to ensure that the forests' interest and the public interests are best
protected by making absolutely tight guidelines which will not be violated at any point
of time in future.

SHRI HISHEY LACHUNGPA (Sikkim): Sir, while supporting the Forest Conservation
(Amendment) Bill, 2023, | would like to request the Hon'ble Minister to consider the
following issues concerning the State of Sikkim.

Sikkim was originally the kingdom of agrarian society which depended heavily
on cattle livestock which is the primary pillar behind Sikkim being an organic State. It
became the 22" State of India on 16" May, 1975. However, in 1978, an abrupt
Reserve Forest Land Survey was carried out and before a proper and in-depth survey
could be accomplished, the Forest Conservation Act was enacted in 1980 by the
Indian Parliament and implemented in Sikkim. Section 2, sub-section (i) of the
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Forest Conservation Act gives enormous power to the Union Government to
designate an area as 'reserve forest'. The unclassified non-forest public utility lands
like Gaucharan, khasmal and river courses, etc., which were to be kept outside its
purview, were incorporated in the Forest Conservation Act of 1980. Such public utility
lands have existed since time immemorial and been way of life, culture and customary
identity of Sikkimese tribal population. The very tribal population inhabiting sensitive
border-States are living proof of Indian territory and thereby act as second line of
Indian defence. Restrictions will gravely impact sustainability and continuity of border
civilian population.

The new Amendment should be inclusive of providing forest rights of this
Sikkimese tribal population, which, in no way, will cause deforestation, will maintain
ecological balance and strengthen our border civilian population. Also, whilst
establishing Defence infrastructure along border areas, notified and other sacred
lakes and pilgrimage sites should be avoided. Apprehensions are arising that bio-
diversity may be affected in pursuit of the new Forest Conservation (Amendment)
Act. Bio-diversity and natural reserves should be safeguarded and protected.

|, therefore, request the Hon'ble Minister to de-reserve the above category of
unclassified lands, which is meant for public utility purposes, from the purview of the
Forest Conservation Act, 1980, and transfer it to the State List. An assurance in this
regard may kindly be given in letter and spirit. With these few words, | support the Bill
once again.

Thank you, Jai Sikkim, Jai Hind !

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, my
colleague has already stated that we are supporting the Bill and we will support the
Bill on behalf of my Party, and, our leader, Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy. There are
two points which | would like to bring to your notice. The first point is that the subject
of 'Forests'is in the Concurrent List. Originally it was in the State List. Subsequently,
when Congress Party ruled for decades continuously from 1950s to 1960s, they
transferred 'Forests' from the State List to the Concurrent List.

Now the Hon'ble Minister of Forest is making the laws. Now it is in the
Concurrent List. Both the State Government and the Union Government have got the
power to legislate on the issues of forests. | draw your kind attention and also the
attention of the Hon'ble Minister to one of the provisions. It is Clause 6. It says, 'In
the principal Act, after section 3B, the following section shall be inserted." According
to me, this requires approval from all the State Governments. The assignment of
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forest land for the forest use or other purposes can be decided upon by the Central
Government and not the State Government independently. | presume this is the
meaning of that particular Clause. The Minister of Forest may clarify this.

| urge the Minister and the Ministry to reconsider it as | believe the State
Government should have an equal say as the matters relate to the forest land because
it is a subject in the Concurrent List.

My last point is on adopting participatory forest management strategies. To
conserve forests effectively, forest communities, those who live in the forests and
those who depend on the forests, need to be made equal shareholders in the
conservation process. The combined effort of the community and the Government is
the only solution to ensure sustainability. And, in this regard, we should draw
inspiration from the participatory forest management model which is being followed in
Andhra Pradesh. The participatory forest management regime in Andhra Pradesh is
implemented through the tenets of Joint Forest Management (JFM) and Community
Forest Management (CFI\/I). According to me, this is the best in the country. Van
Sanrakshan Samitis comprising of local communities as custodians of the forests
have been set up across the State. This has resulted in regeneration of forests. In
fact, originally, in Andhra Pradesh, the forest cover was less. Now it has
tremendously improved. It improved the economic health of the local people, the
adivasis. It reduced forest clearing for agriculture and illicit timber felling. It improved
safety of the forest staff. | request the Hon'ble Minister to kindly consider this. The
States should also be consulted while making legislation and implement both the
participatory forest management regime, which is being implemented in Andhra
Pradesh, and also Community Forest Management. With this, | support the Bill.
Thank you very much, Sir.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): Sir, | thank you for giving me the opportunity
to participate in the debate on the Forest (Conservation) Amendment Bill, 2023
brought by Yadav ji. On behalf of the AIADMK Party, | support the Bill.

