Sir, | thought that the
House was going to be closed on 9" February because earlier the Parliament Session
was scheduled to be till 9" February. But, it was extended till 10" February. | have to
attend a marriage function in my family relation today evening. | must catch the flight.
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There is no flight available, if | miss this flight. That is why | had made this request to
the hon. Chairman.

Sir, on the White Paper issue, hon. Finance Minister is sitting here. Yesterday
what she answered in the Lok Sabha to the issues raised by our other friends on,
what they call, 'Black Paper', | heard every word.

| cannot sit in the House for four hours; you know my health condition. | sat in our
House, | heard every word of your answers on all the points. You are so strong and
your voice is so strong, you hit back all the Opposition people who tried to criticize. |
know your capacity, Madam, and | do not want to speak on the White Paper because
the White Paper is with me. | have gone through that. On Budget proposals | wanted
to speak. Unfortunately, when the Chairman called me, | was not here; | was unable
to participate.

(MR. CHAIRMAN in the Chair.)

Now, the issue which is again going to be discussed in the Lok Sabha the whole day
is the Ram Temple issue. The Prime Minister is going to answer in the evening,
according to the information | have got from the Lok Sabha. Now, | do not want to go
beyond some of the points which have been discussed here on this so-called the
Bharat Ratna issue. Sir, | became a Member of the Legislative Assembly at the age of
31. | was associated with Chaudhary Charan Singh for four years. | myself, with my
family, stayed in his house. He used to like me so much because | am a farmer. | was
unable to speak Hindi, my wife was also unable to speak Hindi, but he made me stay
in his house. | have got so much of relationship. What has happened, | know. He had
taken oath as the Prime Minister, he was not able to come to this House. When the
agenda was fixed to meet in the Lok Sabha, the previous day, it was withdrawn. It
was such a sorrowful day for me; | know Chaudhary Charan Singh. He was honest to
the core. How people tried to demolish his name, | know everything. | do not want to
go beyond that. The book he has written, referred by my young gentleman, | know. |
have gone through that book. | have got that book. | can speak volumes. He was
unable to come and sit in this House as Prime Minister. Late Sanjeeva Reddy asked
him to conduct the elections. | can speak volumes on so many issues. The progress
of this country during the period of ten years - yesterday, Madam replied sufficiently
to meet the charges made by our other colleagues on 'Black Paper'. | would leave it
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at that stage. Sir, Dr. Swaminathan — for the first time, | met him in Phillipines in
1974. | know what was Dr. Swaminathan. For about 10 months, | also took his service
on Green Revolution. On Shri P.V. Narasimha Rao, | can speak volumes. | do not
want to go beyond that. Only on the Ram Temple, | will conclude in four, five minutes.
Sir, just because | do not want to go on speaking unnecessarily, | may not be able to
speak eloquent English, that is why | have made it. Sir, | and my wife both attended
the consecration of the Lord Rama Temple in Ayodhya. It was a great moment of
personal joy and devotion for me like it was to millions of Indians. Lord Ram who has
existed in our hearts and minds is an image that our ancestors and elders have
permanently created. Lord Rama is a symbol of righteousness. He is a symbol of love
and graciousness. He is a man who followed dharma and rajadharma. He was very
accommodative and reflective. It is these values enshrined in Lord Rama that drew
Mahatma Gandhi to him. It was Gandhiji who made Lord Rama the symbol of great
virtues for our nation. It is through Lord Rama and his divine blessings that he united
this nation and laid the foundations for our harmonious future. It is through the moral
strength that Lord Rama gave that he fought the British Empire. | sincerely wish and
pray to Lord Rama whom our ancestors and elders have given us and the new Rama
Temple in Ayodhya becomes a symbol of great humanity for our nation and the world.

Sir, lastly, | congratulate the hon. Prime Minister who, when Rama statue was
being installed, for ten days, had a vrat taking only juice and water. He is such a
person who actually performed that function. | was so happy and | must be very
frank, not to please the Prime Minister, but he was so dedicated and sincere in
performing that function with pundits. | was there.

Sir, about Chaudhary Charan Singh or Shri Narasimha Rao or Dr.
Swaminathan, volumes become speech. To such people, he conferred the Bharat
Ratna. The House should enjoy it. The country should welcome it. The country is
going to welcome it. Let us not unnecessarily try to differ on it. Again we should differ
from each other on major issues taken by the Prime Minister but we should not differ
on issues like conferring Bharat Ratna to these great three leaders. Thank you. You
have given me some time. | am grateful to you.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Thank you former Prime Minister.

SHRI H.D. DEVEGOWDA: Thanks to all the Members who allowed me to speak when
you called the other Member. | am grateful to you. Thank you very much.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Shri K.C. Venugopal.
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SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL (Rajasthan): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for giving me an
opportunity to discuss about the so-called White Paper presented in this august
House.

Basically, Madam, this is not the White Paper, the White Paper which totally
hides the dark truth of your economic situation in this country. Every individual in any
way is related to economy. When we buy some commodities in the market, it is
related to our economy. When we buy a car and use petrol, it is related to the
economy. When a person takes a bank loan and pays interest to the bank, he is
related to the economy. People from every walk of life are related to the economy.
Therefore, it is very much important to discuss the economy of this country. You are
introducing a White Paper about the condition of the economy during UPA's regime
from 2004 to 2014, or from 2014 to 2024, the words used are -- | am quoting the
'objectives of the White Paper' -- "It seeks to apprise hon. Members of Parliament
and people of India of the nature and extent of the Government's economic and fiscal
crisis that was bequeathed on this Government when it assumed office in 2014."
What was the fiscal situation particularly in 20147 The GDP growth was the highest in
2014. You have said that it was very shocking for you. | don't understand that at all.
Basically, if you take the average GDP growth during the UPA era and the NDA era, it
was more than 7.6 per cent during the UPA regime, but now it is only 5 per cent.
How can it be like that? When you are producing a White Paper and talking about
your period also, two-three major issues should have been reflected in that, which is
totally missing. One is the demonetization, the so-called 'demonetization’. | searched
the White Paper thoroughly; there is not a single word about demonetization. Why is
that so? | recall the speech that the hon. Prime Minister made in Goa immediately
after demonetization. He said that all the black money of the country would be
brought out and all the fake currency that is circulating in the economic system is
going to be taken out. Why don't you talk about that statistics? How much black
money have you brought back? You said that terrorism would be wiped out. That
statistics must be presented. When you are introducing a White Paper, we need to
know those statistics. The then Prime Minister, who was in office from 2004 to 2014,
Dr. Manmohan Singh, said, "It is a legalized loot and organized plunder." That has
been proved now. He predicted then that there would be an impact of two per cent
on the GDP. That has actually happened. You could have made a mention about the
impact of demonetization in your White Paper. What is the situation of the MSME
sector now? The small and medium sector is totally destroyed now. That is why
unemployment is at its peak now, because major employment is given by the MSME
only. That sector has already vanished. Then, | also searched whether the White
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Paper gave any information about the unemployment rate. What about the situation of
unemployment? When Dr. Manmohan Singh completed eight years in April, 2012, at
that time, unemployment rate of the country was 5.6 per cent. In comparison, the
data, after completion of eight years of the Narendra Modi Government in 2022, is not
clear. We have the Right to Information Act, but no information is coming out. We
have information that in 2022, unemployment rate was 8 per cent. It was 5.6 per cent
earlier but eight per cent now. Which figure is lower, Sir? Why don't you talk about
unemployment in this country in this White Paper? The entire youth of this country is
eagerly waiting for that only. When are they going to get employment? Why is there
this situation of the youth now? There is no answer for this. If there is an answer,
there is no mention here. Then, there is no information about poverty here. When
UPA was in power, we brought 27 per cent people above the poverty line. But you
have brought 23 per cent people below poverty. Yesterday, my friend, Tiruchi Siva,

already quoted global rating in the Hunger Index. We are at the 171"

position. There is
no mention about it. When Dr. Manmohan Singh was in power, there was devaluation
of rupee, and the then Chief Minister of Gujarat himself said, "Our Rupee is on
ventilator." Yes, during Dr. Manmohan Singh's period also, there was global
economic crisis and the rupee devalued 22 per cent. Now, the devaluation is around
32 per cent. Where is the rupee now, Madam, if at that time, it was on ventilator,
where is it now? Nothing is there in the White Paper. Chaudhary Charan Singh was
the stalwart of this country. Narasimha Rao was the Prime Minister of this country. At
that time, our economy was in great danger when he took over as the Prime Minister.
He made drastic changes through Dr. Manmohan Singh who was the Finance
Minister at that time. Of course, | am elected from Alleppey where Dr. M.S.
Swaminathan is known as 'Mankombu', which is also a village in Alleppey. He was
the great warrior of this country. Since we are in a situation of food security now, we
have to remember Swaminathanj. Who gave maximum opportunity to
Swaminathan/i? Who made him the Chairman of Indian Council of Agriculture
Research? Who made him the nominated Member of this august House? He
deserves more than it. We gave him Padma Vibhushan. We are very happy if Bharat
Ratna is given to all these people. We are not against Chaudhary Charan Singh.
Who made Chaudhary Charan Singh Prime Minister”? Don't dispute it. You have
chosen him only for political purpose, but the Congress has never used his name for
political purpose. That is the only difference between us. You are using Bharat Ratna
for elections. Why didn't you give it last year? Why did you wait for ten years? Why
are you discussing it on the last day today? Our Session was concluding yesterday.
...(Interruptions )... Actually, this White Paper is the paper which is hiding the dark
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truths. | heard the hon. Prime Minister's speech in this House. He spoke for one-
and-a-half hours. Out of that one-and-a-half hour, for the maximum time, he
attacked the Congress Party. He talked about Modi's guarantee. | saw his speeches
in Kerala also where he talked about Modi's guarantee. | am very happy that you are
using the word 'guarantee’. When we used the word 'guarantee’ in Karnataka, you
people told that there is no meaning of 'guarantee' in this world. When we used the
word 'guarantee’ in Karnataka, what was the comment and reaction? Pralhad Joshiji
is here. ...(Interruptions )... Now, the 'guarantee’ is approved. Everywhere the Prime
Minister is telling 'Modi's guarantee'. ...(Interruptions)... When we are giving new
guarantee, we have to think about the guarantee which had been given by your Prime
Minister to the country -- two crore jobs per year. That guarantee was given by the
hon. Prime Minister. Ten years are over. How many jobs have you given? Another
guarantee was bringing back the black money stashed abroad within 100 days. What
happened to that? Then, it was guaranteed that Rs.15 lakh would be given to every
citizen in his bank account. What happened? It was also guaranteed that farmers'
income would be doubled. But, what has happened? Another guarantee was to
achieve the economy size of $5 trillion by 2023-24. What happened to that? Then,
100 smart cities were guaranteed by 2022. Therefore, when you are taking about the
guarantees for future, at least, do a post-mortem as to what happened to each of the
guarantees you had given to the country in the past. Nothing has happened. My point
is that the most important thing in a person's life is to be able to live happy and
healthy as long as possible. | was going through the data relating to life expectancy in
our country at present. The World Bank's data is there in this regard.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Tell me, | am keen to know. | am 70.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL: A child born when Vajpayeeji was the Prime Minister could
expect a life of 64 years. A child born when Manmohan Singhji was the Prime Minister
could expect a life of 69 years; an increase of five years in life expectancy. But, now,
what is the status? A child born when Narendra Modiji is the Prime Minister can
expect to live only for 67 years. That is two years below as compared to the life
expectancy during Manmohan Singhji's regime. There is a reason for this.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Where do you get it from?

