Concern over refusal by hospitals to release dead bodies due to pending bills

SHRI KARTIKEYA SHARMA (HARYANA): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for giving
me this opportunity to speak on this important issue which is the concern over refusal
by hospitals to release dead bodies due to pending bills. ...(Interruptions)...

There are umpteen saddening stories narrating the insensitive instances of
refusal by a hospital to release the dead body to the family due to outstanding bills.

SHRI KARTIKEYA SHARMA: Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for giving me this
opportunity to speak on this important issue which is the concern over refusal by
hospitals to release dead bodies due to pending bills. The aggrieved family, already
traumatized with the loss are subjected to further distress for immediate commercial
recovery. A report by the Lancet Commission on the value of death published in the
year, 2022 states, ' In situations where a family is unable to pay hospital medical bill,
hospital staff will often refuse to release the body of the deceased until the payment is
made." The Geneva Convention and the U.N. Commission on Human Rights,
making it legally binding, provide for explicit provisions relating to the proper
management, dignified treatment and disposal of dead bodies as well as respect for
the needs of families. Earlier, answering my question, the hon. Minister informed this
House that there is no such legal provision authorising any hospital to withhold dead
body in lieu of pending bills. Therefore, | urge this august House to deliberate on this
situation that will bring some relief to the mourning families. | also request the Minister
concerned to evaluate and issue guidelines for immediate release of dead bodies and
subsequent period of clearing the dues. Suggestively, penalties for the defaulting
hospitals that violate the said guidelines should also be incorporated for ensuring
strict compliance. There is a growing consensus at international level that all patients
must enjoy certain basic rights. In other words, the patient is entitled to certain
amount of protection to be ensured by physicians, healthcare providers and the
State, which have been codified in various societies and countries in the form of
Charters of Patients' Rights. The Patients' Rights Charter, as approved by National
Council for Clinical Establishments, is available in public domain and needs to be
promoted in good spirit. Further, we can collectively implement a few steps. 1.
Spread awareness about the Patients Rights Charter and the rights that the families of
the deceased have in such situations. The Patient Rights Charter enlists 17 rights of a
patient including Right to Information whereby every patient has a right to adequate

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relevant information about the disease: Right to records and reports; Right to
emergency medical care; Right to informed consent; Right to confidentiality; Right to
second opinion; Right to take discharge of patient, or receive body of deceased from
hospital and more. 2. Enforce hospitals to display the charter in important areas of
the hospital so that accountability is held. 3. Treat violation of the Charter with firm
laws, as non-release of dead bodies be treated akin to violation of habeas corpus. 4.
Create a national helpline to assist the mourning families in such unfortunate times
and 5. Create a national corpus fund and, more importantly, let us incentivise the
hospitals and doctor community so that they are encouraged to follow the Patients'
Rights Charter. Thank you very much.

Demand for development of Secunderabad Cantonment area

DR. K. LAXMAN (Uttar Pradesh): Thank you, Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, my Zero
Hour submission is regarding merger of Secunderabad Cantonment Board with the
local Municipal Corporation of Hyderabad.

The Secunderabad Cantonment Board covers a vast expanse of 40.13 square
kilometres, located in the heart of Hyderabad.

Over the
period of time, a number of colonies and bastis have come up and nearly a population
of 3 lakh people is residing in the Secunderabad Cantonment Board. As urbanization
progresses rapidly, the population within the cantonment limit has witnessed
significant growth, necessitating urgent focus on addressing civic infrastructure within
the cantonment area. It is worth noting that the participation of the then TRS
Government, in terms of infrastructure development and extending grants and aids,
was negligible. It was totally neglected by the then Government, placing the entire
burden on the Secunderabad Cantonment Board administration.

Therefore, the residents of cantonment area continuously express the need for
improved civic amenities. The Secunderabad Cantonment Board diligently pursues
the work as and when funds become available. The complexity of the situation is such
that road closures, enforced by the Army, further compounds to the issues and
grievances.
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Sir, the demand for the merger of Secunderabad Cantonment Board into
Greater Hyderabad Municipal Corporation raised by then ruling party was totally
politically motivated. The open lands and surplus lands in the cantonment area have
been designated as green spaces in Hyderabad. The availability of surplus land, such
as OGB, B-3, B-4 category lands in the cantonment area, provide unique features.
The political motive behind this demand is to grab those open lands. This is the main
demand of the locals. ...(Time-bell rings)...

SHRI G.V.L. NARASIMHA RAO (Uttar Pradesh): Thank you, Sir, for giving me this
opportunity. | am happy to say that as a resident of Visakhapatnam, there is
something to be very proud of. Visakhapatnam is one of the cleanest cities in the
country. As per Swachh Sarvekshans, it has been ranking fourth continuously for the
last three years.

First of all, | would like to thank the hon. Prime Minister and the Central
Government for giving huge funds under various Central schemes, like, Swachh
Bharat, AMRUT, Smart Cities Mission, G-20 City, and in many other ways. | think,
when the city was ravaged by Hud Hud Cyclone, it was the Central Government and
the hon. Prime Minister, Modiji, who stood by the city. So, there is so much to be
proud of about Visakhapatnam. But there is also a concern, a rising concern, about
the high level of ocean pollution which is possibly not evident to the public but it has a
huge negative, adverse implications for the future. Sir, here, | would like to give some
statistics. As per the Parliament reply given to me in Rajya Sabha, Visakapatnam
coastline has receded 3.5 kilometers, which is 22 per cent of the total coastal length,
in the last 30 years. And, also, there is a reduced availability of marine life for the
fishermen who go for their livelihoods. This is all happening because of the
development of a dead zone in the city which results in death of ocean life. Sir, this
pollution is caused by more than 20 drainage canals which directly flow into the city

the longer run, to help the coastal line to remain alive and also help fishermen in their
livelihoods.

Delay in increasing minimum monthly pension under EPF to Rs. 9,000

SHRI M. SHANMUGAM (Tamil Nadu): Sir, | rise to speak on the concern over delay
in increasing minimum monthly pension of workers under Employees Provident Fund
Pension Scheme. Sir, a huge amount is lying with the Ministry of Finance as
unclaimed amount as many workers shift from one company to another and their EPF
contributions remain unclaimed. This is the position up to the year 2014. In 2014,
Universal Account Card was introduced with the result, the employees/workers
continued to get their EPF subscriptions irrespective of the change from one company
to another. The corpus fund of the pensioners who expired between 1995 and 2024 is
also there. The Government should merge corpus fund lying with the Government
Departments and unclaimed amount to enhance pension fund under the EPF
Scheme. | demand that the Government should enhance immediately the minimum
monthly pension under EPF Scheme to Rs. 9,000 as demanded by various trade
unions. Hence, the amount from the Corpus Fund and the unclaimed amount which
belong to the workers should be merged with the Pension Fund for the purpose of
EPF Scheme so that the actuarial evaluation goes up. Similarly, the formula for
calculation of EPF pension does not reflect the reality like the actuary and the funds
lying with it, which is prejudicial to the pensioners. Therefore, the calculation formula
should be revised in favour of pensioners. For giving higher pension under the EPF
Pension Scheme for those who contribute more money, the existing formula for
calculation of pension will not work and, therefore, it needs to be re-visited and
revised.

| would, therefore, demand that the Government should call a meeting of the
central trade unions for consultations, so that a viable formula may be worked out for
calculating pension under the EPF Pension Scheme.

DR. AMAR PATNAIK (Odisha): Sir, Odisha occupies a very special position in the
tribal map of India with 62 ST communities and 13 primitive tribes. They constitute
22.43 per cent of the total State population. With this, Odisha has one of the highest
percentages of tribals in India.

Sir, there is a long-standing demand of the Odisha Government to include Ho,
Mundari, Bhumij, Kui and Saora languages in the Eighth Schedule of the Constitution.
The exclusion of these languages denies tribal linguistic communities access to
education in their native tongues, perpetuating their marginalization. For instance,
the Ho language spoken by, approximately, 10 lakh tribals in Odisha and Jharkhand
and the Mundari language spoken by over six lakh people of Odisha's Munda and
Mundari tribes are deserving candidates for constitutional recognition. Hon. Chief
Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik, had written a letter to the Union Government in 2014 in
this regard. However, the demands remain unheard. The incorporation of these
languages into the Eighth Schedule will contribute significantly to their preservation
and dissemination. This inclusion would catalyze various initiatives such as publication
and content creation and would also establish an ecosystem conducive to research
and studies focused on their preservation and promotion, fostering a robust platform
for scholarly engagement in these areas.

