His Excellency Dr. Hossein Amir-Abdollahian, Foreign Minister of Islamic Republic of
Iran; His Excellency Alhaj Ali Hassan Mwinyi, former President of the United Republic
of Tanzania; and, His Excellency Dr. Saulos Klaus Chilima, Vice President of the
Republic of Malawi.

Dr. Seyyed Ebrahim Raisi, President of the Islamic Republic of Iran and Dr.
Hossein Amir-Abdollahian, Foreign Minister of Islamic Republic of Iran and other
senior Iranian officials passed away in an unfortunate helicopter crash on 19" May,
2024. They will always be remembered for their efforts and contributions in
strengthening our bilateral relationships.

On behalf of our country, | visited the Islamic Republic of Iran on 22" May,
2024 and attended the official ceremony and personally paid tributes to the
dignitaries. Our nation also observed a day of national mourning on 21%* May, 2024.

REFERENCE BY THE CHAIR
(i) Anniversary of blowing up of Al 182 Flight “Kanishka”

MR. CHAIRMAN: Hon. Members, June 23", 2024 marked the anniversary of one of
the darkest days in the fight against terrorism. Two Air India aircraft flying out of
Canada were targeted by terrorists. 329 innocent people lost their lives when Air India
182 "Kanishka'" was blown up off Ireland on June 23", 1985. Two others were killed
as another major catastrophe was narrowly averted in Japan.

Regrettably, justice was never fully served in these cases. These incidents are
a grim reminder of why the world must show zero tolerance towards terrorism and
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violent extremism. Such acts can never be condoned or justified or countenanced
under any pretext.

(ii) Kuwait Fire incident

MR. CHAIRMAN: Hon. Members, in a tragic fire accident that took place on 12t
June, 2024, in a residential building, a labour housing facility in Mangaf area of
Kuwait, 49 persons, including 45 Indians, lost their lives and more than 50 persons
got injured. The loss of precious lives in this tragic incident is indeed painful and
unfortunate. Our Embassy in Kuwait, in coordination with the local authorities,
ensured safe evacuation and necessary assistance to those injured from the accident
site and immediate repatriation of the mortal remains of the deceased to our country.

This House joins me in expressing heartfelt condolences as well as deep
sympathy to the families of those who lost their lives and wishes early recovery of
those injured.

Whether it is competitive examinations or
Government recruitment, there should be no reason for any hindrance. This process
requires complete transparency and probity. Regarding the recent instances of paper
leaks in some examinations, my Government is committed to a fair investigation and
ensuring strict punishment to the culprits. Even earlier, we have witnessed many
instances of paper leaks in different States. It is important that we rise above party
politics and undertake concrete measures nationwide. The Parliament has also
enacted a strict law against unfair means in examinations. My Government is working
towards major reforms in examination-related bodies, their functioning and all
aspects of the examination process '

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YT 82 Section 111 of BNS makes 'writing' and 'speech' also to be an act of
terrorism. | do not know how many of us would be arrested under it because it does
not require a warrant for a police officer to arrest. Under Section 150 of the BNS, it
criminalizes subversive activities without defining what subversive activities are. What
| am saying about the Government, | am bounden as a Member of the Opposition to
say. ls it subversive? | do not know. Because | may be arrested, | keep some stock
of medicines for Tihar jail.

Now, having said that, there is Section 150 which brings in a very interesting
provision. One who excites people or stokes feeling of hatred can be banned and
arrested. ..(Interruptions).. Do we remember somebody who was stoking feelings
and exciting people with mangalsutras, with one community taking all as jehadis, with
Sikhs as khalistanis, which is that community ? Will it come under this Act? | want a
clarification from the Home Minister whether such person, who makes such
comments, amenable to action under Section 150 of the BNS, or it is just a
showpiece. As | said, under Section 172, police can arrest anyone including Dr.
Sivadasan without warrant. Remember that. You are stopping fasting as a political
weapon. Fasting was a political and sacred weapon. Shaheed Jatin Das died in
Lahore jail in 1929, so that political prisoners are not treated like criminals. Gandhiji
went on fast in Pune. Remember! How will you remember? You did not participate
in the freedom struggle. How will you remember what fasting is? ... (Interruptions)..

