Sir, on behalf of my party, the
YSR Congress Party, and our leader and former Chief Minister, Shri Y.S. Jagan
Mohan Reddy garu, | extend my gratitude to the hon. President for her Address and
highlighting various priorities and achievements of the Government. | also thank my
party President and former Chief Minister, Shri Y.S. Jagan Mohan Reddy garu, for
having given me this opportunity to present our party’s views in this august House.

| would like to address the following critical issues very briefly. The first one is
reforming the Indian testing system. Sir, the NEET-UG exam is taken by over 70,000
aspirants from Andhra Pradesh each year out of a total of 23 lakh students. Of these,
only around 2,000 students are selected to study at AIIMS. There is a significant
shortage of seats in Government medical colleges. Despite the increasing number of
applicants, the availability of seats and colleges has not risen proportionately.
Currently, there are only 55,648 Government medical college seats. This number
must be increased to at least one lakh to ensure fair opportunities for NEET aspirants
to realise their dreams of becoming doctors.

Secondly, there is a need for strengthening public health infrastructure to deal
with pandemics. The COVID-19 pandemic underscored the importance of robust
public health infrastructure to handle health emergencies. In 2024, preparing for
potential pandemics remains a national priority. According to a report of the Global
Health Security Index, India ranks poorly in terms of pandemic preparedness, with
significant gaps in health infrastructure, disease surveillance, and emergency
response systems. The Central Government should invest in upgrading healthcare
facilities, including increasing hospital beds, and ICU units, and stockpiling medical
supplies. Improving the National Centre for Disease Control and deploying advanced
technology for real-time disease surveillance are essential. Training healthcare staff in
emergency response and establishing research facilities for infectious diseases are
vital steps towards strengthening the public health system.

| would like to hereby remind this august House the special concern our leader
and former CM Shri Jagan Mohan Reddy had towards the health care sector in the
State of Andhra Pradesh. Sixteen new Medical colleges were established in the last
five years. This was solely done for the purpose of increasing the number of seats to
ensure that more doctors are able to finish their studies at an affordable cost and
speciality treatment is available to the poor and needy at a place near to their homes.
The implementation of the ‘Family Doctor’ concept and introducing village clinics and
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health camps were one of the first of its kind activities taken up in the State of Andhra
Pradesh during the last five years in health sector.

Now | come to the point of relief to farmers. | thank the hon. President and the
Government of India for providing 23.20 lakh crores to farmers under the PM Kisan
Samman Nidhi and increasing the MSP for various produces. However, there is still
much work to be done. | urge the Government to increase the financial assistance
provided under PM Kisan Samman Nidhi from 26,000 to 210,000.

| appreciate the Government for making changes in the agricultural system in
line with the current requirements. Currently, demand for organic products is
increasing rapidly in the world. | urge the Government to strengthen the natural
farming and create robust supply chains for the related products. | also request the
Government to increase the MSP so that the hard-working farmers can get
remunerative prices for their produce.

Sir, special care should be taken to ensure that the farmers are covered under
crop insurance so that they are properly compensated, especially when the harvest
suffers due to global warming, like, sudden heat waves or the highly unpredictable
rainfall. Farmers should not be made to suffer unnecessarily.

Now, | come to railway safety. There is a need for enhanced Budget allocation
for safety and modernization of railways. The Indian Railways requires a significant
increase in budget allocation to address critical safety and modernization needs. The
merger of the Railway Budget with the General Budget in 2017-18 has led to a
decrease in its share from 15 per cent to a mere 10 per cent. This reduction has
hindered the comprehensive implementation of advanced safety technologies such as
the Train Collision Avoidance System and the Kavach Anti-collision System. It has to
be specially noted that the last major accidents in Bengal, Odisha and Andhra
Pradesh took place in a span of less than five months and that too in the Eastern
Region. So | urge the Government to take steps to prevent the precious loss of lives.
By increasing the Budget allocation, the Central Government can ensure the
widespread deployment of these safety systems, upgrade old tracks, and improve
overall railway infrastructure, thereby reducing the frequency of accidents and
enhancing operational efficiency.

| also request for the operationalisation of the Railway Zone for which land has
already been identified by the previous Government. The pending railway project
especially the Nadikudi-Srikalahasti line which was sanctioned in 2014 also need to be
completed. The Vizag Chennai coastal corridor also needs to be completed soon. In
addition to that, the road connecting Vizag Port to the Bhogapuram International
Airport also needs to be completed at the earliest.
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Sir, | congratulate the Government for taking Metro to 21 cities in the country.
Here, | also request the Government to take steps to ensure that Vishakhapatnam
Metro is sanctioned. And, since the Bhogapuram International Airport is coming up,
| request the Government to sanction the Metro from the Bhogapuram International
airport to Vishakhapatnam.

Sir, now | come to Andhra Pradesh related issues. Our hon. former Chief
Minister, Jagan Mohan Reddy Garu had met the hon. Prime Minister and the Home
Minister many times and each time he requested for Special Category status for
Andhra Pradesh. But, today, this opportunity has come to the Telugu Desam Party
as not only are they in power in Andhra Pradesh; they are also sharing power with
NDA Government, at the Centre. So, all that the Telugu Desam Party has to do in
this situation is to ask the Central Government for Special Category status for the
people of Andhra Pradesh so that this dream of all the people of Andhra Pradesh is
fulfilled.

Sir, the Special Category status is not a mere demand but a right of the people
of Andhra Pradesh who have suffered immensely due to the unjust bifurcation. The
State has also faced several challenges in resolving the pending issues related to the
bifurcation such as sharing of assets and liabilities, allocation of employees, division
of institutions and the completion of projects. However, rather than demanding
Special Category status over the last five weeks after the result has come, *

Sir, | also request the Central Government to take steps to complete the
Polavaram Project as early as possible. Necessary funds may be sanctioned for the
speedy completion of the Polavaram Project.

| would like to request the Central Government to stop the privatization of Vizag
Steel Plant. | also request the Finance Minister to sanction sufficient funds to revive
the plant as a special package. The Government should also provide captive mines
on a preferential basis to Vizag Steel Plant.

Thus, | urge the Central Government to insist upon the State Government,
which is also a NDA partner there, to ask for Special Category status for Andhra
Pradesh on priority basis. | would also urge, through you, to the Government to take
steps to ensure that peace is restored and democratic practices are followed in our
State of Andhra Pradesh. Thank you very much, Sir.

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SHRI P. WILSON (Tamil Nadu): Sir, mike is not working.

SHRI P. WILSON: Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | will be requiring a few minutes. We
can adjust it from our group.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: The time which is mentioned here is eight minutes; you
have to stick to it. Please.

SHRI P. WILSON: Okay, Sir. Sir, | thank the hon. President for delivering the
President’s Address prepared by the NDA Government. | take this opportunity to
argue for the rights of my nation and for my State.

Firstly, | would like to start with NEET. Considering the fact that the NEET
based selection process is against the students from poor and under-privileged
background, Tamil Nadu has always opted for the MBBS selection process through
1042 marks, that is, 12" standard Board Exam marks rather than through a separate
selection entrance examination. Such NEET based selection also imposes immense
psychological stress on MBBS aspirants and financial burden on their families. To do
away from the NEET menace, the ‘“Tamil Nadu Admission to Undergraduate Medical
Degree Courses Bill, 2021 was passed by the Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly on
13.09.2021 at the behest of our hon. Chief Minister, Mr. M.K. Stalin, and it was
forwarded by hon. Governor of Tamil Nadu to the Union Ministry of Home Affairs and
is pending for assent for nearly three years. Sir, this has caused immense anxiety and
stress in the minds of students and parents.

Recently, the nation has witnessed large-scale confusions. Starting with
question paper leaks and irregular handling of awarding grace marks for wrong key
answers and compensatory marks, almost 23.33 lakh candidates are today affected
by the 2024 UG NEET Exam. This has also led to filing of many cases in the hon.
Supreme Court of India and ordering of CBI Inquiry by the Union Government. Sir, the
Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly has recently moved a Resolution seeking exemption
for Tamil Nadu from NEET examination or to scrap completely the NEET for
admissions to medical courses. Therefore, we seek the hon. Prime Minister’s
immediate attention in this regard either to approve the Bill passed by the State
Government in this matter or to bring out such amendments to the National Medical
Commission Act so that the NEET and the NEXT Exam system is given up at the
national level.
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Sir, rather than being a test of merit, NEET has become a world of scams and
corruptions as exam papers can be purchased from residences just a phone call
away, even through Dunzo and Amazon, and results can be easily tampered with.
You can even have a ghost writer in a few centres to get full marks of 720 out of 720.

Sir, when NEET was introduced in 2010 through regulations, Dr. Kalaignar
Karunanidhi, the then Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, asked me to file a Writ Petition
and to get a stay. Sir, | appeared before the Madras High Court and | got a stay of
implementation of the NEET regulations. Always Tamil Nadu raises its voice first
whenever it sees injustice or inequality. Our Youth Wing Secretary and hon. Sports
Minister, Mr. Udhayanidhi Stalin, undertook a campaign against NEET and as many
as 80 lakh persons signed seeking to ban NEET.

Sir, there has been an extraordinary delay of 48 days in ordering a CBI
investigation in NEET scam, and this delay has helped the fraudsters to tamper with
documents and erase the evidence.

