Forever remaining a student of music, that is
in his own words, Ustad Zakir Hussain, is leaving behind a legacy of unmatched
artistry and humility. His contributions will continue to inspire future generations of
musicians and music lovers alike. With his passing, India has lost a true musical
genius, but he will forever be remembered by all who were touched by his enchanting
music.

It has not lifted the people out of poverty and they are
still suffering to get two square meals a day. On the basis of that, irrespective of
political party consideration, the House should think over whether reservation should
be continued along the same lines as has happened. Or it should be only for those
who are suffering from extreme poverty as their living condition is very bad in the
villages. Only that much | can say. If the House thinks it over and the leader thinks it
over, this can be thought over by the hon. Prime Minister before taking any decision
on reservation.

| don't want to make a long speech. | would just like to say a few words on the
glorious journey of 75 years of the Constitution which we are debating in this House
from yesterday. Yesterday, when | came here, the House was about to rise. | was
not keeping well. Your good self has given me an opportunity today to speak on the
glorious journey of 75 years of the Constitution. Sir, | welcome this discussion to mark
the 75 years of adopting the Constitution. The Constitution drafted under the
leadership of the great Dr. Ambedkar has withstood various pressures and politics of
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old time. The Constitution could withstand various pressures and politics because of
the democratic guarantees it was able to offer. Its great vision was understood by the
poor and the oppressed people of our nation. If they had not seen hope in Dr.
Ambedkar’s vision and if they had not understood that it is the only saviour of the
future, they would not have become its fierce guardians. It is important to remember
that whenever the Constitution has been abused or threatened, the people have
punished those who threatened it. The Constitution has meant everything to me. As a
son of a poor farmer from a remote village, from the bottom caste order, | could
become the Chief Minister and the Prime Minister. It was only the Constitution which
made it possible.

Sir, after | became Prime Minister, to whichever corner of our nation | went,
people told me that my rise to the top gave them great hope. They thought that if an
ordinary person like me, from an ordinary background, can make progress, they too
could make progress in this country. The people openly told me that my rise had
given them hope in our democracy. Whatever they alleged and illusionist Delhi said,
whatever conspiracy they hatched to pull me down, how much ever they ridiculed me
by my dress, my language and my accent, people in every corner of India celebrated
my rise. For them, it was a celebration of the potential and diversity of this nation. It
is, therefore, as Prime Minister, | found a great satisfaction in working for the
neglected part of our nation. | was the first Prime Minister to spend seven days in the
North-East and after that an economic package to the region was given by me. It was
about Rs.6,100 crore. Also, a Monitoring Cell in PMO’s Office and Shukla
Commission were constituted to make a detailed developmental plan of the region. |
was the only Prime Minister to visit Kashmir. | was there for 320 days; | was hardly
there for 10 months but | conducted elections during that period. It was purely under a
democratic process. Thereafter, the Government was formed by Dr. Farooq
Abdullah.

Sir, | would like to mention here what happened 50 years ago when the
Constitution was suspended and when the Emergency was declared. Nearly, the
entire political opposition of this nation was sent to jail. Youngsters of this generation
do not realize how bad the situation was. | too was sent to jail at that time. When |
was put in jail, my father was unable to withstand the mental pressure of the
imprisonment. As a result, he lost his mental well-being and eventually he died. This
was because deep fear was created in him by those people who visited him and said:
“Your son will not come out of jail because the Emergency was clamped by Madam
Indira Gandhi.” Earlier, my father had lost three sons and his wife due to epidemic.
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When he lost his mind, | was the only son. He was unable to bear the mental agony.
During this period, he expired. | was sent to my village to cremate him on parole.

| don’t want to say what all | have suffered during that period. Thousands of
people went to jail. Several important leaders were kept in jail. | don’t want to say their
names. During the Emergency period, lakhs of people went to jail. Many at that time
went to jail -- it is my personal experience -- for their political belief and democratic
values. It was all done for political survival of just one person.

| would just like to mention a few words. It was during Emergency that the
nation realized the liberties and freedoms that the Constitution had guaranteed us.
We have one of the finest Constitutions in the world. The architecture ensures
balance of power between various institutions and pillars of our democracy. It
recognizes our diversity and our federal structure and, at the same time, ensures that
there is enough power at the Centre to hold everything together. After the end of one-
party era in 1997, India has successfully demonstrated that broad coalition could do
much more in terms of development and protected our democratic ethos. | ran a
coalition of 13 parties for the first time. The economic record, the democratic
credentials of that diverse Government highlight has been well-recognized. This was
possible because of the letter and spirit of the Constitution. The simple rule | followed
was, if you follow the Constitution closely and faithfully, then there was little chance of
my Government making any mistake. This effort, how to remain closer to the word
and spirit of the Constitution, is a continuous effort. You must never give up those
efforts.

| conclude by paying rich tribute to Baba Saheb Amedkar on this occasion for
giving his vision and genius drafting of the Constitution and to all the great souls who
have fought to preserve the sanctity of our Constitution. May we celebrate the
centenary of our Constitution and its many centenaries that lie ahead in the glorious
future of this nation. Jai Hind !

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI GHANSHYAM TIWARI): Ms. Sushmita Dev; three
minutes.

MS. SUSHMITA DEV (West Bengal): Sir, | think the shortest way to show our
allegiance to the Constitution is our oath of allegiance, and we need not say
furthermore. But, as a participant in this important debate, | wish to make a few
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points. We all must accept that the Constitution is a document of consensus which
emanated from fearless and fierce debates. Different people had different opinions
inside the Assembly and outside the Assembly and yet what we got is a Constitution
which we all accept today. There is a stark contrast to what is happening inside
Parliament and outside Parliament. We have all spoken about Dr. Ambedkar. And, |
think, with Dr. Ambedkar in our hearts, we must remember his undelivered but
published speech--‘The Annihilation of Caste’. He was a champion of removing
inequalities and, therefore, | speak about right to equality in this country which is not
an idea but it is a right, a right that every Government must guarantee. So, let us look
at economic inequalities. Today, in India, 1 per cent of the country is controlling about
40 per cent of the wealth ! Is that the kind of equality that our forefathers wanted? Sir,
today, corporate loans are waived! But, farmers are struggling and reeling under the
burden of loans. Today, the middle class is the worst impacted by tax burden, but we
see that the taxation on corporates keep reducing because of the policies of this
Government. Highly qualified students don't compete for jobs. Today, they have to
compete in stampedes. Now, let us come to the two most destructive policies of this
Government which destroyed the informal economy. The first one is demonetization
and the unplanned lockdown. We have seen what had happened between the haves
and have-nots. There was a stark difference between them. Sir, next is social
inequality. R, T&T S AN =T WYY &, < dioidt & Ueh I di|e = AfTqR 0”
el Eﬁ?ﬂ, Udh 9 9 9 Tel Tl Today, | say, while we are debating on the
Constitution, which constitutional rights have you not suspended in Manipur? Liberty,

a Member of Parliament representing the North East, demanding the resignation of
every MP from the North East and every Minister who is thumping their desk behind
the Leader of the House. Today, while the Constituent Assembly debates are
discussed, we, the citizens, are demanding to have equal rights. In Assam, the BJP
is creating different classes of citizens with different rights. The NRC has become No
Respite for Citizens. There is no equality in the way the NRC has been conducted.
(Time-bell rings.)

With these few words, | end my speech by saying that this is a Government
which wants one election, one leader, one religion, because this is not what
Ambedkarji wanted for this country. This is a fascist Government that is at play.

DR. JOHN BRITTAS: Sir, you have been kind enough to allow this discussion--
‘Glorious journey of 75 years of Indian Constitution.” However, the title should be
changed to ‘65 years of undistinguished years and 10 years of glory.” According to
them, 65 years have been horrible and horrendous. Only 10 years have been glorious
and golden. Democracy survives on the trust of the people and trust on institutions.
Sir, from CAG to Election Commission, to Parliament, to media, the trust of the
people has been dented considerably.

