Need for a national policy on school transport safety

DR. FAUZIA KHAN (Maharashtra): Sir, the increasing number of accidents involving
school vans and buses has become a serious issue, necessitating immediate action.
Despite existing State-specific laws and guidelines from the CBSE and directives from
the Supreme Court, several notable enforcement challenges and fundamental issues
still persist. A national study conducted by the Save Life Foundation in 2021 has found
that 4/ per cent school transport vehicles lack seat-belts, only 48 per cent have
speed governors, 41 per cent schools have no transport manager, 25 per cent
parents could verify that GPS and CCTV systems were operational in school buses,
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12 per cent indicated the absence of safety devices such as fire extinguishers and first
aid kits and over 50 per cent have no emergency contact information. There have
been 26 per cent incidents of reckless driving. Currently, Indian law does not mandate
seat-belts in school buses. While some States have instituted requirements for CCTV
cameras in school buses, these practices are not universally applied. Besides,
buses, private vans and auto rickshaws are the most prevalent mode of transport in
Tier-2 cities and rural areas, but now they have started plying even in Tier-1 cities.
These are overcrowded vans, auto rickshaws and unregulated taxis. Despite having
one of the highest rates of road crash fatalities globally, India does not have a uniform
comprehensive national policy on school transport safety. While some States have
initiated standard policies for school vehicles, including vans and buses, they remain
largely on paper with no effective enforcement. Additionally, there is lack of regulation
and safety measures for auto rickshaws and e-rickshaws ferrying children. To
address these issues, | urge the Government to develop a national school transport
policy to establish uniform safety regulations across all States. This policy should
mandate seatbelts, CCTV cameras and GPS in school vehicles. Regulations must
also extend to private schools and transport options such as autos, vans and
rickshaws, ensuring a defined set of safety standards is applied. Furthermore, we
need to enforce existing school transport guidelines on speed limits, overcrowding,
checks and safety equipment requirements. Regular safety audits on all school
vehicles should become a standard practice. Schools must implement effective
grievance redressal mechanisms. It is imperative to ensure that school drivers receive
regular training and sensitization. Thank you.

Demand to increase the funding for renovation works of group of monuments
at Hampi

SHRI JAGGESH (Karnataka): &«Sir, the ancient ruins of Hampi, located on the
banks of the Tungabhadra River in Karnataka, have withstood the test of time. These
ruins are a testament to the grandeur of the Vijayanagara Empire and have rightfully
earned the status of a UNESCO World Heritage Site.

Hampi was conquered by the Deccan Muslim Confederacy in 1565, and the
city was subsequently pillaged over a period of six months before being abandoned.
Today, the site boasts over 1,600 surviving structures, including temples, forts, royal
complexes, pillared halls, stables, water systems, gates, and checkpoints. Hampi is
the second most-visited tourist destination in Karnataka, after Mysuru, generating an
average revenue of Rs 4.21 crore annually from ticket sales alone.

The Archaeological Survey of India (ASI), the agency responsible for the site’s
maintenance, is reportedly lacking adequate funds, putting the preservation of this
historic site at risk. While restoring the lost splendor of Hampi may not be possible, it
is crucial that we at least work to preserve a reminder of its glorious past. Renovation
work on the collapsed portion of Salu Mantapa and at the Krishna Temple, which
began years ago, remains incomplete. Similarly, repair works at the Vijaya Vittala
Temple complex, Achyutaraya Temple, and the Bazaar area have been stalled due to
insufficient funds. Unfortunately, even the revenue collected from ticket sales is not
allocated for restoration efforts. To prevent further deterioration of these monumental
structures, an immediate allocation of at least Rs 25 crore is essential.

Over the past five years, the ASI has received an average of just Rs 1.63 crore
annually from the Central Government for core conservation work at Hampi. The
irregular release of funds has left many restoration projects, some of which are
decades old, unfinished. As a result, the ASI has been forced to focus only on
maintenance and minor repairs to prevent further damage.

Demand to accord Biosphere Reserve status to Gandhamardan Hill, Odisha

SHRI SUJEET KUMAR (Odisha): Thank you, Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, for allowing
me to speak on this subject. The Gandhamardan Hill Range is an extremely
ecologically sensitive biodiversity region comprising of roughly 200 sg km and
spanning across two districts, Bargarh and Bolangir, in western part of Odisha. Itis a
natural treasure of our country which has unparalleled ecological, biological, spiritual
and cultural heritage. There is an urgent need to conserve this ecological hotspot and
bring it to the national and international attention. As per the Regional Research
Institute of Ayurveda, Bhubaneswar, and the Botanical Survey of India, there are
close to 1,200 species of medicinal plants in the Gandhamardan region of which 300
medicinal plants are actively being used in Ayurveda, Siddha and other branches of
AYUSH. Not just its ecological wealth, but the Gandhamardan Hill Range holds
immense historical, cultural and religious significance. It is believed that Lord
Parshurama stayed in the forests of this mountain range. It is also believed that this
Gandhamardan Hill Range finds mention in the Ramayana. It is believed that during
Treta Yuga, when Lord Hanumana was carrying Sanjivini to revive Lord Lakshmana, a
part of the Sanjivini fell on this forest. Hence, this Gandhmardan Hill Region has very
rich flora and fauna, and has very rich focus on medicinal plants. Sir, also, this hill
region is home to some vulnerable tribal groups, particularly Bhumij, Binjhal and
Gonds, who have resided in this hill region for centuries or rather millenniums. They
have played a crucial role in preserving its natural heritage, traditional knowledge and
they have also been following sustainable practices.

So, through you, | would urge the Ministry of Environment and Forests to take
urgent steps to designate the Gandhamardan Hill Region as a biosphere reserve. My
colleague, Shri Pradeep Purohit, a Member of Lok Sabha from Bargarh, has already
spoken about it in the other august House. Currently, there are 18 designated
biosphere reserves in India; of which, one is in Odisha, that is, Similipal. So, given the
immense ecological, biological, cultural and spiritual significance of the

(a) to (c)To assist prospective entrepreneurs including unemployed youth in
setting up of new enterprises in the non-farm sector, financial assistance is provided
in the form of Margin Money (I\/II\/I) subsidy on the project cost under the Prime
Minister’s Employment Generation Programme (PMEGP) being implemented by
Ministry of MSME, through Khadiand Village Industries Commission (KVIC).

SHRI SAKET GOKHALE: Mr. Chairman, Sir, we are very happy to have you back in
the House again. Sir, this question pertains very specifically under the PMEGP, the
Prime Minister’'s Employment Generation Programme, the Applications Received
versus Rejection. This is on the PMEGP Dashboard, that is where the numbers are
from. In 2021-22, only 27 per cent applications were approved; in 2022-23, 31 per
cent approved; in 2023-24, 32 per cent approved and in 2024-25, only 30 per cent.
Basically, there is almost a 70 per cent rejection rate for applications that are received
under the Scheme. My question to the hon. Minister, very specifically, is this. Why is
there such a high rejection rate of applications which is almost 70 per cent? What
steps is the Government going to take to improve the approval rate of applications
under PMEGP ? Thank you.

SHRI JOSE K. MANI: Sir, it has been reported that the mandatory inspection for the
Prime Minister’'s Employment Generation Programme funded units have been
significantly delayed. It has left around 6,500 units and approximately 26,000
entrepreneurs in Kerala alone in a difficult situation. This has forced many to continue
repaying the entire loan amount along with interest. Entrepreneurs are unable to close
their loan accounts leading to negative impacts on CIBIL score and, in turn, their
eligibilities for further financial assistance. Sir, there is a concern that similar delays
may be occurring in other States also. Could the Minister explain the reasons behind
these inspection delays and details of the steps being taken to expedite the process
and to ensure timely subsidy disbursement? Additionally, could the Minister clarify the
rationale behind outsourcing inspection duties to an external agency ?

MR. CHAIRMAN: Q. No. 167; Sushri Priyanka Chaturvedi.

Shortage of check-in counters at major airports

*167.  SMT PRIYANKA CHATURVEDI: Will the Minister of CIVIL AVIATION be
pleased to state:-
(a) the measures taken by Government to ensure that adequate non-digiyatra
check-in counters are available for passengers at major airports, including
Delhi, for both international and domestic flights;
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(b) the number of passengers who missed their flights despite reaching on time
due to shortage of airport staff at check-in counters, since 2021, State-
wise, year-wise and airline-wise;

(c) whether Government has any guidelines for the minimum number of check-
in counters that should be available for passengers, depending on
passenger traffic; and

(d) if so, the details thereof, and if not, the reasons therefor?

THE MINISTER OF CIVIL AVIATION (SHRI KINJARAPU RAMMOHAN NAIDU): (a) to
(d) A statement is laid on the table of the House.

Statement

(a) The number of Check-in counters at airports is linked to the peak hour
passengers that a terminal is expected to handle. At present, there are adequate
Check-in counters at major airports including Delhi airport which had 343 counters in
December, 2024.

Notwithstanding above, Government regularly reviews the state of
infrastructure facilities including availability of check-in counters at major airports to
take necessary steps for de-congestion. Airlines are also advised to deploy sufficient
manpower at all check-in/baggage drop in counters to ensure seamless operations.
A number of technological interventions such as Digi Yatra, Web check-in, Self
Baggage Drop, installation of additional XBIS/ATR machines etc have been made to
handle peak hour passengers.

(b) No such data is maintained as there are number of reasons for missing of
the flights by passengers. A majority of passengers do web check-in from their
electronic devices and get the Boarding Passes. Further, self-baggage drop facilities
are also available at the major airports. Therefore, passengers are necessarily not
required to go to check-in counters. Further, in case of exigencies and for the
passengers who are unable to do their check-in and baggage drop, airline operators
man additional counters, as required.

(c) and (d) Per se there is no fixed standard for allocation of area for
performance of the functions at airport terminal buildings. Utilization of the terminal
area varies from airport to airport depending upon the passenger and cargo handling
capacity, viability of the airport, etc. However, generally airport terminals are
developed for optimum level of service as mentioned in International Air Transport
Association (IATA) Airport Development Reference Manual (ADRM), etc. This
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manual provides guidance to allocate space for various functions including check-in
counters based on passenger traffic and on the "Peak Hour'' demand at the airport.

Check-in counters are sized by airports using norms for terminal planning as
per IATA.

The number of counters is linked to the peak hour passengers that a terminal is
expected to handle. Allocation of counters is arrived through structured and regular
discussions between airport and airlines.

Further, various Key Performance Indicators (KPIs) including maximum time
taken at Check-in Counters to avoid the queue have been provided in the respective
Contractual Agreements i.r.o the Airports run under Public Private Partnership (PPP)
and these minimum requirements need to be complied by the PPP partners.
Accordingly, the airport operators design and develop terminal building so as to
ensure minimum service quality requirements at such airports.

