REGARDING JUDICIAL ACCOUNTABILITY AND OTHER ISSUES
SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH (Karnataka): Sir...
MR. CHAIRMAN : Anything particular ?

SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH: This morning, we have read about a shocking case of huge
amounts of cash unearthed at the residence of a judge of the Delhi High Court. Sir,
earlier, 50 Members of Parliament have submitted a notice to you regarding certain
remarks that were made by a Judge of the Allahabad High Court. You yourself have
repeatedly called into question the urgency for judicial accountability. You have, in
fact, directed the Leader of the House on this issue. | request that you please make
some observations on this and give necessary directions to the Government to come
up with a proposal for increasing judicial accountability .

MR.CHAIRMAN: Hon. Members, | am seized of a representation by 55 Members of
this House, and | have taken all necessary steps to get their verification. First mail was
sent to all of them, and the good thing is most of the Members have responded
positively, helping me perform my duty. Some Members are yet to do. A mail
reiterating the same has been sent to them. | have taken all procedural steps, but |
must share with you one concern that is engaging my attention. Of the 55 Members,
who signed the representation, a Member's signature appears on two occasions and
the Member concerned has denied his signature. Now, | do not wish to get into this
act which may graduate to culpability to a higher level. If the number is above 50, | will
proceed accordingly. Most of the Members have cooperated. Those Members, who
have not done so far, may please do it in response to the second mail sent to them.
Then, the process will not be delayed at my level even for a moment.

Coming to the second aspect, the Leader of the House is not here. | had the
occasion to reflect, in a very focused manner, that what appears in the Indian
Constitution has to emanate first from our founding fathers; any change effected,
whatsoever, has to be sanctified by the Parliament and, in some cases, by 50 per
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cent of State Legislatures; then, finally, it gets constitutional sanction with the hon.
President signing it under Article 111. Therefore, | had pleaded with the Leader of the
House that the House needs to know that the Constitution, according to this
directive, is what holds the field today. You will all recollect about the mechanism,
which was passed by this House with near unanimity, with no dissension, -- only one
abstention in Rajya Sabha, with all political parties converging in support of the
Government’s initiative — and | wish to find out the status of that, which emanated
from Indian Parliament, made sacrosanct by the endorsement of 16 State Assemblies
in the country and signed by the hon. President under Article 111 of the Constitution.
That historic legislation, endorsed by this Parliament, with unprecedented consensual
support, unknown to parliamentary history of this country, had addressed the malaise
very severely.

Now, if the malaise had been dealt with, perhaps, we would not have
countenanced such kind of issues. What bothers me is that the incident happened
and did not immediately surface. If it happens with a politician, a bureaucrat, or an
industrialist, he becomes a target immediately. Therefore, systemic response, which
is transparent, accountable and effective, | am sure, will be on the way. | will get in
touch with the Leader of the House and the Leader of the Opposition and find a
mechanism for a structured discussion during the course of the Session, subject to
their agreement.

SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH: What about today’s news, Sir?

MR. CHAIRMAN': | discussed with them. Fortunately, the House is blessed with the
Leader of the House who is also the president of the ruling political party, and the
Leader of the Opposition, who is also the president of the main opposition party. So,
with these very two distinguished people being present in the House, -- others will
also come -- | am sure with their counsel, | will discuss. We need to have some
structured discussion, which, so far, we have not had. | indicated this. Shri Derek
O’Brien raised the issue. | had indicated that | would come back to the House. | will
find their convenience during the course of the day and deliberate on the issue.

Shri Praful Patel, upon being re-elected to Rajya Sabha for six-year term with
effect from April 3, 2024, resigned his incumbent seat then as Member of Rajya Sabha
on 27" February, 2024.

While the issue was engaging my attention, two even dated communications
were received on February 3, 2025 -- one from Shri Sharad Pawar, Leader of NCP-
SP in the Rajya Sabha, and the other from Shri Praful Patel, Leader of NCP, both
urging that no further action be taken in the matter.

Demand to create employment opportunities for women and dismantle
the systemic barriers which prevent their participation in the workforce

MR. CHAIRMAN: Now, Sushri Dola Sen to raise Matter with permission on ‘Demand
to create employment opportunities for women and dismantle systemic barriers
preventing their participation in the workforce’.

MS. DOLA SEN (West Bengal): Thank you, Chairman, Sir, for giving me a chance to
speak. My Zero Hour submission today is the need to improve India's female labour
force participation. | am proud to say, as a woman, | am President of the AITC trade
union wing for the State for 10 years and for the national level for four years, which is
quite unlikely in the mainstream politics as trade union is generally a male-dominated
sector. | am thankful to my party, All India Trinamool Congress, and our hon. leader,
Ms. Mamata Banerjee.

(MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN, in the Chair.)

