Concern over the Rat-hole mining of coal in the Dima Hasao district of Assam

SHRI AJIT KUMAR BHUYAN (Assam): Thank you, Sir, for allowing me to raise a
very important issue pertaining to Assam, namely, the issue of death of nine labourers
working in an illegal rat-hole coal mine in Umrangso, Dima Hasao District in Assam.

This tragic incident is an example of how the State Government is compromising on
the matter of environmental protection and jeopardising human lives. We all know
that the National Green Tribunal had banned rat-hole mining, and the hon. Supreme
Court had upheld it as such mining has adverse environmental consequences. A
Commission headed by Justice (retired) B.P. Katakey, has also in its report pointed
out way back in the year about rampant illegal coal mining in Assam. In spite of such
conclusive evidence, the illegal mining is continuing in Assam just under the nose of
State Government authorities.

Demand to provide assistance in increasing the income of farmers of Punjab

SHRI SANT BALBIR SINGH: *Sir, | rise today to bring to the attention of this House a
matter of urgent public importance concerning the farmers of Punjab and their
deteriorating economic condition. In 2012, the Government had made a promise to
double the income of farmers across the country. However, even after more than a
decade, this promise remains unfulfiled. A committee constituted by the hon.
Supreme Court recently concluded that the daily income of a farmer is approximately
Rs. 27. This amount is abysmally low and insufficient for even basic survival. It is this
dire financial situation that has driven farmers and farm laborers to the brink, with
many resorting to the tragic step of ending their lives. According to the National
Crime Records Bureau (NCRB), since 1995, nearly 400,000 farmers and farm
laborers across India have committed suicide. Closer to home, a survey conducted
by three prominent universities in Punjab between 2000 and 2015 revealed that 16,006
farmers in the state took their own lives during this period. It is deeply unfortunate
that no proper, up-to-date record of suicides, by farmers and farm laborers is being
maintained, which reflects a lack of seriousness towards addressing this crisis.
Punjab today is burdened with a debt of approximately Rs. 3.73 lakh crore. With
a population of 3,20,00,000, this translates to an average debt of Rs. 1,00,000 per
individual in the state. Meanwhile, the Central Government recently increased the
salaries of Members of Parliament by 24%b, citing the rise in the Inflationary Index as
the reason. If inflation is a justification for enhancing our salaries, then, surely the
farmers and labourers, who are the biggest victims of rising prices, deserve greater
consideration. The Government must honor its commitment to double the income of
farmers.
It is disheartening to note that while the Government has waived off loans worth
Rs. 16 lakh crore for corporates, the debt of Rs. 3.73 lakh crore burdening Punjab’s
farmers has been ignored. | urge the Government to waive this debt to provide much-
needed relief to the farming community. Instead of concrete action, we see only
politics being played in the name of farmers and farm laborers, with no tangible
results.
Sir, the Government currently provides Minimum Support Price (MSP) for 23
crops, but how many of these crops are actually procured at the fixed MSP? Farmers

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are demanding a legal guarantee for MSP on all agricultural produce to ensure that
they can recover at least the minimum input costs incurred in cultivation.This is not
just a demand—it is a necessity for their survival. When farmers are forced to sell
their produce at a loss due to the absence of assured MSP, they are pushed deeper
into despair, often leading to suicide. This is the primary reason behind the ongoing
farmer agitations across the country, including in Punjab, where they seek a legal
guarantee for MSP. Furthermore, | propose that opening the international border
between India and Pakistan for trade could significantly benefit Punjab’s farmers.
Enhanced trade opportunities would provide them with access to larger markets,
thereby increasing their income and reducing their economic hardships.

In conclusion, | appeal to the Government to take immediate and concrete
steps, namely, waive the debt of Punjab’s farmers, ensure a legal guarantee for
MSP, and explore trade opportunities that uplift the agricultural community. Thank
you, Sir.

Demand to consult Government of West Bengal regarding release of Teesta
River water to Bangladesh

SHRI RITABRATA BANERJEE (West Bengal): Sir, the Teesta River is a 414 km long
river rising in the Eastern Himalayas, flowing through Sikkim and West Bengal and
subsequently entering into Bangladesh to flow into the Bay of Bengal. The Teesta is
the second largest river in our State and traverses through our districts of
Kalimgpong, Darjeeling, Jalpaiguri and Cooch Behar before entering Bangladesh.
The health of the Teesta River is suffering due to construction of a series of hydro-
power projects in Sikkim, deforestation at the upper catchment area, and climate
change. The hon. Chief Minister of West Bengal, Ms. Mamata Banerjee, had
conveyed her strong reservation that no discussion regarding sharing of water and
Farakka Treaty should be taken up with Bangladesh without the involvement of the
West Bengal Government. The people of West Bengal would be the worst sufferers
due to the impact of Agreements on water sharing between India and Bangladesh.
The Government of India is in the process of renewing the Indo-Bangladesh Farakka
Treaty, 1996, which is to expire in 2026. It has huge implications for the people of our
State as far as their livelihoods are concerned and the water which is diverted at the
Farakka Barrage is creating navigability problems for the Kolkata port.

Sir, it is highly necessary to bring to the notice of the Union Government that
river morphology has changed in the eastern part of India and Bangladesh over many
years which has deprived West Bengal and negatively impacted the water availability
in the State. Lakhs of our people have been displaced from their habitations,
rendering them homeless and leading to loss of livelihood. The reduced silt load in
the Hooghly River has impeded the nourishment of our Sundarbans Delta also.

Now, our hon. Chief Minister, Ms. Mamata Banerjee, has written to the hon.
Prime Minister thrice, highlighting that the Farakka Barrage has caused flooding and
erosion in the State of West Bengal in a very big way. Water flow in the Teesta River
has gone down over the years and it is estimated that if any water is shared with
Bangladesh, lakhs of people in the northern part of our State will get severely
impacted due to inadequate availability of irrigation water. Teesta water is also for
meeting drinking water requirements of the residents in the northern part of Bengal. It
is, therefore, not feasible to share Teesta water with Bangladesh. An Indo-Bhutan
River Commission is also an urgent need of the hour, as flash floods from trans-
boundary rivers in Bhutan are having devastating impacts on the northern districts of

Dr. Fauzia Khan, “Need to address the challenges faced by women officers in
India's security forces.”

Need to address the challenges faced by women officers in India's security forces

DR. FAUZIA KHAN (Maharashtra): Sir, after the tragic stampede at the New Delhi
Railway Station on 15™ February, a photo went viral showing a woman RPF constable
patrolling the station with her one year old child strapped to her chest. While glorified
by the RPF as a symbol of Nari Shakti, | believe, the photo actually highlights the
systemic challenges faced by women personnel in security forces and the failure of
the system to provide basic support to working mothers. This is no sign of
empowerment but of the need for institutional reforms to support working mothers in
uniform. Women in security forces already face significant challenges. The nature of
security work directly clashes with consistent care that the young children need.
What is needed is toilets, creches, baby care or breastfeeding rooms everywhere so
that women can effectively manage both their professional and maternal
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responsibilities. Everywhere, including in the Parliament Building, the Government’s
goal of increasing female representation in security forces, which currently stands at a
mere 4.4 per cent in Central Armed Police Forces, must be supported by sustainable
policies. Women at border security positions often face the dilemma of choosing
between careers and the well-being of their children. A 2024 study has revealed that
out of 209 police stations in Delhi, only two had sanitary pad vending machines and
even those two were poorly maintained. We need urgent and comprehensive
reforms. Expanding childcare facilities at every major and minor security installation is
crucial. Initiatives like the day care centres of the Bengaluru Police should serve as a
model nation wise. Moreover, financial support is essential for situations where onsite
childcare is not available. The vision of Nari Shakti must go beyond mere optics and
must be backed by real tangible support for women. The policy-makers must
acknowledge that enabling women to thrive in these roles requires systemic changes,
investments in infrastructure, improved workplace facilities, flexible policies, financial
assistance and recognition of their dual responsibilities. Childcare should be regarded

(SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI): (a) to (c) A statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) A statement indicating State/UT-wise coverage of beneficiaries under the
National Food Security Act, 2013 is at Annexure-I.

(b)  Foodgrains are made available by Food Corporation of India (FCI) to the
States/UTs free of cost under the NFSA, for which food subsidy is released to FCI.
Only in the case of States participating in the Decentralized Procurement (DCP),
under which State Government take responsibility of procurement of foodgrains and
its distribution to the eligible households, that food subsidy is released directly to
State Governments. Ministry of Finance allocates scheme-wise fund as a whole.
There is no State-wise fund allocation for Food Subsidy

The details of food subsidy allocated to and released by Department of Food
& Public Distribution (DFPD) may be seen at Annexure-ll and state-wise funds
released to DCP States by DFPD during the last three years are attached at
Annexure-Ill.

Central Government also provides assistance to States/UTs under the scheme
“Assistance to State Agencies for intra-State movement of foodgrains and FPS
dealers’ margin under NFSA” A Statement indicating the fund released to States/UTs
under this scheme during the last three years is at Annexure-IV.

Under the Act, free of cost foodgrains are distributed to beneficiaries. The
term “foodgrains” is defined as rice, wheat or coarse grains or any combination
thereof conforming to such quality norms as may be determined, by order, by the
Central Government from time to time. No other commodity is distributed under the
Act.

(¢) The Act provides for coverage of upto 75% of the rural and upto 50% of the
urban population, which at Census 2011 comes out to 81.35 crore persons. At
present, against intended coverage of 81.35 crore, 80.56 crore beneficiaries are
identified by the States/UTs under the Act. The identification of beneficiaries by
States/Union Territories (UTs) is a continuous process, which involves exclusion of
ineligible/ fake/ duplicate ration cards and also exclusion on account of death,
migration etc. and inclusion on account of birth as also that of genuine left-out
households.

