SHRI AYODHYA RAMI REDDY ALLA: Al right, Sir. Sir, there are some positives in
this Bill. One of the most important positive points is easier expansion for deep-
seated minerals. This Amendment holds that mining leases for minerals, found more
than 200 meters deep, will be allowed a one-time expansion of their lease area by up
to 10 percent. Composite license holders can also expand it by up to 30 per cent.
This change will help companies mine contiguous zones that were previously

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uneconomical to exploit separately. By enabling access to these adjacent areas,
companies can better utilize their mineral deposits, reduce costs and increase overall
production. This expansion will increase domestic mineral production, promote better
resource utilization and help generate greater revenues and employment for the
mining sector.

Sir, the second point is the critical charges exemption for critical and strategic
materials. This Bill waives additional charges for including extractable critical and
strategic minerals in the mining leases. This exemption is also very critical. It lowers
the financial barriers for the companies. Also, it is vital for defence technology and
clean energy sectors. Through reduction in costs, this Bill encourages more
exploration and production of essential minerals. These minerals are very essential
for India's self-resilience goals and also reducing dependence on imports. This
would help in building a stable and secure supply chain for key minerals, supporting
strategic national interests and boosting the country’s industrial and technological
development.

The third point is removal of sales capping and promotion of mineral
exchanges. This Amendment also removes the 50 per cent cap that is there today on
sale of minerals produced by the captive mines, allowing miners to sell all surplus
production after meeting their plant requirements. This change opens up new market
opportunities for captive miners and improves the mineral availability in the open
market. Additionally, this Bill promotes mineral exchanges and regulates electronic
platforms. This also helps for transporting and trading of minerals, concentrates and
metals. These exchanges will enhance price discovery, reduce market manipulation
and attract investment by creating a fairer and more efficient marketplace. This
strengthens the supply chain stability and supports economic growth. There are some
negative concerns regarding the protection of adivasirights. | want that this Bill must
look into it, especially the PESA Act. Urgent concerns over illegal mining and its
impact on the livelihoods must be looked into, including the financial mismanagement
and constitutional violations.

The Mines and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Amendment Bill, 2025

SHRI MANAS RANJAN MANGARAJ (Odisha): Thank you, the Vice-Chairman, Sir, for
giving me the opportunity to speak on the Mines and Minerals (Development and
Regulation) Amendment Bill, 2025. Sir, | represent the State of Odisha, a State richly
endowed with mineral resources. Nearly 28 per cent of the country's iron ore, 24 per
cent of coal, 59 per cent of bauxite and 98 per cent of chromite reserves lie beneath
the soil of Odisha. Unfortunately, this mineral wealth has, over time, turned from
being a blessing into a curse for the State. The Central Government and mine
leaseholders reap huge benefits from these resources, but Odisha does not receive
its due share. Our Party leader and former Chief Minister, Shri Naveen Patnaik, has
repeatedly demanded an increase in the State's share of coal royalties, but the
Central Government has paid no heed to this request. As a result, Odisha suffers a
massive revenue loss every year. Similarly, although the Centre collects Rs. 400 per
tonne as green cess on coal, amounting to Rs. 10,000 to Rs. 12,000 crore annually,
Odisha does not receive even a fraction of this revenue. In this new Amendment Bill
too, there does not appear to be any specific provision safeguarding the interests of
Odisha or other mineral-rich States. The Mines and Minerals (Development and
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Regulation) Act, first enacted in 1957, has already been amended four times. The first
major amendment came in 2015, followed by further amendments in 2020, 2021 and
2023. Each time, however, the changes have been designed largely to protect the
interests of leaseholders, while ignoring the welfare of the States from where the
minerals are extracted. Districts such as Keonjhar, Sundargarh, Mayurbhanj, Jajpur
and Angul, which are mineral rich, are now facing several environmental degradation
and pollution issues caused by mining activities. The new amendments should have
addressed these concerns, but there is little reflection of that.

Sir, under the proposed Amendment, the contribution of leaseholders to the
National Mineral Exploration and Development Trust (NI\/IEDT) has been raised from 2
per cent to 3 per cent royalties. However, this will bring no real benefit to the mineral-
bearing States, as the funds will be utilised entirely by the Central Government,
leaving Odisha with no share. Further, by including minor minerals within the scope
of this law, the State Governments will be empowered to impose higher levies on
resources, like stone, sand and concrete, but this will ultimately make essential
construction materials, such as sand, stone and gravel, more expensive, creating
difficulties for the common people.

Then, another provision allows the leaseholders to extract benefit from
associate minerals, beyond the originally-specified lease minerals, without paying any
additional charges. This will benefit the leaseholders but will lead to loss of revenue
for the State Governments. Moreover, captive mines are now being allowed to sell up
to 5 per cent of extracted minerals within one year of the lease expiry, which again
benefits only the leaseholders.