As Mr. Vijayasai Reddy said, this subject is now in the Concurrent List. It was
earlier in the State List. This happened slowly. This is our concern. | belong to the
AIADMK Party. We are for some kind of autonomy or some federal structure. We are
in principle for that. Education also came from State List to Concurrent List.
'Forests' was also like that. This happened during the Emergency period when Mrs.
Indira Gandhi was the Prime Minister. She took away most of the State powers and
brought them under the control of the Central Government in the Concurrent List. In
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1976, during the emergency period, they usurped most of the subjects. They have
taken. Then, the State Governments became like municipalities. They, more or less,
have no power. Now, our Hon'ble Prime Minister is for federal structure. He is
encouraging and appreciating all the cultures, languages and everything. Because he
served as a Chief Minister in Gujarat, he knows the problems of States. Therefore, he
understands that and he is functioning in such a way. In this, our Hon'ble Minister,
Yadaviji has brought forward this Bill with good intentions. | appreciate that. The
Supreme Court judgment also gave some directions in December, 1996. That also
made him to bring in certain things.

Sir, we have problems in Tamil Nadu. For example, forest population. Forest
population does not mean only human beings; even animals also. In most of the
places now, elephant is the forest population. It is ever-increasing. It is not living in
forest now. It is coming to the mainland. They are also claiming that it is part of their
land and they have every right to come to fields. In Tamil Nadu, they are coming,
along with kids, like 20-30 elephants, leaving the forest and coming out. They
destroy the whole cultivation and everything of farmers. Any human in their way is
killed. We are concerned about protecting elephants but we are not concerned about
protecting the human beings. That is the fate now. We have to preserve the animals.
That is our policy. The forest must have such kind of atmosphere that they must live
there and must not come to our places. In the same way, we say that humans must
not go and encroach their places. ...(Interruptions)... Yadavji, animals have their
own rights in the forests. We have to develop forests in such a manner that those
animals dwell there. As we cannot encroach their area, they cannot encroach our
area. That is what we are facing now. Many human beings are killed. Recently, you
must have seen that in Tamil Nadu. They also come on railway track. Trains are there
and animals are dying there. We are seeing that near Karnataka area. In Hosur area,
many elephants are coming there. Not only in Tamil Nadu but in Karnataka also, we
are facing that problem. We are neighbouring States. They are moving from
Karnataka forests to Tamil Nadu forests; from Tamil Nadu forests to Kerala forests.
They are going around and also coming to all the fields. That is why | am requesting.
How is the Government -- our State Government and Central Government -- going
to protect the human beings also”? What is the compensation we are going to give
when people lose their lives? Also, as other Members were saying, we are also
concerned. The terms like 'eco-tourism facilities' and 'any other like purposes' in the
Bill can be exploited and misused for activities which can damage the forest and
ecosystem. That is another serious matter. When you are amending certain things,
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you are giving concessions. Many people may misuse it also for their own purpose
under tourism'. That is the problem which may come. Therefore, you have to be
very strict on that while giving such kinds of concessions to them. For example, you
can take any forest. It may not be thick forest but we have to make roads. The Forest
Department is not clearing the permission for roads. It is another problem. To go to
the other side, you have to cross. Even for getting roads, it is very, very difficult to
get the permission. Every State Government is laying the road after permission from
Forest Department. They have to be somewhat flexible in giving the permission,
which you may be giving through the amendment. Whatever you say, | am very much
concerned about the language issue. You have brought in the name in Hindi. You
bring it up; | have no objection. But | don't know what its Tamil name is. You have to
put it. You put Central Government programme nowadays like Sarva Shiksha
Abhiyaan, etc. You put it in the regional language also so that States also understand
that. You put that Hindi word in English. Some people cannot understand that. In
the same way, even in the non-Hindi areas, we cannot understand what the
programmes are. The Prime Minister is doing a lot of programmes for the people.
We appreciate that. Narendra Modiji is doing good programmes. People do not
understand what the programme is or what the meaning of it is. In Tamil Nadu, Sarva
Shiksha Abhiyan is called " Anaivarukkum Kalvi'. That is what people call it. Even |
was the Education Minister in 2001. At that time, a scheme came. | translated
everything in Tamil only. Instead of Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan, it was " Anaivarukkum
Kalvi" ; education for all. That is the meaning. Then only people understand;
otherwise, common people cannot understand the schemes and avail the facilities.
This Government has noble ideas but how the common man can understand them.
Therefore, that way, in the Bill also, you should mention like that. When it is going
State-wise, give translation for the language equivalent to that. That would be useful.
Therefore, with these few words, | request you once again, how to preserve the
forests and also the humans on this side. Let the clearance be given for small roads
and everything. These are the things for which | make a request. With this
observation, | support the Bill. There are a lot of good things. Our Hon'ble Minister
has come after a long time. Therefore, | appreciate Yadav/i's efforts. The AIADMK
Party supports this Bill. Thank you.