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL: It is World Bank's data. This has happened because the
expenditure on health sector has not increased in this ten-year period. What is the
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reason? In the UPA Government, 1.7 per cent was the expenditure on Health
Department. We have the same situation today also. Even after 10 years, we are
spending 1.7 per cent only on the health sector, even after Covid happened and
maximum health issues happened in this country. Even after all these things, there
has been no increase in the health budget. That is why, the life expectancy is coming
down.

Now, | come to the education sector. In 2004, when the UPA came to power,
the expenditure on education was 2.2 per cent. But the UPA Government increased it
drastically and it was more than doubled. It was 4.6 per cent in 2014 when the UPA
left the Office. But, what has this Government done? This Government has slashed it
down to 2.9 per cent. From 4.6 per cent in 2014, it has been brought down to 2.9 per
cent now. They are talking about 'Beti Bachao, Beti Padhao'. But, what is the
situation? If we look at the female literacy rate -- you can see the statistics also --
when the UPA was in power, rate of increase in female literacy rate was 1.3 per cent.
Now, there is an increase of only 0.6 per cent in female literacy rate. They can verify
this.

When we talk about the major impact, | would like to highlight that Manmohan
Singh Government had spent 16 per cent on subsidies for the poor people. This
Government has cut down the subsidies for the poor people from 16 per cent to 9 per
cent. That is why, India had gained 9.4 percentage points in the Human Development
Index during the UPA period. Now, it has come to 0.4 per cent, which is very low. All
these things are leading to a clear fact that during the UPA period, we had done a
much better job in managing the deficits. The Modi Government boasts very much
and does a lot of PR work. Every day, they are giving huge advertisements using
public exchequer. Propaganda mechanism and decorative words are there but you
have to understand that the country's financial situation is bad due to the bad financial
management. | am talking about the situation of poor people and their living
conditions. Poor are becoming poorer and rich are becoming richer. The gap
between the poor and the rich is increasing. You are only interested in the corporate
world.

Madam, Annexure-2 boasts that India's average per capita GDP has increased
roughly from US $ 4,000 to US $6,000. Very cleverly, you have used the words,
average per capita GDP. Sir, average per capita GDP will, certainly, increase in a
developing country like India. But there is unsaid truth. Annual average per capita
GDP growth fell from 5.9 per cent during Manmohan Singh's tenure to 3.8 per cent
during Modi's tenure. In other words, the average Indian people income grew much
faster during the period when Dr. Manmohan Singh was the Prime Minister than
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during the tenure of Narendra Modi. It is a clear fact but you are hiding it. You are
using the facts only for your benefit.

Let me mention about foreign investment. There is a big boost in the foreign
investment in the White Paper but what is the real situation? The fact is that net
foreign investment was 1.2 per cent of GDP in the UPA regime while it is 0.8 per cent
of GDP in the NDA regime. During UPA's period, it was 1.2 per cent and during your
period, it is 0.8 per cent. Foreign reserves nearly tripled and exports were 17 per cent
of the GDP when UPA was in power against 14 per cent during NDA rule. Simply put,
foreign investors and consumers gushed over India's economy and products far more
during the tenure of silent and estimable Manmohan Singh ji than during the loud and
bombastic Modi ji's period. You use the decorative words but Manmohan Singh ji did
it silently. That was the golden period for private investment. It is the situation.
Manufacturers were also more confident in that period. Data shows this, Sir. Not only
private corporate houses but farmers also did not show confidence in Modi's tenure.
We are talking about big things for farmers. Growth in foodgrains production fell from
34 per cent during UPA regime to 31 per cent in your period. From 34 per cent to 31
per cent! It is not even the case that domestic stock markets loved Modi's tenure.
...(Time-bell rings.)...I am only talking about the economy; nothing else. The BSE
sensex grew 13.4 per cent annually during UPA regime versus 8.2 per cent during
NDA regime.

Sir, the job market is depressing, especially for the youth. The Centre for
Monitoring Indian Economy (CMIE) report shows that the unemployment rate in age
group 20 to 24 years, the crucial period, was 44.5 per cent. Sir, 44.5 per cent of
youth in the age group of 20 to 24 are unemployed! In the October-December, 2023
statistics, for the age group of 25-29 years, it was at 14 months high of 14.33 per
cent. Sir, this is the real situation which the country is facing today.

You have brought White Paper to abuse UPA Government. Can | ask a
question? ...(Time-bell rings.)... | am concluding, Sir. During the UPA regime from
2004 to 2014, we brought Right to Education, we brought Right to Employment, we
brought Right to Information, we brought Right to Food. Can Nirmala ji enlighten us
which is the flagship programme of the Narendra Modi Government like MNREGA in
this country, which is a game-changer? Our Prime Minister said that his can be kept
as a memory. Then he changed later. Sir, the UPA period, from 2004-2014, was
actually a game-changer. MNREGA, Right to Information, Right to Food, everything
was brought during that period. (Time-bell rings.) You want to take it as your period.
Somebody was talking about corruption. If you are very much sincere about
corruption, why are you scared of the CAG Report of your Government? That is
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revealing the clear corruption in the Government. You talk about the CAG Report of
the UPA Government and saying that our Government was corrupt. But you don’t
want to reveal the CAG Report of your Government. Therefore, this is actually not a
White Paper, but this is a Paper which is hiding the entire dark truth of this country.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Thank you.

SHRI K.C. VENUGOPAL: These people are ruining the country. Our youth are
completely disappointed. Our farmers are completely disappointed. They are
marching to Parliament every day. They are in a very distressed situation. Sir,
everybody is unhappy with this Government. They just want to divert the attention
from the situation of this country; they want to divert the attention from the
unemployment situation of this country; they want to divert the attention from the
price rise situation of this country; they want to divert the attention to some other way.
Actually, this White Paper is going to be a total defensive paper for the Government.
Thank you very much.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Now, Shri Saket Gokhale.
SHRI SAKET GOKHALE (West Bengal): Thank you very much, Sir. Today is my
maiden speech in this august House and | wish to thank my leaders, Mamata

Banerjee, Abhishek Banerjee and my party, Trinamool Congress for giving me this
opportunity.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Mr. Saket Gokhle, you have eight minutes. Is it your maiden
speech?

SHRI SAKET GOKHALE : Yes, Sir. It is my maiden speech.
MR. CHAIRMAN: We will make it ten minutes.
SHRI SAKET GOKHALE: Thank you, Sir. ..(Interruptions)..

MR. CHAIRMAN: | understand. He agrees. He is a reasonable Member. | know he is
very sharp, very intelligent. He will monetize every second of it.
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SHRI SAKET GOKHALE: Sir, | want to start with a short story today by the famous
Danish writer, Hans Christien Andersen.

(MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair.)