Moreover, Sir, on September 16, 2022, hon. Chief Minister, Shri Naveen
Patnaik, had also written a letter to the Union Tribal Affairs Ministry, reiterating their
long-standing demand for the inclusion of 169 communities in the State's Scheduled
Tribes (ST) List. In December, 2022, again, a delegation of BUJD MPs met the Union
Tribal Affairs Minister and demanded inclusion of all the 169 tribal communities of
Odisha in the ST List. However, despite the State Government and the hon. Chief
Minister's persistent requests and demands, not all the tribal communities have been
included in the Constitution Scheduled Tribes Orders (Amendment) Act, 2024
passed in the Rajya Sabha yesterday. Only 53 have been included out of 169, which
had fulfilled all the conditions and all the processes. For the remaining tribes, the
hon. Chief Minister has been impressing on having joint meetings of all the involved
ministries and the State Government to expedite the process. Even after the
prioritization of nine proposals by the Ministry of Tribal Affairs Taskforce in 2014, many
recommendations remain unaddressed. ...(Time-bell rings)...Sir, Odisha has
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already taken initiatives in this regard by constituting Special Development Councils.
Therefore, | urge the Government to look into their interests.

(a) and (b) Yes Sir. Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Revamped Rashtriya Gram
Swaraj Abhiyan (RGSA) of the Ministry aims at developing Leadership and
Governance capabilities at the grassroots through continuous capacity building
activities of the Elected Representatives (ERs) and other Stakeholders of Panchayati
Raj Institutions (PRIS). Towards this end, number of training programs are
conducted by the National Institute for Rural Development & Panchayati Raj
(NIRD&PR), State Institute of Rural Development (SIRD) of States and other
Training Institutions throughout the year. During last 10 years, including the current
year, Ministry has implemented various schemes for Capacity Building & Training,
including leadership training, for Elected Representatives and other stakeholders of
Panchayati Raj Institutions through which total of 3,23,25,826 (3.23 cr.) participants

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were provided training to improve Panchayat Governance and leadership at the
grassroots.

To further amplify the scope of the leadership training, the Ministry has recently
formulated a Leadership/Management Development Program (I\/IDP), a strategic
initiative aimed at bolstering the leadership capabilities of Elected Representatives,
officials and functionaries of Panchayati Raj Institutions (PRIS). The Program is
designed to serve as a transformative tool in enriching the skill sets and knowledge
base of the community leaders at the grassroot level.

The initiative envisages the collaboration between the States/UTs and the
Apex Institutes/ Institutes of Excellence including Indian Institutes of Management
(IIMs) / Indian Institutes of Technology (IITs) situated within their States/UT or in the
vicinity through Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) for conducting Leadership/
Management Development Program. The detailed guidelines of the Leadership/
Management Development Program can be accessed on the Ministry’s website.

(c) The Ministry has signed an MoU for collaboration with the Indian Institute of
Management, Ahmedabad (IIMA) on 8"January 2024. The MoU between Ministry of
Panchayati Raj and IIMA, interalia, provided for conducting introductory Program
under the Scheme of MDP, structure of the training, session plan and topics to be
covered during the 5 days of training, indicative cost structure, logistic arrangements,
etc. The pilot Leadership/Management Development Program for the Elected
Representatives and Functionaries of Panchayati Raj Institutions was conducted at
[IM Ahmedabad during January 15-19, 2024. Various topics including Leadership and
Team work, Project Management, Financial Management, Creativity and Innovations,
were covered during the training.

Implementing agencies have been advised to expedite
pre-construction activities like land acquisition, regulatory clearance for
environment/forest/wildlife, approval of GAD from Railways, NOCs from different
authorities, etc., through frequent and pro-active coordination with the State
Government and other concerned authorities. Further, periodic review meetings are
being held at various levels on daily/weekly basis, to monitor and expedite progress in
sanction and award of projects.

During the current financial year up to December, 2023, the implementing
agencies of the Ministry have reported award of 272 projects comprising 3,111 km
total length with costing of about Rs. 50,900 crore under various schemes of the
Ministry.

Skill specific reorientation of vocational courses

*48. SHRI K.R. SURESH REDDY: Will the Minister of EDUCATION be pleased to
state:

(a) whether Government is cognizant that the vocational courses need to be made
skill-specific by re-orienting the curricula to National Occupational Standards (NOS)
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and relevant Qualification Packs (QP) formulated by respective Sector Skill Councils
(SSC); and

(b) if so, the details of the initiatives that are proposed to be taken by Government
in this regard?

THE MINISTER OF EDUCATION (SHRI DHARMENDRA PRADHAN): (a) and (b) A
statement is laid on the table of the House.

Statement

(a) and (b) Yes sir, the Government of India has notified the National Skill
Qualification Framework (NSQF), which is an outcome and competency-based
framework organizing the skill qualifications, National Occupational Standards (NOS)
& Micro Credentials (I\/IC) to a series of levels of 1to 8 in terms of knowledge, skills,
soft-skills/ aptitude, broad learning outcomes and responsibility levels regardiess of
whether they were acquired through formal, non-formal or informal learning.

The skilling qualifications, NOSs & MCs are designed to be skill specific for a
particular job role. After development, they are submitted to the National Council for
Vocational Education & Training (NCVET), the national regulator for setting
standards, developing comprehensive regulations, and improving the vocational
education, training, and skilling ecosystem, for ensuring NSQF alignment by the
recognized Awarding Body concerned which includes Central Ministries, State
Government bodies, Higher Education Institutes including universities, Industries,
Sector Skill Councils and other private bodies.

Further, to enhance the employability of Skiling Education & Training courses,
Awarding Bodies are encouraged to design & develop Qualifications, NOSs & MCs
pertaining to future and as also those that are most relevant locally for School
Education and Higher Education as well as Skill Education and Training ecosystems.

Till date 7382 qualifications have been approved & aligned with NSQF, out of
which 4862 are active, including 340 Future Skill Qualifications as per Annexure A.

Under the Centrally sponsored scheme of Samagra Shiksha, financial assistance
is provided to States/UTs for giving exposure to skill education to students of Grades
VI to VIl and introduction of skilling courses from Grades IX to Xll, which are aligned
with NSQF.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Shri K. R. Suresh Reddy. First supplementary.

SHRI K. R. SURESH REDDY: Sir, 65 per cent of the youth in our country are in the
working age group. That is a very big demographic dividend. But the agony is that
business and industry are disappointed with the graduates lacking the right kind of
skill for employment. Some of the figures state that the difficulty in filling up jobs in
India is 58 per cent compared to the global 38 per cent. The hon. Minister's reply has
stated that the National Skill Qualification Framework has been notified. My question
is: Has the percentage of the employed or the employment opportunities increased
after the notification ?

SHRI DHARMENDRA PRADHAN: Sir, let me politely answer this. The recently
published NSSO data very loudly speaks that in the recent past the unemployment
ratio has been drastically reduced. Five years ago, the unemployment percentage
was around six per cent. Now, with reduced number, it is 3.1 per cent. The basic raw
fact, the bare fact, | am putting in front of you.

Regarding the skilling ecosystem in education, this is a broader question.
There is the National Education Policy implemented by visionary Prime Minister
Narendra Modi from 2020. There is a paradigm shift. | agree with the concern and
the challenges. In the kind of education system we are passing through and
implementing, there is a disconnect between certificate, degree and competency.
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Looking into that, Prime Minister Modi has very categorically said that degree is
important and competency is also important. We have to implement that vision, the
National Education Policy, 2020. | may cite one example or one implementation
strategy. Now in our high school curriculum and in the college curriculum, from class
6 to class 12, we are teaching five subjects. They include language, mathematics,
science, social science and environmental science. The NEP-2020 recommends
three additional subjects. What are they? Vocational education/skill. Till now skilling
and vocational education are elective subjects. They are optional. They are
extracurricular. From next academic year, skilling, art and culture, and sports, all
these three new subjects will be part of the proper textbook. This is a paradigm shift
by Modi Government. Looking at global need and country's youth aspiration, we are
going to change very exponentially. | think with this strategy, in future, India will be
the skill manpower hub of the globe.

SHRI K.R. SURESH REDDY: My second supplementary to the hon. Minister is this.
Has the Government introduced any region-specific courses? For example, we have
seen [Tls. [Tls also need a lot of modernization; ITls have to understand the present
needs. So, are ITls also being upgraded to the present requirements where they
would create jobs ?

SHRI DHARMENDRA PRADHAN: Mr. Chairman, Sir, this is a very pertinent question
by the hon. Member. He is right. Now, we have to upgrade and go in for emerging
areas and needs. | can cite one example. Recently, our Government has
implemented Namo Drone Didi programme in rural areas for agricultural labour forces.
To cater to the needs of Namo Drone Didi, almost all ITls have realigned their course
for Namo Drone Didi ecosystem to emerge. | am citing one example of Drone Didi.
For healthcare area, logistic area, coding, IT sector, etc., in ITls also, new emerging
jobs and skills are emerging, and NCVT with collaboration of industry is going to
implement it. We are already implementing new courses in ITls.

DR. V. SIVADASAN: Sir, hon. Minister, Dharmendra Pradhaniji, replied on various
courses as part of skill development programme. But without the financial investment,
the achievement on qualifications and standards is a mere ", So, please provide
State-wise data of the allocation to the States and expenditure of the Union

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Government for the skill development programme and the details of the implementing
agency.