This denial violates constitutional and statutory provisions
as well as assurances given by the highest authorities of the country including the
sanctity of this august House. The YSR Congress Party has consistently reiterated its
demand for the Special Category Status since 2014. We shall continue to remind the
Central Government of this deceit and discriminatory treatment towards Andhra
Pradesh after every President's Address and Budget presentation.

Therefore, | urge the Central Government to
grant Special Category Status to Andhra Pradesh without further delay. These
measures will help the State achieve its long-term vision of fiscal self-reliance and
inclusive development.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude.

SHRI MEDA RAGHUNADHA REDDY: Sir, under the esteemed leadership of Shri Y.S.
Jagan Mohan Reddy, Andhra Pradesh had made substantial progress in fortifying its
maritime logistics capabilities. The State's concerted efforts to enhance the maritime
infrastructure are evidenced by the rapid construction of four new ports and a
significant increase in shipments from the existing six ports. The Ramayapatnam,
Machilipatnam, Mulapeta and Kakinada Gateway ports were being developed at an
accelerated pace, with an estimated investment of approximately Rs. 16,000 crore.

Chairman, Rajya Sabha for giving me ten minutes
to speak.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, please come to the subject.

SHRI BINOY VISWAM: Sir, through you, | express my thanks to the whole House, to
Members of this side as well as that side. | am grateful to the hon. Chairman that he
was so kind to allot me ten minutes for the first time in this House.

Sir, the President's speech was an important speech in the House. My
Treasury Bench friends, all of them were very eloguent in pacing that speech, in
upholding the Constitution and defending the values of the Constitution. We all share
that sentiment. We know that the President is the first citizen of the country. Article 79
states what Parliament is. It is defined like this. The President and the two Houses of
the Parliament constitute the Parliament. The Lok Sabha, the Rajya Sabha plus the
President are called the Parliament. Neither the Prime Minister nor the Ministers are
mentioned. But, the President and the two Houses are mentioned. That is important.
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Article 60 says that the President takes the oath to protect and defend the
Constitution. It is the oath of the President; protecting and safeguarding the great
Constitution. Article 63 says that the President is the supreme commander of the
defence forces of India. That is the President and we all respect her. Being a great
lady, a tribal lady, | bow my head before the great Droupadi Murmuyi. But, Sir, this
great President whom they praise like anything, where was she on two great
occasions in the history of this Parliament? One was the inauguration of new building
of Parliament. When did it happen? It was on 28™ May. Sir, that day has a
significance. It happens to be the birthday of V.D. Savarkar. | don’t want to go into
the details of V.D. Savarkar, but | know of those letters--not one, not two, not three;
letters after letters for what? Pleading for mercy from whom? The colonial masters !
That V.D. Savarkar’s birthday was marked here by inaugurating this House, a great
moment for the country, a great pride moment for the country and the Parliament!
But, Sir, | ask the friends of the Treasury Benches: Where was the President on that
day? Where was she? Was she given a chair there? Was she given a prominence
there? She was not seen there. Even a mere entry was denied to her. Sir, that is the
BJP.

On the second occasion, the Prime Minister himself went to Ayodhya for the
inauguration of the temple there, for the Pran Pratishttha as they call. On that day,
this country, a secular country witnessed a scene where priests became politicians
and a political man became the priest!

We will march forward and
we will see to it that the country and the people will win. We are awaiting that day.

Today, more than ever, | stand proud and privileged to be a representative of
the State of Tamil Nadu and a Member of the DMK Party. Why, Sir? | will tell you the

reason. The 18" Lok Sabha Elections spread over six weeks and 640 million voters
decided or gave their verdict. The Prime Minister of India, Mr. Narendra Modi, who
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rarely visited Tamil Nadu, came eight times during election campaign, but in vain. Sir,
we bagged all 40 seats that we had contested. It is the only State in India where we
have won all seats that we have contested, thanks to the efforts and strategy of our
leader, Mr. M.K. Stalin.

Sir, the people have given a clear verdict, not a clear majority.