Another interesting factor is, the Parliament passed the Public Examination
(Prevention of Unfair Means) Bill, 2024 on 09.02.2024. The President gave her assent
on 12.02.2024. However, it is shocking to note that the Act was notified only on
21.06.2024 after the scam of paper leak of NEET and NET has happened. The object
of Public Examination Act, 2024 is to bring stringent provisions to curb the
malpractices as there was no substantive law to deal with unfair means or offences
committed such as paper leakage. Both the State and the Central Governments have
powers to order investigation. My question is, why this Act was notified belatedly in
June, 2024 when the Act was passed and assent given on 12.02.20247 Now, the
NTA officials will clearly escape from the clutches of this Public Examination Act.
Interestingly, the National Testing Agency which is responsible for conducting more
than 14 critical competitive exams, including NEET, is registered under the Societies
Registration Act like any other Flat Owners Housing Societies. Crores of funds are
given to this unaccountable body. From 2014 to 2024, the Government passed as
many 427 Bills in Lok Sabha and 365 Bills in Rajya Sabha. However, the Union
Government was not interested in introducing legislation to provide statutory backing
for NTA. This lack of legislation may allow NTA to avoid accountability and face no
consequences for corruption or illegal activities. There is no answer why such
important exams were given to an incompetent body and made unaccountable for
this.

Sir, | will go to the State issues. The first one is the CMRL Project. Phase-2 of
the Chennai Metro has been proposed at a cost of Rs. 63,246 crores and covering
119 kilometres at 50:50 joint venture between Union of India and Government of Tamil
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Nadu. Although Phase-2 Project’s foundation stone was laid by the hon. Union
Minister of Home Affairs on 21.11.2020 and the announcement for counterpart funding
was made in the Union Budget for 2021-22, there has been no progress at all. Though
the project was recommended by the Public Investment Board on 17/08/2021, it is still
awaiting the approval of the Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs. Many other city
metro proposals, which were subsequently recommended by the Public Investment
Board, have since been approved by the Union Government. Considering the
pressing needs of the Chennai metropolitan area, the Government of Tamil Nadu has
commenced work on Phase-ll in anticipation of approval by the Union Government
and the expenditure is currently being met from the State funds. While such funding
of project expenditure has ensured that the works are on track, the State's fiscal
situation has been adversely impacted by it. This situation needs to be set right
without any further delay. We urge the hon. Prime Minister to give Cabinet clearance
and allocate 50 per cent of the cost, that is, Rs. 31,623 crore.

Sir, my second point is about NDRF claims. Tamil Nadu faced two
unprecedented natural disasters in the month of December, 2023. Cyclonic storm
Michaung brought extremely heavy rainfall and also the southern districts of Tamil
Nadu like Thoothukudi, Thirunelveli, Tenkasi and Kanniyakumari districts received
unprecedented extremely heavy rainfall in December, 2023. As a result,
infrastructure, both public and private, and livelihoods of people have been
devastated. After the IMCT officials came and assessed the damages, the State
Government made a claim of Rs. 37,907.21 crores. However, the Union Government
has sanctioned a meager compensation of Rs. 276 crore from the NDRF on
26.04.2024. Given the magnitude of the natural disaster and the colossal damage
caused to infrastructure and livelihood, this compensation is grossly inadequate and
is a grave injustice to the State of Tamil Nadu. ...(Time-bell rings.)... Hence, hon.
Prime Minister is requested that at least Rs. 3,000 crore may be immediately
sanctioned under the NDRF to take up the restoration and relief work to defray the
expenditure.

Development was seen in all the sectors in Telangana during KCR's tenure of
ten years. The progress of Telangana State from 2014 to December 2023 under the
leadership of Shri KCR was truly a golden era. Telangana region suffered during the
earlier rulers. The State achieved all-round development during the tenure of Shri
Kalvakuntla Chandrashekar Rao. The standard of living of the people of Telangana
has improved drastically. Some of the schemes implemented during his tenure
became an example for the entire country. Schemes like Kisan Samman Nidhi and
Har Ghar Jal introduced by the hon. Prime Minister are similar to KCR’s RythuBandhu
and Mission Bhagirath Schemes. Shri KCR has introduced and implemented many
such great schemes.

If Telangana was formed, there would be no IT jobs. Shutting the mouths of
those who thought IT would be a disaster, Telangana scaled new heights. Even
though there were few [T companies established in Hyderabad during the United
Andhra Pradesh, IT exports were severely affected due to power cuts. This creates a
risk of IT companies moving to cities like Bangalore. As a result, immediately after

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coming to power in 2014, the KCR Government continuously focused on the
generation of electricity and building infrastructure. Incubators have been set up to
provide skill training for setting up new start-ups. Incentives were provided.
Subsequently, Telangana has become the IT hub of the country. More than 20
multinational companies (MNCs) such as Google, Amazon, Apple, Facebook, and
Microsoft, which are among the list of Fortune 500 companies, are operating from
Hyderabad. Moreover, with the development of IT sector, other sectors that are
dependent on IT sector also benefited a lot. It is said that with the creation of one IT
job, four more jobs will be created indirectly. Due to the growth of IT in Telangana, the
real estate, hospitality, entertainment, transport and logistics sectors have grown at a
rocket speed. Directly, 20 lakh people got employment. During the formation of
Telangana, there were only 3 startup incubators and 200 startup companies. By 2023,
they have increased to /7 incubators and over 7 thousand startups. In the last nine
years, we were able to increase the IT jobs to 9,05,715 by 2023. IT Exports in the last
nine years: in 2014, exports were 66,276 crores and by 2023 IT exports increased to
2,41,275 crores.

Telangana is a successful model for small states. IT exports increased by 4
times and jobs by 3 times. Telangana's installed power capacity hasincreased from
7.8 gigawatts to 19.3 gigawatts. The GSDP growth rate of the state exceeded the
country's GDP.

Sir, ten years ago, when Telangana emerged as the 29" state, it was 10" in per
capita income, 1" in geographical area, and 12" in population. During the past
decade, the State has seen remarkable development. Telangana has raised from
uncertainties in power supply to continuous power supply without interruption even
for a second. Significant progress has been made in industrialization and job creation.
It has reached the top position among small States in terms of per capita income. At
2.7 per cent of the country's population, Telangana's GDP growth has exceeded the
nation’s average. The development of Telangana is a model for the benefits of
bifurcating large states.

Telangana's GSDP increased in ten years: In 2014, GSDP was Rs. 3.79 lakh
crores and by 2023, it became Rs. 13.28 lakh crores. This is an increase of 251
percent. Per Capita Income of Telangana: In 2014, the per capita income was Rs.
@3,151, by 2023 with a 230 per cent increase, it reached Rs. 3,12,398.

Sir, lakhs of acres were brought under cultivation with the Kaleshwaram
project, which is said to be an engineering marvel. 90 per cent of the Sitarama project
has been ambitiously completed so that some parts of the land in the Warangal
district along with the joint Khammam district can be cultivated. The trial run of the

Sitarama project was successfully done four days back. With this project, about 11
lakh acres of barrenland in three districts can be brought under cultivation. As a
visionary leader, KCR initiated these massive programs with foresight and success,
bringing joy to the farmers.

Before the formation of Telangana, 36 lakh tons of grain were harvested, But,
after the formation of the state, by 2023, we have grown 3 crore tons of grain because
of the facilities provided by Shri KCR. Sir, we are requesting the Central Government
to meet the fair demands for the benefit of the people of Telangana. Palamuru-
Rangareddy lIrrigation Scheme should be given national status and allocate large
amounts of funds.

Sir, | come to Parliament as a student of history and inspired by the great
founders of our republic. Mahatma Gandhi, Jawaharlal Nehru, Rabindranath Tagore
and B. R. Ambedkar. Each of them has given us a life lesson. What has Mahatma
Gandhi taught us? He has taught us that to create political transformation, there
needs to be transformation of the self. Mahatma Gandhi has written a wonderful
essay in the Harijan weekly on 3" October, 1936 where he likens the war in the
Mahabharat to a philosophical metaphor. This is the war within. The war within
between our best self and our worst self. It is when our best self triumphs over our
worst self that is when we can create the perfect society and the just society. So, the
key to social and political transformation is the transformation of the self. Let us be
our best self and cast out anger and hatred.