Sir, the one person who has been responsible for all these woes is none other
than Jawaharlal Nehru! Sir, last time while | was speaking, | requested Amit Shahyi,
please make a ministry for Jawaharlal Nehru so that one minister can deal with all
those ills committed by Jawaharlal Nehru. How many years will you dwell on
Jawaharlal Nehru? Our party had disagreements with Jawaharlal Nehru. My
Government in Kerala was dismissed. We have our disagreements. We had our
disagreements against Emergency. But now what is happening in this country is that,
there is an undeclared emergency in this country. Sir, for one week, the Parliament
was disrupted on George Soros. A 95-year old man would be laughing in his last
innings that because of him, the Indian Parliament, 140 crore people, a Prime Minister
with 56 inch wide chest, shattered because somebody is being destabilized in this
country. Sir, | am requesting, through you, let us appoint a JPC. Whose money ?
Soros’ money. Where has the money reached? | am afraid that if a JPC is there, the
JPC will reach the footsteps of the Prime Minister’s office. Sir, let the JPC inquire into
it. Even a Governor’s name would be doled out. Sir, | would say that the tax payers’
money has been given to George Soros because we are contributing to a UN fund on
democracy and that particular fund is giving money to Geroge Soros’ Open Society
Foundations. s it not a fact that our money is going to George Soros? And they said
that the US State Department is responsible. Why can’t they close down the US
Embassy, declare all of them persona non grata, expel them from this country
because they are trying to destabilize this nation. Sir, so many things have been said
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about Jawaharlal Nehru, | will just quote something. In this very House in 1967, a
statesman, a gentleman spoke. “In the Ramayana, Valkimi had said that Lord Rama
brought the impossible together. In Panditj’s life, we see glimpses of Rama.” Who
said, Sir? Atal Bihari Vajpayee said in this very House. Panditji is being compared to
Lord Rama, but for you, now, he is Ravana. This is a change that has happened. Dr.
Ambedkar was not considered for Finance Minister’s post. Very good! If you want to
repeat that allegation, please go and apologize to L.K. Advaniji. You should have
made him the Prime Minister of this country. Why did you not do that? Why did you
kick him upstairs to Margdarshak Mandal? Before it is late, | would request you,
please go to Advaniji and plead that you were wrong. Sir, the whole country is waiting
as to what will happen to Narendra Modiji, when he attains 75 years. He is already
74. Will he apply the same rule which he applied to Advanijiand Murli Manohar Joshi
on himself? ...(Interruptions )... | will ask the Treasury Benches. ...(Interruptions)... Sir,
now the biggest problem in this country is defection. | will give you statistics. Sir, 830
people were defected to BJP and they were all made candidates. There was retalil
defection happening, but they institutionalized whole-sale defection in this country.
How many Governments have been brought down? Sir, | am very glad that the Prime
Minster gave us 11 commandments, like the Moses was given by the God in Mount
Sinai, the Ten Commandments. Do you know the first commandment? He said that
every individual should perform their duties, be it individuals or administration. Let the
Prime Minister go to Manipur and discharge his responsibilities as the Prime Minister
of this country. Let him follow the eleven mantras which he gave on the floor of Lok
Sabha.

That is
what Organizer Editorial talked about the Indian Constitution. | would say that the
unity of this country can be protected by three ingredients. One is democracy,
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second is secularism, and third is federalism. Without these three ingredients, the
unity cannot be maintained. And, what is the status of federalism? The Office of the
Governor has been used to destabilize the State Governments ruled by the
Opposition.

Do you want to finish off the
federalism in this country? ..(Time-bell rings.)... If you are sincere, please apologize
to the House for disagreeing with the Indian Constitution, for calling it a British ploy on
India and for saying that you will correct the Constitution.

What | feel is that the administrators and the rulers are not serious to really
do something strong and do justice to the vulnerable sections of the society. Sir, if
you permit, | would like to give you an example.

He was sent to Rajahmundry jail. | went to
Sarpanch who belonged to middle class and asked him as to why he sent my father
to jail. Even without hearing me fully, he slapped me. | still remember that day when |
said to him, “Today, you have slapped me. One day or the other, | will become MLA
of this Constituency.” | challenged that. At the same time, after resigning my job, |
contested and became an MLA. | went to my village and showed my face. | went to
see him as an MLA. He was shocked and astonished. He was unable to say any
words. Do you know why | mentioned this? | mentioned this because our Constitution
has given me the greatest opportunity to become an officer, an MLA and also an MP.
This is a very clear example. | really sent this message to all the vulnerable sections of
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India. The urgent need is to really take the worth of our life and do something good to
our society. Now, there is an SC/ST Atrocities Act. That Act is being misused by
everybody. Our galits are misusing it; non-dalits are misusing it. So many Acts came.
That is why | always say the vivaksha should become suraksha and our avman may
become only bhauman to the poor people of India. This is what | always think and do.
Sir, coming to our important Preamble, India is a sovereign, socialist, secular,
democratic republic. | don't want to go deep inside all this. | want to touch only the
social aspect and economic aspect. If you see the economic aspect, since 75 years,
not even 5 per cent growth is seen and visible among the poor people of India in spite
of so many developmental schemes, so many welfare programs. What is the reason?
Nobody is thinking. Nobody is asking. This is a pathetic situation prevailing in India.
That is why | request the hon. the Prime Minister of India. He is a very, very daring
and dashing Prime Minister. | want the Prime Minister of India to rethink and do justice
to the entire Indian people in particular and vulnerable sections in general. That is
why | always believe one point. | cannot forget the services of Indira Gandhiji. Indira
Gandhiji started, when | was an officer, the 20 Point Program. With that 20 Point
Program, so many poor people were benefited in India. Since that time, they became
fans of Congress. But, unfortunately, it varies from Government to Government. |
cannot say about that. But what | say is, the economic sector is also really in
doldrums. Now, in spite of 75 years, land and industry are owned by just 5 per cent of
our Indians. Remaining 95 per cent are becoming poorer and poorer from day to day.
That is why | request this august House to rethink about what to do for this nation.
Coming to the political sector, because of our Constitution makers, we got political
equality. So many people from all the sections are becoming MLAs, MPs and Zila
Parishad Chairmen and holding so many other posts. But, unfortunately, they are all
under the clutches of only moneyed people and land holders. This is most unfortunate
plight going on in our Indian society. That is why we want equality. We want freedom
for every vulnerable section and also political representatives. Once they get freedom
and equality, they can definitely do justice to the posts they are holding. At the same
time, | request the hon. Members. Here we are all legendary figures. So many former
Prime Ministers, so many former Chief Ministers, so many senior MPs are present.
What | want is to rethink about the nation, to reconstruct the egalitarian society.
Lastly, | will speak on religious aspect. India’s doctrine is unity in diversity.
The best example of our unity in diversity is our freedom struggle. In the freedom
struggle, all the Hindus, Muslims, Christians, Sikhs and Jains came together to throw
the British out of our Indian soil. What else do we require for religious unity? It is
tolerance for each other’s religion. In this connection, | request the Government to at
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least rethink about Manipur issue. The people are massacred there. People are dying
there. As human beings, we all should really do something for Manipur. | just wanted
to mention all these points.

Lastly, | want to place one slogan before you - Bhartiva Samvidhan -
Samman, samrakshak, samvardhak. Jai Bharat! Thank you, Sir.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRII\/IATI S. PHANGNON KONYAK): Now, Shri Abdul
Wahab; five minutes.

SHRI ABDUL WAHAB (Kerala): Madam, on this historic occasion, hon. Leader of the
House, Nadaji, mentioned that this side is good and this side is bad. And, being good
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and being a leader in the good part of this time, | request Mr. Nadaji, being the
President of BJP, let us live. Madam, here, ‘me’ means Abdul Wahab living in India
with dignity. | am very happy to be in India, not in Pakistan, Bangladesh or any Islamic
country. India is the best. But my kids and recently born, grand kid, Sarah also wants
to be a dignified citizen of India. | am a Muslim. ‘Backward community’ is not
mentioned in the Constitution. It is not because of me, being Abdul Wahab. | may
have a little money, but in most of the cases, especially, in North India, we are more
backward than the Scheduled Castes and Tribes. So, please consider this in future.
This is the 75" year of Constitution. We are going to celebrate 100 years. As Prof.
Manoj Jha said, | may not be there, but these citizens should be there in the
hundredth year. In this phase of changing, altering and interfering with the
Constitution, | really feel that there will be no hundred years. Before that itself, it will
be something else. You were talking about leaders like Nehru, Indira Gandhi, Rajiv
Gandhi, Rahul Gandhi, Priyanka Gandhi and all. But unfortunately, our leader is not
married. What to do? Nehru was married and he had kids. But our Prime Minister is
not having a family. So you cannot think of 140 crore...(Interruptions ... Yes, | am also
included in that. Yes, we are a family. That means you are advocating for that. If
there are good people in the family, then what is wrong? What is wrong if Priyanka or
Rahul are coming or whoever it is? But now | am telling you, that family has travelled
this all over India. She came and got elected from our Constituency, Wayanad, with a
thumping majority. Why? It is because these people, the Indian people, they
accepted the family for some reason. Why ? They have sacrificed their life. They have
sacrificed everything. Who was Motilal Nehru and who is Rahul Gandhi? | do not
know the difference. So, whoever sacrificed for this country should be honoured.
There is one more thing. In the Constituent Assembly, we had Members from the
Indian Union Muslim League and we are still there. It was there from the very
beginning and we are still there in the Lok Sabha. You can go through the history and
see what we have done for this country. We are 140 crores. What is the percentage?
Do some justice. Try to do some justice and try to have this Constitution till hundred
years. There is one more thing coming to my mind. It is about Dr. Ambedkar. Dr.
Ambedkar’s name was mentioned here many times. Everybody, from here and there,
is talking about Ambedkar. Ambedkar has now become a big personality, though he
was earlier also, but now everybody is adoring him. | cannot see a speaker not
referring to him. At last, Prof. Manoj Jha also referred to Ambedkar as to who he
was, how he came to this level and who were behind him. | am not mentioning as to
which place he came from or who Ambedkar was. At least, after listening about
Ambedkar from our leader of the good part, Nadday/, | hope that they will do some
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good to the Indian Muslim minority also. Kerala has 26 per cent Muslim population.
Forget about Kerala, what is the condition of Muslims in Uttar Pradesh, Bihar and
Northern States? So please take this into consideration. We are moving towards
hundred years. This is Amrit Kaal. What will it be called in 100 years? Maybe,
diamond, | do not know ! In that kaal, only if the four wheels would move, the country
can go to that level. If one tyre is punctured, it cannot move. So, consider the
minorities’” rights.  Whether it is written in the Constitution or not, consider the
minority, especially, Muslims, the major minority. Madam, | thank you very much for
giving me the opportunity.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIMATI S. PHANGNON KONYAK): Now Shri Niranjan
Bishi; five minutes.