SHRIMATI PRIYANKA CHATURVEDI: Sir, thank you for making me ‘Sushri’, | am
‘Shrimati’. You have come back, | am happy to see you here and | wish you a long
and happy life ahead. Sir, check-in counters are important in providing airport
services such as wheelchairs and attendants for passengers with different needs.
Recently, at the Delhi Airport, an 82-year old passenger fell and suffered injuries after
standing for 20-25 minutes waiting for a wheelchair at the counter. In the light of this
negligence, what measures is the Government taking to ensure that airlines and
airports provide wheelchairs and other assistance services to senior citizens and other
priority passengers ?

SHRI KINJARAPU RAMMOHAN NAIDU: Mr. Chairman, Sir, | would like to highlight
that the issue that has been mentioned by the hon. Member here is a very unfortunate
incident, the way it has happened. Immediately, the Ministry has taken cognizance of
it. Definitely, we have certain civil aviation requirements also regarding Divyangjan or
the challenged people. And, this was in the Civil Aviation Requirements, 2014, itself
that we have made certain guidelines where every airline has to provide the wheel-
chair support to whoever requests for it. Before 48 hours, they have to put in a
request saying that ‘we need the wheel chair’ and the airline is supposed to make the
necessary arrangements. Regarding this incident, we are going in depth and verifying
what exactly happened in the incident. There are always two different versions. One
is from the family itself. We have contacted them and we have spoken to them. In
fact, the DGCA have spoken to the family members also. They have taken full story
from their side and from the airlines also. We are issuing a show-cause notice to the
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airline. We will be taking action as per the show-cause notice, whatever we get, and
we are taking the CC camera footage to find out what exactly happened. | can assure
the hon. Member that we are looking into the issue.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Second supplementary, Shrimati Priyanka Chaturvedi.

SHRIMATI PRIYANKA CHATURVEDI: Sir, recently, an Air India flight from Chicago to
Delhi had to go back to Chicago after 10 hours of flying due to most of its toilets being
clogged and unavailable. In such cases of disappointing quality of air services and
high air fares, what measures is the Government taking to ensure that such things do
not happen?  Sir, | would just like to add one thing. There was a clarification that
came from the airline that all the drainage was choked due to passengers stuffing
blankets, jackets, etc., into it. So, the other airlines have not reported any such
case. We also saw how the airline was maligned all across the board. So, has the
DGCA initiated some inquiry to figure out what really went wrong? Some have even
implied that there was a sabotage to bring down the name of Air India. My only
request to the Minister would be that there should be a DGCA inquiry into this
because the airline has India associated to it and it brings bad name to the country.
Thank you, Sir.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Hon. Minister, this is beyond a supplementary; it is a request also.

SHRI KINJARAPU RAMMOHAN NAIDU: Yes, Sir. Definitely, | am here to facilitate
whatever hon. Member is asking. We will look into it. Definitely, airlines are there to
cater services to the people. Whenever these kinds of incidents happen, definitely,
we go in depth and verify the situations. Especially, in this incident, you have
mentioned how passengers are also not being disciplined in maintaining the toilets
and all; how these toilets get clogged because of all these blankets and all. This is one
report. This one has been covered in the news; so, we all know about it. But there
have been many previous incidents also where the airlines have reported that this kind
of behavior has been observed in the airlines. Definitely, we will try to see, Sir. The
DGCA is inspecting this issue. Not only this, let it be any other airline, when this kind
of issue comes, we inspect it. We will see what is necessary to be done in future, so
that there can be some kind of a decorum that can be maintained in the travel. We will
try to see what better can be done.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Third supplementary, Shri Ashokrao Shankarrao Chavan.
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SHRI ASHOKRAO SHANKARRAO CHAVAN: Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for
allowing me to put the supplementary. Sir, whatever may be the reasons and the
elaborate answer the hon. Minister has given here, the airline traffic in this country has
gone tremendously high. Definitely, all efforts are being done by the hon. Minister
and the Department to offer more facilities and to see that the airports are
decongested. Sir, one of the solutions which could be probably thought about is
this. The Prime Minister has been very categorical to say that number of airports
under the UDAN Scheme would be enhanced. From all the smaller places, people
flock together in bigger cities; that is why the number of people in a particular State
capital or other places has gone up in spite of the large number of airports which are
coming up all throughout the country. My request to the hon. Minister would be:
Number one, please try and promote UDAN Scheme. The Prime Minister has
ambitiously taken up this programme, helping a large number of smaller districts to
get connected to the State capital. Secondly, the observation is that the airline
operators, in spite of the scheme, are not coming forth to promote UDAN because
they do not get any money from the scheme because handling charges, service
charges, whatever the bigger airlines get, under the UDAN Scheme, all these charges
are exempted. So, my question to the hon. Minister is this. Would you take up
promoting UDAN on a bigger scale to decongest metropolitan cities? This is number
one. Secondly, would you also undertake, for example, Maharashtra? Now, Panvel
Airport is coming up shortly in Maharashtra. Would you see that smaller districts from
Maharashtra, like Nanded or Sindhudurg , are connected to Mumbai, the State
Capital? When the next airport comes up with Panvel in two-three months, would
you be able to connect these districts, which | have mentioned, directly to Mumbai so
that people from smaller districts are able to reach Mumbai? The flights are doing
extremely well. The Scheme is doing well.The operators need to be forced that
certain percentage of the total flights which are operating, at least, some percentage
of them is done under UDAN, which should be made compulsory. This is my
suggestion.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Hon. Minister, a very important supplementary, and decongestion
in particular.

SHRI KINJARAPU RAMMOHAN NAIDU: Yes, Sir. | am happy that he has spoken
about the UDAN Scheme which is one of the most successful Schemes not only in the
country but it has been praised by many other countries. | am very happy to say that
this has been the vision of our hon. Prime Minister, Narendra Modiji, where the
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thought-process has been to connect all the airports together. It has been observed
that many of the airports even after building, the viability was an issue for the airlines
to start the connectivity. It was at that point of time, the UDAN Scheme was
visualized and the Viability Gap Funding was given. You are saying that the money is
not going, it is not going to the airports, but the airline, definitely, is getting the
Viability Gap Funding. So, they can operate the airlines; and we have almost given
one crore fifty lakh people of this country the benefit due to the UDAN Scheme. | am
also happy to say that in the recent Budget speech, the hon. Finance Minister,
Nirmala Sitharamaniji, has extended the UDAN Scheme for another ten years. What
was earlier thought was that it would be there only for ten years, but now we are
extending it because of the success. Sir, in the last 10 years, we have connected 1.5
crore people, and, in the next 10 years, we want to connect 4 crore people and bring
in 120 new destinations. So we are talking about 120 new locations being connected
under the UDAN Scheme and also wherever there is any specific route. The way how
this UDAN Scheme functions, is that we have taken the underserved and un-served
airports of the country, which have less than 7 air connectivity in a week, and there,
we bid the routes. Whichever popular routes are there, we bid the routes that let it be
from a certain place, from place A to place B, and the airlines come in through the
bidding process. It is a very transparent process. The airlines come in and once the
bidding is done, then, we start the airlines. The other thing also which many people
would have seen is that after some time, the UDAN routes are not continuing, it is
because the UDAN routes are only there for three years. It is not that eternally we
want to subsidize or give the Viability Gap Funding to all these routes. It is to kickstart
that region; it is to kickstart that airport and to kickstart that connectivity. It is with that
intention, we start it. If there is any specific request from any Member that this has to
be taken under UDAN, if it meets the guidelines, definitely, we will put it under the
bidding, and we will promote that kind of connectivity through UDAN Scheme.

MR. CHAIRMAN: | am not a Member. | will make a request. But how about
decongestion?

SHRI KINJARAPU RAMMOHAN NAIDU: Sir, for decongestion also, we are bringing in
all these unutilized airports or the airports with less activity. Once you make in more
connectivity to this, obviously, the decongestion will happen because the congestion
happens when the connectivity or everything flows to one airport, which is why we
want to spread the connectivity across different airports also. With this idea, we are
developing airports in many locations, remote locations also. And, definitely, with the
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coming in of new airports, the decongestion is also going to happen in the major
airports.
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MR. CHAIRMAN: Pramodiji, the question relates to shortage of check-in counters at
major airports.
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SHRI KINJARAPU RAMMOHAN NAIDU: Sir, | have noted down the request for a
Delhi-Gulbarga flight.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Hon. Minister, the hon. Member has been very fair. He says, let us
go a little beyond the runway! Are there countries in the world that have some
standardization or fixation of ticket pricing?

SHRI KINJARAPU RAMMOHAN NAIDU: No, Sir, it is not there, which is why we are
following the international principle where everyone is letting the market drive the
airfare. We have it in a similar fashion here. | have surely noted down the request for
a Delhi-Gulbarga flight. | would forward it to the airlines also and we would ensure
that it gets connectivity very soon. Airfares keep coming up for discussion all the time
and we are doing our best from the Ministry also. We do not want the airfares to be
exorbitantly high because we want all the people of the country to feel comfortable
and have an affordable price situation. | would also say that we could have more
aircraft coming into the country, because now the demand has grown exponentially.
The demand is very high and more people are aspirational today to go by air, but the
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number of airlines is not sufficient. That is why we have a huge number of orders
placed and we, from the Ministry, are trying to ensure more number of aircraft coming
in. Another question that keeps coming is, why there is a duopoly. | can tell from the
Ministry that we want more airlines to come in, be it small or big airlines. We are not
restricting any airlines from coming into the industry. We want more airlines and we
are promoting the industry so that more airlines come in and the price dynamics gives
an advantage to the common man.

MR. CHAIRMAN: The hon. Member meant that prices are skyrocketing, driving some
people very crazy. What efforts would you make to moderate it within your limitations
of legal regime ?

SHRI KINJARAPU RAMMOHAN NAIDU: Sir, we have a Tariff Monitoring Unit under
our Ministry. The DGCA monitors the tariffs of all the routes that are functional in the
country today and it considers the previous year’s data and historical data of many
years before also. It monitors tariffs and, like you said, if there is any exorbitant rise in
prices, then, we sit with the airlines and sensitise them about the issue. Recently
also, during the Prayagraj situation, we had a meeting with the airlines and we have
ensured that they bring down the prices so that they do not take advantage of the
demand that had arisen at that time. Whenever this kind of a situation arises, the
Ministry is taking a very positive approach and, even though there is no legal limitation
for us to say that this is the capping of the fare, we are ensuring that a positive
approach is sent from the Ministry and public gets due benefit.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Also examine the Competition Commission Act.

SHRI KINJARAPU RAMMOHAN NAIDU: It is already there, Sir.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Dr. K. Laxman.