Now, India’s female labour force participation remains critically low. Recent
Periodic Labour Force Survey indicates female youth labour force participation is 28
per cent only. Additionally, according to Time Use Survey, 2024, of the Ministry of
Statistics and Programme Implementation, females spend 289 minutes, on an
average, in a day in unpaid domestic services for household members. Male
members spend only 88 minutes in a day in such activities. This presents a significant
challenge to both economic growth and gender equality.

Expanding vocational training and skill development, particularly in high growth
sectors like technology, healthcare and e-commerce, will equip women with industry
relevant expertise. Strengthening maternity benefits, investing in affordable childcare,
promoting paternity leave can help balance care-giving responsibilities and making it
easier for women to remain in the workforce. Moreover, enforcing anti-discrimination
laws, ensuring equal pay and fostering leadership opportunities for women will
improve workplace retention and advancement.

The Union Government must take urgent steps to create employment
opportunities, implement policies that support women in the workforce and dismantle
systemic barriers preventing their participation. Strengthening access to education,
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vocational training and workplace flexibility can help bridge this gap and ensure
greater economic inclusion for women in India.

Sir, according to our Constitution, everyone has equal rights irrespective of
religion, language, caste, creed, gender, etc. But, crude reality is not likewise.
Starting from agriculture and farming to tea estates, bidi industry, textile sector
including jute mill finishing department and cotton industry, female workers neither get
same wage nor even gets the mutual respect. And, obviously, the member of female
labour force participation is declining gradually. Somehow, we have this attitude
towards women in our mindset. So, even working women have to face this dignity
issue by our society.

In our State of West Bengal, our hon. Chief Minister, Ms. Mamata Banerjee, is
doing a lot for women empowerment and for the social development of women as a
whole. That is why Bengal is getting first prize in different aspects at national level
and, not only that, Bangla is getting international acknowledgement through various
awards by the UNICEF and the UNESCO, which is virtually strengthening our nation's
pride.

Thank you, Sir, for allowing me to raise this important issue as Zero Hour
submission. | am sure, you will definitely allow all of us to raise the issue of duplication
of EPIC voter cards also, which affect both male and female population.

SHRI K. VANLALVENA (Mizoram): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, here is a brief history
of ancient Menhirs in Lianpui village. Lianpui village is located at the extreme Eastern
corner of Mizoram, near Myanmar boundary. The village is in Champhai district with
156 household. The Archeologists from Regional Archeological Survey of India,
Guwahati, identified the ancient Menhirs of Lianpui village as one of the important
Menhirs in Mizoram. Due to the initiative taken by Regional Archaeological Survey of
India, Guwahati, these ancient Menhirs are proposed to become ‘National
Importance’. On o February, 2021, the Ministry of Culture (Archaeological Survey of
India) issued preliminary notification in the Gazette of India which contained notice of
its intention to declare the said Menhirs to be of ‘National Importance’. The
notification also stipulated that any objections to such declaration may be made to the
ASI within two months from the date of its issue. It appears that no objections were
received within the stipulated time frame. The Regional Archaeological Survey of
India, Guwahati, and the Archaeological Office, Mizoram, said that they have done
the needful for declaration of it to be as ‘National Importance’. The only need to do is
just declaring and issuance of notification. So, | kindly request the Union Government
to declare Linpui village as ‘National Importance’. Thank you, hon. Deputy Chairman,
Sir.

THE VICE - CHAIRMAN (SHRI GHANSHYAM TIVVARI): Shri M. Shanmugam;
14 minutes.

SHRI M. SHANMUGAM (Tamil Nadu): Sir, | thank you for giving me this opportunity
to speak on the discussion on the Working of the Ministry of Home Affairs. The main
task of this Ministry is to maintain internal security and, towards that end, they have
Central Armed Police Forces like CRPF, CISF, etc. The Parliamentary Standing
Committee on Home Affairs, in its Report in 2018, observed that there is a long
duration of working hours for jawans, running up to 14 hours and no holidays. There
are a lot of vacancies to be filled in the Central Police Forces, as there are 19 per cent
vacancies in CISF, ten per cent vacancies in CRPF, etc. Because of work stress and
burden, they are mentally stressed and suicide rates are higher among the Central
Police Forces. In the last five years, 730 jawans have committed suicides; and last
year, the figure was 134. | would, therefore, urge the hon. Home Minister to ensure
that proper working conditions are provided to the police jawans and to fill all existing
vacancies so that they do not over-strain in their duties.