Minister, he says, “Under the National Food Security Act, 2013, free-of-cost
food grains are distributed to beneficiaries”. Sir, | hope the hon. Minister does not
get pulled up or removed from his assignment because of this admission that he has
made, for the first time in 11 years, that the Government has acknowledged that
under the National Food Security Act, 2013, free-of-cost food grains are distributed
to beneficiaries.

MR. CHAIRMAN: You should appreciate the Minister for saying so.

SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH: Sir, this is an appreciation of the answer. He has
acknowledged that there was an India before 2014 also.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Jairamji, there was an India also before 1947. We have a long
history.

SHRI JAIRAM RAMESH: Yes, Sir. That should be addressed to the Treasury
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Benches, not to us. We recognize it. Sir, if you go by the answer of the hon.
Minister, the difference between intended beneficiaries and identified beneficiaries is
eight million. That means eight million Indians today, who are entitled under
the National Food Security Act for free food grains, are not getting free rations, by the
Minister’s own admission. So, my first question is this: How will this gap between
intended beneficiaries and identified beneficiaries be filled up? Second, last week,
the Chairperson of the Congress Parliamentary Party had pointed out in her Zero
Hour intervention that the 2011 Census has not been updated. There has not been a
2021 Census. As a result of that, almost 14 crore Indians, who are eligible under the
National Food Security Act, are not getting the benefit. My question to the hon.
Minister is when the 2021 Census will be conducted so that the National Food
Security Act is updated in terms of free distribution of food grains.

Scheme, so far, and the progress made under this scheme in Jharkhand?

THE MINISTER OF NEW AND RENEWABLE ENERGY (SHRI PRALHAD
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JOSHI): (a) to (c) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.
Statement

(a) The scheme for “Development of Solar Parks and Ultra Mega Solar Power
Projects” has been successful in setting up large-scale solar projects in the country.

(b) As on 28.02.2025, solar park infrastructure has been fully developed in 18
solar parks and partially developed in 6 solar parks. Solar projects of aggregate
capacity 12,396 MW have been set up in these 24 solar parks. As per inputs received
from various Solar Power Park Developers, around 22 billion units of solar energy was
generated from the solar parks during FY 2023-24.

(c) As on 28-02-2025, 55 solar parks have been sanctioned in 13 States. The
state-wise details of solar parks sanctioned in the country under the scheme,
including Jharkhand, are given at Annexure.

*258. SHRI YERRAM VENKATA SUBBA REDDY: Will the Minister of HEALTH AND
FAMILY WELFARE be pleased to state:

(a) whether there are 107 teaching and 450 non-teaching post lying vacant in
AlIMS, Mangalagiri out of the sanctioned 259 teaching and 1469 non-
teaching posts, respectively;

(b) whether a vacancy of 41 per cent, in AlIMS, Mangalagiri is the highest
amongst all AlIMS;

(c) whether the Ministry considers conducting a special drive to fill in the above
vacancies; and
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(d) if not, the reasons therefor?

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH
NADDA): (a)to (d) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.

Statement

(a) to (d) Creation of posts and recruitment is a continuous and dynamic
process. In All India Institute of Medical Sciences (AIIMS) Mangalagiri set up under
the Pradhan Mantri Swasthya Suraksha Yojana (PMSSY) out of 1728 (faculty and
non-faculty) posts sanctioned, 1290 (74.65%) posts are filled and 438 (25.35 %)
posts are vacant. Status is placed at Annexure.

Filing up of vacant faculty/ non-faculty positions is contingent on various
factors including availability of eligible, qualified doctors/health professionals,
reservation roster, location of the Institute etc. In order to expeditiously fill vacant
sanctioned positions in the newly set up AIIMS under PMSSY, following special
measures have been taken by the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare:

(i) Standing Selection Committee has been constituted in each AIIMS as per the
provision of the AIIMS Act to facilitate expeditious filling up of vacant faculty positions.
(i) Conduct of Institute of National Importance Combined Entrance Test (INI-CET)
and Institute of National Importance Super Speciality (INI-SS) exam twice a year to
select Junior Residents (Academic) and Senior Residents (Academic).

(i) Conduct of Centralized Nursing Officer Recruitment Common Eligibility Test
(NORCET) by AIIMS Delhi for recruitment of Nursing Officers twice a year.

(iv) Conduct of Common Recruitment Examination (CRE) by AlIMS Delhi for
recruitment of Group B and C non-faculty.

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SHRI YERRAM VENKATA SUBBA REDDY: Sir, hon. Minister, in his reply, has
submitted that out of total sanctioned posts of 1,728, only 1,298 posts have been
filled. The balance of 438 posts are yet to be filled. So, | would like to know from the
hon. Minister when the Standing Selection Committee was constituted in AlIMS,
Mangalagiri and what it has done since its constitution to recruit faculty positions. |
would like to also know from the hon. Minister the timeframe within which all faculty
positions in AIIMS, Mangalagiri, will be filled on a regular basis.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Sir, this Question pertains to All India Institute of
Medical Sciences, Mangalagiri. But, in my very detailed reply while answering the
debate on the Working of the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, | had elaborated
and said that we have to understand two things. Number one, the All India Institute
of Medical Sciences have grown in a very short span of 10 years under the dynamic
leadership of hon. Prime Minister Modiji from 6 to 22. And, when | say so, | would
also like to suggest that we have not diluted the brand of All India Institute of Medical
Sciences. S0, we are recruiting continuously and the recruitment process is
continuous and dynamic in nature. What we see is, number one, the eligible
candidates. We also see the reservation roster and it depends on the location of the
institute also. We have a permanent Standing Selection Committee for recruiting the
faculty members, which meets from time-to-time and accordingly they are recruited.
Number two, we have got the Institute of National Importance Super Speciality
Examination for Senior Residents. We have the examination twice a year. Every six
months, we have an examination. In the same way, we have got an Institute of
National Importance Combined Entrance Test for Junior Research Fellowship. So,
for JRs also, the test is conducted twice a year. Now, we can go as fast as we can. |
would also like to enlighten the House that the Centralized Nursing Officer
Recruitment Common Eligibility Test for Nursing Officers is also held twice a year.
So, for Nursing, for Paramedics, for JRs, Junior Residents, for Senior Residents, and
for faculty members, we leave no stone unturned. We obey the rosters also, but at
the same time, we see that we do not compromise with the standards of the All India
Institute of Medical Sciences and that brand name does not get diluted. We have
Common Recruitment Examination for Group ‘C’ and ‘B’ posts also. Here, | would
also like to say that when you talk about Mangalgiri, we have 259 posts for faculty,
and 58.69 per cent is filled. Of course, 41 per cent is to be done and we are going
very fast on it and, | assure you, we will go very fast on it. For the non-faculty
positions, we have recruited 77 per cent, and the total is 74 per cent which has been
recruited in Mangalgiri. What | would like to assure the hon. Member is that for All
India Institute of Medical Sciences, this continuous and dynamic process is in
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automated mode. We have to only monitor and see to it that the posts are filled. But,
despite the leap for the All India Institute of Medical Sciences from 6 to 22 being so
huge, we are not compromising on the brand and are taking care of that. We are
going as fast as we can.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Hon. Minister, in your reply to the debate on the Demands of the
Ministry, you had exhaustively focused on this. Second Supplementary; Shri Yerram
Venkata Subba Reddy.

SHRI YERRAM VENKATA SUBBA REDDY: Sir, | welcome that the hon. Finance
Minister announced in the Budget to set up Day Care Cancer Centres in all the district
hospitals. But | would like to know from the hon. Minister, since you are registering
nearly 15 lakh cases annually, whether all the proposed Day Care Cancer Centres in
districts will have a separate Department for Cancer patients and facilities for
screening, X-Ray and mobile testing facilities, etc. Sir, | would also like to know as
to whether AIIMS Mangalagiri has Tertiary Care Cancer Centre. If not, will the hon.
Minister consider setting up of this Centre in AlIMS Mangalagiri?

MR. CHAIRMAN: Please be specific.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Sir, out of the two supplementaries which he has
asked, number one is related to Cancer. Although that does not pertain to this
question, but | will say that the hon. Finance Minister has announced that every
district will have a Cancer Care Centre in next three years. | assure that more than
300 Cancer Centres are working at the moment. | do not have the exact figures, but
approximately 300-plus day care Cancer centres are working. This year, we are going
to have 200 day care Cancer centres and within three years, all districts will have day
care Cancer centres. When | say ‘day care Cancer centres’, they will have
Chemotherapy and other equipments also for giving treatment to the patients. That is
number one. Number two, Mangalagiri is having a full-fledged Department of
Oncology. All the All India Institutes of Medical Sciences are having it full-fledged and
state-of-the-art equipments are being provided to Mangalagiri also.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Supplementary number three; Shri Tiruchi Siva.
SHRI TIRUCHI SIVA: Sir, in the statement by the Minister, it was mentioned that the

vacancies in faculty is 41.31 per cent and in non-faculty, it is 22.53 per cent. On the
reasons for the vacancy, you said that there are lack of eligible qualified doctors,
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health professionals, reservation roster and location of the institute. Whether it
applies to non-faculty also, is the difference. Sir, | would like to say that in Guindy,
Chennai, 1,000-bedded Kalaignar Centenary Super Speciality Hospital has been
constructed in three years. The AIIMS which you announced to be operational by
2020 in 2015 has not yet come into operation. My question is: What is the status of it?
What is the time-line and when would it be operational ?