The Bill makes
some amendments based on the geological report and the Government is going to
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commence the mining. Straightway, it is going to affect the States because the land
is under the State Governments. Even the geological report recommends that
without consulting the State Government, if it is done, it will affect the common
people and others. Therefore, | request the Government to consider this. Then, they
have specified a period of 60 days for the State Government to permit for inclusion of
other minerals in the lease. So, this Amendment is going to affect the rights of the
State Government. Therefore, | request that this kind of an attitude will affect our
States. Already, we know what happened in Arittapatti tungsten mining block. Most
of the people opposed that. Our leader, Thiru Edappadi K. Palaniswami, also raised
this issue, but, at the same time, the DMK Government acquired the land and gave it
to the Central Government. Then, it was withdrawn after the AIADMK Party’s
opposition. Therefore, | would like to say that this is one of the sensitive issues which
happened in Madurai Arittapatti area. Now, senseless mining is going on. That is
why, there have been so many comments.

Then, in September 2023, the Enforcement Directorate had raided eight such
Quarries spread in six southern districts of Tamil Nadu and found that there was
significant and staggering revenue loss to the tune of Rs.4,730 crore, as against the
recorded revenue of only Rs.36.45 crore. This is the statement of the Enforcement
Directorate made before the Madurai Bench of the Madras High Court.

Then, coming to ‘sand mining’ in Tamil Nadu, the riverbeds across the State
are also impacted. The rivers like Cauvery, Vaigai, Palar, Thamirabarani and others
are hugely affected due to illegal sand mining, especially in Tirunelveli. In Karur, the
area, which | represented, people are illegally mining and swindling the money.
There are so many
cases which are pending. Due to illegal sand mining across the rivers, the ground
water level has also depleted.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI GHANSHYAM TIWARI):  Now, Shri Ravi Chandra

SHRI RAVI CHANDRA VADDIRAJU (Telangana): & Hon. Vice-Chairman, Sir, | thank
you for giving me the opportunity to participate in the debate on The Mines and
Minerals (Development and Regulation) Amendment Bill, 2025. | also thank the
Hon 'ble Minister Shri Kishan Reddy for introducing this Bill.

Minor minerals are far more abundant in our country than major minerals. While
India has fewer than 2,000 major mineral mines, there are over 60,000 minor mineral
mines. These mines directly and indirectly support the livelihoods of more than 30
million people. However, they remain highly regulated, poorly recognized, and
governed by outdated policies. Today, global politics and geopolitics increasingly
revolve around minerals. If we fail to harness our country’s geological potential
through private investment, we risk falling short of achieving the vision of a self-reliant
India. Shri KCR implemented several reforms during the last ten years of the TRS
Government to revive the granite industry. Slab systems were introduced, and
factories were supported through discounts of up to 40%.

Sir, since 2015, 515 major mineral blocks have been put up for auction, yet only
12% have become operational. The scenario for minor minerals is even more
concerning. Many unexplored blocks are being auctioned, leading to cartelization,

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mine closures, and investor withdrawal. To address this, only large blocks with
adequate exploration should be auctioned. | urge the hon. Minister to continue the
First-Come-First-Served policy for leases under 10 hectares. Evaluating previous
leases under the new auction system will help estimate gains in lease numbers,
royalty collections, and productivity.

Sir, the Bill rightly proposes inclusion of multiple minerals under a single lease.
Leaseholders should be allowed to extract important minerals such as lithium, cobalt,
and granite without paying additional royalties. Currently, if other minerals are found in
a leased mine, permits for those minerals are often withheld, halting work and causing
distress to leaseholders. |, therefore, suggest granting blanket permission to extract
all minerals within a leased area. Establishing mineral exchanges would foster a
transparent and stable market, reducing middlemen exploitation and ensuring fair
prices. Presently, mineral taxes range between 200% and 450%, resulting in over-
taxation and a heavy compliance burden that fuels tax evasion and illegal trade. |
recommend that tax rates be made revenue neutral.

Regarding Development Mineral Exploration and Technology (DMET), earlier
2% was collected on major minerals, now increased to 3%. Telangana collects 2%
SMET on minor minerals, but the funds collected are often parked in bank accounts
without being utilized for developmental activities. | Seek clarity on the amounts
collected through DMET and SMET, and what percentage is being used for
exploration and surveys. A clear action plan is needed for effective deployment of
these funds through the proposed DMEDT.