SHRI G.K. VASAN (TAMIL NADU): Sir, | stand here to support an important Bill on
behalf of my party. The Bill is on national interest. The amendments in this Bill will,
definitely, help the country's progress. | would like to ask two-three important
clarifications from our respected Hon'ble Minister. Number one is, how is the change
in the name of the Bill going to enhance the conservation of forests in the country?
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Number two is, | would like to ask the Minister whether the zoos and safari and also
the eco-tourism will be considered as forestry activities under the proposed Bill,
which is given in the Act. | would like to ask the Minister how and why this proposal is
needed, and, in what way, it would impact the lives of the people dependent on
forests. The third point is, the exemptions being proposed in the Bill, especially, for
LWE and strategic projects, they do have their own specific importance for the
security of the nation. Well, we definitely, know about the security in those areas.
But, however, we expect that the conditions of compensatory afforestation under
CAMPA funds will not be compromised and the Central Government will issue
guidelines as per the proposed Bill.

Finally, Sir, | would like to make one request to the Hon'ble Minister, through
his Ministry. | belong to the State of Tamil Nadu.

were applied to notified forest lands and not to revenue forest areas, and non-forestry
use in the revenue forest areas was allowed through permissions granted by the
Government and various authorities. Subsequent to the said Judgment, the
provisions of the Act were applied in the recorded forest areas including such
recorded forests which had already been put to various type of non-forestry use,
thereby restraining the authorities from undertaking any change in the land use and
allowing any applicability of the Act in the plantations raised in private and
Government non-forest lands. This situation resulted in misinterpretation of the
provisions of the Act with respect to their applicability especially in recorded forest
lands, private forest lands, plantations, etc. Therefore, it is considered necessary to
prescribe the extent of applicability and non-applicability of the Act in various types of
lands.

It was a very impressive jump from 132 in the
year 2013 to 63 in the year 2020. | sincerely compliment this Government for bringing
many path-breaking reforms which have helped us to make this quantum jump from
132 to 63. But, we could have been in the top 30, and not 63. There is one area
where we seriously lag behind which is the enforcement of contract. It is pretty much
impossible today in our country to enforce a contract. | would not go into arbitration
and other things because that is a different thing. But we have a funny situation
where two Indian entities are arbitrating in a third country because it is difficult to
enforce a contract in our country.  Though the pictures are rosy, there are some
elements which are still a concern for us. | would like to mention a report by Observer
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Research Foundation (ORF), which is one of the leading think-tanks of our country.
The report is titled 'Jailed for doing business'. This was published in the year 2022.
This highlights that there are 1,536 laws in our country that govern businesses. Sir,
you have heard it correctly. There are 1,536 laws in our country that govern
businesses and more than half of the laws have imprisonment clauses. This means
over 750 to 800 laws which govern businesses in our country have imprisonment
clauses which can land a businessman or an entrepreneur in jail. On an average,
there are about ten changes in our regulations or compliances on a daily basis. As
Hon'ble Minister was saying, ignorance of law is no excuse. Our entrepreneurs are
expected to keep tabs on all these changes on a daily basis instead of focussing on
their business. You know that the consequences of criminal liability are immense. It
has a huge impact on a person's liberty. If a person is put in a jail in our country, you
know what a big social taboo it is. A person's social status is almost decimated if he
spends a day in jail even for a minor offence. There is another element in criminal
jurisprudence, in criminal law. It is called mens rea which means criminal intent or a
guilty mind and that is paramount and that constitutes a crime. But in our country,
entrepreneurs or businessmen are often jailed for very petty offences when they don't
have any intention of committing the crime. It may be unintentional, ignorance of law
or minor lapses. This is because of the narrative that has been prevalent for decades
that wealth creators are evil. Wealth creators are equated with hardened criminals in
our country which is so unfortunate. They create wealth for the nation. They create
jobs for the nation and they are equated with hardened criminals. This affects our
MSMEs and our start-ups the most. On an average, today an MSME or a start-up in
India has to spend about ten lakh rupees a year just on compliances. Ten lakh rupees
for a start-up! We all know that MSMEs are the mainstay of our economy. They
create jobs. They provide employment to our youth. If this is the state of affairs of
our MSMEs, then it is a concern. We can come out with many schemes, many
incentives for the MSMEs. Unless we tackle this 'regulatory cholesterol', | don't think
we will go too far. Who are the greatest beneficiaries of all this? The Hon'ble Minister
mentioned lawyers, chartered accountants, company secretaries, etc. They are the
ones who are doing legal angioplasty; they are the ones who are providing regulatory
stents to cleanse this regulatory cholesterol. So, this is the context in which this Bill
has been brought in. Hence, | really believe that this is one of the most forward-
looking Bills.