The story goes that there was once a very famous emperor who was extremely self-
obsessed with himself and his clothes. He had no interest in his kingdom or in the
welfare of his people. All that the emperor did every day was, sit in his wardrobe while
the Ministers around him kept telling him how beautiful his clothes were and how
great he was. One day, two cheats came to his kingdom, pretending to be tailors,
and offered to make new clothes for the emperor, because he loved new clothes.
The tailors promised to make an exquisite suit for the king with special properties.
The new suit, they said, would be the finest cloth that the emperor had ever worn.
But there was one special feature. They said that the suit was only for the great
emperor and the suit would be invisible to anybody who is a dishonest person.
Several Ministers of the emperor went to the fake tailors while they were making the
suit. The Ministers, obviously, could not see the suit. But they blamed themselves for
that because they were afraid that they might be branded dishonest if they could not
see the suit. On the day of the great procession, the emperor went on to try the new
clothes. He himself could not see those clothes but, obviously, he did not want to
claim that he was dishonest. So, he went along with it. The emperor then put on his
new suit and started a procession through the city. People across the kingdom had
heard about the emperor’'s new clothes which were so special that they would be
visible only to those who were honest. So, out of fear, the people started screaming,
“Oh, so beautiful clothes, so lovely clothes”, because nobody wanted to be seen as
dishonest or anti-national. Then, suddenly, one innocent child screamed from the
audience, “What is wrong with all of you? The emperor is naked.” This is precisely
what the claims in this White Paper on the economy are. They are the emperor’s
invisible clothes. My hon. Minister’s colleagues here will spend hours talking about
how beautiful these invisible clothes of a great emperor are. But the truth of our
economy as shown in this White Paper is that the emperor is naked. But we all have
to admit one thing. This White Paper is magical. It is magical because after reading
this White Paper, | realise that something called demonetisation never happened! |
remember, a few years ago, the Prime Minister showed upon our TV screens one fine
evening and said that in the next two-three hours, 60-70 per cent of our currency will
be demonetized. | remember what my leader, Mamata Banerjee, said at that point of
time. She is not an economist, but she is connected with the hardships of the people
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on the ground. She said that demonetization will be a disaster. And that proved to be
right. People scrambled to ATMs for cash. People queued up for hours. Hundreds of
people died. ATMs had not even been configured for the new notes. They had to
recalibrate all the ATMs in the country. That is how disastrously planned this move
was. Then the Prime Minister came up with a genius idea that | will scrap Rs.1,000
notes, but | will bring in Rs.2,000 notes. The idea was that people are stuffing money
in the mattresses, so let me demonetise Rs.1,000 notes and let me make it easier for
them by bringing Rs.2,000 notes. Only Prime Minister Modi has that kind of vision and
genius. After that, the Prime Minister went to Japan and laughingly in front of a
crowd, he said, "B ¥ TSl 8, <if U &1 &, BT-81-81!" That was the level of
cruelty and contempt shown for the poor people of India. What happened after
demonetisation? Ninety-nine per cent of the cash came back into the economy which
is the reason why they have not mentioned demonetisation in this White Paper
because they know that it was the biggest glaring failure of the Modi Government.
There is also the issue of constantly shifting goalposts. This White Paper is about
2004 to 2014. When Prime Minister Modi got elected, he said, "'| am going to give XYZ
by 2018." Then the hon. Leader of the House, Shri Piyush Goyal, would correct that
and said that this would happen by 2020. Then Prime Minister Modi said, " Two crore
jobs per year; Housing for all; and Doubling of farmers' income by 2022." Then that
deadline became 2024. But now it has become amazing. Now there are only two
things. We will talk about a White Paper from 2004 to 2014 or we will talk about 2047.
If you want something, you are not going to talk about the present. If you want
something, wait for 23 years till 2047. This is what they did with the Women's
Reservation Bill. They did not tell the women of India that until the Census and
delimitation happens, it won't be implemented and they have to wait for another nine
years. It is not going to happen today. But they are promising to the people during the
election campaign. What is amazing is this. | was watching the Mood of the Nation
Survey on TV yesterday. It said that over 70 per cent of the people surveyed are
worried about unemployment. How many times does the word "'unemployment’ figure
in this White Paper? Zero. There is no mention of 'unemployment'. This is very funny
because Prime Minister Modi had promised two crore jobs per year. He said that in
his own statement. It is on the record. What is the reality? In the last five years, 2.7
crore jobs have allegedly been created. Prime Minister Modi has met only 35 per cent
of his promised target. Therefore, 'unemployment' is not mentioned in this so-called
White Paper. Prime Minister Modi did try to cover up for it. He went to a TV channel
and said, "People selling pakodas outside the channel office, they are also
employees.” But this White Paper does not even tell us how many people have
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started selling pakodas in the last five years. That is the dismal state of unemployment
that they can't even tell us how many new pakoda sellers they have created.

Sir, price rise is hurting everybody today. What is the reality ? Increasing prices
of fuel and food items are breaking the back of the poor and the middle class. The
people of India have to use up their savings every month just to pay their bills. One
statistics or figure as of last year is that the household savings of India are the lowest
that they have been in the last fifty years. Then comes my favourite part. Prime
Minister Modi said in 2015 that black money will be brought back from foreign
countries which will be equivalent to 15 lakh rupees in everybody's bank account.
Then later Mr. Amit Shah came and taught us a new word that it is just an election
Jumla. So a new word was added to our dictionary that this was a jumla. Prime
Minister Modi also claimed categorically that black money brought from foreign
countries would be distributed to the salaried class and those who honestly pay
taxes. | want to ask through you, Sir, to the citizens of India how many honest
taxpaying citizens have got even one rupee of that black money in their accounts in
the last ten years. In fact, Rs.10.57 lakh crore have been waived. A big chunk of these
loans belonged to fraud businessmen, who were once very happy with Prime Minister
Modi. These frauds took up loans, defaulted and left the country. What is more
shocking is that Central agencies like the CBI and the ED have not been able to bring
either these people back or these funds. But these agencies are busy going after
opposition leaders. Ninety-five per cent of the cases against politicians by the ED are
against opposition politicians. That leaves 5 per cent. You know who these five per
cent are. They are the ones who went into the BJP's washing machine and all the
cases against them have stopped. There is not a single BJP leader being investigated
for corruption. Sir, | would now conclude. Since this Government has brought out a
White Paper on the Indian Economy, through you, | have a few suggestions for the
Government. How about a White Paper on women safety? The cover can be
decorated with the photo of a famous non-wrestling Lok Sabha Member from their
Party. How about a White Paper on the cases of rising hate speech and communal
attacks on minorities? This White Paper can also have a cover with a photo of one of
their Lok Sabha Members. How about a White Paper on the destruction of Parliament
and compromising on its security? Here, you have two options. We can have the
White Paper with a picture of 146 respected Members who dared to question the
Home Minister or we can have one of their Lok Sabha Member who has a habit of
inviting everybody, all and sundry, to the Parliament.
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On behalf of my Party, Trinamool Congress, we reject this White Paper, which
not only insults the collective intelligence of Parliament but also seeks to the people of
India. | have about a minute left in the allotted time for my maiden speech. | am also
aware that since it is my maiden speech, the House gracefully indulges in and allows
me to speak. But 'no’, Sir; as a proud and self-respecting Member from a proud and
self-respecting party of a proud and self-respecting leader, | refuse to further
participate in this charade and indulge in the ™ of this Government. With the promise
that the people of India will give BJP the befitting answer to the ™ in this White Paper
and to the Modi Government in the upcoming elections, | and my Party, the Trinamool
Congress, will now walk out of the House in protest. Thank you, Sir.

(At this stage, some hon. Members left the Chamber.)

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Dr. Amar Patnaik; six minutes. ...(/nterrupt/ons)...
After Dr. Amar Patnaik. ...(Interruptions)... | have the list; it has been mentioned
here. ...(Interruptions)... Tiruchiji, | am following the list. Now, Dr. Amar Patnaik.

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Sir, the White Paper on the Indian Economy, which
was laid on the Table of the Rajya Sabha yesterday, on the 8" of February, 2024, lays
out various macroeconomic fundamentals based on which India will sustain its current
economic growth and lead towards a five trillion dollar economy, then a seven trillion
dollar economy and would soon become the third largest economy in the world.

Sir, the fundamentals are very strong, as is evident from the fact that the deficit
has been consolidating; the trajectory of a glide path is welcome; tax collections are
much higher than previous years; gross tax revenues as a percentage of nominal GDP
has been improving; direct and indirect tax collections have been increasing, resulting
in a decline in fiscal deficit; and the focus on CAPEX leading to crowding in private
investment is also taking place. While all these are matters for which we should be
proud of, be confident that the economy is in safe hands and doing well, the
important thing to realize is that Viksit Bharat will depend on Viksit States. The States
will also have to be improved. | am happy to note that in the Budget Speech, the hon.
Finance Minister had said that the emphasis would be on the Eastern part of India, the
Eastern States. Like the aspirational districts programme or now the aspirational
blocks programme, these States are aspirational States. These are the States which

are going to be the powerhouse or powerful economically for the country if they are
nurtured properly. In this connection, | would like to say that taking this particular line
of thinking forward, it would be a great idea, which has been a persistent demand of
our hon. Chief Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik, to look at Odisha differently from other
States considering the scourge of natural disasters that it has faced not just in one or
two decades but consistently for the last 70-80 years, resulting in a colossal loss to
the fixed infrastructure as well as to the livelihoods of the people. And, therefore, the
demand for a special focus State, either by terminology or by changing the sharing
pattern from 60:40 or 75:25 to 90:10, could be considered by the Central Government
now that the economy is doing well.

Another aspect is increasing the share of Divisible Pool to the States. If we look
at the actual transfer that is taking place, it is in the region of 30 per cent to 31 per
cent. So, if it can be increased because of the way economy is performing, | think, it
would be a great boon particularly to the States like Odisha which needs this money.

There has also been a demand of Odisha, of our hon. Chief Minister, that cess
and surcharge which currently is levied, collected, accounted for by the Central
Government by law, by provision in the Constitution; | know hon. Finance Minister
has several times explained this that this money ultimately goes back to the States
through various schemes. However, if it could actually be shared with the States,
then the States would have the liberty of knowing exactly where to spend and how
much; and they would be in a better position to manage their social sector
expenditure. If cess and surcharge were not a part of the gross Divisible Pool, the
States would have got Rs.7,32,141.91 crores and Odisha would have got Rs.33,151
crores extra. We are the second-largest producer of coal. Coal is exported from our
State but we don't get any portion of the cess that is collected towards revamping the
environment that is destroyed because of this extraction. So, we had demanded that
if some portion, at least, 60 per cent of the cess in some form could actually be
coming to the States, then it would be helpful for us to do environmental protection
work around these extractions. We have been also demanding adequate funds for the
management of disasters and building disaster resilient power and road
infrastructure. Considering the fact that national disasters are a permanent
phenomenon in Odisha, our CM has been demanding that if this could be resolved
through a one-time grant from the Central Government, then the problem could
probably be mitigated to a large extent instead of spending every year.

Sir, we have also been saying that as far as farmers are concerned, there is a
need to improve the way the Fasal Bima Yojana is performing in the State by giving
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some amount of leeway to the State Governments or by improving performance of
claim settlement by the organizations. ..(7Time-bell rings.)...

As far as National Highways are concerned, between 2014-2023, the total
length of National Highways in Odisha has only increased by 1,347 kilometres which is
just 30 per cent increase while in some other States, the increase has been 80 per
cent to 100 per cent. Similar is the position with tele-density and internet density
about which he has spoken. ...(Time-bell rings.)...

Lastly, what | would like to state about the White Paper is that while we are
happy about the fact that the economy is on a right path, on a growth path, on a
correct consolidation path, there is a need to look at the States, devolve more funds
to the States and spend more money on their social as well as physical infrastructure
development. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you Dr. Amar Patnaik. Mananiye Sadasyagan, Dr.
John Brittas has some urgent work and he has to go. Do | have the consent to allow
him before Tiruchi Sivayi? ...(Interruptions)... Please, you have three minutes.