SHRI DHARMENDRA PRADHAN: Mr. Chairman, Sir, | politely beg to differ with my
dear friend, Dr. Sivadasan. In this House, | think he should not use the word "' He
may disagree with me. Sir, he used the word "', I think it is a little harsh on the joint
responsibility. ...(/nz‘errupz‘/ons)... No, no. | am not so enlightened like Dr.
Sivadasan and you. You can replace it with good ones. But | can only request you.

MR. CHAIRMAN: No, no; hon. Minister, you are underestimating yourself. Please
don't think that you are not as enlightened; you are. ...(/Interruptions)... There was
no room for you. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI DHARMENDRA PRADHAN: Sir, he said that | am not good at English. | belong
to a vernacular State, Odisha. So, | am not good like my dear friend, Dr. Sivadasan,
in English but, with my little understanding, let me clarify that ITls and skilling are not
the monopoly issue of the Central Government. The Government of India, for the first
time in our history, has created a new Department of Skill Development and
Entrepreneurship. Till now, it was a very small appendix of the Labour Department.
That means that our Government is giving priority to skilling ecosystem. In the last ten
years, a number of youth, 1.4 crore youth, have gone through the Government of
India sponsored skill ecosystem through NSDC. | can give the numbers to him
regarding his State and different States. But ITl ecosystem, skilling and all are also the
responsibility of the States. Lot of States are also doing good job in skilling. | don't
know whether he is updated about his own State but, according to me, Kerala
Government has a very progressive policy for skiling for the Gulf area. They are
working jointly with the Government of India. We are extending all kinds of
cooperation to States like Kerala and we are working together. In a democracy, he
may disagree with me but he should not laugh at my English or my vocabulary.
...(Interruptions)...

MR. CHAIRMAN: Dharmendraji, you are a man of substance. Don't take it to your
heart. No one can mean disrespect to you. And if someone has to laugh about, your
Chairman is here. | will take everything on my chest. People do laugh about me also.
Let us take it in a spirit. Now, Shri Sujeet Kumar.

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SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, the hon. Minister referred to the New Education Policy,
2020, which, no doubt, is a very, very forward-looking policy. But, Sir, if we are to
get the maximum of this game changing policy, people at the district level, at the
panchayat level should know about it. | am afraid it has been disseminated to the
State capitals but if you ask parents at the panchayat level, district level and if you ask
the PRI members, most people would not know about the nitty-gritties of the New
Education Policy which is such a great Policy. So, | would like to know from the
Minister: |s there any plan to make people at the panchayat, block and district level
aware about the New Education Policy ?

SHRI DHARMENDRA PRADHAN: Hon. Chairman, Sir, the New Education Policy has
been envisioned, with utmost responsibility | can say, after Constituent Assembly
debate. Envisioning an education policy, which is known as NEP 2020, has a wider
consultancy mechanism given direction by hon. Prime Minister himself and piloted by
none else than a very eminent person of the country, Dr. Kasturirangan. A lot of
consultancy is still going on. All States are involved. Especially, the SCERTs of the
respective States are in-charge to implement the National Education Policy in the
respective State. Yesterday only, we have a fair on the adult literacy. There are lot of
things envisioned in the NEP and one component is adult literacy. In the adult literacy,
| can very proudly say, almost all States are doing a wonderful job in the banner of
ULLAS. So, there is unanimity in implementing NEP at grassroots level. That is our
experience, Sir.

Earlier, for
scholarships in the country, the earlier Governments have given small amounts for
scholarships. But, after the BJP came to power, after Modiji became the Prime
Minister, we have changed the scholarship model in the country. We are giving
scholarship on the model of 60:40. If the State Government gives 40 per cent, we will
give 60 per cent. If you go through the last ten years as to what we have made it
regarding the post-metric scholarships to the students belonging to the Scheduled
Castes for studies in India, we have raised it from 14 to 15 per cent, then from 20 to 24
per cent. Thus, we have given Rs. 477 crores to Kerala for the pre-metric
scholarships for the SC students and others, and 305 lakh beneficiaries are getting
Rs. 81.26 crores for the pre-metric scholarships. Even for Higher Education and for
Achievers in Kerala, from 2019-20 onwards, a total 90 students have been provided
education under the National Overseas Scholarship Scheme from the State of Kerala,
and from 2019-20 onwards, 690 students have been provided education under the
National Scholarship in the State. ...(Interruptions)...

Statement
(a) No, Sir.

(b) Does not arise. But, so far as this Ministry is concerned, release of funds for rural
development is a continuous process. Funds are released taking into account the
balance of funds available with the States, submission of requisite documents /
utilization certificate as per schematic requirements, ensuring proper utilization of
funds already allocated under the schemes, ensuring strict adherence of the
schematic guidelines and assessing the actual requirement at the ground level. This
Ministry remains constantly in touch with the State Governments for effective
implementation of the schemes/programmes of Rural Development and increases the
allocation to States, including Kerala wherever feasible.

MR.CHAIRMAN: Any supplementaries ?
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DR. FAUZIA KHAN: Sir, Kerala has one of the highest social security pension
coverage, particularly, befitting tribes and rural areas. Yet, Kerala faces financial
constraints due to delayed contributions from the Central Government.

Encouragement of New Education Policy

*51. SHRI VIJAY PAL SINGH TOMAR: Will the Minister of EDUCATION be pleased
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to state:

(a) what action has been taken by Government to encourage the New Education
Policy (NEP) in the country, alongwith the Central funding to it;

(b)  what amount and what percentage of Central funding has gone to States and
their educational institutions in the last three years;

(c) whether it is a fact that the education system in the country has improved
immensely after the implementation of NEP; and

(d) if so, the details thereof?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF EDUCATION (DR. SUBHAS
SARKAR): (a) to (d) A statement is laid on the table of the House.

Statement

(a) Education being in the concurrent list of Constitution, Centre and States are
equally responsible for providing quality education to all. Accordingly, Central
Government, State and UT Government have taken several initiatives for
implementation of National Education Policy 2020 (NEP 2020). To create awareness
and discuss innovative ideas for NEP implementation, a series of workshops /
consultation-cum-review meetings have been held with States/UTs, Educational
Institutions, other stakeholders from time to time. Implementation of NEP 2020 was
discussed in National Education Ministers' Conference held in Gujarat in June 2022;
National Conference of Chief Secretaries held in June 2022; 7" Governing Council
Meeting of NITI Aayog held in August 2022; Akhil Bharatiya Shiksha Samagam 2022
and 2023 etc.

The Centre and the States / UTs work together to increase the public
investment in  Education sector to reach 6% of GDP. Various
schemes/projects/programmes run by Ministry of Education have been aligned with
NEP 2020. As far as Central Government is concerned, it has increased its Budget
allocation from Rs. 93,224.31 Crore for the year 2021-22 to Rs. 1,04,277.72 Crore for
the year 2022-23, to Rs. 1,12,899.47 Cr. for the year 2023-24 and to Rs. 1,21,117.77
Crore for the year 2024-25.

(b) The details of Budget allocation to States through Centrally Sponsored Schemes
of Ministry of Education and percentage to Budget allocation of MoE from the year
2021-22 to 2023-24 is given below:-

(c) and (d) A number of initiatives have been taken in school and higher education
which have immensely improved the education system in the country.

In School Education, a number of initiatives have been taken such as PM SHRI
(PM Schools for Rising India) for upgradation of schools (A total of 6448 schools
were selected and Rs. 630.11 crore has been released to 6207 PM SHRI schools in 27
States/UTs along with KVS/NVS as first installment); National Initiative for Proficiency
in Reading with Understanding and Numeracy (NIPUN Bharat);Vidya-Pravesh—
School Preparation Module; PM e-VIDYA for digital/online/on-air education; DIKSHA
(Digital Infrastructure for Knowledge Sharing) as One Nation One Digital Platform;
National Curriculum Framework for Foundational Stage (NCF FS); Jadui Pitara for
children between the age group of 3 to 8 years; National Curriculum Framework for
School Education; NISHTHA (National Initiative for School Heads' and Teachers'
Holistic Advancement) 1.0, 2.0 and 3.0 an Integrated Teacher Training Programme
for different stages of school education; National Digital Education Architecture
(NDEAR) for creating a unifying national digital infrastructure with 1500+ Micro
courses, 5 billion+ Learning sessions, 12 billion+ QR codes, 20K+ ecosystem
participants, 15K+ Micro improvements ongoing across various linked building
blocks; ""New India Literacy Programme or ULLAS" targeting all non-literates age 15
years and above, etc.

Samagra Shiksha Scheme has been fully aligned with the recommendation of
NEP 2020, with a total financial outlay of Rs. 2,94,283.04 crore which includes a
Central share of Rs. 1,85,398.32 crore. PM Poshan Shakti Nirman Yojna has also
been aligned with the recommendation of NEP 2020.

National Assessment Centre, PARAKH (Performance Assessment, Review
and Analysis of Knowledge for Holistic Development) has been set up to fulfil the
objectives of setting norms, standards, guidelines and implement activities related to
student assessment.