Sir, hon. President, in her Address, at Para 3, said that her Government is
enjoying a clear majority. | am sorry to say that the people have given a clear
message, not a clear majority. How? The President’s Address is only a convention.
We owe legacy to the Government of India Act, 1919, and the 1921 was the first time.
And, it is like the Monarch of the British Government. The Monarch will be presenting
her address to the Members of Parliament; and, it will be prepared by the Council of
Ministers, unlike the USA. In USA, the President prepares his own speech and
delivers it. John F. Kennedy had said that without debate and without criticism, no
administration, no country can succeed and no republic can survive. In one of his
Addresses to the US Congress, he had very clearly given a glowing reference to Pt.
Jawaharlal Nehru for his statesmanship and also how much he had been inspired by
his worldview. But, here, the speech is prepared by the Council of Ministers and the
President only delivers it. So, Sir, when we attempt to criticize, it need not be
construed that it is against the President since she had only delivered the Address. It
is only the criticism of the Council of Ministers.

Sir, the people of India have given many clear messages. Number one, this
country considers economic issues more than divisive rhetoric. Mixing of politics and
religion was not accepted by those people who have faith in religions. Moreover,
what is the big idea of having a utopia whole Hindu nation than they can live in diginity
in this country? How am | saying this? The BJP lost the seat of Faizabad where the
Rama Temple was inaugurated with much pomp. That was a message in Varanasi
also where the Prime Minister contested. Last time, his winning margin was four lakh
and eighty-five thousand and this time it was only one lakh and odd. So, that is an
indication that people were not satisfied and happy with the earlier Government. The
President’s Address has to inform the Members of both the Houses of Parliament
about the various programmes and the priorities of the Government. But, it was only
a summary of the previous Government. She was telling that her Government has
done this, her Government has done that, and all that. Which Government, Sir?
That was a BJP Government. And, this is an NDA Government. Any senior Member
who has got very good wisdom can enlighten me. The convention is that normally,
the President will call the leader of the single largest party to form the Government. |If
the single largest does not have a majority, they will go with the support of some
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alliance parties and then he will be asked to get a Confidence Motion in the House.

Shri K.R. Narayanan’s period. But, this has not happened this time. Moreover,
today’s Prime Minister, Mr. Narendra Modi, is the leader of NDA, and not of BJP
party. May | know whether the BJP party has sat with its elected Members of
Parliament and elected their leader of the party”? | am surprised, this has never
happened. So, that leader who has been chosen as a leader of that party

not yielding. ...(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: He is not yielding. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: | am not yielding, Sir. ...(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Rakeshji, he is not yielding. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: | should not be interrupted. ...(Interruptions)... Whether the
Central Hall, which was abandoned by the BJP Government ... (Interruptions)...

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: We moved to the new Parliament building. The British
Parliament has been working for three hundred years in the same building; whereas,
we moved to a new building. Now, we are deprived of a Central Hall. Even after five
years, we will not get acquainted with the new Members of Parliament in Lok Sabha
because nowhere can we meet or come across them. What is going on, Sir? But,
this time, the NDA Members of Parliament sat there, in that abandoned Central Hall,
to elect their leader. Some sentiment! Did you feel that Central Hall or the old
Parliament have suited you much than this new Parliament or anywhere else? Why,
Sir? The President, Draupadi Murmuiji, may not have the opportunity to watch the full
proceedings of the House. Unless otherwise a Member from the Opposition speaks,
she may not have an opportunity to look at what is happening in the House because
the Sansad TV which is meant for the Parliament is only for the Treasury Benches
nowadays. It only focuses upon them.
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AN HON. MEMBER: No, Sir.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Whatever we do, even it may be a disobeyance, it does not
matter, it must be telecast. The people will decide whether what we are doing is right
or wrong. But, we are not....

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: | beg your pardon.
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please continue.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Kindly allow me. The duty of the Sansad TV is to focus on the
proceedings of the House. Otherwise, when a Member of the House fainted here, it
did not reach out because it was totally blacked out. How many from the ruling party
came rushing? She is not a Member of an alliance party; she just belongs to the
Opposition Party. When she swooned here, except the Parliamentary Affairs Minister,
no one came here. ..(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Hon. Chairman had ensured that all the care was taken in
her case. He had given a brief of that also.

SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Sorry, Sir, this is the real happening here. | am taking this to the
notice of the hon. President, as to what is happening in this House. We are deprived
of the Central Hall. Why? Don’t you want the Lok Sabha Members and the Rajya
Sabha Members to come together? Divisive here also! So, that is what | say, the
people have given a clear verdict. They are not satisfied. The economic issues are of
much more importance, not other issues. India has got sixty four per cent of youth
population. Every month, one million enter into the youth population. It is a very big
demographic dividend. But it will become a demographic disaster if employment is
not created. That they suffered; the verdict was given by who all — the poor people,
by the youngsters, by those who believed in secularism; those who believed in
federalism gave their verdict. Why then this sort of a fractured verdict that they have
to sit here with an alliance only? The smile on the faces of many of my friends there
has missed, very sorry to say. In the last tenure, the BJP’s strength was 303 and the
NDA’s was 353. This time, the BJP is 240 and their Alliance is 293.  What does it
show? [t shows that the 63 that has come down is not from the Alliance, it is only
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from BJP. So, people have lost their confidence in BJP. At 3 o’clock on 4™ June, the
graph stood at 293 and 230-and-odd on us. It remained the same till the next
morning. Till then, there were fluctuations, going up and down, going up and down.
Even, the Prime Minister was trailing behind at a point of time. But, after 3 o’clock on
June 4", it stopped there itself. Many speculations are looming over. How many
seats they have won with a margin of 5,000 to 1,000! If you calculate that, this
apprehension or speculation may come true. Sir, | don’t want to raise any allegation.
But the thing is, the verdict which has been given by the people is not as the
President has told that it is a clear majority; it is not so. It is only a clear message.
The President has also very gladly said that 25 crores of people have been brought
out of poverty. Let me say, Sir, as per the World Bank’s data, 10 per cent of Indian
population are below poverty, that is, 14 crores. As per NITI Aayog’s 2023 Report,
people who live below poverty are 15 per cent, that is, 22 crores. The people living in
poverty in India comprise the total population of U.K., France and Germany. India is
a largest booming economy, you may say, but 22 crores of people comprising three
countries’ total population are living in poverty ! Sir, 80 crore people are living on the
ration shops, getting free food. But you say that we are reaching second, third in
economy. Mumbai, my friend, Praful Patel’s great hometown, hosts the richest man
in Asia and the largest slum in Asia. This is real socialism. Richest man lives there,
and the largest slum is there. This is India.

Sir, you have been given ten long years. In politics, they used to say, even one
week is a longer period. You have been given ten years. What have you done? Have
you given any employment to the youth population? Have you brought down
poverty ? Have you taken care of the farmers? One thing | am sure, Sir. After this
election results and after this Government has taken over, they cannot bulldoze the
Bills as they were doing earlier. The Opposition is very strong in the Lok Sabha. We
are as well strong here. Moreover, two partners in their Alliance are very, very
particular, | say. One is, Mr. Nitish Kumar, my very good friend for past 25 years who
stands for social justice, and, | think, hewould take care that this Government will go
for Census immediately. So far, the Government has not yielded. | think, the JD(U)
will prevail upon them to take the Census which the Tamil Nadu Government is
pressing upon. And the second is, federalism. Hereafter, you cannot use the
Governors as arrows against the Opposition parties because Chandrababu Naidu,
who is for federalism, is with you.

Sir, the hon. Minister of Education took oath as a Member of Parliament in the
18" Lok Sabha after entrusting the irregularities of NEET Examination to be
investigated by CBI and after cancelling the NEET Examination for Post Graduate, the
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prior night to the exam day, making thousands and lakhs of student aspirants,
medical doctors stranded. Of course, those who are for PG are basically doctors.
They were stranded. Everyone had reached their centres; but the previous night, they
cancelled it. Why has it happened? And, they say proudly, we have initiated action.
We ask, why it happened and how it happened? It is not locking the stable after the
horse has run. Lakhs of students have been put to trouble. ...(/m‘errupz‘/ons)... My
dear friend, Mr. Nagar, please. | may speak against you but it may be of interest to
you. Why did it happen? They should not have allowed even an iota of doubt when
you are particular about NEET. Tamil Nadu is revolting. So many students have
committed suicides, and Tamil Nadu Assembly has passed a unanimous Bill.