Nehru taught us that only constitutional representative, parliamentary
democracy can improve the conditions of humanity at large. No other system of
Government, Sir, not military dictatorship, not the One Party State, not any form of
dictatorial regime can do this. It is Constitutional parliamentary representative
democracy that can improve the condition of humanity and give justice and
opportunity for all. | want to remind you that in the 1950s, Nehruvian parliamentary
democracy was such that there was one star in that parliamentary system who shone
and who became a colossal leader. This leader was Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee. He
shone in Nehruvian parliamentary democracy. It was Nehruvian parliamentary
democracy which made possible the emergence of Nehru's rivals. This is the beauty
of parliamentary democracy. Vajpayeeji was a critique of Nehru; Vajpayeeji was an
ideological opponent of Nehru, but was given a stage and a platform by Nehru. Our
founders dreamt big. They had the audacity of hope. At Independence, we had 80
per cent incidence of poverty; we were 12 per cent literate. Yes, we were poor and
not literate; but we decided to be a parliamentary democracy. What a dream, Sir,
what a hope ! Our founders taught us that for this end, we need to inculcate the virtue
of reason and rationality. When leaders propagate irrationality, when they propagate
magical thinking, when they propagate superstition, when they claim to be non-
biological beings, they put citizens back to a place where citizens are not able to think
and reason. We recall the words of Rabindranath Tagore: Let my country be one
where, "the clear stream of reason has not lost its way into the dreary desert sand of
dead habit". What did Dr. B.R. Ambedkar teach us? Dr. B.R. Ambedkar said that
our political democracy will not last if at its base there is no social democracy. We
can’t have political democracy without social democracy; without liberty, without
equality, without fraternity in society, we will not be able to sustain our political
democracy.
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Sir, | have been a journalist for thirty years, criss-crossing India writing reports
and writing articles. | was fiercely non-aligned and independent. Today | am fiercely
aligned and, paradoxically, by being fiercely aligned to the right values, to
constitutional values, to the values of protecting democracy, | feel | can speak the
truth. Journalism once had a golden age. Doyens of the free press asked fearless
questions of the powerful. Look at the state of the media today. Look at the
mainstream newspapers. Look at the television channels. There is one ideology that
has a ferocious stronghold. There is one school of thought that is dominant. A hidden
hand is guiding the camera. A not-so-hidden hand is guiding the journalistic pen.
What is happening to the media is that it has been captured. The media has been
captured. Most of the legacy media can’t ask questions of the Government anymore.
But, without asking questions, how can democracy breathe? If journalists can’t tell
truth to power, how can democracy get oxygen? Legacy media is getting suffocated
in an airless, oxygen-less jail. When media is in jail, how can democracy survive?
That is why | have chosen to speak today in response to the hon. President’s Address
on what | call the 'Democracy Deficit'.

| humbly thank the hon. President of India for her Address. In the Address, the
respected President said in para 17: “The basic spirit of democracy has been greatly
undermined.” But undermined by whom? In para 28, the hon. President refers to the
Emergency of 1975. But, Sir, we are not in 1975. We are in 2024. How long are we
going to look in the rear view mirror? How long are we going to use the sins of the
past to condemn the present? ...(Interruptions)...

Those who are obsessed with the Emergency of 1975 if they want to oppose
the Emergency, why don’t they bolster democracy? Why are they imprisoned in an
'Emergency mindset'? Why don’t they set free the police, as per the 2006 Supreme
Court judgment? Why don’t they uphold the federal principle? Why don’t they make
India safer for dissent? Why don’t they allow the Opposition a voice? Why don’t they
stop having a stranglehold on democratic institutions? That is the way to oppose
Emergency. But what is the point of always opposing the Emergency, talking of 1975
and then doing the same thing as in 1975, implementing 1975, imitating 19757 Those
who are constantly talking about the Emergency of 1975 are victims of an 'Emergency
mindset', which is why we have a 'Democracy Deficit' today.

Here are 15 examples today of India’s 'Democracy Deficit'. When the
Government shows no visible empathy to the suffering, we have a democracy deficit.
When instruments of State are used to partisan ends, we have a democracy deficit.
When citizenship is defined by religion, we have a democracy deficit. When the party
system is attacked, we have a democracy deficit. When there are attempts made to
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delegitimize the opposition, we have a democracy deficit. When free press is
crushed, we have a democracy deficit. When hate speech is normalized, we have a
democracy deficit. When lynch mobs are not given exemplary punishment, we have a
democracy deficit. When official speeches do not mention even one word of the name
of a State which has witnessed a civil war for over a year (When Manipur is not
mentioned) we have a democracy deficit. When those in power are not accountable,
we have a democracy deficit. When individuals believe they are bigger than
institutions, we have a democracy deficit. When citizens are not told the truth, we
have a democracy deficit. When the federal principle is buried, we have a democracy
deficit. When we don’t celebrate religious pluralism as Indian’s greatest strength, we
have a democracy deficit. When protest is criminalized, we have a democracy deficit.
A quick expansion of all of these.

Sir, the principle of empathy: Sir, to quote Shakespeare, ''the quality of mercy
is not strained; it droppeth like the gentle rain from heaven'. In the same way, Sir,
where is the quality of empathy? Empathy is a principle of good governance. Sir, 23
lakh students sat for the NEET. A desperate child takes an examination, finds that the
paper has leaked, loses that examination, goes on the streets to protest and the
Education Minister says that this is a "'motivated protest’" and it did not happen.
Where is empathy, Sir? Sir, my son is a doctor. | have seen the hard work and the
herculean effort that students put in pushing themselves to the brink to prepare for
these examinations. Where is empathy for these students who are on the streets and
desperate? Sir, 26 students in 2023 took their own lives in Kota! Sir, 70 papers have
leaked in seven years. This is the anguish students are facing today.

Sir, there is democracy deficit when instruments of State are used for partisan
purposes. When enforcement agencies become a washing machine, one side always
guilty and the other side is always innocent. The moment you switch sides, you are
deemed innocent. Among politicians, 95 per cent cases of enforcements agencies
are against opposition politicians. Since 2014, 25 opposition leaders facing probes
have crossed over to BJP and 23 of them have got clean chits.

There is a democracy deficit when Citizenship is linked to religion. How can
religious identity be the basis of citizenship? This is a principle our founders would
have opposed with all their might. Sir, 19 lakh excluded in Assam. Majority of them
are Hindus. Sir, 41 lakhs are still living under threat of the CAA and the NRC. Lakhs of
people worried that an unconstitutional law is taking away their lives, taking away their
liberty, taking away their homes, taking away their universe because of an
unconstitutional law imposed from above.
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There is a democracy deficit when the party-system is attacked. With
allurements and inducements parties are broken, Governments are toppled and
administrations are brought down — nine Governments toppled in nine years.

There is a democracy deficit when attempts are made to delegitimize the
Opposition. You just don’t want to win; you want to delegitimize the Opposition
completely. Why this name-calling 'Khan Market Gang', 'Tukde-Tukde gang',
'Lutyens’ gang' for the Opposition, Sir? The Opposition is an established part of the
democratic system. The Opposition is very much part and parcel of the Parliamentary
democratic system.

In a democracy, the people are sovereign. When sovereign people vote for the
Opposition, how can those elected representatives be delegitimized? This is not the
politics of democracy. This is authoritarian populism. This is strongman politics. It is
not enough to win, you want total domination. This year voters have cut you to size
and, in fact, voted for the Opposition.

There is a democracy deficit when free press is crushed. As | mentioned
earlier, India ranked 159 out of 180 in the Annual World Press Index released by
'Reporters Without Borders'. India’s press freedom has fallen by 19 places since
BJP-led dispensation came to power in 2014.

In Para 26, the hon. President of India said in her Address, ‘In the era of
communication revolution, disruptive forces are conspiring to weaken democracy.’
But, who is weakening the democracy in the media, Sir? Democracy is being
weakened by an overbearing Government which is guiding, manipulating, terrorising,
muzzling and threatening journalists. | was shocked to see that journalists are not
allowed, accredited senior journalists today are not allowed, in the precincts of
Parliament! This is truly shocking for a parliamentary democracy. There is a
democracy deficit when hate speech is normalised. When hate speech against
religious communities is normalised and acceptable, and those who are responsible
for the hate speech get State protection. Seventy-five per cent of hate speech events
come from the States ruled by the BJP, according to the India Hate Lab. There is a
democracy deficit when lynch mobs are not given exemplary punishments. Does the
Government care that three men died in a horrific case of mob lynching in
Chhatisgarh, earlier this month? There have been many such crimes which have gone
unnoticed. A report by the IndiaSpend reveals that out of total attacks between 2010
and 2017, centred on cattle-related issues, 97 per cent cases were reported in just
three years, that is, from 2014 to 2017. Sixty-one, out of sixty-three such cases, are
registered after creation of Cow-Protection Squads and beef trade restrictions,
showing that it is under the BJP’s dispensation that these attacks have increased.
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There is a democracy deficit when a civil war has raged for over a year in a State and
that State’s name cannot be mentioned by the hon. President in her Address and the
Prime Minister does not visit even once the state of Manipur where over 70,000
people have become homeless and over 200 have died. There is a democracy deficit
when those in power are not accountable. There is a little accountability, of those in
power, neither to students nor to rail victims, nor to unemployed youths, nor to the
women who are victims of crime. There have been 244 consequential train accidents
between 2017 and 2022. Does the Government care?

The BJP was proudly proclaiming that it brought in the Women's Reservation
Bill. But the percentage of tickets given to women by the BJP, this time, was just
about 15 per cent. The All India Trinamool Congress has given almost 30 per cent
tickets to women. Thirty-eight per cent of our MPs are women. There is a Bengal
model of women’s empowerment that should be emulated across India because in
Bengal, leaders are accountable for their promises. There is a democracy deficit when
individuals believe that they are bigger than institutions, when there is arrogance of
power. Gandhiji believed that means must be good for ends to be good... (Time-Bell
r/'ngs.)... Gandhiji called off the Non Cooperation Movement, 1922, after Chauri
Chaura incident. ... (Interruptions )... because it became violent.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude. ...(Interruptions)...

SHRIMATI SAGARIKA GHOSE: Sir, today, power has become performative. Power
exists only for itself. Power is projecting itself onscreen. ...(Interruptions)... Power is
not being used for the people. ...(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you, Sagarikaji. Your time is already over. Next,
Dr. Kanimozhi NVN Somu. ... (Interruptions)...