SHRI NIRANJAN BISHI (Odisha): Thank you Madam Vice Chairman. During the
discussion on the glorious journey of 75 years of adoption of Constitution of India, |
pay tribute to the chief architect of the Constitution, Dr. B.R. Ambedkar, tribal leader,
Jaipal Singh Munda and other Members of the Constituent Assembly.

Madam, Vice-Chairman, during the discussion on the Glorious Journey of 75
years of the Constitution of India, | pay tributes to Chief Architect of the Constitution
of India, Dr. B.R. Ambedkar, tribal leader, Shri Jai Pal Singh Munda, and all Members
of the Constituent Assembly. Madam, during the glorious journey of the Constitution
of India, the tribals of India, particularly, 12 crore Schedule Tribes of India and 20
crore Scheduled Castes people of India have not yet given the reservation benefit in
higher education, employment, promotion. As a result of which, the Constitution of
India has not been properly implemented as dreamt by the architect of modern India,
Dr. B. R. Ambedkar. During the glorious journey of the Constitution of India, the tribal
languages like Ho, Mundari, Bhumij, Kui, Kosli, Saora have not been included in the
Eighth Schedule to the Constitution of India. As a result of which the tribal languages
have not been protected, preserved, and propagated. Thirdly, Madam, atrocities on
the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes are showing upward trends. Almost
daily, members belong to Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes are prey to
atrocities like rape, gang-rape, murder, harassment, torture, and physical tortures,
like Manipur situation. All the ST/SC communities in India are suffering and are the
victims of atrocities. Then | come to creamy layer system. This Government is thinking
to bring creamy layer system/creamy layer policy for SCs/STs. As a result of which,
the STs and SCs are in fear that if the creamy layer system comes, the quota in quota

or sub classification of SCs/STs will happen, then the STs, SCs will lose reservation in
Government job, in promotions, in political representation and also in higher
education. They are deprived of quality education and professional education. The
Government of Odisha is giving 12 per cent reservation instead of 22.5 per cent
reservation for Scheduled Tribes and 8 per cent reservation in medical colleges,
engineering and other professional courses! Eight per cent reservation is only given
instead of 16.25 per cent in respect of our Scheduled Castes members! We,
particularly, the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes community, are deprived of
our constitutional benefit. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar, Father of the Indian
Constitution, has dreamt to bring the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in the
mainstream of the nation. But though 75 years have already been completed. These
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes are not yet brought into the main-fold or
mainstream of the India, that is, Bharat. So, it is time to bring the most backward,
suppressed and oppressed communities like Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes into the mainstream of the nation so that the glorious journey will be fulfilled
and the dream of Babasaheb Ambedkar will be fulfilled. Thank you, Madam.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRIMATI S. PHANGNON KONYAK): Thank you. Now,
hon. Member, Dr. Anbumani Ramadoss; you have seven minutes to speak.

DR. ANBUMANI RAMADOSS (Tamil Nadu): Madam, | rise to salute our Constitution
and would like to thank our Founding Fathers, especially, Dr. Ambedkar and all the
Members of the Constituent Assembly, for giving us this wonderful Constitution. India
is on its path to being a developed country. Our hon. Prime Minister, time and again,
says that by 2047, India will be a developed country. For that to happen, we need a
holistic growth of our country. When we say growth, one should understand that
growth is different and development is different. Growth is talked in terms of fiscal
growth, economic growth, GDP, wealth distribution and so on. But development is of
the masses, the downtrodden, the weaker section, the labourers, the farmers, the
toilers, the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes, the OBCs. They have to
develop, they have to grow and they have to progress.

Only then we can achieve our target of a developed country. Article 54 talks about the
Government rolling out affirmative action for the socially and educationally weaker
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sections. But, there have been so many impediments and hurdles for the Government
to affirm the same.

Madam Vice-Chairman, due to lack of time, | would like to bring three core
issues, affecting the weaker sections of the society, to the notice of the Government.
One, the 50 per cent cap on reservation; two, the Creamy Layer; and, three, the
caste census. There are many other issues, but due to lack of time, | just want to talk
about these three.

Why do we have a 50 per cent cap on reservation? Is it because of a law we
passed in this Parliament? No! This was done by the Supreme Court way back in
1962-63 in the Balaji versus State of Mysore case; and, then, again reiterated the
same in 1993 in the Indira Sawhney Case. We have nothing to do with this, the
Parliament has nothing to do with this. And, the Supreme Court, the same Supreme
Court, had turned it the other way when the EWS quota was brought in by this
House, which went over the 50 per cent cap! Madam Vice-Chairman, time and
again, the OBCs have been the most affected one and have repeatedly been
discriminated. Today, the Scheduled Caste population in this country is
approximately 15 per cent, and they have been given 15 per cent reservation in the
centre. The Scheduled Tribe population is about 7.5 per cent. They have been given
7.5 per cent reservation, rightly so. The OBC population in this country, according to
me, is about 63 per cent. According to the Mandal Commission, it was about 52 per
cent. Then, why have they been given only 27 per cent reservation? Why time and
again there is discrimination against OBCs only? And, to add to that, you have a
concept called a ‘Creamy Layer . | will just come to that. Madam, today the OBC
representation at the Central Government is as meagre as 18 per cent, some statistics
say it is 21 per cent. And, even in that 18 per cent those people are also counted who
get selected through open competition as ‘general’ candidates. But when you take
their representation in Group A, it is very, very meagre.

Now, | come to my second point with regard to Creamy Layer. Why do we
have the concept of Creamy Layer? Is it in our Constitution? It is unconstitutional.
And, here again, the OBCs are affected. There is no Creamy Layer for the Scheduled
Caste and the Scheduled Tribes, and rightly so. Why is this only for OBCs? | would
like to urge the Government to bring in changes in this regard, like, at least, priority
should be given for the Creamy Layer OBCs. The unfilled seats of OBCs should be
filled by the non-creamy layer OBCs instead of those seats going to the ‘General’
category.

Madam Vice-Chairman, the third point which | would like to bring is about the
caste census. Today, the Government of India as well as the State Governments are
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rolling out affirmative action on the basis of old data, 95-year-old caste data, brought
in by the British period during 1931. Why don't we have a modern data? We need to
have a modern, contemporary, pertinent data to have more affirmative action and to
know the social stature of all the downtrodden sections of our country. Why do we
hesitate for that? Seventy-eight years of post-Independence, so many Governments
have come, none of them have taken the current caste data, but all our reservations
are based on caste. Why can't we do that? | would not like to blame this side or that
side, but let us at least set right the issue. Madam, all we need is to add just an OBC
column in the Decennial Census. Every 10 years, we conduct population Census.
There is a column for SCs, there is a column for STs, there is a column for minorities.
Why can’t we add a column for OBCs? Why are we hesitating to bring in a column for
OBCs so that we have the actual status, not only of the whole population, but also
the actual social status of the OBCs as well? We also need to have an amendment to
the 1948 Census Act. At that time, there were no OBCs, only SCs and STs were
there. So, we need to do that.

Madam, another issue is that the hon. Prime Minister had appointed the Rohini
Commission. That Commission had brought out its recommendations and we found
some glaring issues within the OBCs. Today, there are 2,633 communities in the
OBCs. (Time-bell rings.) Madam, give me just one minute. Out of which 10
communities take away nearly 24.9 per cent of the jobs and education; 38
communities take away 25.9 per cent of the jobs; 102 communities take away 24.6
per cent of the jobs and education; 506 communities take away 22.3 per cent of the
jobs and education. So, put together, 656 communities take away 97.5 per cent of all
the jobs and education; and, you have 994 communities having only 2.5 per cent of
the jobs and education! The irony is that you have 983 communities not even having
one job! Nothing. So, we need to set right this issue within the OBCs, within the
downtrodden sections, farmers, labourers, the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled
Tribes. If they develop, then only we can have a developed India. The Leader of the
House, Madam, earlier said about Katchatheevu issue. During the earlier Congress
Government, Indira Gandhijihad ceded it to Sri Lanka illegally, without any laws being
enacted by this House. At that time, the DMK was part of the Government. Both of
them kept silent at that time. ... (Interruptions )..