DR. K. LAXMAN: Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir. We wish you a healthy and long life.
Sir, | would like to ask the hon. Minister how the Government is ensuring that
passengers without access to smartphones or those unfamiliar with digital platforms

can check-in seamlessly and what are the provisions for senior citizens or differently-
abled passengers who may prefer manual check-in process.
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SHRI KINJARAPU RAMMOHAN NAIDU: Sir, the manual check-in process is still
there. It is continuing. In the age of technology, we have brought in many other
systems also. For instance, there is the DigiYatra where people with smartphones
can enter the airport through digital access. We also have web-check-in and
baggage drop-in available. This is for a much speedier access to the airports.We
have brought in technological advancements. But the regular manual system of going
to a check-in counter, checking in your luggage and undergoing the whole process is
all existent. We have done many improvements in that also. We have seen
congestion happening especially during fog. During winters, we see a lot of delays
happening, which leads to lot of peak hour capacity getting cramped up at these
major airports. That is how, in December, 2022 -- in fact, | would like to take the
name of my predecessor, Shri Jyotiraditya Scindia, who made efforts at that time —
Shri Jyotiraditya Scindia chose 16 major airports of the country and reorganized the
check-in system and security check-in systems at all these airports so that they get
decongested. People who want to come into the airport, without any technological
assistance and get check-in done, go through the security check, go through the
boarding gate, etc., they are also assisted. The senior citizens are also assisted. The
chain system is still existent and we are doing our best to ensure that all the required
assistance is provided to them at the airports.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Now, Q. No. 168.
Slums in the smart cities

*168. SHRI SANDEEP KUMAR PATHAK: Will the Minister of HOUSING AND URBAN
AFFAIRS be pleased to state:
(a) total number of slums in smart cities under the Smart Cities Mission (SCM)
and total population along with number of families living in those slums;
(b) number of urban poor living in slums of smart cities for whom there is a
provision for pucca houses;
(C) number of poor families provided with pucca houses under the Mission and
the rate (cost) at which they have been provided;
(d) whether any target has been set for providing pucca houses to all families
living in those slums; and
(e) if so, the details thereof and if not, the reasons therefor, the details thereof,
smart citywise ?
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THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF HOUSING AND URBAN AFFAIRS
(SHRI TOKHAN SAHU): (a) to (e) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) and (b) In the 100 cities selected under the Smart Cities Mission (SCM),
1.82 crore people comprising of approximately 39 lakhs households were living in
slums, details of which are at Annexure-I (based on Census 2011 figures).

City-wise data on number of persons living in slums is maintained by the
respective States/ UTs and is not maintained by Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs
(MoHUA). ‘Land’ and ‘Colonization” are State subjects and it is the responsibility of
the State Government/ UT Administration to provide housing to the vulnerable
homeless.

(c) to (e) MoHUA through Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana-Urban (PMAY-U)
supplements the efforts of the States/UTs for facilitating pucca houses in urban areas
including slums across the country. There are four verticals under PMAY-U scheme
viz. Beneficiary-led Construction (BLC), Affordable Housing in Partnership (AHP),
“In-Situ” Slum Redevelopment (ISSR) and Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme (CLSS).
The scheme provided flexibility to the beneficiaries including slum dwellers to avail the
benefit under any vertical as per the requirement and eligibility criteria. ISSR vertical of
the PMAY-U is specifically for redevelopment of slum using land as a resource for
providing houses to eligible slum dwellers.

PMAY-U is a demand driven scheme and MoHUA has not fixed any target for
construction of houses. Based on the demand for housing in the urban areas,
States/UTs prepare project proposals and after approval of State Level Sanctioning
& Monitoring Committee (SLSMC), these are submitted to MoHUA for sanctioning
of admissible Central assistance by Central Sanctioning & Monitoring Committee
(CSMC).

The cost of the house as per Detailed Project Report (DPR) is shared by
States/UTs/Urban Local Bodies (ULB)/Beneficiaries. Based on the project
proposals submitted by the State/UT Governments under PMAY-U, in the 100 cities
selected under SCM, a total of 5.52 lakh houses have been sanctioned by MoHUA,
out of which 4.99 lakh have been grounded for construction and 3.36 lakh have been
completed/delivered to the beneficiaries as on 03.03.2025. Since inception of PMAY -
U on 25.06.2015, State/UT and city-wise details of houses sanctioned, grounded for
construction and completed for slum households in 100 cities selected under SCM is
given at Annexure-Il.
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Further, under SCM, one of the components has provisioned for affordable
housing. As reported by the States/ UTs, 35,000 units have been built in 23 smart
cities.

In addition, MoHUA has revamped the PMAY-U and launched PMAY-U 2.0
‘Housing for All’ Mission with effect from 01.09.2024 for 1 crore additional eligible
beneficiaries at affordable cost.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF PARLIAMENTARY AFFAIRS (DR. L.
MURUGAN): (a) to (c) A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) Online Assurance Monitoring System (OAMS), jointly implemented by the
Ministry of Parliamentary Affairs with two Secretariats of Houses of Parliament, is a
digital platform aimed at ensuring that assurances made by Ministers in Parliament are
systematically tracked, monitored and fulfilled. It enhances accountability,
transparency and efficiency by integrating key features and mechanisms. It provides a
single digital repository where all assurances are recorded, eliminating the risk of
losing track of commitments for timely fulfillment of Assurances. For timely updation of
the assurances, the system sends alerts on real time basis to all stakeholders to act
on pending assurances, maintaining adherence to the timeline. Ministries and
departments can login and update progress directly on the said portal, ensuring
accurate and up-to-date information for all stakeholders through their integration

DR. L. MURUGAN: Sir, under the guidance of hon. Prime Minister, Shri Narendra
Modi, our Ministry launched Online Assurance Monitoring System on 9" October,
2018. This Online Assurance Monitoring System is tracking, monitoring and fulfilling.
Also, it is answerable for the accountability, transparency and efficiency. For that, |
can directly answer the hon. Member.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Do it through me.

DR. L. MURUGAN: Yes, Sir. Through you, Sir, the number of assurances culled out
in Rajya Sabha itself is 58,153 ; the total number of assurances implemented is 57,606
and the pending assurances are 547. So, the implementation rate is 99 per cent.

It is since the initiation of
Parliament. ...(Interruptions)... | am giving the total number. ..(Interruptions )... It is
764. 1t is 99 per cent. The assurances are given by the Ministers before the
Parliament, before this august House. The assurances are going to be fulfilled within
three months. Some assurances pertain to projects. For example, some are on
Highways or border roads or sea projects. Those projects are taking time. They are
time consuming. As far as their monitoring is concerned, we are getting information
from various Ministries. For that, our Ministry is continuously writing to the concerned
Ministers and the Secretary of Parliamentary Affairs is writing to the Secretaries
concerned to expedite and fulfil the assurances as soon as possible.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Hon. Minister, the hon. Member wants assurance about
assurances. And he has given statistics.

SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Sir, it is a matter of statistics. The hon. Member, Shri Sanjay
Singh, has referred to 2024 numbers where he found pending numbers to be quite
high. My colleague, Murugan ji, has informed the House about the pendency of very
negligible percentage of the total assurances.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Dr. M. Thambidurai; five minutes.
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DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, on behalf of my
AIADMK' party leader, Thiru Edappadi Palaniswami, | rise to participate in the
discussion on the functioning of the Ministry of Railways. First of all, | thank hon.
Railway Minister, Shri Ashwini Vaishnaw, as he visited Chennai recently. We have
seen the statement about the progress which they are making. At the same time, |
want to draw the attention of the hon. Minister, through you, that our hon. Thiru
Edappadi Palaniswami made a statement that many projects are still pending in Tamil
Nadu that are not being taken seriously. That is why | am requesting for that. For
example, one of the pending projects is a new railway line from Puducherry to
Bengaluru, via., Jolarpet, Krishnagiri and Hosur, which is connecting two States and
one Union Territory, viz., Tamil Nadu, Karnataka and Puducherry. Several thousand
people every day suffer for want for a direct railway link between Puducherry and
Bengaluru.

This announcement was made when | was the Deputy Speaker in 1984 in
Parliament. Shri Madhavrao Scindia announced that he was going to take up this
project and a survey was conducted. But the project has been pending since 1984.
Areas of my constituency come under this project, namely, Krishnagiri and Hosur
which are very important. It has to be considered. Also, there is an urgent need to
have a doubling of railway line between Trichy and Erode, via., Karur. There is also a
need for doubling of railway line between Karur and Salem, via., Namakkal and
Rasipuram. | request that these are the projects which are to be taken up very
seriously and quickly.

Sir, another important thing is regarding the safety. Recently, you would have
read about what happened in Jolarpettai and other places regarding the safety of
women. That is more important and also facilities.

Now, | come to maintenance facilities and safety aspects in the Indian
Railways. What we normally see is that once a new train is introduced, the earlier
prestigious trains are relegated to the background. For example, between Chennai
and Bengaluru, prestigious Brindavan Express was introduced. Later, once Shatabdi
Express was introduced, Brindavan Express lost its relevance. Now that Vande
Bharat is introduced, the prestigious Shatabdi Express is losing relevance and,
likewise, the earlier ones are being sidelined. The maintenance of Shatabdi Expres is
Very poor.

They contain very old bogies and damaged seats. Facilities that were available
earlier are being curtailed. The food quality is also very poor. Sanitation is not being
kept at all and the toilets are not clean. People complain that the facilities that were
available at the time of introduction of such trains are not available now and such
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facilities should be maintained. New coaches must be there in Shatabdi Express. |
have already said about the safety of passengers, especially, the women passengers.
As you know in an incident, a male entered in a lady compartment at Jolarpet
Junction. The lady was pregnant and she was thrown out. This is the situation.
Therefore, safety is very important. What | am requesting is that, as there is a lot of
unemployment in our country, every compartment must have a police official. For
three coaches, we are having only one TTR. If we have one TTR and a police official
in each compartment, the female passengers might feel safe while travelling at night.
This is a very important issue that | am bringing to your notice in order to avoid the
criminal activities which are taking place nowadays. The hon. Minister must consider
these safety measures by introducing police officials and TTRs in each compartment
which is lacking. As he has come over here, | want to bring this to his notice that
each compartment must have a TTR and a police official for the safety of the
passengers, especially, during the night.

MR.DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Shri Ajit Kumar Bhyuan, you have three minutes.