Sir, there is a provision of budgetary funds for Modernization of Police Force,
namely, for purchasing modern weapons, surveillance equipment, protective gears,
etc. But the utilization is very poor; in 2023-24, only 48 per cent and in 2024-25, only
61 per cent were spent. When States like Tamil Nadu are asking for more funds for
modernization of State Police, | do not know why the hon. Minister is not giving funds;
instead, the amount is surrendered.
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In the year 2023, the hon. Minister took pride in replacing three British era
criminal laws like the Indian Penal Code, the Code of Criminal Procedure and the
Indian Evidence Act, replacing with ‘Bharativa Nyaya Sanhita’, ‘Nagrik” and other
Sanskrit names, which 50 per cent of the people are not able to understand what it is.
Even High Court judges have observed that there is a lot of confusion. Lawyers have
demanded more time to put them into force. | would, therefore, urge the hon.
Minister, when the nation is very big and a lot of languages are spoken by the people,
as mentioned in 8" Schedule of the Constitution, why Hindi is being imposed by way
of Sanskrit title to these three laws ?

Another major concern is rising cyber crimes in the country. Criminal activities
like electronic hacking, credit card frauds, child pornography, virus attacks are to be
addressed by the Union Government. They should strengthen the cyber security
infrastructure, rising public awareness, effective implementation of cyber security
measures. Once a cyber crime is reported, the agency should respond immediately
and all measures to track the link should be taken so that there will be deterrence
among the perpetrators of such crimes.

Disaster Management is in the domain of the Home Ministry and we from
Coastal States are subject to natural disasters like cyclones and floods. For providing
relief to the disaster affected people and to restore infrastructure, our State
Government demanded nearly Rs.36,000 crores for disaster management fund but
you have released only Rs.270 crores. Why should there be this kind of step-motherly
treatment towards non-BJP States like Tamil Nadu ?

Jammu and Kashmir has been made a Union Territory by abrogating Article
370 and downgrading the State. At that time, the hon. Minister had given an
assurance that Jammu and Kashmir would be given the status of State at the earliest.
Now, more than five years have passed and a popular Government is functioning
there. But they are not able to function effectively because of UT status. On behalf of
my Party, DMK, | urge upon the Minister to fulfill the assurance given in the Parliament
and make Jammu and Kashmir a full-fledged State this year itself.

Regarding Manipur, in early 2023, Manipur began to witness ethnic violence
between Kuki and Meitei communities. More than 250 people were burnt alive,
besides 60 thousand people becoming refugees in their own State of Manipur.
Schools have been damaged and churches were demolished. Many of their
belongings have been badly destroyed. Unfortunately, our hon. Prime Minister has
not visited the State so far to make efforts to bring peace there, to share their sorrows
and to assure the victims of the riots. It is very unfortunate and should be
condemned, especially, when he has time to go around the world.
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On 13" February, 2025, Manipur was brought under the President’s Rule * |
would urge upon the hon. Home Minister to take urgent measures to bring peace and
harmony to the North Eastern State.

Regarding Census, the Union Government has not yet started the Census
enumeration despite the end of Covid pandemic in 2022. The distribution of
subsidized food under the NFS Act is currently based on population figures of 2011
census. However, the population has crossed 140 million. Now, the Union
Government is weaponising the Southern States that delimitation exercise would be
started and the Northern States, which have failed in the family planning targets,
would be awarded with more number of Lok Sabha seats. It could also affect the
representation of various States in the Legislative Assembly seats.

Our hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, Thiru M.K. Stalin, has expressed
serious concern over the matter and has called for the meeting of the States which
are likely to be affected by the delimitation exercise on 22"* March, 2025. Many State
Chief Ministers and Leaders of Opposition in the respective State Assemblies have
expressed desire for attending the meeting. But, surprisingly, to my Unstarred
Question No. 1713, dated 13.03.2025 tabled in Rajya Sabha, hon. Law Minister, Shri
Arjun Ram Meghwal says, the Ministry has not received any communication about
such concerns. At the same time, when the hon. Home Minister, Shri Amit Shah,
came to Chennai on 7" March, 2025, he said, ‘there would not be any decrease in the
number of Lok Sabha constituencies for Tamil Nadu.” But, it has created more
confusion than solution.

Southern States like Tamil Nadu have apprehension that Delimitation based on
the latest population data will reduce our representation in Parliament, weakening
their political influence. We would demand that in case of increase in the strength of
Lok Sabha constituencies, it should be on the pro-rata basis. | request the hon.
Home Minister to enumerate the points during his reply. | would demand that the
population figures for determining the number of Lok Sabha constituencies should be
frozen to 1971 Census data, at least, for another 25 years.

Sir, the Citizenship Amendment Act was passed by Parliament despite our
vehement opposition to the Bill. Consequently, there was lot of agitation and
apprehension created among the minority community. It confers Indian citizenship on
persecuted refugees of religious minorities from Islamic countries like Afghanistan,
Bangladesh and Pakistan who arrived in India by 2014. The eligible minorities were
stated as Hindus, Sikhs, Buddhists, Jains, Parsis or Christians. The law does not

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grant such eligibility to Muslims from these countries. Additionally, the Act excluded
60,000 Sri Lankan Tamil refugees who have lived in India since 1980s ! The Act was for
the first time that religion had been overtly used as a criterion for citizenship. We
demand that minority Muslim community, along with Sri Lankan Tamil refugees,
should also be included in CAA by bringing suitable amendments.