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Sir, it is not related to this question. But, certainly,
there were initially some problems which have arisen in Madurai. But now it is in full
swing and we are trying to see to it that the construction work takes place in due time
and it would be operational very soon.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Supplementary no. 4; Shri Sandosh Kumar P.

SHRI SANDOSH KUMAR P: Sir, establishment of a new AIIMS is a long- pending
demand from the State of Kerala. What prevents you from allowing a new AlIMS to
Kerala? If nothing prevents, when are you going to announce the same?

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Sir, nothing prevents us. We are consolidating at
this point the existing All India Institute of Medical Sciences. In our statement, we
have said that we are trying to remove the regional imbalances. And that is why
priority-wise, we have given All India Institute of Medical Sciences to those regions
which did not have any public or private good quality hospitals. We concentrated in
North-East, Assam. We went to Bhubaneswar. We went to North. So we are trying
to see to it that the areas which have been ignored, have been taken care of and
Kerala will also be taken care of.

Guidelines for Ambulance Procurement

*259. SHRI SANJEEV ARORA: Will the Minister of HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE
be pleased to state:

(a)  whether the Ministry has formulated any guidelines/SOPs for the States to
ensure that the ambulances procured by the hospitals are as per AIS125
Standards;

(b) if so, the details of the guidelines/SOPs issued;

(c)  whether there is any alternate mechanism to ensure that the ambulances
procured by the States/UTs are as per AlS125 Standards; and

(d) if so, the details thereof ?

THE MINISTER OF HEALTH AND FAMILY WELFARE (JAGAT PRAKASH
NADDA): (a) to (d) A Statement is laid on the Table of the House.
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Statement

(a) to (d) Ministry of Road Transport & Highways (MoRTH) has issued the
Automotive Industry Standard (AIS 125) also called the National Ambulance Code,
that lays down the guidelines for State/UT governments and Non-Government
Organizations regarding the standards for ambulances in the country. AIS 125
outlines specifications for vehicle dimension, loading capacity & safety features such
as fire extinguishers & emergency exits. AlS 125 specifies equipments for Basic Life
Support (BLS) and Advanced Life Support (ALS) ambulances. These standards
ensure that the ambulances are designed with safety features & medical equipments
to provide effective emergency care. The guidelines are available at
https://morth.nic.in/sites/default/files/AS1/352018104443AMAIS_125.pdf

The Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (MoHFW) provides technical and
financial support to the States/UTs under the State Programme Implementation Plans
(PIPS) to strengthen their emergency response system including the provisioning of
National Ambulance Services (NAS). As “Public Health and Hospitals” is State
subject, the primary responsibility of strengthening public healthcare system,
including deployment of ambulances, maintaining standards, ensuring their
functionality and operationality lies with the respective State/UT Governments. NHM
provides operating cost under OPEX and CAPEX model as per norms.

Technical teams from state health departments evaluate ambulances to confirm
compliance with AIS-125 standards.

DR. FAUZIA KHAN: Sir, emergency medical services in Maharashtra, and across
India, are suffering from severe inadequacies. Despite efforts under the NHM,
systemic gaps continue to jeopardize the lives of those in urgent need of care. In
November, 2024, a pregnant woman in Maharashtra's Palghar lost her life in transit
as her ambulance was not equipped with basic life-saving equipment, like oxygen. A
recent CAG Report also has highlighted deficiencies in tribal and rural health
infrastructure in Maharashtra, especially the acute shortage of ambulances equipped
to provide essential care. What steps is the Government taking to prevent such
tragic incidents? And, what steps are being taken to augment the number of BLS
and ALS ambulances and revise the existing ratio of BLS and ALS ambulances as per
population standards ?

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: Sir, | will answer the question which hon. Member
has raised. But it gives an impression that something very wrong is going on. |
would like to enlighten the House — | had highlighted it when | was discussing about
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the Working of the Health Ministry -- that the MMR of India is more than double than
the global decline. The IMR is also more than the global decline.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Being double is good! But, sometimes being double may
be bad.

SHRI JAGAT PRAKASH NADDA: The rate of decline in mortality is much higher. So,
a lot of good things are being done by Ministry of Health and Family Welfare. Now,
as far as the National Health Mission (NHM) is concerned, we provide technical and
financial support according to the Programme Implementation Plan. Every district,
every State has to make a Programme Implementation Plan. In that, they have to
enlist what they need, whether they need equipment; whether they need
ambulances, what the need of that district is! And, | am happy to share with you that
Government of India takes care of fulfilling all those demands, which are in the
Program Implementation Plan, which are mutually agreed upon. Now, as far as the
automated industry standard which has been laid down by the Ministry of Road and
Highways, AlS-125, called as the National Ambulance Code is concerned, we supply
ambulances to all States, UTs, and also to the NGOs. Now, it specifies, on all
vehicles which we supply, the vehicle dimension is there, the loading capacity is also
told, the safety features are there, fire extinguisher is there, emergency exits are
there, and, as you yourself have said, provide basic life support and advanced life
support. So, we keep on doing this according to the population.  For five lakh
population, we have got ALS ambulance and for over one lakh population, we have
got BLS. So, we assure the Member that it will be taken care of.

SHRI RITABRATA BANERJEE: The Union and Concurrent Lists under the Seventh
Schedule of the Constitution do not include entries related to disaster management.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Yes. Please take your seat. ...(Interruptions)..

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SHRI RITABRATA BANERJEE: While introducing the Bill in the Lok Sabha last year,
the hon. Minister of Home Affairs stated that the Bill is derived from Entry 23 of the
Concurrent List. Entry 23 pertains to social security, pertains to social insurance,
pertains to employment and unemployment. Disaster management does not fall under
the ambit of this entry. Where does the Government derive the authority to enact this
legislation?

Secondly, nearly two decades have passed since the enactment of the
Disaster Management Act, yet this Bill fails to incorporate lessons learnt from its
implementation. Let me give you two examples to prove my point. Number one, the
Disaster Management Act establishes several authorities at Union, State and district
levels. The Amendment Bill seeks to provide statutory status to pre-existing
organizations such as the National Crisis Management Committee and a high level
committee. Additionally, multiple corporations would come under the jurisdiction of
the Urban Disaster Management Authority (UDMA) instead of the District Disaster
Management Authority (DDI\/IA). Sir, now, a major concern of the Disaster
Management Act has been the excessive centralization, especially on matter of funds.
Severity of the disaster is not a criterion for prompt disbursal of funds. The Bill also
fails to mention this. Our past experience has shown that you cannot strengthen
authorities without necessary financial devolution. States are constantly left at the
mercy of the Union Government. Let me explain. After Cyclone Bulbul in 2019-20,
the Bengal Government requested close to Rs. 7,500 crores from the NDRF. We
received only 13 per cent of the requested funds. Sir, | repeat. We demanded Rs.
7,500 crores. ..(Interruptions).. Only 13 per cent of the requested funds were
received. Then, came Cyclone Amphan. ...(Interruptions )...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please take your seats.

SHRI RITABRATA BANERJEE: Sir, 354 people died, 24,000 livestock lost, and over
5.6 lakh houses were damaged. We only got 6 per cent of the funds we demanded.
For Cyclone Yaas, where 18 of our 23 districts were severely affected, and | repeat,
Sir, in Cyclone Yaas, 18 of our 23 districts were severely affected, not a single rupee
was disbursed by the NDRF. In the hon. Finance Minister's Budget Speech last year,
assistance measures were announced for Sikkim, Bihar, Assam, Himachal Pradesh
and Uttarakhand. We are genuinely happy for those States. But, why is West Bengal
left out again and again? The northern part of Bengal, including Jalpaiguri,
Alipurduars, Darjeeling and Kalimpong face some of the worst floods every year.
Transboundary waters from Bhutan are flooding the areas. Now, what is happening in
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the Northern part? According to the CAG Report, West Bengal suffered average
annual damages worth almost Rs. 8,800 crores between 2013 and 2017. This was
much higher than the All India average of the last 60 years - | repeat, Sir, much higher
than the All India average of the last 60 years. Yet, the Union Government withheld
funds and ignored the people of West Bengal. Let me say this on record, this trend of
withholding funds to non-NDA States is a violation of our constitutional principles.
You cannot combat Ms. Mamata Banerjee politically. You cannot combat Shri
Abhishek Banerjee politically. You go on depriving the people of our State.
...(/m‘erru,oﬁons)... You are punishing our State. You are punishing the other States
where you cannot win politically. ... (/m‘erru,oz‘/ons)... You are choking the people simply
because they did not vote for you. ...(Interruptions).. On top of that, not a single
rupee has been sanctioned for the Ghatal Master Plan, putting the lives
of 1/ lakh of our people in Paschim and Pubra Medinipur districts at serious risk.
..(Interruptions )...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please take your seats.