Sir, the granite industry provides employment to several lakh people but faces
challenges with Environmental Clearances (EC). When mining leases are granted, EC
should be issued for the entire lease period. Currently, EC renewal is delayed or
denied due to changes in Government, lack of committees, or alleged violations,
causing mine closures. | propose that if a lease is granted for 30 years, the EC should
be valid for the same duration. For small-scale granite mines on land below 5 to 10
hectares, which do not generate significant dust, environmental permits should ideally
not be required. However, issuing ECs would be a positive step. Moreover, | request
that small-scale granite mines under 25 hectares be classified as minor minerals and
be exempted from public hearings and requirements for Consent for Establishment
(CFE) and Consent for Operation (CFO), as these create unnecessary hurdles. Sir,
there have been cases where courts, while imposing fines for EC violations, have
ruled in favor of renewal of permissions. However, the Government often fails to
renew these permissions promptly, citing Supreme Court directions. My suggestions
stem from practical experience, and it is clear that permissions are delayed
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excessively. | urge the Central Government to ensure that Environmental Clearances
are co-terminus with mining lease periods. The granite and minor mineral industries
are largely set up voluntarily by Indian entrepreneurs using their own funds. Foreign
companies granted leases have provided fewer employment opportunities compared
to local entrepreneurs. Environmental Clearance issues remain a major obstacle for
the granite sector. | request the hon. Minister to issue appropriate guidelines to
resolve this.

Sir, the State-level committee includes members from Mines and Geology,
PCCF, CCLA, Industries, and PCB. Setting up a dedicated cell at the Directorate of
Mines and Geology (DMG) headquarters with these members would facilitate faster
lease issuance. | also welcome the news that Singareni, besides coal, is exploring
other minerals—this is a promising development that will generate additional
employment.

Finally, | recommend the formation of a central team under the Ministry of
Mines to visit mineral-rich countries such as Canada, Brazil, Australia, South Africa,
China, and Kazakhstan to study their RP/PL/ML approval processes. A committee
comprising GSI, State DGMSS, Forest, and Revenue department officials should
identify mineral deposit areas and declare them as ‘Mining Zones™ with clear zoning
regulations. These areas should be protected from non-mining uses to preserve
mineral rights. Like Australia, priority allocation on a first-come, first-served basis,
including auctions for fully evaluated mineral blocks, should be introduced. There is
an urgent need to increase funding for exploration. Environmental Clearances must be
equal in duration to mining leases. Before commencing online auctions, all regulatory
approvals including EC, FC, and surface rights must be in place at the State level.

SHRI PRAFUL PATEL (I\/Iaharashtra): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, any country's
prosperity is that we See above the earth. You See big buildings, you See factories,
you See other developmental projects and you feel that yes, the country has moved
forward, it has progressed. But the real wealth of a country is what lies beneath
Mother Earth. And, that is why, we have to ensure that the real prosperity which lies
below Mother Earth is harnessed to its fullest potential and that will truly make India a
great nation. Our friend Milind was just speaking about some rare earths and critical
minerals. | would just like to mention something which is very recent. You know the
on-going Ukraine-Russia war. And, when President, Zelensky, went to the White
House for the first time, the biggest ask from America to President Zelensky was:
"| want the rare earths, the critical minerals which are in Ukraine, they should be
given to the United States of America. "

Right now, we have a trade war going on. There is a tariff issue going on
between India and the United States, and, between many other countries of the world
and the US. Why is China left out from that extra special treatment which is being now
meted out to India? The reason is, they have got rare earths and critical minerals,
which was just pointed out by my friend. They are in a position where they can
command because they can spoil the entire value chain which is built up across the
United States or in any other country just by not supplying those critical elements.
Today, in all electronics, | would say, in all hardware, software and all that is being
created, there is a very big element of all these rare earths and critical minerals.
Today, you really look at space exploration! We are not talking so much about
nuclear; we talk about solar energy, wind energy, hydro energy, etc. All that is fine,
that has to be done. But, nuclear energy is also a big source of energy in the world.
France, a developed country, gets almost 90 per cent of its entire energy from nuclear
sources. India also has a very ambitious nuclear energy production programme. All
that will require these kinds of critical minerals. You will need uranium; you will need
thorium; you will need many other critical minerals which all lie below the Mother
Earth. And, that is why, what the hon. Minister has also talked of a Trust in this Bill to
create a kind of a fund which will help in exploration, which will help in mapping the
critical minerals that are available within India. It is a very welcome step. Today, Sir,
you know, there are new technologies, like, aerial mapping. There are planes with all
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the technological equipments, sensors and everything, which can map critical
minerals, water and any other substance below the surface for miles deep into the
Mother Earth. So, these are all new changing, evolving technologies.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI GHANSHYAM TIWARI): Shri Maharaja Sanajaoba
Leishemba.