Sir, | spoke about 'ease of doing business'. Let me quickly tell you that this Bill
also brings 'ease of living' for our citizens. It is a loud statement that we trust our
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citizens. As the Hon'ble Prime Minister had said, 'minimum Government, maximum
governance', this is the Bill which talks of minimum Government and maximum
governance. It reduces the burden of judiciary. We all know what the state of courts
is. We all know that there are over 4.5 crore cases pending in our courts -- the lower
courts, the High Courts and the Supreme Court. Today, we have a situation where
we are unable to compound our offences. Even though two parties are interested in
settling the disputes, the law does not allow them to do so. This Bill envisages
settlement of a large number of issues through compounding, and it also converts
many fines into penalties. Fines are adjudicated by courts; penalties are imposed by
an adjudicating authority from the executive. So, this will de-clog our courts and help
common citizens of our country and courts to save time, resources and energy.

Sir, there are some critics who have raised concerns that removing
imprisonment as punishment for offences and converting fines to penalties might
embolden the unscrupulous elements. | would like to allay these concerns by pointing
out that the Bill has significantly increased the penalties as compared to low fines.
There are fines like Rs.10 or Rs.100 in the statute books in our country. It is
meaningless and basically a joke. This Bill has significantly increased the penalties to
manifold instead of having such low fines, which, | think, will be a deterrent. Also, the
Bill proposes to increase fines and penalties for some offences by ten per cent after
the expiry of every three years from the date of the commencement of the proposed
Act. So, | think, these are the reasons why the concerns of the critics are not
justified. Also, none of the 'grievous offences' have been decriminalized. All the
'grievous offences’ will continue to be on the statute book like IPC and other statute
books. They will continue to be there.

Sir, | would like to point out 2-3 things for the consideration of the Hon'ble
Minister. The Bill omits all offences under the Indian Post Office Act of 1898. This
includes the unlawful opening of the postal articles. If the postal staff or any other
person opens any postal article, that will be a serious invasion into the privacy of the
person who has dispatched the article or of the person who is supposed to receive
the article. So, | think, this should not have been omitted, particularly given that there
is no punishment for this even in the IPC. And also, given that, in 2017, the Hon'ble
Supreme Court had said that right to privacy is a fundamental right. So, in that
context, | think, the offence of unlawful opening of postal articles should not have
been removed from the statute book. Then, the Bill creates an Environmental
Protection Fund for creating awareness, education and research related to protection
of environment. | don't understand why it is there in this Bill. The State Pollution
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Control Boards and the Central Pollution Control Board also have the provision of
fund for environmental education. | think this is an unnecessary overlap. | think this
could have been done away with.

Sir, the adjudicating officers who will be responsible for awarding penalties
may not have the necessary competence or the judicial bent of mind to decide on
penalties. It requires a certain judicial discipline; it requires a certain judicial way of
thinking. Also, in many cases, the Government itself is a party. We all know that the
Government is the biggest litigant in our country. So, when you have Government as
one party and an officer of the executive as the adjudicating authority or officer, we
don't expect him or her to rule against the Government. So, | think, impartiality also
might be affected. But, overall, it is a very forward looking Bill. | would end with a
few suggestions and would request the Hon'ble Minister and the Government to look
into them. Not only 189 provisions across 42 Acts of 19 departments, we still have
hundreds of other provisions in various other statute books which need to be
reviewed and relooked at. So, the Government should come up with an SOP which
would have a periodic review of all such laws. All the old and obsolete laws, which
Hon'ble Minister was talking about, need to be reviewed periodically. So, an SOP is
needed for this. In future also, the Government should come up with a similar
legislation to do away with our old and obsolete laws. The reverse also is true.
Today, the social norms have changed. Today, there is an influx of technology in our
lives. It means that there are such offences which were petty in older times but today
they have become very serious grievances. So, this necessitates that certain
offences might call for a higher punishment. Therefore, | think, the reverse also is
true.

Thirdly, the Bill should have a retrospective effect so that the pending legal
proceedings, in respect of the offences being decriminalized, might be abated.

Finally, the Government should urge and issue an advisory to all the State
Governments to have a relook at their own State laws on similar lines so that the State
laws also, which are old and obsolete, can be done away with from our statute books
and also decriminalized in appropriate cases. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Now, Shri Masthan Rao Beeda.
SHRI MASTHAN RAO BEEDA (Andhra Pradesh): Thank you, Hon'ble Deputy

Chairman, Sir, for giving me an opportunity to speak on this very good Bill. | am glad
to mention that | was one of the members on the Committee on the Jan Vishwas
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(Amendment of Provisions) Bill, 2023. | rise to support this Bill on behalf of our
Hon'ble Chief Minister Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy and our Party, Y.S.R. Congress
Party. The decriminalization of financial crimes has become a topic of significant
debate worldwide.  Decriminalization involves reducing the severity of legal
consequences for such offences, often by changing them from criminal to civil or
administrative violations. This Bill is a step in the right direction and would certainly
help India in improving the ease of living for the people as well as our Ease of Doing
Business rankings.