DR. JOHN BRITTAS (Kerala): Thank you, Sir. Sir, this is not a White Paper, this is
an election paper. Selective amnesia and cherry picking! The Finance Minister has
said that 2004 - 2009 was a good period but she gives the credit to the previous
Government. Strange enough! Is it not a fact that the Left was supporting the UPA-|
which made important decisions and drastic changes like education be made a
fundamental right, Right to Information, employment being made a right through
MGNREGA and Right to Food Security. The other day, Prime Minister was praising
Dr. Manmohan Singh who he ridiculed earlier by calling him "maun-mohan." Now,
Sir, the following day, the Finance Ministry is slapping a black paper on Dr.
Manmohan Singh. | won't be surprised if tomorrow, this Government would be giving
a Bharat Ratna to Dr. Manmohan Singh saying that he was denied Bharat Ratna by
Sonia Gandhi. This can happen also. The other day, the Finance Minister spoke
about her abundance to Kerala. There were partial truths to confuse the people. On
one account, she says that crisis being faced by Kerala, getting its shares reduced
from 3.8 per cent to 1.92 per cent was on account of the Finance Commission. On
the same breath, she says that she provided so much of revenue deficit grant. Was it
not the Finance Commission's grant? The Eighth Finance Commission made the 1971
Census population figures as the basis. But, this Government insisted to make 2011
Census as the basis for the Fifteenth Finance Commission.
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THE MINISTER OF FINANCE; AND THE MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS
(SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN): Sir, | would like to say.

DR. JOHN BRITTAS: Sir, this time should be given to me. This time should be given
to me.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: | will give.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: On the condition that he has been invited to
speak out of turn because you are going away, you won't be here to listen to my
reply, | would like to say, now, Sir, that many of the things that he is saying are
sprucing up his speech but words which | have not used. So, | will still take the liberty
to say in my reply when hon. Member will not be here but | am sorry, he is taking
liberties with my words.

DR. JOHN BRITTAS: Sir,...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You will have it. Please.

DR. JOHN BRITTAS: You should give me forty seconds which she has taken.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please.

DR. JOHN BRITTAS: See, she can make a reply and | will go through the records and
see that.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: You may not be here.

DR. JOHN BRITTAS: Madam, | will see the video. ...(Interruptions)... She harps on
co-operative federalism. In 2010-11, it was 8.5 per cent which was mopped up
through surcharges and duties. Now, it has reached 28 per cent and this tantamounts
to the fact that Kerala has lost, at least, Rs. 20,000 crores at the effective devolution
to the States instead of 41 per cent recommended by the Finance Commission, it is
merely 30 per cent. She can challenge me, if | am wrong on that. Our own revenue
expenditure is /8.7 per cent whereas it is 54 per cent in U.P. and in Madhya Pradesh
(M.P.), it is 51 per cent. You want to spend ten per cent, fifteen per cent and twenty
per cent on Centrally-sponsored schemes. You want to have branding even for selfie
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corners, even for putting up Modiji's photographs. Sir, what is happening in this
country? | mean, can you turn the State schemes to be a propaganda mission for the
BJP Government here? And, even for ration shop slips, you want lotus there.
Parallelly, instead of supporting the PDS, they are distributing Bharat Aata, Bharat
dal, everything, by-passing the State, even then, they claim that they are on the path
of co-operative federalism. | salute those great souls who have been bestowed with
Bharat Ratna. ...(Time-bell rings.)... Sir, one minute.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Conclude now.

DR. JOHN BRITTAS: | salute them. When they are pelting, | would say, bullets on the
Kisans, they will talk in terms of Bharat Ratna to a kisan putra. Sir, protesting against
the discrimination shown to Kerala, we are walking out and we are also not party to
any move to communalize the political situation. Thank you, Sir.

(At this stage, some hon. Members left the Chamber.)
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mananiya Shri Tiruchi Siva.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, this Government, at
the end of this term, is extending the House for a day and at the expense of the tax
payers' money and is making use of this forum for election propaganda. This is a very
important debate and we all wished it to be because the White Paper has brought out
the ten years, they say as their achievements and setbacks of the UPA Government.
But, actually, it is not so. If we have to explain, we need adequate time, whereas
everything is the prerogative of the Government. You extend the House for a day--
yes you are boss--and you fix the time and you take more time but you do not even
give the time. | would like to say that after the 2024 elections, when the '.N.D.I.A."
alliance wins and takes over the power, we will bring out a White Paper on this
Government and we will give them adequate time, not strangling their voice. Sir, the
Opposition's voice should not be strangled. The TV does not focus on us, we are not
given the mike, we are not given time, but we have to let out our voice. What for we
have come here? We are representing the people from various regions of this
country. So, we have to express something means we need time, at least, to speak
out. So, the ruling party and opposition parties have to be treated equally, whereas it
is not so; that is different. First of all, whether this Government has got the credibility
to bring a White Paper pointing fingers at the earlier Government, the UPA! Everyone
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knows and the Finance Minister knows very well that when you point a finger at
another, don't forget three fingers pointing towards you. You say that the UPA
Government has failed in many aspects. Sir, | would like to say only one thing. Our
founder leader, Anna, who made an indelible mark in the Second Chamber of the
Parliament, that is, in this august House and later became the Chief Minister of Tamil
Nadu, during his tenure, there was a student agitation. The student agitation
mounted much and the police came and said that they are not able to control them
and they need shooting order. The Chief Minister refused. They said, "Sir, they are
going to the railway station to set fire on the railway compartments which will cause
great damage." But Anna, the Chief Minister said, "Don't do that. If they burn a rall
compartment, | can build another rail compartment. But if you shoot a student, |
cannot bring back his life to his parents." That is the real gesture and responsibility of
a leader. Sir, this Government has brought a White Paper, let them say. The hasty
farm laws which were enacted in this Parliament, when the House was not in order,
were later revoked because of not having applied their mind; they took away 700 lives
of the farmers only during that agitation. Because of those farm Bills, many were
agitated and 700 farmers died, and the responsibility, rather, the credit goes to this
Government. Hundreds of people died before the banks when they stood in the lines
to change their currency notes when the demonetisation came, and the credit goes to
this Government. Hundreds of migrant workers were strangled because of just four-
hour notice when the first lockdown was announced. They were stranded along and
hundreds of migrant workers died, and the credit goes to this Government.

Sir, | want to stick to only two points. Number one is agriculture because |
have started with agriculture. What happens is that the insurance companies under
the PM Fasal Bima Yojana have made a profit of Rs.40,000 crores, while according to
the National Crime Records Bureau, in 2022, India saw 11,290 suicides in the farming
sector. Out of these victims in 2022, about 5,207 were farmers and 6,083 were
agricultural labours. Take for example, the GST. The Budget support for agriculture is
coming down for the past two years. The GST on agriculture items and equipment is
12 per cent; on tyres, other parts, tractors, machines for processing and milling
cereals is about 18 per cent; on fertilizers, it is 5 per cent; on pesticides, it is 15 per
cent. The fertilizer subsidy has been reduced by 13 per cent. The spending on
agriculture is only 2.67 per cent. So, this Government is not taking care of the
agriculture. India is basically an agricultural country. | think it is the right time, | should
say, that the GFC (Global Financial Crisis), which the White Paper has itself told
about, when the whole European countries, when America was just 0.8 per cent in
GDP; the U.K., at 1.7 per cent; Germany was one per cent; Japan, 1.5 per cent;
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France, 1.4 per cent; Canada, 1.9 per cent; India was at 8 per cent during the UPA-I.
During the UPA-I, the GDP was 8 per cent. When the economic recession took away
the whole of the Western countries, India withstood only because of the agriculture
sector, because of the public sector undertakings, because of the MSMEs. All these
sectors are being suppressed nowadays.

Sir, PSUs are being disinvested, which are all profit making. MSME which contribute
29 per cent to the GDP provides 10 crore employment and 45 per cent export is being
not taken care of. Sir, | will just take one minute. | would like to add one more thing.
On unemployment, everyone told that this Government, which is in power now,
during the elections, assured everyone that every year, two crore employment will be
generated and given, but it was not given whereas unemployment in 2012 was one
crore, and now it is four crores. It has increased whereas instead of giving
employment, unemployment has soared up. During the UPA, 75 lakh non-farm jobs
every year were created. ...(Time-bell rings.)... In this Government, only 29 lakh
non-farm jobs every year. Sir, one in every three persons is running for a job
unsuccessfully. Two unemployed persons commit suicide every year. And, very
importantly, Sir, 9,75,000 posts are vacant in the Central Government offices and 30
lakh positions was estimated... ... (Time-bell rings.)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Sir, | will take one more minute. That is why | said it is very
important, again.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have already taken one minute.
SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Time again strangles our throat, Sir. What | am trying...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Tiruchi Siva, let me intervene. You are a very senior
Member. You know that this discussion is for two-and-a-half hours.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Sir, why should we take it in a Short Duration Discussion?
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Short Duration Discussion is for two-and-a-hour hours.
Please finish. You know the timing rules.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Give us more time and discuss. If at all they are very clear about
themselves, they should give time to us and listen.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Up to 30 lakhs positions are estimated to exist in Government
positions across India, not filled up. These are the situations in the country. Sir, in the
Indian Railways, staff strength have fallen from 17 lakh to 11 lakh employees in 2023.
The number of vacancies in PSU's workers have fallen from 17.3 lakhs to 14.6 lakhs.
Contract workers without job security has almost doubled from 17 per cent to 36 per
cent.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Sir, this is the situation. Unemployment is soaring up. In
agriculture sector, the farmers are committing suicide.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Sir, | will conclude. The Tamil Nadu Government which has been
affected by very severe flood in December, 2023 have sought for relief fund. The Chief
Minister met the Prime Minister. Despite that the delegation of Members of Parliament
met the Home Minister, despite that Shri Raj Nath Singh, Defence Minister visited us,
despite that, we are pleading. Nothing has been given.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Now, Dr. Ashok Kumar Mittal.
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The Government is very clear on the While Paper. It says that you may not be
doing, but everybody else is doing well. Basically the White Paper is just a celebration
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of the Government record, but the notable promises made during the past few years
like the Ujjwala Yojana, double income of the farmers, have been left on the wayside
and now it has been replaced by another narrative, Viksit Bharat.