New policy on weight of School bags with focus on reducing the weight of
school bags has been circulated to States/UTs.
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4-year Integrated Teacher Education Program has been introduced.
Recognition has been granted to 42 institutions including lITs, NITs, RIEs, IGNOU and
Government Colleges for the Academic Session 2023-24.

National Mission for Mentoring (NMM) has also been introduced to create a
large pool of outstanding professionals who are willing to provide mentoring to school
teachers. NMM is being piloted in 30 Central schools. Also, a school volunteer
management program namely Vidyanjali has been started to strengthen Government
and Government aided schools through community and private sector involvement
across the country. So far 688139 Govt. and Govt aided schools have onboarded and
445156 volunteers have registered on the Vidyanjali Portal.

In Higher Education, various initiatives / reforms have been carried out for
implementation of NEP 2020. For learner centric education, National Credit
Framework (NCrF), National Higher Education Qualification Framework, Academic
Bank of Credit (ABC), multiple entry/exit etc. have been introduced. So far 1756
Universities/INIs/HEls are on boarded on ABC portal & 13.23 Crore students are
registered. To ensure access to high quality education with equity and inclusion,
courses are being offered in Indian Languages; entrance exams such as JEE, NEET,
CUET are conducted in 13 Indian languages; 100 books for UG students on various
subjects launched in 12 Indian Languages; and 20 Technical books of first year have
been translated in Indian Languages.

To promote digital learning by leveraging technology, at present 81 Higher
Educational Institutions (HEIs) are offering 1130 ODL programmes and 78 HEls are
offering 544 online programmes. More than 16.5 lakh students are availing these
facilities. To promote multi-disciplinary education and provide flexibility, around 295
Universities have adopted SWAYAM regulation permitting learners to avail upto 40%
credit Courses from SWAYAM platform. Over 9 lakhs students earn SWAYAM
certificate through a proctored exam every year. These certificates can be utilised for
credit transfer by the university in which student is enrolled. Technology enabled
Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) based Solutions for Governance of HEIs starting
from admission to grant of Degree — Smarter Automation Engine for Universities
(SAMARTH) is being extensively used by around 2820 Universities & HEIls covering
32 States / UTs. 7 State Higher Education Departments are also on boarded.

In order to enable HEls to work with industry experts in developing courses and
curriculum to meet the industry and societal needs, initiatives have been taken such
as Guidelines on Professor of Practice; MoUs with
Cisco/IBM/Meta/Adobe/Microsoft/Sales force etc. to create industry-aligned
courses; offering Apprenticeship / Internship embedded Degree Programme by HEIs;
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Single Unified online portal for internship with total registration of around 10578 HEls
and 75000 industries so far. For promotion of research and innovation, around 7701
Institutions” Innovation Councils and around 104 Idea Development, Evaluation and
Application Labs (IDEA) have been set up.

In line with recommendation of NEP 2020, to make the accreditation process
binary, as per the extant global practice, the report of Committee under Chairmanship
of Dr. K. Radhakrishnan, former Chairman of ISRO and Chairperson, Standing
Committee of IIT Council for binary accreditation has been accepted. Currently,
around 457 University and 9807 HEls are accredited.

In NIRF 2023, Agriculture and Allied Sector has been added as new subject.
The existing portfolio of India Rankings has increased to 13 categories and subject
domains. Number of unique applicants to India Rankings has increased to 5,543 in
2023 whereas total number of applications for ranking in various categories is 8,686 in
2023.

To promote internationalization, regulation on setting up and operation of
campuses of foreign Higher Education Institutions in India have been issued. Also,
MOUs have been signed for setting up of campus of lIT Madras in Zanzibar- Tanzania
and of IIT Delhi in Abu Dhabi. Classes have commenced at Zanzibar-Tanzania
campus of IIT Madras.

Indian Knowledge System is being promoted by adoption of IKS into
curriculum; setting up of 53 IKS centres to catalyze original research, education and
dissemination of IKS; 88 inter-disciplinary research projects like ancient metallurgy,
ancient town planning and water resource management, ancient rasayanshastra etc.

As a result of consistent effort, Indian HEIs/Universities have substantially
improved their global ranking in last 9 years with 45 HEIs/ Universities ranked in
Quacquarelli Symonds (QS) World University Ranking 2024 as against 09 in QS 2014
ranking.

As per IP India
Annual Report filing of patents has increased from 42,763 in 2014-15 to 66,440 in
2021-22, i.e., more than 55% increase in a span of 8 years and there has been nearly
5 times increase in grant of patents in 2021-22 (30,073) as compared to 2014-15
(5,978). India has improved its Global Innovation Index Ranking from 76th rank in
2014 to 40" rank in 2023.

DR. K. KESHAVA RAO (Telangana): Thank you, Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir. | stand
to thank the hon. President, though | may not agree with the contents of her Address.
| heard my friend, Praful, saying that she spoke the truth. He said that we would be
going to elections within one month or two and we would have our own versions to
the same. So, | agree to that. All that the Presidential Address spoke was about the
decadal achievements, to which few of us people do not totally agree. Sir, mine is a
very short intervention. | am going to take three or four minutes because | am not
trying to speak on what usually the figures tell us, what the economic development
means to us, and all that. | am really speaking about something which has been
boggling your mind and bothering your mind. | only want someone like Rakesh Sinha
ji or Sudhanshu Trivedi ji to bear me out when | am expressing my agony. This is the
anguish, the anguish of a Hindu whom you undermine, looking down upon, only
because he does not agree to a few of your words, which you repeat without your
understanding them. Sir, for the last few months, | have been going through many
books on Hinduism. Yesterday, | had even gone to Rakesh ji to seek an explanation
on one of them. | have got the latest book which has come from the Hindu Central
College, Varanasi, about Sanatana Dharma. This, | say because when | spoke about
Sanatana Dharma, the other day, the Prime Minister felt and said Sanatanis should
join together to fight the non-Sanatanis. We are not non-Sanatanis. It is true that the
Aryan religion is known as Sanatana Dharma. Sanatana Dharma includes Vedas; it
includes epics; it includes Puranas and other Smritis. So, that is all comprehensive.
"Ekam Sat Vipra Bahuda Vedanti" is rule. Then, | have gone through Hinduism of S.
Radhakrishnan In this book of S. Radhakrishnan, which he had explained himself, he
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said about Hindu Way of Life, which has now become Hindu view of life. You can say
that he has brought the subtle difference in this book. Then there has been this
misunderstanding, and usually you are on your own championing the cause of
Hinduism forgetting that what you are talking about is not Hinduism but Brahmanism.
| am not against Brahmin caste. | am talking about Brahmanism. | was a student of
Indian philosophy. There is a book known as ‘Brahmanism, Buddhism and
Hinduism’.  Everybody has become a priest of Brahmanical Hinduism now,
particularly the media. They try to interpret in their own manner as Praful has just now
said. We are subject to this kind of interpretation, so much so that we are
misunderstood more than we are understood. Then we have many sculptures like
Jainism, Sikhism, Budhism. We have got Zoroastrianism, which is very near to Hindu
thought. They do not believe in idolatory. | am not going into it because; | am not into
religious discourse here. Fortunately, Indian religions and philosophy are intertwined
so much so that it is difficult for us to differentiate. Why am | saying all this? Sir, | am
saying this because we are talking about Ram Janmbhoomi and Ayodhya Temple. It
is a very great temple. But are we going to pray the architecture or sculpture in the
temple or Ram? Please understand me, Ram was existing before January 22. He
was there in our hearts. Why | am saying this is because in every village of ours, we
have a temple, a small temple, few in dilapidated conditions which may not have the
monumental beauty that you have. But yet, we always thought that Ram lives there
and every morning, our villagers go there to offer pooja. Today, by giving this kind of
importance or publicity or projection to new temple, what you are doing is you are

Dravidians. We're trying to adjust. We are trying to understand your Thought.
Today, there are more temples in the South than in the North. How? Why? When
you came down the Narmada, you encountered Dravidians. The DNA studies today
tell us that Dravidians were right there in the North also. Why am | saying this? Every
time we raise social issues, the objections come as if we are talking something anti-
national. The word 'anti-national’ is also being used when we talk about some God,
whom you monopolised. Do you know something about Onam? My Kerala friends
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are here. Onam s celebrated every year. Our Prime Minister also joins us and tweets
us. Onam is a festival when we want Emperor Bali to come back. Why? Because
Vishnu avatara-Vamana had pressed him down into Pathala Lok. We think that he
will come back. We are waiting for Emperor Bali to come back. Bali was an Asura
king. Respect us. We also have things like that. | know one of the known religious
men. He is Digvijaya Singh ji. He is so much attached to all the sadhus, seers and
priests that he spends all the time with them. In a week he undergoes three days'
fasting. We have never objected to that. But why do you object when we have
something of our rites to perform? | am trying to tell you that somebody raised a
controversy whether Ram ate meat or not. It was about the entire eating habits of the
ancient age. Read a book and tell us. If you want to find fault with us, do that and
find fault with us, but don't use the word 'anti-Indian' when we interpret Hinduism in
our own way-we are Believers. Respect us. Because Dravidians have had their own
way of doing things. They tried to integrate themselves. When Aryans came down,
we tried to understand them whether they had better things to offer, or not.