[THE VICE-CHAIRPERSON (DR. SONAL MANSINGH) in the Chair. ]

Thank you, Madam Vice-Chairperson, for being in the Chair. | am happy. The
President of our nation signed immediately the Farm Bills that were passed in the
Parliament which were not in the proper manner. It was not debated. The
amendments we gave were not discussed and they were not taken to the Standing
Committee or the Select Committee as we proposed. But she gave assent to it, she
gave assent to UAPA and she gave assent to the three infamous Criminal Law Bills
which is entrusting, emboldening the police like anything and changing the
nomenclature. It was immediately signed. But Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly,
which is a part of the Indian nation, has passed a Bill unanimously twice and it is still
waiting for the assent of the President. What is happening? It should be taken into
account that the federal Government is not that creates the States, it is the States
that create the federal Government. So, the sentiments of the people of a State and
the decision that has been arrived at an Assembly wholeheartedly should be
respected by the President. Any Government may be here or there, but it is the State
Assembly’s Resolution. But it is still pending. In the interest of the State, our people,
we don’t want to say, ‘Ban NEET or something’; give an exemption to Tamil Nadu.’
Even that is not recognized. Rather than that, the Speaker there, who is considered
to be above politics, not to say, the Prime Minister and his Party -- that does not
matter -- even the President in her Address, recalled the Emergency. We don't say,
don't speak about that. It cannot be concealed. The DMK, the Party to which |
belong, was the worst sufferer. We lost our Government; our Leader, now the Chief
Minister there, and myself were imprisoned for one full year. We do not deny that. All
of that happened. But later, Mrs. Gandhi came to Chennai and at the Marina Beach,
where the Party under the leadership of Dr. Kalaignar was present, regretted all that
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happened in those times. Let me go beyond that. That was a declared Emergency,
but this is an undeclared 'emergency' by the BJP. What is going on? You are taking
away the rights of the States, the people, the minorities. What does the CAA do?
You cherry-pick. You choose three countries, you choose five religions, you
deliberately leave out Muslims, you deliberately leave out Sri Lanka and you forget
about the one-and-a-half lakh Tamils who are stranded in Tamil Nadu without
citizenship. Your Bill does not include them, but it gets the assent of the President.
You bulldozed everything. During the passage of the three criminal law bills, 150 MPs
from both the Houses were suspended and the Bills were passed. They were such
important Bills. Stakeholders were not called. Nobody was consulted. Nobody's
views were taken into consideration, including that of the Members of Parliament.
Alternative perspective should not be looked at as adverse. Every issue has got two
sides. You may be on one side, we may be having one side, but democracy is where
both sides are discussed and a consensus is arrived at. But you don't allow us to
speak. You don't listen to us. The Prime Minister, who has never met the Press in
the previous years, met them at least 100 times during the Elections. But the results
were very unhappy, for them, not for us. We have not assumed power, but we are all
very happy. They have now come back to power, but they are not really happy. That
is the point.

Sir, Shri Rahul Gandhi, the Leader of the Opposition in Lok Sabha, has raised
a very important issue. Many of us have not taken cognizance of that, something
which happened in this country -- the share market. Fluctuation in the share markets
is mostly decided by the performance of certain firms. The investors choose by way
of that. Secondly, Government policies, taxation and many other things influence the
share markets. The third is war in a foreign country and foreign exchange reserves.
The fourth is artificially created fluctuations. That happened in 1990 when Harshad
Mehta did it. Later, it was Satyam Raju and now, kindly take note of what happened
just before the Elections. What happened was, on May 19", the Prime Minister
appeared before the media and said that the share markets are soaring high and high,
after June 4" it would reach historic heights and so, all must be ready. The Prime
Minister said that! On June 1%, the Home Minister said that the share markets were
rising, after June 4™, India will be benefited and so, all of you must buy shares. They
had given interview to some media. On June 3, when the Exit Polls came out,
unimaginably, a section of the media said that the BJP would win 401 seats. It was all
cooked up. Where is 240 and where is 4017 How can such errors happen? So, it is
deliberate. After the forecast of 401 seats was given by Exit Polls, for your kind
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information, the NSE increased by 733 points on June 3. Miserably, BJP didn't form
the Government.