SHRIMATI SAGARIKA GHOSE: There is democracy deficit when the truth is not told.
When citizens are not told of the facts. ... (Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Your time is over, please. ...(Interruptions)... You have

already taken your time. ...(Interruptions)... SI. AN, MY Tl ...(HIIH). .
DS AR 91 Rbls R &1 S &I &1 ... (Interruptions). ..

DR. KANIMOZHI NVN SOMU (Tamil Nadu): Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | express
my thanks and gratitude to my leader, hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Thalapathy
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M.K. Stalin, for giving me this opportunity to stand upright and speak the truth in this
august House.

The hon. President, in her Address, mentioned that they have formed the third
consecutive Government, but forgot to mention that it is only a minority BJP
Government, with the support of the NDA constituents.

It is like a crippled Government getting support from others to stand and move.
It is a big blow for their party, which boasted itself so high as if they were going to win
400 seats. The slogan "31§@T §I¥ 400 TR, turned out to be " 3/9®1 IV FidlaR".
Let them enjoy the bar until it melts.

Sir, the world has seen many leaks, USA saw WikiLeaks. But, during the last
ten years of Modi Sarkar, several leaks have been seen. The NEET question paper
leaks; the NET question paper leaks; airport’s roof leaks; Ram Lalla Temple roof
leaks; Vande Bharat Express leaks; so many video leaks; so many audio leaks. But
the nation bleeds. The frequency of various collapses, which occurred in India under
Modi Government, is faster than the bullet trains. Sir, we just won the T-20 World
Cup. And, Modiji has got a hat trick in that. On March 10, 2024, Jabalapur Airport
was inaugurated and on June, 27/, it collapsed. On March 10, 2024, the Union
Government inaugurated and laid foundations for new terminal buildings and on June
28, Terminal-1, Delhi Airport, collapsed. On July 27, 2023, the Prime Minister had
dedicated the Rajkot airport to nation and on June 29, it collapsed. Who knows, they
may also say that since T-1 International terminal is in the name of Shrimati Indira
Gandhi who happens to be the daughter of Pandit Nehru, that was the reason for the
collapse of that Terminal ! ...(Interruptions)... We never know. Sir, these can be
categorised by alphabetical order. ‘A’ stands for Airport roof collapses, ‘B’ stands for
Bridge collapses, ‘C’ stands for Currency collapses, ‘D’ stands for Democracy
collapses, ‘E’ stands for Economy collapses and ‘F’ stands for Federalism collapses.
We do not know how many more alphabets are going to be conquered by the
Government until they come to an end.

Sir, in Para 28, as mentioned by our floor leader, Mr. Tiruchi Siva, our party
suffered the Emergency. The President’s Address also refers to it. If you are so really
against the Emergency, please bring back the ‘Education’ from the Concurrent List to
the State List.

Sir, in Para 12, the hon. President has mentioned about the women demanding
representation in Parliament and the Legislative Assemblies. We all know what an eye
wash was the Women’s Reservation Bill. To implement it, first, delimitation of
constituencies has to be done. For implementing delimitation, latest Census has to be
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done. In Tamil, we have a proverb saying when something is not possible *"Finding
path to a place not to be reached." That is, to go to a place where we don’t know
the routes. This suits aptly to the schemes of Modi’s BJP Government.

In Para 19, it is mentioned that in the last 10 years,15 AIIMS medical college
have been built. Sorry, there is a correction. It is literally only 14 AIIMS medical
college because in Tamil Nadu, AIIMS college is just a brick and a compound wall
and, still, we have not got the college.

Sir, in Para 20, the hon. President makes a remark, “Even earlier, we have
witnessed many instances of paper leaks.” We just cannot say this and play with the
lives of the students. It is just not only the students; it is the entire family who works
for the education of the student. Until now, the Government has not opened the
mouth about the NEET scams.

Sir, in the present scenario, the economic inequality is the biggest problem
faced by our country. The ‘billionaire raj” is now more unequal than the British Colonial
Raj. What is particularly worrying in India’s case is that the economic inequality is
being added to the society that is already fractured along the lines of caste, religion,
region and gender. That is why an exhaustive caste based census is the need of the
hour. But this Government has conveniently forgotten about conducting a census.
The data available is decades old and we are not certain about the present data which
is very essential for policy making.

Sir, the BJP Government has turned a blind eye towards the non-BJP ruled
States like Tamil Nadu and others, often shows a step-motherly attitude towards the
people of Tamil Nadu for reasons better known only to them. This is against the
cooperative federal system prescribed in our Constitution. Tamil Nadu has been
betrayed in this Government in all spheres of work, even though it contributes
substantially to the Central Exchequer. The Madurai AlIMS is going on like a Sindbad
story. The Union Government has no* in admitting the inordinate delay in construction
of AIIMS in Madurai. The Union Government has so far not paid a single rupee for the
execution of the Chennai Metro rail phase-Il project, which is a very important
infrastructure project to ease the traffic in the ater Chennai region.

Just a few weeks before the 2021 Assembly elections in Tamil Nadu, the hon.
Prime Minister had openly announced that the Union Government has sanctioned a
record amount of Rs.63,000 crores in one go to execute the project but in 2024, not
even a single rupee has been given by the Union Government for this crucial project.

The first one is, those involved
in the scam and malpractice in this premier exam, have not only accepted money but
also undermined the future of lakhs of deserving students who were deprived of their
rightful opportunity despite their competence.

Chief
Minister of West Bengal, Madam Mamata Banerjee led the West Bengal Government
to pass a resolution in the Assembly to acknowledge Saari and Sarna as religions.
This resolution has been forwarded to the Indian Government on 27th February, 2023.
But unfortunately, the Indian Government hasn't taken any steps regarding this.
According to the Indian Constitution, it is a fundamental right of every citizen to
practice their faith and religion. Yet this Indian Government is depriving crores of
Adivasis who practice Saari and Sarna religion. A survey needs to be conducted to
acknowledge this religion and to identify the practitioners of this religion. Yet the
Indian Government has taken no measures towards this. It is unfortunate that even
after having a clear resolution from the West Bengal Government, the Indian
Government has been unable to take any real steps to recommend Saari and Sarna
as a separate religious code. Pandit Raghunath Murmu has spoken in Santhali: "You
have your alphabet; you have your language. You have your religion- your hope of
life. If your alphabet is lost, your language will be lost. If your religion is lost, then the

acknowledge the Saari and Sarna religions as separate religious codes. Our hon.

However, during the tenure of this Government of India,
repeated incidents of injustice and religious persecution have been taking place
against the Scheduled Castes, Schedule Tribes and aborigines. Every one of us
should remember the words of Rabindranath that "whoever you put down will put you
down.

But the question is that is West Bengal out of the country where millions
of poor, youth, women and farmers of Bengal are being deprived of the light by the
Central Government? Since the defeat of the Bharatiya Janata Party in Bengal in the
Assembly Elections in 2021, the Government of India has not given the money owed
to the Government of West Bengal over one and a half lacs. As a result, it is depriving
Bengal, the women of Bengal, and the farmers of Bengal. Let alone any financial
cooperation, the Government of India is instead adopting non-cooperation to break
the financial backbone of the people of Bengal. The Indian Government is depriving
lacs of poor working-class people of Bengal of their hard-earned money and thus
bulldozing the federal structure. Since 2021, thousands of crores of 100 days of
MGNREGA work projects have not yet been paid by the Government of India. We, the
Trinamool MPs and MLAs sat down in Delhi protesting and demanding payment of the
amount they owed.

Chief
Minister, Mamata Banerjee met the Prime Minister regarding this issue but the people
of Bengal have not received that money yet. Especially since Corona, for many, this
100 days’ work was their only hope of earning. The Indian Government has not shown
even a simple act of humanity to the West Bengal Government. They kept on
procrastinating. An idea has been created why you did not vote for BJP; the people of
Bengal will now have to pay for it. This is the Central Government's attitude towards
Bengal. But the humanitarian Chief Minister of Bengal, Ms. Mamata Banerjee did not
rely on the Indian Government and kept her word by delivering these crores of wages
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for 100 days of work from the State treasury to almost everyone's account. Not only
that, the State is launching the "Karmasree project’ with a guarantee of 50 days of
work without relying on the Government of India. Deprivation of Bengal does not end
here. Housing scheme money has been stopped. Rural road project money has been
stopped.

West Bengal has been
widely acknowledged both inside and outside of India as a pioneer of women's
empowerment. The "Kanyashree scheme' has won the title of best in the state in
advancing women's education. Bengal is now a model state and yet how long can the
Government of India deprive us? Sir, | ask the Central Government, at a time when
you are preaching the idea regarding the grand celebration of the Amritkaal, why are
the people of Bengal who were at the forefront of the Independence struggle being
deprived? This is the holy land of Swami Vivekananda, Rabindranath Tagore, Bankim
Chandra Chattopadhyay, Kazi Nazrul Islam, and Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose.
There were numerous martyrs like Khudiram, Binay Badal Dinesh, and Matangini
Hazra who sacrificed their lives for the nation, yet Bengal was deprived during these
days of Amritkaal. Prime Minister Narendra Modi displays his love for Bengal only
before the elections. Thus, just before the elections, he impersonates Rabindranath
or Swami Vivekananda. The abundance of love ! This time, right before the elections,
he stated that he has so much love for Bengal that he wants rebirth in West Bengal in
his next life. If he truly loves Bengal, why is he depriving the hard-working poor
populace of Bengal ? Why is he depriving them of their right? We demand his answer.