SHRI P. WILSON: Madam, we have not ...(Interruptions)..

SHRI M. MOHAMED ABDULLA: Madam, he is misleading... ...(Interruptions)..
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DR. ANBUMANI RAMADOSS: Madam, | would like to request the Government
..(Interruptions ).. Last week, 40 fishermen had been arrested from Tamil Nadu by
the Sri Lankan Government. Forty fishermen! This year, 569 fishermen have been
arrested. Thousands have been arrested in the last three, four years. About 190
boats have been impounded by the Sri Lankan Government, 190 boats! We need to
have a resolution on this. Every day, the fishermen’s livelihood is at stake. This is not
just the Tamil Nadu’s problem, this is the Indian problem.

SHRI P. WILSON (Tamil Nadu): Thank you, hon. Chairman, Sir. Today, | stand here
to participate in the discussion on Glorious Journey of 75 Years of Constitution of
India.
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(MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair.)

According to me, in the last 10 years, this Government has done everything in
its power, and some not in its power, to brick-by-brick destroy the edifice of our
Constitution. From undermining Parliament to erosion of institutional integrity of other
constitutional bodies, to misuse of governmental power and stripping the fundamental
rights of citizens, the very fabric of our Constitution has been ripped to shreds by this
Government.

My first point is on parliamentary sovereignty. Has this Government respected
this august House? In the 17" Lok Sabha, more than 221 Bills were passed but one-
third of these Bills were passed with less than an hour of discussion or with no
debate | No discussion took place on worst genocide committed in Manipur ! Standing
Committees have been reduced to paper committees. In the 17" Lok Sabha, only 16
per cent of the Bills were referred to the Standing Committees for detailed
examination in contrast to 71 per cent of the Bills referred to Standing Committees in
UPA regime. Important Bills were passed without any debate, which made the Chief
Justice of India to comment on it.

My second point is on Judiciary. | would say that the undeclared emergency
now prevailing in this country is Government’s threat to independence of judiciary.
Some High Court judges have started attending political meetings and are giving
speeches in language unheard of in this country with a hope of further elevation or
post-retirement jobs. The recommendations of the Collegiums for transfer of judges
are not given effect to by the Ministry of Law. The Government interferes with
elevation of judges to the High Court and the Supreme Court every now and then.
Honest judges are mercilessly transferred even in cases when they are having ailing
parents or spouse. Elevation of judges, who follow their conscience, is not notified by
the Ministry of Law. It sits over the recommendations for about one and a half years
together despite Supreme Court collegium reiterating its recommendation multiple
times. So, is this the independence of judiciary that you have maintained? Are we to
celebrate this?

My third point is on Social Justice. Every step is undertaken by the
Government, including in the higher educational institutions, to destroy reservations in
education and employment under the guise of merit. In judiciary, 82 per cent of
judges are from upper class. Higher judiciary is the only institution, where
reservations are denied in India for the last 75 years. Every time | raise this issue, the
Government says, “Constitution does not permit it.” What have you done in this
regard? Have you not amended the Constitution for other purposes? Why don't you
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amend the Constitution for giving reservation? The very first constitutional
amendment brought by Pandit Nehru, at the instance of Thandai Periyar and
Perarignar Anna, was to enable reservation for backward classes throughout India.
What have you done in the last 10 years? You have amended the Constitution to give
reservation to the forward caste people under the EWS quota !

You deny undertaking the Caste Census fearing that reservation for Scheduled
Castes, Schedule Tribes and the OBCs will go beyond 50 per cent. Sir, the 1931 data
is very old and requires to be reviewed. You hide behind judgment in Indra Sawhney
case and you have taken no steps to amend the Constitution to increase the artificial
50 per cent cap of reservation for SC/ST/OBC put together brought by the judiciary.
Are we to celebrate this?

My fourth point is on language. The constitutional guarantee of linguistic
diversity is wiped out with Hindi imposition, but you have consistently passed Bills in
the name of Hindi instead of English in violation of Article 348. This is the respect you
have for the Constitution. Are we to celebrate this?

My fifth point is on Governors. They are the death knell of State autonomy and
cooperative federalism. They act as political opponents and publicly contradict
policies of the State Governments, delay and even withhold the Bills passed by the
State legislature. Are we to celebrate this?

My last point is related to the economic subjugation of southern States by
unfair allocation of GST and funds. The southern States which are the engines of
India's growth are punished for nothing. Are we to celebrate this?

Sir, | conclude by saying that this Government has given us no cause to
celebrate because of the injustice they have done to our Constitution. We will
celebrate this in 2029 when DMK alliance forms the Government at the Centre. Thank
you, Sir.

Our current analysis suggests that
the mean lifespan in Latin America and Africa is 12.4 and 10.2 years, respectively, with
15 percent of Constitutions from these regions perishing in their first year of existence.

SHRIMATI MAUSAM B. NOOR (West Bengal): Sir, on behalf of the All India
Trinamool Congress, | would like to speak on the aspect of liberty, granted by our
Constitution’s Preamble. Sir, where are we on the World Liberty Index? As we
embark on the 75" year of our Constitution, it is disheartening to see India rank 159
out of 180 countries in the World Press Freedom Index, 2024. We are even behind
war-torn Lebanon. Between 2014 and 2019, more than 200 serious attacks on
journalists have occurred. This has suppressed the freedom of expression guaranteed
in Article 19. Further, laws have been made for targeting inter-faith marriages and
conversions, which breaches the freedom of religion, provided in Article 25, and right
to privacy in Article 21. Recently, changes to Criminal Laws removed safeguard to
limiting police custody to 15 days thus allowing fragmentation of police custody over
60 to 90 days, which increases the risk of custodial abuse and arbitrary detention.
This undermines individual rights and violates protection against misuse of power and
constitutional right to life, dignity and liberty. Moreover, Sir, the systematic misuse of
legal provisions like UAPA and changes in custody laws compromises the right to a
fair trial that has been provided in Article 22. Further, criminalisation of 'Resisting,
refusing, ignoring, or disregarding to conform to any direction given by a police
officer’, infringes on the right against self-incrimination. Journalist Sidheeq Kappan
was arrested for reporting on the rape of a Dalit woman in Hathras, Uttar Pradesh!
He remained in custody for two years ! Father Stan Swamy died in judicial custody. At
the old age of 83, he was denied access to basic necessities like straw and sipper !
These are just a few examples. There are hundreds more struggling for their rights.
Sir, 200 journalists were targeted by the Government agencies, non-State political
actors, criminals, and armed opposition groups in 2022. Of these, 100 journalists
were under Government Officials' radar. Thus, this really makes me wonder, what is
the state of liberty in our country? Is this the concept of liberty that the Constituent
Assembly had thought of? Is this the freedom that India was supposed to get at the
stroke of midnight? Thank you.

Because
of this situation, all the members of our Bodo Community has got love, respect and

Let me tell this
House what Constitution means to us. Geographically, the hicken’s Neck in Assam-
Bengal border connects us with the mainland but in reality, it is the Constitution,
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which binds us with this great nation. Constitution for us is a promise of equality,
promise to safeguard our cultural and linguistic identity, promise of fair share in
resources, etc. It gives us the confidence to be a part of this great nation.
Constitution promises to uphold diversity of the country. We felt assured that small
nationalities living in the North-East would be allowed to flourish. Constitution
promises to uphold diversity and secularism. We felt assured that our unique religious
beliefs would not be trampled. Constitution promises federalism. We hope that we
would have rights over nation’s resources and we would be able to set the path for
our future on our own. This is the beauty of the Constitution. The very foundation of
this great nation is this Constitution. But with a heavy heart, | have to say this before
the House that in the last one decade, there is an attempt to breach every promise
made to us. Our culture, our identity and our very existence is under threat due to
actions and inactions of this Government. Manipur is an example. The manner in
which the Central Government is allowing the State to rot is nothing but breach of
constitutional promise. This Government, in its attempt to impose its ideology of one
nation, one culture, is trying out on our very roots. CAA is a glaring example of such
attempt. An Act was brought to confer citizenship to foreigners by breaking solemn
promise made by the Indian State to people of Assam in 1985 through Assam Accord.
A State, which was forced to take burden of large number of foreigners entering till

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You have already taken one minute.

SHRI AJIT KUMAR BHUYAN: The Chief Minister of Assam has been openly saying
that he does not need Muslim votes and support.
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Shri Manan Kumar Mishra. You have seven
minutes.