SHRI AJIT KUMAR BHUYAN (Assam): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, | rise to speak on
the ground realities about railway activities in Assam. The project or works which
were announced or are under execution are not coming into reality on time. There is
no double line facility in entire length and breadth of the State. In this 21% Century, to
traverse a distance of around 500 Km from Guwahati to Dibrugarh, it requires more
than 12 hours in Express train. The Rajdhani Express from New Delhi to Dibrugarh
cannot run up to Dibrugarh on electric engine and from Guwahati to Dibrugarh,
engine has to be replaced by a diesel one. It is really a matter of concern as to when
railway infrastructure improvement will attain its desired standard. | raised the issue
regarding Dibrugarh Railway area in the last year discussion also, but nothing has
been improved and the railway network in the area is lagging far behind even now.
The existing workshop land and infrastructure are in a very bad shape for not
initiating pragmatic approaches for its use. Although the North East Frontier Railway
is one of the oldest zonal railways set ups, it has always been treated step-motherly
in comparison to new zonal set up which has come up much later than the North East
Frontier Railway. In the matter of Group C and Group D employment, the people of
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Assam are not getting their due share. The people of Assam have a right to expect
due share of benefits, be it in employment or in all developmental works, including
introduction of modern new trains in true sense. In this 21st Century, laying of line or
introduction of a weekly-train cannot be a solace. In terms of quality and quantity,
proper train service is the need of the hour and there are a lot to be done for the State
of Assam and North-East; and Indian Railways should rise to the aspirations of this
strategical and sensitive area of the country.

To meet power requirement, there was an announcement to set up a power-
generating station in Assam, but nothing tangible is seen on ground. It has been a
long-pending demand from the people of the North-Eastern States raised at various
platforms from time to time for creation of a separate Railway Zone for the seven
North-Eastern States. This will enhance opportunities for employment for the local
youths. ...(Time-bell rings)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude now.

SHRI AJIT KUMAR BHUYAN: One minute, Sir. Also, this move would greatly increase
operational efficiency of NFR and ensure that a greater share of new trains/train
services for different zones are legitimately, deservedly and exclusively available to the
people of the North-Eastern States. Let the territorial jurisdiction of the NF Railway
become limited to the political boundary of the State. ...(Time-bell rings)...

Sir, last line. | request the hon. Railway Minister to disclose the fate of the
proposed power-generating station in Assam. Although Rangia Railway Division was
created after long persuasion and agitation, the Division is far behind to meet the
aspirations of the people. ...(Time-bell rings)... The hon. Minister should see to it to
mitigate the public grievances. Thank you, Sir.

Prime Minister and the hon. Minister again for the efforts they are making.

Trains, as we always say, are the lifeline for the moment of both people and
goods. Railways make our life easier by not only enabling us to move from one place
to another but they also bring daily essentials for us from far off agricultural fields and
industrial production centres. The Railways unite diverse cultures as we indulge in
tourism and pilgrimage. There is always a need to introduce new trains in the country,
extend existing trains and also build new lines. | would give certain suggestions to the
hon. Minister, and some of these suggestions are in the proposals from the Indian
Railways also.

Kumbakonam in Thanjavur district is one of the famous pilgrimages in Tamil
Nadu. Like Kumbh Mela in the North, Mahamaham in the South in Tamil Nadu takes
place in Kumbakonam once in 12 years. Itis due in 2028. Lakhs and lakhs of pilgrims
visit Kumbakonam for Mahamaham from across the country. Kumbakonam Railway
Station should be modernised. The modernisation work should start immediately so
that it caters to the need of lakhs and lakhs of pilgrims and passengers.
| would also like to say that there are certain important proposals in the Railway
Department for Kumbakonam Railway Station. Thanjavur to Viluppuram via
Kumbakonam doubling route survey has been done. Without further delay, it should
be finalised so that before Mahamaham, lakhs and lakhs of people can utilise it.
Kumbakonam to Mumbai train proposal should be sanctioned. There is a need for
Thanjavur to Chennai via Kumbakonam inter-city express train and Amrit Bharat
Express daily. Proposal for Mayiladuthurai to Coimbatore via Thanjavur-Palani should
also be sanctioned. Tharangambadi, which was a very famous railway line once,
should be provided rail connectivity again. Another point is that Kumbakonam railway
two-way broad gauge line should also be addressed to.

Another important subject is that in the South, there is a popular demand
about introduction of new train from Thiruchendur and Chennai Egmore via Chord
Line. Thiruchendur is again a holy town where one of the famous six abodes of Lord
Murugan is located. Every day, thousands of devotees from various parts of the
country visit this shrine to worship Lord Murugan. During festival time, more than
about 15 lakh people visit this place. They all reach Thiruchendur through train or
through road transport. Thiruchendur is also a connecting place to other important
divine places around.Thiruchendur lies in the East Coast Road between Rameswaram
and Kanyakumari.

Newly-constructed Kulasekarapattinam Thermal Power Station is also located
near Thiruchendur. Spaceport, which was recently launched by our hon. Prime
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Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, also lies near Thiruchendur. So, | would like to say that
Thiruchendur is one of the important connecting hubs for pilgrimage places. Every
day, hundreds of omni buses ply between Tiruchendur and adjoining areas to
Chennai, and, it is a good example to cite. All the trains that run from Chennai
Egmore to Thirunervelli run at full capacity throughout the year, and, it is a proof for
our claims. Railways earn good revenue from this route. However, there is no train
from Tiruchendur to Chennai via chord line.

With the existing train connectivity, it is highly difficult for the passengers to
travel for sixteen hours. So, | request the hon. Minister that Tiruchendur to Chennai
via chord line is the need of the hour for the South as it will cater to the needs of lakhs
and lakhs of people in those areas and it is a long-felt demand of the local population
also. | again request the hon. Minister to take note of this very important issue.

Sir, before | conclude, | would like to make two more points. There is also a
proposal for change of time of the Tiruchendur Express, and, | will send the request
to the hon. Minister.

Sir, Madurai is one of the important cities of Tamil Nadu, which caters to the
needs of lakhs and lakhs of people. Through Amrit Bharat Scheme, the Ministry of
Railways is taking up the upgradation of Madurai Railway Station at an estimated cost
of Rs. 350 crores. | thank the Central Government for this but, at the same time, |
request the hon. Minister to get the work completed within stipulated time.

Sir, from Ariyalur District, from Perundurai, Kunnam, Andimadam and
Jayankondam, about three lakh people travel from these areas to many places
through railways. At Senthurai Railway Station, fast trains should stop as it will
improve the passenger facilities. Like-wise Pallavan and Vaigai trains should stop at
Senthurai, at least, for two minutes as it will help the traders and the public at large.

Sir, while concluding, | would say that Panruti in Tamil Nadu is the municipality
and Taluka headquarters of Cuddalore District. Panruti is famous for cashew and
jackfruit cultivation. Panruti cashew is exported worldwide. More than 200 micro and
small units in the villages depend on Panruti for the transportation.

SHRI A.A. RAHIM (Kerala): Sir, we know that the Railways are the lifeline of our
country. | would like to focus on three particular and relevant issues in this regard.
First is regarding safety. Second is the negligence of the Union Railway Ministry
towards my State Kerala. Third is — | am raising it on behalf of the Indian youth -- the
lack of recruitment in Indian Railways. Sir, my first and third points, safety and lack of
recruitment in the Indian Railways, are deeply connected. | would like to flag some
important data in this august House. Please look at the data. The total number of
sanctioned posts of loco pilots is 1,37,000. Out of these, more than 20,000 posts of
loco pilots are vacant. As a result of that, working hours of loco pilots are highly
uncertain. They did not even receive a weekly rest. This ‘inhuman overtime work’
severely affects the safety of Indian Railways. Why is the Government keeping mum
on this issue? Hon. Minister is present here. | would like to remind the hon. Minister
that a high-power committee recommended reducing the working hours of loco pilots
to nine hours. Loco pilots are still struggling with excessive working hours. It will
adversely affect the safety of Indian Railways.
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Now | would like to come to my last point as well as safety. | would like to
mark a particular day, which is the 15" October 2024, as the blackest day in the
history of Indian Railways. On that day, 15" October 2024, the Railway Ministry issued
an order to reappoint retired staff for the vacant posts on contractual basis. Lakhs of
Indian youths are waiting for jobs, permanent jobs. Job aspirants are still waiting. At
that time, the Indian Railways ordered for re-engaging retired hands in the Indian
Railways. Reappointing retired staff in critical functions such as railway signalling and
loco running will have far-reaching consequences. It will also affect the safety. |
would like to urge upon the Government to revoke the decision of re-engaging retired
employees in the Indian Railways.

| am now coming to the plight of trackmen and keymen. Look at the condition
of railway workers like trackmen and keymen, who are very rare. In response to my
Question during 262" Session of the Rajya Sabha, the Minister of Railways admitted
that 361 railway workers lost their lives on the tracks in the last five years due to the
negligence of Indian Railways. The Government has shown no willingness to
implement basic safety measures. What about Rakshak? Every division introducing
this modern safety system is showing it as pending.

Now, | am coming to the plight inmy State of Kerala. Sir, suffering of train
passengers is beyond my words. The number of people fainting in over-crowded
trains in Kerala is rising every day. There has been no effort to increase the number of
train services or allocate additional coaches in proportion to the growing passenger
demand in Kerala. The Railways are exploiting passengers by re-branding passenger
trains as express trains and charging higher fares. | would like to remind the hon.
Minister that Kerala is one of the States which generates the highest revenue for the
Railways. Yet, the railway infrastructure in Kerala remains deplorable. The Railways
have not made any significant progress in doubling or straightening ...(Time-be//

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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI GHANSHYAM TIWARI): Shri Mission Ranjan Das; not
present.

SHRI P.P. SUNEER (Kerala): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, | rise today to highlight the
alarming decline of Indian Railways under the BJP Government's decade-long rule.
Once the nation's lifeline, it has now become a PR-driven vehicle that prioritises
image over passenger safety and inclusivity.

The abolition of the separate Railway Budget in 201/ was a monumental
blunder. It silenced critical parliamentary scrutiny, leaving Railways to function as just
another Department neglecting the needs of ordinary citizens. The tragic stampede at
New Delhi Railway Station reflects this negligence. Instead of addressing root causes,
the Railway Ministry's immediate response was to remove videos of the chaos, caring
more about perception than accountability. The numbers are telling - 40 train
accidents in the past year claimed 313 lives and injured 744. Yet, funds from the
Rashtriya Rail Sanraksha Kosh, meant for safety improvements, were misused for
luxuries like foot massagers and office furniture. Projects like the Vande Bharat
Express dominate headlines, while ordinary passengers suffer in overcrowded and
unsafe coaches. Critical safety-related posts remain vacant, and the recent
cancellation of pending selections exposes the system's decay.