The Government of Tamil Nadu sent a proposal for finding lasting solutions for
Sri Lankan Tamils who are in the refugee camp and outside, enabling citizenship and
overcoming barriers. The Tamil refugees came to India from 1983 onwards in phases,
as they fled ethnic persecution with a grave threat to their lives. Since they came in an
emergency, they did not wait for visa or did not bring travel documents. They have
been accommodated and cared for decades in camps and outside, as per the
processes established in consultation with Home Ministry and regarded them as
refugees. There is a dire need to have compassionate and practical approach to grant
Long Term Visa because it is established that they meet all the criterion laid down for
Long Term Visa as they had fled due to violence and ethnic persecution in their
country, arrived without passports and treated as refugees in India. They should not
be branded as illegal migrants. Hence, the Ministry of Home Affairs” Order issued on
23" September, 1986, should be reviewed and rescinded. | would, therefore, urge
upon the hon. Home Minister that they may be allowed to apply for Indian citizenship
or Long Term Visa status based on the provisions of the Citizenship Act to resolve
their current challenges as they are languishing in the camps and outside for more
than 40 years.

Now, Sir, on the Centre-State relations. It is known to the whole House that
this BJP Government is treating all non-BJP ruled States as second-class citizens
and discriminating in allotting funds under various programmes. Our hon. Prime
Minister has talked about cooperative federalism. But where is cooperative
federalism? ...(Interruptions)...

SHRI SUBHAS CHANDRA BOSE PILLI (Andhra Pradesh): & Respected Chairman,
Sir, | thank you for having given me the opportunity to speak in Telugu language while
participating in the Discussion on the Working of the Ministry of Home Affairs. Given
the limited time allocated to me, | will keep my remarks brief and, through you, bring
my concerns to the attention of the Central Government.

In Andhra Pradesh, we are witnessing illegal cases, unlawful arrests, and a
general sense of insecurity among civil service employees, coupled with mental
harassment of the populace. Even the Home Ministry is aware of these troubling
developments. Furthermore, there is a demand from the OBC community for a caste-
based special census. The illegal arrests are occurring because the Central Home

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Ministry, which is tasked with addressing these issues, seems to be acting as a mute
spectator. This is my personal opinion, and | request the hon. Home Minister to bear
with me as | express it.

The State Government of Andhra Pradesh firmly believes that the Central
Government is running with the support of the State Government. It is very
unfortunate that such incidents are happening. In my 20-22 years in politics, | have
seen small incidents occur after elections, but | have never witnessed the filing of
such numerous illegal cases, even against Members of Parliament. This situation is
deeply concerning. It is the responsibility of the Central Government to ensure that
such incidents do not take place in Andhra Pradesh or in any State for that matter.

Asia's largest "chilli yard" is located in Guntur, and chilies are exported to
nearly twenty countries from there. When our party president and former Chief
Minister of Andhra Pradesh, Shri YS Jaganmohan Reddy, visited farmers suffering
due to lack of minimum support prices, his security was withdrawn. Although it was
restored by evening, it is not the appropriate time for political games. Whenever Shri
YS Jaganmohan Reddy plans to meet the people during floods or to connect with
farmers, he faces unnecessary troubles. Is this how we should conduct ourselves ?

Sir, Sri Venkateswara Swamy in Tirupati is a deity for all of us. Recently, a
stampede occurred in the Tirupati temple, resulting in the tragic loss of six lives.
When such incidents happen, how can the Central Government remain idle? Why is it
not taking stringent action? | sincerely believe that our country has a capable Prime
Minister and a competent Finance Minister. | urge you to consider why we are unable
to prevent these injustices even with such capable leaders.

Additionally, | have observed that police officers are being used for political
purposes, and IAS and IPS officers are under immense mental pressure, particularly
due to inappropriate postings. Shri Mithun Reddy, a sitting Member of Parliament
known for his gentle nature, was attacked in Chittor while trying to visit a friend, Mr.
Redappa Reddy, a dalit leader and former Member of Parliament. Their cars were
damaged, and Mr. Redappa Reddy's house was attacked. Yet, cases were filed
against the victims, including Redappa Reddy and Mithun Reddy. What can we say
about this? | regret to say that if such incidents go unaddressed by the Central
Government, it too will be held accountable for these developments.