SHRI RITABRATA BANERJEE: Despite the Union Government turning its back on
the people of West Bengal, the State Government under the leadership of Ms.
Mamata Banerjee has already completed 19 kilometer resuscitation of river bank,
using its own resources. Now, Sir, | will come to some very important points. Since
2009, the Bengal Government has received only 7 per cent of the requested funds for
disaster relief. | repeat, Sir, we have received only 7 per cent of the requested funds
for disaster relief. The expenditure for Central Sector Schemes includes funds for
Relief and Rehabilitation, Freedom Fighters' Pensions and Disaster Management. The
decrease has been to the tune of 40 per cent from the last year. In 2022, 25 lakh
people were displaced due to climate-induced disasters. The aid that was provided
for Cyclone Yaas, | have mentioned, was a big zero. This is a calculated decision to
penalize the States run by non-BJP parties. The Disaster Management Bill, which
you are bringing to Parliament, is also anti-federal. Our party wants this Bill to be
examined by a parliamentary committee. Do not rush it like the Farm Laws. This is a
request from us. In West Bengal, floods were triggered by the release of water from
various reservoirs of the Damodar Valley Corporation without prior intimation to our
State Government. These floods which were happening due to the release of water of
DVC are completely man-made floods. These are man-made floods where our
people are submerged in water. Now, these are man-made floods, and why did the
Union Government not engage in dredging and desilting? The West Bengal State
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Government and our Disaster Management Department have enough infrastructure to
manage rainfall. The Damodar Valley Corporation was set up as the first multi-
purpose river valley project of independent India. During the floods in 2024 last year, |
personally had the experience to be in a number of districts in Malda. Our M.P.,
Shrimati Mausam Noor hails from Malda. | have been to the other parts where
devastating floods have been there. In 2024, we have the worst floods caused by the
Damodar Valley Corporation’s release of water since 2009. Around five million people
across thousand square kilometres were affected. This happened just before our
biggest festival of Durga Puja. Even during Durga Puja, there were areas in Malda
which were completely submerged under water. Why were you trying to drown the
people of Bengal? We want to ask through you, Sir, as to why they were trying to
drown the people of Bengal. Why did the Union Government unilaterally release such
huge volumes of water without consulting the State Government concerned? This is
not cooperative federalism. It is clear that when disaster strikes, creating multiple
authorities will only make coordination harder. This will delay response efforts and
ultimately put people at risk. What is baffling is that these provisions go against the
very purpose of the Bill. That is why we are telling on behalf of our party, All India
Trinamool Congress that Bill must be sent to the Committee on Home Affairs for a
thorough scrutiny. Our hon. Chief Minister, Ms. Mamata Banerjee wrote letters to the
hon. Prime Minister in the month of September. On 20" and 22" September, 2024,
the hon. Chief Minister of Bengal, Ms. Mamata Banerjee wrote two letters to hon.
Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi on the flood situation in the State pointing out that
all critical decisions to release water were made unilaterally by the representatives of
the Central Water Commission (CWC) without arriving at a consensus. This was the
second letter that our Chief Minister wrote to the Prime Minister in a span of two days.
It was regarding the release of water from the reservoirs controlled by the Damodar
Valley Corporation for inundation of large areas in south Bengal.

Sir, through you, | would like to know from the Government under what
conditions all critical decisions are made unilaterally by the representatives of the
Central Water Commission, Ministry of Jal Shakti, Government of India without
arriving at a consensus. Sometimes, water releases take place even without any
notice to the State Government, and the request and views of the State Government
of West Bengal are completely ignored. At times, the peak releases from the
reservoirs of DVC lasting for a prolonged period of nine hours are conducted with only
three and a half hours’ notice. | repeat, you are releasing water for nine hours and
only three and a half hours notice we are getting, which proves insufficient for
effective disaster management. Now, | want to mention here that the Bengal Delta,

which is a densely-populated region vulnerable to natural disasters, faces escalating
climate calamities including tidal inundation, rising sea level and increased cyclonic
activity, potentially displacing millions by 2050. This is the latest report that is arriving
throughout the globe. Historically, the Bengal Delta also known as the Ganges-
Brahmaputra Delta, has been a region prone to natural calamities particularly,
cyclones, severe thunderstorms and floods due to its low-lying flood prone nature
and a typical location in the Bay of Bengal. The Bengal Delta is a vast, low-lying area
where the Ganges and Brahmaputra rivers flow into the Bay of Bengal, making it a
highly vulnerable region to natural disasters. The delta’s river systems, including the
Ganges, Brahmaputra, Padma and Meghna, all are prone to flooding. They are
flowing into the Bay of Bengal. Especially, during the monsoon season, they are
prone to flooding, leading to significant disruption and damage.

Sir, | will mention and | will go to the pages of history as to why this Bengal
delta is the most vulnerable one. It was the then Governor-General of Bengal, Charles
Canning, who desired to form a port in his own name. He was living, but he desired
to have a city, a port in his own name. He named that city as ‘Canning’ on the Matla
River. His name was Charles Canning and the port was named as ‘Port Canning’.
Now, he did not listen to anybody. He said, “Port Canning will become an alternative
to Singapore. His name will be there and his name will always be there.” Sir, what
happened? There was a person, an Englishman, who had served in the Caribbean
for a long time. His name was James Spidington. James Spidington had served in
the Caribbean as an English Merchant Navy officer. He was staying in Calcutta. He
wrote a series of letters to the Governor-General, Charles Canning. He cautioned
Charles Canning that the delta river system, including Ganges, had a history of
devastating natural disasters, such as the Hooghly River Cyclone of 1737, considered
one of the deadliest natural disasters in history. He advised, “Don't create this city,
don't create this port in your own name.” However, Charles Canning did not listen to
his warning. And, in 1867, a disastrous cyclone ravaged the port city of Canning,
leaving it a bleached skeleton. We must learn from history and heed the advice of
those who understand.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Speak on the subject.

Let me remind
the Union Government that when the Disaster Management Bill was introduced in this
House in 2005, it was referred to the Committee on Home Affairs. The Committee
took the time to gather comments from State and Union Territories, visited disaster
affected areas and studied existing disaster laws across States. Now, we have an
Amendment Bill coming after nearly two decades. And, in the backdrop of multiple
civil disasters, this Bill fails to address the challenges we have.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Your time is over. Ritabratayi, please conclude.

SHRI RITABRATA BANERJEE: Sir, | crave your indulgence. | will take half-a-minute.
This Bill does not reflect the challenges we have faced and the lessons we have
learned over the last decades. Legislations are meant to serve the people and this
House must not let the people of this country down. On behalf of my party, the All
India Trinamool Congress, | demand that this Bill be sent to the Committee on Home
Affairs for a detailed and thorough scrutiny. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Now, Shri R. Girirajan.

SHRI R. GIRIRAJAN (Tamil Nadu): Thank you hon. Deputy Chairman, Sir, for the
opportunity. Sir, the Disaster Management Bill (Amendment) Bill, 2024 seeks to
legally establish the National Crisis Management Committee and several other panels.
India faces a variety of disasters across seasons. This Bill aims to strengthen disaster
risk reduction and management by introducing new structures like Urban Disaster
Management Authorities. However, its success will hinge on overcoming challenges
related to coordination, authority and resource allocation among various levels of

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Government. Sir, the legislation is continuously untenable, as it lacks clarity on
various pertinent issues. It will only weaken the Executive Committees related to
disaster management. There is a pressing need to streamline our disaster
management framework which, despite the best of intentions, ends up causing
inordinate delays in the worst movements failing to rescue our fellow Indians caught
up in disasters. The lack of financial aid from NDRF, under the perversely misguided
assumption that the SDRF funds would suffice, has left us in an unenviable position.
Sir, this Bill is an excellent case of minimum decentralization, maximum declamation,
at which of course, the current Government excels. The Centre always fails to provide
any necessary financial devolution in time. Without proper funding, this disaster
management measure will be fruitless.This Bill offers no real resources to revitalize
India's urban local bodies. The creation of these bodies could have been a good step
towards sustainable urban spaces, but it will be useless without effective devolution
of finances and authority. This half-baked provision needs to be amended. It should
make a disaster relief a legal right and revive the Parliamentary Forum on Disaster
Management to give the MPs’ views a chance to be heard. This Bill does not have
any of these qualities. Therefore, | urge the Union Minister to withdraw the Bill. Sir,
what good will bulldozing this Bill through Parliament do if it cannot prevent another
disaster or calamity? There are no provisions for disaster prevention, and collection
and compilation of complete data on disasters of high magnitude. Merely creating a
framework, that does not actually devolve any powers upon the States, upon local
urban bodies, upon self-Government units in our country will not do any good to the
people. Sir, our country is running smoothly because of effective administration by the
State Governments and local bodies. There is over concentration of powers with the
Union Government.There is a need for a genuine attempt to learn from our failures at
navigating past disasters to keep up with the challenging realities of our climate
change.

What we really need is decentralization of powers and financial autonomy to
State Governments.This Bill practically does not speak anything about cooperative
federalism; it is rather destroying the structure of federalism. Ultimately, whenever a
disaster takes place, the concerned State Government, its whole departments and
officers are the primary persons who take the responsibility. Unfortunately, in the last
10 years, continuous attempts are made by this Government deliberately to destroy
the federal structure and State autonomy.

The Bill shows much evidence of a further centralization of an already heavily
centralized Disaster Management Act. Who will take the decision”? Who will do it?
Who will perform the duty? The geographical setting of Tamil Nadu makes the State

vulnerable to natural disasters like cyclones, floods and tsunami. A large part of the
State is affected by five to six cyclones and depressions every year, of which two to
three are severe.

Tamil Nadu has witnessed natural disasters of severe intensity. There have
been large-scale losses of lives and colossal damages to the infrastructure during the
floods. There have also been extensive damages in several districts during cyclones,
for example, Thane, Nilam, Vardha, Ockhi, Gaja, Burevi, Nivar, Mandous, Michaung
and Fengal. They have all very badly affected Tamil Nadu besides crippling the entire
State due to the severe drought in 2016-17. These are some of the major disasters
that have impacted Tamil Nadu during the recent years. The management of these
disasters is highly complex and poses serious challenges in all phases of disaster viz.,
preparedness, response, recovery and risk mitigation.