SHRI MAHARAJA SANAJAOBA LEISHEMBA (I\/Ianipur): Thank you, Sir, for giving
me this opportunity to participate in the discussion of a very important Bill, the Mines
and Minerals (Development and Regulation) Amendment Bill 2025. First of all, |
support the Bill, and my heartfelt congratulation goes to our hon. Prime Minister, Shri
Narendra Modi, for his unwavering reform-oriented approach for all sectors of the
economy. If we have a look at the last decade, the reforms carried out in the mining
sectors have been nothing short of a revolution, and the results are there for all of us
to See. Sir, | am also grateful to the Government of India for bringing this Bill in the
Parliament at the right time. While my other colleagues have spoken about how this
Bill Seeks to promote mining and production of critical minerals in the country, | wish
to draw the kind attention of the Members towards another important aspect of the
Bill. Sir, as per current rules, the captive mines are allowed to sell only up to 50 per
cent of current year's production after meeting the requirements of captive end-use-
plant. However, there are many instances where the old mineral stock which is not
usable in end-use-plant, because of its low grade, is lying unused in the leased
areas.

Sir, it has been reported that in certain mining districts, more than 50 per cent
of the mineral mined in a year is non-plant grade. Over a period of years, this has led
to accumulation of large quantities of sub-grade minerals causing space constraints
in the mines.

Due to this, a number of issues arise such as sub-optimal mining and the blocking of
minerals beneath the dumps. It also poses a significant environmental hazard and
mine safety issues. These dumps, which are not usable in end-use plant, have many
uses elsewhere. This can be used by beneficiation plants, pellet-making plants or
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even in infrastructure projects. The Government has rightly proposed to lift the
existing restrictions and empower the State Governments to permit sale of such
dumps from these areas. | wholeheartedly acknowledge the positive problem solving
approach adopted by the hon. Minister, Shri G. Kishan Reddy, because the
Amendment proposed by him would not only increase mineral production and
availability of minerals to industries, but also promote scientific and optimal mining
and increase the revenue of the State Government. This step will especially benefit
the small miners and MSMEs in mining sectors and address the long-standing
demand. Apart from this, Amendment in the National Mineral Exploration Trust would
help in achieving Atmanirbhar Bharat in the critical mineral value chain.

With these few words, | conclude my speech and urge upon all the hon.
Members of the House to support this Bill and pass it unanimously.
Thank you, Sir.

SHRI G. K. VASAN (Tamil Nadu): Sir, this Bill is the need of the hour for the nation. If
India has to play an important role internationally in this field, then the existing
framework needs to be modernized, which the Minister has done in this Bill perfectly.
| congratulate the Minister. Sir, | would say that this Bill secures our economic future
by reducing our dependence on countries like China, because for many things such
as electrical devices like car, phones and even laptops, we depend on them. So, we
need to be on our own. That means we must encourage mining in India. That is why
this Bill is a forward-looking Bill.

Sir, mining would surely create more jobs in the country. We must bring in new
technology. The technology must not just be new but also ensure that mining is
environment-friendly. That is very important, hon. Minister. | am sure this Bill would
resolve pending applications, curb illegal mining and definitely revive investors'
confidence. | would like to mention an important aspect here, which is illegal sand
mining, especially in Tamil Nadu. It may be there in other States as well. It is a serious
issue with widespread environmental and economic consequences. It involves illicit
extraction of sand from riverbeds and coastal areas, bypassing regulations and
causing significant damage to the ecosystem and the State’s revenues.

Sir, due to illegal sand mining, especially in States like Tamil Nadu, | am sorry
to say that the groundwater level has depleted. Farmers are facing huge water
scarcity. Sometimes in villages, due to the approach of the Government, people do
not get even drinking water. That is the plight of our farmers. Rivers like Cauvery,
Vaigai, Palar and Thamirabarani have been hugely affected by illegal sand mining.
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Sir, to conclude, | would like to say that sand mining in Tiruchi, the Kaveri belt,
Thanjavur, Ariyalur, and Vellore, which are important regions for farmers, has affected
farmers, in States like Tamil Nadu, 100 per cent. Strict measures have to be taken to
curb this.

Likewise,
allowing sale of mineral dumps, which had hitherto been lying as waste and which
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were being pilfered, will now generate more revenue and will bring in more value to
the States. This Bill gives the States stronger tools to regulate this sector. The
establishment of Mineral Exchanges will bring transparency, efficiency and fair pricing
and eliminate cartelisation which was happening till now in a very big way. We know
that in the mining sector, there is a very big mafia that works and the black market
practices that fuel illegal mining. With digital monitoring and clear rules for including
minor and major minerals, the States will be better empowered to curb exploitation
and protect the environment which is the need of the hour. And this is what our hon.