About efficiency in the criminal justice system, one of the primary arguments in
favour of decriminalization is the potential to improve the efficiency of the criminal
justice system. By shifting financial crimes to civil or administrative enforcement, law
enforcement agencies can concentrate their resources on more serious criminal
offences. This approach can help streamline investigations and expedite resolution
processes, ensuring a more effective allocation of limited resources.

Regarding focus on restitution and compensation, decriminalization may
provide an opportunity to emphasize restitution and compensation for victims of
financial crimes. Civil or administrative proceedings can be designed to prioritize the
recovery of damages and financial losses suffered by individuals and entities affected
by these offences. This approach might lead to quicker and more substantial
compensation for victims compared to lengthy criminal trials.

About encouraging self-reporting and cooperation, some proponents argue
that the fear of criminal prosecution can deter individuals and corporations from self-
reporting or cooperating with authorities when financial crimes occur.
Decriminalization could create an environment where entities are more willing to come
forward, disclose violations, and cooperate with regulatory bodies, thereby enhancing
detection and prevention of financial crimes.

Regarding mitigating overcrowding in prisons, decriminalization might help
alleviate prison overcrowding caused by non-violent offenders convicted of financial
crimes. By diverting these cases to civil or administrative proceedings, the criminal
justice system can focus on addressing more dangerous criminals, potentially leading
to a more efficient and humane imprisonment system.

The negatives of the Bill are these. Regarding inadequate punishment for
serious offences, financial crimes can have severe consequences on individuals,
businesses and the economy. Reducing the legal consequences of these offences
might not adequately punish wrongdoers, potentially leading to a perception of
leniency and a lack of accountability. Small crimes can add up to and be a part of a
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larger crime, such as large-scale fraud or money laundering can cause significant
harm to the society. In such situations, criminal penalties are more appropriate in
such cases. Can the Hon'ble Minister explain the reason for choosing these specific
laws and not others and the parameters behind it?

Regarding potential for impunity, the absence of criminal charges could also
reduce the repetitional damage that comes with criminal convictions, further lowering
the incentives for compliances. There could be a perception among the public that
certain offences are no longer taken seriously by the authorities, potentially eroding
trust in the legal system.

About challenges in enforcement and collection, civil or administrative
enforcement of financial crimes could present challenges in enforcing judgements and
collecting fines. Some offenders may attempt to evade restitution payments or
financial penalties, making it harder for authorities to hold them accountable for their
actions.

Regarding impact on marginalized and vulnerable populations, imposing fines
may disproportionately affect marginalized and economically vulnerable populations
due to their limited financial resources. Lack of access to legal representation can
further hinder their ability to defend against fines or understand regulations.

Sir, decriminalization is a complex and contentious issue that requires careful
consideration of its potential impacts. Ultimately, the goal should be to strike a
balance between punishment, restitution and prevention, while ensuring
accountability and justice in case of financial misconduct.

The Bill's impact on enhancing the 'ease of living and doing business" will
largely depend on its effective implementation and ongoing stakeholder engagement.