First of all, | want to know about the unity and sovereignty of the country with
respect to the White Paper. One retired Member of the ruling party of this House has
been saying that 4,000 kilometres of our land is in Chinese hands. | get perplexed and
confused when the Government says that nothing is in their hands. Then why can't
the Government come with a white paper of these 18-20 rounds of discussion that our
Generals are having with the Chinese side? Why is the Government suppressing it?
For example, in 2017-18, the consumption survey was scuttled midway because the
rural consumption was falling very badly. | would request the hon. Finance Minister,
that from 2004 till now, can we get a data regarding the Finance Commission, that in
each of the years how many regular taxes were converted into cess? Though the
Finance Minister did answer my question in her reply to the Budget Speech, this
percentage was not elaborated. Private investment is hardly there and hence we are
not getting foreign investment because the foreign investor first sees how much are
the Indian companies investing and the Government is also going in the South Korean
model, that let us make some corporates very big. That is wonderful, | would say, but
the difference between the South Korean corporates and the Indian corporates is that
they innovate new products and make mass production and make the company big
financially. Here, the big corporates only feel that by adding assets, they are
becoming big. As in the rural market, there is no mass scale demand because the
purchasing power is almost nil. So, there should be efforts in the capital investment;
the Government says that it has increased five times in the last few years, but it is
mainly in the infrastructure sector. | would be happy if the capital expenditure is more
in education, sanitation, health, where actual jobs can be created. "The Government
has made many airports. That is wonderful. Ayodhya is an exception because
Ayodhya airport will, definitely, bring a lot of jobs and other things because Ayodhya
has become a religious tourism place. The other airports, of course, are needed, but
that will not add to any employment. If we see the number of unpaid workers, it has
reached to almost 95 million. (7ime-bell rings.) One minute, Sir. As per the
International Labour Organisation, work means whoever is getting paid. Just because
the whole family is working in the land, so, basically, they are all unpaid workers. So,
we have not created jobs.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude. We have more speakers.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Dr. M. Thambidurai. You have three minutes.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, on behalf of
AIADMK and my party leader, Shri Edappadi Palaniswami, | rise to participate in the
discussion on the White Paper on the Indian Economy presented by the hon. Finance
Minister to this House on 8" February, 2024.

Sir, in Para 2, hon. Minister specifically mentioned that 15 major scams took
place during that period. | would like to state here that during the entire period of the
UPA, from 2004 to 2014, the DMK was part of the Government. And, whatever
corruption took place during that period, DMK was also a party to everything. Sir,
Part-2 of the White Paper exclusively deals with corruption made by the then
Government. So, let me narrate how DMK was party to those corruptions. There is a
mention about the 2G scam in which the then Union DMK Minister went to jail. There
was a loss of about Rs. 1.76 lakh crores to the Government. Along with the former
DMK Minister, the daughter of former Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu and sister of the
present Chief Minister also went to jail. Presently, the case is in the appellate court.
They are saying that they went to the court and the stay is there. Noj; the stay is not
there. An appeal has been made. The signing Judge clearly said that there was a
serious crime but because the CBI did not cooperate, he made that kind of
observation. But the CBI has gone in appeal. Therefore, the present case is there.

The Minister also mentioned about the Aircel-Maxis case in which former
Finance Minister was sent to jail and his MP-son is also facing serious charges. This
case is also under trial now. The former Union Minister, now a Lok Sabha Member,
grand nephew of the former DMK Chief Minister, abused his official position as the
then Minister of Communications and Information Technology in the UPA-1
Government and got private telephone exchanges installed at his residences, which
were used for business transactions of the Sun Network, owned by his brother
Kalanithi Maran. The present DMK Government in Tamil Nadu is also full of
corruption. The former DMK Higher Education Minister, one of the DMK Ministers in
the present Cabinet, and his wife were convicted recently under the PMLA. The case
is pending. One DMK Minister, without portfolio, who is also in prison, is facing
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charges under the PMLA. The Tamil Nadu Chief Minister will not ask for his
resignation. This is a wonderful thing going on in Tamil Nadu! Sir, there is another
interesting thing. The former Finance Minister, Madam knows very well, and also a
Minister presently, has said that the present Chief Minister and his family together
made more than Rs. 30,000 crores, just in a year! (Time-bell rings.) This has to be
seriously taken up. | am just concluding, Sir. When Edappadi Palaniswami raised the
issue, the former Minister and also a Lok Sabha Member presently, made derogatory
remarks about Edappadi Palaniswami’s mother. This is a very serious thing. The hon.
Finance Minister knows very well how the DMK Government is indulged in a lot of
corrupt practices. Let them talk or not, but whatever is mentioned in the White Paper,
it is correctly mentioned as to what the UPA Government did. Thank you very much,
Sir.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Dr. Keshava, let me indicate to you, when Narasimha Raoji was the
hon. Prime Minister, | got a call one day...

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: Sir, | want to....
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MR. CHAIRMAN: Dr. Thambidurai, please sit down. | got a call from the PMO. | used
to make an effort to meet him frequently, but it used to fructify every 3-4 months.
Then he said, "You are a senior advocate. | want to associate you in my legal cell.’
He was the President of the Congress Party also. | said, 'Hon. Prime Minister, any
assignment is good enough.' | was part of the Congress Party. He made me in-
charge of the legal cell. There were a number of occasions and you would recollect
that when | got the message from the tweet of the hon. Prime Minister about the three
of them, | reacted and indicated this, 'l am so glad that you have spoken about it and
these are celebratory moments when the entire House must speak in one voice.'

DR. K. KESHAVA RAQO: Sir, | was the Chairman of the Shri P. V. Narasimha Rao
Centenary Celebrations Committee. That is why | wanted to go on record.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Mr. Chairman, Sir, thank you very much. We
have had a Short Duration Discussion, but | think quite a lot of Members, many of
them, have given us their valuable inputs on what they think of the White Paper and
its contents. Sir, giving a very brief introduction to my speech, to my reply, not really
getting into too much of a detail which is there in the White Paper itself because it is
laid in both the Houses and | have given a fairly elaborate reply in the Lok Sabha and
also fairly elaborate opening statement there, | would still get into some details but not
too many. | understand the delay or the time that we need to conserve because we
have one more discussion to take place. Sir, there is a need for me to just explain the
economy in 2014, which we inherited, for a moment. It may suit the Members of the
Opposition, at least some parties, particularly the Congress, to say that 'we had left
the economy in prime shape, our growth rate was this per capita' and | can always
have several Members from our side who speak. After all you inherited a good
economy from Atal Behari Vajpayeeji's time and maybe in your first five years, you
tried benefiting the people with that good economy, but subsequently and
unfortunately, after the global financial crisis it was thorough mismanagement. All this
can be said. Both sides can argue over them, but the fact is, these are already well
analysed, well written about and they are out there in the public. It is not just for me to
say it. We certainly say it because when we got the economy in 2014, when we
inherited the economy and soon after that, a year later probably, hon. Prime Minister
himself went public to say, it may not be the best time for me to get this out, he didn't
at that time think whether he is going to come up with something later, but clearly the
intention of why a white paper was not brought out was clearly stated by the Prime
Minister himself. It would have certainly damaged the confidence the Indian citizens
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had in our own country, in its institutions, in the strength of its economy, in the
strength of the institutions which have to serve the economy and so on. So, he didn't
want to shatter the confidence of the people. After all, they blessed him to come and
serve the country. We all saw him evocatively bowing his head at the entrance of the
Parliament saying he had come here as a servant of the people. '| have come here to
serve the country.' There is no good crying afterwards saying, 'Oh, the economy is
really bad. | have come here, but | am sorry..." That wouldn't have been in the spirit
of the things. So, he very clearly said, '| am sorry, there is a lot of suggestion, but |
am not doing it in the national interest because if | put it all threadbare, it will affect the
confidence of the institutions, the investors and the people at large. So, that has been
explained. Why now? It is because, as | said earlier, ten years of toiling to get
economy back on its rail. Again, | will bring in this parallel. We have operated, in the
last ten years, on two rails — rail which moves from one destination to another — one
to correct the economy, remove the malpractices which had happened earlier,
remove all those instruments which can be used as a weapon for ransacking. So,
clear those archaic laws and rules, make Ease of Doing Business a primary concern
and so on and so forth and looking at them equally. Sir, futuristic reforms were so
important. | am sure, with all the respect that all of us have voiced — | was glad to
hear — across the party lines, we have had such a wonderful farewell given to Dr.
Manmohan Singh. | will join in it. But, equally, it is important, whether it is post-1991,
or, ten years after 2004, the promised reforms of the 1991 itself were not complete at
that time. Subsequently, when there was an opportunity again between 2004 and
2014, there were no reforms! It is one thing to continuously tell us ‘What have you
done? What have you done?’ The two-track approach required for train to go
forward — one is to remove malpractices and its impact on the economy and
secondly not only carry forward those pending reforms waiting from 1991 but also
even further to take the economy forward. So, that is the track we have laid for
ourselves. And, there it goes, we have breached a stage where the economy can
now say that we have reached the fifth position and we will reach third in the coming
years. That is where | wanted to compare it. There is a proverb in Tamil. And, | am
sure, every one of our language is rich in metaphors, idioms, rich in the local context
and so on. There is a proverb in Tamil,  "Like a cloth on thorny bushes". There is a
bunch of thorny bushes and, in that, a sari or cloth falls, how would you extricate that
cloth from it”? You will have to remove it from every thorn which pricks on the cloth.
Then, to remove cloth without any damage, how much delicate and literally toil it