(MR. CHAIRMAN in the Chair.)

They had one thing known as Sanskrit. We did not know Sanskrit. The greatest
revolution, the Cultural Revolution, this country or Asian countries ever withessed was
when you tried to translate all the scriptures into regional languages. This regional
language movement came through Bhakti Movement with Ramananda, Kabir or
Chaitanya. They brought us nearer to the God. | am a Hindu. | am a devout Hindu. |
am a Hindu but | am not allowed to come and sit with you to eat.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Keshava ji, through me.

DR. K. KESHAVA RAO: Sir, you allowed me; that is why | am looking there. They
don't allow. | am a Hindu but | am not allowed to come and sit with you in a pankti
when you are eating. | am a Hindu but | am not able to touch your water or your
books. | am telling you my experiences. | am telling you my own practical experience.
...(/nterrupt/ons)... It is all right. Shri Bhupender Yadav may not agree with this
because he comes from the ruling class of the North Aryans. We are not. |
understand that. | may be Yadav, but down, South Yadav is different from what
North Yadav is. Please understand the cultural aspect of it. Today, Shri Pramod
Trivedi ji raised a matter in his Zero Hour submission. There was something about
dharmik tinge to the Constitution and constitutional laws. He said: Have a political
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dharma. But don't inject dharma into politics. Because you are interpreting dharma
in your own fashion.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Dr. Keshava.

DR. K. KESHAVA RAOQO: | might be an agnostic, but not an atheist. But | always
respect all the cultures. | have never run down anything. My family is a very, very
religious family. | may not be.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Dr. Keshava.

DR. K. KESHAVA RAO: | am really sorry, Sir. | am taking some time from you only
for three or four minutes. In the beginning, | said it would be a very short intervention.
(Time-bell rings.) It is only to bring to your notice, my friend's notice, that please
don't run us down because you are the majority. Don't run us down because you
think you are Aryans; so great. | am asking Rakesh Sinha ji or Trivedi ji, | am asking
them to enlighten this to their friends and colleagues. When they interpret religion in
the context of philosophy, let them understand it.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please wind up.

DR. K. KESHAVA RAO: Koorma Purana says that we have many communities, we
have many Gods, we have many practices and we have many lines. All of them
together make one religion. Aryans accepted that religion as their own religion. So,
hereafter, whenever we talk about it in politics, please understand it for ourselves
together. For avatarto take 1,000 years or 2,000 years or 5,000 years is not a big age
for making a civilization. So, it has taken thousands of years for us to begin
integration. We are evolving ourselves to become one. Mr. Chairman, you took
objection yesterday that we can't use any words which are against India. Mr.
Chairman, Sir, we are a Union of States. Let me tell you that under Article 105, | have
a right to say that, but not demean my nation. The Constitution says that we are a
Union of States; that means, the British Provinces and 600 States joined together to
make our nation on some condition (Time-bell rings ), some agreement and became
one and we shall remain one. Thank you.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Thank you, Dr. Keshava, we are enlightened also on
constitutionalism.

CHAIRMAN: Now, we will take up the Interim Union Budget, 2024-25 and the
Interim Budget of Union Territory of Jammu and Kashmir, 2024-25, to be discussed
together. | now call upon the Members whose names have been received for
participation in the discussion. Shri Jawhar Sircar, not present. Shri M. Shanmugam,
not present. Shri Sujeet Kumar.

DR. SASMIT PATRA (Odisha): Sir, he has intimated that he would speak tomorrow
on the Budget.

" Discussed together.
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SHRI SUJEET KUMAR (Odisha): Sir, | had already intimated that | would be
speaking tomorrow.

MR. CHAIRMAN: But, | have called out your name and you are present !

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, | had intimated yesterday that | would be speaking on 8"
February, 2024.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Anything very special tomorrow ?

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: No, Sir. | have a committee meeting now. So, | will be leaving
for that.

MR. CHAIRMAN: But, the Business for tomorrow is already listed. You know that.
SHRI SUJEET KUMAR: Yes, Sir.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Shri V. Vijayasai Reddy.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Thank you very much, Sir.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: Mr. Chairman, Sir, why don’t you give an opportunity to
the Treasury Benches? | will speak thereafter.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please, Mr. Vijayasai Reddy, cooperate with the Chair.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: Okay, Sir. | will speak.

Sir, on behalf of my YSR Congress Party and our beloved leader, Shri Y.S.
Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu, | thank the hon. Finance Minister for presenting the
Interim Union Budget for 2024-25. There are a few positive developments. The
Government proposed to spend Rs. 47.65 lakh crores i.e., 6 per cent higher than last
year. The second point is, the Government is tightening the monetary belt and
planning to lower the fiscal deficit from 5.8 per cent to 5.1 per cent which is good for
the economy.

(MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair.)

The third point is, Rs. 70,449 crores have been allocated to the Department of
Economic Affairs for the new scheme. These are all the highlights of the Budget. Sir,
there are some points which | would like to bring to your kind notice in so far as the
Budget is concerned and | would like to compare the present Interim Budget with that
of the Budgets presented by the present Opposition and the earlier party which had
ruled this country for a decade.

Sir, in the past two decades, we have had ten years i.e., from 2004 to 2014, of
gross mismanagement by the Congress Party. ... (Interruptions)...

SHRI DIGVIJAYA SINGH (Madhya Pradesh): Oh! ... (Interruptions)...
SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: Don’t laugh. These are all facts on record. The data

and the facts, all indicate that the Congress’ misrule from 2004 to 2014 had poisoned
the Indian economy. When the Congress was in power, as the hon. Prime Minister
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pointed out just now, India was the tenth largest economy. Now, during the non-
Congress Government, it has become the fifth largest economy in the world,
surpassing the countries like United Kingdom, France and Canada. It is apparent that
Congress’ misgovernance had held back India’s growth. The Congress will try to
discredit the growth that has happened from 2014 onwards. Here, | would like to
quote Shri Raghuram Rajan, the so-called eminent economist. He said, "'India would
be lucky to achieve 5 per cent GDP growth." That was his opinion. But, in reality, it
has already exceeded 7 per cent, as against 5 per cent expectation of the Congress-
supported Raghuram Rajanji. It is not a coincidence that India has become a fast-
growing major economy in the world after the Congress was kicked out of the power
by the people of this country.

Sir, now, | come to the income equality or inequality. India’s gini coefficient, a
measure of income equality or inequality, has fallen from 0.489 in 2011-12 to 0.402 in
2021-22. This shows that the income inequality has reduced during non-Congress
Party rule. When the Congress was in power, the income inequality increased in, at
least, two-thirds of the States. When the non-Congress Government is in power,
about 25 crore people, as the hon. Prime Minister has pointed out, have been lifted
out of poverty. Income Tax data shows that one-third of the people who reported the
income less than 3.5 lakh a year in 2013 have moved to higher income bracket in
2021. ...(Interruptions)... Sir, please ensure that hon. Members are seated in their
respective seats. ... (Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: | have already asked them. Now, please continue.

SHRI'V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: Sir, India’s performance on Human Development Index
-- which assesses the standard of living in terms of health, education, and income
level -- has risen from 0.59 to 0.63 under the non-Congress Government rule. There
are signs that the Congress has been a huge curse, a huge bane to the overall
development of the people of this country.

Now, | come to inflation. This is very important, which the Congress Party has
to take note of. Inflation in India peaks whenever the Congress Party is in power. |
will give the statistical figures. During UPA-| regime, from 2004 to 2009, the inflation
was 5.8 per cent; during UPA-Il regime, from 2009 to 2014, it was 10.4 per cent.
Now, from 2014 onwards, it has, on an average, been 4.8 per cent. As compared to
10.4 per cent, it is just half. During the tenure of the UPA Government, the inflation
rate went up as high as 12.2 per cent in 2010-11, while it was 6.7 per cent when the
Congress was no longer in power. Even in the States, the highest inflation was
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recorded in the States ruled by the Congress Party. In Rajasthan, when it was under
Congress rule, the inflation was 9.7 per cent. In Jharkhand, it was 9 per cent. Even
in the States, ruled by the Congress, the inflation was ruling the roost and it was very
high. Now, | come to the issue of corruption. It is very important. Congress and
corruption have become synonyms. Whenever somebody says ‘corruption’, you can
say that it is the Congress Party. The Congress has always treated public money as
their own personal ATM. That is the style and characteristic of the Congress Party.
The list of Government scams that have happened during the UPA rule is never
ending. | will give the example, Sir - Bofors scam, 2G spectrum scam,
Commonwealth Games scam, Coal scam, Adarsh scam, National Herald scam, DLF
scam, Fodder scam, and so on and so forth; and, we can list out any number of
scams, Sir.