Madam Vice-Chairperson, you have to bring the House to order. They are
distracting me.

On June 4", the Sensex fell by 1,379 points thereby making the small investors
lose 30 lakh crore rupees. Thirty lakh crore rupees! ...(Interruptions)... It went up
the previous day. They bought shares. The next day it came down. All small
investors who were tempted to buy shares because of the Exit Polls lost huge money.
s this the way ?

Is it the responsibility or job of the Prime Minister or the Home Minister to talk
about shares? | am talking about the poor common man. ...(/m‘errupt/ons)... They
are not big corporates; they are ordinary investors who are interested in share
markets. They have lost Rs.30 lakh crore. That is why the Leader of the Opposition
in the Lok Sabha has proposed that a Joint Parliamentary Committee has to be
constituted to look into this. It is a very big economic scam that has happened.
Ordinary people are affected. | am not levelling false and evasive allegations. | belong
to a political party; | am in the opposition. If | see an elephant and say that it is a
horse, it is your responsibility to prove that it is an elephant. But we are saying that it
is an elephant, but you are not accepting it because we are saying it. Even if we call a
spade a spade, you don't accept it. Democracy is totally curtailed. So far as the
right to expression is concerned, we are not allowed to speak in Parliament. We are
not heard and it is not taken as 'important’. It is has happened in all the past ten
years. Now, let it not be repeated and that is what we request. We expect a change
in you. But, actually, it is not so. It seems again the same old thing. At least, |
expect that two very strong alliance partners with you, Shri Nitish Kumar, the social
justice fighter and Shri Chandrababu Naidu, who stands by federalism, will be having
the reins of this Government to safeguard the interest of this nation. So, all this that
we are saying is in the interest of the nation. We need a Central Hall. We want the
Sansad to be common to both the Opposition and the Ruling Party. Most of the time,
nothing is being telecast. At least, if the media is there, it can take it to the people.
But the media is not allowed. Where is democracy? The media, which is responsible
to take what is going on in the House, is not allowed in the Parliament. Television is
not showing the reality.

THE VICE-CHAIRPERSON (DR. SONAL MANSINGH): Please conclude.
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SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Let me conclude. | would like to conclude. They are supposed
to be here for five more years, but | don't know for how many years they are going to
be here. That's all different; we don't expect that also. Let them be there, but they
have to mend their ways, else people will end their days. Respect democracy and
honour the opposition parties' views and think of people, first of all, the poor, the
farmers and the youngsters who are running for jobs. All these things should be
taken into consideration and kindly, hereafter, don't bulldoze any Bills. Last year,
only seven Bills were referred to the Standing Committee. In this regime, refer Bills to
the Standing Committee or the Select Committee, call the stakeholders, consult each
and everyone, bring a comprehensive Bill and make it a law. We are all for it. So, |
request, through this debate, the hon. President, Droupadi Murmu, who gives assent
to all the Bills that are passed in the Parliament, to give assent to the Bill that has
been passed in the Legislative Assembly of Tamil Nadu on the NEET Examination.

SHRI K.R. SURESH REDDY (TELANGANA): Madam Vice-Chairman, what is the
time allocated to our Party? We will try to share it amongst our Members.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIMATI RAJANI ASHOKRAO PATIL): It is twenty minutes.

SHRI K.R. SURESH REDDY: Madam, on behalf of the BRS Parliamentary Party, we
thank the hon. President, Shrimati Droupadi Murmu Garu for her Address. We also
take this opportunity to congratulate Shri Om Birla Garu for being elected as the hon.
Speaker of Lok Sabha. I, on my behalf, thank you for giving me this opportunity. We
appreciate the hon. Prime Minister for graciously introducing his Council of Ministers
to this august House.

Madam, the election results reflected the pluralistic character of our nation. If |
need to say on what the verdict for the NDA says, it clearly indicates that some
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promises have not been met, aspirations totally not fulfilled but confidence not lost.
When | look towards the |.N.D.lI.A. group, we get a feeling that the verdict says that
the depleting strength would stop, dependence would increase; continue to fight and
your day will come. The dance of democracy was quite visible -- whoever coined it -
- because every political party celebrated this wonderful election.