Because of that only, from the beginning itself, we are opposing NEET examination,
abolish the NEET examination. In Tamil Nadu, around 17 students have committed
suicide. Two Bills were unanimously passed in the Tamil Nadu Assembly and sent for
the assent of hon. President. And, recently, two days ago, one more Bill was
unanimously passed in Tamil Nadu Assembly to abolish the NEET examination and
has been sent for the President's assent. But, still this Government is not hearing the
voice of the Tamil Nadu.

Sir, the overall unemployment rate in India as of now has gone beyond 10 per
cent. In the beginning of 2024, the unemployment rate was 5.4 per cent; as of now, it
is 10.03 per cent. This Government has promised 2 crore jobs every year. But, they
have so far not fulfilled the promises. Adding fuel to the issue, the Union Government
has not filled several lakh vacancies in the last 10 years. This is an ample proof for the
precarious condition this Government is in. Sir, in the last ten years of this
Government, the crime against the SC/STs has been increased. As per the report of
the National Crime Records Bureau, Ministry of Home Affairs, more than 5 lakh
atrocity cases have been registered in the last 10 years. | request you, Sir, the attack
and atrocities against SC/ST and oppressed community should be curtailed. In the
last ten years, more than 8,000 students belonging to the SC/ST/OBC and minority
communities have dropped from IITs, lIMs, IlITs, ISERs and 50 students died by
suicide inside the campuses across the country. | urge the Government to take
necessary steps to curtail the dropout of SC/ST/OBC students from the premier
institutions and conduct appropriate counseling to students from poor and deprived
communities to combat the peer pressures to stop suicides in the higher institutions in
this country.

Sir, there is a bias and injustice shown by the Union Government to Tamil Nadu
in the devolution of funds. The hon. Finance Minister, Shrimati Nirmala Sitharaman
says that she followed the recommendations of the Finance Commission. What is the
Finance Commission? The Finance Commission is appointed by the Government.
We are asking the Central Government for our share, our rights. They are not
sanctioning our demands. Sir, the Government has initiated the 16" Finance
Commission and its Chairman and members are to be elected. The Finance
Commission is appointed by the President under Article 280 of the Constitution. My
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humble request to the Government is to increase the devolution of funds from the
divisible pool of Central funds from the present 43 per cent to 50 per cent. Sir, Tamil
Nadu is the most betrayed State in the country. The Union Government has denied
the Tamil Nadu its rightful share and | can mention many such projects where the
Union Government's lethargic and lackadaisical approach has robbed the people of
Tamil Nadu, what they deserve.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri K.R.N. Rajesh Kumar. You have eight minutes.

SHRI K.R.N. RAJESH KUMAR (Tamil Nadu): *"Sir, | would like to thank Leader of
our party and Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Thalapathi M.K.Stalin, brother
Udhayanidhi Stalin, Minister of Youth Affairs and Sports, State Government of Tamil
Nadu, and hon. Member, Shri Tiruchi Siva, leader of DMK in Rajya Sabha for giving
me this opportunity to speak in this House on the Motion of Thanks on President’s
Address.

Hon’ble Deputy Chairman Sir, this House knows that our party DMK, has been
opposing NEET examination since its inception. Due to this examination, twenty-two
students in Tamil Nadu had committed suicide. | can cite examples from Ms.Anita to
Mr. Jagadeesh.

You might have known that each
and every student has to pay Rs.4-5 lakhs annually if he intends to attend a coaching
class. Poor students studying at Government schools and rural students cannot
afford coaching classes. It is difficult for them to prepare for such examinations. But
they should also get access to higher education. That is why we are always opposing
NEET examination. The struggle against NEET is happening in various parts of the
country now.

In the recently held session of Legislative Assembly of Tamil Nadu, the
resolution against NEET was passed unanimously. It was sent for the consideration of
Union Government. The Union Government should exempt Tamil Nadu from NEET
examination. Sir, | request, through you in this august House, that my demand may
be considered.

Sir, the President’s address had pointed out many schemes and projects of
the Union Government. | would like to point out a project in Tamil Nadu which is not
yet approved by the Union Government. The Union Government did not give its
approval for the second phase of Chennai Metro Rail Project. It is delayed. On 21
November, 2020, hon. Union Minister of Home Affairs had laid the foundation stone
for this project. In Budget 2021-22, financial outlays for this project were announced.
The total estimate of this project is Rs.63,246 crore. The project will cover 119
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kilometres having three routes. The total project cost would be shared on the basis of
50:50 per cent by both the Union Government and the State Government. Still, the
project is yet to get the approval of Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs. It has
been already delayed for more than two years. | request that the approval may be
given as expeditiously as possible. Thank you.

data, in the last five years, one lakh people lost their lives in train accidents. Along
with the accounts of the dead, | am reminding this august House of another account.
According to the latest official figures, 2.5 lakh posts are lying vacant in the railways.
Also, as of now, 18,999 vacancies of assistant loco pilots are lying vacant. All train
tragedies in the country are result of the Union Government's anti-youth policies of
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not making enough appointment and creating new posts. Sir, in the hon. President's
Address, there is no mention of unemployment. Unemployment is mushrooming in
the country like cancer. According to the figures given by the Minister, Dr. Jitendra
Singh in the Rajya Sabha on 26" July, 2023, there are 9,64,359 vacancies in the
Ministries, various institutions and agencies of the Union Government. The
unemployment rate rose to 8.01 per cent in the April according to the data given by
the Centre for Monitoring Indian Economy. In the 18" paragraph on the 14" page, the
hon. President mentioned that the Government could make the Defence sector self-
reliant but this Government weakened the Defence force by introducing Agnipath
scheme. Contractualization of the Army reduced its efficiency. The Government has *
lakhs of youth who wish to join the Army and serve the country. Even the JD(U),
which is the backbone of this minority Government, has the same opinion. The Union
Government should put aside the narrow politics and withdraw the Agnipath scheme
immediately. The hon. President used the name of Gandhiji only once in her speech.
The 16" paragraph on the page number 14 of the hon. President's Speech says: "For
the first time, toilets were built for crores of poor people in the country. These efforts
give us the confidence that today the nation is following the ideals of Mahatma Gandhi
in the true spirit." Since 2014, the Narendra Modi Government has been trying to
rebrand Mahatma Gandhi as just an ambassador of this Swachh Bharat.

SHRI A. A. RAHIM: Sir, | am concluding. It is because the speech has no connection
with the social and political reality of the country. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, hon. Shri Ryaga Krishnaiah.

SHRI RYAGA KRISHNAIAH (Andhra Pradesh): *"Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | thank
you for giving me the opportunity to participate in the discussion on the Motion of
Thanks on the President’s Address. Sir, the President’s Address mentioned all the
points. The highest population in India, which is the Other Backward Class (OBC),
comprises 56 per cent of the country’s population. Even after 75 years of
independence, they are not receiving proper justice. Injustice is being done to them in
the sectors of education, employment, politics and in almost all the sectors. Even
though India is on the edge of becoming a developed nation and paved its way to
becoming an advanced country, fifty-six per cent of the people in the country, have
not been given human rights, social rights and constitutional rights until now.
Primarily, there are more than 2,600 different castes in the BC list. Among the OBC
list are denotified tribes, semi-denatified tribes, nomadic tribes, extremely backward
classes, dhobis, barbers, stone-cutters, fishermen and many more castes which are
extremely backward. Even after seventy-six years of independence, the castes did
not get equal rights. They did not receive the needed help in any sector. At this
juncture, when we are claiming that India is a developed nation, BCs are lagging far
behind in the education sector, employment sector, as well as in the political sector.
For example, thirty-two per cent of the people are still illiterate. It is our constitutional
responsibility to provide education to them. It is not a charity. It is their right. It is the
share of the country. It is their democratic share.

After seventy-six years of independence, all Governments, be it the past
Governments or the present Government, are lagging in providing education to the
SC, ST and BC communities. What we are giving to OBCs is not charity. It is their
Constitutional Right. But the governments have not thought about this. The Bharatiya
Janata Party selected the Prime Minister from the OBC community. We are thankful
for this. But it is not just enough to have a Prime Minister from the OBC community;
measures should be brought for the development of the OBC community. People
from the OBC community are surviving as beggars, and nomadic tribes and when we

education. All the schools were converted to English medium and fee reimbursement
was introduced at the college level too. Each student was given twenty thousand
rupees as a scholarship. Students going abroad for studies were given fifty lakhs to
one crore rupees as a stipend. In this way, education was given the highest priority
and spending on education was considered as an investment. That is why, there is a
need for Jaganmohan Reddy's policies to be taken as an example and adopted by all
the State Governments and Central Government in the country. Investment in
education is a capital investment. The entire family will be developed by investing in
education. Even now there is a need to change policies in the Central Government.
What we give to BC is not charity. It is their Right. It is their democratic right. Till date,
the Central Government has not established a Ministry for the OBC. In the Budget
too, when the total budget was around forty-five lakh crores, a mere amount of two
thousand crores was allocated to them as alms. They can't even buy chocolates or
biscuits with that money. For seventy-six crore BCs, only two thousand crore rupees
was allocated in the Budget. The Mandal Commission made 40 recommendations but
38 recommendations have not been implemented till date. The department was not
set-up. They are not even coming forward to initiate the census. Therefore, the
Central Government should change its approach towards the BCs. The Bharatiya
Janata Party made a person from Backward Class as the Prime Minister of the
Country; it made a person from Scheduled Tribe as the President of this Country. We
are only asking what it did for the people from the BC community. What are your
plans? BC people should receive education. They need a share in power. For this to
happen, there is a need to bring reforms in the education, employment and financial
sectors. What is the culture of our country? “Sarve jana sukhino bhavantu”. |
question you all. Where is it now ? Everyone should introspect and, necessary reforms
should be made to provide Constitutional Rights and Democratic Rights to the 76
crore people of the OBC Community. They made the Prime Minister from the OBC
Community and the President from the ST Community. We accept it. But where are
the measures? What are the measures taken for educating the OBCs? Where is the
share in power? Employment did not exceed 16 per cent till now. It has been more
than 35 years since the Mandal Commission was implemented. The employees’
percentage of BCs did not cross 16 per cent. In the Central Government, there are
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nearly one hundred Principal Secretaries. They are policy-makers. But what is the
number of OBCs in them? It is just three. | question, is it the procedure in this
country? It is their democratic share. The Party and the Government should change
its approach towards the OBC. In many countries in the world, exploitation,
oppression and discrimination have caused rebellion. People are fighting for their
rights. Look at China, Japan. Look at Russia. Look at France. People revolted for
their rights, for their existence, for their self-respect. We are welcoming it.