SHRI MANAN KUMAR MISHRA (Bihar): Sir, the basic structure of Indian Constitution
is a set of fundamental features that cannot be amended normally by the Parliament.
These features include supremacy of Constitution and separation of powers. The
Constitution establishes separation of powers between Legislature, Executive and
Judicial branches of the Government. Another feature is federalism. Our Constitution
establishes a federal system of governance between the Union and the States. Next
is rule of law. The Constitution establishes our commitment to the rule of law. Next is
independence of judiciary. The Constitution establishes an independent judiciary that
can invalidate Government actions or violate legislations. Secularism is the fifth
criterion. The landmark Kesavananda Bharati judgment is a leading judgment on the
basic structure doctrine of the Constitution. Shankari Prasad’s case in 1951 ruled that
Parliament can amend any part of the Constitution under Article 368, including
Fundamental Rights. Same was the verdict of the Supreme Court in Sajjan Singh's
case in 1965. However, in Golaknath's case in 1967, the Supreme Court reversed its
earlier views that Fundamental Rights can be amended and it said that the
Fundamental Rights are not amenable to parliamentary restrictions. In Kesavananda
Bharati’s case in 1973, the Supreme Court held that although no part of Constitution,
including Fundamental Rights, was beyond the parliamentary powers of amendment,
but the basic structure of the Constitution could not be abrogated even by the
Parliament. The judgment, in fact, said that the Parliament can only amend the
Constitution and not rewrite it, meaning thereby that the power to amend it is not the
power to destroy it. It further held that judiciary can strike down any amendment
passed by the Parliament that is in conflict with the basic structure of the Constitution.
Again, in the case of Indira Gandhi versus Raj Narain in 1975, the Supreme Court
applied the theory of basic structure and struck down Clause 4 of Article 329-A,
which was inserted by 39" amendment in 1975. In 1980, Minerva Mills’ case further
strengthened the basic structure doctrine. The judgment struck down two changes
made by 42"% amendment.

In 1981, in Bommai’s case, Supreme Court again reiterated the doctrine of
basic structure. In Indra Sawhney’s case, while examining the scope and extent of
Article 16(4) regarding reservation of jobs for backward class, the Supreme Court
added Rule of Law to the list of basic structure of the Constitution. In the year 1994, in
case of S.R. Bommai, Supreme Court tried to curb the blatant misuse of Article 356
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relating to imposition of President's Rule on the States. The Supreme Court held that
policies of the State Government directed against element of basic structure of
Constitution would only be a valid ground for exercise of Central power under Article
356. Article 356 would be applied only in cases of constitutional breakdown and/or
the failure of constitutional machinery. Though Dr. B.R. Ambedkar had assured that
this provision would remain a dead letter in the Constitution, even then, it had been
misused 90 times by the Congress Government. All the time, it was political
consideration rather than any general breakdown and, in most of the cases, majority
Governments were removed on the ground of political instability. S.R. Bommai’s case
laid down the conditions under which State Governments may be dismissed. Sir,
during mid 1970s, there was a huge political and social turmoil throughout the
country. There were economic challenges, social unrest and, resultantly, political
instability. There was unemployment, inflation and, therefore, there occurred a
widespread protest by the people. Mrs. Gandhi had to impose Emergency in the year
1975. As stated by hon. Finance Minister yesterday, there were only five leaders in
Lok Sabha to oppose the passing of 42" Amendment Act and there was none in
Rajya Sabha to oppose it. All the big leaders and opponents had been sent to jail
under MISA. The 42" Amendment was brought in, and it undermined the very
foundation of our Constitution. It destroyed the Constitution, and the Congress
Government, under Indira Gandhiji, completely spoiled the democracy. 99X, s

SHRIMATI SAGARIKA GHOSE (West Bengal): Hon. Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, India
is constituted as a Sovereign Republic. That is the Preamble of our Constitution.
‘Sovereign’ means independent legitimate rule. India is a Sovereign Independent
country, but in a democracy, it is the citizen who is sovereign. The citizen is the ruler.
All this time, from the Treasury Benches, we hear Jawaharlal Nehruyi, Indira Gandhiji
and court cases. We do not hear how this Government intends to uphold the
sovereignty of the citizen, which is the prime teaching of the Constitution. Articles 19
to 22 establish the individual freedoms of every citizen. Articles 23 to 24 establish the
citizen’s right against exploitation and coercion. Articles 25 to 28 establish freedom of
conscience and freedom of religion for every citizen. But, is the sovereignty of the
citizen being upheld today ? No, Sir; it is not. When free speech is stamped out, when
writers are charged with sedition, the citizen is not sovereign. When a Government is
dictating to citizens what to wear, what to eat, who to marry, what to think, what to
read, what to write, what movies to see, the citizen is not sovereign. When Gau
Rakshaks attack and kill those who eat a certain kind of food, citizens are not
sovereign. When so-called media managers are asked to remove or suspend
journalists who tell the inconvenient truth, citizens are not sovereign. When a former
BJP Chief Minister says if women dress a certain way, they are asking to be
assaulted, citizens are not sovereign. When the BJP calls for economic boycott of
Muslims, citizens are not sovereign.

It is because
of majoritarianism and that they don't respect political diversity. States like Bengal
have been denied funds since 2021. It is because of majoritarianism that today there is
not a single Muslim Member in their Lok Sabha team in Parliament. ... (Interruptions)..
That is their majoritarianism, even though they say they are protecting Muslim
women. It is because of majoritarianism that there were over 500 attacks on
Christians in 2023.

Now, there is a law which was passed three or four years back. It is the Citizenship
(Amendment) Act, where the criterion for giving citizenship was religion, which is an
affront to the secularism, which was an affront to the Constitution and is an assault on
the Constitution. Now, there is another Act, Places of Worship Act. There is a lot of
discussion on the Places of Worship Act. It has not been implemented in letter and
spirit resulting in a lot of law and order situation. Now, there are assaults on the
minorities. We have Manipur issue, the bulldozer justice, mob-lynching, hate
speeches, etc., which are also assault on the Constitution. Now, federalism is also
one of the basic structures of the Constitution. | come from Kerala. In Kerala, there is
a Governor who acts as a super Chief Minister, sits on the Bills and doesn't give his
assent to the Bills. That is affront to the federalism of the country.

One Nation, One Election Bill has been introduced in the Lok Sabha, which is
also an affront to federalism. On the socialism aspect, reservation which is under
article 16(4) of the Constitution clearly says that adequate representation should be
given to the socially and educationally backward classes. Is adequate representation
given to a particular backward class? That can only be done by a caste census.
Caste census has not been done by this Government for ten or twelve years. That is
also another affront to the Constitution. Independent Judiciary is another basic
structure of the Constitution. We have seen Press conferences by the judges of the
Supreme Court themselves that all is not well within the system. We have seen
controversies with regard to master of the roster. We have also seen that the judges
are saying, “l got divinity for writing the judgements”. Judges are also bound by the
Constitution and Constitution alone and not by divinity. Therefore, we have to say that
the Constitution has to go deep into the system. The Constitution has to work from
the ward level. The values have to be protected from the ward level.

SHRI RITABRATA BANERJEE (West Bengal): Thank you, Sir, for giving me this
opportunity. The discussion on the ‘Glorious Journey of 75 years of our Constitution’
will be incomplete without mentioning of a true polymath. He died almost a decade
ago before we adopted our Constitution and declared ourselves as a Republic. His
profound and deep impact on majority of the Members of the Constituent Assembly in
general and on the country as a whole is an integral part of recorded history. A man of
distinctive appearance, an accomplished musician and artist, an electric philosopher,
and a passionate political activist, Rabindranath Tagore read out a five stanza poem
in 1911 at a political session in Kolkata. The poem envisaged the inclusive idea of
India.

On 24th of January 1950, the Constituent Assembly adopted the first stanza of
the poem as our National Anthem. The rest of the four stanzas are equally important,
and today | will, here in this august House, mention about the four stanzas. The four
stanzas in 1911 were read out in the Calcutta Session.

Tagore said and | quote the following lines:

“you call us to unite, day and night,

Hindus and Buddhists, Jains and Sikhs,
Parsis, Muslims and Christians meet
From East and West your throne above
We move to weave a garland of love
You the guardian of India's destiny
Victory to you, victory to you, victory to you.”
“Through rugged paths that rise and fall
Your pilgrims have traversed them all

: English translation of the original speech delivered in Bengali.
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Oh Charioteer the roar of your wheels
Echo day and night
On the trail we tread
The clarion call of your sacred conch
Saves us from riot, despair, and dread
You the shield of India's fate
Victory forever to you, Victory forever to you,
Victory forever to you.”
“When the night was dark and utterly bleak
When our land lay in the fevered swoon,
O loving Mother, you held us close and shielded us from time's morose.
You the remover of all agony

Tagore's idea of India and our Constitution has always emphasized, ‘We, the
people’. Our Constitution is a fight between monologue and dialogue. Dialogue will
always defeat monologue. Eternal glory, eternal victory to dialogue, eternal glory,
eternal victory to our Constitution - Ever onward to victory !

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Shri Jose K. Mani; three minutes.