The Railways have also neglected Kerala, exposing both operational gaps and
disregard for legitimate demands. Train stops discontinued during COVID-19 remain
unrestored, causing hardship for many passengers. For instance, despite my
repeated requests for a train stop at Kuttippuram, Parappanangadi and Tirur stations,
these reasonable demands have been ignored. A Vande Bharat train passing through
my district of Malappuram has no stop in the entire district and demands to have a
stop at the Tirur railway station were not paid heed to. Additionally, the Shoranur-
Nilambur line stands idle for several hours each day -- a glaring example of resource
mismanagement. | have proposed practical solutions such as extending the Rajya
Rani Express to Ernakulam South and the Venad Express to Nilambur Road -- steps
that would improve connectivity and ensure better utilisation of resources. These
demands must be addressed urgently.

The Government’s obsession with grand inaugurations and personality cult has
damaged the Indian Railways. While they stage glossy campaigns, passengers pay
with their lives. We must demand accountability. The Indian Railways must return to
its core values of safety, service and accessibility to the common man. The demands
which | have raised must be taken seriously to ensure Railways serve people and not
politics. Thank you.

DR. K. LAXMAN (Uttar Pradesh): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, at the outset, | would like
to thank the Government, led by Modiji and the Minister of Railways, Shri Ashwini
Vaishnaw, for bringing significant transformation in the Railways by modernizing and
providing all the basic facilities to the passengers. Indian Railways plays a significant
role in our country’s economic, social and cultural integration. Railways is the biggest
employer with 12,30,000 employees. When it comes to Budget, this year, it is
Rs.2,52,000 crores. Out of this, 42 per cent of the budget goes to salaries and 22 per
cent to the pensions. In spite of 64 per cent budget going to salaries and pensions,
Railways has done a great job in the last ten years. The work done in 60 years can be
compared with the work done in the last ten years. This is only possible because of
visionary leadership of our beloved Prime Minister, Narendra Modiji, and the able
Railway Minister, Ashwini Vaishnawji and the sankalp to make India a developed
nation, that is, Viksit Bharat. As far as employment is concerned, the opposition and
our critics talk a lot about it. But it was during the UPA term that you had given only
four lakh jobs in Railways. But NDA has given 5,02,000 jobs -- an increase of 20 per
cent -- in Railways. About new track erection, in the last ten years, 31,180 kilometres
have been added. It is equivalent to the Australian railways network. About station
developments, the world’s biggest station redevelopment programme has been
started by Narendra Modiji and 1,337 stations are being developed across India as
Amrit stations. With basic amenities and modernisation, every sixth station in India is
being now redeveloped. When compared to our State, Telangana, hats off to our
Railway Minister, Ashwiniji, for record allotment of the budget to Telangana. Prior to
that, we used to get, on an average, Rs.886 crores annually during UPA and
Congress regime. But, now, Andhra Pradesh has got Rs.9,147 crores and Telangana
has got Rs.5,337 crores. You can imagine how much jump it has given to it in spite of
BJP not having the Government there in Telangana. Since 2014, 753 kilometres of
new tracks have been laid in Telangana close to rail network of United Arab Emirates.
Coming to electrification, 100 per cent electrification took place in Telangana and
1,096 kilometres have been laid.

Thanks to our Railway Minister, recently for
Andhra Pradesh, as per the Andhra Pradesh Re-organization Act, he has given a
special South Coast Railway Zone.

SHRI K. VANLALVENA (Mizoram): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, today, | want to let the
hon. Members of this august House know the brief history of newly-constructed
railway line within the State of Mizoram, that is, the 51.38 km. long Bairabi to Sairang
rail project. Brief history of the project: Preliminary Engineering cum-Traffic (PET)
extension of rail network beyond Bairabi railway station to the capital of the State was
sanctioned by Railway Board on 22" September, 1999. As PET survey was not found
feasible due to thick forest, poor visibility and other local issues, Railway Board was
requested to change it to Reconnaissance Engineering-cum-Traffic survey, which
was agreed to by the Board and communicated on 15" July, 2003. RET survey was
completed by Northeast Frontier Railway in March, 2006. Bairabi-Sairang NL project
was sanctioned in 2008-09. RITES was entrusted to carry out the pre-construction
survey and geo-technical investigation in 2008. The RITES submitted its final report in
August, 2011. The detailed estimate was sanctioned on 1% September, 2011.
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Mizoram State is connected to Indian Railway network up to Bairabi station,
which is gateway to Mizoram, at Assam-Mizoram border. To connect Aizawl city, the
capital city of Mizoram, the Government of India has sanctioned new line from Bairabi
to Sairang (51.38 Km.), which has been declared as national project and is being
closely monitored by Prime Minister’s Office. This Project includes 32 underground
tunnels — 99 per cent work has been completed; 15 cut and cover tunnels — 99 per
cent work has been completed; 55 major bridges; 82 minor bridges — all completed;
five Road Over Bridges — all completed; and four Road Under Bridges — all
completed. Against total project cost of Rs. 8,215 crores, Rs.7,714 crores has
already been spent. There are four stations, namely, Hortoki, Kawnpui, Mualkhang
and Sairang. Overall physical progress of the work is 95 per cent. There are six tall
bridges whose pier heights are more than 70m, maximum being 114 m high. Project
being in seismic zone V, all structures have been designed accordingly by reputed
consultants and proof checked by reputed institutions like IIT, Kanpur and IIT,
Guwahati.

The challenges in construction are immense due to poor geology, high hills,
deep gorges and prolonged rainfall leaving less working period. Due to alternate band
of very weak strata of sand stone, silt and shale, slope stabilization is an added
challenge to the Project. Construction material like coarse and fine aggregates and
other quarry products are not available locally which are transported from other States
and as far from Pakur in Jharkhand State. The prestigious project is likely to be
completed by July, 2025.

Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, this whole Bairabi to Aizawl railway construction is
likely to be completed by the month of July this year, according to the Deputy Chief
Engineer of Mizoram. Last week, | had a meeting with him. He promised that the
whole construction of this road will be finished by the month of July this year.

Now, let me conclude my speech. | express my heartfelt thanks on behalf of
the people of Mizoram to the Ministry of Railways, Government of India. Sir, | am
inviting hon. Members of this august House to come to Aizawl to attend the function
of opening ceremony of this new railway this year. Thank you, Sir.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI GHANSHYAM TIWARI): Now, Shri Ravi Chandra
Vaddiraju; five minutes. You would be speaking in Telugu.
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SHRI RAVI CHANDRA VADDIRAJU (TELANGANA): &Mr. Vice-Chairman Sir, |
appreciate the allocation of Rs. 2,62,000 crores to the Railways in the Union Budget
2025-26. This is more than the allocation made in the previous Budget, and it reflects
the Government’s commitment to modernizing and expanding this vital sector. The
approval of railway projects worth Rs. 32,500 crores, spread across nine States,
including Telangana, in August 2023, is also a welcome development. This Budget
will add 2,339 km of new railway network, which will give a significant boost to
infrastructure development. However, if we look at the full details of the Budget,
Telangana’s share in the projects is nominal.

Sir, | would like to highlight to this House the connection between the State of
Telangana and Lord Rama, as articulated in a verse from the Nama Ramayana,
written by Sri Lakshmanacharya:

‘Raghupati Raghav Rajaram, Pathita Pavana Sita Ram
Sundara Vigraha Meghasyam, Ganga Tulasi Salagram
Bhadragiriswara Sitaram, Bhakta Janapriya Sitaram
Janaki Ramana Sitaram, Jaya Jaya Raghav Rajaram’

Bhadradri, located on the banks of the River Godavari, is now called
Bhadrachalam. Bhadrachalam is also known as Southern Ayodhya. Recognizing such
historical significance, the first Chief Minister of Telangana, hon. KCR, during the
reorganisation of districts in Telangana, formed a district called Bhadradri
Kothagudem and gave it a special significance and expressed his devotion to
Sri Rama. However, | must express that the NDA Government, which often takes the
name of Lord Rama, has not allocated any funds or new trains for Bhadrachalam or
Telangana. Despite significantly contributing to Indian railway revenue, justice is not
being served to the state of Telangana.

Sir, one of the important demands from Telangana is the establishment of
Kazipet as a separate railway division. Kazipet Junction, located in the Secunderabad
Division of the South Central Railway, is strategically located as the gateway to North
India.lt is equidistant from Ballari, Vijayawada and Manuguru, making it
geographically and operationally advantageous. Kazipet contributes about 48 percent
of the revenue of South Central Railway. Key demands, such as the establishment of
Kazipet as a separate railway division and completion of pending infrastructure
projects have not been addressed.

Sir, | wish to address the delay in infrastructure development and challenges in
the State of Telangana. Lack of Road Over Bridges (ROBs) and Road Under Bridges
(RUBs) to reduce traffic problems and accidents, issues of land acquisition in the
construction of ROB and RUB, delays in infrastructure projects, non-release of State
Government's share in costs are leading to delays in completion of projects. ROB at
LC 250 in Bollaram yard, RUB at BP-8 in Neredmet and LC 247 between Medchal
and Malkajgiri are a few examples to this.

Sir, | wish to mention about rail services and connectivity in Telangana. Many
train services that were cancelled during the COVID-19 pandemic are yet to be
restored. People are facing severe difficulties due to the non-resumption of the trains.
Despite receiving repeated requests for trains between Manuguru and Dornakal and
Manuguru and Kolhapur, they were not revived. Many requests for stoppage of
several trains at Mahabubabad, Dornakal, Kesamudram stations were rejected.
Despite several requests for proposals for new trains, not a single new train has been
announced. For example, there is a demand for extension of Karimnagar to Tirupati
Express to Nizamabad and also for new trains from Mancherial to Tirupati and
Bhadrachalam to Tirupati. A new railway line is under construction between
Manoharabad and Kothapalli. People are requesting that a new railway station with
two platforms to be built at Chinna Kodur, which is between the Siddipet and
Gurralagondi in the Siddipet district. Sir, through you, | request the same to the hon.
Railway Minister. In Khammam, a new third railway platform was built and the existing
railway gate was removed. People from three towns, Kaman Bazar and Gandhi
Chowk are facing difficulties. There is a need for construction of an under bridge in
that area and people are demanding for it. They have come here and met the Hon.
Minister and requested him the same.

Basic facilities like drinking water, toilets, waiting halls, sanitation etc. are
lacking in many stations in Telangana. Even important stations do not have restrooms
or infrastructure facilities for women, the disabled, and the elderly. Under the Amrit
Bharat Station Scheme, priority should be given to improving passenger facilities at all
stations in Telangana.

Sir, there is a need for reforms in the medical and health service in Telangana
Railway Hospitals. Hospitals like Railway Central Hospital in Lallaguda and DRM
Hospital in Vijayawada have been registered under Ayushman Bharat Yojana, but no
patients have been treated under this scheme. This is a clear lapse in the
implementation of the scheme which is intended to provide affordable healthcare to
the people. Moreover, various railway hospitals in Telangana are in a state of disrepair
due to lack of infrastructure and staff. Lack of supervision by the Medical Council of
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the Railway Board has led to an increase in railway referral cases and expenses.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI GHANSHYAM TIWARI): Now, Shri Praful Patel - not
present. Shri Ritabrata Banerjee. You have five minutes.