Sir, between November 6™ and 12", 147 cases were registered against 680
YSRCP activists, with 49 arrests made. In just Nandyal district, 61 illegal cases were
filed. This is what is happening in Andhra Pradesh. My sole suggestion is that the
capable Home Minister should be wary as such misconduct may tarnish his
reputation. YSR party workers are being kidnapped, assaulted and even killed, while
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their families suffer. Where should we turn if our petitions to the President, the
Governor, the Prime Minister, and the Home Minister go unanswered? It is important
to note that if a minor crime occurs, typically only a small case would be registered,
and the accused would be released. However, this is not the case in Andhra
Pradesh. A film actor named Posani Krishna Murali is facing harassment through
multiple cases registered against him in Nandyal, Kurnool, and Guntur. His only crime
is criticizing the Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh. Criticism is a common aspect of
democratic discourse, even if directed towards the Prime Minister, Home Minister,
Cabinet Ministers, and Chief Ministers. The State Government seems to regard
criticism as a severe offence. The Constitution of India does not state that criticism is
wrong; if valid points are raised, they should be accepted, and reforms should follow.
It is the Central Government's responsibility to correct these issues. If the Central
Government, which is supposed to play a key role, continues to act as a mute
spectator, gross injustices will surely ensue.

Lastly, | would like to add one more point. Bureaucrats, particularly IAS and
IPS officers, are being targeted. These officers have constitutional protection for
performing their duties; without it, they cannot carry out their responsibilities in an
unbiased manner. What is the Department of Personnel and Training (DoPT) doing
about this? Is it not the responsibility of the DoPT to address these issues? What are
the rules and regulations of the DoPT? What is the purpose of keeping officers in
reserve without assigning them any postings? What kind of governance is being
practised in the State and the country? It is very unfortunate that the DoPT is not
fulfilling its responsibilities. Sir, through you, | wish to bring all these points to the
attention of the Honorable Home Minister.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Dr. Sasmit Patra.
SHRI SUBHAS CHANDRA BOSE PILLI : Sir, | still have some time left.

However,
several requests from various States have been submitted to the Central Government
to grant the BC Commission the same level of authority as the SC Commission.
Protests have been made, and the hon. Prime Minister has been approached
regarding this issue, but their demands have been neglected. | want to highlight what
our Constitution states. Article 340 of the Constitution of India allows the President to
appoint a commission to investigate the conditions of socially and educationally
backward classes. Hence, socio-economic and caste based census should be
conducted periodically. Thank you, Sir.

MR. CHAIRMAN: You have made your point, Subhasji. You are very graceful. Thank
you. Now, Dr. Sasmit Patra.

DR. SASMIT PATRA (Odisha): Hon. Chairman, Sir, | rise to deliberate on the
working of the Ministry of Home Affairs, an institution that sits at the core of India’s
internal governance and security matrix. It is incumbent upon us, as Members of this
august House, to not merely review but to re-imagine the Ministry’s role, performance
and priorities. | will comprehensively examine three major pillars, the Central Armed
Police Forces, the National Investigation Agency and the Disaster Management
apparatus. Through this lens, | would highlight not only achievements, but also
pressing challenges and lay down a clear, actionable roadmap for reform. But, before
proceeding, | salute all the security forces for their sacrifices over the years, selfless
hard work and commitment to the nation. Any number of parliamentary deliberations
cannot compare to the indomitable courage and selfless sacrifices that our security
forces and Central Armed Police Forces have done for the nation. | salute them.

At the forefront of India’s internal security are the Central Armed Police Forces,
the CRPF, BSF, CISF, ITBP, SSB and Assam Rifles. The form the sinews of our
border management, counter insurgency operations, anti-naxal campaigns and
disaster response. The CRPF particularly has successfully fought the Left-Wing
Extremism while the BSF and ITBP remain vigilant on our sensitive borders. The brave
CAPFs performances have shown success. Left Wing Extremism incidents have
dropped significantly over the last decade. The BSF has foiled infiltration attempts and
seized large quantities of narcotics and arms. The CISF has ensured foolproof
protection of our airports, nuclear installations and metro networks. However,
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beneath these operational excellence lies a worrying undercurrent for the human and
structural backbone supporting these successes.

(MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair.)

One of the most pressing issues is the acute manpower deficit, particularly at the
officer level. Certain CAPFs report shortfalls in supervisory roles, which has direct
repercussions on leadership, morale, and effectiveness. This shortage is amplified by
the outdated practice of relying heavily on deputations from State Police and IPS
Cadre, resulting in leadership discontinuity and lack of force-specific expertise.
Over-deployment is another concern for our forces. CRPF battalions, especially in
insurgency-hit areas, are being deployed for years without adequate recuperation
cycles. Continuous exposure to high-stress conflict zones, without rest, leaves
personnel vulnerable to fatigue. It is imperative that the Ministry launches an
ambitious and time-bound CAPF Modernisation and Welfare Mission 2030. The first
and foremost step must be creation of a dedicated CAPF officer cadre, ending the
dependence on deputation and fostering a professional leadership pipeline. Second,
rotational deployment policies should be institutionalised, ensuring that no company
remains in active conflict zones beyond a reasonable period. Third, there must be an
across-the-board welfare overhaul, including priority housing construction, family
health care packages, CAPF-specific scholarships, and the establishment of mental
health counselling units in every battalion. Equally vital is modernisation. Despite
commendable efforts, the pace of technology induction, be it night-vision equipment,
counter-IED technology, Al-powered surveillance drones, or terrain-specific
weaponry, is needed and in more quantities. | urge the Ministry to earmark a fixed
percentage of GDP exclusively for CAPF modernisation, with yearly targets and audits
ensuring implementation.