Sir, over the last 10 years, Tamil Nadu has been subjected to a step-motherly
treatment, consistently denied its rightful share in the sanctioning of projects and
allocation of resources. This has not only hindered the State’s development but has
also created a sense of alienation among its people. Sir, allow me to present a few
instances before this House to highlight the gravity of the situation.

Tamil Nadu was ravaged by consecutive natural disasters year after year, in the
form of cyclones like Michaung, Fengal and floods caused due to unprecedented
rainfall in many districts. These disasters have caused a significant damage to the
lives, livelihood and property of the people and caused a huge strain on the State’s
finances.

While the State had submitted two detailed memoranda outlining the extent
and magnitude of disasters, seeking a disaster relief of Rs.37,906/ - crores, the Union
Government released only a meagre amount, of Rs.276/- crores, that too after
several months.

Sir, cyclone Fengal has inflicted severe damage across Northern districts of
Tamil Nadu, disrupting infrastructure, livelihoods, and daily life. The Chief Minister,
Thiru M.K. Stalin, has appealed to the Prime Minister for an immediate interim relief of
Rs.2,000 crores from the NDRF. This would help expedite rescue, restoration and
rehabilitation process. Considering the gravity of the situation, Rs.944/- crores
cyclone relief fund allocated by the Union Government falls significantly short of
addressing the widespread damage.

In light of these challenges, | humbly request the Union Government to take
immediate steps to support Tamil Nadu more effectively and | also appeal for an
enhanced financial package to accelerate the restoration of roads, agricultural fields
and other critical infrastructure. Sir, given the magnitude of the disasters and the
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colossal damage caused to the infrastructure and livelihoods of people, this
compensation is grossly inadequate and is a grave injustice to the State of Tamil
Nadu. We expect the Union Government to support the Tamil Nadu Government in
designing a long-term rehabilitation plan, including additional financial and logistical
support for vulnerable sections such as farmers and low-income communities. This
cooperative approach is essential not only for rebuilding the affected regions but also
for ensuring resilience against future calamities.

Sir, Tamil Nadu is a pioneering champion in the country and it plays a pivotal
role in Indian economic growth. Tamil Nadu’s Gross State Domestic Product (GSDP)
has risen by 14 per cent to reach Rs. 23,64,514 crore, surpassing the national
average in terms of per capita income. Tamil Nadu’s per capita income stands at Rs.
3.08 lakh, nearly 56 per cent higher than the national average of Rs. 1.96 lakh. It is a
testimony to the significant economic growth, under the Dravidian Model
Government, under the dynamic leadership of Thiru M.K. Stalin that shed light on the
pivotal contributions of the industries and other services sectors in Tamil Nadu. Tamil
Nadu, which is the second highest contributor to the Central Exchequer, deserves a
better treatment and must be provided with the required relief funds.

Sir, | urge the Union Government to create a separate Ministry for Disaster
Management and Relief Measures with generous budgetary allocation to the tune of
Rs. 1 lakh crore every year exclusively for disaster prevention and management. To
mobilize funds for disaster management, the Union Government can levy and collect
“Disaster Management Cess’ which can be used exclusively for disaster
management, relief and restoration as well as rehabilitation works during calamities of
severe nature.

Sir, the Union Government should insist and make it mandatory for profit-
making PSUs. | am, once again, reiterating that the Union Government should insist
and make it mandatory for profit-making Public Sector Units and private companies
to contribute three per cent of its total CSR funds to National Disaster Management.
Thank you, Sir.

SHRI AYODHYA RAMI REDDY ALLA (Andhra Pradesh): Thank you, Sir, for giving
me the opportunity to speak on the Disaster Management (Amendment) Bill, 2024.
This Bill aims to modernise India’s disaster management plans, which have been in
place since the enactment of the Disaster Management Act, 2005. This Bill addresses
the evolving challenges posed by disasters, particularly in light of climate change and
urbanisation. This 2024 Amendment is response to lessons learnt from the past
disasters and aims to integrate disaster management plans more effectively into
national and State-level development plans. Taking the clue from the 15™ Finance
Commission feedback from various stakeholders and also including the State
Governments’ feedback, this Amendment has come in a right manner. The important
features that are taken into account are based on the data that is available, the
information that is fed in, the planning authorities, the urban focus, regular risk
assessment and response forces. They have all been taken into consideration while
enacting and amending this Bill. There are certain critical issues that need to be
addressed in the interest of our country’s disaster management. As | told, certainly,
keeping the climate change into consideration and also urbanisation into
consideration, | see a huge disaster awaiting. We must be prepared as a country to
address these disasters. As a country, when | look at this issue, the north has its own
problems, and similarly south, east, west and the central regions have their own
problems. So, we need to have disaster management plans region-wise, State-wise
and also location-wise. We must have a detailed plan on that. We also need to look
at the core civil infrastructure, which again has more of urban mobility component.
We need to have clear action plans for different disasters. Individual Departments
also need to have their own plans. The NHAI, the Railways and the airports all have to
do in-depth analysis and every Government Department, on the urban areas, need to
plan out their responses at the time of disasters.

On the environmental infrastructure, again, | would say that water is very
precious. All the five elements are important. We certainly need to have an effective
disaster management plan around our entire environmental infrastructure. The social
infrastructure, which is very essential during disaster time, again needs to be
effectively put in place. We have to see one by one as to how we will respond in case
of fire, in case of flood and so on. Especially in the urban areas, we are building 50-
100 storey buildings. We are certainly awaiting disasters. We need to really have a
detailed plan on each one of those things and more importantly on the digital
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infrastructure. The digital infrastructure, during disasters, is going to impact and that
is one connect which we really need to look at.

Then, we have our four important areas. We need to have agriculture-focused
disaster management plans, industry-focused disaster management plans,
infrastructure-focused disaster management plans and service-focused disaster
management plans. There has to be a very clear focus on how to address the
manpower issue during disaster, on how the materials will be brought in for relief, and
how the entire machinery needs to be worked out. They have to be ready with their
disaster plans. Also the money, that needs to be pumped in, has to be clearly
mentioned in the plan, and not only mentioned in the plan but money should be made
available and it should be made an important point.

The roles between the Central Government, the State Governments and the
local bodies should also be clearly laid down and put in specified format about roles,
responsibilities, the reporting, the KRAs of every department and their calendars need
to be properly kept in place. The rules and guidelines around the disaster
management should be laid down. The rules and guidelines for every department
need to be in place. If you look at Andhra Pradesh, one of the issues that | have seen
regarding the disasters is that Andhra is prone to cyclones. Almost every year, we
have one cyclone. Moderate to severe cyclones occur in every two to three years.

In 2019 alone, the cyclones caused losses amounting to more than 5.3 per

cent of State’s production value. Sir, as you know, the coastline of Andhra Pradesh
is very vast. The State accounts for more than 70 per cent of India’s shrimp and
marine production. It has a lot of agricultural land. You know, it is completely
agriculture-based. We have huge amounts of land, primarily, agricultural land, which
is facing major problems due to salinity and also on account of floods.
So, with all these things, | personally feel that a Coastal Resilience Programme for
Andhra Pradesh needs to be brought in as part of this Bill. And, as | told you, every
State, every location and every region must come out with their own focus and that
way, we will be ready to face these problems.

Sir, my second point relates to the economic losses around vulnerable
communities. During the disaster, the community that is affected the most is the
poor. So, especially in Andhra Pradesh, we certainly need to make a specific plan
around the poor people and also the people who are dependent on agriculture and
aquaculture.

Sir, in Andhra Pradesh, more than 2 lakh hectares of agricultural crops and
2,57,000 farmers were impacted in the 2024 floods, in which almost 19 Districts were
impacted. It impacted more than 19,000 hectares of horticulture land, 30,000 farmers
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and more than 250 fishing communities, 3,000 kilometers of roads, a lot of electrical
substations and transmission lines. Even the early warning systems failed during that
time. So, a lot of negative impacts have come up and the unfortunate situation is
proper and functional communication and infrastructure was not available at the
District levels. Sir, to ensure this, we also have to ensure that right kind of shelters are
provided. We came to know that during those periods, proper shelters were not in
place, the finances were not in place, and, timely utilization of the funds as also the
utilization certificates, which were to be brought in, were not in place.

[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI GHANSHYAM TIWARI) in the Chair. ]

Sir, like that, you know, several issues are there. There are a lot of procedural
barriers, which need to be addressed. There are also options of Disaster Risk
Evaluation in projects for which approvals are pending.

Sir, one important thing is that this Bill fails to mandate the Disaster Risk
Assessment as part of approval process for new infrastructure. This oversight could
lead to preventable disasters. To cite an example, Amravati in Andhra Pradesh, which
is the new capital city, is sitting on a river bank. | am coming from that place. | know
that it is one of the most fertile areas that need to be really supported with the right
kind of disaster management plans. Otherwise, you know, we will be paying very
heavily down the line. ...(Time-bell rings)...

Lastly, the disaster relief and compensation are not recognized as enforceable legal
rights under this Bill.

SHRI MANAS RANJAN MANGARAJ (Odisha): Sir, | thank you for giving me the
opportunity to participate in the discussion on the Disaster Management Amendment
Bill, which has been introduced in the House. In this context, | would like to inform
you about the disaster management from the perspective of my State, Odisha.
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In the last 25 years, Odisha has faced 17 major floods, 11 droughts and nearly a
dozen cyclones. Between the period from 2000 to 2020, the State suffered losses
amounting to 8.5 lakh crores due to cyclones and storms, whereas the Central
Government provided Odisha an assistance of Rs. 7,500 crores, which is less than
one-tenth of the loss.