So, | would request the Minister to address the issues raised by us and take
our suggestions into account. With this, the YSR Congress Party supports this Bill.
Thank you, Sir.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | am supporting the
Bill introduced by our Hon'ble Minister. | also appreciate him because he has referred
to the Joint Parliamentary Committee and its suggestions have also been considered.
That is why, |, highly, appreciate the intention. The intention of the Bill is good to
solve the problems and for the economic development, as the Prime Minister of India
is expecting, it has to come. With that good spirit, the Bill has been brought by the
Hon'ble Minister, and | am appreciating it. Regarding the language what he told, |
would like to mention regarding that. It is because, today, in the morning, in
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Question Hour, the Education Minister said, "Towards the promotion of all Indian
Ianguages." In the same way, now, the NDA Government instructed all the State
Governments to impart education in their mother-tongue, in the 14 languages. |
appreciate it. That is in good spirit. That is a federal structure and that is what the
Hon'ble PM expects. That is also a good spirit. But, what he said regarding the
name 'Jan Vishwas', some Members objected to it. He said that it is the British
mindset that still continues. We are still sitting in the British building, | mean, who
constructed this building. We are still going on from here. We could not move even
into that though a new Parliament building has come. We are still in the British period
as we have to follow certain things. But when you are putting it in the language,
legislative note on Jan Vishwas, you are putting that also in English. Legislative notes
are in English only; the amendments are also in English only. Why cannot you put
English translation in that? You put it in Hindi, | have no objection. Somebody could
have raised, means it is a federal structure. We are not for Britishers. We are for our
culture, our language; we are for that. | am representing AIADMK Party. AIADMK
Party represents certain cultural things, which defends Tamil culture, everything. Our
Prime Minister is there. In the Indian history, no Prime Minister has come forward to
appreciate our language, our ancient language wherever going. Throughout the
world, even in UNO also, he appreciated that language. We are appreciating because
that is the spirit of the thing. In the same way, | am also saying, when you are
bringing certain legislations, you are bringing in Hindi. That is your right. We are not
objecting to that; that is there. At the same time, when your Minister said that you are
promoting all the languages of the Eighth Schedule, the Eighth Schedule has nearly
23 languages now. When the founder of our movement, Anna was sitting on that side
in Rajya Sabha, at that time, the language issue came. When he defended certain
language issues, Vajpayeeji was here and he asked Anna, "Are you defending British
people for just English language?" Anna said, '| am not defending British. | am
defending my language, Tamil language, Tamil culture.” | am speaking like the way
he spoke on that day. Therefore, we want our all Eighth Schedule languages to be
made official languages in India. We fought for freedom. Today, the Minister said in
the morning that they are promoting all the languages. In the same way, | am
requesting the Hon'ble Minister that the Union Government has to come forward to
make Tamil, Telugu, all the languages official in the country. What is wrong in that?
Nowadays, so many digital systems have developed. Translation can easily come.
Therefore, it is not a big thing. You are telling that you can speak in mother tongue in
the Parliament. Therefore, what our Minister said, he must take it in good intention,
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not otherwise that we all are defending the British people. But we are for our Indian
culture, Indian language. Therefore, the Bill that has been introduced by the Minister,
| am appreciating that because small issues cannot be taken as seriously and we
fight, that will create a lot of problems. As our Hon'ble Member said that instead of
courts, the executive authorities are now involving in this, that penalty is going to be
more. Then it will become more cumbersome. There cannot be any corruption in
settling those issues. They cannot dictate Panchayats as to what is going on.
Therefore, in that respect, | request the Hon'ble Minister to look into this matter and I,
along with my party, support this Bill. Thank you.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Sir, | draw the kind attention of the
Leader of the House who is busy in talking with somebody.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, thank you for giving me this
opportunity. |, on behalf of my party, and my leader, Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy, rise
to support this Bill. | will take only two minutes, as | have only three points to make.
Sir, we need to have a very comprehensive decriminalisation law. | appreciate the
Hon'ble Minister for bringing this Bill which decriminalises a large chunk of minor
offences and replaces them with the penalties. So, it is very important. We really
appreciate it. The point which | would like to bring to the notice of the Hon'ble Minister
is the data shows that number of imprisonment cases in the State laws not in the
Central Laws; this Bill deals only with the Central Laws. But, State laws are almost
four times as compared to the Central laws. So, there is a need to conduct a massive
decriminalisation drive even at the State level. While the Centre cannot possibly bring
the Amendments to the State laws because Centre does not have the jurisdiction, it
can, certainly, lay the standards to guide the law-makers in the respective States to
decriminalise and bring the Amendments in the State laws also. This task, according
to me, can be entrusted to the Law Commission which can suggest to the States to
bring the necessary Amendments as is brought by the Central Government.

The next point which | would like to bring to the notice of the Hon'ble Minister
is that ease of living and ease of doing business cannot be based just on
decriminalisation. There is a need to ensure greater compliance certainty for the
public. It is estimated that there are 3500 regulatory changes taking place every year.
Suppose, if | want to know what regulatory changes are taking place today, | will not
be able to know unless | go through a number of websites of respective Ministries,
maybe around 30, 40 or 50. Suppose, 3500 regulations are there, this means, 10
regulations per day on an average, it is impossible for any human being to know the
regulatory changes that are taking place every year.Therefore, | request the Hon'ble
Minister to have an integrated ease of living database where all regulatory changes are
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incorporated in one app and one regulatory database so that the people come to
know what regulatory changes have taken place in the country at the Central-level.
Sir, | know that for States, it is a separate subject.

On criminal negligence, Shri Sujeet Kumar pointed out the risk of being
convicted for criminal acts as a deterrent mechanism, forcing the industries to comply
with the governmental standards. In fact, he suggested that because of this
deterrence, decriminalization moves may result in non-compliance. That is the
general perception pointed by Shri Sujeet Kumar, because large penalties will
ultimately deter the persons. | do agree with him. The last point | would like to bring to
your notice as well as to the Hon'ble Minister’s notice is the introduction of sunset
clauses. Sunset clause is a tool that terminates application of certain clauses in laws,
or regulation at the pre-determined time. Whenever we bring in a provision in an Act,
we can stipulate the time of application by incorporating sunset clause, after which
time the clause is to be continued only for a limited period of time. There has to be a
legislative scrutiny then. Such a sunset clause can be incorporated. This is done with
an aim to ensure that the laws keep up with the changing needs of the society and
don’t become outdated. Sir, | suggest to the Government and the Hon'ble Minister to
consider putting up sunset clause whenever there is a change or amendment
introduced in the legislation. Thank you very much, Sir.

environment, agriculture, media, industry, trade, IT, copyright, motor vehicles,
cinematography, food safety, the Indian Coastal Act and many more.