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will be, so that cloth comes out clean, cloth comes out without getting torn and then
put it on even clean. The economy was like a piece of cloth on a thorny bush. The
bush was full of all those malpractices which have torn the economy. That is exactly
how the economy was and there is no exaggeration. This is very evocative example or
idiom | am using. But, actually, that was it. And, that is what we inherited.
Otherwise, why would | say, "Like the cloth on thorny bushes'! What was the
idiom/phrase the whole world was using for us? It was ‘Fragile Five.” That is not what
| am calling it. The world called you like that in 2014. The world called all of us. You
were in an economy which was fragile! If you are fragile, what is the level of fragility ?
From the bottom, you are within the first five ! If that is the TITd of the economy that
the Prime Minister Modi and this Government inherited, and if we sit watching and
wondering how to sort it out, what would have happened? Sir, straightaway we got
into action. That is why the first Cabinet decision in 2014 was to form SIT to remove
black-money and second was to form the Expenditure Reforms Commission under
Dr. Bimal Jalan, so that all the profligate expenditure of the earlier Government could
be rationalized, more systematic and answerable methods of doing governance put in
place. Those were the first two decisions of this Government, clearly stating the intent
with which we were getting on the job of cleaning economy and giving it a new lease
of life. And, as a result, today, | am happy to say that we have reached where we
have reached. At this stage, as an elected Government, we have every duty to inform
the people of this country, to these two august Houses— Lok Sabha and the Rajya
Sabha— where people’s representatives are seated, so that they know the true
picture of what it was then and what it is now and what effort it took for us to restore
it. | would repeat that mind picture about our economy, 'a cloth on thorny bushes',
and the way in which it had to be delicately removed from those thorny bushes, do
legislation, do correction in the rules, also make sure that you are giving enough
incentive where it has to go in the right place, savings by using technology; not one
thing and not at one level, but across the board and at various levels, the economy
had to be restored. So, today, when we are bringing a White Paper, it is because, as
| said, we have brought the economy to a certain level and that level gives us a
confidence that we are now not able to say within the next few years -- that is why
the hon. Prime Minister keep saying -- but in our third term, surely, the economy will
reach the third rank. And, this is not without a reason. And, above all, once again,
why now? There should be a record for posterity so that we know what happens
when the intent is not good and the transparency is not available in governance; what
can happen to economy, and which should never be repeated. We need to have
governance clean; we need to have governance that is accountable; and, not have
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governance which is through extra constitutional bodies.

Sir, in the Lok Sabha, | had spent some time, explaining through various items
-- which are parts of the White Paper, coal scam, how the banks went into a big
mess and how that was brought back -- to explain all these things. | do not want to
spend too much time going into one more or third more or fourth more in the list of
items which we have mentioned in the White Paper. But, | am talking about the overall
project implementation and the speed with which the schemes were implemented.
And, that itself is one classic examples how everybody was going about their own in
the Government and hon. Dr. Manmohan Singh was not able to get them all together
to give that collective synergy. As a result, projects were delayed and were running
into excess cost. And, despite already given that extra cost, the projects were still not
getting completed. Our hon. Member from Assam spoke about how Bogibeel Bridge
was sanctioned in 1997, if | know right, the hon. Member may correct me, and it took
all these years to get completed. ...(/nterrupt/ons)... Yeah; yeah, | am conscious of
that. | am conscious of that. For ten full years after that, you could not correct it.
Now, don’t point finger at Vajpayeeji. We have corrected it now. The Vajpayee
Government could not do, you could have done that. It’s alright to go on interrupting
to satisfy your bosses. But, do have the patience to listen. ...(Interruptions)... Yeah;
yeah, there will be some people reporting to your bosses. Right? You can correct me
for every factual thing, which | am not saying right. But, don’t go on weakening a
person standing here, dare the guts out to speak to you, after you have been patiently
heard out. ...(Interruptions)...

Aadhaar, Direct Benefit Transfer, Jan Aushadhi Kendra — they say all these are
theirs, acknowledge them, they were the one to bring them in, and so on. Let me
highlight just the Jan Aushadhi Kendra. Middle class, the poor, all of them benefit
when the medicines are available for lesser price. Branded medicines have become
so expensive that they can’t afford that. The Jan Aushadhi Kendras were started in
2008. Who denies it? It’s theirs. But, where was it. In 2008, they started; in 2014, only
80 Jan Aushadhi Kendras were established at that time, which is six years after it was
launched. 80 centres only! They go on talking, Right to Food we established, we
gave the Right to Information. Arey, Right for Medicine you also brought na. Why only
80 in six years? | just want to contrast this with what hon. Prime Minister Modi has
done. Sir, the number of Jan Aushadhi Kendras reached 10,000 in December, 2023.
And, common citizens are benefitting out of medicines which are available at
affordable prices. More than 1,800 medicines are available in these Kendras and that
is helping the poor and the middle class to obtain medicines at affordable prices. Sir,
the Bogibeel bridge got completed in time; the hon. MP, Pabitra was speaking about
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it. In all our Independent India’s history, a second railway station in the North East
happens when Prime Minister Modi comes in. After the first one, you forgot the North
East. At least, you remember that Dr. Manmohan Singh himself was from Assam.

TET 8, AN TR HTH Ht BT ARy, ST A1 fret-Sfel o3 T8+ Y A1y
IR HH W HRAT eyl I8 ar sl g3l Sir, with regard to programme
implementation, | would like to state here that the PM Modi personally monitors

programmes and their progress through the video conference that he holds with the
District level officers. They state how much progress is happening. If it is not
happening, then, a Minister goes there and also follows it up. Up to 43 edition of
PRAGATI, 348 pending projects whose total cost is Rs.17.36 lakh crores have been
reviewed; progress is happening; quickly, they are all coming to a conclusion. This
kind of an effort never happened earlier. The biggest problem is this. A person who is
so closely associated with infrastructure development openly said and | quote him:
"The biggest problem of stalled projects appeared in the last two, three years of the
UPA Government." This is a statement which reveals as to when it started showing
up their inefficiency, lack of decision-making. In this period, infrastructure projects
worth Rs.18 lakh crores were stalled. Whether it was through Ministry of Environment
at that time or any other Ministry at that time, projects were stopped. So, this is about
projects. The other one big example is the Eastern and Western Peripheral
Expressway, which was again approved in 2006 and they had more than six years to
complete it. It was never got done. And, it was in 2018 after the Prime Minister Modi
comes in, that Expressways were completed. Project completion had come to a
complete halt.

Sir, about inflation, repeatedly, there are figures thrown at us, inflation is this,
inflation is that. | just want to highlight because Vajpayeeji’s Government is also often
mentioned; oh, Vajpayee was also there, that Government did not do anything. | want
to tell you, Sir, inflation in the last year of Atal Bihari Vajpayeeji’'s Government, the
NDA Government, was below four per cent. | am not very good in Hindi but | am
tempted to use one saying. IS T TMER HRAT.., am | right? %, TS CARICRECEGIR

targeted, reckless fiscal policy, ill-targeted subsidies, wasteful expenditure — all done
for political gains. At the end of the day, they also had their turn of inflation. Targeting
inflation is just not trying to contain inflation but supply-side measures also should be
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done simultaneously so that lack of enough supplies will jack up price. You should
contain that also. Now, we have a Group of Ministers which is monitoring every week
what is the supply of tur dal, how much of pototoes are in the market. If the onions
will have to be imported, we will import it. So, inflation-management also involves
supply-side management. They had suffered from twin deficits. In 2013, 4.9 per cent
was the fiscal deficit and 4.8 per cent was the current account deficit. So, they
continuously lived with this. The priority was not that. And | am not saying all this. The
most respected Dr. Manmohan Singh, in 2013, in AICC Session in Jaipur said,
“Handling inflation is a shortcoming of the UPA Government.” Dr. Manmohan Singh,
not anywhere else, in AICC Session, not anywhere in some corner of the country, in
Jaipur, says, “Handling inflation is a shortcoming of the UPA Governemnt.” 3?1%5 dig

poor people had to face, please introspect before you accuse us.

Sir, what are we doing to contain inflation? We are strengthening buffer stock,
making sure that key food items are kept in the buffer and released to the market
every now and then, open market operations, easing out on imports whether of
pulses or edible oil. Somebody did refer to Bharat Aata, Bharat Dal. Yes, we had to
make sure that we purchased it wholesale, pack them in containers or bags which are
saleable in Mother Dairy or NAFED or some Markfed kind of institutions. Therefore,
when we did this, Bharat Atta at 27.50 rupees per kg, we have already sold 2.37 lakh
metric tones as of 28" January, 2024, which means, the subsidized, easily-available
Atta now is available for the common man in different places, and they noticed it and
they bought and benefited from it. We have taken measures, and, as a result,
subsidized Bharat Dal at 60 rupees per kg bag and 55 rupees per kg if it is 30-kg bag,
2.97 lakh metric tones, as of 31*" January, has already been sold, meaning, poor
people have already taken it from these various outlets. Onions are available at 25
rupees per kg, and, for that, 3.96 lakh metric tones have been already sold by 3
February, 2024. Only recently, we have started Bharat Rice, being sold at 29 rupees
per kg. So, | think, even in the Question Hour, Sir, | have gone into detail about how
inflation is being managed. | don’t want to elaborate on it. Much has been said also in
the White Paper.

Sir, there is just one more thing. Very senior Member, respected Shri K.C.
Venugopal, raised a lot of issues. | just want to highlight some information, which
some other people also talked about - Government jobs. | want to highlight that. The
unemployment rate for Graduates has declined from 17.2 per cent in 2017-18 to 13.4
per cent in 2022-23. Overall unemployment rates, including everybody, declined from
5.8 per cent in 2018-19 to 3.2 per cent in 2022-23. So, it is coming down. The PLI
Scheme also withessed over Rs. 1.07 lakh crore of investment leading to production
worth Rs. 8.7 lakh crore. Employment generation through that is about seven lakh;
seven lakh individuals benefited from that. The yearly net payroll additions to the
EPFO -- till some time ago the Minister was here -- more than tripled, from 61 lakh to
129 lakh, in 2022-23. Someone raised a question about Government jobs in
particular. As many as 8,82,191 Central Government vacancies have been filled up --
| think it was Shri Tiruchi Siva who raised it; he is not here now -- in the last nine years
as compared to just six lakhs vacancies that were filled up between 2004 to 2013.
Regional Recruitment Boards gave Government jobs to 4,30,592 youth between 2014
and 2023. Government launched the Rozgar Mela in October, 2022 as a result of
which today 6.32 lakh people have already got appointment letters in their hands.
Ten lakh Central Government jobs have been given through that.