Sir, coming to the infrastructure, during the UPA Government or the UPA
regime, roads and highways grew at a rate of 5.3 per cent. In contrast, the current
growth rate for roads and highways is 8.25 per cent, with non-Congress
Governments at the helm. The expenditure on road, from 32,000... (7'/me-be// r/'ngs)
Sir, please give me a few more minutes. | will conclude it in two minutes. Sir, this is
evident from the fact that during the UPA Government, around Rs.46,000/- crores
per year were invested to build new assets whereas the current Government has
spent closely three times more than what has been spent by them.

Coming to Ease of Doing Business, in 2014, India ranked 142" among 190
countries on Ease of Doing Business Index; presently, it stands at 639, Sir, in the
last 10 years, the Congress era of ease of doing corruption -- not Ease of Doing
Business — has finally been eliminated.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: Sir, this is the concluding paragraph. The last 20 years
have shown wus that between 2004 and 2014, Congress, the word
‘C,0,N,G,R,E,S,S ...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude now.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: *the people of the country. Sir, the Congress Party has
put its own interest before the interest of the nation. ...(Time-bell rings)...

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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you.

SHRI V. VIJAYASAI REDDY: Sir, they have made " the public coffers, and put India
on economic retrograde. The people of this country will never forgive the Congress
Party for their decades of economic misgovernance. Thank you very much, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Now, Shri Jawhar Sircar. You have six
minutes.

SHRI JAWHAR SIRCAR (West Bengal): But, Sir, it was 16 minutes.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Noj; it is six minutes only. You have one more Member
from your party to speak, | think, Dr. Santanu Sen, six plus six, twelve minutes.
Please speak. Your time has started.

SHRI JAWHAR SIRCAR: Sir, with your kind permission, | start my argument against
this Budget by mentioning the first point. This is the Budget that depends heavily on
loans and debts. The fiscal deficit is a very innocent term. 5.8 per cent is the fiscal
deficit for the current year, which translates to Rs.15.5 lakh crores of borrowing.
Rs.15.5 lakh crores of borrowing! And, in this Budget, out of Rs. 47,00,000/ -
crores, Rs.17,00,000 crores consists of borrowing. So, you are dressing up with a
neighbour’s Banarasi saree and claiming that you are prosperous. Sir, in the last 67
years, or in almost 70 years, the Government of India has borrowed just
Rs.56,00,000/- crores. This Government in nine-and-a-half years has borrowed
three times more. Today, India’s debt stands at Rs. 164 lakh crores, which is
unprecedented and in a danger level. We are in a terrible state where interest
repayments have to be done. But that is primarily because of the lopsided taxation
structure. The ‘Indian Express’ mentioned recently that in the last five years, four
years to be more specific, the personal income tax paid by people like you and me
has gone up by 76 per cent, three times, whereas, corporate income tax, which
suffered a cut anyway-- Rs.4 lakh crores of corporate income tax were remitted,
were lowered -- corporate income tax went up by only 24 per cent. What do you pay
for developmental schemes? Where is the payment left for developmental schemes?
You are paying Rs. 12 lakh crores of interest. You are paying two-and-a-half lakh
crores on pension, six lakh crores on defence, as the whole lot of unavoidable non-

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development expenditure comes to Rs. 42 to 43 lakh crores out of 47. So, what do
we get by way of real development? What do we get for the poor? We get in
thousands. We get NREGA of Rs. 86,000 crores, whereas it should be, at least,
double that amount. We get Awas Yojana. We refuse to call it PM Awas Yojana. We
get Rs. 81,000 crores against double that demand.

When we talk of such developmental schemes, our immediate attention is
drawn to the manner in which West Bengal has been purposely targeted only for the
fact that the people of West Bengal rejected Mr. Modi and Mr. Shah who came
twenty-two times to campaign. People of West Bengal are made to pay for the sin of
having rejected the BJP. How much is this? Sir, Rs. 1.15 lakh crores is due to us.
Just now the hon. Prime Minister mentioned that ‘If | get a pain in the leg, my hand
goes to feet. Every part of India is the same for us.” But here is a figure that | am
reading out. Rs. 1.15 lakh crores is deliberately stopped, Mr. Minister of State for
Finance, deliberately stopped, out of which PM Awas Yojana is Rs. 933 crores;
NHAM is Rs. 830 crores; Gram Sadak is Rs. 770 crore; and Swatchch Bharat is Rs.
350 crores. A total of Rs. 1.15 lakh crores of dues to the State have been purposely,
deliberately, maliciously, malevolently stopped so that the people of Bengal cannot
have any form of garib livelihood, 100 days labour. They are deprived of water; they
are deprived of toilet through Swatchch Bharat; and they are deprived of health facility
through National Health Mission. They are deprived of everything.

Unemployment has reached such a stark level that this Government is in
complete denial. More than 50 per cent of the 140 crore Indians belong to the below-
25 years. And what is the state? Because this Government refuses to release figures,
this Government refuses to release the figures of the Consumer Expenditure Survey
for the last ten years, we have to get figures from other impartial bodies. As the
CMI’s last December report says that 45 per cent of the youth below 25 years -- |
repeat, Sir, 45 per cent of the youth below 25 years -- are unemployed. It is they
who will teach you a lesson; it is they who will teach the Government a lesson.

As far as labour force participation ratio is concerned, 37 per cent of women in
India are in that force which means two-thirds of Indian women are deprived of any
active and positive labour contribution. This is the worst in the world. Sir, | would
keep on record. This is the worst in the world excepting tin-pot republics. This is the
worst state in the world, and this Government is on denial mode. ..(7ime-bell

rings). ..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude, Jawhar Sircarji. Please conclude now.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri M. Shanmugam. You have five minutes.

SHRI M. SHANMUGAM (Tamil Nadu): Sir, thank you for giving me an opportunity to
speak on behalf of my Party, the DMK. The Interim Budget, which the hon. Finance
Minister presented last week, is not different from the Budgets that the BJP
Government has been presenting for the last nine years. As usual, it is a plethora of
empty words, platitudes and a great disappointment to the people. The people have
been taken for a ride with the promise of doing so many things, but the people are not
convinced and they will give them a befitting reply in the coming Lok Sabha elections.
| want to mention the main things in one line. These are: the delay in the issue of
flood relief for Tamil Nadu; ignoring Tamil Nadu in the matter of new projects; not
fulfilling the promise of doubling the MSP of farm products; following wrong policy in
the matter of textiles; livelihood of handloom weavers being very much the worst;
delay in increase of the EPF pension; not fulfilling the promise of extending the ESI for
all; not providing support to the MSMEs; social security for the unorganized sector
not provided; reservation in private sector not made possible; closing of the PSUs
resulting in large-scale unemployment; delay in Madurai AIIMS construction;
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privatization of the Railways; no welfare of ASHA workers; non-recruitment of Group
'C" and 'D' workers; contractualization; repealing of the Labour Codes; caste census;
increasing NPAs; not reducing of prices of fuel; and, mechanisation of milk products
not there. The RBI approved the Tamil Nadu Namakkal Central Co-operative Bank
which was bifurcated from the Salem Central Co-operative Bank also.

Recently, the State of Tamil Nadu, especially the coastal areas, was
devastated by cyclone and floods. Our State Government, led by Thalapathy Stalin,
had demanded a total of Rs.37,907 crores for providing relief and restoration of
damaged infrastructure, like road and bridges. So far, the Union Government has not
responded positively other than sending the Central Team to assess the damage. |
would demand that the Union Government and the hon. Home Minister should
immediately release the amount so that the relief and rehabilitation work can continue
smoothly in our State.

The Budget has deliberately ignored the interests and requirements for
development of Tamil Nadu, which have been highlighted by the hon. Chief Minister
of Tamil Nadu. You can take any sector, be it railway, road or energy, our State has
been totally ignored and it is a clear discrimination against our State. We strongly
protest this kind of attitude by the BJP Government. The Government had promised
to revise and double the MSP of all agricultural commodities and they had assured
this to the farmers' unions also. But, it remains only on the paper. The Swaminathan
Committee Report has also not been implemented.

In the textile sector, spinning mills and handlooms are doing work with good
technology, but, unfortunately, due to wrong Import Policy of the Union Government,
the mill owners are not getting yarn at competitive prices. As a result, they are not
able to compete. The same is the condition of the handloom weavers also. They are
also jobless.

Then, regarding the EPF pension, all the trade unions have repeatedly been
demanding for increasing the EPF pension, but the Government is not giving any reply
on this issue. We also demand that the ESI facility should be extended to all, but they
are not doing it.

The MSME operations are fully based on the Government undertakings
(PSUS), but these companies are now purchasing ancillary items from the corporate
sector and not from the MSME units. So, the MSME units are not able to function
properly. The social security for the unorganized labourers has not been mentioned in
the Budget. Most of the industries in the private sector enjoy all the facilities like
subsidised land, water and energy including tax concessions.