Since we are still under cricketing fervour, if | need to put it in a cricketing
analogy, the batsman who is caught out on 99 gets a lot of sympathy. The sympathy
given to the batsman is to perform better, not to be discouraged and, definitely, in the
next innings, you would score your century, so continue to play hard. Then, to the
batsman, who hit a double century, they say: "Well played but still you fell short by
32 runs. So, over-confidence may not do well but thanks to the Duckworth Lewis
Method, you won the match. But don't always pray for a rainy day because you need
to continue to work with the commitment as to what you have promised." Between
both the groups, then ,there is a third non-aligned group like us. We don't look this
side, we don't look that side but we try to give constructive suggestions this side and
we try to support them whenever we feel something goes wrong there.

We
are there to support the Chair. It is not that we have a big number but we can assure
you that we will never be a pressure group but we will always be a pleasure to work
with. Madam, the speech started off by speaking about the Constitution. It is said in
the speech 'that even after the Constitution came into force, it was attacked many
times.' It was attacked many times but, unfortunately, it continues to be attacked
and to quote examples, the biggest challenge in this polity today, according to us, is
of the anti-defection. We have seen hon. Members swearing in the name of
Constitution. We have seen the Ruling Party talking about the Constitution and we
have heard the debates of how the Constitution is violated through anti-defections. It
happened in Maharashtra yesterday. They were blaming this side and, now, today, it
is happening in Telangana and they are responsible for it. So, the time has come
where anti-defection needs a fresh look. When the Parliament and the legislatures,
with a responsibility bestowed upon them, to tackle the issue is not handled or is not
taken in the right course then we see the courts' intervention. We have seen
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intervention of the high courts and we have seen the Supreme Court intervening. | am
neither a lawyer by profession nor | have read much law because | was always
influenced. | started my political, legislative career at a young age of 27 years. | was
always inspired by the hon. Speaker's words who always said and advised that
applying common sense is the best method to move forward in this House. So, | am
not really a guy who really looks into the legality but the anti-defection issues are
cropping up very frequently and are going to the Supreme Court. | was reading about
the Supreme Court's observation and judgement invoking Article 142, say, in the case
of Manipur; a Member gets elected from one party, joins the other party and becomes
a Minister. The matter goes to the hon. Chair, they don’t decide. So, the matter has
to go to the Supreme Court which had to invoke Article 142 to settle the issue. |
believe that Article 142 is what they call it complete justice. Complete justice happens
there when total failure happens here. We talk of judicial activism but we should also
realize legislative realism, the responsibility bestowed upon us that when we do not
discharge, then these things happen. It is happening today. We have seen in
Telangana that a legislator got elected from one party and two months' later in the
Lok Sabha elections, he contested from the other party. When we go to the hon.
Chair, they do not respond, so, the only method left is to go back to the court. Well,
| can, definitely, name the parties. The matter is not naming the parties. It is the
attitude which needs to change and it is the august House which has to rise to the
occasion, and when the Constitution has so clearly defined that given the provisions
and given the authority to decide, we have not decided.

Madam, | need to say but this is, especially, happening in the 75" year of our
Republic, when we are celebrating our Constitution and this matter is not something
new. It has been happening for a while. It happened in Manipur. It is happening in
Telangana. It happened earlier in Goa and it happened in Uttar Pradesh. It is being
happening and various recommendations have come in. | would like to take the
opportunity to put forward before the House various Committees. The National
Commission to Review the working of the Constitution noted the defection flaws.
They observed it but we didn't act on it. The Dinesh Goswami Committee on
Electoral Reforms advised but we did not apply our minds on that. The Halim
Committee Report on review of anti-defection recommended specifically the term
'voluntarily giving up the membership'. They wanted a very specific and clear
definition of the term because that is the term which is expanded and interpreted in
many ways. So, that was recommended. That was not done. The Law Commission
of 2015 recommended that the power to decide should vest with the President or
Government, who should act on the advice of the Election Commission. So the Law
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Commission probably felt that the legislator is not acting, so it is time to move it out of
that and then get it to the Governor or the hon. President. Then we have seen the
Supreme Court in 2020. The anti-defection does not specify a time-limit for Speaker
or Chairman for the disqualification petitions which need to be decided. They felt that
three months should be the period by which it has to be decided and that time was
given to the hon. Speaker, | think in Manipur, which was not followed and, ultimately
led to Article 142 coming into play there. Anti-defection has not only been India's
concern, Madam. It has been a concern in the Commonwealth of Nations. It has
been a concern in the IPU. Whenever conferences are being held, there has been a
debate and it is the Chair's intervention. During one of the Commonwealth
Conferences, a committee was constituted. The Committee which was headed by
Mr. Malhotra submitted a report way back, | think in 2005 and from 2005 to now, we
have not much moved in the direction as per the recommendation.