Buddha was born in this country, Vivekananda was born in this country, and
Shankaracharya was born in this country. So, we are talking about peace and
harmony. Sarvejana Sukhino Bhavantu, means, may all people be happy. The
happiness of capitalists and corporates does not count. People from the lower class
should be happy. The Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, we respect him a lot. He is
a yogi. He sacrificed everything for the nation. But what is the purpose of this
dedication without the development of the weaker sections? In this country, Buddha,
Vivekananda and great personalities were born. They strove for the betterment of the
country and the upliftment of the living standards of the people in this country.
However, the situation of the poor is miserable. They are sleeping with half-filled
bellies. The majority of them are from SC, ST and BC. If reforms are not brought for
the upliftment of their living standards, surely, there is a chance of the people to
revolt. World history tells us this. The Central Government should recognize the
matter and reserve all the rights that should come to OBC. Reservations based on
population percentage should be introduced in the Parliament. A census should be
conducted. A Ministry for the OBC should be established. Education should be
promoted by building schools and hostels and also reimbursing school fees and
distributing scholarships.

‘Beti Bachao Beti Padao’, but how will they study? They can study only when
financial assistance is given to them. BCs across the country have started a
movement. They are demanding for BC census. Give us what we deserve, give us
our share.

Many people in the Central Government have said that India is a Vedic land and
Karmabhumi. But in this Vedic land and Karmabhumi, 30 per cent of the population
are half-starved people, ignorant and innocent. lIrrespective of party affiliation,
everyone who is born in the OBC Community should fight for their rights. In the
budget, out of 45 lakh crores, only two thousand crores were allotted. What is lost if
two lakh crores are allocated? To whom are you giving? You are giving it to the
people of the country. The people of this country are children of Mother India. They
are not enemies, they are not from China, and they are not immigrants from other
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countries. They are the citizens of this country. They are the sons of the soil. The
development of these people is the responsibility of the Indian Government. Sir,
through you, | request the Central Government that we must think radically and take
steps to bring changes on a large scale for the education, employment and economic
development of the BCs.

In the private sector too, reservations should be made for the SC, ST and
OBCs. Every sector is being privatized. Therefore, there are no government jobs. To
get jobs in the private sector, SC, ST and OBCs should be given reservations by their
population ratio. Similarly, there are no judges from SC, ST and OBCs in the
Supreme Court and High Courts. A reservation system should be made in the higher
judiciary because there is not a single judge in the Supreme Court from the OBC.
Look at the court cases, the other day, they said that, for the upper castes to get a
ten per cent reservation, a fifty per cent ceiling can be crossed. But, for Panchayati
Raj reservations and political reservations, they said that it is unconstitutional. Do not
exceed ten per cent increase and it is against the court rulings. Is it not injustice
towards the OBCs? This is very unfair.

Is there such oppression anywhere else in the world? It used to be there in
Africa and America, but people revolted there. In the land where Buddha was born,
Vivekananda was born and Shankaracharya was born, OBCs who are the majority in
the population, have created the wealth of the country but are in poverty, if injustice is
done to them, they would definitely revolt. The upper castes were given ten per cent
reservation. Did they ever ask for it? Did they ask for any representation anytime? Did
they stage any dharna? Reservation was given to them without any demand. When it
was mentioned three per cent, it was changed to ten per cent, whereas for BCs fifty -
six was changed to twenty-six. Is this justice ? In the last batch for IAS and IPS, those
who secured fewer marks than SC and ST candidates got selected because of EWS
reservation.

Sir, through you, | request the Central Government that, in the country, there
are sixteen lakh jobs within government departments and public sector organizations.
These vacancies are not being filled. If the vacancies are filled, all the people
belonging to OBC, SC and ST communities will be securing jobs. So, a conspiracy is
being hatched, by not filling these vacancies. Sir, these vacancies should be filled,
similarly, reservation should be made in every private sector and a special Ministry for
OBC should be set up. This is what we are asking.

In this country, with the 73rd and 74th Constitutional Amendment Acts, in the
Panchayati Raj, Reservation, for the 56 per cent BC population, the reservation was
34 per cent, It was further reduced to twenty per cent. In this country, Judges from
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High Courts and Supreme Courts, MPs and MLAs are also from your communities.
You are unable to accept when someone from our community becomes a Sarpanch.
Is this the Justice in the country?

Sir, through you, | request the Central Government, to make amendments to
the Bills, and to make reservations in the Panchayati Raj system in proportion to their
population. In the same way, Bills should be introduced in the Parliament. Sir,
discrimination is prevalent in this country. For discrimination towards women, you
brought the Women’s Reservation Bill and we welcome it. At the same time, there is
caste discrimination. We do not have a share in the authority. Why are you hesitating
to introduce the OBC Bill? If not today, you have to bring it tomorrow. It is inevitable.
BC population is the maximum in this country. Caste census should be conducted
and reservation should be provided as per the population ratio.

Similarly, Panchayati Raj reservations should also be provided with
Constitutional provisions. | want to bring to your notice about the injustice in our
country. After years of protest, reservation in lITs and IIMs was implemented. In
these institutions, children of dhobis, stone cutters, shepherds and beggars are
securing seats. But what is the fee collected there? It is around one lakh eighty
thousand rupees. Can a person from the dhobi community or beggar community
afford to pay that fee? Why is the Government not bearing the total fee for students
coming from these poor communities? The Government should change its approach
towards these communities. | am asking, if you give them seats in these institutions
and not bear the fee, how will they pursue their education ?

Sir, people from the BC community are subjected to discrimination. Therefore,
the Central Government should take voluntary measures to deliver justice to the
people from these communities. The BJP Party, which made the Prime Minister and
President from OBC and ST communities, what is stopping them from fulfilling these
small demands of ours?

So, do self-introspection and without taking it negatively, from a positive
perspective, should consider us as your brethren and should strive for the upliftment
of these communities. The talent and skills of these communities should be used for
the development of the country.

Many intellectuals and talented people are migrating to America and other
countries due to lack of opportunities in the country. If we keep aside the
discrimination and use the talent of the people from these communities, India’s
growth rate will accelerate at a higher speed. The people from these communities
should not be looked at from a negative perspective. But, think positively and give
equal justice to them. We should be given equal opportunities in all sectors. We have
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a share while voting. We have a share in the state’s debts. We have a share in giving
you the power. But we do not have a share in the wealth and authority. Were the
loans of poor farmers or loans of self-employment schemes waived off? The Central
Government should change its perspective. A separate Ministry should be established
for OBCs, more budget should be allocated and schemes should be introduced and
implemented.

Sir, without the development of the seventy-six crore people from these
communities, India will never become a developed nation. India will become a
developed nation only when everyone is empowered. The Central Government should
think in this direction. | conclude by wishing that God would grant you all such
thoughts. Jai Hind !

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI RAJEEV SHUKLA)i Next speaker is Shrimati Sudha
Murty. Is it your maiden speech, Madam? No, it is not maiden speech! Please, go
ahead.

SHRIMATI SUDHA MURTY (Nominated): Respected Vice-Chairman, this is my first
speech. It may not be a maiden speech. How much time do | have?
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI RAJEEV SHUKLA): Five minutes.