SHRI JOSE K. MANI (Kerala): Sir, | rise today to address a matter that strikes at the
very heart of democracy, the soul of our Constitution, a document that enshrines the
value of liberty, equality and fraternity. We gather here not only to debate, but hold a
mirror to the Central Government on its functioning. Today, the ideals of our
Constitution are under siege and it is our duty as Members of Parliament to defend
them. Our Constitution envisions a Government of the people, by the people, for the
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people. However, under this Government’s rule, governance has increasingly been
for the few, by the few and of the few. Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, the world is
watching us. India, once hailed as the largest democracy, is being described as a
partially free democracy, even an electoral autocracy. Respected organizations such
as Freedom House and V-Dem Institute and others have documented a steady
erosion of democratic norms in India. In its 2024 report, V-Dem went so far as to call
India one of the worst autocratizers in the world.

Sir, our Constitution envisions a federal structure where the Centre and the
States work as equal partners. Yet, under this Government’s rule, federalism has
been systematically undermined. A large portion of financial resources has been
transferred outside the ambit of Finance Commission giving the Centre undue control
and leaving the State at its mercy. Sir, the centralization of financial powers
undermines the spirit of cooperative federalism enshrined in India’s Constitution and,
moreover, violates the spirit of Article 275, which mandates financial aid to States to
ensure balanced development.

Sir, a democracy without a free Press is like a body without a soul. Yet, under
this Government, the Press has been systematically cowed into submission.

Hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, the Constitution is not just a document. It is a
promise, a promise to protect the weak, to empower the marginalized and to uphold
justice for all. The Government, through its policies and actions, has broken this
promise. It has failed the Constitution and, by extension, the people of this great
nation. To the ruling party, | say this -- the people of India have spoken. It is time to
listen, to reflect and to change course. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI K.R. SURESH REDDY (Telangana): Sir, coming from Hyderabad, we have a
special attachment and gratitude towards the Constitution of India on how it helped,
guided and inspired us. | would like to take this opportunity to refresh the memory of
the House on how it guided and helped us.
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[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA) in the Chair.]

Sir, when India became independent with 560-plus Princely States, Hyderabad
was one of the few States which could not be part of the jubilation and celebration
which happened then. It took us one year, one month and two days to become part
of the Indian Union. And, in that one year and one month of struggle, it was the
struggle of the entire people of Hyderabad State, who stood like a rock, who wanted
to be part of the freedom and who fought for the freedom and eventually attained it.
We compelled the Government of India for a police action, and, through the
Government of India’s intervention of police action, Hyderabad became part of the
Union of India and we became part of Article 1. While our journey continues through
Article 1, Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, | would like to remind the House that if | stand here,
and say that |, K.R. Suresh Reddy, Member of the BRS Party, coming from the State
of Telangana, it is because of Article 3. It is because of Article 3, | stand here as a
Member from Telangana State. To achieve the Statehood, there was a struggle led by
our leader KCR ji for 13 long years. It was a struggle to attain a separate Statehood
and it was only possible after so many lives were lost. The entire samaj, be it the
Government employees, be it the women, be it the youth and everyone, came
together to awaken the Government of India and pressurize them. Of course, we
thank both the national parties, the Congress and the BJP that they could sense the
feelings of the people, and, again, thanks to Article 3 that we stand here as Members
of this august House. Sir, we acknowledged and we did not leave the dreams there.
Hon. Member spoke of prophets of doom and said, when India was created, how
they spelt doom for India. Similarly, when Telangana attained Statehood, similar
expressions were expressed and it was said that Telangana will not prosper,
Telangana will not have power, Telangana will not have electricity, and Telangana will
not be able to contain the opportunities given. But, thanks to the Constitution of India
and the Directive Principles enshrined in it, which guided my leader KCR Garu, from a
region which was the most backward, in a matter of 10 years, today, we could
become one of the most progressive States. When Telangana was under the Nizam’s
rule, the ruler was the richest person in the world and in the ten years after we
attained the statehood, we made the people of Telangana one of the richest in the
country. Again, thanks to the Constitution, thanks to the Directive Principles.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, | would like to give a small example of our journey.
..(Interruptions )... Article 38 speaks about the distribution of wealth and equal
opportunities. It was so well established under the leadership of KCR ji in Telangana
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that we became number one State with highest per capita income in the country.
This gives us a message that if the Constitution inspires you and if the leadership has
got the ability, definitely, we can attain this and we have proved it. Not only did we
prove ourselves by making Telangana number one State with highest per capita
income and but we are also contributing to the GDP of the country also and this
expresses our nationalism. As far as our contribution to GDP is concerned, we have
given almost 4 percent, and, now, we have gone up to 4.8 per cent. We did not limit
ourselves only to Article 38. There are various other Articles. There is Article 47 which
speaks about health and we have won many awards from Government of India.
There is Article 40, which you got in, regarding creation of village panchayats and
empowering people. We have created many, many Gram Panchayats to create a
sense of per capita governance in the State of Telangana. | can continue on and on
and on but there is limitation of time.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Please conclude.

SHRI K. R. SURESH REDDY: Sir, just give me a minute to conclude. While the
journey of Telangana continues to inspire India through the Constitution, we have
suggestions from our party.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Please conclude.

SHRI K. R. SURESH REDDY': Sir, just give me 30 seconds. There are three or four
suggestions on the occasion of celebrating this grand journey. We request for an anti-
defection law. The Congress Party brought in an amendment and the BJP supported
it, but instead of tightening it, the loose ends are so clearly visible which many of the
Members expressed. So, bring in a stringent anti-defection law. Secondly, bring in
delimitation. States like ours, which are contributing to the country's growth, should
not be punished just because we are less in population.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Please conclude.

SHRI K. R. SURESH REDDY: Sir, with these few words, | conclude. Even though we
are a 4-Member Party, and, | am the only Member speaking in the world's largest
parliamentary democracy, | should not be looking at you and | should not be fighting
for democracy in Parliament, but nevertheless, respecting your direction, | take leave.

Having said
that, | was hoping that in this celebratory mode, we would be able to raise our voices.
But, unfortunately, only three minutes have been assigned to us thanks to the
Treasury Benches. What is equally unfortunate is amongst the ‘Others’, some get five
minutes and some get three minutes. My floor leader got three minutes, while others
who are in the ‘Others’ got five minutes to speak. I9H Y 4eHTg Bl That goes to
show that they do not believe in actually speaking up for the Constitution and what
the Constitution guarantees us. | had spoken about how several parts make an entire
whole. The Constitution has several parts to it and the whole is greater than the sum
of its parts. If | were to go into every single part about the Constitution, we would see
how this Government has systematically weakened every single part of India's
Constitution and undermined the Constitution at every single given point in time.

Sir, everybody has spoken about fundamental rights. So | will not spend my
time on that. You look at part V of the Constitution. You look at part VI of the
Constitution. You look at part VIII of the Constitution. You look at part Xl of the
Constitution. And you look at the Tenth Schedule of the Constitution. It is about the
federal structure of this country. It is about Union versus States. It is about political
parties. It is about anti-defection law. There is undermining of the Tenth Schedule,
which mandates that two-thirds of the people, even if they defect, they need to
merge into another party. Otherwise, they will be facing disqualification. It has been
denied to them. What is equally unfortunate is this. We are talking about judiciary.
Part V of the Constitution has judiciary in it. The Constitution Bench takes forever to
take a decision which impacts, harms, undermines and weakens our Constitution.
And that is the unfortunate reality that smaller parties like us face. We continue to
hope that our judiciary will ensure and highlight and fasten the process of giving us
justice. Unfortunately, we are still fighting that out in the courts of law. Election forms
a very important part of the Constitution. We have seen in Maharashtra how 46 lakh
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people were added in the electoral rolls between the Lok Sabha and the Vidhan
Sabha elections. We still don't have an answer from the Election Commission on
that. The second thing is 13 per cent jump in voter turnout, which even the former
CEC has questioned. (Time-bell rings.) Just one minute more. | seek your
indulgence because you are in the Chair. And | am happy to see you in the Chair, Sir.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Please conclude.

SHRIMATI PRIYANKA CHATURVEDI: Sir, the last thing | want to say here is this.
Another important part of the Constitution is finance, property, contracts, trade and
commerce. These form part of the Constitution. We have seen how income tax forms
the highest revenue component of the Government, which is personal income tax,
and it is 31 per cent. Corporate tax is just 26.5 per cent which it is contributing. How
one particular industrialist is getting land in Maharashtra, in Mumbai, undermining all
rules of law, and favouritism is being seen from the Government of the day. All those
are unconstitutional...( Time-bell rings.)... With these kind words, | would like to thank
you so much for allowing me to speak on this important issue.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (DR. SASMIT PATRA): Thank you. Now, Shri Derek O'Brien.
(/m‘errupz‘/ons)... Thank you, hon. Member. Hon. Shri Derek O'Brien, ten minutes.