SHRI RITABRATA BANERJEE (West Bengal): Sir, the Minister tried to paint a rosy
picture in the Parliament. He boasted that he had given thousands of crores of
rupees to the States which are run by the non-BJP parties. Now, let me come to the
percentage of the Railway expenditure State-wise. | will mention about three States,
which are run by the non-BJP parties. In the pre-Modi era, if we look at the
percentage of Railway expenditure ten years back for the State of Kerala, it was 1.43
per cent. Now, it has come down to 1.17 per cent. In Tamil Nadu, in pre-Modi
regime, ten years ago, it was 3.38 per cent. It has come down now to 2.59 per cent.
Now, | come to West Bengal. In the State of West Bengal ten years back, the
percentage of Railway expenditure used to be 16.85, that means, almost 17 per cent.
It has come down to 5.46 per cent. | repeat, from 16.85 per cent, it has come down
to 5.46 per cent. The only reason is political vendetta. You cannot combat Mamata
Banerjee. You cannot combat Abhishek Banerjee. So, you go on depriving the
people of Bengal. The people of Bengal are being deprived.

Now, | will mention as to what the priority of Government is. We are not
against the bullet train. But, | want to know from the hon. Minister as to why the
Railways have prioritized the bullet train over a dedicated freight corridor. While the
bullet train costs Rupees 200 crore per kilometre, the dedicated freight corridor costs
only Rupees 25 crore per kilometre and serves the common man by transporting
vegetables, rice and other essential commodities.

Now, | come to my next point. | want to know from the hon. Minister as to
why the work in the third phase of the important Eastern Dedicated Freight Corridor,
from Sonnagar in Bihar to Dhankuni in West Bengal, is yet to commence. Sir, it is yet
to commence and it has been more than 12 years in spite of substantial land
acquisition having been completed and the Government land also settled with the
Railways. We are unable to understand as to why this is happening.

Sir, you know,
Ms. Mamata Banerjee, as Minister of Railways, had come up with a scheme for
accredited journalists whereby journalists were issued photo identification-cum-credit
cards by the Railways to get reservation and also a 50 per cent concession during
their train travel. This was a very important scheme. And later, even the spouses of
the journalists were given this facility for twice a year. During the Covid period, these
facilities were taken away. The concession to the senior citizens has also been taken
away. | will urge upon the Government that this scheme, which had been started by
Ms. Mamata Banerjee, and from which the journalists in our country were immensely
benefited, must be started again. The journalists and their families must get this
concession.

Sir, Railways, which is essentially a public transport, was meant to unite this
country. Even during the British period, freedom fighters, revolutionaries have used
the railways very effectively to unify the struggles of the common people against the
British colonial yoke. But today, the Government has used it to create a gap between
those who can afford speed and comfort and the others who cannot even find a seat.

SHRI R. GIRIRAJAN (Tamil Nadu): Yes, Sir.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI PRAMOD TIWARI): Okay. Go ahead.

SHRI R. GIRIRAJAN: Thank you, Sir, for giving me the opportunity. The Government
is estimated to spend Rs.50,65,345 crores in 2025-26. This is an increase of 7.4 per

cent over the Revised Estimates of 2024-25. The revenue expenditure is estimated to
increase by 6.7 per cent and the capital expenditure is estimated to increase by 10.1
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per cent over the Revised Estimates of 2024-25. Sir, a progressive State like Tamil
Nadu is penalized for keeping the democratic rights of the people of Tamil Nadu as
the top priority whereas some of the bigger States with very high population are
getting the lion’s share from the central exchequer. Sir, 60 per cent of total revenue

generated is collected from Maharashtra and South Indian States like Tamil Nadu.
But whether we are getting our due share of money back for our own development
projects is a billion dollar question. The people of Tamil Nadu have been * by the
Union Government year after year since 2014. This is undemocratic and untenable.

The Government proudly says that it has cut the fiscal deficit considerably. But
behind this cut, we, the people of India, have to bear the heavy reduction in the
allocation for the important schemes like MGNREGA. This is like cutting one’s leg to
fit the shoes. What else can we say? The hon. Finance Minister has " the aspirations
of the people of Tamil Nadu being a Tamil mother by shrinking the share of funds
allocated under various schemes to Tamil Nadu though the contribution of Tamil Nadu
to the Central Exchequer is substantial. Our funds have been cut for SSA Fund and
Flood Relief Fund.

Tamil Nadu is the most progressive State in the country with just four per cent
of the total area of the country and just six per cent of the total population but
contributes nine per cent of the total GDP to the country. Yetit
received just 25 per cent from the Union Government for the implementation of
projects in Tamil Nadu.

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The Government of Tamil Nadu has projected its revenue receipts at
Rs.3,31,569 crore. The State’s own revenue constitutes 75.3 per cent of total
revenue receipts. The balance 24.7 per cent comes from the share in Central taxes
and grants-in-aid from the Union Government. The Government’s revenue from its
own taxes are estimated to increase by 14.6 per cent in 2025-26. The expenditure of
the Government of Tamil Nadu is projected to be Rs.4,39,293 crore in 2025-26 which
is an increase of 9.95 per cent over 2024-25 Revised Estimates. The major portion is
spent on various welfare schemes for the people, especially the poor, the vulnerable
and the marginalised people.

The Government of India keeps on providing impetus to economic growth
through spending for capital expenditure which is projected at Rs.57,231 crore which
is an increase of 22.4 per cent over 2024-25 Revised Estimates whereas the
Government of India has reduced the capital expenditure in order to reduce the fiscal
deficit.

The Union Government’s decision on reducing the allocation of MGNREGS and
not to cut GST and taxes on petrol and diesel is a gross injustice to the people of
India. Between 2014 and 2024, in the ten-year period, food inflation was 6.18 per
cent, education inflation was 11 per cent and healthcare inflation was 14 per cent.
These have crippled Indian households. Household savings have fallen from 25 per
cent to 15 per cent. Average monthly per capita expenditure of a rural family is only
Rs.4,226. In urban areas, it is Rs.6,996. It is not possible for the Government of India
to achieve the goal.

The per capita income in Tamil Nadu is five times more than that of the per
capita income of Bihar, three times more than the per capita income of Uttar Pradesh
and almost twice that of the nation if Tamil Nadu’s and Maharashtra’s income are not
included. This is the sorry state of affairs of the country. But the people in the
Treasury Benches are challenging the people of Tamil Nadu by not providing their due
share of funds for education, Railways, infrastructure, etc.

Sir, we have to pity on the people of Manipur. No State in India has seen more
violence and murders than Manipur. The most pitiable part is that our hon. Prime
Minister has travelled the length and breadth of the globe in the last three years, but is
not having mind or compassion or humility to visit Manipur. Why? What prevents
him? Who is stopping him? Why can’t he visit the battered people of Manipur and
have a few comfortable words with them? A few empty words were spoken by the
hon. Prime Minister and not even a single substantial step was taken by the Union
Government to safely handle the Manipur crisis. It was the widespread reporting of
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the shameful incident of public humiliation of two tribal women that led to the judicial
intervention by the Supreme Court.

Now, after heavy * and beatings, no matter how much money is provided to
Manipur, the woundsin the minds of the people will never heal. ...(ﬁme-be//
r/'ngs.)... The scar will be there forever that stand as a testimony to the inadequacy of
the Union Government. “ The people who murder democracy and federal rights of the
people cannot bring peace and prosperity to any nation. History will teach them a big
lesson very, very soon.

SHRI GOLLA BABURAOQO: Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, it is a great opportunity for me to
speak on the Appropriation Bill today. In fact, Appropriation Bill means division of
funds accrued from different sources to the Central Government which will be divided
into States and the Centre and the Government will be empowered to draw it any time
from the Consolidated Fund of India. As far as my knowledge is concerned, the
Appropriation Bill is very, very important to allocate the funds as per the priority of the
Government. Now, as seen from the allocations of different Departments, |
straightaway want to tell the Finance Minister that it is really unfortunate to allot only
two per cent of total funds to 80 per cent of the population in India. The allocation to
Social Justice Ministry includes Scheduled Caste welfare, OBC welfare, minority
welfare, women welfare, disabled welfare and senior citizens” welfare.

| want this august House to see the allocations made to these sections. As far
as my knowledge goes, earlier, the Scheduled Castes Finance Development
Corporation, the Backward Class Development Finance Corporation, and the Women
Finance Development Corporation would receive huge funds and spend them on
concerned departments. Unfortunately, the Government is doing injustice to the
poorer sections in recent budgetary allocations. | would say that the Government may
rename the Social Justice Ministry as Social Injustice Ministry. | request the
Government to reconsider the Social Justice Ministry's allocations. | personally
request the hon. Finance Minister, who has varied experience in Government
departments, to rethink the allocations. She has been doing justice to all other
departments, but is doing injustice to the Ministry of Social Justice and
Empowerment. | also appeal to the hon. Prime Minister to rethink the allocations to
these sections of society in the coming Supplementary Demands. | don't want to
touch upon all the figures. | would only like to focus on the injustice meted out to the
State of Andhra Pradesh. Unfortunately, in 2014, my State was forcibly reorganized
by Parliament, which decided to divide the erstwhile State of Andhra Pradesh into two
States — Andhra Pradesh and Telangana. They divided the State, but have not even
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seen the face of Andhra Pradesh for the last twelve years. In the foothills of Lord
Venkateswara, the hon. Prime Minister had promised to give Special Category Status
to Andhra Pradesh. But, despite promises, no Special Category Status has been
given. There is no respect shown to the State of Andhra Pradesh. It is being
neglected in many sectors. The Central Government is in power with the support of
the Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh, Shri Chandrababu Naidu. If Shri Chandrababu
Naidu's support were not there, the BJP Government at the Centre would also not be
there. Please rethink about this. The people of Andhra Pradesh are watching
everything and seeing the plight of Andhra Pradesh that it is being neglected in almost
all sectors. What | want is to do justice to Andhra Pradesh now.

Though there are many demands, | would like to emphasize the Polavaram
Project. It is a National Project. The Government of India must reconsider the
Polavaram Project, regardless of the cost. | do not know what happened between
2014 and 2019. Only God knows! The Central Government has abdicated its
responsibility for the Polavaram Project and handed it over to the State Government. |
do not want to criticize anybody. | only want justice for the Polavaram Project. | am
unclear about the funds allotted to the project.