| come to the National Investigation Agency. It has emerged as India's principal
anti-terror and anti-organised crime investigative body. However, the Agency's
success stories cannot obscure the structural constraints under which it operates. In
recent years, the jurisdiction of the NIA has expanded considerably. Amendments
have imparted to probe offences related to human trafficking, cyber-terrorism,
narcotics, and counterfeit currency. While laudable, this expansion has stretched the
NIA's investigative capacity. More than 1,000 cases are under investigation, while the
process not being able to expedite despite best efforts of officers due to the need for
more manpower and resource requirements. Vacancy in sanctioned posts within the
NIA, need for more forensic labs, digital investigation wings and specialised
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cybercrime units further affects its efficiency. To address this, the Ministry must
embark on a two-pronged strategy. Staffing vacancies must be addressed
immediately. A special drive should aim to fill all sanctioned posts within the next
financial year while simultaneously creating a lateral entry mechanism to attract cyber
and forensic experts. Second, to decongest the headquarters of the NIA and
enhance efficiency, | propose five regional NIA hubs, which can be established across
north, south, east, west, and northeast zones. Each hub must be equipped with
state-of-the-art forensic laboratories, cyber-intelligence units, digital case
management systems, and dedicated liaison cells for State Police Forces. The
establishment of zonal NIA Special Courts, capable of handling sensitive cases with
speed, should accompany this decentralised structure.

Now, | come to disaster management apparatus. The Ministry's disaster
management apparatus via the NDMA and NDRF have demonstrated competency,
especially in mobilising relief operations during cyclones and floods. | come from
Odisha. In Odisha, we have the OSDMA and NDRF; we work together and many such
cyclones have been dealt with. However, the broader framework remains heavily
skewed towards post-disaster relief rather than pre-disaster preparedness and
resilience building. The solution lies in a paradigm shift from reaction to anticipation. |
propose the creation of an Integrated National Resilience Grid, digitally connecting the
IMD, ISRO, CWC, State disaster authorities, local municipalities and the District
Administrations. This Grid must offer real-time data integration, early warning
dissemination and centralised evacuation and resource co-ordination. A Dedicated
Disaster Mitigation Infrastructure Fund should be established, channeling investments
into flood control systems, earthquake resistant buildings and climate-adaptive
infrastructure, particularly in high-risk zones.

Now, | come to my conclusion. | have two minutes and | will conclude. In
conclusion, | would like to say that the Ministry of Home Affairs stands today at a
defining crossroad, a custodian not just of law and order but of the nation’s very
fabric of unity, resilience and progress. The Central Armed Police Forces, the National
Investigation Agency and our disaster management apparatus are the pillars upon
which the safety, security and well-being of over a billion citizens rests, but these
pillars, though strong, demand re-enforcement through bold reforms, structural
modernization and an unwavering commitment to the welfare of those who serve.
This is not merely a question of budget, policies or organizational charts. It is a
qguestion of envisioning a future where our CAPFs are not over-burdened; a future
where our premier investigative agencies are not constrained by shortage of hands or
tools but empowered by autonomy, technology and talent; a future where disaster
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management is not a race against time after calamity strikes but a seamless
anticipatory grid that saves lives and livelihoods before the storm hits. The sacrifices
of our security personnel, the dedication of our investigative officers and the resilience
of our disaster response teams demand nothing short of a transformative vision. I,
therefore, urge the hon. Home Minister and this House to seize this moment to invest,
to reform, to re-imagine, to build a Ministry of Home Affairs that is not just an
administrative edifice but the bedrock of a safe, secure, resilient and compassionate
India, for the security of the Republic is not an end in itself; it is the foundation upon
which justice, development and dignity for every citizen must flourish. | thank you, Sir.

The census is a very vital part of governance. It is not merely enumeration of
heads but a serious statistical interpretation of social, cultural, economic index of the
society. It gives planners opportunities to re-define and re-prioritise fund allocations
among different socio-economic classes, castes and groups as well as regions and
sub-regions.

SHRI HARIS BEERAN (Kerala): Thank You, Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, for having
given me the opportunity. | have got six points and | have got only three minutes. So,
| will take 30 seconds for each point. Sir, my first point is about the Census. This
Ministry is the Ministry tasked to conduct the Census. After 2011, for a long period of
14 years, there has not been any Census done. We know, Sir, Census is the mother
of all data. Many of the weaker sections of the society depend on the Census and get
the privileges and benefits out of the Census. The allocation of funds for Census, for
this particular year, also indicates that there is no provision for conducting Census
this year also. | want the Home Minister to answer in this House as to why the Census
is not done and when the Census will be done.