Such an approach by the Central Government is deeply distressing for the
affected States.Therefore, it is essential that the Central Government adopt a
forward-thinking policy to effectively manage disaster response and recovery. Sir, on
October 29, 1999, Odisha faced an unprecedented disaster in the form of Super
Cyclone. Villages were submerged in the sea. While the official death toll was
recorded at 10,000, the actual number was significantly higher. The Cyclone
destroyed 13 lakh hectares of paddy crops, 1.76 lakh hectares of horticulture crops
and 2.5 lakh hectares of other crops. However, 1999 marked the last year of such
unstructured response. Learning from history, our leader, Shri Naveen Patnaik,
envisioned a robust disaster management strategy. Post 1999, Odisha has faced
several powerful cyclones, including Phailin in 2013, Hudhud in 2014, Titli in 2018, Fani
in 2019, Amphan in 2020 and Yaas in 2021. However, under the remarkable
leadership of Shri Naveen Patnaik, the impact of these cyclones has been significantly
minimized. Odisha has not only managed cyclone response effectively, but it has also
excelled in handling various other disasters. Due to these efforts, the Odisha State
Disaster Management Authority was honoured with Subhash Chandra Bose Aapda
Prabandhan Puraskar by the Central Government. The United Nations has also
recognised Naveen Patnaik’s guiding principle ‘every life is precious’. The U.N.
praised Odisha’s management of Cyclone Phailin in 2013, and in 2019, it lauded the
Odisha Government’s handling of Cyclone Fani. Our leader, Shri Naveen Patnaik,
has successfully created disaster warriors in every household, transforming Odisha
into a disaster-resilient State. Sir, it is ironic that despite Odisha’s exemplary disaster
management performance, the Central Government has not extended any significant
assistance from the National Disaster Response Fund to our State. The proposed
Amendment Bill raises further concerns regarding NDRF allocations. The original
2005 Act defined disaster response as ‘addressing any threatening disaster situation
or disaster’. However, the Amendment seeks to redefine it as ‘for meeting different
aspects of disaster management’. This change is worrisome for us. Instead of
decentralising the usage of National Disaster Response Fund, the Central
Government appears to be asserting greater control over it, which raises suspicions.
The centralization may create further conflicts and delays in the relief measures during
disasters. According to a report by the NITI Aayog, urban areas contribute 60 per
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cent to India’s GDP. However, the Amendment Bill focuses on decentralizing disaster
management through NDMA, the National Disaster Management Authority, and
SDMA, the State Disaster Management Authority, without ensuring financial
empowerment. Without financial devolution, such decentralisation will only create
more problems. The original Act clearly outlined the responsibilities of officials at
national, State and district levels. But the proposed Bill appears to have contradictory
intentions. Despite the Biju Janata Dal Government’s extensive experience and
exemplary performance in disaster management, Odisha continues to be neglected in
NDRF allocations. While the Central Government acknowledges Odisha’s success
with words of praise, it has failed to provide tangible financial support. Thus, there is
an urgent need for a disaster management policy that truly benefits affected States.
Before passing this Bill, | urge the House to seriously consider these crucial aspects.

The Kerala Government has stated that you have sent a team to investigate in Kerala.
| am not on that issue right now. The issue | want to raise is that frequent
earthquakes occur in Delhi.  Will we become Japan now? | am worried about that.
Even before the earthquake happens, we should have proper study as well as
measures in place. | am in Wayanad constituency but we are not at the top. We
need a Disaster Management team to be stationed in Nilambur so that it can easily
reach the desired place. It is my request.

There is one thing, which | want to mention. It is about the heat waves. Heat
waves have been occurring everywhere. We should be having national-level plan in
this regard. It is occurring more often. As per data available, 536 heat waves
occurred in the last summer. Other report suggests that 733 deaths happened due to
heat wave, 40,000 heat-strokes happened in 17 States in the year 2024 and 37 cities
surpassed 45-degree temperature.

During 2024 Lok Sabha elections, in Uttar Pradesh alone, 33 polling officers
died due to heat stroke due to lack of cooling facilities at the polling stations. | urge
the hon. Minister to bring the phenomenon of heat wave under the scope of definition
of notified natural disaster. Once again, | request the Central Government to give
whatever you are giving to Kerala as a grant without interest and not as loan. Please
ask the IAF people not to issue bills for the relief operations. The Indian Air Force is
an agency which is not supposed to issue bills. Even if they do so, | would request
the Ministry of Home Affairs to write off these bills. Thank you very much.

MR. CHAIRMAN: Thank you so much. You confined to your time and remain focused
to your request. Now, Dr. K. Laxman. You have 15 minutes.
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DR. K. LAXMAN (Uttar Pradesh): Thank you, Mr. Chairman, Sir, for giving me the
opportunity to speak on this most important Bill. The Disaster Management
(Amendment) Bill, 2024 is the need of the hour and it aims to improve disaster
preparedness and risk reduction by empowering the National Disaster Management
Authority and the State Disaster Management Authorities.

(MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair.)

You can have a separate plan at the national level and keeping in mind the
circumstances of the States, you can have a separate State-level plan. We are
fortunate to have a separate Urban Disaster Management Authority for State capitals
and cities with municipal corporations focusing more on urban-specific disaster risks.
This is actually the need of the hour. In the country, we have seen many cities
without proper planning, without proper drainage system and having encroachment
on water bodies.

Being a citizen of Hyderabad, | would like to emphasize as to how we

DR. K. LAXMAN: lllegal constructions and encroachments have taken place due to
short sightedness. For making short-term economic gains over environmental
sustainability, these things have happened. These are not natural calamities. These
are all also a part of man-made calamities. ...(/m‘erru,oﬁons)... Not only Wayanad,
when it comes to popular hill stations like Ooty and Kodaikanal, similar threats are
there. Unscientific constructions are going on over the hill slopes. Encroachments
on water bodies are taking place. Despite being classified as ESZ-1 areas in Gadgil
Report, the Government ignored these recommendations which heightened the
chances of landslide incidents during heavy rains. Even the Chennai floods happened
because of wurban mismanagement, because of unplanned urbanisation,
encroachment on water bodies and poor drainage system. The State Government’s
failure to regulate construction on wet lands turned a natural calamity into a man-
made disaster. ...(Interruptions)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please take your seat. Nothing else is going on record.

DR. K. LAXMAN: Sir, it shows their failure to implement ecological recommendations
and prioritizing the short-term economic benefits over long-term environmental
sustainability.lt is due to the failure of earlier Governments, particularly Congress
regime. There was no proper relief mechanism. Delayed response is another reason.
There was lack of financial empowerment. Urban local bodies were underfunded,
accounting for only 0.79 per cent of the GDP. There was glaring oversight in disaster
preparedness. Congress’s disaster management was more about managing disasters
in their governance than addressing calamities. This Bill ensures that we prevent
disasters before they become headlines. This is what Modi ji's Government does.
This is what the hon. Home Minister, Shri Amit Shah, does. While Congress debated
definitions of disasters, BJP delivers solutions that redefine resilience. The Disaster
Management (Amendment) Bill, 2024 reflects BJP’s commitment to proactive
governance addressing gaps left by Congress while empowering institutions at
national level, State level and at the level of urban bodies. While the Government led
by Modi ji is supporting through Smart Cities and AMRUT, its budget is not properly
utilized. Hence, the Bill is the need of the hour.

In order to strengthen disaster preparedness and response capacity at local
level in the country, Aapda Mitra Scheme has been started by Modi ji’'s Government
to train one lakh community volunteers for disaster recovery in 350 multi-hazard

disaster-prone districts covering all States and Union Territories. So far, one lakh
Aapda Mitra Volunteers have been trained. After successful implementation of Aapda
Mitra Scheme, the Government has now launched a scheme titled Yuva Aapda Mitra
Scheme with financial outlay of Rs.469.53 crore for training of around 2,37,000
community volunteers, including volunteers of NCC, NSS, NYKS and BS&G. The
NDRF is also implementing School Safety Programme to provide training to children
on disaster response in vulnerable schools in all the 36 States and Union Territories.
The Government has also approved a scheme for expansion and modernization of fire
services in the States with a financial outlay of Rs.5,000 crore in July 2023. The hon.
Home Minister, Shri Amit Shah, has approved the proposal worth Rs.3,373.12 crore
in respect of 20 States which includes Central Assistance of Rs.2,613.70 crore from
the NDRF. The Government also approved a programme for landslide risk mitigation
with financial outlay of Rs.1,000 crore to reduce mortality and economic losses by
reducing vulnerability. This programme is implemented in ten North-Eastern States
and Himalayan States as well as five landslide-prone States, namely Maharashtra,
Karnataka, Tamil Nadu, Kerala and West Bengal. Following the incident of glacial
lake outburst flood in Sikkim, the Government has also come out with a financial
outlay of Rs.150 crore for four Himalayan States, namely Himachal Pradesh,
Uttarakhand, Sikkim and Arunachal Pradesh. In order to reduce risk of urban floods,
the Government has approved the Urban Flood Mitigation Programme with a financial
outlay of Rs.3,075.65 crore in seven major cities, namely Chennai, Kolkata,
Bengaluru, Hyderabad, Mumbai, Pune and Ahmedabad. There is a catalytic
assistance to 12 most drought-prone States like Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Gujarat,
Jharkhand, Karnataka, Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Odisha, Rajasthan, Tamil
Nadu, Telangana and Uttar Pradesh with an outlay of Rs.2,022.16 crore. It has been
approved for developing long-term plans for drought.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Shri A. A. Rahim, five minutes.