As a great step to achieving Ease of Doing Business, the Bill will decriminalize
minor offences that do not involve any harm to the public interest or national security
and replace them with civil penalties or administrative actions. Sir, this Bill will remove
imprisonment clauses and fines in some provisions and convert them into penalties in
some others. The penalties will be determined by adjudicating officers appointed by
the respective departments. The Bill will ensure that offenders can settle their cases
by paying certain amount without going through a court trial. The Bill will provide for a
periodic provision of fines and penalties once in every three years with an increase of
a minimum of 10 per cent amount of various offences in the specified Acts which will
ensure proper enforcement. By introducing administrative adjudication mechanism,
the Bill will reduce pressure on justice delivery system and help in reducing case
pendency. This Bill will facilitate more efficient and effective justice dispensation. The
Bill will foster trust-based governance by ensuring citizens, businesses and
Government departments operate without fear of imprisonment for minor, technical or
procedural defaults. This Bill, especially for my State of Goa, will be a game-
changer. With the guidance of our Hon'ble Prime Minister, our State is emerging as a
vibrant investment destination and is leading among small States and UTs in terms of
Ease of Doing Business.

DR. SIKANDER KUMAR (Himaohal Pradesh): Thank you, Madam Vice-Chairperson
for giving me the opportunity to participate in the discussion on this important Bill,
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namely, the Jan Vishwas (Amendment of Provisions) Bill, 2023. | also congratulate
the hon'ble Minister, Shri Piyush Goyal, for bringing this Bill in a comprehensive and
consolidated manner.

Madam, | rise to support the Jan Vishwas (Amendment of Provisions) Bill,
2023, which aims to amend certain enactments for decriminalizing and rationalizing
minor offences to further enhance trust-based governance for ease of living and doing
business.

Under this Bill, 183 provisions in 42 different Acts under the ambit of 19 different
Ministries proposed to be decriminalized. Therefore, ordinary citizens and
businessmen can carry out their activities without unnecessary fear. It is further
reported that the Bill is aiming to rationalise 110 provisions, across 35 Acts, which are
administered by 15 different Ministries/ Departments. The rationalisation will include
simplifying and digitisation of compliances.

The Bill was referred to a 31-member Joint Committee of Parliament in
December, which presented its Report on 20" March, 2023. The Bill was introduced
in the Lok Sabha on 22" December, 2022 and was referred to the Joint Committee of
Parliament. The main objective of the Bill is to decriminalize minor offences that do
not involve any harm to the public interest or national security. It helps to achieve the
target of enhanced trust-based governance, increasing the ease of living and ease of
doing business across the country. The Modi Government believes that Indians are
honest and they live their life and conduct their business honestly. The Government
does nothing to penalise its citizens and small and medium businessmen for small
mistakes. This Bill reflects our hon'ble Prime Minister Modi Ji s vision of ‘Minimum
Government and Maximum Governance’.

Madam, the MSME's are the backbone of the Indian economy and contribute
significantly to the GDP. For these enterprises, to make a shift to the formal sector
and generate jobs and income, there must be effective and efficient business
regulations in place that eliminate unnecessary red-tapism.

This Bill proposes decriminalisation of 180 offences across 42 laws, governing
environment, agriculture, media, industry, trade, and publication, etc. The Bill seeks
to remove imprisonment clauses and/or fines in some provisions and convert them
into penalties in some others. Madam, the Bill also introduces compounding of
offences in some provisions, which means that the offenders can settle their cases by
paying a certain amount without going through a court trial. The Bill reduces pressure
on the justice system and helps in reducing case pendency and facilitates a more
efficient and effective justice dispensation.
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Madam, in the past eight years of the Modi Government, the Government has
repealed approximately 1,500 redundant laws, simplified approximately 39,000
compliances and decriminalised approximately 3,500 minor offences, which has been
a game-changer in improving the lives of ordinary citizens and small businessmen.
The focus of the Modi Government is on removing fear from the minds of small
businessmen. Such Acts, which decriminalise offences for minor mistakes, take fear
out of our small businessmen and traders and boost their growth. | am sure, this
legislation would serve as guiding principle for future amendments in various laws.

Madam, by bringing this Bill, the Government is bringing in the concept of
“Janvishwas™ by reposing faith in the people of the country and removing
compliances, burdens, and decriminalising very minor offences. The Government
believes that the Indians are honest and live their life and conduct their business
honestly. Therefore, the Modi Government does not want to penalise its citizens and
small and medium businessmen for small mistakes.This is as per Shri Narendra
ModiJi’s vision of ‘Minimum Government and Maximum Governance’. The mantra of
‘trust-based governance, based on ease of living and doing business’ will bring even
more prosperity to the country.

Madam, with these words, | support this Bill and thank the Chair for giving me
the opportunity to speak on this important Bill.