Sir, whenever we talk of inflation, there is this comparison between 'our period'
and 'your period'. | have already, sort of, established that. One important fact is that
despite collapse in crude oil prices in the second half of financial year 2009-10, 2010~
11 and 2011-12, inflation was running in double digits. Crude oil prices were coming
down, but that benefit was not being passed on to the common public. That is their
policy. What is Prime Minister Modi's policy, Sir? Crude oil prices were at one level.
When they started coming down, twice, once before Deepawali in 2021 and in 2022
again, we reduced the rates of excise. As a result, the pump price of fuel came down.
So, the passing on to the common citizens is a very important criterion, which UPA
never followed.

Sir, specifically, there were questions about EDs being used and weaponised
and CBI being weaponised. | want to remind them of a few instances. There are
several instances, but there is this one instance of how CBI was misused against an
honest officer, SBI Chairman, Shri R.K.Talwar. He was an honest person who was
heading the bank, but because he refused to give loan to one of their favourites,
recommended by the 'irst family', CBI went to his house and he was compelled to
resign from the post of Chairman, SBI. That is weaponising. That was weaponising
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CBI, nothing else. Here, when we have given independence to ED and they go
searching, the accusation is, 'They do it only with Opposition Leaders.' | want to say,
first of all, whether through CBI or ED, where the money laundering element comes,
they want the money laundering to happen so that through the backdoor they can
benefit out of it. So, ED and CBI did not follow on PMLA cases because that was
important for them, they wanted the operation to keep going on. If it is stopped using
PMLA, money will not come to them in the form of kickbacks. So, ED was made to
remain dormant. CBI did not pursue PMLA cases; the data proves it. During their
time, the number of prosecution complaints filed was 102 by ED, whereas when we
have given them independence to contain black-money and contain money
laundering, the number of cases now filed is 1,200. The number of restitutions, the
amount that is restituted, which is taken away from the wrongdoer and given to banks
and institutions, during their time, was nil. They did not restitute even one rupee from
the wrongdoer to the bank or to anybody else, whereas the actual restitution during
our period is Rs.16,333.02 crore, which has come to banks. Similarly, red corner
notice and extradition has not been done during their time. Everything was nil. What
we have done is to issue red corner notice on 24 people and orders have already
been passed to extradite Vijaya Mallya, Nirav Modi and Sanjay Bhandari, all of whom
were benefited through loans during their period. During their period, they gave loans
and these people ran away from the country. They did not take any action. When we
came to power, we had to send notice, fight the case and the orders for extraditing
them have already been issued. | can't see K.C. Venugopalji here, but | will still
respond. You tell me one scheme that you have brought compared to ours, except
RTE, RTIl, NFSA. ...(Interruptions)... | want to highlight the facts. | am immensely
grateful to our Member from Uttar Pradesh, Shri Brij Lal. He spoke to tell what exactly
the mindset is.

MR. CHAIRMAN: He is a policeman.
SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Who is he?
MR. CHAIRMAN: He is a former DGP.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Better to be careful then! But, still, he spoke
total truth. ... (Interruptions)...

MR. CHAIRMAN: What | meant was that DGPs have expertise on account of their
training to know the mindset.
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SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: He actually nailed the point so effectively. If we
start looking at governance only from the point of view of entitlement, and not
empowerment, you can always quote saying, Right to Food, Right to Education. It is
all right. You did it; very well. | appreciate that. How many Acts have you brought in
the name of right to something? Brij Lalji has highlighted where that empowerment
should have happened but it has happened under Modi; it did not happen earlier.
What are they? He recited from 1947 how a dalit leader went to the then Pakistan,
East and West Pakistan, and was made Law Minister. He came back and realised
that dalits don't get empowered. This whole farce can be dispelled and to dispel it,
you need a leader like Prime Minister, Modi. From 1947 till today, that approach of
empowering dalits had not happened and empowering tribals hadn't happened. | am
giving that example based on what Brij Lalji highlighted. Five of the sacred sites of Dr.
Ambedkar have been established and are flourishing under Prime Modi's time. They
could contribute to Dr. B.R. Ambedkar only in one way. They feared people who
would overshadow the 'first family', whether it was Dr.B.R. Ambedkar or former
leader Charan Singhji or Shyama Prasad Mukherjeeji. They make sure that such
leaders, like Karpuri Thakurji, whom they perceive as being a threat to the 'irst
family', are undermined. They make them lose elections. They bring them to
insignificance, and when somebody else gives them the recognition, gives them the
due honour, they cannot digest it. That is their story. | am thankful to our hon.
Member, Shri Brij Lal, to have brought that point back. Today, a woman tribal leader
from Odisha is occupying the highest position as the hon. President of India, and that
is because the hon. Prime Minister Modiji has given her the due honour. The birthday
of Birsa Mundaji, who is bhagwan for the tribals, has been declared as the day of
samman of all the tribals. Why could they not do it during their time? It is so because
they believed only in keeping them as vote bank by just giving them few crumbs on
the philosophy, "You remain there, but give me vote'. That is the story. The hon.
Prime Minister Modiji does not believe in that approach. He believes in empowering
them, honouring them and that is the similar treatment and recognition which has
been given to the Sahibzaade, the two young children of Guru Gobind Singhji, who
gave their lives to protect this country. So, the approach is to empower people and
not to keep them under your thumb because you want their votes by throwing few
crumbs. Noj; that is the approach with which they were working and when they are
asked to tell about one signature project that they had brought, they say that they had
brought Right to Education, Right to Food and everything else. But, even while doing
that, the so-called Right to Food Act, they did one thing here. Internationally, they did
things to undermine that Act here. If you gave the Right to Food here, how did you go
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to Bali in 2013 and give away the right of doing MSP-based procurement from
farmers, keeping a buffer stock and releasing it through the PDS? You gave it all
away by signing the Bali Declaration in Indonesia in 2013 and, here you come and tell
that you have given the Right to Food! From 2017, if only that Bali Declaration were to
be implemented, we would not be able to procure even one grain of rice from the
farmers today. We would not be able to have ration shops today. We could not have
given foodgrains from our buffer stock for the poor today. So, on the one side, they
come and give Right to Food here, but on the other side, on the international
platform, they go and sell away India's right to protect its farmers and protect its
poor. So, this is the hypocrisy, and, therefore, if you are going to ask me as to what
our signature contribution is, at least, we have honestly made sure that the poor get
free foodgrains; they get houses; they get water in their houses; they get electricity;
they get cooking gas. All this has been done under Prime Minister Modi.

Sir, | don't want to further take more time. There is just one important issue on
the not so glamorous side of the reforms because most of us look at the glamorous
side. There are some works which have been done, which have resulted in good
amount of money being saved. Otherwise, pilferages happen and because of the
pilferages, the Government was short of revenue. Now that we save it, we are able to
do more projects for the poor. | did say that the Expenditure Reforms Committee was
formed and as a result, the Budget cycle also was changed. As we used to present
Budget at the end of February, the State Governments, which used to present their
Budgets in the month of February, did not have the details of the Centre's Budget
and, as a result, they were presenting something and trying to re-adjust. That got

corrected because we started presenting the Budget on 1°

February. The States are
now able to get an idea of what is coming to them and plan for themselves. That is
one. Secondly, by keeping the difference of Plan and non-Plan expenditure, they
were constantly playing with the discretionary allotments, which is what the Planning
Commission earlier used to do with all the State Governments. Such distinction is not
even appropriate as non-Plan Expenditure includes maintenance of defence system,
social security, pensions, insurance and even subsidy for the poor. We have shifted
the focus to holistic allocation with bifurcation on revenue and capital expenditure.
These changes have resulted in States feeling lot more empowered to plan their
Budget. Also, Sir, Treasury Single Account is a system that we brought in, which
influences how money goes to States for their schemes 'just-in-time'. As resources
are borrowed to finance the Government's development agenda, the 'just-in-time'
release helps in saving interest cost and fostering transparency. Let me clearly say.

Treasury Single Account system, which we brought, has given an estimated savings
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of Rs. 10,000 crores and that is being used for bigger schemes and for helping the
poor. The Single Nodal System, another reform, and, glamorous, has given an
estimated savings of Rs. 10,592 crores, again all these are going for gareeb kalyan.

Sir, this is my last point. "Oh, after demonetisation, all MSMEs have got wiped
out, K.C. Venugopal ji said so". He was feeling very concerned. All of us feel
concerned about MSMEs. He said, because of that, all MSMEs were struggling and
many died. But | want to say here, Sir, as on 4" December, 2023, as per the Udyam
Registration portal, the total number of MSMEs registered in the country is 3.16
crores, including informal micro enterprises which are in the Assist platform. In early
January, as per the Udyam Registration portal, the total number of women-owned
MSMEs was 1.17 crores. So, MSMEs are getting registered even newly.