Unfortunately, labor intensive areas are not being focused. The focus is only on the
capital intensive areas such as railways, highways, power, infrastructure. The focus
should be on rural infrastructure, basically small projects so that the rural employment
can be generated.

DR. SANTANU SEN (West Bengal): Thank you, Madam. | am here to speak on the
Interim Budget after listening to the election manifesto of the Bharatiya Janta Party,
just published by our learned Prime Minister, in the form of thanks giving speech in
the President's Address. Madam, when our learned Prime Minister, Mr. Modi, took
his oath for the first time, his Moto was ‘Sabka Saath Sabka Vikas’, and he had
promised the people that their acche din was just round the corner. However, the
nominal increase in the budgetary allocation for welfare programmes challenges the
notion of ‘Sabka Saath Sabka Vikas’, favouring the corporate entities. The Finance
Minister often claims that India has surpassed the former coloniser, that is, the UK.
But, unfortunately, the reality is that in the per capita GDP, India ranks 142", whereas
the UK ranks only 21%. As per the Budget, the gross tax revenue for the financial year
2024-25 is Rs. 30 lakh crore, of which the corporate tax is only 26 per cent. In 2013~
14, it was 34 per cent. This means, the contribution of large companies to the
country’s tax share has declined by 8 per cent. Madam, the Union Government’s
‘Indian Accommodation Barometer’ is made for the access of conglomerates, not for
the aspirations of the ordinary Indians. The Union Government’s differential treatment
reflects not only how different Indians are taxed, but also how different Indians earn.
In 2013-14, the top one per cent of income taxpayers earned 17 per cent of the total
income, and in just eight years, it has become 23 per cent. While inflation was
scarcely mentioned by our Finance Minister, it should be noted that food inflation is
currently at the concerning level of 7.7 per cent. Additionally, it is essential to
acknowledge that real wages for casual workers have remained stagnant for four
years and that there has been a rise in the number of workers who rely on agriculture.
Despite increase in budgetary spending, the overall public sector capital expenditure
is estimated to decrease from 4.7 per cent to 3.9 per cent of the GDP, indicating a
mismatch between budgetary allocation and effective spending. Railways and roads
have seen a drastic reduction from 24 per cent in 2019-20 to a mere 4 per cent in
2024-25. One contributing factor to this decline is the increasing indebtedness of our
critical public entities, such as National Highways Authority of India, which as of
February 28, 2023 had a total outstanding debt of nearly Rs. 3.43 lakh crores. India’s
position in the Global Hunger Index is 111 out of 121 countries. The Government’s
Budget Estimates and Revised Estimates for 2023-24 show that it spent less on
agriculture, education, health and social welfare sectors than what it had initially
budgeted for. Given this context, we approach the Interim Budget. But,
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unfortunately, the Budget Speech did not address these issues. Instead, it was filled
with unfounded claims and promises of future prosperity, as we have seen a few
minutes back in the speech of our learned Prime Minister, which was also full of *. In
her speech, the Finance Minister claimed that people are living and earning better
than before, with even greater aspiration for the future. However, the Government’s
own PLF Survey data shows a 25 per cent reduction in real monthly regular wages
between 2017-18 to 2022-23. Additionally, the sales of fast moving consumer goods,
which is an indicator of increased income, faltered in the October-December quarter
of 2023. The Minister announced that around 40,000 trains running as part of the
Indian Railways will be upgraded to Vande Bharat, ignoring the real condition of an
average traveller. According to the Railway Minister, some 95.3 per cent of total
passengers travel in general and non-AC slipper coaches, while only 4.5 per cent
travel in AC coaches.Yet the focus is on Vande Bharat.

As per the CAG Report of 2022, the combined shortfall in the money needed
for the renewal of tracks amount to around Rs.1.03 lakh crore. The tragic train
accident of Balasore could have been avoided if the anti-collision device has been
taken care of which was earlier initiated by the then Railway Minister, Ms. Mamata
Banerjee. The BJP is engaging in fiscal federal terrorism because they cannot fight
Mamata Banerjee and Trinamool Congress in Bengal. They owe Rs.6,900 crore
under MGNREGA Programme, Rs.9,000 crore for Awas Yojana and Rs.7,000 crore
for paddy procurement of NFSA. Overall due is nearly Rs.1.16 lakh crore. Bengal's
Chief Minister promised that she would double the income of farmers when she
became the Chief Minister in 2011. It not only doubled, it has tripled. On the
contrary, the Prime Minister promised to make it double in 2014, but now he is saying
that it will be doubled in 2028. That is very unfortunate. The GST revenue growth is
24 per cent. Bengal's performance is much higher. The national average is only 12
per cent. This announcement to pay the rightful dues of MGNREGA workers by our
Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee from our own State funds will change the federal
outlook which she has decided very recently. The Union Government may try the
hardest to change the idea of India but the All India Trinamool Congress will fight back
in our State of West Bengal. Madam, | will take two minutes more as you have given
to others.

hope and | am sure that our Government, INDIA, will come and Khargeji will be the
Prime Minister. | am asking our Ministries. In every industry, there is Research and
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Development. ...(/m‘errupz‘/ons)... Okay, let us hope so. So, about research and
development (R&D), the research which now the Government and the ministry is
doing is, how to demolish masjids, how to create temples and that sort of research.
So, | am telling our Ministry and Ministers that, at least, for two months, let them work
hard for the improvement of India.

In her Budget Speech, there was no mention about the NRIs. It used to be
before. Some people became NRIs looting money from India and they are living
safely in other European countries. No action is taken to extradite them and the
money is with them. There are so many names which | am not taking as somebody
would feel bad; there are some surnames. Therefore, | ask the Government to get
that back -- it is not black money but our money -- to the exchequer. Regarding
NRIs, there were a lot of sops during the time of NDA and UPA. But, actually, to be
frank, we are only exploiting them. A lot of NRIs are suffering because the time of 180
days is reduced to 90 days. Now, a business man in Gulf or outside cannot stay here
for more than 90 days. So, this sort of law should be taken back and | hope that after
two months, our Government would come with a corrected Budget and a lot of
allocation for MGNREGA and enroll it. Thank you very much, Madam, for allowing me
a special time and | thank the ruling party, the Treasury Benches also. Thank you
very much.

THE VICE-CHAIRPERSON (SHRIMATI SULATA DEO): Thank you so much. Dr. M.
Thambidurai, three minutes.

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): Madam, | rise to participate on behalf of my
A.lLA.D.M.K. Party and my leader Shri Edappadi Palaniswami to say a few words
about this Budget. We know that inflation is the first issue which we are facing in the
country. The Government has to take significant action to control the inflation.
Inflation cannot be controlled only by the Central Government. The State
Governments have also to play their role. Then only it can be controlled. We cannot
always blame one side or another side. Take for example, the State of Tamil Nadu.
The prices of everything are increasing but the State Government failed to control the
price rise in that place. .. (/m‘errupz‘/ons)... Take for example, petrol and diesel; they
have to reduce the price. ...(Interruptions)..

THE VICE-CHAIRPERSON (SHRIMATI SULATA DEO): Please. ..(Interruptions)..
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DR. M. THAMBIDURAI: They promised in the election manifesto but they could not
reduce the prices of petrol and diesel in Tamil Nadu. The present Government has
failed in that.

Regarding the NEET examination -- education is also important -- they
promised but they failed there. Madam, agriculture is an important factor. When Shri
Edappadi Palaniswami was the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, he took a lot of efforts to
protect the farmers, especially, from the Thanjavur area. When the Central
Government wanted to implement the hydrocarbon project, he stopped that and
made a legislation. That is the achievement of our A.l.A.D.M.K. Party, Shri Edappadi
Palaniswami. Also, Shri Edappadi Palaniswami raised a long pending demand to link
the Mahanadi river area to Krishna, Krishna to Cauvery but there is no provision or
fund provided in the Budget. That upset our Government, Madam. Regarding the
road projects, as far as transport and highways in Tamil Nadu are concerned, we are
not able to get sufficient funds for the projects which have to be implemented,
particularly two-road projects which are very, very important and significant. One is
Karur-Coimbatore eight lane project and the second is Karur-Trichy lane project.
Karur is an industrial hub for handlooms, textiles. Coimbatore is the Manchester of
South India. It houses more than 25,000 small, medium and large industries. Trichy is
known for major engineering equipment manufacturing. Hence, these projects must
be provided with the funds which are required. Coming to civil aviation, for that, no
fund for our Tamil Nadu is allotted. | am appealing. Even Shri Edappadi Palaniswami
and also the present Government have written a letter to the Central Government to
take up the matter with the Civil Aviation Department to have UDAN project. At least,
Hosur airport has to be developed. We have always been insisting on that. Till now,
no action has been taken. Therefore, Madam, | request the Central Government to
see to it that in order to help the Tamil Nadu Government particularly the area to
which | belong, that is, Krishnagiri District, the UDAN airport comes up. Therefore, |
request them to implement that project. That is what | am requesting, Madam.
...(ﬁme-Be// r/'ngs)...Madam, | am just going to conclude. | will not take much of the
time. When we are preparing the Budget, we have to see their interests. As other
Members said, due to cyclone, Tamil Nadu was very much affected; our AIADMK
Party is also demanding that the Central Government should come forward to give
relief to the Tamil Nadu Government. We have no objection. Therefore, | am
requesting the hon. Finance Minister to allocate more funds. At the same time, the
State Government must not take the excuse of the Central Government not allotting
the funds. It is their responsibility. It is the responsibility of the State Government of
Tamil Nadu to rescue the people who are affected because they have already put a lot
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of taxes on them, like property tax. The electricity bill has also been increased.
...(Time-Bell rings )... That money can be used. They cannot put the burden only on
the Central Government. It is the duty of the Tamil Nadu Government to help the
affected people.