Last but not the least and the most important was the Congress manifesto of
2024 which said that the Tenth Schedule Amendment would be done and automatic
disqualification will be coming into play. While they said it, it is most welcome. Having
said that, within a month, the same party has violated it. Khargeji today pointed out
as to how the BJP Government has been making the small State Governments' fall,
but here, we have seen the Congress party making the oppositions weaken and
devouring the opposition regional parties. This, in my view, speaks of double
standards and this, in my view, should be looked into.

There is another major issue which has been in front of our country, that has
been the pre-poll alliances. We have seen the NDA, we have seen the INDIA group
fighting, as pre-poll alliances. In anti-defection, once you fight as a pre-poll alliance,
then, definitely, you need to stick to even post-poll because the mandate given is for
pre-poll. This is my view. Legally and as when the committees come up, they need to
look into these matters, Madam, which is very, very critical. How does the world
look towards India? The world does not see India only as a five trillion dollar
economy. They see it more as a one billion plus democracy.

(MR. CHAIRMAN /n the Chair).

They see it is an agile democracy, not as a fragile economy. This has to
continue. If we have become a Vishwa Guru in many aspects, then why not become a
Vishwa Guru even in strengthening the democratic institutions and no better time than
now, especially, in the 75" year of our Constitution celebration. While the Government
should listen to the opposition's voice and the opposition definitely should continue to
listen to the counsel, advice of the Government. With your kind permission, let me
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quote what Babasaheb Ambedkar said when they thought about the parliamentary
system. Sir, he said and | quote, "Where the parliamentary system prevails, the
Executive is held responsible on a daily and periodic basis. The daily assessment is
done by the Members of Parliament through Questions, Resolutions and other
debates. Periodic assessment is done by the electorate. The daily assessment and
responsibility is far more effective and much more necessary in a country like India."
This we have seen. All the hon. Members have experienced it. To quote a small
couple of examples, be it in the Parliament or be it in the legislatures, there is
importance of every issue raised in the House. If a question is put, say something
regarding a bridge in my Nizamabad district, it does not concern only a bridge of
Nizamabad district, when the question is answered here. When the question is
admitted, hon. Chairman, Sir, the entire department gets active. The Minister doesn't
see on a day-to-day basis. The head of the department doesn't see the issue on a
day-to-day basis. But when a Parliament or a legislative question is posed, the entire
bureaucracy gets alert. The matter gets settled. Along with it, so many issues get to
be solved. So, this is where a functioning of Parliament not only lives to the true spirit,
but it also helps the Government on its functioning. It keeps the bureaucracy alert and
eventually, the issues related to the people are solved. Today, the role of the
Parliamentary Committees! Sir, 17" Lok Sabha, as functioned, has passed some
historic legislations. At the same time, when we see the kind of Bills referred to the
Committees, much needs to be done in that regard. So, today, | hope in the new
beginning, the hon. Prime Minister, when he comes and replies, definitely, he will
dwell on this subject that he will assure the Chair that the Parliament will run and with
the Government cooperation, and the country will be proud if he says, T8 Al B
TR BI' Then, definitely, it will be very much appreciated, Sir. The Address also
spoke about competitive and cooperative federalism. Now, in the changing scenario,
competitive is well said, much needed, but provided it is taken up in letter and spirit.
Mr. Chairman, Sir, | come from the State which probably is a shining example
for competitive federalism. We have set benchmarks. We have excelled in areas.
And, when we started, everybody felt that we will not survive for too long. Prophets
of doom said it is a matter of time before they collapse.