SHRIMATI SUDHA MURTY: | am not a politician and | do not know how to talk for or
against, neither of them. | have been nominated by the hon. President of India. | am
really grateful to her, and, of course, our Prime Minister, who announced my name on
8™ of March, which is the International Women’s Day, as a nari shakti. | have always
worked for the poor and | am always on the field. So, my experience is entirely
different from both sides of the House. | have been given only five minutes, and being
a teacher, for me, five minutes is extremely small slot. However, | will try to do only
two things. | am also an author. So, | always like to give analogy, sanskrit shloka and
describe. It may not be possible to do that right now. Maybe, sometime later, if you
give me maiden speech of fifteen minutes at least, | will be able to do that, Sir. A
R Yo A= I3 Qddl:l That is what our ancestors used to say. "Where
women are respected, that is the place where Gods reside." | want to tell you that

the most important thing for the woman in general is her health because she always
neglects her health and takes care of the family. And because of that, many women
suffer in real life with cervical cancer. They will come to the hospital only when it is in
the third or fourth stage. Being a daughter of a doctor and a sister of a doctor, | am
aware of this. | have worked for 30 years with Infosys Foundation in this particular
area. | want to give a suggestion. There is a vaccination which is given to girls
between the age of 9 and 14. This is known as cervical vaccination. If the girls take
that, it can be avoided. May | request the House to incorporate that vaccination for
the benefit of our girls? Because prevention is better than cure. My father being a
doctor always used to tell me that when a mother dies in the hospital, it is counted
plus one, but for the family, a mother is lost forever. Maybe a man can get another
wife, but the children will never get another mother. Mother plays an important role
and cervical cancers are more in the latter part of life. My request is that our
Government should look into this matter. They have handled a very big vaccination
drive during COVID; so, this may not be very difficult. You can vaccinate our girls in
the teenage years from 9-14. This is my first point.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI RAJEEV SHUKLA): Who has developed the vaccine?
SHRIMATI SUDHA MURTY: This vaccination was developed in the West. It has

been there for a long time. It has been given for the last 20 years. | tried one batch ten
years back with the Government of Tamil Nadu, under Dr. V. Shanta, Director, Adyar
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Cancer Institute. It worked very well. | am sure it is not expensive. Today, it costs
Rs.2,400 for a person like us who are in the field. But the Government can intervene
and negotiate the price. For any business, it will be a win-win situation. They should
also make certain money. But you can bring it down to Rs.700-800. We have such a
large population. It will benefit our girls in future.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI RAJEEV SHUKLA): Ashwini ji, please convey it to the
Health Minister, Shri Jagat Prakash Nadda.

SHRIMATI SUDHA MURTY: The second point about which | am going to talk is very
dear to my heart. | may exceed one minute or two minutes, Sir.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI RAJEEV SHUKLA): No problem, Madam.

SHRIMATI SUDHA MURTY: That is regarding tourism in India. We always think that
Ajanta & Ellora, Brihadisvara and Taj Mahal are the few places which everybody
should see. That is really not true. Our country is vast. There is a very famous saying
in Subhashita, 'IEXIT IFERT '| Mother Earth has many, many diamonds, but we
always neglect and care only for one. In India, we have 42 World Heritage Sites. But

we have 57 sites which are pending. We should bother about those 57 sites. Only
some of those | would like to mention here because there is no time. These are very
important sites. | have personally visited these sites. Being a grand-daughter of a
schoolteacher and a history teacher, for the last sixty years, | have been doing a lot of
research in our own culture, in our temples and monuments in India. Whatever | have
done, in a nutshell, | want to tell. There is a marvellous statue of Bahubali at
Shravanabelagola which is a gem. It is in Karnataka. There are a group of monuments
in Mandu in Madhya Pradesh. These are very, very beautiful monuments. There are
caves. You take prototype of any temple in India. It is done in Badami, Aihole and
Pattadakal. These are in northern part of Karnataka. | belong to that area. | am very
proud of it. You see Lingaraja Temple. You see any temple in India. You look at
Konark Temple. Prototyping had been done in 5§75 A.D. in Karnataka. These three
places are not in the World Heritage Sites. If you go towards east, you have Tripura
State which has fantastic sculptures known as Unakoti. Nobody knows who has done
that. They are 1,500 years old. Then, you have natural roots bridge in Mizoram, in the
Eastern part of India, which is God's gift to us. We go to other countries and see but
we never value it; we have diamond in the hand but we search for broken glass
pieces. There is a complex of temples in Srirangam. People from South India must
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have seen them but | am sure that people from Northern and Eastern part of India
must not have seen them. They are marvellous. They are as good as Brihadeeshwara
Temple of Thanjavur, which is a world heritage site. There are beautiful Mughal
Gardens in Kashmir. We always go and see the film shooting but we will never realize
that they are not in the list of world heritage sites. The advantages of putting them in
the list of world heritage sites are many. Firstly, the package should be done very well
so that people can come and see them. The package should be done conveniently so
that you have good toilets and good roads and tourists can come. It will increase
revenue for our country. There are many advantages. | will speak about them in my
maiden speech.

Sir, we have beautiful desert gardens in Rann of Kutch. People can see it only
in certain months of the year. We should take advantage of that. Buddha was a great
person. We are very proud of Him. Whichever country | go, they ask me, "Are you
from the land of Buddha?" | always say, "Yes'. He preached His first sermon in
Sarnath, very near to Varanasi. It is a group of old monuments at Sarnath, which are
2,500-year old. It is not in the list of world heritage sites. Lothal of Gujarat is
equivalent to Mohenjodaro-Harappa in Pakistan. We can't go there but we have
Lothal and Dholavira. Dholavira is a world heritage site but not Lothal. Lothal was a
big port. You should go and see how ships used to come there. It should come in the
list of world heritage sites. We have forts of Maharashtra where 8Y-2X HAEIed g<dT-
g1 91T Tl That is where Shivaiji said, 'Jai Mahadev' before every fight. There are
Jal Durga, Van Durga, normal forts and the whole series where forts faced sea and
also gave a great history to India, particularly to Great Shivaji in Maharashtra. That
should come in the list of world heritage sites. There is a beautiful island on the River
Brahmaputra in Assam. They call it Majul. My spelings may be wrong.
...(/nterrupt/ons)... Okay. Itis Majuli. If you had seen it in some other country, they
would have made it as the number one destination for wedding or entertainment or
just to go and enjoy. But, 90 per cent of the people are not even aware of it. When
you see the old Parliament, you say that these westerners had come and built this
building; people from the UK came and built it. Sir, it is nothing but prototyping of a
monument built a thousand years back in Madhya Pradesh. It is 30 kilometres from
Gwalior. It is called Mitaoli; it is Chausath Yogini Temple. It is exactly the replica of
that but in a prototyping. There are Padavali and Mitaoli. There is one more set of
temples on the Chambal River which were saved because of dacoits. They are world
class temples. The list is unending but | want to conclude with a famous Gumbad of
Karnataka, that is, Gol Gumbad. It was ruled by Adil Shahi from about 1400 AD to
1685 AD. It is one of the marvellous things produced in India where you can have
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sound echoed seven times. My list has 57 but my time is limited. This is an
opportunity. As a young girl, | used to look at Rashtrapati Bhavan and Rajpath. | used
to feel that those people are lucky who go there, who can talk and who can express. |
never knew that one day will come in my life when | can stand and talk about what |
believe in. | want to conclude with a shloka which our ancestors taught us or my
grandfather taught us when | was young. He used to say, 'Whatever work you do,
beta, do it with your mind, with budadhi and with 100 per cent concentration'. We are
in a country where there is so much diverse culture but still we are all one, as we say,
five fingers make a mutthi. We all have that character which is very much Indian
character. We may differ in dress, food, language, etc. but we are all one. | want to
serve in my tenure of Rajya Sabha with one single motto:

So water conservation H g RIT HR 3B 87 For
example, in south of Bihar, there is always a water shortage. We can see the recent
problem in Bangalore. All over India, what the Government is doing to enhance the
groundwater level or to save water for drinking or agriculture purposes? As per DG,
ICAR, rice is grown in India in 45 per cent rain-fed area and 55 per cent in irrigated
area. The average usage of water to produce one kilogram of rice is 1,500 liters. The
situation is alarming in Punjab and Haryana where there is indiscreet use of ground
water. Even Delhi is going through water crisis. Days are not far away when there will
be no water in many States and cities for irrigation and drinking. Efficient water
management practices such as rainwater harvesting, water conservation, crop
rotation, reduction in wastage and pollution, improved irrigation techniques and
watershed management have to be adopted.

Let us see the rural demand. Rural demand is absolutely at the lowest level.
As per NSO Household Consumption Expenditure Survey, the average per capita
monthly expenditure in rural areas is only Rs. 3,773 in 2022-23. There is little
purchasing power in the rural houses. We need to increase the purchasing power in
rural areas by giving them work. But alternatively, we are giving them 5 kg ration and
the Government thinks that that is enough for them for their livelihood. There had
been largely stagnation or even marginal decline in the wages in the rural areas during
the second term of NDA. In the rural areas, there is no demand. If you increase the
demand, more employment will be generated. Unfortunately, labour-intensive areas
are not being focused.

The Preamble of the
Constitution has placed justice, social, economic and political on the highest pedestal
above all other basic structures. There are approximately five crore pending cases in
the Supreme Court, High Court and Subordinate courts. It takes an average of 15
years for a civil case to reach a conclusion. In the Supreme Court, criminal cases are
taking around eight years. This also results in overcrowded prisons as under-trials
languish for years without a verdict. The Government is the biggest litigant...
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI RAJEEV SHUKLA): Five crore cases in entire country,
not in the Supreme Court.

SHRI A.D. SINGH: Yes. Sir, the Government is the biggest litigant; poorly drafted
orders have resulted in litigation; less budgetary allocation to judiciary, which is just
0.8 per cent to 0.9 per cent of the GDP; also, ratio of Judges are very low, and every
case gets prolonged by one of the litigants asking for dates. So, even, for example, a
case under Section 138, which is cheque bouncing case, as per Supreme Court's
direction, it should be finishing in six months. It takes years - 5 years, 8 years, for it to
come to a conclusion.

said in the President's address.

Sir, the financial situation of all eight States of the region is in a very bad shape
and not a word has been said in the speech on how to make the region in comfortable
financial discipline. Talking big things and doing lip service to the region will further
alienate the region from the mainstream of the country and that is why | strongly urge
the Government with folded hands that when the Prime Minister replies, he must
address the Manipur conflict solution as well as his commitment to the Naga
Framework Agreement besides other pertinent issues of the region.