SHRI DEREK O'BRIEN (West Bengal): Sir, every Member of my Party has taken one
word from the Preamble as a theme and spoken on it, on the Constitution. The
Constitution is more than a book in a library. It is a living, breathing document on the
streets of India. We have heard lots from 1940, 1950, 1960 and 1970, lots in the 40s
and 50s, and good. History is always

(MR. CHAIRMAN /n the Chair.)
useful. But | wish to take you on the streets of this living, breathing document. Let
me start with 1984. A young lawyer, a part-time milk booth attendant, a political

activist in 1984 suddenly went to the United Nations within one year 1984-85. Why? It
is because this Constitution gave that person a chance to be elected to the Lok
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Sabha. It was Rajiv Gandhi who gave her a ticket. Doesn't matter bank account,
doesn't matter social status, but she got the ticket and, after that, went and
represented India at the United Nations. There are many light-hearted stories about
how she took her murmurah around because she still lives in that one room home in
Kolkata. That was 1984 and the Constitution made that happen for her. In 1997,
again, the Constitution, not in a library but, on the streets. The Congress party, she
felt, was too close to the CPI(M). So, they had a Bengal seminar, big seminar in
Bengal, of the Congress Party. They had it inside the stadium. This lady had her own
conference outside the stadium. Five thousand people came inside the stadium. Fifty
thousand people came outside the stadium. This is the Constitution on the streets.
There are about 40-50 examples. | will just give you one more. And, that is fighting for
farmers. All options had run out. So, she went on a 26-day hunger strike. This is a
woman who has sent people like me to Parliament. Next time, you people here talk
about women, listen to what this woman has to tell you. One is, Women's
Reservation Bill. You brought it. When will women come into Parliament? It is 2034.
In my party, All India Trinamool Congress, out of our 43-44 MPs, 38 per cent of
women are already in Parliament. This is the kind of a debate we should be having.
Otherwise, it is screaming and shouting! What have you done for women in
Parliament? In the last Lok Sabha, it was 14.5 per cent. This Lok Sabha, you brought
it down to 13.5 per cent! Don't talk to us about women. | am glad you took a good
idea from a State --State health card, Swasthya Sathi and, two years later, you
turned it into Ayushman Bharat. Good. But, the health card in Bengal is in the name
of the woman of the house. And, under Lakshmir Bhandar, Rs. 1,200-1,500 given to
women, | welcome that the idea started by Mamata Banerjee in Bengal many years
ago has now been copied by multiple States. Very good! But, see your arrogance !
On a day where we are debating the Constitution of India, your hubris makes you
bring a Bill to amend the Constitution at 12 noon! Bring it, we will fight you. We will
defeat you; on the One-Nation-One-Election. And you are bringing this Bill. For
heaven's sake, you cannot conduct one election in one State in one phase. You need
seven phases! | will give you examples. You can't conduct one election in one
constituency | You need two different days.

Sir, it has been a 30-hour debate. There are one lakh forty-six thousand words
in the Constitution. | want to talk about three important words which are not in the
Constitution. Very important. And, let us reflect. Federalism! As per your view, you
say, cooperative federalism. Your view is PF, not ‘provident fund’ but ‘political
federalism’. What do you say? You say, ‘We don't like you. We can't defeat you.
So, what we will do? We will block MGNREGA funds and we will block Awas Yojana
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funds.” It doesn't matter. We brought our own funds to pay in Bengal. You will do
this. It is because double engine is an unconstitutional concept. We spend so much
time on words, words, words. | want to pause for 10 seconds and give my 10
seconds for everyone, through you, Sir, to introspect. Think about it. Federalism!
Second word not mentioned in the Constitution - ‘media.” And, we have all the
respect for journalists; all of them, not mentioned in the Constitution. | want to use
this platform of Parliament to ask the 10 biggest media owners. You are watching this,
| hope. The ten biggest media owners! Don’t give me examples of 1975 in the
Emergency. No! The ten big media owners, you are the billionaires. The next seven
seconds are for you. In silence, reflect, and introspect. And the third word not
mentioned in the Constitution, which is very important, is the ‘Opposition’. It is not
mentioned in the Constitution. It is the very basic rule. The Opposition must have its
say. We do not have the numbers here. The Government will have its way. It is as
simple as that. So allow us to have our say. | am happy that the hon. Home Minister
is here because sometimes, the Opposition is not in Parliament. Let me give you two
examples. One, unanimous resolution passed in the Bengal Assembly to fast track a
Bill for the safety of the women who are raped, the Aparajita Bill. And the second
example is to change the name of the State to ‘Bangla’. Where are these Bills? The
Governor’s office - deep freeze. After that, it comes to high constitutional office. |
have no problem with the high constitutional office, not at all, because the high
constitutional office will only act on the advice of Mr. Modi, Mr. Shah, the Home
Minister, the Cabinet. | want the high constitutional office or those advising on these
issues of the Opposition to reflect. ..(Interruptions).. Sir, reflection is difficult.
Reflection has to be in silence. So, don’t hassle me when | am speaking. Then, the
Farm Bills. What happened on that? | have got 30 examples of the Parliament. | will
take one. Sir, 146 MPs were thrown out for another Bill, Criminal law Bills. There is an
enabling act of the Nazis that they brought there in 1933. Read that because that also
gives you similarity. But come to the Farm Bills. What happened to the Farm Bills?
The Opposition objected. Why? It is because we wanted voting on the Bills. What
happened when the Opposition objected? Everyone got suspended. The videos went
out. “Oh ! The Opposition was dancing or moving around on the tables ” My question
is: When you repealed the Farm Bills, you quietly sat down and repealed the Farm
Bills. Why did not you allow the Opposition to debate that subject when you repealed
those Bills? Allow us. Sir, in all this, some of these explanations will not be
understood because there are parties like mine led by Mamata Banerjee and the
people of Bengal. You try and get us in Bengal, every time out of ten seats, you lose
three, we win eight. So, you are stuck with that. Sir, we will not allow this Parliament
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to ever become an RSS shakha. Never! We will fight for it. But | want to end on a
celebratory note, on a happy note. | have stayed only with the Constitution. And
when | started, | said that the Constitution is more than a book in the library. It is a
living, breathing document on the streets, and | know these streets of Kolkata, of
every district in Bengal. Sir, | will end with a story. It is a reality. There is a Jewish
bakery in Kolkata where a week away from Christmas,-- there must be about 4,000-
5,000 Jews in India -- the Jewish bakery makes delicious Christmas cakes. All the
300 bakers in that Jewish bakery belong to one community. They are all Muslims,
each one of them. And about a week before Christmas, there are long lines outside
the bakery, and if you go and ask the people in those lines, they will tell you,
“Bhaskar, Reema, Arun”. It does not matter, they are all Indians, but they are in that
line in that Jewish bakery. Eighty per cent are Hindus. ... (/m‘errupz‘/ons)...

Sir, | will take one more minute. And, what are they celebrating? A Christian
festival!l Sir, | want to conclude by saying, come to Bengal. Come at the end of
March. Now, you can come and celebrate Christmas. Come at the end of March to
line up on Red Road and watch the Eid prayers. Or, mark the date, on the 30th of
April, come to Digha to see the beautiful new Jagannath Temple. Thank you, Sir.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri P. P. Suneer.

SHRI P.P. SUNEER (Kerala): Hon. Chairman, Sir, previous speakers have
highlighted the history of our Constitution and the challenges it faces today. Given
the nature of the topic and listening to some of the speeches from the Treasury
Benches, there is much to be said. Opening the discussion, the hon. Finance Minister
targeted the Soviet Union’s model by forgetting their immense assistance for our
country in terms of numerous infrastructure projects at the scale of the Bhilai Steel
Plant and their support to us during the 1971 war. It was a joint Indo-Soviet space
program that sent the first Indian into space. Like this, there is much to call out and
expose the lies spoken from the Treasury Benches. But given the paucity of time, |
rise to speak only on the reality behind the 11 resolutions given by hon. Prime Minister
in the Lok Sabha. While these resolutions may appear optimistic, they do not align
with the reality of governance under the BJP. The first one, ‘Be it Government or
citizens, all must fulfill duties’ While it is noble to call for duties, this comes from a
Government that has sidestepped its responsibilities, particularly, in tackling
unemployment and inflation. In our Constitution, duties follow behind rights and
rights of the people is a term the BJP has no value for. The second is ‘Sabka Saath,
Sabka Vikas.” This slogan falls flat as Dalits, Adivasis and Minorities, especially
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Muslims, continue to face discrimination. The Government and the BJP's action
contradict this call for inclusive development. The third one is ‘Zero tolerance towards
corruption.” The BJP's call for zero tolerance is undermined by its own actions. The
Treasury Benches repeatedly obstructed discussions on corruption charges against a
corporate house and several alleged corporate individuals are now ruling party
leaders. The fourth one is ‘Laws of nation’ - we should be proud of them.” Selective
enforcement of laws like UAPA target dissenters and activists. The recent suicide of
an individual in Madhya Pradesh due to ED harassment raises serious questions
about misuse of power and fairness of law enforcing authorities. The fifth one is
‘Freedom from colonial hangover, pride in India's culture and heritage.” While it is
important to move beyond Colonial legacies, the BJP's obsession is with distorting
India's path to further its divisive agenda. Creating artificial enemies to divide the
people does not help national progress. The sixth is ‘Freedom from dynasties in
politics.” The BJP's own dynasties, naturally, is evident, with several leaders holding
power for decades. The PM should look to the Left for lessons in political merit if he
wants to pursue politics that looks beyond dynasties. The next is ‘Samvidhan ka
Samman.” The RSS’s early attacks on our Constitution remain relevant. Their
allegiance to Manusmriti over the Constitution speaks volumes about their
commitment to democratic principles. ‘Don't take away reservations of those who did
them.” While the hon. Prime Minister's statement is welcome, the BJP's policies,
including privatisation, have eroded opportunities for marginalized communities to
benefit from reservations. Reservations can be safeguarded only when there is a
strong public sector. Last point, Sir, is ‘Women-led development’. Real women's
empowerment requires more than rhetoric. CPI leader, Comrade Gita Mukherjee,
was the pioneer of the Women's Reservation Bill. The BJP has created obstacles
from moral policing to the mistreatment of women wrestlers. The hon. Prime Minister
must act on his words by implementing the Women's Reservation Act immediately.