In 2025, they have allocated only Rs.6,000/- crores. But, it requires nearly
Rs.40,000/- crores. How can they complete the Polavaram Project now? Who will
be responsible? If the Polavaram Project is not completed, entire storage of water,
irrigation facilities or the entire development of the region will come to a standstill. |
do not know who proposed this; they want to reduce the height of the Project from
45 metres to 41 metres.

SHRI HARIS BEERAN (Kerala): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, there is an additional
expenditure of Rs. 6.70 lakh crores. This amount is other than the provisions in the
Budget Estimates. Both Supplementary Demands for Grants 1 and 2 stand as one-
seventh of additional expenditure to the Budget. It reflects that the Ministry of
Finance has significantly failed to foresee the Government expenditure. As far as the
budgetary expenditure is concerned, under the head ‘Relief and Disaster
Management’, there is a 25 per cent cut on the budgetary expenditure. What does
this mean, Sir? This means that the immediate relief for displaced persons and
affected communities has been de-prioritized by the Government.

Given the ethnic tension and security challenges which the State is facing
over there, reducing the funds for policing is going to be catastrophic. | do not know
why funds are being reduced as far as police is concerned and as far as relief and
disaster management is concerned. As far as public works and infrastructure are
concerned, there is a reduction of 32.3 per cent. We know that entire buildings have
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been demolished over there. The houses have been destroyed over there. Business
establishments have been destroyed over there. Given the destruction of homes,
business ventures and roads due to violence, there should have been an increase in
the Budget. Instead of an increase, there is a reduction of 32.3 per cent as far as the
public works and infrastructure are concerned. As far as allocation for education and
healthcare is concerned, there is not much allocation. There has to be a higher
allocation for education and healthcare system. We have to rebuild schools as they
have been destroyed over there. Funding for health has to be increased. Everybody
over there has got some kind of iliness or the other. Special Economic Package is not
there. There has to be a Special Economic Package for the affected communities,
traders and farmers. Nothing of that sort is there in the Budget. In the Budget, there
is an earmarked fund of Rs.113 crore for rehabilitation. The Budget documents say
that it is the priority of the Government. s this allocation based on any assessment?
We need to know if there is any assessment by the Government for this allocation.
How many people died in the State due to this violence? How many people have
been displaced from there? How many houses have been torched? How many
churches have been torched? How many temples have been torched? All the data
have to be there. |s there any assessment made by the Government before making
this allocation? We do not know that. What is the total loss for the State
economically? We do not know that. Is there any economic reason behind this
violence?  ..(Time-bell rings)..

SHRI G.C. CHANDRASHEKHAR (Karnataka): Sir, thank you for the opportunity to
speak in my mother-tongue Kannada on the Appropriation Bills. At least, now, the
Central Government remembered that there is a State by name ‘Manipur’ in the Indian
map. After Independence, the most brutal and ethical war that took place during BJP
Government was in Manipur. Till date, the Central Government is ignoring Manipur
like anything. &“Sir, it is not just Manipur. A disturbing trend has emerged, where
several States are being systematically ignored under this federal system. Every State
holds deep respect, love, and trust toward the Central Government. That is why, in
Karnataka’s state anthem, we proudly sing, “Jaya Bharata Jananiya Tanujate, Jaya
He Karnataka Maate I”—which means, “Victory to you, Karnataka, the daughter of
Mother India. This showcases the immense respect Kannadigas have for the country;
not only Karnataka, all the States have so much affection for the country. Yet,
despite this devotion, the Central Government continues to treat some States like a

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caring mother while others are left neglected, like stepchildren. Karnataka, like
Manipur, has been a victim of this injustice. | stand before you today to present the
harsh reality using Karnataka as an example, and after hearing these facts, | will leave
it to your judgment.

From 2017-18 to February 2024, Karnataka contributed nearly nine percent to
the national GDP. It is the second highest tax-paying State in the country and leads in
IT, biotechnology, and innovation. Despite this, the Central Government’s policies
have systematically weakened Karnataka’s financial position. For the last five years,
Karnataka was supposed to receive its rightful share of tax revenue, yet the Central
Government withheld %1.65 lakh crore. Sir, that is not a small money for any State, it
is a big money. When this money is not given, it is not so easy to run the state. This
is not a minor shortfall. It is a significant amount, a lifeline that has been unjustly taken
away from the state. Without this rightful share, it becomes increasingly difficult to run
the state smoothly. How can a state function when the revenue it deserves is being
held back?

Sir, the injustice Karnataka has faced is evident in multiple ways. Due to
unscientific GST policies, the State suffered a loss of *69,274 crore. The 15th Finance
Commission reduced Karnataka’s tax share from 4.713% to 3.647%, leading to a
loss of 265,000 crore over five years. The increase in cess and surcharges has further
drained Karnataka’s resources, causing a loss of 255,000 crore. In total, between
2018 and 2024, Karnataka has lost %1.65 lakh crore. Is this the fairness we expect in a
federal structure? Karnataka has always fulfilled its duties, contributed to the national
economy, and stood by the nation in times of need. Yet today, it is being
systematically deprived of what it rightfully deserves.

While Karnataka’s tax share has been shrinking, other States have seen
substantial increases. In 2018-19, Karnataka received 235,894 crore as its share of
central taxes. By 2023-24, this amount had dropped to 321,932 crore, resulting in a
loss of 214,053 crore. Meanwhile, Uttar Pradesh’s tax share increased from 21,36,766
crore to 1,83,238 crore, Bihar’s share rose from %73,603 crore to %1,02,737 crore,
and Gujarat, which had a tax share similar to Karnataka in 2018-19, saw its allocation
increase by 312,036 crore—a 51 percent hike. Yet Karnataka, despite its economic
contribution, faced an unprecedented reduction in its share. The situation does not
end there. The financial constraints imposed on Karnataka have forced the State into
massive debt. In 2018, Karnataka’s debt stood at ¥2.45 lakh crore. By 2023, due to
financial strain caused by the Central Government’s unfair policies, this debt had
skyrocketed to ¥5.40 lakh crore—an alarming 93 percent increase. Meanwhile, States
like Uttar Pradesh, which required financial assistance, received it in the form of
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grants rather than loans. Their debt increased by only 24 percent over five years,
while Gujarat’s debt rose by just 21 lakh crore because they received financial support
through grants. Karnataka, on the other hand, was denied this relief and was instead
pushed into borrowing.

During the financial years 2020-21 and 2021-22, instead of compensating
Karnataka for GST shortfalls, the Central Government forced the State to take loans
amounting to 230,000 crore. Even under Centrally sponsored schemes, Karnataka’s
funding has consistently declined. In 2019-20, Karnataka received %14,505 crore, but
by 2023-24, this amount had dropped to just 11,269 crore—a sharp decline of
%3,000 crore in just four years. At the same time, States like Uttar Pradesh received
2,67,774 crore, Madhya Pradesh received %1,57,399 crore, and Bihar received
%1,28,541 crore in financial assistance. Karnataka is not objecting to these allocations.
The question is, why is Karnataka being treated differently? Why is our rightful share
being denied ?

Karnataka has always stood with the nation. During the integration of princely
states, Mysore, one of the richest princely states, voluntarily joined the Indian Union
at the request of Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel. He believed that the financial strength of
states like Mysore would help stabilize the newly independent nation. Today, that very
state, which once symbolized economic stability, has been strategically weakened
and burdened with debt. For the last five to six years, Karnataka has received zero in
Special Assistance Grants. Karnataka has always fulfilled its duties, contributed to the
national economy, and stood by the nation in times of need. Yet today, it is being
systematically deprived of what it rightfully deserves. This is the price the state is
paying for being one of the country’s biggest contributors to GDP. | ask you, what
has Karnataka done to deserve this? It is a state that contributes significantly to the
nation’s economy, a state that has never failed in its responsibilities toward India.
Then why is Karnataka being treated as an outsider in its own country? Is this the
federalism we believe in? Is this the justice we promised our people?

Beyond financial injustice, Karnataka is also facing a severe drought crisis, yet
it has been deprived of much-needed relief. The National Rainfed Area Authority of
India, in a report presented in this very session, confirmed that 24 districts in India are
experiencing severe drought. Sixteen of these districts are in Karnataka. Despite this
alarming situation, Karnataka has received little to no relief from the Central
Government. The State suffered losses amounting to 335,162 crore due to drought
between 2018 and 2023. Karnataka requested 218,000 crore in aid, but only %3,400
crore was released, and that too only after intervention from the Supreme Court. For
the first time in the history, Sir, we went to the Supreme Court for relief. In a shocking
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move, the Central Government then filed an affidavit stating it would provide no
further assistance to Karnataka. As of January 2024, the Central Government still
owes Karnataka %9,352.52 crore, including Rs. 200 crores pending in the Mid Day
Meal Programme. Rs.1,429.33 crores is yet to be released for the National Rural
Drinking Water Programme. Rs. 718 crores was announced for the Upper Bhadra
project, but no funds have been given. ...(Time-bell rings)... Most importantly,
from 2019 to 2020, by December 2024, Karnataka should have received Rs.20,400
crores under the Jal Jeevan Mission, Sir, but till today we have not received the fund.
Sir, | leave you with these questions. Karnataka has given its best to this country. It
now seeks what is rightfully its due.”

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude.

SHRI G.C. CHANDRASHEKHAR: Sir, | will end with a poem of a great author, Shri
D.V. Gundappa. That is most important. | will tell you.

&"Emperor, Empire, Gurukulas, religions, languages, and wisdoms have all
vanished in the flood of time, but humanity still stands tall." — Mankuthimma. Sir, it
means, “Nothing is permanent in this world; no power, nothing. The folk, culture, the
great Emperor, Empire, Gurukulas, religions, languages, learnings will vanish over the
night but humanity is forever.”

SHRI P. WILSON (Tamil Nadu): Thank you very much, Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, for
giving me this opportunity. Sir, we grew up in school days reciting the National
Pledge. | quote, “India is my country and all Indians are my brothers and sisters.”
But, today, | ask: Does this Government truly believe in these words? It is because if
they did, they would have stood by the people of Manipur, they would have held their
hands in the darkest hour, they would have wiped their tears, rebuilt their homes and

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restored their dignity. But what did they do instead? They abandoned them. They
ditched them. They let down the people during the hard times. Since May 2023, due
to ethnic violence, the situation has taken the shape of a civil war; and the same has
not come to an end till today, even after a lapse of 22 months. \WWhen Manipur burned,
when two women were paraded naked, sexually abused and tortured, and when
homes were turned to ashes, when children cried for safety, when women were
brutalized in most inhuman ways, where was our Prime Minister? He was not in
Manipur. He was not with the people who desperately needed their leader. He was
abroad, shaking hands, seeking votes, running election campaigns, but he did not
have the time or courage to step foot in Manipur and say to its people, “I stand with
you.”