Secondly, on the disaster management aspect, Sir, Wayanad disaster
happened in July of 2024. It has been almost eight months since Wayanad disaster
happened. There is no policy as to the disbursal of the disaster relief fund as far as
States are concerned. The people who are the victims of this disaster are still on the
streets. They do not have any home; they do not have any employment. There is no
policy as far as the disaster management fund disbursal is concerned. So, | urge the
Ministry to have a policy in this regard. This is a disaster of severe nature, a calamity
of severe nature. So, whenever a disaster of this nature happens, there has to be a
policy that within this particular time, the money will be sent to the States.

Thirdly, Sir, on the Foreign Contribution Regulation Act, there have been a lot
of FCRA clearances for a lot of institutions in Kerala. These institutions belong to the
Christian minorities and Muslim minorities. They already have the FCRA clearances.
They run the orphanages, they run the hospitals, they run the educational institutions;
it is all free of cost. Suddenly, when there is a renewal of these FCRA clearances,
everything has been rejected wholesale. We do not know what the policy of the
Ministry is. Why is it not being renewed now, Sir? This also, the Home Minister has to
explain in the House. Now, as far as the drug related issue is concerned, it is a matter
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of grave concern. Drug abuse among the youth is a matter of very severe concern in
the State of Kerala. In 2024 alone, there were some 24,000 cases and majority of the
cases were drug-related cases. The crime rate is increasing over there. | want to
know why the drug abuse in Kerala has reached such a level despite the presence of
Central agencies like the Narcotic Control Bureau and what steps the Narcotic
Control Bureau and the Minister are taking to reduce drug abuse in Kerala. Fourthly, |
would like to say on the issue of atrocities against the minorities. | am starting from
Manipur. We all know the kind of displacement which has happened over there.
Some 65,000 people have been displaced. That is what the hon. Finance Minister
stated the other day. Homes have been destroyed. The response of the Ministry is
nothing. It is very evasive and vague. And, what steps is the Ministry pro-actively
taking, Sir”? (Time-bell rings.) Just 30 seconds, Sir. A report by the Centre for Study
of Society and Secularism says that there have been 59 communal riots in 2024 alone.
These incidents reflect a pattern of inadequate conflict resolution mechanism.
Moreover, Sir, this bulldozer demolitions and minority displacements are also
happening. | urge the Ministry to take action. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI SANDOSH KUMAR P: Sir, | have certain serious concerns.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI GHANSHYAM TIWARI): Not allowed. Please, three
minutes only.
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SHRI SANDOSH KUMAR P (Kerala): Sir, | have certain serious concerns related to
the functioning of the Home Ministry in our country, and | have no hesitation in stating
all those concerns because we are not at the mercy of any internal agency or any
probing agency.

Sir, my first concern is regarding the tribals in Chhattisgarh. We are not in
support of Maoism. Maoism is not Marxism at all. We stand with the security forces in
Chhattisgarh and throughout the country also. But, Sir, in the name of combating
Maoism, a large scale displacement of forest land is taking place, which is serving the
corporate interests in our country. Moreover, Maoism is a political issue. It should be
dealt with politically. Armed forces and annihilation will not serve the purpose. You are
now trying to make a naxal-free India, but what is happening instead is, it is going to
be a tribal-mukt bharat. So, this is a matter of grave concern which is related to the
life and livelihood of tribals throughout the country, especially in the Bastar area. So, |
take this opportunity to demand the Home Ministry to seriously reconsider their
policy. | would again like to make it very clear that we are not in support of Maoism.
We, as the CPI party, oppose it ideologically. But, this is, in turn, affecting lakhs of
tribals in Chhattisgarh, especially in the Bastar area. Most of the encounters are fake
encounters, simply flaunting the numbers in the name of Maoists and Naxals. That is
my number one concern.

My second concern is related to the narcotics in this country. Without political
help, these narcotics mafia cannot move like this. They are getting enormous support
from the political leaders. Nexus between the political leaders and narcotics mafia
must be inquired properly.

My third concern is related to the census. Census must be conducted as early
as possible. As stated by many of the speakers, it is the mother of all data.
Delimitation should take place accordingly. | would like to remind the speaker from
the BJP that it was Mr. Arun Jaitley who spoke in 2021, while moving the 84"
Amendment to the Constitution, about the importance of delimitation, that it should
not be done on population basis, but it should be done based on some other criteria
also. | request the Home Ministry to seriously take into consideration all these issues.