SHRI A. A. RAHIM (Kerala): Sir, on July 30, 2024, approximately, 86,000 square
metres were devastated in a single night. A total of 266 people lost their lives and 32
people were reported missing in the landslide. More than 1,555 houses and other
buildings including schools, dispensaries, panchayat bhawan, the electricity board
office and 136 community buildings were destroyed. All of the affected people are
Indian citizens. All are Indians! | am trying to speak about the disaster and plight of
Wayanad. It has been eight months since this tragedy.

Sir, yet today, as | stand here in this Parliament, the Union Government of
India has not given a single penny to my State, Kerala, and to these victims. Sir, can
you imagine it? lrrespective of politics, | would like to ask my colleagues—are you all
in agreement with this inhumane approach of this Government? This approach
towards us is not an isolated incident. | have a document and | can authenticate it.
What is the share of the Central Government towards the State Disaster Response
Fund (SDRF) allocated to different states? During the period of 2024-25, the Union
Government’s share allocated to Kerala’s SDRF was only Rs. 291 crore, whereas
Guijarat received Rs. 1,226 crore; Madhya Pradesh received Rs. 1,686 crore; Uttar
Pradesh Rs. 1,791 crore; Maharashtra received more than Rs. 2,000 crore; and even
a small State like Haryana received Rs. 455 crore. After the small States of North-East
India, Kerala is the only State receiving such a minimal share from the Union
Government.

Kerala has been facing natural calamities and extremely heavy rainfall for the
past few years, like Cyclone Ockhi and floods. | would like to repeat that the Union
Government is allocating such a petty amount to a State where natural disasters have
become frequent. You kindly look at the Union Government’s allocation. But we will
not surrender. The day after tomorrow, hon. Chief Minister of Kerala, Comrade
Pinarayi Vijayan, will lay the foundation stone for the new township for Wayanad
victims. Can you imagine? We are estimating an amount of Rs. 25 to Rs. 30 lakh for a
single house. Proudly, | can say in this august House. This is the will of Kerala. We will
never surrender before the political vendetta of the Union Government. We will not
surrender. Yesterday evening—proudly, | can say that—my organization, the
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Democratic Youth Federation of India, handed over Rs. 20 crore to the State
Government, particularly for housing of the Wayanad victims. Can you imagine as to
how we have collected it? We collected this amount by collecting scrap by the
youths, doing manual labour in villages and selling snacks, etc. Irrespective of
politics, caste, religion, or gender all people, all the political parties from Kerala and
all civil groups in Kerala joined together and stood for Wayanad. We will not
surrender. Kerala will not surrender before the political vendetta of the Union
Government. At last, after months’ long demand, the Wayanad landslides have been
declared a calamity of a "severe nature" .

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Conclude. ...(Time-bell rings. )...

SHRI A.A. RAHIM: Sir, | am going to conclude. | urge every hon. Member in the
august House to contribute from their MPLADS for the rehabilitation of the Wayanad
victims. That is my humble request. Sir, | am going to conclude. We, the Left MPs
from Kerala, have contributed an amount from our MPLADS funds. But, | would like
to blame the hon. Congress colleague... Sir, | will take just a few seconds.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude. ...(Interruptions)..
SHRI A.A. RAHIM: When Rahul Gandhi was departing from Wayanad, he said to me
that now, Wayanad will be having two MPs. One is himself and one is his sister,

Shrimati Priyanka Gandhi Vadra. Sir, | would like to remark... ... (Interruptions)..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Time is over. ..(Time-bell rings.).. Please conclude.
..(Interruptions )...

SHRI A.A. RAHIM: Sir, | would like to remark... ...(Interruptions)..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude. ... (Interruptions)..

SHRI A.A. RAHIM: Sir, | would like to remark that even the sitting MP neither
contributed her MPLAD funds nor did anything for the victims of Mundakkai-

Chooralmala landslide.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you. ...(Interruptions)...
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SHRI A.A. RAHIM: | repeat that the people of Kerala will not surrender before the
political vendetta of the Union Government. ...(Time-Bell rings)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Your time is over. | have already given you almost one
extra minute. Mr. G.K. Vasan, you have three minutes.

SHRI G.K. VASAN (Tamil Nadu): Sir, first | would like to thank the NDRF teams and
congratulate the NDRF for saving the lives of lakhs and lakhs of people at the time of
cyclones, floods and calamities like landslide. The people of our country today have
full confidence and faith on the functioning of NDRF. No doubt, the revised plan under
the guidance of the hon. Home Minister brings together all sectors, ministries and
departments at the Centre and State level as well as district level functionaries and
defines their respective roles and responsibilities in disaster/risk reduction.
Implementation of this plan has considerably reduced deaths due to disasters. The
NDMA has issued 38 guidelines for management of risk-specific disasters on various
thematic and cross-cutting issues. Sir, | am very happy that out of 38 guidelines,
NDMA has approved 36 disaster management plans of various ministries,
departments. This approach of the NDMA has helped each ministry to act quickly
during disasters and save the lives of our citizens. Early-warning systems have been
established in coastal States under the National Cyclone Risk Mitigation Project which
helps the fishermen community of our country. In order to implement hon. Prime
Minister’s vision of single emergency number for all across the country, the project
extension of ERSS has been launched with the existing single number “112°. This
project is designed to leverage technology for quick response, with time limit and
stipulated time in disaster moment to help our people. The Government has approved
a programme for landslide risk mitigation with a financial outlay of Rs.1,000 crores and
ten North-Eastern and Himalayan States are benefitted. Especially, five landslide-
prone States, namely, Tamil Nadu, Maharashtra, Karnataka, Kerala and West Bengal
are benefitted from this. In order to reduce the risk of urban floods, the Government
has approved urban flood mitigation programme ...(Time-Bell rings )... with a financial
outlay of Rs.3,075 crores.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude.

SHRI G.K. VASAN: Seven major cities, Chennai, Kolkata, Bengaluru, Hyderabad,
Mumbai, Pune and Ahmedabad are benefitted. | would like to complete my speech by
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saying that disaster management is such an important management today which
saves lakhs and lakhs of people of our county at the time of risky moments.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Now Shri Sandosh Kumar P; three minutes.

SHRI SANDOSH KUMAR P (Kerala): Sir, considering the critical importance of this
particular Bill, most of our colleagues in this august House have suggested that this
Bill may be sent to a joint parliamentary committee so that we can ensure more public
participation, debates and discussion. Hence, | support the demand to send it to a
parliamentary committee. Sir, one issue with the NDMMC was its centralization and
slow decision making. Though High Level Committee is mentioned in the
Amendment Bill, yet this High Level Committee also is not a solution. The
centralization will continue. Moreover, it is not clear as to how you are going to define
whether a disaster is a national or serious kind of nature. Sir, as far as we Keralites
are concerned, natural calamity killed a lot of our people. But, the Government is
trying to politically defeat us. Our people can be killed by natural disasters, but
cannot be defeated by politically disastrous people. Sir, the point is that | don't want
to speak much on Chooralmala, Wayanad calamity. Hon. Member from the Treasury
Benches was making lots of allegations. It is totally disconnected from the reality.
The real reason of Chooralmala disaster is to be explored more. And, you cannot
say anything categorically in this august House. | request you to make it clear. The
Member should authenticate what the actual reality is. He cannot speak like that.
Sir, in the parent Legislation, Clause number 13 — now, it is not in the amendment --
speaks about loan waiver. | request the hon. Minister to reintroduce Clause 13 in the
parent Bill. Secondly, whether it is compensation or relief, this is also to be clarified.
We need compensation, not relief. Compensation is a concrete term, and instead of
compensation, — now, that Section 61 is not in this Amendment Bill -- relief should
not be the term; compensation should be the term. And, as pointed out by many
speakers, heat waves, drought and coastal erosion should be considered natural
calamities so that we can make this a comprehensive Bill. Sir, political vendetta
should not be done against any States. We are all Indian citizens and disasters can
happen anywhere. It should not be politicized and our people should not be treated
this way. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you Sandoshji.  Now, Shrimati Priyanka
Chaturvedi.
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SHRIMATI PRIYANKA CHATURVEDI (Maharashtra): Thank you so much, hon.
Deputy Chairman, Sir, for allowing me to speak on a very important Bill. And, | find it
extremely unfortunate that we have only four hours to speak and only three minutes to
speak on an important issue which causes loss of lives, livelihoods. This is
something we could have discussed more in detail. But, there was a sudden change
in the revised List of Business. Sir, it is said, ‘prepare for the worst, hope for the
best’. But, unfortunately, in this particular Bill, we were hoping that there would be a
lot many issues that would be covered considering this is coming as an Amendment.
The Bill has specifically, in Section 2, omitted man-made situation related to law and
order situation. This frees the Government of responsibility in terms of relief and
disasters such as the incidents of stampede that took place at the New Delhi Railway
Station and Mahakumbh. | pay my homage to all of them. | was myself at the
Mahakumbh. | would hope that we would look at this law and order situation related
manmade disasters also becoming a part of it. Recently, Nagpur also saw manmade
disaster due to a law and order situation, politically driven violence that had erupted
and caused loss of lives. Sir, if we are omitting this particular Section, why is it that
the DGP of the State has been made a member of the State Executive Committee?
This is something, | am hoping, the hon. Home Minister would tell us.