SHRI BHUBANESWAR KALITA (Assam): Thank you, Madam, for giving me the
opportunity. | am very happy to see a person from the sports fraternity in the Chair; |
congratulate you. | rise to support the Jan Vishwas (Amendment of Provisions) Bill,
2023. As you all know, our visionary leader, Narendra Modiji, took over in 2014. He
has one cardinal principle, which he enunciated among the people of this country,
which is, ‘Minimum Government and Maximum Governance’. But this ‘Minimum
Government and Maximum Governance’ is not just a slogan. Over the last nine
years, he has pursued, he has taken all kinds of reforms, including the judicial
reforms, social reforms and administrative reforms by which a fruitful governance has
been given to this country. In 2014, we were at the tenth position in the world ranking
of emerging economies; today, we are at fifth position in the ranking of emerging
economies; and, within next five years, under the visionary and able leadership of
Narendra Modiji, we will become one of the three emerging economies, and the most
prosperous economies of the world. Madam, under his leadership, this country has
reached to this position. Number one, if we analyse, in 2013, in terms of Ease of
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Doing Business, we ranked 132 among 185 countries. But, by 2020, we reached at
the 63 position. Yes. After that, rankings were discontinued. But, today, we may
be in one, two or third position as far as reforms are concerned. Madam, how has it
been done? It has been done by reducing the deterrents of our progress, our
blockades. How has it been done? | congratulate the Hon'ble Minister for bringing
forward this revolutionary Bill for Ease of Doing Business and taking the country
forward. The Bill proposes to amend 183 provisions in 42 Central Acts administered
by 19 Ministries and Departments. Now, these deterrents have been removed. The
main objective of the Bill is to decriminalise minor offences. This is one deterrent that
has been removed by this Bill. This Bill was needed to reduce the undue pressure on
the judicial system; to create a fair way to decide how strong the punishment should
be for wrongdoing based on how serious the offence is.The Bill also plays an
important role in the Government’s aim of achieving ‘Minimum Government,
Maximum Governance.” The key highlights of the Bill are amendment in 42 Acts.
Some key laws include the Indian Forest Act, 1927; The Air (Prevention and Control of
Pollution) Act, 1981; the Information Technology Act, 2000; the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986; the Copyright Act, 1957; the Patents Act, 1970; the Railways
Act, 1989; and the Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006. Now, how has the
decriminalization been done? The Bill decriminalizes certain offences by replacing
imprisonment with monetary penalties, instead of a fine. Offences under the
Information Technology Act, 2000, can lead to imprisonment or fine. The Bill
introduces a penalty of up to Rs.25 lakhs. Offences under the Patents Act, 1970,
involving falsely represented articles face a fine; the Bill replaces it with a penalty of up
to Rs.10 lakhs. The Bill has, rightly, incorporated the suggestions of the Committee.
As has been mentioned by some Hon'ble Members of the Joint Committee,
Committee’s suggestions have been incorporated in this Bill. So, | am not going to
repeat that. | only want to highlight one point that the fines and penalties for various
offences in the specified Act will be increased by 10 per cent of the minimum amount
every three years. The Bill also introduces compounding of offences in some
provisions. So, the offenders can settle their cases by paying a certain amount
without going through the court process. There are other provisions which can be
appreciated, like the appointment of adjudicating officers.

Now, what are the benefits of the Bill? This Bill has brought judicial reforms in a
very indirect system; like, with over 5.02 crore court cases pending in India, the
highest in the world, this Bill would help in reducing case pendency to some extent
and facilitate a more efficient and effective justice dispensation. The Bill, also being
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referred to as the 'Ease of Business Bill', will foster trust-based governance by
ensuring that citizens, businesses and the Government Departments operate without
fear of imprisonment for minor, technical or procedural defaults. It would
accelerate investment decisions due to smoother processes and attract more foreign
investment.

Madam Vice-Chairperson, there are some other suggestions on the Bill. | am
not going to repeat them, but | would very well express some of my concerns about
the Bill, which the Hon'ble Minister would enlighten us about and tell us how this Bill
would overcome these. The first issue is, omission of offences under the Act. The Bill
removes certain offences from the Act. The offences committed by officials of Post
Office like theft and fraud are being omitted. The relevance of these omissions to the
Bill's intent is unclear. | hope the Hon'ble Minister would throw some light on this.
The second and most important provision is 'privacy concern' from these omissions.
The offences related to illegal opening of postal articles are being removed by the Bill.
The postal articles are given in confidence, in trust, but if they are opened, the privacy
doesn't remain. Privacy issues could arise due to the removal of these provisions.
Personal data such as health insurance and credit card information may be
compromised. Removal of these safeguards might contradict the Right to Privacy
recognized by the Supreme Court. Existing laws like the Indian Penal Code do not
cover these violations without theft or misappropriation.