Share of MSMEs in all-India exports during the year 2022-23 was 44 per cent.
Do you think, it could happen in 2022-23 if MSMEs got wiped out post-
demonetisation? Forty-four per cent of all-India exports are happening through
MSMEs! So, they should do some more home work rather than making general
observations which are getting disproved each time data is thrown at them. Sir, let
me mention the efforts that we take. During the Covid itself, under Emergency Credit
Line Guarantee Schemes (ECLGS), Rs. 5 lakh crore were extended for businesses,
which were used by a lot of MSMEs. Let me tell you with a great sense of pride that
even as we come to the end of that period, many of them have honoured their own
loans, returned and serviced the interests, and, this guarantee is not going to be used
by most of those loans which were given. Sir, Rs. 50,000 crore equity infusion
through MSMEs Self Reliant India Fund has happened. We have done that for
MSMEs. No global tender in this country for procurement can happen up to Rs. 200
crores as they have to be reserved for MSME. No global tenders |

Similarly, we launched an online portal 'CHAMPIONS' in June, 2020 to cover
many aspects of e-governance so that they can be made easy. On the point of
inclusion, when we think of MSMEs, we think of only manufacturing but what we have
done is that we have brought in small traders on to this. As such, the retail and
wholesale traders are also now recognized as MSMEs and they can get all the
benefits. Non-tax benefits have been extended for three years in case of an upward
change in status of MSME. We rolled out the 'Raising and Accelerating MSME
Performance Scheme' with an outlay of Rs. 6,000 crores over five years. Lastly, Sir,
the Udyam Assist platform was launched in 2023 to bring informal micro enterprises
under the formal ambit to avail priority sector lending. It has also been done. So,
MSMEs can now take the money which is coming under the priority sector lending
umbrella. Lastly, | was a bit appalled...
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MR. CHAIRMAN: Madam, this is the second ‘lastly’.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Did | say one °‘lastly’? | am sorry, Sir. | will
correct myself. Sir, ‘Who made Charan Singh P.M.”, was the observation made by
K.C. Venugopal ji. People make PMs. | hope the Congress Party is not living in that
thing that they make the PM, they throw the PM; they bring in the PM and they reject
the PM. No! The people have rejected the Congress. You are well aware of the
politics of that time. Indira-Congress decided to extend support to Chaudhary Charan
Singh ji, who took oath as the Prime Minister on 28" July, 1979. Within 24 days, he
resigns. Why? It was because Indira Gandhi’s Congress withdrew support.
Chaudhary Charan Singh ji said that he resigned because he was not ready to be
blackmailed into withdrawing cases against Indira Gandhi, the cases which were put
on her post-Emergency. Indira Gandhi ji wanted Charan Singh ji to withdraw certain
cases against her relating to the excesses committed during Emergency, and he
refused. While resigning, Charan Singh ji said, and | quote, “The country would not
have forgiven us if we had, for the sake of remaining in office, agreed to withdraw
prosecutions against persons responsible for atrocities during Emergency.” That is
the honour with which that person left from there. Chaudhray Charan Singh ji had to
leave because he did not think he should yield to that blackmailing. So, it was the
Congress Party which brought down Chaudhray Charan Singh ji in 1979. Good that
K.C. Venugopal ji brought that up. It is alright for them to now say, ‘It is alright you go
away !’ to his grandson. But the fact remains that they had no respect for Chaudhary
Charan Singh ji. This is the way they blackmailed. An honourable man that he was, he
said, “No, | am not falling into this”. And he went away. Similarly, today, | am grateful

that our Government has honoured P.V. Narasimha Rao ji. Many things can be said.
1991 reforms, if he was not the Prime Minister at that time, even an economist, Dr.
Manmohan Singh, could not have performed what he did as a Government. The
Congress Party did not even have the gratefulness to recognise him even after his
death. The pictures, the video of the Party’s headquarters office gate closing, even as
his corpse was going, will bring tears to anybody’s eyes. A person sacrifices and
serves a party, but because of prejudice, you ignored him even after his death. That is
the gratefulness this party has shown! And | don’t need to say that it is the party
whose Prime Ministers gave themselves the Bharat Ratna. Nehru ji, Indira ji, all gave
themselves the Bharat Ratna. They didn’t bother about others, and they, certainly,
didn’t bother about Dr. B.R. Ambedkar, who they constantly kept defeating in

political fields. They didn’t give the Bharat Ratna to him. Therefore, Sir, this party
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should not shed crocodile tears or, should not say, for the records sake, “We
welcome Bharat Ratna being given to P.V. Narasimha Rao ji, to Chaudhary Charan
Singh ji and so on. They have proven when they were alive how torturous their lives
were, how they tortured them. All that is very clear, and it will go on the records of
the Parliament as to how, when they were alive, they tortured them, insulted them,
and now, when a different party, when Prime Minister Modi, gives them Bharat
Ratna, they are not even able to gulp the fact. Thank you very much.

ceremony. In this context, | would like to bring to the information of this House that
we have Lord Sri Jagannath at Puri. He is the deity of the entire country, definitely, of
Odisha. History has it that he was a tribal deity, adorned by the bhils and the suburb
people as a symbol of Narayana. Another legend claimed to be Nilamadhaba. He is
also the God of the Jains. He symbolizes the cultural integrity of India, not just of
Odisha.

Now, on 17" of January, 2023, under a Scheme, called, Augmentation of
Basic Amenities and Development of Heritage and Architecture, the ABADHA
Scheme, the Government of Odisha, under the guidance of Shri Naveen Patnaik,
started, what is called, the Sri Mandir Parikrama Project. What had not been done for
700 years, was completed in a record time of three years, starting from 2021. Again, |
wish to inform the House that Odisha is the only State which has a Heritage Cabinet.
Hon. Chief Minister of Odisha is committed to recapture the glory of all heritage sites,
in particular, making Puri as the International Cultural Heritage Centre, a Centre where
people and devotees of Lord Jagannath from all the world would come over there. As
a part of the project, the entire idea has been to increase the spiritual connect
between the devotee and the Lord Prabhu Jagannath. What has been achieved in this
process is to allow the pilgrims to have the basic amenities, and once they have the
basic amenities, they will be able to enjoy all the components of the temple in full
glory. For example, for many years, the people who have visited Puri would not have
seen the Meghnath Wall, the Wall that surrounds the temple. | take this opportunity to
give this nyotato you and to all the Members who are present here, who are watching
this, to come and see Puri in its current splendour, in its current grandeur. You will
see the Meghnath Temple, you can see the flag, you can see the deities, you can sit
in a place and meditate. This was not possible earlier. All this has been possible
because of the spiritual monk in politics, that is, our Chief Minister, Shri Naveen
Patnaik. It is not just Puri which has been transformed, it is even Lingaraj Temple in
Bhubaneswar, which is one of the oldest temples of Lord Shiva; in fact, it is older than
Puri. This is also undergoing transformation. This entire process is happening under
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a scheme, under the direction of the Heritage Cabinet of Odisha, which, | said, is
probably nowhere in the country. Why | say this is because the spiritual content in any
political sphere has to be seen as a service to the people. As Prabhu Jagannath says
to his bhakt that he is always available to his devotees, ‘I am there for the devotees; |
would want his welfare', keeping that in mind, our C.M. went ahead with this
particular exercise and this is happening in all the important temples where Gods and
Goddesses are there in Odisha, whether it is in the West, whether it is in the East,
whether it is in the North, whether it is in the South, whether it is in Mayurbhanj,
whether it is in Kalahandi, whether it is in Sambalpur or whether it is in Bhubaneswar
or in Puri. Therefore, while | support this discussion, | would once again welcome
everyone to visit Puri and have a darshan of the Lord of the Universe, Mahaprabhu
Jagannath. Thank you so much, Sir.

He substantiated his arguments
in Court with valid evidences of birthplace of Lord Ram at Ayodhya. He had spent
numerous weeks, numerous months and countless years for this effort. | thank him
for his efforts and | also thank Mr. Mohan Parasaran for his assistance. After the
delivery of judgement, it has taken only two years for our hon. Prime Minister to
complete the construction of historic temple for Lord Ram. Since the days of
performance of Bhoomi Puja, till the consecration ceremony, this gigantic task has
been completed in two years. Thousands of people had lost their lives in the struggle
for the construction of this temple. Their sacrifices have borne fruits now. We have
the fortune of witnessing the consecration ceremony of this historic temple in our life
time. We have the blessing of witnessing this historical ceremony by our own eyes.
We feel proud of this achievement.

Sir, Tamil Nadu is a spiritual land. Tamil language, Tamil culture and Tamil
heritage have shown the way to other cultures. That is why, our hon. Prime Minister
Narendra Modiji has reiterated the relationship of Tamil Nadu with other cultures
through his motto, ‘Ek Bharath Shreshta Bharath’. There is a longstanding
relationship between Tamil Nadu and Kashi. In order to rejuvenate this relationship, to
re-strengthen this attachment, our hon. Prime Minister organised ‘Kashi Maha
Sangamam’. It was organised not only once but twice. It was organised to cherish the

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relationship between Kashi and Thenkasi of Tamil Nadu, the relationship between
Kashi and Sivakasi of Tamil Nadu.

Here, we have our hon. Member, Parshottam Rupalaji. Thousands of
Saurashtrians had migrated to Tamil Nadu five hundred years ago. Our hon. Prime
Minister organised Saurashtra Tamil Sangamam to revitalise the relationship of
Saurashtrians of Tamil Nadu with Gujarat. His intention is to provide an opportunity to
those displaced Saurashtrians to cherish their roots at Saurashtra. And the credit for
organising this Tamil Sangamam goes to our esteemed hon. Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi.

Now we are speaking about Ayodhya. Kasi and Ayodhya are closely interlinked
with Tamil culture. In Tamil Nadu, we have places such as Rameshwaram,
Ramanathapuram, Dhanushkodi and Tirupulani, which have strong relationship with
Ramayana. There are references to Kashi in many Sangam literature texts.
Kurinjithinai, Varanavasipatham, Ettuthogai, and Kalithogai mention about Kashi.
Devaram, a Tamil classic praises Kasi as ‘Vadhavur Varanasi’.

Sir, after the date was fixed for the consecration ceremony of Ram Temple,
our hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi, observed severe penance for eleven
days, as the true devotee of Lord Ram. He observed the penance very strictly. He
visited many holy places very strictly, starting from Nashik. He visited Kerala. He
spent three days in Tamil Nadu. He visited Srirangam in Tamil Nadu. What is the
speciality of Srirangam? It is believed that the main deity of Srirangam is the
Kuladeivam of Lord Ram. Kamba Ramayanam was first enacted at Srirangam. Our
hon.

All the 44 gigantic
wooden doors are sculpted by the team of master craftsman, Mr. Ramesh, who
belonged to Vellisandhai of Kanyakumari District.

Mr. Vice Chairman Sir, | hail from the Namakkal District of Tamil Nadu. Our
district has close relationship with Lord Ram. Twelve huge temple bells for the temple
has been brought from my District of Namakkal. In addition to these huge temple
bells, 36 small hand bells were also brought from there. Totally, our District had
contributed 48 bells to this historic temple. This shows our Hon’ble Prime Minister’s
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high regard for Tamil language and Tamil culture. That is why, wherever he goes, he
uses the term, "All the world is my native place, and all men are my family", the
famous quote of Sangam poet, Kaniyan Poongundranaar.