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR (Odisha): Thank you, Sir, for giving me this opportunity. The
hon. Finance Minister, in her interim Budget, has focussed largely on continuity, on
maintaining the macro-economic stability, and on maintaining the growth momentum
of our country. We all are aware that we are close to four trillion dollar economy now.
In a couple of years, we will become a five trillion dollar economy. By 2030, the
expectation is that we will become a seven-trillion dollar economy. And, by 2047, we
should become a Viksit Bharat, a Developed India. So, this interim Budget largely
focuses on continuity and maintaining our growth momentum. And, for this, |
commend the hon. Finance Minister.

| will definitely compliment the hon. Finance Minister for many positives in the
Budget. To start with, | would refer to what my previous speakers, Jangraji and
Sangeeta Yadavji, spoke about Jai Jawan, Jai Kisan, Jai Vigyan, and Jai
Anusandhan. And, this august House also passed the National Research Foundation
Bill, | think, in the month of August. | have been speaking, time and again, in this
House on the need to spend more on research. As a nation, we spend only 0.7 per
cent of our GDP on research, as compared to Israel, which spends 4.8 per cent; US
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spends 3.5 per cent; South Korea spends some 3.2 odd per cent; and, China spends
2.5 per cent. How are we ever going to become a Vishwa Guru or Viksit Bharati
unless we spend more on research? So, | will start with complimenting and really
thanking the hon. Finance Minister for focussing on research in her Interim Budget by
announcing a fund of Rupees one lakh crore for research, particularly on emerging
technologies. Secondly, Sir, | will also thank her for her focus on green growth. We
have articulated our goal of becoming Net Zero by 2070. The Prime Minister has
many a time spoken of his desire to have 50 per cent of our energy needs through
green sources by 2030, which is roughly equivalent to 500 Gigawatt of energy. But,
Sir, this pronouncement can only become a reality if we walk the talk and | think the
Finance Minister has done this in her Budget.

Sir, there is an announcement of roof top solarisation for one crore
households. One crore households, | repeat, will have roof top, and not only will this
make the electricity bills zero probably, but the households might also earn some
money by selling the excess electricity generated to the grid. So, this is a very
commendable announcement. Mandatory blending of CBG, Compressed Bio Gas
with CNG, similar to the blending of ethanol with petrolis again going to take us to the
green growth leadership position and also the viability gap funding for offshore wind
projects. Sir, there are many others but because of paucity of time, | will just stick to
these two or three provisions which she has announced with regard to green growth.

Sir, coming to infra, we all know that we had pathetic infrastructure, whether it
is road infrastructure, whether it is port infrastructure, whether it is highways or
airports, but, of late, we have been focusing a lot on infrastructure. In fact, | would
go to the extent of saying that today many of our airports, many of our highways are
better than the best in the world. By announcing Rs.10 lakh crores in the B.E. of
2023-24, the Government proclaimed its focus on infrastructure. And, in the Interim
Budget, the Government has gone a step further by announcing a 11 per cent hike,
slightly more than Rs.11 lakh crores on infrastructure. Sir, we will all agree that
spending on infrastructure has multiplier effects. It creates jobs, it leads to the
economic development of the region when the infrastructure comes up and it creates
more investment for downstream industries. So, this is, certainly, a welcome move.

Sir, fiscal prudence; because of Covid, our fiscal deficit had, definitely, gone
beyond the FRBM mandate, but the hon. Finance Minister has laid out a roadmap to
reach the fiscal prudence to 5.1 per cent of our GDP this year and 4.5 per cent of the
GDP by 2025-26, which, | think, is really, really good. | am glad that there was no
populist announcement but that roadmap to fiscal prudence was, certainly, there in
the Budget.

Sir, | am a great votary of startups. | have the highest regard for the
entrepreneurs in startups because they are the ones who create jobs for the country,
they are the ones who create wealth for the nation. In her Interim Budget speech,
the Finance Minister also has taken care of startups by extending the tax exemption
for startups by one year. So, the tax exemption which was supposed to end on 31%
of March, 2024 is now extended up to 31" March, 2025.

Sir, coming to Lakhpati Didi Scheme, the PM has often spoken about the four
castes ‘GYAN’, Gareeb, Yuva, Annadata and Nari. Sir, nari shakti was on display
when we passed the Women’s Reservation Bill.  Sir, when we landed on the Moon
on the South Pole, the place where it landed is called Shiv-Shakti; so, now nari
shakti, 50 per cent of our population will, definitely, be taken care of by focusing on
the Lakhpati Didis. So, the target was Rs.1 crore previously. Now, the target has
been enhanced to Rs.3 crores; so, three crore Lakhpati Didis. This is a massive,
massive capacity building and massive, massive resource for our country. So, that
focus on nari Shakti is, certainly, there in the Interim Budget for which | will commend
her.

Sir, now | come to saturation approach. Previously, the focus was more on
the outlays. So many thousand crores have been allocated to this Department. So
many crores have been allocated to this Ministry. Now, the focus is less on outlays
but more on outcomes, which, | think, is the way to go. So, the saturation approach
which is really bringing social justice, which is really bringing geographical inclusion,
social inclusion to the nation, and | think that approach is there in the Interim Budget.
Again, | will commend her for that. Sir, | am happy that no direct tax enhancement
has been made which, | think, is good.

Sir, | have one concern regarding GST. Again, when | say start-ups and
entrepreneurs, that extends to MSMEs. The MSMEs create jobs for our country. It is
not the big conglomerates, big enterprises that create jobs. It is the small MSMEs,
small entrepreneurs working in rural India, working in small town India which create
jobs for our nation.

Sir, today the exemption for filing GST for an MSME is Rs. 20 lakhs. What is
Rs. 20 lakhs? Just imagine. If you do two or three business sale, you might hit that
target. | would request the hon. Finance Minister to enhance that exemption limit of
GST filing to, at least, Rs. 2 crores. That will help thousands and lakhs of our
MSMEs. ...(/m‘errupt/ons)... This is my demand. So, Sir, MSMEs, | think, need
more protection; MSMEs, | think, need more support. This is not an unreasonable
demand. |, certainly, think that the Government should consider this demand given
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the fact that we are talking of supporting the MSMEs, and they are the ones who
create jobs and wealth for the country.

Sir, | now come to defence. There has been a marginal decrease in the
defence Budget, in the Interim Budget, compared to the BE of last year. The
Parliamentary Standing Committee has, time and again, recommended that we
should spend three per cent of our GDP on Defence. Sir, we are still spending about
two per cent of our GDP. Particularly, when we have two hostile nations and
particularly when China is so hostile and belligerent, we need to focus more on
defence. Sir, give me two more minutes. | will just conclude.

Sir, take education. Even in the Budget announcement, Budget Speech of
2023-24, when the hon. Finance Minister articulated seven Saptarishis -- she called
seven Saptarishis — ‘education’, to my shock and my sadness, was not one of the
Saptarishis. Sir, education is the foundation of a nation. If you don’t focus on
education, how can you claim to become a Vishwaguru? Way back in the 1960s, the
Kothari Commission had recommended that we should spend six per cent of our GDP
on education. We are nowhere close to that. Sir, | will wrap-up.

Another very sad thing which | would like to note is that there has been a 7.5
per reduction from the Revised Estimate of 2023-24 in this Interim Budget. 7.5 per
cent reduction in the Budget outlay for education! This is not the way to go if you
want to ...

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI RAKESH SINHA): Kindly conclude.

SHR SUJEET KUMAR: Sir, | will conclude. Certainly, this is not the way to go.

For education, | don’t care whether the money is drawn from some other
sources but education needs the focus it deserves and | really urge the hon. Finance
Minister that reduction in the outlay for education should be corrected.

Sir, lastly, there must be a focus on tourism, infrastructure, amenities, etc.
There are many good tourist sites in Odisha. We have been demanding time and
again that, at least, two tourist sites from Odisha, the iconic Konark Temple which is
a UNESCO world heritage site, the Jagannath Temple in Puri, the heritage city of
Bhubaneswar, should be included in the heritage site. She spoke so much about
focus on tourism. But | am sorry that these iconic sites in Odisha are not included as
iconic sites. So, this may be considered.