Sir, | would like to caution the leadership of the Ruling Party that the Chief
Minister of Assam must be restrained from creating communal division as the region
was never like that, but his speech against a particular religious group may further
alienate and that can be a big national loss.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Keep to the time, Mr. Jose K. Mani.

SHRI JOSE K. MANI: Sir, India will not be a good place to live in unless we make it a
good place for all of us to live in. The President's Address totally failed to address the
harsh life realities faced by the majority of Indian population, the poor and the farmers.
It is a fantasy tale detached from reality. | rise here to voice the deep frustration and
the genuine concerns of people. Our youth are the future of this nation. Their dream
of becoming doctors, engineers and teachers has been lost. On-going NEET and
NET issue has cast a shadow on their ambition. It is a colossal mess. Around 25 lakh
youths are affected by this. | call this issue a national disaster because, as | said
earlier, the youth are the future of our nation; they are to be protected. We know that
60 per cent of our population is youth. That is our strength. But their aspirations are
being tarnished, trampled, destroyed and literally killed. Just like what we witnessed
during the Manipur issue, the Prime Minister's silence on this matter is unacceptable.
We demand an immediate action. At this point, | would like to raise an issue that the
income gap between the rich and the poor is rocketing to such levels that defy logic.
According to the recent UNDP Report, top 10 per cent of the population get 57 per
cent of the national income and top 1 per cent get 22 per cent. This is one of the most
uneqgual income distribution anywhere in the world. A recent study in Kerala -- it
relates to all the States -- indicated that income increase of the organised sector
between 1968 and 2023 is 436 times whereas the price of agricultural produce
increased by just 33 times in the same period. It relates to all the States. The income
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gap increase is beyond imagination. Instead of addressing their legitimate grievances,
the Government brands them anti-national and employs forces to silence their voices.

Another pressing issue is the escalating incidents of human-animal conflicts. It
happens in almost all the States, especially in southern India. People in Kerala live in
constant fear of sudden wild animal attack in human settlement areas. Even though
the life of a human being is guaranteed under the Constitution, wild animals are free to
kill human beings when they enter a habitat area. There should be an amendment in
the Wildlife Protection Act, 1972. Human-animal conflict is a crisis which is ignored
by outdated laws. This should be stopped with immediate effect and the relevant Act
should be amended to ensure safety of people.

What about the rising incidents of communal violence and intolerance. What
about the targeted attacks on minority communities and suppression of dissenting
voices. The Government's silence on these matters speaks volume of its intentions. |
conclude by saying that let us not be swayed away by the eloquence of the
President's Address, let us, instead, focus on the live experience of our people.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Shri Haris Beeran; it is a maiden speech. Try to be brief.

SHRI HARIS BEERAN (Kerala): Sir, | am very thankful to you for giving me this
opportunity. | stand here on behalf of my Party, Indian Union Muslim League, led by
Syed Sadik Ali Shihab Thangal. | am thankful to my leader, Shri Abdul Wahab, who
have given me this opportunity on the very first day of my swearing-in. This is a day
which | will never forget. | have heard the Speech of the Hon'ble President. Now, as
we all know, the Hon'ble President is an icon of women empowerment and
determination. The way she has come forward in her life and has become the First
Citizen of India is exemplary and is a role model for everyone. However, it is very sad
to see and note that the Government has made her to read a script which is far from
truth and has missed certain vital points.

The first vital point, which | thought was missed, is about the conduct of
census and the caste census. Sir, you are an expert in legal field and you are an
eminent lawyer. The caste census is a constitutional mandate under Article 16(4),
that the Government has to conduct a caste census every ten years. Why is the caste
census to be conducted? It has to be conducted because Article 16(4) of the
Constitution specifically says that there has to be representation of the backward
class communities in the Government. Now, if we see whether the representation of
the backward class communities has, in fact, come in the government jobs, it can
only be done through a caste census and that is why the Constitution and the statute
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have mandated and that is why Mr. Rahul Gandhi, the leader of the Congress Party,
has, time and again, asked for the conduct of the caste census. Various States have
conducted it. But, unfortunately, the Centre is completely silent on this aspect.

Now, | represent the State of Kerala. As far as the federalism is concerned, the
Government is, actually, on a blinking mode. The Government is strangulating my
State, as far as the economy is concerned. My State was forced to go to the
Supreme Court to get funds from the Centre. Our neighbouring State, the State of
Karnataka, was also forced to go to the Supreme Court to get certain drought relief
funds released from the Centre. So, it may not be a nice part or a nice feature on the
part of the Central Government to strangulate States like this when federalism is the
core of the Constitution of India.

Now, attacks on dalits and minorities, in the month of June, post declaration of
the general election results, portray a very sorry state of affairs. There have been a lot
of instances of hate speech. Now, when the Prime Minister of the country speaks, the
whole world listens to the Prime Minister. If the Prime Minister of the country speaks in
such a manner that one community gets offended, it emboldens the fringe elements.
Now, this emboldening of the fringe elements has led to various attacks on the
minority communities post June 2024. There have been instances of casualties in
Raipur, Madhya Pradesh, Aligarh and Lucknow in U.P. There have been instances of
casualties in Gujarat where a teenager was killed while watching a cricket match.
So, these kinds of attacks and hate speeches against the minority communities have
been there. Sir, you very well know that the Supreme Court has said that if there is a
hate speech, the police has to suo motu register an FIR, and that will actually be the
starting step of criminal investigation. But nothing is being done by the investigating
agencies and the prosecuting agencies. And, as | said, if the Prime Minister speaks in
this manner, that will only embolden the fringe elements. Therefore, | would request
that the Government should protect its citizens. The Government should uphold the
Constitution. The Government should uphold the rule of law and the Government
should respect and implement the Hon'ble Supreme Court judgements. | hope that
the Prime Minister is listening and he will reply to this.

Now, | will come to the new criminal laws. Sir, now the Indian Penal Code and
the Criminal Procedure Code have been replaced and a new set of laws has been
implemented from 1% of July. The citizens of this country are very sceptical now. Why
are they sceptical? They are sceptical because these particular laws are replacing the
laws which had been there for over 100 years and every section of those laws had
been interpreted by the Supreme Court. You know very well as to how much time it
takes for a Section to be interpreted by the highest court of the country and to make it
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as the law of the land. Now, if a new law comes, a citizen of the country will be very
sceptical as to whether he has done a crime or has not done a crime; whether he has
done a wrong or has not done a wrong. Everything is in a fluid state at this point of
time. He will have to go to the court; he will have to get an authority from the court,
which will take another 20 to 25 years. Sir, these new criminal laws is giving the police
a high handedness. The police will not do even the registration of an FIR itself. The
new law says that only if the police is prima facie convinced that an offence has been
committed, it will have to register the FIR. It will lead to police raj, police raj and
police raj. Therefore, my request to the Government is to reconsider this decision.
There is a lot of scepticism in the minds of the citizens of the country and you have to
allay the fears in the minds of the citizens of the country as far as new criminal laws
are concerned.

Sir, many hon. Members have mentioned about the NEET exam and the kind
of malpractices which were committed in the NEET exam, which has been
conducted. Sir, 24 lakh students after putting in hard work of around 2 to 3 years
appeared in the NEET exam. Because of the malpractices committed by the officials
and non-officials in collusion with many other people, the future of these students is in
danger.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, you very well know that the Supreme Court has held that if
one particular student gets admission through illegal means, the whole examination
has to be cancelled because it is not known as to who are the students who got
admission through legal means and who got admission through illegal means. In the
fitness of things, this House should adopt a Resolution that this particular NEET
examination, which was conducted this year, should be scrapped and a new
examination has to be conducted because that is the only way to give justice to the
students who have appeared in this particular exam after a continuous hard work of
around two to three years.

Sir, the National Testing Agency (NTA) which has been conducting this test is
doing such malpractices for a couple of years now. Therefore, this NTA has to be
scrapped. Why should this NTA be there? The NTA has to be scrapped. Let the work
of conducting examination go back to the States. The State Governments were doing
a much better job. Let the State Governments conduct the entrance examinations
and let the students continue with the entrance examination conducted by the
respective States.

On the aspect of voting, the caption of the Election Commission is ''Let
Everyone Vote'. As far as migrant workers are concerned, there are a huge number of
migrant workers. Mr. Chairman, Sir, there are crores and crores of migrant workers
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who are unable to vote. In this regard, there was a Bill in the Lok Sabha to give the
voting rights, the distant voting rights to the migrant workers. There are lakhs and
lakhs of Non-Resident Indians also. These citizens of India who are migrant workers
as well as the Non-Resident Indians are unable to vote. | think, it is high time that
there should be an amendment of the Representation of the People Act so that this
section of the society can also vote.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, having got the indication from you to conclude my speech, |
am concluding it with one or two small observations. | am so grateful that you have
given me this much time. First point is regarding infrastructure. The infrastructure,
about which the Government has tall claims, is collapsing on daily basis and the
Government has to reply on this aspect. On the point of economy reaching from the
fifth largest to the third largest economy, the farmers are having issues over here, the
youth is having issues over here, and, | think, the Prime Minister will reply to all these
issues in his speech. In the end, | once again thank you for giving me the opportunity
to participate in the discussion.