In conclusion, these resolutions fail to address the true needs of our country.
There is a growing gap between the Government's promises and its action. True
progress requires a commitment to equality, justice, security and federalism as
enshrined in our Constitution. Thank you, sir.

SHRI SANA SATHISH BABU (Andhra Pradesh): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for
giving me this opportunity to make my maiden speech and that too on the ‘Glorious
Journey of 75 Years of the Constitution of India’.

SHRI R. GIRIRAJAN (Tamil Nadu): " “Hon. Chairman, Sir, | thank you for giving me
an opportunity to participate in the special discussion to mark the Coral Jubilee of the
adoption of the Constitution by the Constituent Assembly. Constitution is the mother
of all other laws of the country. Every law enacted by the Government has to be in
conformity with the Constitution. Unfortunately, most of the Bills brought and passed
by this Government from 2014 are against the guiding principles of the very own
Constitution.

Sir, people will not forget
what they did in Karnataka or Madhya Pradesh, what they did in Maharashtra, Goa
and Arunachal Pradesh to topple Governments. Sir, the Governors are being used as
BJP State presidents in all the Opposition-ruled States. The BJP appointed
Governors, interfering in the affairs of the duly elected Government; not respecting
and responding to the Cabinet decisions and Bills passed by the Assembly of the duly
elected Government, is unconstitutional. The Governors acting as super Chief
Ministers in the Opposition-ruled States like Tamil Nadu, Telangana, Karnataka,
Kerala, West Bengal, Punjab and Delhi is untenable and unwarranted. The injustice
caused by the BJP Government to ruin the aspirations of the States and to protect
and promote their regional languages is unconstitutional and misuse of power. Their
penchant for imposition of Hindi on non-Hindi speaking people is nothing but the
“linguistic terrorism.”  (Time-bell rings.) The Government should declare all the
regional languages as the official language of the State and allow them to practise in
respective High Courts as the official language, thereby ensuring autonomy to the
States, federalism at the Centre. (Time-be// r/'ngs.) Give me one minute, Sir. The
Constitution of India is our holy book and must ensure that Fundamental Rights and
core values enshrined are maintained undisturbed and revered. To the current ruling
dispensation the Preamble of the Constitution is a stumbling block to fulfil their ‘Hindu
Rashtra’ day dream but we will forever stand as the most powerful unbreakable iron
wall to protect our Constitution. Thank you, Sir.

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MR. CHAIRMAN: Shri R. Dharmar; three minutes.

SHRI R. DHARMAR (Tamil Nadu): “ Hon. Chairman Sir, | thank you very much for
giving me this opportunity. Social justice is the lifeline of Tamil Nadu. Hon. Puratchi
thalaivar M.G.R., the founder of the AIADMK party, had laid the foundation for social
justice in Tamil Nadu. Hon. puratchi thalaivi Amma,, Ms. J. Jayalalitha, goddess of
our heart, had successfully implemented 69% reservation for Other Backward
Classes in Tamil Nadu. She was instrumental in bringing the amendment in Ninth
Schedule of the Constitution. In 1993, the Legislative Assembly of Tamil Nadu passed
resolution for implementing 69% reservation to the Other Backward Classes. Our
hon. Puratchi thalaivi Amma staunchly pursued the matter with the Union Government
and succeeded in getting the approval from the Union Government also. Shri
Shankar Dayal Sharma, the then President of India, accented his approval to this Bill
within a month. Her commitment in implementing this reform is laudable. Her
schemes for the welfare of women and children are of much significance. Schemes
like ‘“Amma Unavagam’ and some educational schemes are appreciated by people of
Tamil Nadu even today. She implemented many schemes for the upliftment of the
poor and downtrodden. Due to her courage and perseverance, Tamil Nadu enjoys the
fruits of social justice. Social equality and social justice are the landmark
achievements of Tamil Nadu. It is possible because of the efforts of our hon. puratchi
thalaivi Amma. | would like to put this point on the record of this august House. With
these words, | conclude my speech. Thank you, Sir.”

MR. CHAIRMAN: Shri Kartikeya Sharma; and after Shri Kartikeya Sharma, the hon.
Minister.

SHRI KARTIKEYA SHARMA (Haryana): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for giving me
an opportunity to speak on the historic occasion, a rare privilege. Today, when we
celebrate 75 years of the Indian Constitution, we commemorate not just a legal
document but the very spirit of India - our hopes, dreams and aspirations. Our
Constitution is a living testimony of the vision of our forefathers, the sacrifices of our
people and the resilience of our democracy. Sir, it has weathered many challenges,
including deliberate attempts to undermine its foundations, yet stood firm as the

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bedrock of justice, liberty, equality and fraternity. Dr. Ambedkar emphasised that the
Constitution must reflect the needs of the people and evolve with time. Political
democracy cannot last unless there lies at the base of it social democracy. What does
social democracy mean? It means a way of life which recognizes liberty, equality and
fraternity as the principles of life. Sir, Dr. Ambedkar warned the Assembly on 26th
January 1950. He said, we are going to enter a life of contradictions. In politics, we
will have equality, but in our social and economic life, we will have inequality. How
long shall we live this life of contradictions?

Today, Sir, when we stand, |, as an Independent Member, want to appeal to
the Government and the Opposition that we should take this opportunity and must
compliment and congratulate our forefathers for having envisaged such a beautiful
Constitution which has seen it through in the last journey along its way in the last 75
years, and | am reminded of a quote by the then Prime Minister of England who said,
“Power will go to the hands of rascals, rogues and freebooters. Indian leaders will be
of low calibre and men of straw.”

Sir, today, when we have completed 75 years of the adoption of our
Constitution, our economy has become the fifth largest economy, on the way to
becoming the third largest economy in the world. It is a befitting reply to those who
thought that the Constitution will not befit Indians as a country and our calibre was
undermined.

Sir, democracy is an evolutionary process. There is no finite point in
democracy. We strive towards an optimum form of democracy and the Constitution
is a guiding force for that. That is what the Constitution has given us. It has guided
us through the tough times, through the times that it has been put to test, in the
challenging times, from 1975 to 1977, under the Congress Government, which
curtailed freedoms, suspended fundamental rights and misused constitutional
provisions. However, the people, inspired by Constitution and the promise of liberty,
did overthrow the authoritarian Government in 1977.

Sir, there have been umpteen instances. | have very limited time. But | would
just say that the underlying principle of the Constitution has been to protect the
vulnerable sections of society whether they are Scheduled Tribes, dalits or the
economically weaker sections, and it goes to the extent that there should be positive
discrimination also, if required, and specially in the case of women. | want to thank
the Government because by bringing the Women’s Reservation Bill, they have taken
that constitutional provision and positively discriminated against women by making
them an integral part of our democratic process.
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Sir, many Opposition Members and my friends have spoken about bulldozers.
They spoke yesterday, including a very senior Member. | want to remind them that in
1976, it was the then Congress Party which started the culture of bulldozers under the
Sanjay Gandhi regime, at Turkman Gate. They spoke of one nation, one election, as
if there is some sort of a ploy to destabilise the election process.

Sir, for 15 years, from 1952 to 1967, including the time when our forefathers had
started, that was the norm. That was until it so happened that subsequently the
Congress regime decided to change that applecart. Sir, we have had more than 400
elections since 1952 till now, out of which 200 elections took place in the decade of
70s and 80s, which was the most unstable political period in our country and cost us
very dearly, because this was the time where economically we fell behind countries
like China and were not able to come out it.

Sir, thank you for giving me an opportunity to speak on this historic event. |
wish that we, in unison, can appreciate the Constitution and celebrate it.