The entire State was cut-off from other States and no one was allowed to enter
Manipur. There were no internet connections, no electricity, no water, no food. It
almost took about 14 days to register even a zero-hour FIR for sexual assault and
rape cases. And now they announced Rs. 400 crores for relief camps and Rs. 500
crores corpus to establish a contingent fund, that too after two years. They approved
7,000 houses with PM Awas Yojana. But tell me, can this money rebuild the lives of
those who watched their homes go up in flames? Can it bring back the loved ones
who were slaughtered in cold blood? Can it heal the wounds of women who were
stripped of their dignity and paraded like objects in their own land?

The budget allocation is, in fact, inadequate to meet the concerns of more
than 60,000 displaced people, the damages caused to life and property, for
rehabilitation of the internally displaced persons, building of temporary shelters and
housing for the displaced people. The truth of Manipur is this. More than 300
innocent lives have been lost; 249 churches were burnt down in just 36 hours after
violence began. More than 400 churches have been destroyed till now. The
estimated total damage is a staggering Rs. 20,000 crore, a sum greater than the
meagre aid being handed out as a mere formality. The violence-hit Manipur has one
of the highest rates of inflation and unemployment. There is growing restlessness and
poverty. Unless the economy expands, none of these issues can be addressed.
Bluster will not solve Manipur’s pain. Mere acknowledgement will not heal its wounds.
If you truly want peace in Manipur, then listen to the people of Manipur, not in closed
door meetings, not in bureaucratic reports, but on the ground, in the streets, in their
homes, amid the grief. Listen to their aspirations, their fear and their anguish. If you
truly want peace, then, have the courage to face the truth, however inconvenient it
may be. Let it be clear that this is not just a crime against the people of Manipur; it is
a crime against humanity, against the very fabric of our nation. It is certainly not okay
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for a Government that chants ‘beti bachao beti padhao , which means ‘save the girl
child, educate the girl child’, to remain silent when the daughters of Manipur are being
brutalised, raped and tortured. This is not a story of just one woman, this is not a
tragedy of just one State; it is a stain on our nation’s soul.

Sir, | would like to remind Madam Finance Minister that in the rupee note, the
word ‘rupai’ is there. Let me show it here. Therefore, there is nothing wrong in using
the Tamil letter ‘Ru’ in our Budget.

| would urge the hon. Finance Minister to be gracious enough to help Manipur
come back to normalcy and make enough allocation for the State. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI MAHARAJA SANAJAOBA LEISHEMBA: As Hon. Finance Minister on Monday,
the 10" March, 2025, presented the Manipur Budget for the year 2025-26 in the Lok
Sabha and today in Rajya Sabha, outlining a total expenditure of Rs.35,103.90 crore.

..(Interruptions)... The proposed Budget marks an increase from Rs.32,656.81
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crore allocated in the previous fiscal year 2024-25. ...(Interruptions)... The total
receipts have been pegged at Rs.35,368.19 crore, up from Rs.32,471.90 crore in

SHRI MAHARAJA SANAJAOBA LEISHEMBA: As per the Budget documents, the
capital outlay has been increased by 19 per cent to Rs.7,773 crore over the current
financial year ending March, 2025. The Manipur’s Budget provides for over Rs.2,000
crore under Special Assistance to State for Capital Investment (SASCI) and Rs.9,500
crore for Social Sector Outlay. A budgetary allocation of Rs.2,866 crore for 2025-26
has been made towards incentives for police personnel posted in the sensitive areas.
The fiscal deficit is estimated at 3.42 per cent of the Gross State Domestic Product
(GSDP), while the total outstanding debt is projected at 37 per cent of the GSDP.
The allocations emphasize on relief, rehabilitation, infrastructure development, etc.,
aiming to stabilise the State’s economy.

With the collective efforts of the Central and State Government, there has been
improvement in the overall law and order situation in the State to a large extent.
Except for some sporadic incidents in fringe areas and the incident on 8" March,
2025, in Kangpokpi, there has been a decreasing trend in cases of deaths, injuries,
arsons, firing incidents, protests, etc.

Various measures have been taken up for the persons displaced by the
violence. About 60,000 persons are currently residing in the relief camps. Around
7,000 persons have returned to their homes. Some of these measures include: (i)
About Rs.400 crores have been provided under the Ministry of Home Affairs Special
Package for Relief Camp Operations and support to those affected. | am glad to
learn that more support is being provided. (ii) Under the Prime Minister Awas Yojana
Grameen, 7,000 houses have been approved recently to provide for housing to those
displaced persons. (iii) Various other supports have been given to those relief camps
such as healthcare, including mental health support, skill and livelihood training,
education, etc.

The Central Government has been extending continuous support to the State
of Manipur during these challenging times. Apart from the support given for the
Internally Displaced Persons, there is huge support in terms of security and law and
order. Infrastructure development, vehicles, manpower, etc., have been provided by
the Central Government. The border fencing project taken up by the Centre must be
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expedited and completed on priority, as this project is essential for the security of our
nation.

Various requests made by the State Government have also been agreed to by
the Central Government. A Special Assistance Grant of Rs.500 crore was released to
support the State in terms of the huge revenue loss suffered. Various relaxations
regarding the Central Schemes were also provided, which gave relief to the State
Government. The people of Manipur are confident that the support of the Central
Government will continue. The economy of Manipur has suffered since the start of
the unrest in May 2023. | request the Central Government to provide continued
support for the State in terms of resources and projects. Being a small State, the
resources invested in Manipur will not have much fiscal impact on the Centre but will
have a large positive impact on the State.

As Manipur holds a strategic location by being the ‘Gateway to East Asia’, the
State can contribute immensely to the economy and security of our country. For this
to happen, the support of the Central Government is important and critical. | believe
that this Budget will provide the necessary support to the State of Manipur.

| also express my thankfulness to my colleague, Hon'ble MP Dr. Ajeet
Gopchade, for putting all the important facts about Manipur, but it is an undeniable
fact that more than 60,000 displaced persons, including children and old-aged, are
still taking shelter in different relief camps, facing the dire conditions for the last 22
months. They have no houses, no clothes, no property and nothing now. Their lives
are about to start from zero. So, the continued support and help from the Central
Government is highly needed. With these few words and humble demands for
support of Manipur, | conclude my speech on the discussion on Manipur Budget
2025-26 and the Manipur Appropriation Bill, 2025. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri Sandosh Kumar P. You have three minutes.
7.00 P.M.

SHRI SANDOSH KUMAR P (Kerala): Sir, the need of the hour is to rebuild the State
of Manipur and to reunite people’s minds. But with the present Budget proposals
and the approach of the Union Government, it is very difficult to achieve the target.
Sir, Manipur is considered to be the jewel of our country and it is the land of great
communist leader like Irabot. No work has started. | do not want to explain much
because of paucity of time. Around 60,000 people were displaced, properties worth
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20,000 crores of rupees were damaged and more than 300 people lost their lives. In
fact, we do not know the exact data.

The point is that we have to rebuild the State of Manipur and think as to why
the situation in Manipur reached to such a level. BJP, as a political party, should
accept this fact that it was because of the failure of the BJP Government, both at the
national level and at the State level, because of their approach, and, because of their
misrule, situation in Manipur has reached to such a level. Now, it has become the
lowest income generating State in the country and the fiscal liability of the State is 30
per cent of the Gross State Domestic Product.

During the 20 months of misrule, Manipur did not get any reasonable financial
help from the Centre. To solve all these issues, what has to be done? This is the
most important question. We stand with the people of Manipur. We have to solve
this issue but the BJP and the hon. Prime Minister should re-visit their policies. The
hon. Prime Minister was ready to visit zoo, the Prime Minister was ready to visit
Mauritius. It is welcome. The hon. Prime Minister was ready to visit Ukraine. He even
visited his close friend, Mr. Donald Trump but why did he not visit Manipur? As
pointed out by many speakers here, one does not need to take permission to visit
Manipur. Does he require any visa to visit the State of Manipur? Nothing is needed.
Because of his calculated approach, he is not visiting Manipur. Moreover, clashes
between people who live in hilly area and people living in valley area have to be
resolved. For solving the problems of Manipur, we need a political solution and for
that, the Union Government and the BJP leadership should adopt a new policy but
this present policy of the Government will not help us in achieving peace in the State
of Manipur. Thank you.

On 6™ December, 2024, CCEA approved setting up 28 new Navodaya Vidyalayas in
the uncovered districts, including 3 in Manipur. The Union Cabinet, on 7" March,
2024, approved Uttar-Poorva Transformative Industrialisation Scheme, 2024, that is,
UNNATI, 2024, for a period of 10 years for development of industries and generation
of employment in the North-East Region at a total cost of Rs. 10,037 crores.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now, Shri Jose K. Mani; three minutes.

SHRI JOSE K. MANI (Kerala): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, we stand here discussing
numbers, allocations and financial plans but tell me, how can we talk about Budgets
when the entire State of Manipur has been left abandoned, crying for help, unheard
and unseen? How can we, as law-makers, sit in the comfort of this House when
thousands in Manipur are living in fear, despair and hopelessness? With all respects,
the hon. Prime Minister went all the way to Ukraine to express solidarity with war
victims. There is nothing wrong in that. But, for Manipur, as a part of our nation, his
schedule has no space. What message does it send to the people of Manipur? That
their suffering is invisible; that their pain is not important. It is not about politics. It is
about humanity.

Sir, Manipur has been burning for nearly two years. | had visited this place
immediately after the violence and the disaster, and witnessed first-hand devastation
and had spoken to the people. More than 500 people have lost their lives; more than
60,000 people have been displaced. We have seen that a lot of churches have been
ransacked and deliberately destroyed to bring out violence to surface. Sir, what kind
of Viksit Bharat are we building when our own citizens have become refugees in their
own land? What kind of development are we talking about when Manipur, a proud
State of this country, is still engulfed in fear and bloodshed? Will money alone heal
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Manipur's wounds? We have seen budgetary allocations and announcement and
financial packages. But will money bring back the lost lives? Will money erase the
trauma of the mothers who saw their sons killed before their eyes? Will money rebuild
the homes that were set on fire? No! Manipur does not need just money. It needs
justice. It needs accountability. It needs action. So, let us not fool ourselves. Peace
cannot be restored at gunpoint. Sending in more troops, imposing internet bans, and
making hollow statements would not bring Manipur back to life. What will bring peace
is political will, genuine dialogue and leadership that stands with the people, not away
from them. Let me conclude. We demand answers, we demand action and we
demand that this Government present a clear and time-bound plan for the safe return
of displaced families and restoration of peace, and most importantly, justice for those
who have suffered. Thank you for the opportunity, Sir.