Need for providing treatment to all persons diagnosed with hepatitis in the country

SHRI A.D. SINGH (Bihar): Sir, as per the Global Hepatitis Report 2024 released by
the WHO, India has the second highest prevalence of viral Hepatitis cases,
accounting for 11 per cent of the global burden in 2022. As per the report, India
accounted for 2.9 crore Hepatitis-B cases and 55 lakh Hepatitis-C cases. An
estimated 1.2 lakh people died due to Hepatitis in the country. The cause of concern
is that Hepatitis diagnosis and treatment remains very low in the country. In 2022, only
2.4 per cent of Hepatitis-B cases were diagnosed, while none received treatment in
2022. On the other hand, 28 per cent of Hepatitis-C cases were diagnosed and only
21 per cent received treatment.

Viral Hepatitis is an infection that causes liver inflammation and may lead to liver
cirrhosis or liver cancer. Both Hepatitis-B and Hepatitis-C can be transmitted through
blood transfusion, infected needles, and contact with infected blood or from mother
to child during delivery. Hepatitis-B can be prevented through vaccine. Otherwise,
one has to take medicine throughout one’s life. Hepatitis-C can be cured through
medication. Although, there is a National Viral Hepatitis Control Programme, but the
reach of the programme is limited. Not all are receiving treatment under this
programme. The Government’s Viral Hepatitis Control Programme also offers the
vaccine to high risk adults only. However, the condition is such that eight out of ten
people who have been diagnosed with Hepatitis remain ineligible to receive the
treatment. The Government should ensure treatment to all those who have been
diagnosed with hepatitis.
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Demand for inclusion of Valmiki Community in the list of Scheduled Tribes (STs)
in Tamil Nadu

DR. M. THAMBIDURAI (Tamil Nadu): The Centre has been adding the vulnerable
communities in the List of STs or SCs in each State, depending on the
characteristics, after examining the same. | would like to point out that there is a
demand to include the Valmiki Community in the List of STs in Tamil Nadu. This
demand has been pending for a long time. This Community is already included in the
List of STs in the State of Karnataka. The State of Tamil Nadu is an adjacent State
and it is fit and proper that this Community is included in the List of ST in Tamil Nadu.
The people of the community had met a former Chief Minister and made the
representation to include them in the category of Scheduled Tribes. The Tribal
Research Centre, Ooty had been directed to examine it. It concluded that the Valmiki
Community possesses five distinctive tribal characteristics, namely, primitive traits,
distinct culture, shyness of contact, geographical isolation and social or economic
backwardness and recommended that they be included in the list of Scheduled
Tribes. Several measures were taken at the ground level, but final inclusion of this
Community in the ST List could not be achieved. Hence, it is requested that the
Centre may take action to include Valmiki Community in the List of STs in Tamil Nadu.

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Need to amend Wild Life Protection Act to prevent loss of human lives due to
attacks by wild animals

DR. V. SIVADASAN (Kerala): Sir, there is a need to amend the Wildlife Protection
Act to ensure scientific management of forests and wildlife in India. The number of
wild animals is increasing and even in cities, loss of lives is being reported on account
of wild animal attacks. An elderly person lost his life in Panoor Municipality of Kannur
district in a wild boar attack. He was attacked while he was visiting his farm. The
killing by elephants is continuing in Aralam. A tribal couple was killed in a wild
elephant attack while collecting cashew nuts at Aralam farm. Sir, there is an urgent
need to tackle this issue. The prevalent forest and wildlife laws are for protecting the
interests of the wild animals, but the protection is happening at the cost of the lives
and livelihoods of the tribals and famers living in the high range areas of Kerala and
other regions. In many an instance, the remedial measures suggested by the Act are
very costly and impractical. There is a need to adopt international standards when
dealing with such problems. There is a need to ensure local autonomy and freedom,
so that the States could effectively tackle the issue. The Government should take
urgent steps in this regard.

Concern over problems being faced by chilli farmers in Andhra Pradesh

SHRI YERRAM VENKATA SUBBA REDDY (Andhra Pradesh): Chillis constitute nearly
40 per cent of India’s total spice exports and Andhra Pradesh is the largest Chill
producer in India. Being largest in Asia, Guntur chilli market sets domestic and global
chilli price trends. But this season, the price of chilli has fallen to Rs.7,000 per quintal
when compared to last year’s Rs.28,000 per quintal. Chilli farmers are demanding
remunerative price for chillis. The Government of India (GOI), after demand by former
Andhra Pradesh CM, implemented Market Intervention Scheme (MIS) by fixing price
at Rs.11,781 per quintal, with a condition that it will buy only 25 per cent of total stock.
Hence, | demand the Government to fix MSP for Chilli at Rs.20,000 per quintal. The
Government of India should invoke Price Deficiency Payment Scheme and procure
100 per cent chillis from farmers. The Government of India should bear entire cost of
procurement. The Union Cabinet should take stock of situation and, if need be,
approve these and other proposals in favour of farmers. The Government of India
should restore RBK system and introduce free crop insurance scheme in Andhra
Pradesh and strengthen e-Crop.