Sir, climate change is a very important issue. | had introduced a Climate Change
Council Bill. | had proposed that we should have something like that, just like a
Private Member’s Bill is extremely important because it recognizes critical gaps in
governance that we can propose through Private Members Bill. But, last week, | was
surprised to note that Private Members Bill also was removed from discussion,
Question Hour was removed from discussion to accommodate the Home Minister's
response on the Working of the Ministry of Home Affairs. Sir, however, as far as air
pollution is concerned, losing 20 lakh lives in India due to air pollution, unfortunately, it
has not become a part of the natural disasters in this particular Amendment.
Similarly, India saw 536 heat wave days, which is the highest in 14 years. And, all
studies tell us that as the heat wave issue increases, climate change increases, we
are going to see similar number of additional days. But, again, it is not part of the
natural disaster. In fact, we have lost 10,636 human lives due to sun stroke or heat
between 2013 and 2022. |t is a critical gap which we can, definitely, answer through
this amendment. Unfortunately, under Sections 12 and 13 of the original Act, which
we have done away with, which does away with a lot of accountability, it covered
minimum standards of relief for disaster victims and the possibility of loan repayment
relief -- which | think Shri Sandosh Kumar P also raised-- which has been omitted.
Similarly, Section 19 which demanded that State Governments follow guidelines on
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minimum standards of relief has also been dropped. These Sections carried special
provisions for widows, orphans (Time-bell rings), the homeless and provided ex-
gratia assistance on account of loss of life, which has been done away with this. So, |
would request the Minister to consider bringing it back to ensure that besides
displacement, the problems of the widows, the homeless and those who have
suffered the consequences, are adequately compensated. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Thank you. Now, Shrimati Jebi Mather Hisham. You have
10 minutes.

SHRIMATI JEBI MATHER HISHAM (Kerala): Mr. Deputy Chairman, Sir, as | am from
Kerala, | wish to start with the painful memory of Wayanad and the people of ayanad,
who are still continuing in pain. The devastating Wayanad landslide on 30" July,
2024, the India’s worst ever, which we all have said multiple times in this House and
outside, requesting for reliefs, claimed over 250 lives, shattered families, hopes,
dreams and villages.

Sir, very sadly, the rehabilitation activities at the landslide affected Mundakkai
and Chooralmala areas of Wayanad are moving at a snail’s pace, leaving the people
in distress. Neither the Central Government nor the State Government is expediting
or making moves for the rehabilitation activities in Wayanad. A disaster of such a
high magnitude, where Prime Minister of India himself had visited and witnessed, the
devastation which all the leaders of the political parties have seen, still it took five
long months for the Central Government to even declare Wayanad tragedy as a
disaster of severe nature, -- normally, it does not happen and it should not happen --
that too, from a Government which declared ‘demonetisation’ overnight, from a
Government which declared ‘national lockdown™ overnight. After declaring it as a
disaster of severe nature, what did the Central Government do? The Central
Government, instead of declaring a rehabilitation package, which was the demand
made by Kerala, sanctioned a loan for the affected areas, a loan of Rs.529.50 crores
for 16 projects for rehabilitation, with two stringent conditions. Very strange, with two
stringent conditions! On February 14, 2024, the Central Government says, “The fund
should be utilized by 31" March, 2025.” Imagine the arbitrariness of the Central
Government’s decision! And, the second condition was that after 50 years, this loan
should be repaid. Sir, when the demand by Kerala was for a special package of
Rs.2,000/- crores, when the Central Government has a constitutional liability to
sanction it and which it has done on multiple times for other States when a disaster of
such a magnitude has happened over there, instead of declaring a financial package
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or a grant, the Government announces this loan! | wish to tell the Union Home
Minister, this is equivalent to mocking the people of Wayanad and Kerala. Very
respectfully, | am asking the Union Home Minister: Isn’t Kerala and Wayanad a part of
India?

Sir, in different heads, | wish to speak on the plight of the people of Wayanad.
If you look at housing, the Central Government has not provided the assistance and
the State Government till today, after eight months have passed, has not even
started the housing activities. The people are still living in rented houses and they are
not able to pay rent for several months. ...(Interruptions)...

Secondly, Sir, under the ‘Health® front, what about the medical expenses?
...(Interruptions )... What about medical expenses of those who are still under-
treatment? It is not that all those who are affected by Wayanad disaster are now
happy and fine. They are all under treatment for spinal injury, veins, etc. But both the
Central Government and the State Government have miserably failed and only an
amount of Rs. 5 lakhs is allotted for disaster victims when the PM's PR runs to crores
and also the State Government’s expenses on saving of  Kripesh & Sarathlal
murderers run to crores. But nothing is set apart for the ‘Health’. ... (Interruptions)...
Then, Sir, | will talk about students’ future. Around 200 students are studying
elsewhere, outside and inside the country. They don’t have their fathers, their parents
and their grandfathers to take care. They have no one to take care. The Centre and
the State Governments are doing nothing for the children. But | am proudly saying
that my Party, the Indian National Congress, under the leadership of Rahul Gandhiji,
Priyanka Gandhiji and the local MLA there, Shri T. Siddique, are arranging for their
studies with the support of Malabar Charity, taking care of those 200 students, which
would not have happened. ...(Interruptions)... Without the Congress Party, the
future of those 200 students would be in the Arabian Sea ... (Interruptions)..

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: He has a point of order.
SHRIMATI JEBI MATHER HISHAM: No, | am not yielding, Sir. | am not yielding.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: He has a point of order. Listen to his point of order.
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SHRIMATI JEBI MATHER HISHAM: Sir, no point of order. My time is running out.
...(Interruptions)... Sir, now | want to move on to the livelihood factor. For 88
shops, nothing is done by the Central and the State Governments and also no
compensation is paid -- agricultural land; nothing. That area should be taken over by
the Government because it is like a ‘no-go-zone area.” That should be taken over by
the Government. But are they doing it? They are not doing it. ...(/m‘errupz‘/ons)...

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: He has a point of order.

SHRIMATI JEBI MATHER HISHAM: No, Sir. No point of order. ... (Interruptions)...
MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, the Chair will decide it, not you. The Chair will decide
it. ...(/m‘errupt/ons)... Please sit down. Yes, Mr. Rahim, tell me your point of order.
...(Interruptions )... It is not going on record. ...(Interruptions)... Mr. Rahim, under
which rule?

SHRI' A.A. RAHIM: Rule 240.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Yes.

SHRI A.A. RAHIM: It is about ‘Irrelevance’.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, no; no point of order. Yes, Shrimati Jebi Mather, you
speak.

SHRIMATI JEBI MATHER HISHAM: Sir, you should give me time.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: It hardly took twenty seconds. | will give you twenty
seconds.

SHRIMATI JEBI MATHER HISHAM: Sir, you should give me one minute.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Twenty seconds. It was not even twenty seconds. | will
give you that.

SHRIMATI JEBI MATHER HISHAM: Sir, regarding loans, not thinking about the
people who are affected by a disaster of such magnitude, the nationalized banks are
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still keeping quiet. As per the existing law, they have to give loan-waiver which they
are not doing. They are not doing it and the people one after the other are under
trouble. Now after saying that, | urge the Central Government, please do not treat
Wayanad and Kerala as not part of India, and give whatever is due to Kerala and
Wayanad.

Sir, now | move on to the Amendment Bill. What is this about? Clause 6
speaks about the National Crisis Management Committee. Who are its members? We
don’t know about its members. There is no mention of it whether its members would
be ecologists, climate scientists, environmentalists or experts from this field. There
are absolutely no specifics. Now given the practice generally followed by the Central
Government for past many years, let us not be surprised if the members of the
National Crisis Management Committee are decided from Nagpur. What the
Universities have become or the UGCs have become are all glaring examples.

About the powers, every power is being concentrated at the hands of the
Centre. Regarding my second point, this Bill is silent on ‘livelihood.” Look at
‘Definition” clause. It says about reconstruction, recovery, rehabilitation, resilience but
it doesn't say about ‘livelihood.” Sir, we have the example of Wayanad in front of us. If
the livelihood is lost, what will they do? The Bill should specify it.

Now, | move on to the next factor which is about Sections 12 and 13. Sections
12 and 13 of the Bill, which are very, very crucial, are being omitted. Why are they
omitted”? While | again want to quote the Wayanad example, as per the existing
Section 13, it empowers the National Disaster Management Authority, in case of
disasters of severe nature, to recommend relief in repayment of loans. New loans can
also be given at concessional rates. Now, what has happened in the country that this
section had to be omitted or deleted? It is only because you do not want to give that
privilege to the poor people of Wayanad. Why is this being omitted ?

Sir, | now move to clause 23, which talks about Urban Disaster Management
Authority for State Capitals and all cities having municipal corporations. The new Bill
says that the Urban Disaster Management Authority shall consist of the Municipal
Commissioner as the ex-officio Chairperson and District Collector of the district
concerned. Sir, how does this work? | am a three-time Municipal Councillor. | have
witnessed in front of my eyes the floods of 2019. Now, as per the new law, the
District Collector is the Vice-Chairperson and the Municipal Commissioner is the
Chairperson. The District Collector has many municipalities and corporations under
him. How would this arrangement work? | would request the Minister to give
clarification. When Wayanad is reeling under such a crisis, such amendments are
being brought. | am just trying to draw a parallel with the Wayanad situation and the
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amendment that has been brought. ...(Time-bell rings).. Sir, | wish to conclude by
saying that it is alright to bring in reforms, but reforms should be for the good of the
people, in the interest of the people. But this reform is not in the interest of the
people. It is only for concentration of more power in the hands of the Centre and this
is, again, an opportunity lost to bring in true reforms. Thank you, Sir.

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Shri Masthan Rao Yadav Beedha; not present. Dr. M.
Thambidurai.
